The Soo-Spokane trains run through  Lethbridge  on
their way cast and west, M Jood HHIL ina publie speech,
declared his intention of wailding a branch of his great sys-
tem to the metropolis of Southern Alberta, and it has heen
announced lately that a railway will huild from the U, S
horder, north to the Peace River country, entering Alherta
about Cardston, a few miles  south-west  of  Lethhridge.
There arve, besides these assured lines, several  projected
conneeting links.

What is Making Lethbridge a Large Competitive Railway
Point?

Wheat and coal are two of the main reasons, while the
speed with which the country subsidiary to Lethhridge is
filling up is remarkable, A comparison of entries is instroe
tive —there were granted in

11,520,000 Bushels.

It is ealeulated that if only 20 per cent. of the land
within thirty miles of Lethhridge, were seeded to wheat, and
it produced only 25 hushels to the acre, the result would he
11,520,000 hushels to be shipped from the distriet.

Only One and a Half Per Cent. Under Cultivation,
According to an estimate made by the Hon. Dunean
Marshall, Minister of Agriculture, only one and a half per
cent. of the tot wereage in the Provinee of Alherta that
is applicable for iculture is producing any kind of crop.
Roughly, the provinee contains 100,000,000 arable acres, of
which about 1,500,000 are now under the plow,

What Will it Mean When 100 Per Cent is Producing?
No man dave prophesy what it will mean to the manufae-
turing and wholesale centres of Alberta when every avail-
able acre is under erop. When only a comparatively small
part is utilized. it will support a great vural population,
thousands of villages, many towns and  some  tremendous

Those places which arve eities alveady, the commereial
metropolii, wholesale and distributing  centres  for  their
separate districts will naturally leap into fame first, and
become manufacturing points for supplying the necessities
of these smaller places. If the present immigration, which
reached enormons figures for the first six months of 1910,
inercases each year, it will not be long before some of the
present eities hecome very large and oppulent places of
conmerce,

Lethbridge Will Become a Manufacturing Centre.

Theve can he little doubt in the mind of anyone know-
ing Southern Alberta, that Lethbridee is destined to be an
influential point for manufacturing, having many unvivalled
natural advantages.

Coal Mines at the Factory Door.

There ave five shipping coal mines on the outskirts or
close to Lethhridge, while two very large companies ave
prepaving to start operations and several are  actnally
carrying on development work preparvatory to shipping,
indicating an expenditure of several million dollars in ex-
ploiting the coal seams at this point, in the next two years.

This Means Miners, Wages and Freight.

The inerease in population, due to the development of
the mines, will be very extensive, which assures many thou-
sands of dollars pnt in civenlation each month in Leth-
bridge, and the vapid building up of big commereial eity.

5,000 Square Miles of Coal.

The Government pamphlet, dealing with the different
coal arveas in Alberta, makes the following statement in re-
gard to the vast wealth in and contiguous to Lethbridge :—

“Another coal formation ocenpies the south-eastern
border of the provinee, with an area of 5,000 square miles;
the seams in this are of more value in the southern portion
than farther north or east. The prineipal mines in this area
are to be found near Lethbridge.””

Famous Coal.
The Lethbridge Herald gives the following report of the
coal outlook in Southern Alberta, and Lethbridge in par-
ticular:—

“The growth of the coal mining industry in the South
Alberta and Crow’s Nest coal fields is keeping well abreast
of the growth of the rest of Western Canada, which forms
its chief market.  And in the immediate vieinity of Leth-
bridge the development in the last few years has equalled
if not exeelled any other part of the fields. There are now
on the borders of the city alone no less than four hig mines,
while several ave shipping on a small seale, but eatering
chiefly to the local market, These, of course, do not inelude
the mines at Taber, thivty miles cast  of  Lethhridge; at
Grassy Lake. Buredett, and the Little  Bow. thirty miles
north of the city. the development of which deposits has
also heen keeping well apace with the growth and expan-
sion of the whole country.  There are between twenty and
thirty coal mines |»|m||n~|n~v coal in the \unt'mn \Ilu-rt:n
field, all within the Lethhridge legislative dist

The most famous of these mines arve the 4-.1|t proper-
ties, operated by the A, R L, which have several different
shafts.  No. 3 shaft is the Ia shipper at present, and,
acceording to the Herald, has a capacity for 300 men per
double shift, which would mean an output of about 1,200
tons per day,

No. 5 shatt is still developing, but at No. 6 they have
Lm Iy started to load cars. The overhead works, which arve
Iy automatie, cost over $250.000 to inst
mll-hmlmu devices do away with the smoke nuisance, so
workmen living in the immediate vieinity of the works are
in nowise incommoded. The shaft itself is an immense con-
crete straeture from the surface to the hottom 400 feet down,
The development work cost over a quarter of a million
dollars, and Lethhridge is counting something on the many
extra miners that will be required to work these properties.
The Herald savs:

New Shaft a Monster.

“Compared with No, 3. the new shaft, No. 6, is a veri-
table monster. No. 6 will eventually employ 1,000 men—
SO0 underground and 200 on the surface—on each shift of
eight hours, turning out 1,800 tons of coal each shift. In
other words, it three shifts are running, employment will
he given to 3,000 men, and the output will be 5400 tons per
day. The plant is built with the idea of handling that
amount, but the output, of eourse, will be regulated by the
demand of the market. At No. 6 the A. R. and T. Co. own

“Meanwhile, as the output of No. 6 goes up, that of

The subdivision in the northern district of Lethbridge,
for sale through this booklet, is situated about a quarter of
a mile south, towards the city from this great shaft, and
lies contiguous to the limits of the companies' property.

The Royal Collieries,

SNext to the A, Roand T omines, the biggest mines in
the matter of output in the immediate vieinity of Lethbridge
are the Royal Collievies, owned and operated by the Royal
Coal Co. This property, consisting of 8,000 acres, is situ
ated immediately novth of the Ao Rand 1, property on the
cast side of the Belly River. It was only two years ago, in
1908, that the Royal Company acquived this property, but
for the last year a plant producing all the way from 200 o
400 tons per day has been ranning. So rapidly has the wmar
ket expanded and the demand for Royal coal inercased that
the eapacity of this plant is to he hea ily angmented, and
already machinery is on the ground for improvements and
additions, allowing an output of not less than 600 tons per
day, and anywhere from that figure to a thousand tons per
day. Ineluded in this additional machinery is a box ear
loader with a eapac ity of 3.000 tons per diem. A spur frack

railway joinmg the new Lethbridge-Meleod eut-off of the €.
. R.oat Praivie View (which gives them an entrance into
Lethhridee without building an enovmous bridge across the
viver valley).  Iad the Tatter heen completed earlier they
would doubtless have begun shipping that mueh sooner, in
which ease, by this time, they would have heen shipping
their maximum output, the eapacity of their plant  being
from 1000 tons to 1.200 per day.

Cater to Local Market.

‘Among the mines which eater to and practically confine
their output entively to the local market arve Asheroft’s
mine, immediately west ol the city, and the new Barnes
mine, adjoining the Royal Collieries.  The former gives em-
ployment to fifty or sixty men, and has been running for a
number of yea The latter is a new venture, which has
seenred, during the few months of its operation, a  very
large proportion of the ever inereasing loeal trade,

The output of the active mines is caleulated tor this
yvear at close to 2500000 tons, and it s estimated that
there is o distribution of $1,000,000 per month in wages
along this line within 250 miles of the city,

Invitation to Manufacturers.

Lethbridge is just beginning its caveer as a mannfactur-
ing and jobbing metropolis.  With its location, its rapidly
i ising population, the growth of its many young neigh-
indd the expansion of the agrienltural and mining pur-
suits i its tervitory, business men of vision see promise of
Wogr industrial centre. Southern AMberta consumes hun-
dreds of carloads of miscellancons merchandise every day
alveady, and every year that quantity makes enormons leaps
upward.  This means a consimmption suflicient to absorh the
output of many factories,

Multitudes of small, hut thriving, country towns are
springing up. Such a gronp of towns and sueh a tributary
country demand a metropolis, a eentre for the mannfacture
and distribution of such articles as they consume.,

Lethbridge, as the railway centre, the jobbing centre,
business centre of this rich tervitory, can have no other des-
tiny than to become its manufacturing eontre.  Its growth
in the past two or three years sufficiently demonstrates that

There ave established i Lethbridge two  substantial
milling companies The Taylor Milling and Elevator Co,
and the Elison Milling Co., both with a capacity of several
hundred havreels of Hour per day. Each of these companies
operates o considerable Tine ol elevators at different points
in Sonthern Alberta, The eity offers exemption from tax-
ation Tor a period of years to all industries nsing the pro-
duets of the soil, and it expeets to supply eleetrie power to
Factories from the municipal power-house at cost, thus re-
dueing the running expenses materially, The eity also holds
aommber of exeellent industrial sites with trackage, which
it intends to dispose of at cost price to the many manufae-
tirers who will shortly see the desivability of Lethbridge
for their partienlar businesses,  The thirsty among  the
hustling townsmen quench their thirst from heer brewed
i town, as there s a lavge malting and hrewing plant, said
to represent an investiment off some 200,000

The only woollen mill in Western Canada s situated
here, in the heart of o considerable wool growing distriet,
viving employment to a number of hands, The eity
sin hoast of ol sash and door Factory, two larg
vards, with a capacity of some 6,000,000 per year, the C.
1", R vound-honse and shops, a foundey and iron works,

Power Plant.

The eity helieves in mmicipal ownership, as evideneed
by the faet that they have just completad o large  and
efficient power-honse. The machinery and equipment is of
the very latest, and the station has a very unique feature,
namely. it operates its own eoal mine, The entranee to the
wain tunnel is about 100 yvards from the power house, the
conl as it is mined is run from the funnel by geavity aad
automatically dmmped into the feed hoppers over the fur-
naces. The low cost at which eleetrieity is produced will
he a great hoon to factories and those usine power,

The water supply for domestie and eondensing is taken
from a filter evib under the bed of the viver along through
the reinforeed conerete condnits Yo o well near the power

A Street Railway Assured.

I regard to the ontlook for a street railway to he com-
menced at oan carly date, the Hevald veports that **The
citizens last December overwhelmingly voted down the pro
position t < steeet vailway Pranchise to a private cor-
poration, the issue being whether the eity shonld operate its
own system or not, so that a public owned railway will he
installed at the carliest possible opportunity.””

Comparative Values.

Property on Round Street, one of the ehiel  business
thoroughfares of Lethbridge has a value from $700 to $1,000
per foot, while residential lots o feet are sold for 1,000
and more in the desirable south-casterly locations.  Very
heavy and steady advanees in values have taken place dur-
ing the past three years on aceount of the almost pheno-
menal mareh of the building farther and yet farther out, to
acceommodate the incoming population,

When the street ear serviee is installe d a large number
of good residences will be built at points considerably farther
away from the centre of the city than might be thought, as
people generally prefer to purchase fifty to one hundred feet
trontage at a low fignre when within - reasonable walking
distanee of a car line, than pay a stiff price for a small 25
foot lot closer in. It is a logical sequence to concelude that
Lethbridge will cover two or three times more territory per
house in the future than in the past. Bailding lots hring
prices of several hundred dollar b, some little time hefore
they are required for actual building purposes,  and  rise
steadily as more and more dwellings approach them.

Weste Inconversation with Me, MeRKenzie, the manager of the Royal Collieries, T learned
that the development alveady planned and provided for will mean an inerease of 4,000 min
ers, making an additional population of 15,000 10 20,000, The railway companies have evi
dently heen wide awake to the possibilities, and  Lethhridge seems 1o be a magnet whieh
attracts these teaffie hunters, for no less than seven lines ave aleeady assured and others
proposed.
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The ity itsell has wisely Taid the foundation for a large centre, wide streets, hroad
witlks, parks, squares, athletie gronnds and municipal ownership of all publie utilities, in-
cluding the proposed street sailway, are indications of capable self-government.  The publie
Buildings, the wholesale and hank huildings, which would compare favorably with those in
Livee castern centres, furnish evidenee of the faith of the leaders of finance and commeree in
the future

You ask e what 1 thought of my purehase of Tots in South Lethbridge Addition.  Ax
voreare aware T honght these without seeing them and, when T went West T had the in-
tention of teving to dispose of them at fifty per cent, profit, 1 have seen them, and decided
not to sell Tor five years at least. 1 believe they will then be worth $500 each.  Loceal men
told me this was o conservative estimate. Bevond doubt the South Lethbridge addition lies
i the divection of vesidential growth, The river hars the west, the north will be a densely
popilated wining town, and the east is the manufacturing and railway distriet; the way to
the south alone lies elear. 1 wonld think your lots a good buy at $100 to $125. The Whit-
ney Farm, just bevond vour lots, is not for sale, $600 an acre has been refused, The China-
man who owns 21 aeres just across the voad makes 400 an acee as a market garden, and of
conrse he too relfused $600 an aere,

I have the idea that the North Lethhridee property will come into the market fivst as a
wining town.  An addition of 4,000 men as proposed means a1 influx of population.
But fow propeeties are offered for sale, The coal companies will not sell their acy
The A, Roand 1, which has o large holding, absolutely vefuses to sell a lot. Why?  There
is obviously only one answer possible. The consequence is that your North Lethbridge pro-
perties must soon be in demand. The Royal Collieries propose to establish a large plant
close to No. G, bringing the mine operators down to within a comparatively short distanee
of your property, which lies neaver in. Next year I faney yon will he sold out, and the
holders find an active movement in these lots,

One can only realize the immense resonrees, wealth and possibilities of the West by
secing for oneself, and 1 have come back with unbounded faith in the future of Canada
and the West in partienlar,

You have asked we for my opinion of the futuree of Lethbridge, and as one who is very
optimistic about that future I have no hesitation in stating my belief that Lethbridee will
he one of the half dozen big eities of Western Canadi. Its growth has been rapid during
the past few years and T am satisticd that its advaneement will be even greater during the
years to come.

It wust be remembered that Lethhridee is unlike o good many praivie cities, owing to
the fact that it is not only a rich ienltural disteiet, but has within its Hinits and close at
hand theee Tavge coal mines inactive opevation, and two others under development. When
all these mines are in fall swing there will he about 5000 men employed, and well onto half
a million dollars a month paid out in wages to Ilhw men,

Lethhridge, as will be seen, s destined to he the Pittsburg of Canada. Not only his
it mines at its very doors, but within a vadins of less than 100 miles there are at least 25
conl mines, and a great, many of these arve feeders to Lethbridee’s wholesale warchonses and
manufacturing industries,

This cheap fuel will eventually wake Lethbridge o great indnsteial centre. Nooother
place in the West has sueh tempting inducements to offer in this diveetion

Just at present Lethbridge is seeved by practically one railway - the ¢ P Rowhich
has o nmimber of branches vunning out of the eity. However the time is near at land when
we will have railroad competition. These new railways will open up new countey and
ereate new fowns and villages, all of which will be tributary to this city, Following these
developments will neeessavily come new wholesale honses to serve the needs of the inercas
ing population.

There ave yet to he enltivated in this part of  AMberta thousands upon thonsands of
acres of Tand, and the settlement of people upon these Laiids is hound to advanee the growth
of Lethhridge
