the opening up of railway communication with the interior of the 
Province, the city has increased rapidly in wealth. Since 1858, rail­
ways have been in operation from Halifax to Windsor, on the Bay of 
Fundy, and fiom Halifax to Truro, at the head of Cobequid Bay. The 
latter line is now continued to Piotou harbour, in the Straits of North­
umberland, where it has already attracted a large trade from the Gulf 
of St. Lawrence, besides bringing the coal mines of Piotou county within 
easy reach of the city. The Windsor line of railroad has been extended 
to Annapolis, 120 miles from Halifax. The Intercolonial, European 
and North American railroads are being rapidly pushed forward, and 
before the dose of 1874 Halifax will be in unbroken communication 
with the Upper Provinces and the United States. The discovery of gold 
in the Province, and the extensive investment of capital and employment 
of labor in the gold mines, has also to some extent aided the oommeroe 
of the city, by providing a new and valuable export with which to pay 
for goods purchased in Great Britain. For the last few years the popu­
lation of the city has been rapidly increasing, and when the projected 
lines of communication by rail and steamships with neighboring Pro­
vinces and the United States are completed, Halifax must come to be 
one of the foremost cities in population and wealth, as she is already one 
of the most important in geographical position on the continent of 
America.

Since the abrogation of the Reciprocity Treaty, and especially 
the past five years, Halifax has made rapid progress in manufa 
Four carriage factories, four large boot and shoe factories, which 
employ a large number of men.

'I Ô of our coast fisheries to the American fisher­
men and the opening of the American fish market to our merchants, 
which went into operation on the 1st July last. The other commercial 
regulation, which promises much for the prosperity of the city, is the 
alteration of the Interest Laws of the Province by which a higher rate 
of interest than 6 per cent, is allowed to be charged by private indivi­
duals as well as banks, and the rate of interest on mortgages fixed at 7 
per cent, by agreement.

All descriptions of bank stocks, excepting Liverpool banks, sell consi­
derably above par, but at a rate that yields a dividend that will amount 
to six per cent, per annum. None of the Local Banks have yet declared 
ten per cent, dividend upon the capital, but expectations are strong in 
that direction just now—Provincial and City debentures 6 per cent, 
bear a ready sale at a small premium, but sometimes the premium goes 
as high as five and six per cent. The usual rate of discount at banks is 
from 8 to 10 per cent. The banks allow four per cent, for deposits 
sometimes for large sums, and subject to certain conditions and restric­
tions. Stocks, Debentures, &c., &c., are occasionally sold at auction in- 
the exchange by J. D. Nash, auctioneer, but W. M. Gray, Farquhar 
& Forrest, and Almon & McIntosh buy and sell all kinds of securities.

In th* present issue, the Publisher purposes directing the attention of 
the public in general, and his patrons in particular, to some of the local­
ities in Nova Scotia which, taking Halifax as the centre point, might be 
supposed to commend themselves to the interest of the pleasure-seeking 
tourist, or the shrewd man of business. It is true that very few of these 
pages can be afforded to so suggestive a topic. To the connoisseur in 
beautiful scenery, it may be safely said that Nova Scotia affords, in pro-

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environs of Halifax itself—particularly where they embrace any portion 
of the waters of the magnificent Chebuoto Bay, inclusive of Halifax har­
bor proper, Bedford Basin, the North West Arm, and the South East 
Passage; but these views have so often been described that they must be 
familiar to the most of our readers, even to those who have never seen 
them with their own eyes. One thing may here be mentioned, however, 
relative to Halifax. It seems to have been determined to make it the 
great British military, as well as naval depot of America. For many 
years past, immense sums have boon expended annually on the fortifica­
tions of this place, and judging from present indications, this is likely 
still to continue for many years to come. If Halifax is not already, it 
certainly soon will je, the most strongly fortified place in the world. ’To 

crate the principal works completed, under construction, or designed : 
there is, first and most important of all, Fort George, the Citadel of 
Halifax, which commands, not only the town and all the ground within 
the city limits, but the harbor, its shores, and all the adjacent country 
within the utmost range of the heaviest of Armstrong guns. On George's 
Island nearly in the middle of the harbor, there is Fort Charlotte. For 
three years past, this work has been undergoing reconstruction in accor­
dance with the requirements of more modern warfare, and is not yet 
finished. When completed, the whole island will be one fortress of re­
doubtable character, commanded only by the citadel. Nearly opposite 
George’s Island, on the Eastern shore of the harbor, is Fort Clarence, 
more formerly known as the “ Eastern Battery.” Within the past few 
years, it has been entirely and most substantially rebuilt ; and its guns 
can rake the whole surface of the harbor, from the Narrows to McNab's 
Island. Returning to the Western, or city side of the harbor, we find ® e
that fronting upon it and just on the very outskirts of the lower, or .!■ if
southern part of the town, a tract of land has been purchased by the War 
Department upon which to erect another battery ; but it is notoommenoed 
Farther down the shore, about half way between Steel’s Pond and Point 
Pleasant, and upon a comparatively elevated spur of a hill, projecting 
towards the harbor, is Fort Ogilvie. This, like Fort Clarence has been 
enlarged and entirely and substantially rebuilt within the last few years.
Directly in the rear of Fort Ogilvie, but upon more elevated ground; 
about midway between the harbor and the North West Arm, is the Prince 
of Wales’ Tower, which has also been materially improved of late. A few 
yards distanoe south from the tower and at a slightly less elevation than 
its base, a new battery of a most formidable character has recently been 
completed, the guns of which will sweep the whole entrance of the harbor.
Juat below this and directly upon the shore are the Point Pleasant Bat­
tery, on the extreme southern point of the peninsula and city of Halifax ; 
and the North West Buttery, commanding the entrance to the North West 
Arm. Another large new battery has just been completed, on the ex­
treme north-western point of McNab’s Island, farther down the harbour.
Again, still farther down, but on the Western shore, York Redoubt is
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now being entirely rebuilt and enlarged for a more heavy armament. 
Mention need only be made of the Martello towers at Meagher’s Beacli 
and Sambro Island. It will thus be seen that from these numerous for­
tifications, a most terrific fire can be concentrated upon any given point 
of Halifax harbor, or its entrance. The hostile ship which attempts to 
enter the harbor will have the privilege of *• running the gauntlet” in a 
way which cannot be indulged in anywhere else in the world. On the 
landward side nature has provided ample defences for Halifax.

shall find that, in no other country where gold mining operations are 
carried on, is there so large a portion of auriferous surface as in the 
gold regions of Nova Scotia. And—which is still more important— 
we find that in no other such country do the auriferous quarts lodes 
yield so large a per oentage of gold as they do in Nova Scotia.

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long ago as in 1863, it was shown in the official Annual Report of 
the Chief Gold Commissioner (Mr. Hamilton) that by carefully 
paring the gold mining statistics of the countries above named, and 
by comparing the amount of gold produced with the labor and expense 
required to produce it,—which is the only reliable way to exhibit the 
paying properties of a single mine, or of a mining country, the gold 
mines of Nova Scotia were by far the most profitable of any in the 
world. The operations in 1863 were of a very crude character, and 
most of the men engaged at mining were mere tyros at the business. 
Since then, by more skilful manipulation and deeper sinking, the pro­
ductiveness of the Nova Scotia gold mines has, in comparison with 
the labor expended upon theip increased about three hundred per 
cent, thus placing them far before any other auriferous quartz mines in 
the world.

Before proceeding to refer to them more in detail, one or two further 
more ge leral remarks may be made. Considering the great compara­
tive productiveness of the Nova Scotia mines, the small aggregate 
results which they annually produce even yet, may surprise and be 
unexplainable to many a one. In fact it would seem that the very 
propinquity of Nova Scotia to the great centres of the 
civilized population of the world mitilates against the activity of 
mining enterprises here,—so true is it that “distance lends enchant­
ment to the view." Again, when a man from Europe, Canada, or the 
United States, goes to the Australian colonies, or the Pacific coast, 
with mining purposes, it often happens that his exhausted means will 
not permit of his return and he must therefore per force contribute 
to the swollen gold returns of the country in which he finds himself. 
As to Nova Scotia, his entrance and his exit are always easy and in­
expensive. One other fact may here be mentioned incidentally. 
Gold mining is an exciting business, and gold miners are an excitable 
people. For example, a thousand men may be mining, with well 
established facilities for doing so, and with good profits, in a certain 
district. A rumor reaches them that £ rich vein has been struck by 
somebody, it may be in some wilderness, in some remote part of tho 
Province. Upon this mere rumor, our well-doing miners, or a great 
part of them, are straightway off “ on the wings of the wind," to 
battle with new difficulties on this new Dorado. Many of them pro­
bably find, or think they find, that their imaginations have deluded 
them, and return to their first love, or go farther in search of newer 
and richer gold fields. Thus there is an almost constant fluctuation 
in the actual productiveness of any given gold district, and a perpetual 
surging of the mining population from one such district to another. 
This same fact is notorious in all gold mining countries ; and it often 
puzzles the uninitiated in their efforts to ascertain the relative value of 
gold districts.

Flour of wheat and flour of rye, 25 cents per barrel ; Indian meal and oatmeal,’ 
and flour or meal of any other grain except wheat and rye, 15 cents per barrel.

Registration is applicable to all descriptions of letters and parcels, whether 
they contain articles of value or not. Registration Is not an absolute guarantee 
against the mis-carriage or loss of a letter ; but a registered letter can oe traced 
when one unregistered cannot, and the posting and delivery 
be proven. A registered letter is thus secured against many of the casualities 
which, from incorrect address, forgetfulneee of the receiver, or other error, may 
affect an unregistered letter. Moreover the safety of an unregistered 
letter is dependent (çn the integrity of a post-office clerk during the whole time it 
remains In his custody, frequently for boqre, and even days ; whilst a registered 
letter will almost invariably hpye to be acknowledged at the moment of \ie passing 
nto an officer’s hands, ana cannot therefore be suppressed without leaving him 
ndividually accountable for its disposal.
