They lived for years in Us enjoyment— 'sai-y of the unspeakable Baptism of
Mr. Wesley says “ Our fourth 

Conference began on Thursday, June 
16th, 1747. As several persons were 
present who ditLnot believe the doc 
tiilie nf Christian perfection we agrccd- 
to examine it from the foundation.”
The question was asked,—“ what is 
the point wherein we divide ? It is 
this •—should wo expect to be saved 
f rom all tin before the .-nticUofiicyth." the days 
(Christian 'Prelection.) In tne winfô he 
pamphlet arc, “ queries humbly proposed 
to those who deny Christian perfection to 
be attainable in this life." Among them 
are the following: — “ Are the promises 
o*‘God respecting holiness to he fulfil­
led in this life, or only in the next 1

I)ocs the soul’s going out of the body 
effect its purification from indwelling 
sin? If so is it not something else, 
not the blood of Christ that cleanscth 
us from all sin while the soul and body 
are united, is it not in this life?

If when the union ceases, is it not 
in the next ? And is not this too late ?

If in the article of death, in what situ­
ation is the soul when it is neither in 
the body nor out of it ?"

The above queries are exceedingly 
suggestive, and all point to one an­
swer, that holiness as a preparation 
for Heaven, must be wrought iu the 
soul, before the article of death. ’ If 
one hour before death, why not a (lay?
If a day why not a year ? And if a 
year why riot twenty years ? If “ one 
day is with the Lord as a thousand 
years, and a thousand years as one 
day,” and if “ lie is able to do exceed­
ing abundantly above all that we ask 
or think," why may He not just now, 
fully save the sou? that is implicitly 
trusting in the all cleansing blood ?

But whatsaith the Scriptures ? Zac- 
liarias rn referring to the object of 
Christ’s coming says :—“ that we be­
ing delivered out of the hand of our 
enemies, might serve him without fear 
in holiness and righteousness before 
him, all the days of our life." Luke 1 :
74. 75. “ Till wo all come in the
unity of the faith, and of the know­
ledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect 
man, untô the measure of the statuio 
of the fulness of Christ ; that w thence­
forth be no more children, &c., Eph. 4:
13, 14. Paul instructs the Thessalon- 
ians to rejoice evermore; pray with­
out ceasing ; and in everything give 
thanks"—(lutics pertaining to the 
present life. He prays that they may 
he “ sanctified wholly" and “preserved 
blameless" to the coming ot Christ.
“ Who "avc himself for us, that he 
might redeem us from all iniquity, and 
purify unto himsclfa peculiar people.
(not merely to be prepared /or Hea­
ven, hut) “ zealous of good worUt.

Titus 2 14 “ Because as ho is, so are
weZ this world," 1 John 4: 17. In 
his sermon on the mount, Jesus says
__“ love your enemies, bless them that
curse you, do good to them that hate 
you, and pray for them which despite- 
fully use you and persecute you. in 
doing this we show ourselves to be 
the children of our Father in Heaven;

and are in our degree, - permet ae oar 
Heavenly Father is perfect.” All 
these passages, clearly teaching what 
is implied in Foil Redemption, prove 
that it is not primarily a preparation 
for Heaven, but a preparation for our 
great life-work, we are to let our 
liaht thine ; but in order that it shins 
clearly, the eye should be single, that 
the whole body may be full of light. 
We are to walk worthy of the Lord 
unto all pleasing ; bat can only do so, 
when we are emptied of sin, and filled 
with the spirit. •• He that saith he 
abideth in him, ought himself also so 
to walk even ae he walked." 1 John 2:6. 
“ Walking in the light, as he is in the 
light”—“ cleansed from all sin”—hav­
ing “ fellowship with the Father, and 
with his Son Jesus Christ," we delight

Rev. Edgar M. Levy, D.D. After 
describing the great mental conflict,

The fountains 
of my being seemed broken up, and 
my heart was dissolved in gratitude 
and praise. My soul seemed filled 
with pulses, every one thrilling and 
throbbing with such waves of love 
and raptures that I thought I would 
die from excess of life, Some time 
after this Dr. Levy writes “ I have 
been cotisciqus Over since, moment by 
moment, of the cleansing power of 
Christ’s blood, oftho preserving grace 
of the Holy Spirit, of the absence of 
all fear, all disquietude, all uncertain­
ty, and the presence of abounding love, 
iov and assurance.

Ontario Correspondence.

Ontario, April 14,1879.
Mb. Editor,—Tour correspondent has 

written once or twice to yon, hot instead 
of Lie letters reaching yon, it appears that 
they bare found their way to the Dead 
Letter Office. This be found ont acciden­
tally, ae the Department did not return 
them but was left to surmise for many 
weeks, wb) hie letters had not appeared- 
Discouraged by the circumstance, be 
wrote tendering bis resignation, and eng 
gesting the name of another brother, both 
capable and willing to assume it duties. 
But be bas bad no intimation that cren 
that letter bad been received.

The most marked event in our Confer­
ence year bas been the decease of such a 
large number of our ministers, most of 
whom were amongst our most venerable 
fathers. There was Asanei Hurlburt, an 
ex-President of tbe old Canada Confer­
ence, followed by John Ryereon, our most 
eminent diplomatist, and for so many 
years co-delegate, and the pioneer of our 
missions in tbe Hudson’s Hay Territory— 
Father Cursen, at once the most loveable 
and comical member of our body. Solo­
mon Waldron, who from being for many 
years an Indian missionary adopted much 
of the Indian style. Joseph Mes-uiore, 
greatly respected and beloved, XVilliain 
Pori ip, fa tuer of the eloquent pastor of 
Queen’s Avenue Church London. And 
in tbe adjoining Toronto Conference, 
Conrad Vanduseu, eccentric, original, but 
gifted, and Ur. Ansen Green, for so many 
years our Hook Steward, and once Piesi- 
dent of our Conference. These were all 
fathers iu our ranks, who, like oaks bad 
grown up around tbe infancy of Metho­
dism, until tbe giant boughs had inter- 
twiiicd-a-bout its more mature, if not co­
lossal form, adding in their old age, grace 
and beauty, while by their experience and 
counsel they still aided to mould its forms 
for tbe highest efficiency. To these have 
to be added tbe^names of some younger 
brethren. Edmund ». Jones, iu tbe prime 
of a beautiful manhood, and John B. 
Goodspeed, who, once a Wesleyan, enter­
ed the ministry of the New Connexion 
body, and came into the united church, 
iuthe union of 1874, and has passed away 
at the not advanced age of 54. This un­
precedented number of - deaths need not 
surprise us The ratio of our mortality 
inuit necessarily increase. Such has been 
the vigorous growth of Method ism iu 
Canada, and the rapid increase ef the 
number of oar ministers, that our Confer­
ence has been very youthful, but our years 
begin to tell.

Another of our towns in Ontario takes 
rank among the cities of our Dominion. 
This gives to tbe London Conference quite 
an array of cities—Hamilton, L IRiiuu, St. 
Catherines. Brantford, and now Guelph, 
probably Chatham, Goderich and St. Tho­
mas may follow ere long.

The fame of our glorious Niagara, as, 
draped iu all the weird splendor of its 
mid winter costume, was powerful enough 
to draw our ne w Governor General and his 
royal wife, from their castle borne in Otta­
wa to its vicinity, and thus afford them a 
hurried opportunity of seeing throng the 
windows of the lightning express car by 
which tbc-y travelled—the fairest province 
of tbe extended Dominion over which he 
rules ; but did not afford any opportunity 
to its loyal inhabitants to show their loy­
alty, or express their joy. VVith eager 
hopes we are anticipating a visit to tbe 
Province in the early autumn of the year.

There has not been the usual amount of 
church building going on during the pre­
sent year as formerly. No doubt this is 
an evidence of the pressure of the times 
oh the pockets of our people,—and also 
some evidence of a reaction from that 
spirit which led to the venturing upon 
some enterprises a. year or two ago,— 
which has left, despite great promises at 
tbe time of dedication, crushing burdens 
up m struggling trustees in many places. 
The pastors who succeed those whose 
ardent faith can foreee the possibility of 
raising the wind at the dedication, and 
who thus prompt the people to incur a 
debt of many, many thousands of dollars 
iu tbe erection of very costly edifices, 
weep in secret’, that instead of being able 
to devote their whole energies to winning 
souls, they have to become financial 
agents, and all their visits to their flocks, 
instead of being pastoral, are connected 
with schemes for lifting the church debt. 
Many new comers prefer to go to plainer 
churcbej rather than attend one crushed 
with a load of indebtedness. There is a 
general feeling of great unfairness being 
practiced in this respect. One man builds 
a fine church, makes a great name, boasts 
of what great things be has done, slips 
away to another beautiful and easy sta­
tion, and shifts the whole burden upon 
tbe shoulder of bis unsuspecting success­
or, whose salary must be cut down, and 
uis tune «occupied, and bio soul hampered, 
by the circumstances of the embarrassed 
church. “ I could a tale or two unfold.”

A most unfortunate misunderstanding 
has arisen between tbe trustees of one of 
our new churches in a flourishing western 
town, and its par,tor, in which they went 
to the extreme measure of closing tbe 
doors of the church against him. But 
Presidential authority quietly stepped in, 
and tbe doors were reopened, bat tne offic­
ial nu mbers abstained almost entirely 
from attendance.

A revival of great and sweeping pewer 
is spreading over tbe town of Ubathaney 
It broke oat in connection with the visit 
of Mr. Hammond to the town a month or 
two ago, and at last accounts bad resulted 
in one thousand persons having profess­
ed faith in Christ as their Saviour. Oar 
devoted chairman, himself one of our >>cst 
workers and most successful revivalists, 
is putting forth all in his energi, s in this 
glorious season of refreshing. Other 
circuits are feeling the pulsations of tbe 
movement. Methodism in the adjoining 
city of Detroit does not impress ns as 
being remarkably aggressive. XVilli a 
city of one hundred and thirty thousand 
inhaoilants, 1 doubt whether they have 
as much church accommodation as our 
comparative small city of London, with 
its population of 30,000. An infamous 
infidel lecturer here a short time ago at­
tracted an immense audience at 50 rents 
apiece to bear him ridicule Christianity 
and vomit forth blasphemies against the 
God of the Bible. •

/ Here our quondam friend Rjv. XV. Ste­
phenson, ejected from tin Central Pres by- 
terian church, taking with him a^ large , 
number of aubeients, is building himself 
a new interest, and expects ere long to 
have a new church erected for the congre­
gation, who now weekly occupy the Hall 
wherein he ministers. Fbo winter,; we are 
told, lingers still in some paris of our 
Province, but with us, ia this .Southern 
peninsula, we have scarcely had a sev, rb 
snow ntorin since Christmas, au 1 but little 
sleighing siucj early in February.

REPLY TO “XV. A.”

Mb. Editor,—Allow me a few words 
ia reply to “ XV. A.” I am n it at all sur­
prised that our brethren on Domestic 
Missions should feel very keenly their 
financial position. XVu all deeply regret 
the present condition of things. But let 
no blame be attributed to those who are 
entrusted with the management of out- 
missionary finances. They certainly are 
not in any way to blame. Your corres­
pondent seems to be under the impression 
that the Central Board retained-a portion 
of the annual income of the society to­
wards liquidating tbe debt. This has not 
been done. On the contrary the apro- 
propiations have been in excess of the in- 
pome aud the result is a debt of $8000. 
Tbe income has been decreasing, while 
the expenditure, owing to an increase of 
missions, has been increasing. Take for 
example the figures for last year—iacoma 
$141,475. Expenditure 8150,973. Hero 
we have a deficit of over 89000—increas­

ing tbe debt by that amount. Now when 
I state that tbe appropriations for the 
present year are about 810,000 less than 
the expenditure of last year, although we 
have more missions to support, the reason 
why “ XV. A.” and other brethren have 
smaller grants, will lie apparent.

And yet tbp B>ard csrttialy w mi l not 
have beeu justified in appropriating m ire 
than what was estimated as tbe probable 
income for tbe year. If the B >ard bad 
been disposed to have done so, they were 
prevented by the action of the General 
Conference, as will be seen by the follow­
ing resolutions : —

1. That in making appropriations, Jt.be 
Central Biard keep within tbe limits, of 
the income of the preceding year, : rising 
from regular sources, viz. : .Subscriptions 
and Collections, Juvenile offerings, the 
Grant from tbe Indiau Department,^aud 
for tbe present tbe grant from tbe Eng­
lish committee.

2. That tbe income arising from lega­
cies and other miscellaneous sources be 
left at tbe disposal of the committee of 
consultation and finance for the reduction 
of the debt.

Tbe income from legacies, _Ac., is of 
course fluctuating and u ncertain, and it 
is therefore an unsafe basis of calculation. 
But i? tbe amount from these sources for 
last year had been included iu tbe appro­
priations for tbe present year it would uvt 
have made any material change in tba 
grant Youis truly, f

AFGHANISTAN.

This exteusive and powerful nation 
is situated in the very heart of Asia. 
It is bounded on the north by Turki- 
stan, on tbe east by British India ; on 
the south by Beloochistan, and on tbe 
west by Persia. Between Lat. 28, 25, 
and 86, 30, N., and Lon. 62, and 72, 
80, E.

It contains upwards of 200,000 
square miles, being nearly equal in 
size to France or Germany. The form­
er lias 204,000 square miles, and the 
latter 212,000. Its population Las been 
reported to lx* from 5,000,000 to 9000,- 
000. Its surface is very irregular, the 
largest poition consists of desorts, 
rocks and mountains, the latter are of 
the most inhospitable character, pre­
venting any communication jnto tbe 
country except by foot ; yet there are 
many fertile villages well watered, and 
covered with clover, thyme, violets and 
oderiferous plants, prized for their 
beauty. Its products are various and 
extensive. In the lowlands, rice, cot­
ton, sugar cane, maize and millet are 
raised.

In the uplands arc found European 
trees and herbs. There are two harvest 
seasons each year, the spring and aut­
umn. Tbe spring harvest is the most 
important, and consists of wheat, bar­
ley, pets, beans, etc., which a.ro sown 
in the aittumn.

At the end of the spring, rice, Indian 
corn and various kinds of pulse Are 
sown for the autumn harvest. Applet, 
pears, quinces, grapes,plums,almonds, 
walnuts, apricots, pomegranates, cit­
rons and oranges grow in abundance in 
the gardens of Cabul.

Tbe climate is extremely various, de­
pending more on the elevation than on 
its position, the latter should give it a 
decidedly hot temperature. Tbe winds 
from tbe snowy mountain summits are 
very keen. The cold weather begins in 
September and continues until March, 
and is very severe. Sometimes much 
suffering is caused by the scarcity of 
food. During the winter months 
woo 1 n, and in some cases felt, gar 
mente are worn, and over this a large 
top coat made of well tanned sheep 
skin, worn with the long shaggy wool 
inside. In summer these garments are 
exchanged for those made of chintz or 
cotton. In the plains and valleys dur­
ing the summer season the heat is very 
intense. At Peshawer, within eight of 
the snow-clad mountain peaks, and in

ried on by tbe means of 
horses, many of which perish whilst 
performing their arduous journey 
through, tbe. rpqky ravines, and over the 
rnggedXliffs of the Hindoo Kosh. The 
best known, and tbei most direct en­
trance into tbe country, is the Khyber 
pees, and around it centres the present 
interest which attracts our attention. 
Near this pass is a cantonment f• r 
about 12,000 British troops, which is 
supported by another strong force at 
Rawul Pindu.

The people are very brave and hardy, 
loving a free and independent life. For 
many centuries tbe Persian and Mon­
gol powers ruled the country. In 1748 
Amed Khan, a soldier of Nadir Shah, 
liberated the country and made himself 
king. During hie reign it attained a 
high point of greatness and prosperity. 
It was ruled by his successors until» 
1823, when it became divided between 
three brothers, into three cuiefships, 
Herat, Cabool and Candahar, Dost 
Mohammed ruling Cabool. In 1838 
the English declared war against him, 
because he attacked Ruojeet Singh, 
her alley, and in tbe following year, an 
army of 12,000 strong, with 4,000 
camp followers, entered the country 
from India.

Tber took Ghuz m July, and in An-

fust Cabool opened its gates to them.
or a time the Afghans appeared to be 

subdued, but in November, 1841, there 
was a general uprising at Cabool, 
which eventually terminated by the 
withdrawal of British troops. On the 
5th of January, 1842, the army, which 
consisted of 4,500 combatants^ and 12,- 
000 camp followers, marched out. 
These poor fellows were thus exposed 
to great dangers and trials. They had
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hate been gratifying to Briiish sub­
jects, to learn trf ibe successful efforts 
of the. soldiers in. tbeir advances into 
tbe heart of the country, through tbe 
KbyWr, Kurruui m<1 Bolar passes, at­
tended with but trifling losses. By 
being successful in tbe beginning the 
troops gained a great advantage, and 
thry could face the prosy-eots with .in.* 
difference, notwithstanding ^the disas­
ter that befell them in ïebrtZary. W4 
learn from late intelligence that Yakoob 
Kbau is willing to yield tb yield to 
British demands on condition of being 
sust-iined on the tbioue. He, no doubt, 
is in some trouble about his position, 
as Abdul Jtatmau Khan, is rather a 
formidable claimant, and is making a 
move in that direction after quietly 
abiding bis time for a number of years. 
The .mother of Abdoolla Jan, the de­
ceased heir apparent, is said to have 
chosen a candidate for the same, hence 
home difficulties may compel tbe Am­
eer to seek British influence as did his 
father, and it is to be hoped that some 
definite and permanent conclusion will 
be arrived ..t, that will put an end for 
some time to come to these Afghan 
difficulties. D. J

SUGGESTIONS ABOUT SERVING 
DINNER.

to face the stormy tempests of winter, during courtship. Consequent (or not)
and the savage weapons of a treacher­
ous and blood thirsty enemy. They 
were attacked in the pass, and only one 
man. Dr. Brydon, escaped, and reached 
Jellulabad ; although afterwards sev­
eral officers who had been taken pris­
oners, escaped by bribing their keep­
ers. After tbe death of Shah Sbugab, 
Dost Mohammed, who bad been driven 
from the throne, returned and reas- 
smned bis authority. He carried on 
war with his neighbors, conquering 
Candahar in 1854, and Herat in 1862, 
thus making himself king of the whole 
country. He died May 27th, 1863, and 
bequeathed the throne to his son, the 
late Ameer-Sbere Ali, who had a long 
struggle with his brothers and nephews 
for his position, but he was eventually 
recognized as king by the British, 
whose friendship and money and arms 
kept him on the throne at a time when 
lie could lipt have maintained himself 
not even irtwelvo-month at Cabul.

If we look for the origin and cause 
of the present Afghan difficulty, we 
may find it to be the result of certain 
Russian movements since 1873. which 
very much disturbed Sbere All’s peace 
of mind. He feared that Russia would 
extend her borders to his country, or 
perhaps some difficulty would soon 
arise between her and England, and 
the Czar’s troops would march through 
Afghanistan to British India, and in 
tbis state of mind he applied to the 
Viceroy of India for guarantee of sup­
port in case of trouble with bis north­
ern neighbor.

Not receiving satisfactory assurance 
from tbe Viceroy, Sbere Ali allowed 
himself to he caught by Russian in­
trigue, and he so far committed him­
self that lie could not accept the terms 
which the British offered him unless 
there was »ome pressure put upon him. 
As matters thus stood, Afghanistan 
was fast coming under Russian influ­
ence, and there seemed to be but one 
cbai.ce left to prevent it, and that was 
to send a mission to Cabool, and to put 
plainly before tbe Ameer the risk that 
he was running, and to convince him, if 
possible, of the good intentions of the 
British Government towards him. A 
Russian mission to Cabul hastened the 
despatch of the British mission, for the 
.safety of which Shere Ali repeatedly 
said, he would not be responsible, hence 
it was neccstary that it should be 
strong enough to protect itself. It was 
necessary to see the Ameer face to face 
and to tyy thus tp foil tbe advice of 
the Russia^ intriguers. The address 
to the Aiiaeer was conducted in the 
most dignified manner, and its lan­
guage was rnosV courteous. No form­
ality due to tbe\lignity and honour of 
Sheie Ali was on&ted, yet in a most 
contemptuous manner he fpuraed the 

k. thiialliance of the British, thinking, no 
doubt, that Russia womU support him. 
Tbis was tbe kind return for English 
money and protection, auditor the pri­
vilege which his subjects b«J m pass­
ing freely through India, to\be great 
benefit of the trade and commerce of 
his own country. Shere Ali WlW, by 
international courtesy, by an exiting 
treaty of 1855, and by tbe support t&at

on all tbis, an elopement is a rare thing 
indeed.

There is an antique qnaiutnese in some 
of tbeir social customs, which is irreaist- 
ably comic. A birth, for instance, is not 
made known to the world in onr meagre 
fashion ; “ Mrs. Brown, of a sin," bat 
“of a very wel -sbapen son,” or some 
such phrase. When baby is two weeks 
oil, it gives1 a boudoir reception for mar­
ried ladies only ; and on tbis occasion it 
is dressed in the height of tbe prevailing 
fashion, and wearing a beautiful long 
white veil.

So, too, in tbe case of death. Yon meet 
a functionary in the street in kneebreech- 
cs, cocked bat, long piece of crape behind 
all black and funereal. Tuis individual— 
a lelie of feudal time*—takes tbe news of 
a death to every bouse in the street and 
every acquaintance of the defunct. But 
these, and many other traits of tbeir sim­
plicity are connected with the natural 
kindness of tbe people. Besides their 
own language, a large proportion of them 
read, andSmany even speak English ; but 
with French, yon are perfectly comfort­
able everywhere in the country, and be­
sides tbis the scholars all talk Latin flu­
ently.

No nation has in its time fought and 
suffered so.much for religion. Freedom, 
religious and political, gained by tbe 
blood of their forefathers so lavishly shed, 
they now eiij >y to the fullest extent. 
They are an eminently religious people. 
Tbe comparatively smaller bodies of Lu 
therans and Roman Catholics excepted, 
tbe Reform Church represents the reli­
gion of tbe country. The members of 
this rank tbemsel/es Orth >dox and Lib 
eral or Modern, tbe latter almost corres­
ponding with Unitanunism. Ministers 
of all denominations are paid by tbe 
State : but none can claim pay until a 
congregation is formed in sufficient num­
bers tv justify tbe demand. The clergy 
preach in circuit, and th -re is a change 
not merely of minister, but of doctrine as 
well every Sunday in eu-h church. There 
are always two collections during the ser­
vice—one for tbe poor, and no nation is 
so liberal to the poor—and one for chnrch 
expenses. Men and women sit on oppo­
site sides, or men outside and women in 
tbe center.

Tbeir freedom, supported as it is by 
proud recollections of former glories, by 
tbe subtle influence of an almost unconta­
minated mother tongue, by present tran­
quil prosperity, and by tbe feeling, strong 
in every one’s breast, that bis dykes give 
him tbe power of destroying, Samson-like 
in a supreme moment, himself and foes 
together in one tremendoos act of anni­
hilation, render the nation one of tbe 
most patriotic in the world—and, of 
coarse, yon know I am talking of Hol­
land.

Do yon ask where this country may be 
found ? Tarn to Goldsmith’* “ Traveler,” 
whose description of it, as it appeared 
more than a hundred years ago, still ap-

Tbe table should be carefully laid, folds 
of the table cloth in line, two Jarge nap- 
kins placed at the head and foot of the 
table with comers to the centre, every 
plate being wiped before being set upon 
tbe tsble, the glass dear, the silver pol­
ished, the salt-cellars filled with fresh 
sifted salt. A little stamp upon the salt 
improves the appearance. When the 
plates are laid, two forks shonld be put 
on the left hand, a knife and soup spo on 
on the right, large spoons crossed at each 
■alt cellar, and.salt-spoons on top ; turn- 
biers and wine-glasses on the right of 
each plate, a napkin folded with a piece 
of stale bread within ite folds, the soap 
plates placed in a plate at the head of the 
table and the napkin on the upper one. 
Soup ladle, gravy spoon and carving knife 
and fork go before the master ; if there is 
no sonp, no ladle ; if no fish, no trowel ; 
if but one dish of meat, but one carving 
knife and fork. If yon have neither fruit 
nor flowers, a bowl, with bite of ice, 
makes a pretty centre.

The side table shonld be laid with a 
white çlôtb, tbo silver, plates, finger 
bowls that will be needed during dinner, 
arranged taetefolly upon it, and one or 
two spare napkins making it a pretty ob­
ject.

When tbe soap *• on the table let the 
waitress come quietly and say. “ Dinner 
is served.” A good waitress makes no 
noise. She will stand at tho dining-room 
door till the family have passed ia, and 
then take her place by her mistress to 
hand the soap. When tbe soap coarse is 
over tbe waitress takes off tbe plates, one 
in each hand, and takes them to the pan­
try or to a, tray outside tbe door. Permit 
no piling of plates as they arc taken from 
tbe table, nor allow tie soiled plates to 
be placed on tbe side table. As tbe soap 
is removed, hot plates should be ready for 
fish and meat, and as the waitress - jÉjfÉs 
the hot plate before tbe dinner mœ> re- 
moves the cold plate to the side tabic. 
Fish should be served alone—no veget­
ables. Salad is tbo only thing allowed 
with fisb. If fish be broiled, lemon, cat 
in quarters, should be handed, to fye 
squeezed upon the fish, unless fish sauce 
is preferred. With salmon, thinly cat 
slices of cucumber, dressed, with pepper, 
salt and vinegar, should be served. Be­
fore tbe fish is removed, the fish trowel 
and spoon shonld be taken off on a tray 
or plate ; before tbe meat is removed the 
carving knife and fork and gravy spoon 
should be carefully taken on a plate or 
tray. After the meat and plates arc re­
moved the unused silver should bo taken 
off, then the salt-éBllars. Tbe table be­
ing cleared, tbe crumbs shonld be taken 
off with a crumb knife or with a napkin 
upon a plate ; then the spread napkins 
shonld be taken off by thefonr corners.

Place upon tbe table tbe desert plates, 
and spoons, and forks, if for pudding or 
sweets of any kinds ; if for trait, a plate 
with a colored doiley, a finger bowl and a 
silver knife and fork. If coffee is served, 
it should be placed on a tray, with coffee 
cops and sugar, at the head of tbe table. 
Tbe old fashion of a polished and bare 
table for fruit is gone ont, except where 
an elaborate table and men servants are 
kept.—Mrs. B. W. Oakey.

Then Christ is exalted 
at the right hand of God, a Prince 
and a Saviour to give repentance, (or 
the power to repent and the blessing» 
that flow from it) to Israel ririd for­
giveness of sins. Paul “ testified both 
to the Jews and also to the Greeks, 
repentance toward God, and faith to. 
ward our Lord Jesus Christ.” Acts 
20: 21. Paul told tbe Athenians at 

! Mars’ Hill, that'-” the times of tbis 
ignorance God winked at ; but now 
commandeth all men everywhere to re­
pent.” Acts 1? : 30, Because be hath 
appointed a day in the which He will 
judge the world in righteousness, by 
that man whom he hath ordained.

We should be careful to discriminate 
between the counteafeit and the genu­
ine repentance.

Some may have terror of conscience 
and not have true repentance. Felix 
trembled when Paul preached, but be 
still went on in sin. Judas bad great 
horrors of mind when he bad sold 
Christ for thirty pieces of silver, but 
he was not a true penitent, for he went 
out and hanged himself.

2 Slight sorrow of heart is not re­
pentance.

VICE IN NEW YORK IN RELA­
TION TO VICE IN THE 

MARITIME PROVINCES.

A remarkable report nas oeen sent 
U8 from 150 Nassau Street, New York 
city'. This is the office of Anthony 
Comstock. Mr. Comstock’s name is 
one of the most familiar to American 
ears. What Plimsoll is to ship­
ping, what Berg is to dnlnb ani­
mals, that is Anthony Comstock 
to the young people of the United 
States. Ho is a tireless detective and 
relentless foe against all traffic in bad 
books, against the seductive snares 
and enticements for leading youth 
from the path of virtue. A society, 
in existence only five years, of which 
Comstock is Secretary and principal 
agent, with an expenditure of $30,000, 
has already arrested 364 persons, most 
of whom have been sentenced to im­
prisonment with hard labor—their ag­
gregate terms of confinement making 
a total of 142 years—for the sin of 
corrupting the population of the Uni­
ted States. Fines to the amount of 
$41,58| have been recovered from 
these villains.

Some idea of the work done by this 
society may be inferred from the facts, 
that 23,250 pounds of books have been 
destroyed, 202,618 obscene pictures 
and photos have been seized and done 
away with, while of charms for watch 
chains, pills and powders for infamous 
purposes, lewd songs and playing- 
cards, it is enough to say that five 
establishments engaged in manufac­
turing these have been broken up. Of 
catalogues, circulars, poems, used to 
advertize infamous articles of sale, 
1,241,388 have been seized and burned.

One peculiar feature of the society's 
work deserves «especial notice. Of 
names and post office addresses to 
whom circulars, etc. may be sent, the 
agents seized in the hands of persons 
arrested, not less than 422,800 I Two 
or three hints as regards these 
names :—

A gentleman in this city, travelling 
not long ago in the city of Chicago, 
found the name of hie own son in a 
list with thousands of others, seek 
bearing, in minute detail, the real ad-

have been vicious—which reached 
their destination in a curious way. 
Boys in the schools of Halifax receiv­
ed these by mail from New York, 
without having the slightest know­
ledge of how their names were commu­
nicated. The inference is that through 
some persons the names of scholars 
have been purchased. One public 
boarding school in these Provinces, to 
our personal knowledge, has been 
reached in this way at different times 
by Now York publishers. The Report 
says :—

In one school, in a neighboring city, our 
agent found over one-third of a department 
of forty girl» under sixteen years of age, of 
good families, who either had in possession 
or had recently had; the most obscene matter 
in their hands.

In another school of about 100 boys, six­
teen of the number had been supplied with 
obscene pictures and printed matter, which 
they had given away or sold to other boys.

Our agent has found during the past year, 
in twenty-three different institutions of learn­
ing, the foulest matter in possession of stu­
dents.- It the principals of schools were 
more watchful, and would co-operate more 
cordially with this Society, a very much 
greater good would follow such action. In 
almost every instance where this obscene 
matter has been discovered, parents and 
teachers have been alike ignorant of its ex­
istence, and were often incredulous until they 
had seen the stock seized.

This is surely alarming ; it is the 
more alarming to us, that, our own 
sons and daughters are already within 
the vortex, while parents and teach­
ers may be reposipg in the confidence 
that their charge is secure from con­
tamination. Mr. Comstock assures 
us that, to avoid the pursuit now so 
close upon them, publishers are send­
ing their vile publications under the 
name of “ classics.” The poison is 
gilded fairly to deceive the eye. Jos­
eph Cook, as we showed by quotations 
some weeks ago, illustrated the fear- 
fal danger to which students were ex­
posed in this way, by the fact that a 
leading Academy near Bolton had re­
frained from giving the usual list of 
names' in its annual catalogues, lest 
they might be used to the disadvan­
tage of good morals. It is high time 
that other precautions wore taken. 
The inducements to continue this trade 
are specially strong,riu proof of which 
read this other extract from the Re­
port ;—

A man at Rochester was arrested in No­
vember for mailing and selling unlawful arti­
cles. It required six trucks and express 
wagons to carry to the station-house the mat­
ter seized, consisting of about 100,000 pam­
phlets and 1,000,000 circulars. If we are to 
believe the statement of the prisoner’s coun­
sel to the District Attorney of Rochester, the 
printing of these pamphlets cost but 8600, 
while the retail price was fifty cents each-- 
that is, if all were sold, would realize $50,- 
000. (The enormous profit of this illicit 
business is resistless to unprincipled men). 
One firm had printed 3,066,600 circulars for 
this man, and they were being scattered 
broadcast ; yet no one in Rochester seemed 
to be aware of their existence until after his 
arrest

Now that Comstock and his associ­
ates are rooting out these iniquities at 
home, it is reasonable to suppose that 
new energy will be brought to bear 
upon foreign markets. The roailsttrc 
a ready channel for vile publications. 
They are the chief detriment which 
Comstock has to success in hie great 
work. True, there are laws against 
using the mails for such purposes, but 
ie our country it seems to be nobody’s 
business to keep on the alert. Indeed, 
it would probably he resented as a 
high-handed interference with the lib­
erties of the people if any one at pre­
sent presumed to examine matter sent 
through the post offices.

We need, then, more concentration 
of sympathy and purpose in" relation 
to this particular evil. Some one 
should be clothed with authority to 
act as detective in the protection- of 
our Provinces from iniquitous publi­
cations, Ac. That some-person, we see 
clearly, should have a providential fit­
ness and ambition for the office, or lit­
tle could be gained. Altogether, there 
is insidious danger threatening us.

OBITUARY-
JOSHUA BLACK.

The Amherst circuit has gicatly chang­
ed within tbe last lew years. All “ old 
things” seem to be passing away. Tbe old 
church is gone ; the old parsonage gone ; 
and the old congregation is gone also— 
new faces appearing in tbe pews. But 
while the old church has descended from 
its high estate and gone into the service 
of the world, tbe men who built it are as-

can be grown so easily, it gives very much 
' greater satisfaction for those who can to 
grow their own berries. Persons also 
who are growing fruit far profit are also 
at last beginning to realize that it is for 
their advantage to grow these extra sized 
berries, which frequently sell from fifteen 
to seventy five cents a quart, while too 
often the older kinds can be sold.'with 
difficulty at even five and ten cents. We 
do not wonder that persons are willing to 
pay these extra prices for the fruit, as 
these finer varieties form such a contrast 
in size as well as in flavor to the common 
“Wilsons” that are usually offered for 
sale. It should be remembered that soilcending to join tbe “general assembly 

and church of the first-born.” God grant and locality both *ake some difference

Joshua Black, Esq., one of the founders 
of the Methodist Church in Amherst— 
one who helped to nurse it in its infancy

ternal care the effect of every change on 
its well-being;—has gone to his rest. I 
wish some brother who has known Bro. 
Black longer than I would pen a tribute 
worthy of bis memory. I have known him 
as a strong man to lean upon, always at 
my right hand in church work,—entering 
with ready sympathy into the pastor’s 
wants and cares—his voice in the prayer- 
meeting a constant benediction, and bis 
smile in the bouse a constant sunshine 
and in his loss I have a sense of personal 
bereavement. I am told that in bis early 
days his zeal was as a flume of fire, and 
there are those alive to-day, but distined 
soon to follow him, who, brought to God 
through his instrumentality, will be 
“crowns of rejoicing ” in tbe presence of 
the Lord Jesus Christ. I cherish a pleas- 
ant recollection of bis presence at one of 
the Wallace camp meetings, many years 
ago, when he received a baptism of tbe 
Holy Spirit which made him a giant in 
the Amherst church when he returned 
home. As a member of onr official Boards 
he was wise, prudent and sagacious, and 
in times of anxiety like “oil on the 
troubled waters.” As a member of the 
community, he was universally respected 
as a most consistent and conscientious 
Christian, making hie life a constant re­
ligions service,—-a beautiful embodiment 
of the love that “ is not puffed up, doth 
not behave itself unseemly, eeeketh not 
her own, is not easily provoked, thinketh 
ifc evil.” Eight months ago, he was 
strong and active, and bade fair to outlive 
many » younger man : bat an accident 
occurred, apparently trivial in itself, which 
led to fatal results. For more than six 
months he was confined to hie bed, dar­
ing which time he suffered the amputation 
of » limb. Tet, daring all those long 
weary month* of suffering he never lost 
faith in the wisdom and goodness of nie 
Heavenly Father, and bis interest in the 
work of the church. “ Rejoicing in hope, 
and patient in tribulation,” bis bedside 
was a sanctuary to all who visited him. 
The time will come when Bro. Black will 
be no longer missed, but the lessons of his 
sick room will not be forgotten. He has 
"finished his course with joy,” and after 
long and patient waiting, wears the crown

ing tbe strawberriee. However, there is 
hardly a locality m onr land but where 
some of the varieties will succeed, so that 
no one need feel that they mast be shat 
off from the f leas a res of this fruit. Tbe 
most satisfactory way is to select at tbe 
commencement an assortment of soma 
seven eight, or ten varieties, and then 
after a trial other plantations may be in­
creased by adding such kinds as prove 
the most satisfactory. In a good selection 
nearly all may do well, but it will nearly 
alw&ys be found that there will be two or 
three of these tbat will prove especial 
favorites.

Burr Oak. This is the first of the new­
er kinds that will receive our attention. It 
is especially noticeable on account of the 
lateness of its time of ripening. This is 
quite a desirable trait in at least a portion 
of the varieties to be grown, as an extra 
late kind frequently helps to add some 
two or three weeks to the length of the 
strawberry season. The fruit is of quite 
good quality. Its firmness will probably 
also make it desirable for market pnr- 
pceje.

' Miniers Great Prolific.—'This variety 
tbongb not one of the largest, yet has so 
many desirable qualities tbat it is well 
worthy of a short description. However 
-heir size should by no means be over- 
ooked, as tbe fruit averages large—many 
specimens having been grown measuring 
from fire to six inches aronnd. Tbe qnailty 
of the fruit is among the best, making 
them favorites for both home and near 
markets. The plants are vigorous growers 
and among the most productive of straw­
berries.

President Lincoln.—At one time this 
was thought to be the largest variety 
known, having given one berry eleven 
inches in circumference, and many mea­
suring from six to eight inches aronnd 
However last summer one variety with its 
manmonth 14$ inch berry and another 
with its 12} inch berry have been enabled 
to eclipse it, but notwithstanding I con­
sider the President Lincoln to be one ot 
the best on my grounds. The fruit is of 
very good quality when the weather favors 
its proper repening.

Crystal City, Duncan, Early Adelia and 
BusselTs Advance are good early kinds, 
some ot them ripening a week or two be­
fore most ot varieties of strawberries. 
GlendaU, Centennial, Favorite, Belle, Kur'e, 
Late Prolific Wilding Bailing will prove 
acceptable with their habits of ripening 
at the close of the séason. General Sher­
man, Essex Beauty, Sharpless and Grea* 
American are among the largest of the

spoil deely spaded or subsoil ploughed, so 
that tbe roots can obtain an abundant 
supply of moisture and nourishment. In 
enriching the ground it is no uncommon 
practice to spread manure to the depth of 
two or three inches over the surface before 
spading the soil. The month-of April is 
a better time for planting than in May, 
though I have often received good reports 
from plants tbat I have sent through the 
mails dnriny the latter month. Make tbe 
rows either two or three feet apart, plac­
ing tbe plants every twelve or fifteen 
inches along in the rows. Cat off all run­
ners that may appear at least every two 
weeks, if the largest #ized berries arc de­
sired. Keep the ground free from weeds, 
and hoed or cultivated occasionally, and 
tbe rich crops that will be obtained will 
go far towards making amends for any 
time or expense employed.

CONVERSATION AND ORATORY.

The following from the Examiner and 
Chronicle we most heartily commend to 
preachers, superintendents, Sabbath 
school teachers, church members and 
others who take part in prayer and con­
ference meetings, and to all who in any 
way address tae public on religious 
themes :

“The relation of conversation to ora­
tory is intimate and immediate. Tbe 
very highest type of oratory is, indeed, 
only glorified talk,or conversation raised 
to the zenith power. As one of our in­
structors used quaintly to put it: Con­
versation is to oratory as bedrooms are 
to parlors. The tones, looks, gestutes 
of one's private life—of his homely, 
everyday intercourse with his family and 
intimate friends—to a very grea^de­
gree characterize and condition^ bis 
pulpit demeanor. This is especially 
true where one is an extempore speaker 
—where one relies almost wholly upon 
the occasion for his language, and not 
and not a little upon the occasion for 
his thought and illustrations. Such 
an one needs especially to take to him­
self tbe lesson that no man can be a 
bo.r six days of the week, and on tbe 
seventh shine forth as a polished and 
refined gentleman all the time, and is 
not willing—as some speakers unfortu­
nately are—to play the buffo on in pb- 
lic, he is simply an actor, more or less 
successful when he enters the pulpit. 
Generally — less successful, than he 
would like to be: for the slang expres­
sions with wbich.be garnishes his ordi­
nary speech will slip ont in an unguard­
ed moment, the polish which he care­
fully and industriously pots on will now 
and then, get rubbed and defaced.

There is, we repeat it, greater need of 
care, on the part of our public speakers 
with reference to conversation ; and 
that in three particulars. First, the 
choice of themes. A man is far more 
likely to handle worthily a pure and 
worthy theme on Sunday who bas been 
handling pure and lofty themes, rather 
than low and degrading themes all the 
week. Secondly, the choice of words. 
A slouch y, slipshod diction, caught 
from the gutters six days, is likely to 
be fatal to clearness, precision and ele­
gance of statement on the seventh. 
Third, accurateness of enunciation and 
correctness of pronunciation. With a 
host of blundering ancestors back of us 
and corrupting companions around us 
we must not, for a moment, cease our 
vigilance with reference to our ow's and 
ing».

A learned Professor of Medicine in 
one of our universities some time ago 
made the remark to us, that those stu 
dents who passed through his hands 
rarely succeeded in distinguishing 
themselves if they were habitual smok­
ers of tobacco. The smoking of cigars 
or pipes seemed to dull their faculties, 
and to have the effect of preventing 
them fronj sedulously gathering facts 
sufficient to excel at examinations for 
degrees. We repeat the remark as we 
heard it, and submit it for considera­
tion. Perhaps other professors equally 
candid and observant might have a 
similar tale to tell

As is pretty generally known, the 
I: smoking of tobacco has a certain intox­

icating effect. It soothes the nervous 
system, and in cases of poor living, it 
lulls the craving of a hungry stomach 
without in any degree feeding the ani­
mal system. Men who happen to be 
enclosed ina coal mine, and are perish­
ing for lack of food, are related to have 
protracted life by a few consoling whiffs 
of tobacco. In cases of this nature, 
smoking may be allowable as a positive 
necessity ; but we cannot perceive the 
slightest reason for this indulgence in 
ordinary circumstances. As usually 
observed, smoking is a vice, like dram 
drinking. It is taken up in the spirit 
of idleness, without a vestige of excuse. 
We need say little of its wasteful aess 
of means, though that must be very 
considerable. The government duties 
alone exigible on tobacco used in the 
United Kingdom amount to nine mil­
lions annually ; and if we add the cost 
of the article, the yearly tobacco bill 
to smokers probably reaches the sum- 
total of twenty millions. We have 
heard of instances of youths in fash- j 
ionable life who yearly smoke fifty 
pounds’ worth of cigars, and doubtless j 
there are many whose outlay must be , 
far greater. Amon# the less affluent 
classes, the habitual expenditure on 
tobacco cannot but encroach on avail- ; 
able means of living, and often when 
the outlay can be ill spared. Viewed 
as a narcotic, tobacco may be presumed 
to be of some value medically, though 
we have never heard what are its act- 
ual merits in the pharmacopoeia. What 
we specially draw attention to ana its 
mischievous effects on the youths 
growing into manhood. It tends to a 
weakening of the intellectual system, 
which to all who have to make their 
way in the world ought to be exposed 
to no such blighting influence.

It is scarcely necessary to point out 
the fact that tobacco-smoking pollutes 
the breath, damages the teeth, and 
weakens the digestive organs. In not 
a single feature, as a common indul­
gence, is it commendable, but very 
much the reverse. It disposes to inac­
tivity and carelessness. Few habitual 
smokers attain to eminence in business. 
Farmers given to smoking are usually 
the latest in getting in their crops. As 
publicly exhibited, the practice is 
odious. Smoking in the streets has 
become a downright nuisance, for pas­
sengers are compelled to inhale the 
fames whether of cigars or pipes dis­
gorged by smokers. In steam-vessels 
the nuisance has risen to something 
absolutely intolerable. We believe it is 
often the cause of destructive fires in 
dwellings, warehouses, farm-yards and 
ships. In our voyage to America in 
a steam vessel some years since, we 
were surprised and horrified to observe 
the reckless indifference with which 
certain passengers threw down the 
still-burning ends of cigars and match­
es on the deck—a practice which, 
strangely enough, did not seem to in­
cur the reprobation of the officers on 
duty.

Within our recollection, few but 
those of middle or old age smoked. 
The practice has been imitated by the 
young

Boys of ten years old are seen with 
pipes in their mouths, and lads at the 
different colleges think it manly to 
have smoking parties. It appears to 
Us that writers on - matters of public 
health have been singularly remiss in 
Hot denouncing the mischievous effects 
of smoking on youth. We hear plen­
tifully of the ruinous effects of liquid 
intoxicants, but little of the injury com­
mitted on the youthful body or mind 
bv drugging with tobacco. The Ger­
man authorities, as we learn by a cor­
espondent in •* The Times,” have at 
length become alive to the pestilent 
evil.

As 
the Germans might be called a nation 
of smokers, with a correspondent 
amount of dreaminess in their constitu­
tion, we await with some interest to 
hear the outcome of this new and judi­
cious course of policy.

In reference to the foregoing obser­
vations on the discouragement of to­
bacco-smoking in Germany, a corres­
pondent gives his own experience. ** I 
may mention,” he says, “ that while 
travelling last month on a Danish 
steamer, I had much conversation on 
various subjects with a Belgian medi­
cal man, who informed me that he was 
then engaged, at the request of the 
Belgian Government, on a journey of 
observation and inquiry as to the causes 
of colour- blind ness, an ocular affection 
which, he said, is occasioning increas­
ing anxiety, not merely in his own 
country, but especially in Germany, 
from its influence upon railway and 
other accidents, and also, to some ex­
tent, upon military inefficiency.” I 
asked the question—“ What, so far as 
your investigations have proceeded, ap­
pears to be tile main cause of this col­
our-blindness ?”

He replied : “ The too general and 
excessive use of tobacco."

We have only touched on this im­
portant subject. The odious practice 
of tobacco-smoking by the young con­
cerns the national welfare, and is wor­
thy of very general consideration.

Every one in his sphere is called on 
as a matter of moral obligation to do 
"hat lies in bis power to discounten­
ance and abate a practice so needless 
and reprehensible. W. C.

THE MILD DRINKS.

The misguided idea of many in sup­
posing that the extensive introduction 
of beer and other malt liquors would 
act as au excellent pevenim against the 
large amount of intoxication caused by 
use of distilled liquors, is thus well met 
by the New York “ Independent.” It 
well remarks :

“ The alcohol is precisely the same 
sort of alcohol in both fermented and 
di.tilled liquor. It has the same chem­
ical constitution and produces the same 
intoxication. Generally the difference 
between a fermented and a distilled 

1 liquor is solely one of strength. A fer­
mented liquor is distilled solely to get 
out of it some of the water with which 
its alcohol is diluted. The difference 
between a fermented and a distilled 
liquor is only that between weak coffee 
and strong coffee.”

In addition to what the * Independ­
ent ” has said, it may also be remarked 
that a drinker usually consumes three 
or four times as much beer as he would 
have done of distilled liquors, making 
the difference in the actual amount of 
alcohol consumed but very little after 
all. A “ glass” of brandy or whiskey 
is generally understood to be, at most 
not over about “ three or four fingers” 
or something like that, while, in all 
cases, the glass of beer is a large-sized 
tumbler brimming full. Beer is a 
great producer of gluttony as well as of 
intoxication.
