His Hand Offended

Him and He Cut
It Off at the Wrist

Strange Case of Ignorance Reported at Haliburton
Young Man’s Rash Aet -

HALIBURTON, Ont., April 3—
Raymond le Boutellier, thé young far-
mer who, while suffering from religi-
yus mania, amputated his left hand
«ith a knife a few days ago, is rapidly
recovering from his injuries. A staff
reporter of the Mail and Empire had
a talk with him Tuesday night. Le
Boutellier is the son of a farmer liv-
ing about six miles south of Halibur-
ton. on the shore of Lake Cushog,
sne of the chain of lakes extending in
1 southerly direction from Halibur-
on. The farm is on a side road in a
onely district, practically cut off from
civilization, and the existence which
che family leads during a large part of
the year can easily be imagined; it is
that of utter loneliness, with no inter-
ests outside those which they them-
selves create.

The family, despite its name; is of
0Old Country origin, having come ori-
ginally from the Channel Islands. On
arriving in this country they took up a
farm near Montreal, bt some years
ago moved to the district of Halibur-

ton. Until about a year ago they were |

members of the Methodist Church,
but last year they became members of
the Church of England. The son Ray-
mond, who works on the farm with
his father, is 29 years of age, though
in appearance he looks much younger.
He is of slight build, with a very pe-
culiarly shaped head; his forehead is
low and slopes back, and the face is
much teo short for its width, while
the ears protrude very markedly. His
coloring is that of a blonde—though
the face, from exposure to the wind,
is of a light red—with almost imper-
ceptible eyebrows and eyelashes, and
his hair also is of a light color and
scanty. His large blue eyes are set
too wide apart, and his whole
appearance gives evidence - of a
certain lack of mental equilibrium,
on infant that .in some way has
grown old.
