Dr Marchi- 
afava released1 the wrist which 
dropped pulseless on the pontiff s 
breast. The physician bent over 
the bed listening for a heart that 
was stilled. “It is all over,” he 
said and reverently kissed the 
pontiff’s hand. In turn the others 
did the same, after which they in­
toned prayers for the dead.

Immediately after candle lights 
flickered in all the windows of the 
Vatican and the whole personnel 
of the apostolic palace with the 
permission of the, papal secretary 
passed by the body kissing the 
hand of the pontiff as they passed.
Throughout the night messages 
had been received from the heads 
of many states inquiring the con­
dition of his holiness. All were 
immediately notified of his death 
by Cardianal Merry Del Val.

John Bull has answered for Japan in 
the matter of restricted operations in 
the China Sea. The class of comment 

* is very well exemplified in this edi­
torial taken from the Chicago Herald:

“The statement issued by the offi­
cial British press bureau goes as far 
as any assurance can go to remove 
grounds for American apprehension 
as to the extent and possible effect of 
Japanese war operations in the Far 
East.

“ Tt is understood,’ the statement 
reads, ‘that the action of Japan will 
not extend to the Pacific beyond the 
China seas, except as may be neces­
sary to protect Japanese shipping 
lines, nor in Asiatic waters westward 
of the China seas, nor in foreign terri­
tory except territory in German occu­
pation on the continent of Asia.’ '

“It is furthermore pointed out that 
England has been in constant com­
munication with Japan; that the two 
nations are acting in harmony in the 
Far East, and that they will keep es­
pecially in view the ‘independence and 
integrity of China,’ as provided for in 
the Anglo-Japanese alliance.

“The United States has thus re­
ceived assurances from both England 
and Japan in entire harmony with its 
well-known policy of safeguarding 
the integrity of China. It has, more­
over, received from those powers all 
the assurances that could reasonably 
be demanded that the Japanese op­
erations will be delimited so as to give 
us no ground for apprehension.

“It is difficult to say what more we 
could ask for or receive, without mak­
ing demands which belligerent nations 
would not be disposed to grant and 
which neutral nations are hardly in a 
position to enforce, without a substan­
tial and a dangerous change of policy.

“On the assumption that in time of 
war no nation is to be credited with 
honesty, these assurances amount to 
nothing. But on the reasonable as­
sumption that there is still such a 
thing as national good faith, they may 
be taken as clearing up the far eastern 
situation for the present.”

Empire has 
not faced for a htmdred years, every 
vein or unnecessary word seems a 
discord.

.duty we shall not fail to .fulfill as the 
honor of Canada demands. Not for 
love of battle, not for lust of conquest 

for greed of possessions, but for

Meuse, by the defense of Liege,, 
where the forts arc still intact.

German troops 
have now crossed the Meuse both 
above and below Liege and mak­
ing ground slctyly westward, but 
their advance cavalry has been 
continually checked by the Bel­
gians.

“In the south where the Ger­
man armies are apparently on the 
defensive, the French are advanc­
ing on a long line into Alsace 
and Lorraine, a great extent of 
which they now occupy after driv­
ing back in several engagements 
the troops opposed to them."
