He worked 
first at Slingsby’s, and later at Ryer- 
son Bros., wholesale fruiters, who 
speak in the very highest terms o f 
him. He was 25 years of age. He had 
many friends in Brantford, who will 
grieve to learn of his death.

Pte. Fred Vancour left Brantford 
with the 36th reserve battalion in 
March, 1915, and was later drafted to 
the front. He is of Canadian birth, 
unmarried, and previous to enlistment 
was for four years a member of the 
91st Regiment..

London, May 6.—The interest with 
which Germany’s reply to the United 
States was awaited here could hardly 
have been exceeded* in America. All 
the evening papers yesterday printed 
the note prominently by sections in 
successive editions. The greatest cur­
iosity was expressed as to the re­
ception of the note by the United 
States. The morning newspapers, 
almost without exception, print edi­
torials on the note and express more 
or less decided opinions on it.

The Daily News says:
“The essenial fact is that America's 

specific demands are on every point 
either completely evadsfd or met by 
a concession so emasculated by the 
condition on which it jhangs as to be 
approximately a flat refusal. On a 
plain reading the German note is 
non possumus, and on plain reading 
the American hote foretold a breot" 
of diplomatic relations as a result of 
a non possumus.”

New York, May 6.—In commenting 

editorially on the German reply to the 
American note, the New ork Herald 
says:
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“It is one year, lackin ga day, since 

the Lusitania was sunk, and the lynch 
law of the sea is still in force and the 
lyncher an unrepentant bully.

SLIPPERY DICK.
‘‘To considier. the Germn note with 

the calmness which such grave sub­
jects should receive, is a difficult mat 
ter because of its character. It is ill- 
tempered ; it is insulting; it is dishon­
est. Its attempted cleverness is mere 
chicancery, its efforts to place the re­
sponsibility for the submarine war­
fare upon the blockade is preposter­
ous, as the German effort to place the 
responsibility for the war upon Rus­
sia, France and Great Britain. In 
some of its passages it would seem 
that Germany was trying to prove 
that the United States was respon­
sible for the war and for its continu­
ance. Slippery Dick, in writing this 
note, was at his best. It comes from 
a country whose every word has 
been questioned since August, 1915.”

"Most of the action takes place in 

semi-obscurity, with the waning rays 
of the setting sun or the pale magic 
of moonshine to cast an unreal glam- 

upon it. Over all is the mysticism 
of the immemorial East, and the ro­
mance, the hot passions, the bitter 
bigotry and the calm philosophy of 
that Persia which we know principal­
ly as the time of Omar Khayyam, 
maker of quatrains, wise 
winebibber.

Using for a basis the slender stocK 
of facts that have come down to us 
about this Persian scientist and skep­
tic, Mr. Tully has built with amazing 
wizardry a play with numerous ele­
ments of interest—romance with dra­
matic tension for the ordinary play­
goer; poetic philosophy of the charac­
teristic Khayyam sort, woven into the 
play’s fabric; pictures of a forgotten 
period that lift the veil of time;

Canadian Headquarters in France, 
May 5 (via London). — Warm and 
brilliant weather marked the closing 
week of April.

AH of the allied countries since the 

war began have been obliged to de­
velop their facilities for the manu­
facture of explosives.

Paris, May 6.—(Correspondence ol 
'fhc Associated Press)—'The neces­
sary revolution in the construction of 
automobiles in France after the war," 
says a competent authority on the mo- 
tor car business, “will involve an imi­
tation of the American moderate pric­
ed car. By the time hostilities have 
ceased, all the requisitioned cars," he 
says, “will be ready for either the 
scrap heap or the bargain counter. Ail 
those who motored before the war, 
and the thousands of soldiers and of­
ficers who have learned to drive since, 
must buy anew if they want service­
able cars. Their purses will be lighter 
and their living expenses heavier, so 
they will naturally want to go light 
on luxuries. The popular car will sell 
at from 3,000 to 6,000 francs.

“The American constructors have 
studied the cost of turning out a car 
more closely than the French, who 
have aimed first rather to perfection 
and only secondarily at lowest 
sistent cost.

The Americans, however, seem- 
to have arrived at low costs in many 
points without affecting the running 
qualities of their cars or their wear­
ing properties. For instance, wheel 
nubs of French machines are made of 
bronze, cast, countersunk and turned; 
they weigh from two to four pounds, 
landd cost from four to seven francs. 
The same hub on an American ma- 
chine is made of brass and is stamp­
ed, weighs about a third of a pound 
Md costs one franc twenty-five cen­
times; it is quite as serviceable as the 
French hub.

“That is only one of the details in 
Which the Americans have worked out 
the low cost of a good car. The French 
constructor can, and will be obliged, 
to do the same. Moreover he has 
learned a lot in machine work through 
the quick improvising he has had to 
do during the war to readapt his works 
to the requirements of the national 
defense.
