The newspapers continue to devote
themselves largely to news des-
patches from America received by
various routes, but there is little
editorial comment. Apparently the
press is waitinz for some definite
action by the United S:ates in one
direction or annther and despatches
which deal with the possibility or
probability of maintaining peace be-
tween the two countries are given
prominence.

Ambassador Gerard authorized the
Associated Press to-day to say that
he has neither given nor will under
any circumstances, give an inter-
view of any kind or description to
anyone before he reports perzonally
to President Wilson. The ambassa-
dor made this statement to forestall
irresponsible reports, which he said,
his experience led him to anticipate.

The following is taken from Han-
sard, the official record of Dominion
Government proceedings:—

Mr. J. H. Fisher (Brant). An
item appears in the Toronto World
of Thursday last, the 1st instant,
which I have no doubt has appeared
also in other papers.

This decis-
iton was bitterly resented by follow-
ers of President Menecal, who havs=
refused to concede victory to the
Liberals and are pinning their hop-
es on the new election ordered in
Oriente, which will be held at the
end-of the present month.

THE SITUATION.

One correspondent expresses the |
opinion that the comparative ease
with which Haig's forces occupied
Grandeourt, is evidence that the
Teuton forces are commencing to
feel the drain vpon them and are
thinning fast. He believes that the
enemy has now reached a point when
it is neeessary to conserve his man
power and that the plan has “been
adopted to withdraw, rather than to
hold bad ground at any cost.

The British forces are still nib-
bling away and yesterday success-
fully raided foe dugouts. Xast of
Rheims the French also scored.

The
total bag was six vessels, one British,
one Spanish, and four Norwegian.

A SUMMARY OF THE ROSS RIFLE
FACTS.

The recent debate in Parliament
with reference to the Ross Rifle
brought out these facts:—

1—That the Ross rifle was foisted
upon Canada by the Laurier Govern-
ment with a contract that bound

ihe Dominion to its exclusive pur-
chase and use.

2—That the contract contained
the amazing provision that, in case
of war, actual or threatened, or a
national emergency, the Dominion
was unable to lift a hasd to pur-
chase rifles from any other source
whatever, unless and until the Ross
Rifle Company was given 30 days to
make up its mind as to whether or
not it could turn out all. the rifles
required.

3—That the Ross rifle, mark IIIL.,
which the Liberals have been per-
gistently representing as a Conser-
vative rifle authorized by Sir Sam
Hughes, was in reality authorized
by Sir Frederick Borden in 1910,
and that a consignment of this rifle
was ordered by the Laurier Govern-
ment before it went out of oifiee in
1911.

4—That tests by Sir Douglas Haig
and the British authorities which
resulted in the Ross rifle being dis-
carded, were made at the persistent
requests by Sir Robert Bordep.

5—That as soon as the British
authorities pronounced the Ross rifle
less dependable than the Lee-Enfield,
and were in a position to supply
other rifles, the Canadian forces
were armed with the Lee-Enfield.

6—That as late as March 30,
1916, Sir Robert Borden endeavored
to have the Canadians armed with
the Lee-Enfield, but, was prevented
from doing so because mno other
rifles could be procured.‘ It was the
Ross rifle or nothing.

7—That as soon as the Ross Rifle
was discarded the Borden Govern-
men teok steps te have the Ross
rifle factories equipped to turn out
the Lee-Enfield.

Thus another attempt of that see-
tion of the Grit party. which eagerly

seeks to use tue war in disparage-
ment of the Borden Government, is
absolutely confuted.

ROOSFVELT S TRIBUTE
Presidents may come and Presi-
dents may go, but Roosevelt still re-
mains an outstanding figure among
our neighbors, and without doubt
will continue to do so as long as his
virile life shall last.

After making some
remarks about what the Tranquility
comniunity had done in the way of
sending a handful of men, and that
it was his opinion they. couldn’t
spare any more of their young men,
the chairman asked the audience if

they objected to a speech. Reluct-
antly they consented on condition

self to Red Cross work only. On
i rising the speaker referred to the
excellent work done by our women
in Red Cross, and remarked that the
war could only be won by each per-
son doing what they could, and that
as he couldn’t knit socks or make
shirts, the next best thing for him
to do was to don the khaki. He
then asked if he might speak on the
need for men, stating that if we
didn’t send young men to the front
socks wouldn’t be needed. At this
point the speaker was interrupted
by cries from the audience of ‘“Red
Cross only,” and the chairman called
out “Time’s up.” Now, sir, I want
to ask in all fairmess, if this is not
the height of hyproc¢risy when the
majority of a people in a community
pretend to be loyal to their country
and refuse to hear one who makes
an honest appeal for men? Is‘t not
patriotism under false pretences?
And while our women are doing a
noble work in knitting socks and
thus helping the Allies to win the
war, are they not with the other
hand helping the Huns by holdiag
back our young men who can go?
Is a youhg man doing his duty by

three hours performance, , and Te-
ceiving his money’s worth, when he
can go to the front? Is a young
man doing his duty in this time of
need by blacking his face and en-
tertaining an audience with coon
jokes, while our boys are returning
for the third and fourth time to the
trenches? Is a young man doing
his duty by getting up and singing
about glorious England, that its sons
shall never be slaves, if he is physi-
caly fit? God help her when she
has to depend for her glory on such
specimens of humanity. Now, sir,
it is not for me to say how many of
these young men about 30 ‘could
take up arms and defend their coun-
try, but it does seem that the real
reason why many of our eligibles are
not in khaki is because we don’t
have conscription. Truly this is the
testing time of manhood. Many o1
our young men in times of- peace
were looked upon as respectable cit-
izens, but the war has weighed

‘them in the balance and they are

found wanting.

In conclusion let me say to eve.y
eltgible young man who is countinz
the cost of going to the front.

Dear Sir,—I am in receipt of your
letter of the 6th inst. in reference
to the so called day-light saving
scheme. When the matter last year
came’ before our coungcil, I alone op-
posed the scheme and 'stated ‘“‘that
the Omnipotent Ruler of the uni.
verse had created a zodiac and fixed
meridian therein, which no civic law,
rule or resolutien could change, that
if the factory superintendents were
appealed to by. their employes desir-
ing to start and guit an hour earlier
and they consenting, there was noth-
ing to prevent that ebject being ‘“‘au
fait accompli’”’ without the neces-
sity for civic = interference. Again
there had to be considered the gov-
ernment post officés, inland revenue
and customs offices, also the differ-
ent railway corporations, and their
time tables which could not be made
to obey any civic law. Well, this ill
considered by-law came into force
and the clocks and watches were
daily advanced an hour, causing con-
fusion to be worse confounded with
the inevitable result that a few short
weeks were enough. ‘“Jam sat. est
suffieit’” and our wiseacres hasten-
ed to retrieve their blunder by again
unanimously repealing the univer-
sally repugnant by.law. I may
here hazard the opinion if any such
scheme is to obtain the least semb-
lance of success it should be by the
law making power or powers which
could control the public offices and
the railway time tables and make it
uniform and Vcompu’lsory upon every-
bedy. .

IN THE BALKANS

Slaves There De-

mand Formation ot a New Kingdom
--Italy May Object

(By Herbert Corey in N.Y. Globe)

Salonica,—A few people in the
United States have read about Jugo-
Slavia. Other few have heard about
it. To all of us, perhaps, Jugo-Slavia
has seemed as impalpable as a dream
In the Balkans Jugo-Slavia presents
itself to 13,000,000 Slavs as a reality
of the future. 5

“The new Slav kingdom will bel

created within 6 weeks after the de-
claration of peace,” said a man who
is in touch with the allied diplomacy.
“It will be an added guarantee of the
future peace of Europe.”

“If it is not established?”

“There will be another European
war within five years.””

That statement reflects the opin-
ion of the majority of thinking men
with whom I have talked. It is be-
lieved—this statement is so qualified
because recent experience has shown
how often secret agreements chink
the clogs of the public treaties be-
tween nations—that the foreign of-
fices of Great Britain, France and
Russia are disposed to be entirely
friendly to the aspirations of the
Balkan Slavs. Only Italy’s attitude
remains to be resolved. That a large
body of her publicists urge that in
the final war settlement she ask for
all the Adriatic ports is known, of
course. This would fatally landlock
the proposed Jugo-Slav. Another
large section of Italians of eminence
sce the danger of such a course. An-
other Balkan conflict could not long
be avoided. “Unrest in the Balkans’
is the match that touches off the
powder magazine of Europe.

Draw a line on the map about the
borders of the proposed Jugo-Slavia.
It will include, under the title of
Great Serbia, the states of Serbia,
Montenegro, Bosnia-Herzegovina, Is-
tria and Dalmatia, and as a second
half the states of Crotia- and- Sla-
vonia. Add a couple of the bordering
provinces of Bulgaria, in which the
Serb blood is strong, and the new
state is in effect complete. The in-
habitants are practically all Slav in
blood. The urge of race has been
forcing them together for centuries,
and only political divisions have
kept them apart. £

“As long as we Slavs are parcelled
out among other peoples, that long
shall there be ‘unrest« in the
Balkans,” ”” sa2id one of them. “Give
us our own state—nermit us to have
pneace, so that we may nrosner in our
own wav—and the causes whien
have led to war will be removed.
There are no richer lands in the
world than some of these Balkana,
states. We have silver and gold,
copper and iron, coal and oil. We
have forests and pastures. We have
everything that should make for
happiness—except the right of
peace. For years we have held the
sword and we are tired.”

From the international point of
view which will be taken by the dip-
lomatic establishments of the allies,
the creation of a strong Slav power
in the Near East would effectually
bar Germany's drive to the east.
Jugo-Slavia wonld extend from the
Roumanian and Bulgarian fronts to
the Adriatic, and thanks to old an-
tagonisms the intimate relation the
new power would undoubtedly bear
to Russia would certainly hold in
check that “drang-nach-osten”
which has been the key of Austrian
policy for the past seventy years. All
this is promised, of course, on the
assumption that the allies win a
complete victory. The creation of
Jugo-Slavia would be merely a phase
of the great plan by which another
Turopean war ic to be prevented—
or at least delayed.

As a practical proposition, the es-
tablishment of Jugo-Slavia seems 10
offer no insuperable difficulties.
Crotia and Slavonia are Catholic in
religion, it is true, while the other
states are Greek orthodox, and use
the Latin alphabet. But there is
nothing in these facts to make for
ceparation, and the strong move-

ment now on foot to discard the
cumbersome Cyrillic characters for
the Latin alphabet will undoubtedly
bear fruit all the earlier if the new
kingdom 1s made. The people of
these states are alike in blood, in
racial aspirations, and to a great ex-
tent in culture. It is true the Croats
and Slavonians have largely gained
their education in Vienna for geo-
graphic and political reasons. On
the other hand, they are as virulent-
Iy hostile to the Austrians as the
Serbs themselves.

“We led 40,000 rustrian prison-
ers with us on the Great Retreat,”
said an officer. It seemed impossible,
for the Serbs fought without food
and without cannon on the retreat.
The army made its way almost sin-
gle file through narrow, snow-filled
passes.

“They came with us willingly be-
cause they are Slavs,” he added.
“We could not have rorced them.”

The plan is to creuze a state un-
der the kingship of Prince Alexan-
der of Serbia, who reigns as regent
in place of his old fainer, King Pet-
er. The two states of Greater Ser-
bia and Crotatia-Slavonia will be au-
tonomous, each having its parlia-
ment, while they will have in com-
mon their diplomatic and consular
services, the army, anc the treasury.
There will be no navy, even if the
Slavs get the seaports on which they
have set their eyes. They are not a
seagoing people, for one thing. For
another, international relations in
East being what they are, the pos-
session of a navy might prove only
an incitement to trouble. The Slavs
want no trouble. They have had on-
ly trouble for generations. The
thing each Slav most earnestly de-
sires is an honorab:e and a lasting
peace.

Although the situation has not
progressed far enough for diploma-

tic representations in the open, it is i

generally assumed that the only op-
position to the creation of Jugo-

Slavia will come from: :taly. It is the :

desire of one school of Italians to
dominate the Adriatic Sea complete-
ly by the possession or a:: the Adri-
atic ports. Unless the new kingdom
had access to openswater it would
be a weakling, deprived of the pow-
er to prosper, and tuerefore certain
to fall apart at ti:e first strain.
Italy’s wish to form a gollection of
small Balkan states under her own
protectorate is utterly rejected by
the Slav leaders. There is no dis-
guise of the fact that they anticipate
such‘ an arrangement would even-
tuate in an appeal to arms.

If the Jugo-Slavs are given what
they desire the new kingdom will
have the ports of Flume, Zara, Pola,
Ragusa, and Spelato. These were
all at one time under the dominion
of the ancient Republic of Venice,
and have maintained their Italian
character in great part ever since.
The immediate hinterland, however,
is Slav to a man. Ten miles outside
of these cities Italian is barely un-
derstood by a few and spoken by
almost none. In Dalmatia there are
600,000 Serbs and only 50,000 Ita-
lians. For historicat and ecomomi-
cal reasons, however, Italy lays
claim to the whole seaboard. If
she gets it the new Jugo-Slavia
would be completely at her mercy.

It is urged that Italy has no need
to fear Slav aggression in the Adri-
atic, for if she is in possession of
Triest at the head of the sea anq the
ports of Vallona and Bari on e.lthe.r
side of the entrance she can police it
most effectually.

Neither Roumania nor Bulgaria
is included in the plan of Jugo-
Slavia. There are two provinces of
Bulgaria which are largely Serh by
blood, but it is believed that Russia
will interfere to save Bulgaria, after
that state has been sufficiently pun-
ished. Russia is believed to want a
tween Roumania and the rest of Hu-
strong Bulgaria as a buffer state be-
rope. Roumanian blood is to some
extent Latin—just as Bulgarian is
founded on the Tartar — and the
Roumanians would therefore be out-
siders in a Slav state.
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India Prbgress’es"ﬁtider
Beneficent British Rule

Native States There Reach High—'Sta'gé of” Culture and
Refinement Under Intelligent and Broad
*  Minded Rulers

Bikanger, Raiutana, India, Feb.
5.—(Correspondence of The Asso-
ciated Press)—No more marked evi-
dence of the spirit of progress which
is sweening India can be found than
in some of the States that are ruled
by the Indian Princes under the pro-
tection of the British Government.
One of the most pronounced exa-
ples of advancement is Bikaner,
which ranks among the highest of
the more than 700 Indian States,
and whose nuler, the Maharaiah of
Bikaner, a-decscendant of the famous
fighting race of: Rathore Rajputs, is
held to be one of the most cultured,

bread-minded and progressive Prin-,

ces of the- Indian Empire. It has
been the nrivilege of a correspond-
ent of The Associated Press to spend
some time in Bikaner 2nd to talk on
numerous occasions with the Mah-
arajah concerning the policy which
has revolutionized affairs through-
out this State.

The Maharajah belongs to the

new order of Indian rulers who have
been schooled ‘in the learning of the
West and who have accented the
tenet that the stability or govern-
ment denends unon the enlighten-
ment, prosperity and happiness of
its people. When he took over the
control of Bikaner eighteen years
ago—he was then eighteen—he im-
mediately set about to put into prac-
tice the advanced ideas which he had
acquired and to-day railways, mod-
ern sehools, an up-to-date hospital,
a model prison, electric = lighting,
sanitary improvements, water sup-
ply systems, and beautiful public
buildings furnish visible demonstra-
tions of progress, while he has es-
tablished a Representative Assembly
and puts his administration on a
business basis that has resulted in
the State inconie heing nearly treb-
led.

In personal appearance, in bear-
ing and in accomplishments His
Highness impresses one as naving
just stepped out of an Arabian
Nights tale in which he has played
the part of the gallant Prince, =0
typical is he of what one has been
led to expect in a story of that sort.
Tall, broad-shouldered, handsome.
ever affable, yet maintaining a dig-
nity which brooks no over-familiar-
ity, of magnetic personality, a born
soldier, an excellent horseman, a
sure shot and keen sportsman, as th2

trfophies of big game in hig palace
show, an indefatigable worker in af-
fairs of state—such is the Mahara-

jah of Bikaner at the dge of thirty-
SiX. 3

One of the most striking innova-
tions which the Maharajah has made
in his state has been the establish-
ment of the representative assembly
through which his people have a
voice-—in the government. [t was
a voluntary concession on his part.

‘1 came to the conclusion.,”” he
said, “that the greatness of a ruler
lies in the greatness of his people.
When I announced that I intended
to establish the Assembly some of
my friends begged me not to rake
such a step. ‘It is giving away your
power,” they deelareds - 7

The Maharajah was asked if both
he and the people were satisfied that
the change had been beneficial.

‘“Come and ride with me and my
sons to the temple in the city this
afternoon and 1 think you will get
a better answer than I can give you
verbally,” he replied.

The invitation was accepted and-
the correspondent accompanied the
Maharajah and his two young Prm-
ces to the great Hindu Temple where
the Ruler and his sons performed
their devotions. During the morn-
ing the streets had been specially
watered to lay the dust and this had
given the peopie warning that some
member of the rcigning family was
to pass. As the carriage with its
mounted guard nroceeded through
the winding ways dense crowds gath-
ered beside the road and nearly
every window was filled with eager
faces. Even the roofs were covered
with those who hoped to get a better
view. -

It is not an unusual thing for the
Maharajah to make a trip through
the capital, but there were the
throngs just the same, as keen to

tget o glimnse as though he were

a foreign Prince. And as the car-
riage advanced the people broke
into such cheering as the correspond-
ent had seldom heard before. Even
tiny children took up the ery of
“Khama,” a salutation of respect
and devotion, peculiar to these parts
and used only for the ruler; and the
volume swelled until it became al-
most deafening. More than one of
the aged people gave the Maharajah
their blessings and invoked any
troubles which he might have, to
come upon themselves.: All the way
this wonderful demonstration was
kept up. His Highness smiling and
saluting to right and left. When a
point finally was reached where he

could make himself heard he leaned
forwara and said:
“Does it pay to do the best one

can for his people? For myself I ask
no better answer thgn we have just
bheen given.’’ 3

The Maharajah is rapidly turning
his capital into a model city. Bik-
aner now has one of the largest and
best electric light installations in
India, being among the first of the
Indian cities to adont this mode of
lighting. The telephone, too, has
been brought into use to connect all
the important government officers
and residences. Sanitation is a hobhy
of his Highness and the entire cily
has been cleaned upn, buildings being
torn down and renlaced where nec-
essary. The streets have been wid-
ened in many places and iust now a
modern water supnly system is be-
ing installed.

The Maharaiah has a keen sense
of apnreciation of the beautifal and
has erected = large number of mag-
nificent buildings, of Oriental de-
sign but with Western intieriors,
most & W [ afe’TOr the use of tlie
public.or the government. The plans
for all these structires have been
personally supervised by him.

The ruler no longer lives in the
ancient, fort-encircled Palace of his
ancestors but has built a Palace fur-
ther away from the city—a fairy
land with its beautiful gardens. And
at the same time, while placing him-
self in more modern surroundings,
he laid out a great nublic garden
for his people opposite the old Pal-
ace. Even 2 zoo has beéen nlaced in
this park for the amusement of the
little folk of Bikaner, and facilities
for bathing are nrovided in a large
artificial lake.

His Highness is particularly inter-
ested in the education of his subjects
and while he has not vet inaugurated
compulsory education, he has by
persuasion worked wonders in get-
ting the people to send ‘thgir child-
ren %n sSthool. In the cafital two
colleges have been built, one for the
public and the other for the sons of
the nobles. The nublic college has
something like 1,000 pupils, who
are being taught both in English and
their own language, literature, his-
tory and the sciences are not being
neglected. The Nobles’ college,
while smaller, has a large number
of students.

Outside the eantial the Maharajah
has also been a2t work and has in-
creased the mileage of railways in
his state from 56 to 498 miles. Two
new lines, one 132 miles long, and
the other a more direct connection
between Delhi and Sind via Bikaner,

.some 500 miles in length, are in pro-

ject, and a great irrigation plan
which will turn the sandy country of
Bikaner into good agricultural lands
is under consideration.

For his achievements the Mahara-
jah has been decorated by the King
several times.

Unfit for Menial Work This
Awkward, Tommy Made
Good in Other Lines

—M

With the British Army in France
-—Charlie Brown was the despair of
his drill sergeants.

One day after inadvertently bay-
onetting a comrade and nearly blow-
ing off the head of an officer, his
rifle was taken away from him and
he was relegated to janitor work
about company billets.

Charlie was untidy and dirty, and
his record of petty misdemeanors
became long. Finally his colonel de-
cided to have him discharged, but
Charlie pleaded for amother chance.
His appeal was granted and he was
sent to France. His reputation how-
ever had preceded him and he was
heartily jeered by his comrades. But
Charlie didn’t mind.

The trenches interested him and
in a vague sort of way he under-
stood that the business of a soldier
in France is to shoot up the enemy;
s0 he boldly poked his rifle over the
parapet and shot at every target that
offered. Yet by a cunning, more ani-
mal than human, he managed to
elude the notice of watchful Ger-
mans. In fact, Charlie was a born
sniper. Exploits which the average
soldier would have regarded heroic
were set down in Charlie’s case as
inherent idiocy. He was nicknamed
“‘Sniper Brown.”

One dark day when the Germans
were strafing the trenches with rifles
and machine guns in fear of an at-
tack, an officer of the sniper’s brig-
ade found Charlie perched high on
a traverse busily engaged in build-
ing a sandbag barricade. A peremp-
tory order brought Charlie sliding
shame-facedly back into the trench.

“I thought I could pot the 'Ger-
mans better up there, Sir,”’ said
Charlie. ghrinking from an expert-
ed rebuke. But no rebuke ¢ame, and
next day Charlie, much to the dis-

gnst of his comrades was ordered to '

report to the sniping section.

On the first day Brown was able‘

to snipe two Germans. His observer
reported to his officer Charlie’s al-
most daily success and thenceforth
a constant stream of Germans were
marked down to the credit of Sniper
Brown. If a German cap appeared
anywhere over the enemy parapet
Charlie sent it spinning.

Becomes Honored Comrade

The snipers—that highly exclusive
unit of the British army—took
Charlie to their hearts and he be-
came an honored member of the
battalion. He lost his furtive imbe-
cile look and the half defiant twist
of his mouth changed into lines of
character and resolution. The goed
feeding of the snipers’ mess improv-
ed his physique and his frame be-
came erect and his step sure. He
talked about the girls he had ‘“walk-
éd out” with and plans for improv-
ing his father’s business after the
war.

Only once did Charlie show signs
of relapsing. At dawn a misty day,
Charlie and his officer were watching
the German line. Through his tele-
scope periscope the officer saw an
aged German, evidently a Landsturm-
er appear around the edge of a bro-
ken down farmhouse behind the Ger-
man trenches. The officer hesitated
to indicate the miserable old man to
the sniper, but Charlie had seen, his
rifle cracked and the German fell.

“I've shot.an old man, sir,”” he
said. “He was awful like me fey-
ther.” There were tears in Charlie’s
eyes and his mouth quivered irreso-
lutely. ‘“He would not have looked
like your feyther, if he had seen you
first,”” the officer sharply responded.
But Charlie refused to be comforted.
The old imbecile leok came back in-
to his eyes. All day he moaned about
the trenches, leaving his observer to
work alone. 3

Relapse is Brief

The relapse was of short duratian.
That evening, Charlie, another sni-
per and the officer stood looking to-
ward the German trenches. Ovar
there somewhere a rifle cracked
and the sniper slid down into the
bottom of the tremch by Charlie's
side, with a hole in his head.

“I'm glad I shot that auld blight-
er this morning,” said Charlie.
Thenceforth many incidents showed
Charlie’s skill and daring -and his
general character steadily improved,

At length one day a German high
explosive shrapnel began to  burat
right into the British front line
trench. All the men sought shelter—
all save one. When the shelling ceas-
ed they found him. He lay by his
loophole, the back of his head crush-
ed in. Sniper Brown had kept his
last watch.

The snipers refused to let him be
buried near the trenches. They car-
ried ‘him two miles behind the firing
line and in a little churchyard they
laid him to rest. A large white Mal-
tese cross marks the grave. Below
carved what is both a memorial and
a recognition, the words, ‘“‘Sniper
Brown.” G

Despite the <mall number of its
members in attendance, the commit-
tee on the high cost of living at its
meeting last night delved into the
cold storage business as conducted
in this city, receiving testimony from
Mr. Wm, Edwards, assistant
manager of the Brantford Cold Stor-
age Company and Mr. C. Snider, se-
cretary treasurer of the same con-
cern. The witnesses dispelled any
belief that the éompany was in the
habit of storing up eggs in large
quantiue:s and of holding them for

sale when the price advanced, point-
'ng out that they had been out of
eggs for some days past while they
had had no butter since the autumn
and enough cheese only to fill the
immediate requirements of their
customers.

The practise of the company was
to lay in their supply of eggs during
the summer months, and to make
contracts with merchants and deal-
ers,- selling when the market price
reached the contract price. This
year such became the case in Sep-
tember last, and it was pointed out
that by holding their eggs until the
present time the company could

the present price was in excess of |
that prevailing five months ago.

The prices of eggs both wholesale i

and retail were quoted by the wit-
nesess as having advanced about six
cents per dogzen; butter in the same
time, seven cents per pound. It was
not the opinion of the speakers that
retail merchants were making ex.

THE INTERNATIONAL SERIES.

Text of the Lesson, John iv, 1.29,
Memory Verses, 13, 14—Golden Text,
1 Tim. i, 15—~Commentary Prepared by
Rev. D. M. Stearns.

In every lesson we must see Him
with whom alone we have to do, the
Creator and upholder of all things, the
only Saviour of sinners, the only Judge
of all mankind, the searcher of all
hearts, from whom nothing can be
hidden. Last week we saw Him deal-
ing with a very religious man who
stood high in the esteem of his fellows,
but now we sce Him dealing with an
immoral, low down woman whom per-
haps no one held in esteem, and yet
her soul was precious in His sight, and
He saved her and used her to save
others.

The “must needs go through Sama-
ria” of verse 4 probably had special
reference to her and the need of her
i soul. The reference to Joseph and the
well in verses 5'and 6 takes us back
to Gen. xlix, 22-26, where Joseph is call-
ed a fruitful bough by a well whose
branches run over the wall.  In the
same passage the true Joseph, Israel's
Messiah, is spoken of as the shepherd,
the stone of Israel, who was separate
from His hrethren. In our lesson His
branches are seen running over the
wall to reach this Samaritan outcast.
