We 
are establishing precedents today which 
will have their influence in years to 
come, and it ia therefore doubly essen­
tial that no mistake be made at the 
start.

It must be demonatarted beyond ques­
tion that the interests of the territory 
can be safely entrusted to the caie of 
the people. We muet prove by out ac­
tions that we are ready for and capable 
of eelf government and the opportunity 
cow at hand for giving such proof must 
be improved to the utmost.

We aak all votera who favor the cause 
of reform to attend the primaries, con. 
aider carefully the merits of the vari­
ous men who are suggested as delegatee 
to the convention and send down only 
those whose loyalty to the people is 
unquestioned and in the sincerity of 
whose actions there can be no doubt.

This much accomplished the results 
will take care of themselves.
