A bill entitlod « An Act to Seeure
the Better observancoHf the Lord’s
Day,” has been agréed upcn by the
special committeo of “the House of
Comnions to whom it was reterred
‘some time ago for consideration and
repoit. Tho Com. has made extensive
amendments to the original bill as

out clauses considered too. stringent in
thieir provisions and not practicable
in their application to some of the
rovinees . of Canada, with many of
whoseY established customs. it woull
interfe The amended bill reported
from committee (puohibits work and
traffic on Sundsv as follows: The
printing, publicaticn and sale of any
nowspaper, © provided, however, that
necessary  office work “may boe per-
formed atter 9 o’clock in the evening
of the Lord’s day, for the purpose of
facilitating the publication' of the
morning 1ssus of any daily paper,”
the opening *of any of the canals in
Canada to traffic or business from 6
a.m, to 10 p. m. on Sunday. This
provision may be suspended in any
year by an order-in-council alter the
15th of October.  No railway frain is
to be loaded at any station, or empty
cars moved from qge station to anoth-
er, nor any freight train permittod to
start from nuy railway station in Can-
ada on Sunday except such as are
made np of live stock or perishable
freight, and where the dispatcling of
trains to relieve sufferers by accident
or fire is deemed necessary; butb
throngh passeoger trains each way,
with their necessary connections,
shall be permitted on any trunk line
in Canada, but merely local passenger
trains are prohibited. A sub-section
to this provides that at such timo as
the laws of the United States shall
make corresponding. provisions, no
through freight in transit from one
point on the said fiontier, shall be
allowed to pass over Canadian roads

A?:mgus cleans the blood and acts on the
kidneys. + Tomatoes contain calomel and
act on the liver. Some doctors go so far as
to claim that a delicate woman should - not
eat sliced tomatoes unless prescribed by her
family physician. Beets are particularly
rich in sugar and also excellent appetizers,
whether eaten with or without vinegar.
Beets contain from10to 11 percent. of sugar,
carrots from 6 to 7 per cent., parsnips 6 per
cent., and turnips from 2 to 4 per cent., ac-
cording to the variety. = They are about
equal as regards the proportion of nitro-
genous matter in them, each containing

rom 1.3 to 2 per cent. of nitrogenous ele-
ments.

Cucumbers and lettuce are cooling. Those

HOW THE MOSQUITO IS BUILT.

In the human family the fefale is the
more ornamental as well ‘as the more

the mosquito family the male apparently is
the superior being. In grace dnd elegance
of architectural construction, as well as in
variety and gorgeousness of raiment, the
male mosquito far surpasses the female.
The male also enjoys privileges and preroga-
tives to which the female can never aspire—
certainly can never gain. The function
which sile performs in propagation of the
species compels her to consume more f
than he does, and all this food she is
obliged to get herself. In every essential

rticular she has to make her own and the
amily’s liging without the. slightest aid
from him.

The mosquito first appears in the form of
an egg. B('i‘he eggs are deposited in the
water by the mother mosquito.  Before
doing this she crosses her hind legs in the
shape of a letter X. As the eggs are
dropped they are caught by the crossed leﬁs,
the glutinous substance attaching to the
eggs mldin{; them togethet. The number
of eggs laid by one female before rising is
very great. 'These eggs are arranged in the
form of a raft and left to ride on the water,
shallow, stagnant fresh water usually being

lected. By the additi made to the
number of eggs the raft is converted into a
sort, of & boat, and when the laying process
is all completed the boat consists of from
300 to 350_egge. This is the first stage in
the existence of the embryo mosquito.

HATCHED,

A few days after the egg boat is launched

the larvee appear. These are of @n elon-
ated, worm-like form, and come out of the
ower end of the eggs, leaving the empty
shells forming the boat ]{ring on the surface
of the water. . The shell is soon (lestrog'cd
by the action of winds and water. When
the larve appear the eggs are batched.

The larvee are vulgarly called “wigglers.”
Suspended from the surface of the water,
with head downward, they are enabled w0
breathe by means of a sort of tube communi-
cating with the trachwm. The appearance
of the larve may be said to complete the
second stage in the cxistence of the -mos-
quito.

THE MOSQUITO BEGINS ACTIVE LIFE

From ten to fifteen days after the appear-
ance of the larvee the nu{:st,aucc enters the
pupe state. They take on a thin skin,
almost completely covering the larvee, and
roll around in the water, their motions
being directed by a fin-like contrivance at
the end of the tail. The quick, seemingly
irregular movements of the pupwe give them
the name of “‘ tumblers.” They, too, are
familiar to persons residing in the rural
districts in the gpring and summer. The
change of the larve into the pupm com-
pletes the third stage in the mosquito’s
existence.

Between five and ten days after the pupe
appears the last and most critical stage in
the entire metamorphosis of the egginto the
perfect insect arrives. About this period
the pupe skin bursts open, and the mosquito
takes its first look at daylight.

‘Wire Finer Than Nair,

We are at work just now, said a manu-
facturer the other day, on some pretty small
wire. It is 1.500th of an inch in diameter
—finer than _the hair on your head, a great
deal. Ordinary fine wire is drawn through
steel plates, but that wouldn’t do for this
work, because if the hole wore away ever
so little it would make the wire larger, and
that would spoil the job. Inst,ea%l, it is
drawn through what is practically a hole in
a diamond, to which there is, of course, no
wear. These diamond plates are made by a
woman in New York, who has a monopoly
of the art in this country. The wire is then
run through machinery which winds it
spirally with a layer of silk thread that is
.0015 of an inch in thickness—even finer
than the wire, you see. This wire is used
in making the receiving instruments of
ocean cables, the galvanometers used in
testing cables and measuring insulation of
covered wires.

The police
force was forced to retire. A posse of 100
citizens, armed with rifles, soon captured
both desperadoes and lodged them in J‘nil.
About 4 o’clock this morning ‘a crowd of
masked men entered Jailer Doolittle’s
eleeping aparfments at the ci!,yl' djnil, and
with pistols to his head demanded the keys
to the jail. The jailer was forced to give
up the keys. The crowd then went into
the jail, took Rossimins out, and led him to
the {ﬁg bridge over Canal and Twentieth
street, where he was shot several times. A
rope was then fastened about his neck, and
he was swung over the side of the bridge
until 7 o’clock, when he wa: ent down. A
card wus lacked on the bridge rail, just
above the body, béaring this inscription :

¢« Warning—This is the fate of all would-
be murderers.”

NEW MEXICO'S VISITATION,

The Dreaded Grasshoppers Overrunning the
North and West,

A San Antonio despatch says: S.P.
Lawson, apmmﬁwn(, stockman of Deming,
N. M., has arrived here, and gives an
account of the grasshopper ravages in_the
northern and western counties of New
Mexico, where he says the hoppers are doing
incalculable harm. ~ Some farmers consider
them the seventeen yi locusts, which
ravaged the wsﬁ during the seventies. The
locusts are mowihg east and north in two
J ipal swarms. They have stripped veg-
etation and the leaves of the trees and left
nothing but the dry alkali earth where they
have struck the ground. ' Where the land is
cultivated they have ravaged the ground of
evérything in sight. They move in bunches
four and five miles wide. One bunch has
devastated Colfax and Moira in the north-
ern part of the territory and is spreading
into Colorado, Kansas and the Pan Handle
of Texas, while another bunch will reach
the Central Texas line by winter. They do
not make much progress after flying, but the
eggs (hef ln%' hatch, and a new batch flies
eastward. They will keep moving in this
way and lay bii\iom of eggs in Texas and
Kansas for next season’s hatching.

Took a 50-Volt Current.

A New York despatch says: Patrick
Fitzsimmons, a 16-year-old employee of
Lyons’ restaurant, received a severe elec-
tric shock this morning while turning off
one of the small incandescent burners in the
place.
