Bradstreet’s says: The holding-off ten-
dency hitherto noted in Jfhe cotton
goods trade still continues, but in wool-
len goods, fall fabrics have been opened
at a notable advance; the shoe and lea-
ther trade show increased activity. Hard-
ware and groceries are being sold freely,
and lumber is strong at higher prices
than last year, and with manufacturers
active, though ultimate distribution is
curtailed by seasonable influence. With
the exception of the south and portions
of the southwest, where low priced cot-
ton affects collections and clouds the
future, the feeling is one of great eonfi-
dence in the future, and particularly as
to the first half of the present year’s
business. -Collections are irregular, be-
ing the best in the northwest and cen-
tral west, and poorest. in the south. Iron
and steel in its crudest forms have been
rather quiet and weak. The leading in-
terest in the trade is now negotiating
for a further 100,000 tons of pig for de-
livery in the first half of this year, and
outside consumers manufacturing their
own pig are said to be short of sup-
plies.  Specifications for finished pro-
ducts aressaid to be coming in very
freely. Anthracite coal is in good de-
mand, and bituminous is firmer. There
is claimed to be some subsidence of the
long continued eager demand for cop-
per, but. that metal, and tin are actually
firmer on the wi The strength and
activity in the leather and shoe trades is
practically country wide.

by an undertaker. She looked very pale
and feeble, but cheerfully told the corre-
spondent: “I have subject to faint-
ings ever since I was' born, and this is
the third time they have put me by as
dead, When I was 15 years old, I was
laid out for three days, and a similar
thinglhappened when I was a small child.
But T do mot .remember anything about
that, except what my mother told me.”

The woman’s husband is an engineer’s
laborer. They have three children, one
an infant, six months old. They live in\
a farm house among the hills, half a
mile from Burnley, on the Accrington
Road. Mrs. Holden was supposed to
have died at 5§ o’clock on Monday morn-
ing, and & few minutes before the hour
she told her husband she felt she was
going to die.

He thought her dying, her hands were
very cold and her heart almost without
motion. After a time her heart and
pulse seemed to him without movement
at all. He carried her to an upper room
and laid her on a mattress. With the
exception of a sheet and a night dress
the poor woman lay in the room six
hours in the bitter cold. Dr. Shotton, of
Hayton, made out a certificate that she
died of heart disease and exhaustion
when a statement by a”neighbor that
she had suffered a blow on the head
by a chicken thief and this, in his opin-
ion. had aceelerated her death, led the
vhysician to immediately telephone that
the death certificate be not accepted.
The undertaker was measuring her body
in the cold room when he was startled
by the twitching of her evelids. This
resulted in restoratives being applied.

MORE OFFICIAL TESTS.

Since last report, nine Holsteln-Friesian
cows and heifers have been admitted to the
Canadian Record of Merit on the strength
of their official seven-day records, made un-
der the supervision of the Dairy Department
of the Ontario Agricultural College. In each
case the amounts of milk and butter fat are
actual; the amount of butter is estimated
on the basls of 85.7 per cent. of fat to the
pound, ths rule adopted by the Association
of Agricultural Colleges. The most note-
worthy record is that of Queen Pietertje Mer-
cedes—I18.86 pounds of fat, equivalent to 22
pounds of butter. As will be noticed, three
of these cows have made very creditable offi-
cial tests, extending over a period fo thirty
days.

At
first shipping from the orchards was
tried, but it was soon found advisable to
have two central packing houses. In-
stead of buying barrels the association
bought the ‘stock and had them made
up, at a cost of about twenty-eight to
thirty cents, as’ compared with fort_y-ﬁve
cents_charged by coopers. The railroad
and Bteamship companies have been
found much readier than fdrmerly to
give proper transportation facilities, and
the results generally have been satis-
factory to members. The cost of pack-
ing was about fourteen cents per barrel,
but about gix cents of this was made up
by the sale of culls, all of which were
sent to the evaporator,

The St. Catharines co-operative asso-
ciation shipped during the past year 400
cars of tender fruit and apgles. Mem-
bers in one township bought -a’ power
sprayer for co-operative use. All their
baskets, paris green and bluestone were
purchased in the same way and at a con-
siderable saving.

One of the picneer co-operative asso-
ciations of Ontario is that at Chatham,
which has been in operation for seven
years. The practical benefits have been
very much in evidénce there as else-
where, This season forty-three cars of
fruit were shipped to the West by the
above organization.

These are by no means all the co-
operative fruit associations, but the re-
sults achieved go to show that where
farmers grapple intelligently with the
problem of packing and marketing their
fruit, there is no need for it to go to
waste, and a fair profit may usually be
secured.

Furthermore the presence in Cana~
dian horhes of these foreigm products

. tends to )injure Canadian patriotism

and confidence, by fixing the minds of
impressionable Canddians on the ac-
tivities of the United States and oth-
er foreign fields.

Australia collects a duty of six
cents a pound on all imported maga-
zines containing more than Ai
per cent. of advertising. If Australia
finds such a duty necessary, then the
proximity of the United States to
Canada makes it a greater necessity.
—Canadian Magazine for October.

Tendencles of Thought.

Present tendencies of thought was

The rcsult of physical
science was to raise questions that
could not be answered by physical
science.

The lecturer 8&poke of the belief
that faith passed knowlcedge and laid
bhold upon the unknown oud spiri-
tual. He sketched briefly the history
of philosophy in the last centi.'y,
emphasized the materialism of ti»
latter portion of it and traced &

THE FEEDING OF LONDON.

The Sunday Strand tells that the food
bill for London for a twelvemonth does
not fall short of £125,000,000. London
consumes large quantities of bread, It
takes 4,000,000 sacks of flour and 5,000,
000 sacks of unground whékt to appease
London’s bread-eating capacity, and of
this vast quantity Canada supplies one-
sixth yearly. This amount of bread is
not, of course, all eaten dry, and the
quantity of butter consumed is given
at 94,000,000 pounds, besides a very large
quantity of margarine. Home dairies
supply London with but 10 per cent. of
its butter. Into the pockets of ani{y-
men of Normandy and Brittany, -
mark, the United States, the Argentine,
Canada and Australia goes ciose upon
£250,000 per annum for butter alone,

Of milk London econsumes 68,000,000
gallons per annum, and a quarter of a
millian of cows are responsible for this
contribution to the table. It is impossi-
ble to get absolutely correct figures as
to the number of eggs eaten yearly, but
approximately they number about 500,

,000.  What number the British hen
contributes ‘to the quantity it is impos-
sible to say. Of cheese London gets rid
of a large quantity—each TLondoner’s
share being 12 pounds, and just half of
it comes from abroad. The Londoner
ranks high as a meat-eater—the Metrop-
olis every year receivi about 450,000
tons of meat, alive and dead. A fair
guantity of fish also disappears, put
own at no less than 574,000 tons.

COST OF LONDON FOGS.

The nse fogs which have prevailed re-
cently in Lonodn, on one day paralyzing
street traftic, call attention to the expense in-
volved in such visitations. It is estimated
that a real, dense, persistent fog costs Lop-
don from $150,000 to $200,000 a day. A large
proportion of this sum, however, is spent

gas and electric light. To take a singile
other item—fog signals. They are bought for
about ninepence a dozen, and on one foggy
day alone a big railway ‘company running
into London may use 30,00 of them.

As is well known, the fogs of London,
lying lcw as the metropolis does in ae
Thames valley, often do not extend beyond
its boundaries. While the Londoner gropes
in pea soup, the sun a few miles away may
fe shining brightly. Yet some fogs that en-
velop the metrtopolis may be, in a sense,
universal. Three years ago one such fog,
black in London, stretched from Land’'s End
to Yorkshire, from Ireland to Germany.

Naturally, it is the amount of coal refuse
in the air above London that makes the
fog there often of so rich a quality. Here
may be gleaned some idea of how wvast that
quantity of smuts and sooly atoms it. An
ordinary dwelling house having, say, two
fires going, spreads a tremendous quantity
of smoky air around, it daily—namely, &%
tons. Factory chimneys are supposed to be
grave offenders In contaminating the air. But
the total number of tons of smoky air poured
out daily from the factories makes a com-
paratively poor show when contrasted with
the 5,500,000-ton cloud of smoky air that is
created by the Londoner’s domestic fireplace.

How many foggy days does London have
in a year? The total, of course, varies great-
ly. and in latter years has been usually less
than the average. Some experts have ascrib-
ed this effect to the increased popularity of
gas stoves making no smoke., Others declare
it to pe simply accident, and promise that
it will make up for it later on. g

n'wenty years ago or so, London’s average
was twenty fogs a year, in the hard winter
of 1879-80 there were 43 foggy days, but 1890-
91 had the record of 50 days of fog. Since
then, fogs ,which kill off thousands of peo-
ple each winter, happily less prevalent. One
of the longest lasting fogs of which record
has been kept occurred in December, 187).
With slight intervals of mere mistiness, it
lasted from the beginning of the second
week of that month .until Christmas Eve,

All the particles of sooty matter that
London's chimneys send up into the air
become, in a fog, saturated with moisture,
and descended upon London again.

London fogs are always productive of
fncidents. Pickpockets then invariably reap
a god haul. A winter or two back some
cattle being driven to market were lost in
a London fog, and some of them were not
found until next morning. In nearly every
thick London fog numbers of loaves of bread
are stolen from bakers’ hand barrows while
the men are on their rounds. But these, of
course, are minor matters. y

Russian Imperial Family Had Narrow Escapé_

From Death. i

Grape

Cam‘mn Was Depressed and Loaded With

All the Members of-the

Shooting Battery Now

Under Arrest.

A St. Petersburg cable: What is be-.
lieved to have been a deliberate attempt
to take the Czar’s life was made to-day
when the Emperor of All the Russias

attended the cer ies of blessing the
waters of the Neva. A loaded case
shell was fired from one of the guns of
a saluting batteryWplaced on the other
side of the river, and a gendarme who
belonged to the Czar’s personal guard,
was killed by one of the bullets. Other
bullets and pieces of shell entered the
Winter Palace, which fronts on the river
and on the Nevsky Prospect. 'Lhe bat-
tery from"which the shot was fired was
under the titular command of the Grand
Duke' of Mecklenburg-Strelitz; who is
a kinsman of the Czar. All its members
have been detained in barracks, and will

be under nominal arrest until the com-
pletion of an investigation of the affair.
Significance of Attempt.

On a day unmarked by a single ilem
of news of interest or significance trom
the Ear East, St. Petersburg itself has

-~ provided a sensation which for ihe
time being has-driven the war into the
background. An attempt upon the life
of the Cxar is ofteén reported and often
occurs, but to-day’s attempt ditfers
from the others in importance and sig-
nificance. The official explantion that
the affair was an “accident” is univer-
sally dismissed, as is a suggestion that
one gun was loaded with case shells,
with the view of possible disorder. An
immense crowd assembled in the neigh-
borhood of the Bourse. All agree that
ithe missles which -passed directly over
the altar where the Czar stood during
‘the sacred ceremony and crashed into
the chambers through which he passed
a _few moments afterwards were in-
tended to kill him and as many of his
entourge as possible. It is significant
that such an attempt was made by
members of the army and by a regiment
whose titular commander is the Czar’s
own kinsman.

No more striking setting for a mon-
arch’s murder could well be imagined
than the scene of to-day’s attempt. ' At
10.30 o’clock the Czar, attended by the
Grand Dukes and a vriutiant suite, in-
spected the regiments and naval con-
tingents that were drawn up at the
Winter Palace. Bands played the ma-
tional anthem as the Czar passed from
regiment to regiment, greeting each
with a “Good morning, my children,”
and receiving the reply, “Good health,
your Majesty.”  After the inspection
the State procession passed through the
vast and lofty halls of the palace to the
imperial chapel. Preceded by Senators,
chamberlains, and stewards, came the
Czar, escorting the Dswager Empress,
and Grand Duke Alexis escorting the
Czarina. They were followed by princes
and princesses in the order of their
rank, pages bearing the ladies’ trains.
It was an imposing pageant. - Men in
court military and naval uniforms, la-
dies of honor in national costumes of
red and white. and generals and other
officers brought up the rear.

Batterymen Under Arrest.

Kiter services in the chapel at 1.15
the procession returned. The Empresses
and their ladies took places at the win-
dows, while the Czar, the Grand Dukes
and clergy, gorgeousiy robed, descended
to take part in the open air ceremonial.
The Winter Palace stands on an em-
bankment of the Neva called the Palace
Quay. The river is now frozen and cov-
ered with snow. At this point the river
is some. 300 yafds wide. Immediately
opposite the palace is the fortress of
St. Peter and St. Paul. A few hundred
yards lower down is a wide open space
ended by the steps of the Bourse. At
the end of this space were eight guns of
the battery the members of which are
now under arrest.  On the palace side of
the river, facing the central entrance,
was a gilded pavilion, with a blue, star

d dome, surmounted by a cross.
The procession of puestd and choristers
bearing tapers and sacréd emblems, stan-

dard bearers of the guard regiments, the
Czar and the Gr Dukes slowly as-
cended the erimson-carpeted stairway of
the pavilio Al were baveheaded. The
solemn service hegan immediately and
lasted some ten minutes. It concluded
with the Metropolitan thrice immersing
the crucifix in the waters of the Neva
thugueh o hole  cut in the three-fnot |
th; ice. Then stouping over he m;nh'!
a gesture, and dipped into the Neva a
gold chalice s Iy filled with holy wa- |
ter from the River Jordan, This chalice
was handed to the Czar, a historie prav-
er being pronounced for the river, its
vessels and their freiehts,

As the Czar raised the chalice to his
lips & signal rocket announced that the
ceremony  was © complete.  Then  the
Czar’s salute boomed forth. With the
third gun came a harsher report, the
significance of which has been already
deseribed. *

Throughout the excitement the ('zar
remained . unmoved. As  he and the
Czavina left the palacs in a two-horse
brougham his Majesty was calm and im-
passive. Tle looked eareworn, but there
was no emotion in his eyes, which are
those of a dreamer.

The Official Story of .“Accident” Not
Credited. |

A London cable: The St. Petersburg
correspondent of the Express says it is
now admitted that the occurrence was
the result of a conspiracy. He adds that
the men of the battery of horse artillery
charged with firing the salute loaded the
third gun with case shot and pointed it

directly at the pavilion occupied by the
Czar. Its elevation was much lower than
that of the other guns, The whole bat-
tery has been arrested pending an en-
quiry.

There was a.great crowd on the ice
at the time of the occurrence, but its
mmembers suspected mothing. They
pressed forward to fill bottles with the
sanctified water from a hole in the ice
that the Metropolitan had broken with
a erucifix in order to bless the water
with which the Crar was sprinkled.
There was confusion, however, at one
corner of the quay, where the police
admitted they had received warnings
of the possibility of violence happen-
ing. They searched for clues in vain.
The quay was watched for several
days, and a diver was even sent down
before the pavilion. Nothipg suspicious
was found. Six windows of the palace
were broken. The bullets used are ob-
solete, but can be easily obtained.

A St. Petersburg despatch to a news
agency says that Admiral Avellan,
Minister of Marine, was struck by a
splinter from the - framework of a
window.

The St. Petersburg correspondent of
the Morning Post says it was notiee-
able that while the Imperial and ec-
clesiastical procéssion was issuing from
the palace a large number of the spec-
tators did not remove their hats until
officers of ‘the gendarmerie admonished
them to uncover. This was an unusual
attitude for Russians during a public
religious service,

THE DETAILS.

A Narrqyi _Escape of the Whole Royal
Family, .
A St. Petersburg cable: The festival
of the Epiphany, the blessing .of the
waters, had just concluded at 1 o’clock
this afternoon, when simultaneously
with the salute fired from the St. Peter
and St. Paul fortress a  shower of
grape shot swept over the little chapel
built out over the frozen Neva in front
of the Winter Palace, where Emperor
Nicholas and every member of the
Romanoff family were participating in
the service. The missiles went thigh, en-
tering windows of the splendid row of
salons along the water front, from
which the Empress, the ladies of the
court and the members of the diplo-
matic corps and all the high digni-
taries of the state, army and navy
were witnessing the glittering spec-
acle below.  Fortunately the bullets
passed over the heads of all the roy-
alties present, striking the opposite
wall and clattering down on the par-
quetted floor of the white salon.

Czar’s Narrow Escape. {

The Emperor had a miraculous eg-
cape. The missiles came from a gun oj
the Bourse Battery, which was loaded
with case shot instead of blank shot,
cither by accident or design. of
the bullets actually struck the little
open chapel in which His Majesty was
standing. cut the staff of one of the
standards and fairly riddled”the base-
ment windows of the palace, killing a
policeman outright, and wounding an
officer and three marnies. Had the gun
been aimed a little lower the charge of
grape might have wiped out the whole
Romanoff dynasty.

An inspection has established that
the ammunition used in firing the
salute was a case shell. Case shot is
only used in point blank firing at close

THE COLD SNAP WORKS HAVOC IN
THE RIVIERA.

New York, Jan. 23.—A Paris des-
patch to the Herald, says specials to
that paper relate that the damage done
on the Riviera in the recent cold snap,
was very widespread. Flowers suffered
and fruit was injured, perhaps destroy-
ed. Ruin extends all over the Italian
Riviera and the French Litteral. The
beautiful garden of Nice and its neigh-
borhood are mow nearly barren.

Florists
at Cannes say it .will be at least 4,500,
000 franes ($900,000). Despatches give
a gloomy picture of the desolation caus-
o1 by this cold spell, which is the worst
the Riviera has ever known.

New York Woman’s Husband Allowed

New York, .}un. 23.—To maintain herself

There were not any Japanese upon
the fishing boats.

None of the Russian ships gave any
assistance.

The fire killed two men, wounded six,
sank one boat and damaged five others.

The statement concludes that the at-
tack was without any provocation upon
the pacifie fishing boats, pursuing their
usual and rightful avocation.

Russia’s Reply.

The following are the principal points
of the Russian reply:

At about midnight the flagship, Kniaz
Souveraoff, saw the -outlines of two
small boais, which approached with great

Nevertheless, there was
a strong feeling of danger ui)on the bat-
tleships and the imperious duty of pro-
tecting themselves against the attack of
torpedo boats obliged a continuance of
fire, despite the evident risks of hitting
not only the fishing boats, Bu€)also the
ships of the squadron itself, which had
arrived within the zone of fire.

In the meantime the two torpedo boats
drew off and shortly after disappeared.
Fearing that some of the fishing boats
were damaged, yet being certain that all
danger from the two torpedo boats, or
possibly- others, was not completely re-
moved, Admiral Rojestvensky considered

oifensive fishermen, subjects of a neu-
tral power, was nevertheless compelled
to use all the means in his power to de-
