This explains the 
fatal shot, ajid the whoh» afaftv, as 1 
believe the new hoard will agree.”

This is the version of the sh robing 
given to-day by an officer of high rank, 
who had much to do with the first, in­
vestigation and will he an important 
witness in the coming investigation to 
open next Monday. There are said to be 
many other officers who share this view- 
arid who believe that the first court’s 
verdict of suicide will he changed by the 
second court to one of death by acci­
dental shooting.

Hi is. if is suggested, may 
hove something t.o do with the strong 
efforts that have been put forth to have 
the ease re opened and the suicide record 
wip»d out.

The 
police were ooanpeilcd to /swing right 
a nr I left with their clubs, and cracked 
many a skull before the rio-Ums were fin­
ally dispersed. The serioueness of the

Tenders will be called for to-day 
for the construction of the remainder 
of the transformer stations to be erect­
ed in the various towns and cities 
where the commission will deliver 
power.

To-day Hon. Mr. Beck, accompanied 
bv the chief engineer of the commis­
sion. Mr. P. W. Sothman, and Mr. 
Ross, of Ross & Holgate, Montreal, 
the consulting engineer, started start­
ed on a trip of inspection of hte whole 
line and right-of-way from Niagara 
Falls to Windsor. They will examine 
the sites and inspect hte right-of-way.

Manila. July 13.—While detailed accounts 
of the last fight of Jikiri. the famous Mono 
outlaw cble-ftaln who was killed and bis band 
exterminated on the Island of Jolo, July 5, 
have not been received, several despatches 
give a fairly complete story of the fight.

Hunted from place to place by the regulars 
and constabulary who had been In close 
pursuit. Jikiri with seven followers, two wo­
men and one child, took refuge in a rave 
that pierced the aide of the crater of an ex­
tinct volcano. Here the outlaws gathered to 
mako their last stand. Jlklrt himself singled 
out Lieutenant Arthur H. Wilson of the Sixth 
Cavalry, who commanded one section of the 
attacking party.

Dashing from the cave, the outlaw flung 
himself upon the American before Wilson 
could raise his pistol. With one hand grip­
ping the officer's hair, the bandit slashed at 
hie neck with the heavy native knife he 
carried, endeavoring to behead him. Lieut. 
Jos. A. Baer, of the Sixth Cavalry saw his 
comrade s peril and dashed to hia aid. As 
Jikiri swung back the knife to strike, Baer 
shot him dead, and Wilson dropped to the 
ground. It is feared that Wilson will be 
Incapacitated from further service In the

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who is the sole bead of a fam­
ily. or any male over 18 year* old, may 

homestead a quarter-eection of available 
Dominion land lu Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear In per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain conditions, 
bv father, mother, son. daughter, brother or 
sister of Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and 
cu'tlvatlon of the land in iach of three yeers. 
A homesteader may live within nine milee of 
hi-- homestead on a form of at least 80 acres 
solely owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son. daughter, brother or sls-

In certain conditions a homesteader in good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside his homestead. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside »lx months in each 
of six years from date of homestead entry 
(Including the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted hie home­
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
may take a purchased homestead in certain 
districts. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties—Must 
reside six months in each of three years, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house worth 
$300.00.

VALVE OF SPRAYING DEMON- 

STRATED.
Because spraying is not invariably re­

quired to insure a'satisfactory crop of 
lruit, there is ever a strong temptation 
to neglect it, trusting to Providence for 
immunity from attack. The pesent sea­
son should serve to convince many peach 
growers that Providence helps the or- 
ehardist who sprays his trees. To the 
cold, wet weather of late spring and 
early summer is attributed the unusual 
prevalence and severity of leaf-curl, 
which defoliated many peach trees in the 
tender-fruit belt, causing the fruit To 
fall. The weather, which favored the 
development of the curl-leaf, also. in 
many cases, prevented the spraying that 
would have been done to hold it in 
check. The defoliated trees will, of 
course, throw out a new leafage, but 
at considerable expense of vigor, while, 
all badly-attacked ones will produce no 
crop of fruit this year.

HUSBAND
MET DEATH

At Hands of Man He Had Trapped 
With Hi. Wife.

Illinois Banker Shot and Killed by 
a Doctor.

Fight in the Dark- Wife’s Heart­
less Conduct

Watseka, III., Jvuy H.—j. B. Sayler. 
\ icoProudent of the First National 
Bank of Oeicent City, waa »hot and 
kihled by Dr. W. R. Miller, a physician 
of that town, during a fig-ht in tihe Say- 

j *vr residence on Sunday night. It is said 
that Sayler returned to-his. borne after 
a visit out of town and was killed after 
lie had trapped the physician and his 
wife together.

Both the physician and the woman 
were bonnet over for trial hy the cot- 
oik r’s jury on Monday, the former for 
the death of the banker and the latter as 
accessory. John C. Grunden, father of 
Mrs. Sayler, also has been arrested, and 
her brother, Ira., is sought by the policy. 
L. is said the elder Gmnden was in the 
house at the time of the slaying and 
mafic no attempt, to interfere.*

Details of the occurrences leading up 
to the murder differ. It is claimed, by 
some that the death of the banker was 
planned by the woman and physician, 
while both of them, testifying at the in­
quest, said that the shooting was dona 
by the physician in sejf-defence.

Tlie woman was defiant while on the 
stand to-dav and seemed to be uncon­
cerned about the tragedy. She was asked 
why she had not aided her husband iriien 
she saw that he was being killed, and 
her only answer was:

“It was none of my business, and I 
let them fight it ont.”

C>ther witnesses nt- the hearing added 
to this proof of the apparent heartless- 
ness of the widow when they testified 
that, following the shooting affray, she 
telephoned for a physician to dress the 
slight wound Miller received in the fight, 
and then made a cup of coffee for him, 
while the body of her husband lay un­
attended in the next room.
FINDS DR. MILLER WITH HIS WIFE.

Sunday afternoon Mr. Sayler attended 
a ball game outside of town. Returning 
home lute at night he found Miller at 
his home in live company of Mrs. Sayleet, 
The husband stepped out doors for a few 
in mutes and they asked him to come ia 
to play a game of cards, but be refused. 
Later, it is «aid, he entered the house 
and began upbraiding the couple for 
their conduct, which he said was arous­
ing much gossip in Crescent City.

Both Miller and Mrs. Sayler say the 
latter’s husband had an axe or hatched 
in his hands when be entered the house, 
and that he attacked the physician al­
most before a word was spoken.

This version of the affair was not 
given much credence by the jurors, how­
ever. as no weapon of either sort was 
found in the room afterwards.

Almost at the start of the fight, wit- 
iM-ssee nay, the table on which the lamp 
stood was overturned and the room 
plunged into darkness. The two men 
continued to struggle, and the physician 
pulled an automatic revolver and began 
to fire. Even then tbe woman made no 
outcry, as far ns could be beard in 
neighboring houses.

The banker was wounded four times. 
The bullets took effect in both of his 
arms, one passed through the chest, 
ami a fourth pierced his heart, causing 
instant death.

During the shooting Mrs. Sayler fled 
to the street, but. returned as soon as 
it was over. She telephoned for medical 
aid. saying Dr. Miller had been wounded, 
and then made a cup of coffee for him. 
The physician, before the neighbors who 
had started out to investigate the shoot­
ing arrived, drank this coffee, and left 
th<* house.

He went directly to his home, which i* 
only a few blocks distant, and retired. 
He was followed there by Mayor Meyer, 
who placed him under arrest, and then 
si-nt for .Sheriff He ikes, who reached 
Crescent City during the night and took 
Miller to jail.

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Bigamist Johnson Tells How He 
Charmed Women.

iDeceived and Deserted Wires in 
Many States.

Gives His Rale For Winning the 
Fair Sex.

San Francisco, July 14.—The moat 
remarkable confession ever made by 
& bigamist in the Lnted States has 
been secured by the Examiner from 
Christian Johnson, who, facing a 
seven-year sentence at San Quentin 
imposed on him at San Jose, flung 
aside reserve and admitted that he is 
John Madson, who lias made a pro­
fession of polygamy and haS deceived 
and deserted wives in almost every 
elate in the Union.

Johnson declares in his confession, 
which was signed and sealed in the 
presence of Sheriff Langford and other 
officers of Santa Clara county, that 
he had been making his living by marry­
ing and making love to women since 
1906.

Amazing admissions are contained in 
almost evert" line of the confession of 
this most bewildering of bigamists, who 
boasts that he made love to ten women 
at one time in Portland. Oregon, after 
having married one of them in the 
autumn of 1906. His confession follows: 
JOHNSON’S CONFESSION.

By Christian l Johnson, alias John 
Madson :

"1 was born at Elensburg. Schleswig- 
Holstein, Germany, on March 11, 1845. 
My father was a horse dealer. He 
bought horses for the German and 
French Governments.

"After T completed by education at 
Kiel. I came to the United States in 

> 1871. I landed in New York in October 
of that year, and went to work in the 
Union Iron & Steel Works, in Trenton,
N. J.

"I got a job from the United States 
Government in 1876 buying horses on 
commission. T was buying for them over 
three years, then Î got a recommenda­
tion t" the British Minister at Wash­
ington. and 1 bought for the English

—Government—on .and....off_for.....thirty
vears, horses, mules, ponies and mus 
tangs, and also shipped for them.

"During the Russo-Japanese war I 
bought horses for the Japanese. Govern­
ment. During all this period i made by 
headquarters in New York during the 
summer, and in New Orleans during the 
winter. My occupation brought me in 
contact with the sporting people, and T 
led rather a sporty life, and I want to 
say right here that whatever T got out 
of the women I spent on them right 
away. They kept me broke.

"In November. 1905, I married the 
first woman, a Mrs. Mary Brown, of 
Springfield, Mass. She was a well-to-do 
w idow. I was in New York at the time 
and read a matrimonial advertisement 
in a Boston paper.

‘T went to Springfield, and married 
her inside of a month. She gave me 
$500 on the wedding day. We remained 
in Springfield one night and the next 
day we took a train for New York.
I left her because T did not like her. 
She did not suit me and I simply left

“I went from there to New Orleans 
and then to San Francisco. My second 
marriage was to Mrs. Sylvia Pollard 
De Bonnet. T first met her in San 
Francisco through friends. We were 
married on Dec. ‘28, 1906, in San Rafael,
I at that time, being known as Christian 
Johnson. I think I lived about two 
weeks with her, and then told her that 
Ï had to go to Germany on important 
business.

"Then I went to Portland and put an 
advertisement for a wife in the paper. 
There must have, been 500 replies. I re­
mained there for two months, and was 
paying attention during that time to ten 
ditferent women. I only married one, 
however. Her name was Eliza Jones, if 
1 remember rightly. I was then going 
under the name of John Madson. L got 
$1.800 with her because she said she 
loved me. I lived with her for two

"Then I weal to Los Angeles, and from 
there ot Memphis, Tenu. All this time 
1 was travelling under the name of Mad­
son. At Memphis 1 became acquainted 
with a Mrs. Bertha King, and we lived 
together six weeks at Memphis. At that 
time I read in the newspapers that the 
police were hunting all over the country 
for John Madson for marrying Mrs. 
Junes in Portland and robbing her of 
$1,800.

"1 left Mrs. King in Louisville, and 
then went to Chicago, thence to New 
York, New Orleans and St. Louis. In 
St Louis I advertised and received ever 
su many answers. It was there I met 
Mrs. Minnie Allen. I never married her, 
though, but I made violent love tv her, 
and she paid me $200. I was courting 
several other women at the same time, 
uml 1 got money from at least five of 
them.

"Mrs. Gataline Ranghnuin was one of 
them. I promised to marry her and she 
let me have $500, which 1 took. Mrs. 
Maggie Bloom, of Hannibal, Mo., whose 
name has been mentioned in the papers,
I know nothing about. One of the seven 
women whom I courted and promised 
to marry was Mrs. Alice Richardson, of 
St. Louie. She was a widow and living 
off her income. She gave me $409 a ni 
a diamond ring, which I have since lod 
In .St. Louis I met a woman. I left he­
at. Long Beach on the 6th o-f the prase:i 
month. I came to San Jose on Jn\v ?" 
and had been corresponding with Mi 

xMinnie. Gather. It appears that durin- 
this time she had made arrangement, 
with the detectives to trap me.

“In East St. Louie I met. through ad 
vcrtiseiment. Mrs. Mary Friek, a widow. 
1 made love to her but she was too smart 
for me and T never got a cent out of her.

"I also received a letter from Mrs. 
Eliza M. Jackson, of lola, Kansas. I cor­
responded with her and then went to see 
1er.. Going to Kansas City T correspond 
cd with Mrs. Jackson all the time. I 
went altogether three times to lola to 
sec her. and got $1.400 from her. It. was 
arranged that she was to come to Kan­
sas City to marry me. and after I learn­
ed that she was coming I skipped out for 
Hot Springs, Ark. 1 got away from Hot 
Springs just a few hours before I would 
have been arrested.

“I went to San Francisco again. On 
the second day I put an ad. in a Elan 
Francisco newspaper, advertising for a 
wife, and I received over 200 answers.

“I married Mrs. Leopold on the 13th of 
February, and got $520. and left her that 
same night.

“I then went to Stockton and met -Mrs.

White Plains, N. Y., July 13.— Evelyn 
Nesbit Thaw, pretty, petulant and 
school-girlish, and dressed in the blue 
which she affected so much during the 
trial of her husband. Harry K. Thaw, for 
the murder of Stanford White, was be­
fore Justice Mills in the supreme court 
here to-day. subpoenaed by the state in 
its fight to keep Thaw in the asylum for 
the criminal insane at Matteawan.

Deputy Attorney-General Clark tried 
hard to get her to admit that Thaw had 
threatened her life when she visited 
him on one occasion at Matteawan, hut 
she repeatedly refused to answer, and 
after a clash between counsel Justice 
Mills, ruled that he would hold the con­
versation a confidential one between 
husband and wife, and therefore privi­
leged. unless the state presented .proof 
to show that, Daniel Q'Reily, the New 
York lawyer, present at the time, was 
not then acting as counsel for both Mr. 
and Mrs. Thaw.

This Clark promised to do. His ques­
tion was:

'During that conversation did Harry 
Thaw saw this or words to this effect 
to you: When I get sut of here I will 
have to kill you”?

The tears came to her eyes once when 
Justice Mills ruled against her. and she 
turned to him and said : “I guess I will 
have to obey, for 1 cannot afford con­
tempt proceedings or go to jail. My hus­
band is not paying me anything now, 
and I have not enough money to hire 
counsel.”

Frank Toomey. Thaw's bodyguard 
for five or six months at Matteawan, 
said that Thaw had exhibited no ir­
rational tendencies during the time. 
Many little suggestions made by Thaw 
had been acted upon, greatly to the 
improvement of the management of the 
institution.

Dr. Austin 
Flint and' Dr. Charles B. McDonald, 
who. with Dr. Amos B. Baker, of Mat­
teawan. will make up the state’s trio 
of alienists along lines agreed upon by 
counsel yesterday. The mental examina­
tion to test his sanity is to be conducted 
in open court by the lawyers, prompted 
by the experts.

QUESTION OF VALUE

Waited—Quotations on Sermons 
by the Barrel.

(Pittsburg Gazette.)
A Minnesota clergyman has brought 

a suit against a railroad company which 
contains one feature of decided interest, 
to laymen as well «.s to his brethren of 
the cloth. He seeks damages for the 
loss of a barrel full of sermons in 
transit. . The plaintiff recently received 
a call to a church in another part of 
the country which, although no larger 
salary was offered, he was induced to 
accept for two reasons; first, he had 
filled one pulpit for 20 years and he 
feared his peo-ple might be getting tired 
of him; second, he had preserved all his 
old sermons aJid would he able to read 
them to hia new congregation, thereby 
saving much intellectual exertion. So 
he agreed to go to the other field of 
labor, packed up his goods, including the 
precious barrel of sermons, and departed 
When his freight arrived at, hia new 
home, the sermons wore missing. While 
no amount- of money will wholly rompen 
sate him for hi» loss, he believes the 
railroad should be made to pay for its 
carelessness.

Since there are no official quotation» 
on sermons by the barrel, the. jury will 
have a fine question to decide. An Ohio 
sermon factory which recently closed its 
doors, possibly because its prices were 
too low for reasonable profil. asked 25 
cents apiece for first quality home-made 
sermons guaranteed to keep in any cli 
mate. But identical discourses were sup-

flied to a large number of customers 
hroughout the country. The made-to- 

order article, as opposed to the ready­
made, would undoubtedly have com­
manded a much higher price. In 20 years 
a clergyman will deliver about 2.000 ser­
mons. provided he addresses the same 
congregation all the time. But these 
sermons were not new. They were sec­
ond-hand, and that naturally impairs 
their value. Unfortunately we have no 
Solomons in these days to settle such 
a perplexing matter, but the hardship of 
having to buckle down and compose 2. 
000 new sermons, when the reverend 
gentleman was anticipating a delirious 
long snooze on flowery beds of ease, 
will appeal to everybody who possesses 
a. genuinely sympathetic nature.

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MINERS’ STRIKE 
HURTS BUSINESS
Freling of Grave Anxiety Exists at 

Glace Bay.

Working Miner Seriously Injured 
With a Stone.

President Ross and Bishop Cameron 
Conferring—Is Very Firm.

Glace Bay. N. S., July 13.—How long 
will the strike last? is the question that 
is being most frequently asked in Glace 
Bay now. Business is becoming very 
seriously affected through the struggle 
between the Dominion Coal Company 
•nd the V. M. W., and the outcome of 
the conflict is being viewed with the 
gravest apprehension. Both sides are 
powerful enough to make the present 
struggle as great a.s any that has ever 
been experienced in the Dominion, and 
the result of the fight is being looked 
to with foreboding. Business has suf­
fered already, and merchants fear it will 
Buffer still more very shortly.

There is yet one more pay to come 
to the men on strike. Under the cop.- 
pany's pay system they are always a 
fortnight in arrears, and the money 
that the employees earned up to the 
end of June will be received by them 
on Saturday. At the end of the month 
those who worked up to the time the 
strike was called, and went out then, 
will have a few days* pay coming. Thus 
there is still some money to go into cir­
culation, and the relief offered bv the 
U. M. W. and the subsistence necessary 
for the five, hundred troops who are 
garrisoning the various mines will help 
out the situation. The company appear 
to think that they have the strike pretty 
well broken now, although they may 
he handicapped for some time. They 
assert that the output to-day was 
slightly better than on Monday, which 
was the best day so far since the arri­
val of the'troops, but that it is now 

- only a matter of time until they have 
everything running fairly smoothly. 
With the mines and bank head they 
expect to be able to ship five or six 
thousand tons a day. almost all mined 
lately, and while this is only about 
half their usual shipments, they feel 
very well satisfied with the conditions 
generally and the prospects for the 
future. More men are coming to work, 
they claim, and they expect the number 
to increase materially in the next 

; week or two.
STRIKERS ARE CONFIDENT.

On the other hand, the V. M. W. arc 
just as positive as ever that they are 
steadily tieing up the company’s col­
lieries. They assert that the output is 
only about half what the company 
claim, but as the coal is measured by 
independent cheek weighmen at the pit 
mouth, and the company pay royalty on 
these figures, there is a general disposi­
tion to take their statement as correct.
It is freely stated that the V. M. W. is 
prepared to make a long fight. Accord­
ing to fairly well informed persons, Pre­
sident Lewis is taking a deep personal 
interest in this fight, on account of his 
being in Cape Breton himself. He is 

; acceding to all the requests of the men 
f-' in charge of the fight here. The 

amount most generally named ns coming 
into Glace Bay to support the strike is 
$20,000 a week, and U. M. \Y. men say 
that if they need any more they can 
get it.

MR. ROSS AND BISHOP CAMERON. 
Glace Bay, N. S.. July 13.—There has 

been much speculation in Glace Bay tor 
thé past Ixvo days over a visit which 
his 1/ordiship Bishop Cameron paid to 
Mr. James Ross at his residence in Syd­
ney on Sunday night. The interest xvas 
heightened to-day xvhen Mr. Russ came 
out- to Glace Bay and proceeded to .St. 
Ann's glebe house, xvhere he xvas closet­
ed with the bishop.

At the end of his visit Mr. Ross is­
sued the following statement: "Hi.s Lord- 
ship Bishop Cameron did me the honor 
of calling on me at my house in Sydney, 
xvhich distinction L appreciated very 
highly, and I have to-day returned his 
Ivordship's call. The chief topic of con­
versation xvas naturally the present la­
bor trouble, and his Lordship xvas im­
bued with anxiety over the danger and 
distress which might result among his 
people at this critical period.

A NEW NAVY.
France Makes Preparation to Have 

Formidable Fleet.

Paris, July 13.—The condition and 
actual fighting strength of the French 
navy justifies the estimate of nax-al 
experts that France to-day occupies 
merely the sixth rank among sea 
powers. The situation has a.ssu/med 
prooprtions approaching that of a na­
tional! catastrophe. Thé commission 
of Parliamentary inx'-estigation dis­
closes aiarming facts. Not only 
arc the ships obsolete, but the docks 
and harbors are in a most lauiembabie 
condition. Supplies of ammunition, 
stores and equipment* are deteriorating, 
and must be replenished at enormous ex­
pense.

The nax-al shipbuilding programme 
has tliis xveek received the end or.«entent 
o-f the "Minister of Marine. 'This new 
plan extends over a period of fifteen 
x ears. According to its provisions, the 
French navy in 1925 xvill compro-e 45 
battleships, 12 cruisers, 60 torpedo catch­
ers. 84 smaller torpedo catcher* for liar 
bor defence, and 64 submarines. As 
matters stand, only ten battles/hips now 
launched or on the slips will be available 
■in the reorganized navy. 'The number 
of now ships to be buiilt between noxv 
an<l 1925 is 227.

The Naval Council has fixed the 
cost of each battleship at $14,000,000. 
Tliis construction programme wild re­
quire an expenditure of $541.200,000.

DEATH BY POISON.
It Is Suspected n Case of Kent 

County Woman.

Chatham, Ont., July 13.—Mrs. Edison, 
wife of a colored preacher at North Bux­
ton, died under suspicious circumstances 
on Sunday night.

BRITISH RULE.
A PARIS PAPER THINKS INDIA 

IS MISGOVERNED.

Parallel Between London Mail's At­
tack on Belgium in the Congo and 
Eclair’s View of England and the 
Indians is Very Marked.

Paris, July 13.—By an ironical coin­
cidence the Daily Mail publishes a 
severe arraignment of Belgian rule in 
the Congo, and the Eclair publishes a 
not less scathing impeachment of British 
rule in India.

“Virtually the whole land—namely, 
the Congo—has been .monopolized,” says 
the Daily Mail, “for the benefit of 
European investors.”

“The English.” says the Eclair, “re­
gard India solely as a place out of which 
money can lie squeezed.” 1

The Daily Mail refers to the cruelty 
and misrule under which the native 
population of the Congo is suffering.

The Eclair remarks that “a few. weeks 
ago five natives were flogged to death 
by the English at Nigeria, this fact 
being admitted in the House of Commons 
by the Secretary of State for the Col-

the one in the Eclair “As Others See the 
English.”

MURDER OF T0RTIC.
FIGHT AMONG RAILWAY LABOR- 

ERS AT IONA STATION.

Most of the Men Concerned Were For­
eigners and They Will Not Tell 
Anything of the Tragedy—Man's 
Skull Fractured.

St. Thomas, July 13.—Coroner Ling 
Dutton, and Crown Attorney McCrim- 
mon, St. Thomas, hax-e started an in­
vestigation into the death of Djuro 
Tortic, an Austrian railway labor­
er, who died this morning as the re­
sult of a fractured skull, believed to 
have been received from a blow by 
an iron bar during a row in the 
boarding-car of a gang on the M.C.R. 
at. Iona Station, twelve miles west of 
this city. The men received their pay 
on Monday, and at once started a carou­
sal. Tortic was one of the men who 
drank heavily, and was found unconsci­
ous by the cook of the outfit on the side 
of the track near the boarding car, and 
died before he could be brought to the 
citv. An examination of his clothing and 
effects revealed no money, although he 
was paid only yesterday. Tortic was in­
timate wîtli * a woman who stayed 
around the car, and her brother, 
xvith whom he was until a fexv days 
ag<>, quite chummy, turned on him, 
ind they have shunned each other

This morning, after the finding of 
the body, the woman and a number 
of other Austrians took the first train 
for Windsor, while about thirty others 
struck out for St. Thomas. Both 
parties are being held as witnesses.

Station Agent. Lowtlier, of the
M. C. R. at Iona, reports that while 
the foreigners were carrying on on 
Monday afternoon he saw one man 
strike the other over the head with

crowbar, but, the fellow was not
Tortic. No trace of any other man
injured has been received.

Tortic, it is believed, was struck in the 
car during the night and his body 
throxvn out, but how or by whom the 
blow was struck is a mystery, as the 
foreigners appear to be at a loss to un­
derstand the questions that are put to 
them. Tortic had been in America 
four years, coming from Lockport,
N. Y., in the spring, and working since 
with the spacing gang on the M. C. R.

BOLT A MINUTE,

Lightning Strikes House Twelve 
Times, Kills One.

Santa Fe, New Maxico, July 13.—News 
of a remarkable play of lightning at an 
isolated point in Chaves county Sunday 
has just reached here. During a thun­
derstorm lightning struck the house of 
W. E. Rail, a homesteader, and H. N. 
Rutherford, who, xvith his family was 
at the Rail home, xvas killed. Following 
this at intervals of one minute eleven 
more bolts struck the. house, each shock­
ing an occupant, though not fatally. 
There were thirteen persons in the house 
at the time of the storm. The last stroke 
set the house on fire, but the flames 
were extinguished by Mrs. Rail with 
buckets of xvater.

STEEL AND CONCRETE.
The protection of steel by concrete 

was shoxvn by some small iron bolts 
, recently removed from blocks of con- 
’ crete in which they had been imbedded 
I for about thirteen years. They xvere 
: used to hold the rails of a railway on j 
1 the. foreshore on the English coast and i 
: xvere alternately covered. and exposed 
as the tide rose and receded. They were 
6% in. long, 11-16 in. in diameter, and 

, the head end xvas embedded to a depth 
i of 4 in., leaving 2/, in. of the nut end 
: exposed. The particular holt examined,
Î according to the Engineer. Ixmdon, show - 
! ed that the head and about one inch of 
j the shank xvere absolutely inmisted and 

retained the original black scale. The 
shank then tapered from the unrusted 
part to the surface of the concrete, at 
which point it xvas reduced to less than 
half an inch in diameter. There xvas an 
abrupt increase in diameter then to 
that of the projecting portion of the bolt, 
which had decreased to 9-16 in. The 
nut was reduced to a smooth knob and 
the projecting portions showed that 
they had suffered from the grinding 
action of sand and gravel. The exam­
ination indicated that "the rust had 
spread from the surface of the concrete, 
and it is believed that the hole acted as 
a retainer of the salt water, keeping the 
bolt constantly wet. whereas the ex­
posed part of the holt dried quickly 
when the tide receded

PURE FOOD.

Adulterated Cream of Tartar- 
Food Standards.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Ottawa. July 14. -A bulletin Issued by 

the Inland Revenue Department shows 
that of 225 samples of commercial cream 
of tartar collected from various parts 
of Canada and analyzed, eighty per 
cent, were found genuine, eighteen per 
cent, were adulterated and two per cent, 
doubtful, these results showing improve­
ment since those obtained in 1905, when 
only seventy-two per cent, were found 
genuine.

The chief analyst has prepared a list 
of proposed food standards for incor­
poration in federal legislation at the 
next session of Parliament, and when 
definite standards are thus established 
the enforcement of the act with respect 
to the adulteration of food stuffs will 
be greatly facilitated.

A City Without Slums.
Berlin is lt huge and splendid city 

without slums,” said Dr. Paul Eng- 
linrdt, of the Lerman capital, at the Ren 
nert. “Its workingmen are more decently 
and comfortably housed, therefore, than 
the wage-earners of the other large 
European centres. Once it had some 
squalid ami unsanitary dwellings approx 
iniating slums, in which the poorer cla>s 
lived, but the municipality bought up tin- 
entire district ami tore down the wretch­
ed shacks. To-day thousands of our 
working people reside in the cleanest and 
most inviting parts of the city. Very 
often their abode is what i> culled a bin- 
tcr-housc—that is. a small domicile 
built in the rear of some pretentious 
aparment. building. These usually look­
out. upon the garden of the front house 
and usually consist nf a couple of bright, 
8wee rooms, a litehen and bath. For 
this sort of residence he will pay about 
$2 a week. The German workingman 
does not have to wrestle with the out-of 
employment problem to the extent that 
makes life n burden to the breadwinners 
of most lands. It would be a lia d task 
to engage a man by the day in Germany, 
for under our law a worker must lie 
given eight days’ to four week-’ m>t'< 
before his employer can tell him he is no 
longer needed. In addition lie must be 
given opportunity to find a new .dace of 
service and the time lie takes in looking 
it, up must not be deducetd from his 
wages. Altogether, l should <ay that 
tin- condition of those in Germany who 
make their living in the sweat of their 
brow is better than in any nation. unless, 
perhaps, in the United State'.”- -Balti­
more American.

SUCCESSOR TO 
VON BUELOW.

Dr. Von Bethemann-Holweg Ger­
many’s New Chancellor.

Mild Conservative and Friendly to 
the Working Classes.

Von Buelow Talks of What He Has 
Been Able to Do.

Berlin, July 14.—Dr. Yon Bethemann- 
Holweg was to-day appointed Chancel­
lor of the Empire in succession to Prince 
Yon Buelow.

Emperor William arrived in Berlin this 
morning at 8 o’clock on a special from 
Kiel. He received Prince Yon Buelow in 
the small garden of the palace, and the 
two men could be seen easily from the 
bridge across he Spree, as we1!! as from 
the Burgstrasse. The Emperor shook 
the Prince warmly by the hand, and tihe 
two walked up and down the garden for 
three-quarters of an hour in animated 
conversation. It was noticed t-hal His 
Majesty occasionally grasped Prince X on 
Buelow by the arm.

At about 11 o’clock Dr. Yon Bethe- 
mann-Holweg appeared in the garden, 
whereupon Prince Yon Buelow bade fare­
well to His Majesty, and the Emperor 
walked to âiid fro with the new Minis­
ter. In the meantime the crowd on the 
bridge and the street had increased ' in 
numbers. Part of Vhe garden is thickly 
set with shrubs, and now a.nd then the 
Emperor and the new Chancellor remain- 
ed for a few minutes out of sight of the 
public, only later to resume their prom­
enade. Both the retiring and the new 
Chancellor were .warmly greeted by the 
crowds outside the palace.

Following the conference witih Dr. Yon 
Itethemann-Hohveg. Emperor William 
granted audiences to Herr Delbru-eck, of 
the Interior Department, and Herr Wer 
lvuth. Under-Secretary of State of the 
Interior.

In a conversation to-day with a repro 
tentative of a Hamburg newspaper.
Prince Yon Buelow. commenting on tlr* 
fact that he had been reproached with 
want of courage in not dissolving t 
Rfichstag. explained that lie bail n-t 
taken that step because elections in the 
present state of public opinion would 
have resulted in increasing *he forces of 
Socialism, and the new House would not 
have passed the finance hill. 'The ('on 
eervatives had mode the mistake, from 
which theo- and the country would >uf- 
fe,\ of refusing the inheritance tax. They 
had made that reasonable property tax 

ptha ism?■imon „which the patty w‘a-s toj 
stand or fall.

“I have been able.” Prinee Yon Buelow 
continued, “to overcome the Socialists 
and give them a smashing defeat at the 
elections without resorting to repressive 
police measures. W •• -hall see whether 
Socialism shall continue to go back, and 
whether the Gcrmnnizatinn of Poland 
and the suppression of the Guelphs will 
go forward. I hope so. but we shall 
•ee what this new combination of. Con­
servatives. Centrists and Poles will do 
for the empire."

Various other Cabinet changes are 
gazetted to-day. Herr Delbrueek. of the 
Interior Department, succeeds Dr. Yon 
Bethemann-Holweg a~ Minister of the 
Interior and Vice-Chancellor; Reinholt 
Sydow, Secretary of the Imperial Trrns-J 
ury. goes to the Department of Com­
merce: Herr Wermuth. Under Secretary 
for the Interior under Dr. X'on Itithc- 
mann-Holweg. become- Secretary of the 
Treasury, and Ludwig Hnlie. Prussian 
Minister of Public Instruction, retires 
on account of ill health, and i~ succeeded 
by X'on Trott Ztt Solz, President of the j 
Province of Brandenburg. Count X'on |
Loebel. son of the Imperial Chancellor, | 
has l>een appointed President of Bran­
denburg.

The 
State’s representatives declared to-dav 
that they had found good legal proof 
by studying the case over night, to show 
that the conversation between Thaw and 
his wife in Matteawan Asylum, in which 
the State contends he threatened to kill 
her, was not privileged. Justice Mills 
ruled yesterday that if this should be 
shown by the State he would instruct 
Mrs. Thaw to ajtswer Deputy Attorney-

BANKER KILLED.
Harry Campbell, of Woodstock, 

Jumped to Death.

Wa« Reluming in Auto From Foot­
ball Game at Stratford.

XVoodsitock, Ont., July 14.—Woodstock 

is mourning to-day for one of her most 
popular young men, who was killed laet 
night in a tragic manner. Harry Camp­
bell, ledger keeper in the savings de­
partment of< tihe Mois one Bank in this 
city, and formerly clerk for the same 
bank in Toronto, 'was the victim.
