A Gazette reporter in an interview 
with Mr. L. A. McAlpine today learned 
much more of what occurred just previous 
to the young man’s jumping from the 
bridge, than Nosworthy told the police, 

Mrs. McAlpine, who was with her 
father, Rev. Job Shenton, drove across 
the Suspension bridge on Thursday after­
noon, saw Allan Nosworthy and another 
together on the bridge. Nosworthy, Mr». 
McAlpine recognized from having seer 
him at her door asking alms, the other 
man she did not know, but paid much at­
tention to him as both he and Nosworthy 
were acting strangely.

When asked by the reporter as to what 
was meant by strange actions, Mrs. Mc­
Alpine said she noticed and became ner­
vous at- the two because they had gone to 
the side of the bridge and thrust their 
bodies almost through the bars and to an 
extent that was dangerous. This they 
did more than once.

Another thing Nosworihy did not tell 
and which Mrs. McAlpine noticed, was 
that Nosworthy had hold of the other 
man and was apparently going through 
his pockets as the victim was holding 8 
small black pocket book and a couple of 
matches in his hand.

The reporter remarked that perhaps 
Nosworthy, was at that time looking for 
the others pipe, to which the lady remark­
ed “perhaps so but it looked different."

Mrs. McAlpine is a lady of very keen 
perception and is very positive of all she
saw.

There seeems to be no boubt that the 
unfortunate man was other than the 
young man Thomas Morris, who left his 
home on Thursday morning and has not 
since been heard of.

Still They Gome.

London, May 17.—Two thousand and 
seventy-eight more Doukhobors left Ba- 
toum on the steamer Lake Huron on 
May 12 tor Quebec, under arrangements 
made by the Canadian Pacific Railway. 
This makes over 7000 of these people set­
tling in the Canadian Northwest in the
past few months.

A thousand Galicians are on the way to 
Canada on the S. S. Phoenicia, and an­
other thousand are on the point of sail­
ing. The tide of European emigration 
seems turned strongly towards the Do­
minion; in fact, some authorities profess 
to think that it may prove embarrassing­
ly large.

Murdered by Indians.

Belleville, May 18.—Early in April, 
twelve Prince Edward County young men 
left Belleville for the Atlin gold regions. 
Two of them were compelled to turn back 
by illness. From information now to 
hand it would appear that the remaining 
ten were ambuscaded and murdered by 
Indians in search of loot. No further 
particulars are yet available.

Death of Rev. Dr. Carey.

Ottawa, May 16.—This evening the 
sad intelligence was circulated that Rev. 
Dr. Carey, recently pastor of Brussels 

It Baptist Church, St. John, was 
1,.-^ *to<* place this foie. -
! noon! hut it was not known to his family 
for some hours afterward.

Dr Carey had been suffering from 
adute indigestion and was lying down. 
He was staying with his daughter, Mrs. 
Tyrell, whose husband is now in the Yu­
kon. This morning he was lying down, 
and when some members of the house­
hold went to see how he was, he was sup­
posed to be asleep. Mrs. Tyrell had the 
same impression when she went to his 
room afterward. She discovered later 
that he was dead, and it appears he had 
died some hours before the fact was 
known. Strange to say, he bad arrang­
ed to conduct the funeral service for the 
late Mr. Cameron, a prominent member 
of Dr. Carey’s former congregation in this 
city.

The deceased clergyman had a host ot 
friends in this city, as he was several 
years pastor of the First Baptist chuich 
here. This was immediately before his 
last St. John pastorate.

A few days ago the marriage of Dr. 
Carey’s daughter to Dr. Gibson took 
place here. Dr. Carey has been in Otta­
wa since then, renewing old friendships, 
and was a frequet visitor to the press gal­
lery in the house of commons.

Hard and Fast.

1 Qi’ebec, May 16.—The steamer Gallia 
has been unloaded, but lies in about the 
same position. The full force of five 
powerful tug boats pulling together was 
unable to move her an inch. The water 
is lower by 28 inches since Sunday, and
if it continues at such a rate the Gallia 
may be compelled to pass the summer 
where she is. They are beginning to re­
move machinery to further lighten her.~

The Penalty Paid.

London, Ont., May 17.—Marion 
Brown, the peg legged tramp who, on 
the night of June 24th, 1898, shot and 
killed Policeman Michael Tookey, who 
was attempting to arrest him for an un­
provoked attack upon a Grand Trunk 
night watchmam. expiated his crime upon 
the scaffold at eight o’clock this morn­
ing.

Brown succeeded in getting away after 
committing the crime and was not appre­
hended for two months, when he was ar­
rested in the Western States and brought 
back here for trial. He was coaxed over 
the Canadian boarder from Yakima, 
Washington; subsequently efforts were 
made to have him returned to the United 
States territory. His trial commenced 
on March 21st, and lasted six days. No 
wittnessea were called for the defence. 
The Insanity plea had no effect on the 
jury or the Government.

The Big Victoria Fire.

Victoria, B. C., May 10.—The fire 
which completely destroyed Carry Castle, 
the official residence of the Lieut.-Gover­
nor, on Thursday morning, was the fourth 
which has occurred during Mr. Mclnnes 
occupancy, all from the same cause, a de­
fective tiue. Attempts to remedy the de­
fect have been made but without success 
the age of the chimneys no doubt causing 
many weak spots. The fire was discover­
ed by the private secretary who heard the 
crackling of flames in the attic and tele­
phoned for the brigade, but the old house 
burned like tinder and the fireman could 
do little. Lieut-Governor Mclnnes had 
time only to get out with the clothes he 
had on.

The amount of insurance is $12,000. 
$4,000 of which is on the furniture The 
value of the building and contents • is 
placed roughly at $25,000. The building 
was built in 1859 by G. H. Carey, the 
then Attorney-General for the Crown Col­
ony of British Columbia at a cost of $36, 
000. It was first occupied as the Govern­
ment House by Lieut-Govomor Kennedy 
who succeeded Governor Douglas. He 
lived at the Old Driard until the castle 
was completed. It was designed and 
built by Fred Walter Green. The ball­
room, the only saved portion of the build­
ing, was added to the main building by 
Governor Seymour in the early sixties.

The Provincial executives met yester­
day afternoon to consider the question of 
providing a residence for the Governor, 
but no decision has yet been arrived at.

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Farm and Household

Orchard and Garden.

Too much water for” plan ta is often as 
detrimental as too little.

Thu soil for trees should be good and 
free from stagnant water.

Plant orchard ai.d other fruits on up­
lands and not in wet valleys.

Late pruning of grapes is objectionable 
on account of the vines bleeding.

Do not try to plant until the soil will 
work easily into good condition.

Water never should be > llowed to stand 
round evergreens and fruit trees.

In dwarfing trees there must be a. cer­
tain dissimilarity between scion and 
stock.

Apple trees a year old, if properly 
grown, are usually the right size for 
grafting.

Cutting of currants and gooseberries 
should be planted out as early as )>ossible 
now.

When black knot attacks the small 
limbs, the best plan is to cut off and burn 
them.

Parsnip For Cows.

There is no better root for cows than 
the parsnip, says the Cultivator. It has 
the advantage that part of the crop may 
if need be, be wintered in the ground 
where it has grown. The parsnip unlike
the beet makes a rich milk. It is equal 
to the carrot in this respect, and undoubt- 
ly like that root helps to color winter 
butter. Parsnips are a favorite winter 
feed of Jersey and Guernsey farmers, 
who by its use have been able to breed 
cows whose high butter color has become 
hereditary in these breeds,_. No doubt 
the parsnip feeding is in part responsible 
for the color of Jersey butter.

My Pansy Bed.

There are so many who have difficulty 
in raising pansies, that they might like à 
few suggestions from me, as mine never
refuse to grow and I always have an
abundance of tine, large blossoms.

First, procure good seed from a reli-
able dealer. Next, till a shallow pan or 
box about half full of fresh cow-manure, 
then add good light soil to the depth of 
an inch anJ. a half. Scatter on the seed 
being careful not to get it too thick, and 
cover it very lightly with sand. Water 
well with warm water and cover the box 
with a piece of old cheese cloth to pre­
vent the surface from drying too rapidly. 
Keep the soil moist and set the box in a 
warm place until the plants are up, then 
place them in the sunshine a liftle while 
at a time till they are used to it. When 
the plants are large enough for trans­
planting, dig a tronch in the garden, 
about six inches deep and till it with,,
fresh cow-manure (nothing is as good) to 
the depth of four inches. Fill the trench 
with good soil, rather sandy, and trans­
plant the pansies. They must not be 
placed where they will get the sun all 
day. Seed pods must be carefully picked 
off', and blossoms should never be allow­
ed to remain on until they become old.

How To Grow Annuals.

The annual flowers of the seedmen are 
those which give their best bloom in the 
very year in which the seeds are sown; 
The true annuals are those plants which 
complete their entire life cycle in one sea­
son. Some of the so called annual flow­
ers will continue to bloom the second 
and third years, but the bloom is so poor I 
and sparse after the first season that it
does not pay to keep them.

Prepare the ground thoroughly and 
deep. Annuals must make a quick 
growth. Seo that the soil cimtaius 
enough humus or vegetable matter to 
make it rich and enable it to hold mois­
ture. If the ground is m t natnrally rich, 
spade in well rotted manure or mold 
from the woods A little commercial fer­
tilizer may help in starting off the plants 
quickly. Prepare the land as early in 
spring as it is in tit condition and prevent 
evaporation, by keeping the surface loose 
by means of raking.

If flowers ave to be grown about the 
edges of the lawn, make sure that the 
grass roots do not run underneath them 
and rob them of food and moisture. It 
is well to run a good spade deep into the 
ground about the edges of the bed every 
two or three weeks for the purpose of 
cutting off any grass roots which may 
have run into the bed. If beds are made 
in the turf, see that they are three or 
four feet wide, so that the grass roots 
will hot undermine them. Against the 
shrub b irders this precaution may not be 
necessary. In fact, it is desirable that 
flowers fill all the space between the 
over hanging branches and the sod.

Sow the seeds freely. Many will not 
germinate, Even if they do all germin­
ate, -the combined strength of the rising 
plantlets will break the crust on the hard 
soils, and in the thinning which follows, 
only strong and promising planks are al­
lowed to remain. Better effects are also 
often secured when the colors are in mas­
ses, especially if the flowers are thrown 
into the bays of heavy scrub borders.

The evening, or just before a shower, 
is the b_-st time to sow seeds. On small 
plots one can take the precaution to cover 
the ground after sowing with a bit of old 
doth to insure uniform temperature and 
moisture. It must be removed when the 
seeds have sprouted. A small whisk 
broom dipped in water is a gentler sprink­
ler than a watering can, unless it has a

very tine rose spout and is ivielded by 
very careful hands, so as not to wash out 
the seed. Most seeds that are sown out 
of doors come up too quickly and need to 
be transplanted or pricked out.

Household Hints.

In making up unbleached muslin allow 
an inch to the yard for shrinkage.

Moths dislike the printing ink on news­
papers, so woollen goods, furs, etc, 
should be enveloped in them when put 
away for the summer.

Lemons can be l ept a considerable 
length of time—a couple of months even 
—In dry sawdust or sand. The saw­
dust must be inodorous.

Sprinkle salt immediately over any 
spot where something has boiled over on 
the stove, and the place may be more 
easily cleansed. This also counteracts 
ihe bad odor.

Hanging carpets on a line and beating 
them is declared by the economical to 
shorten their period of usefulness more 
than a month of ordinary wear. Lay 
them on the 'tround, wrong side up, and 
beat and sweep thoroughly on that side, 
then turn and do the same with the 
other.

Onion Peeling for Nests.

One of the best materials for making 
hens’ nests is the outside peel of onions. 
It will drive away if it does not destroy
hen lice. These peelings, or a piece of 
the onion itself, ought to be always in 
nests where hens are sitting on eggs. 
The warmth of the hen’s body will so 
scent her feathers that the lice will be 
glad to clear out, and the hen will be 
equally glad to have them do so. With 
a good place for rolling in the dust, un­
der cover, so that the dust will not be 
turned into mud, it is not difficult to keep 
hens free from vermin.

The Woodpecker Mans Ally.

One of the birds which winters in our 
northern climate is the woodpecker, which 
finds its favorite food as easily in cold 
weather as in warm. It is not often seen 
except by those who go into the forests 
and evergreen swamps, where it takes re­
fuge during the severest weather. Its 
sparp peck, peck on the trunk of a 
badly decayed tree is generally rewarded 
by the taste of the grub that d'd the mis­
chief, and which the woodpecker greedily 
devours. The woodpecker is » daring 
pilk.geron the cherry tree., when this 
fruit is ripe. But after his good work in 
destroying injurious grubs during winter 
nobody should refuse him a few cherries.

Coal Mine Accident.

Shamokin, Pa., May 12.—Four men 
were instantly killed to-day by a slide of 
a portion of a bank at Centralia. Five 
others are missing and are probably dead. 
Several were badly injured. The four 
bodies recovered were so badly disfigured 
that it was difficult to identify them.

The accident occurred while a large 
number of Hungarians wove screening 
coal in the Centralia breaker. The big 
bank of coal refuse towered high above, 
when it was seen to quiver and collapse, 
completely burying the workmen. A res­
cuing force immediately started to work 
and after two hours’ labor had succeeded 
in recovering the four bodies. The Hun­
garians were found wedged in between 
piles of timber. They were badly injur­
ed.

Au investigation was begun as to the 
number of men at work at the time of 
the slide and reports indicate that five 
men are missing.

Prices of tea in the London market and 
for direct shipment from India and Cey­
lon are considerably lower than they were 
two or three months ago.

Manitoba 
flours are quoted at a reduction of 10 
cents per barrel. Ontarios are firm ow­
ing to the alleged destruction of winter 
wheat. Cornmeal is 5 cents per barrel 
lower and baking soda is very low for the 
season, §1.90 to §2.00 per keg. Dry fish 
continue scarce and high and molasses 
and sugar are firm.

STABBED TO DEATH.

Shocking Affair at Stanley, York 
Uo.

Fredericton, May 19.—A. horrible 
tragedy was enacted at Greenhill, a 
small settlement about five miles back of 
Stanley, at an early hour this morning.

Wm. McLean, of Cross Creek, was 
s,tabbed with a seven-inch blade butcher 
knife by Alfred Gover in the latter’s 
home at Greenhill and died almost in­
stantly.

McLean, an unmarried man about 55 
years of age, who has been employed as a 
laborer by James Humble, had been in 
the habit of paying frequent visits to the 
Gover house. Mr. Gover is a fairly well 
to-do farmer and a man, it is said, of 
good moral charater, though possessed of 
a quick and at times ungovernable tem­
per. His wife, on the other hand, has 
been addicted to drink and seems to have 
had a rather unenviable reputation. 
They have several grown sons and daugh­
ters. One of their daughters is the wid­

ow of a Mr. Thomas and lives with her 
parents along with her two or three 
young children.

. Last night McLean went from Cross 
Creek to Greenhill to spend the night, 
with the Govern and took with him a 
Ixittle of liquor to share with Mrs. . Gov­
er. Notwithstanding this statement and 
his frequent visits to the Gover house it 
is alleged by Stanley people that there 
never have been rumors of any immoral 
relations between him and Mrs. Gover. 
All seems to have gone oil without unus­
ual incident, excepting jairhaps the drink­
ing that ' probably occurred, until about 
five o’clock in the morning.

Mr. Gover arose shortly before that 
huur£aud went down stairs to the kit­
chen. Alsiut twenty minutes or half an 
hour later he returned to his bed-room 
arid found McLean in bed « ith his wife. 
He at once flew into a rage and proceeded 
to take down a loaded gun faom the wall, 
threatening at the same time to shoot 
both McLean and his own wife. The lat­
ter sprang at him w hen he was in the act 
of raising the gun and she and McLean 
succeeded in getting the weapon away 
from him.

The enraged husband then rushed 
down stairs to the kitchen and in a few 
minutes returned, madly brandishing the 
butcher knife above referred to. McLean 
in the meantime had left the bedroom 
and gone into another room. Into this 
room Gover rushed, »nd in an instant the 
two were in a scuffle, which ended in a 
few seconds with McLean falling to the 
floor upon his back with the knife embed­
ded clear to the handle in his breast im­
mediately below the heart. He expired 
almost instantly.

Gover then started back to his bed­
room after his wife, and no doubt would 
have taken her life in the same way had 
she not made her escape through the bed­
room window on to the roof of the shed, 
from which she jnujied to the ground. 
Her husband at.-ted down stairs, still 
brandishing the fatal knife, to pursue 
her, but was held lip by "Charles McGil- 
very, a near neighbor, and his sou, who, 
alarmed by the cries of Mrs. Gover and 
Mrs. Thomas hastened to the scene.

Mrs. Gover in the meantime was lying 
on the ground where she had jumped off 
the shed, having injured her ankles by 
jumping, and not being able to stand on 
her feet.

McGilvery and other neighbors took 
charge of Gover, and at once sent word 
to the coroner, Dr. Moore, at Stanley. 
The latter telephoned to Fredericton, 
and at nine o’clock Deputy Sheriff Haw­
thorne started for Greenhill, and is prob­
ably now on his way back with Gover.

Gover was at last accounts reported to 
be in a bad way. He says he lost com­
plete control of himself.

Mrs. Gover is reported to have stated 
that McLean was getting ready to return
to Cross Creek and came into the bed­
room simply to give her a drink of liquor 
before leaving.

It then passed through the 
room in which Mrs. Terry and her four 
children were sitting, without harming 
them, out through *ho opposite wall on 
to a large tree, to which was tied acloths- 
line. It followed this for quite a dis­
tance to a pole, from which it passed into 
the cellar where it killed a dog.

Redrafting Young Orchards.

It sometimes happens that the farmer 
finds even before his orchard gets to bear­
ing that a large part of the trees are of 
varieties that will not give him much pro­
fit. Regrafting to better sorts is a very 
laborious and expensive process if the 
trees have grown to nearly bearing size, 
because so many grafts must be set to 
make an even head. A few sprouts may 
be left below the grafts to draw the sap, 
but they must be cut away as soon as the 
grafts get to growing. A better way is 
to take a few years to do the graftfng, 
putting in two or three grafts each spring, 
until the entire head is changed. So 
much cutting away of the top wood will 
cause many sprouts to start. These must 
be destroyed as fast as they appear, rub­
bing them off while the green shoot can 
be removed with the thumb and finger.

Experiment Stations.

One trouble wit.h thousands of farmers 
throughout the country is that they are 
not practical enough to catch on to the 
many good things tnat the agricultural 
experiment stations are constantly finding 
out for their benefit. While in some 
cases those in charge of experiment sta­
tions, have proved incompetent for the 
position, the majority have done and are 
doing, most excellent work in science as 
the character of the business will allow.

Vancouver, B. C., May 19.—It is re­

ported that the Chinese merchants of 
Vancouver headed by Kang Yu Wei, the 
Chinese reformer, are figuring on a 
scheme of gigantic proportions namely * 
combine of an oriental' trade in Canada, 
the United States and Australia. Kang 

. believes that the five million Chinamen 
in the two continents will go into the 
scheme. Sixty million dollars will be 
subscribed, five mdlions in Canada. The 
huge undertaking has its origin in China­
town, Vancouver, Kang supplying the 
necessary funds and inspiration. The 
combine will invest the funds of all Chi­
namen wishing to do business in America 
and Australia and Ultimately carry out 
the big refoi m schemes of Kang Yu Wei.

In South Africa.

Johannesburg, May 16.—A number 
of men have been. arrested here on the 
charge of high treason.

Capetown, May 16.—The Argus, of 
this city, today publishes a despatch from 
Petoria, capitol of the Transvael or South 
Africa republic, saying that F. W Reit^i 
the secretary of state, confirms the report 
that a number of unusual arrests have 
been made there and that it is rumored 
that the prisoners are British officers.

Pretoria, May 16.—The officers ar­
rested are Capt. Patterson, formerly of 
the Lancers; Col. R. F. Nicholls, Lieut. 
E. J. Tremlott, Lieut. C. A. Ellis, lately 
a private detective at Johannesburg; 
Lieut. John Alien Mitchell, formerly of 
the Horse Artillery; former Sergeant 
Fries, R. P. Hooper and Nichols. None 
of them have been in the employ of the 
British South Africa Chartered Company.

It is stated that the commissioners of 
police, who had the affair in hand, had 
been working up the case for four months. 
Mr. Beaty, the detective who effected 
the arrests, received his instructions last 
week and secured the necessary warrants 
yesterday.

The executive of the Transvaal is sit­
ting in secret session this evening consid­
ering the arrests.

Johannesburg, May 16.—Further 
warrants have been issued that the offi­
cers already arrested were also preparing 
to organize a corps in Natal, the British 
colony, between the Orange Free State 
and the Indian Ocean, to assist the pro­
jected movement at Johannesburg.

Cape Town, May 16.—According to 
advices from Pretoria, the charge against 
the prisoners is that, while staying in the 
Rand privately they were really engaged 
in enlisting men for the purpose of rebel­
lion when they were ready to give the sig­
nal.

It is stated that the enlistment roster 
included 2,000 men, and that a number 
of incriminating documents were found 
at the time the arrests were made.

London, May 16.—Cecil Rhodes, the 
former premier of Cape Colony and resi­
dent diiector in South Africa of the Brit­
ish Chartered South Africa Co., by which 
he was recently elected president of the 
South African league, informs the Associ­
ated Press that he has heard nothing re­
garding the arrests made at Johnannes- 
burg, and that he knows nothing about 
the reason for which they were made.

Joseph Chamberlain, secretary of state 
for the colonies who was interviewed in 
the lobby of the House of Commons this 
evening, said he had heard nothing offici­
ally regarding the arrests in the Trans­
vaal and did not think that too serious 
significance ought to be attached to them. 
No information had reached him from 
South Africa, he asserted, that could lead 
him in any way to anticipate or explain 
the arrests.

The news caused considerable excite­
ment among the members of the house, 
but little disposition was manifested to 
credit the rumors of a rebellious conspir­
acy.
