The Paris correspondent of the Lon-
don Daily Chronicle says: “I am in-
formed that Sir Edmund Monson (Brit-
ish ambassador to France,) in an in-
terview with M. Delcasse. Erench Min-
ister of foreign affairs has virtually
laid d~wn the lines of negotiation upon
all disputed points between France and
Great Britain. The programme so far
amounts to an Aoglo-French treaty of
the highest historic importance, In of-
ficial circles to-night the approaching
negotiation is foreshadowed rather cau-
