‘In Scotland, where the figure of 
the Jesuit flits throughevery page 
of its stirring history, the numbers 
of the Brotherhood are by no means 
large ; but their work is all the 
more within the blags of public 
light, their labors pursued with a 
lofty disregard of human motives 
Even within our own city there 
exist many interesting recollections 
of work pursued with singular 
vigor, and of suooeesfql missionary 
enterprise achieved under diffi­
culties,

“The Scottish Jesuits come prom 
inently into the pioluresque in­
cidents of pre-Reformation history. 
In the year 1589 the Jesuit was the 
the mainstay ol eor lasiastioal life. 
After the upheaval, his existence

however it may have been efteoted,
objectively or subjectively. Several 
years ago a young woman of about 
twenty years fell on the ice and in­
jured her spine and hip. She was 
laid up for some time, and the right 
leg began to lose its strength.

Although a Catholic, she had not 
thought of any of the miraculous 
cures offered by her church at vari­
ous points. About three years ago 
she went to Europe, and while there 
visited Lourdes, but not with-a very 
strong faith. She remained there 
about twenty.four hours or possibly 
eighteen but long enough to try the 
waters three or four times, and re­
ceived a small card with a printed 
prayer upon it, with instructions to 
repeat the prayer at intervals. 
That was about the extent ot her 
“treatment,” and at 9 o’clock in the 
evening.sbe left for Pari». The fol­
lowing night in. Paris she knelt by 
her bedeide-^rstill unable to walk 
unassisted—to say her prayers, and 
when she arose from her knees she 
walked across the room without the 
brace and has not used it since. 
Prom that time she walked unaided, 
and as soon as the leg had resumed 
its normal condition, for it had 
shrunk considerably, she walked as 
she ever did, and has continuel to 
do so.

If this young woman were of the 
temperament of some, I could easily 
undeiatand the infjoeooe of psycho­
logy upon her case, but she is emi­
nently sensible and practical, and if 
Professor Smith could talk with her 
I believe he would wonder a little 
himself just what it was that affeo1- 
ed hi cure. I have no laith what­

Ottawa, June 30,1906.
The Arctic enquiry has closed, 

as was expected, with a majority 
report whitewashing the whole 
affair, and one from the minority
condemning the extravagance and women'
the imprudence connected with 
the purchases and regretting that 
the investigation could not be 
more effective. Messrs Northup, 
Bergeron, Bennett and Stockton 
signed the minority report which 
sets forth the following atnong 
other things :

RECKLESS BUYING 
though purchases amounting to 

$125,000 were made, the amounts 
reaching $19,780 from one firm 
no tenders were asked for and 
there was practically no limitation 
in the price.

That the supplies included $22, 
000 worth of clothing for 34 men 
or an average of $700 each, which 
the committee believes . to be an 
unnecessary quantity and cost 

That the original requisition 
for supplies made by Capt Ber­
nier was based on the supposed 
needs of a three years polar ex 
pedition and was excessive even 
for that, where as it was not pro 
posed that the Arctic should do 
more than patrol the coast of 
Hudson Bay and neighboring 
waters, and it was arranged that 
supplies would be sent to her by 
another ship every year.

NO CHECK 
that notwithstanding thie liber 

al outfit other persons than Cap 
tain Bernier ordered or procured 
further enormous quantities of 
goods especially liquors, tobacco 
and other luxuries, for which 
there was no requisition and no 
necessity. Among the question­
able purchases were immense 
quantities of costly slothing, 
medical supplies costing $4,827 
tobacco and cigars to the cost of 
$3,500 and about $2,000 worth of 
liquors. Certificates of the re 
ceipt of goods said to have 
been sent on board were signed 
by three and sometimes four per 
eons including the captain, the 
purser and, The steward, and yet 
it was found by the evidence of 
these same officers that they had 
not examined the contents of the 
eases, had no personal knowledge 
of the matter, and only signed be­
cause they were ordered to do so.

That when the minority of the 
commîtes desired to have a» in 
dependent investigation into the 
quantity of goods remaining in 
the ship on her return, the major­
ity refused and the committee 
was compelled to accept the state­
ments of persons engaged by the 
Department

the jobbers who sold them to Mer­
win. Mr Wilson, one of the* 
dealers, was on the stand this 
week and asked what price Mer­
win paid him for a list of articles 
which the latter cold to the Gov­
ernment At the request of Mer­
win Mr Wilson declined to pro­
duce the papers.

BOARDING THE NATIVES.

That the ship’s crew gathered 
about them at their winter quar­
ters a band of fity or sixty Es­
quimaux, feeding them for six or 
seven months out of the Arctic’s 
stores, and that the majority of 
the committee prevented the min­
ority making further inquiry into 
the relations between the crew 
and these Esquimaux which 
might explain the reason for this 
extraordinary hospitality.

That the prices paid and the 
quantities supplied of fur clothes 
and sleeping bags, some of the 
latter costing $325 each, appeared 
to be altogether excessive, but as 
there was no samples available it 
was impossible to tell what the 
goods ought to be worth.

That some of the goods pur­
chased and paid for are not 
shown to have been placed on 
board the vessel, and that large 
quantities of medical stores, wines, 
cigars and cigarettes seem to have 
been disposed of in a way that 
could not be ascertained. A con­
siderable quantity of supples ap­
peared to have been used to/ re­
freshments at the dances given 
for the Esquimaux men and

THE REPORTS PRESENTED 

On Thursday the majority re

MERWIN’S BAKE OFF.
The Department of Marine has 

been further investigated in the 
matter of the Merwin contracts, 
This enterprising gentleman has 
received from the Government 
over b»lf a million dollars for 
supplies of various Ifinds furnish 
ed without tender or competition. 
He repeatedly refused to tell the 
Public accounts committee what 
was the cost price of tho machin 
ery and appliances bought from 
him. Most of these articles where 
imported, and Mjrwin claims, 
though it is sail I that he has no 
right to do so, tlfift they can only 
be bought from him. Eut the 
Department has gone to him for 
Wgilie*, boilers, and all sorte of 
machinery, ybfpif HIO made in 
Gauàifa an(J coqlj be bought ffirppt 
Iw# lbs m ! nf ictnrcrs or from
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was given. Mr Wilson testified 
then-as to price he charged Mer­
win. for fifteen articles sold by the 
latter to the Department of 
Marine.

PROFITS ON PROFITS.
It should be understood that 

the Montreal house had the ma­
chinery shipped direct from the 
maker to the government, so all 
that Merwin had to do was to 
order the goods from Montreal 
and to present his bill to the de­
partment of marine. The govern­
ment could have purchased from 
Wilson in Montreal at the same 
price that Merwin did, or could 
have done still better by purchas­
ing from the manufacturer at the 
same price that^ the Wilsons paid. 
But for some reasons that ought 
to be known the Department pre­
fers to pay Wilson’s profit and 
then to give Merwin 52 per cent, 
profit on the original price and on 
the first profitalso. So that the bill 
which qriginally should have been 
about $10,000 was raised to $18,- 
000, and the present of $6,173 
was made to the American go- 
between.
A PEBBLE ON THE BEACH.

But this is only a trifle. It is 
a matter of $18,000, whereas in
1904 Merwin was paid in all $136,- 
643, in 1905 a still larger account, 
and between the first of July,
1905 and the first of May this 
year $206,000. Most of these 
payments were for imported goods, 
of which Merwin claims to be 
a special agent, though there is no 
reason that the government could 
not buy satisfactory apparatus 
without him. Whether Merwin 
makes 100,200, or 300 per cent on 
these specialties of bis cannot be 
known.

MINISTERS OUTVOTED.

The bill authorising the Grand 
Trank Paciflc flsanch {Joes Com­
pany to build a large number of lines 
connecting with the proposed Trans-

In the Standing Committee, Mr Em­
merson bad caused the brsoch to Si 
John, New Brunswick to be struck 
out of the list. The purpose of the 
Minister and his colleagues was to 
cause the Grand Trunk Pacific Com 
paoy to acquire . the new Brunswick 
Central, a railway in which the Pro­
vincial Government and certain local 
politicians have an interest. In the 
Committee of the Whole a motion 
was made to restore the clause so 
struck out, Mr Emmerson fought 
the amendment long and earnestly, 
and when it was pressed to a division 
he was supported in the vote by the 
other five Ministers present, namely : 
Messrs Fielding, Paterson, Ayles- 

orth, Hyman and Fisher. Never­
theless the amendment was carried, 
by a vote of 44 to 20, only fourteen 
private members voting with the six 
ministers, who did not persuade even 
the majority of their own party.

THE LORD’S DAY BILL.
A large part of the week was de­

voted to the Lord’s Day Bill. The 
measure was in the bands of Mr 
Ayleswortb, minister of justice, to 
whose charge it fell on the retirement 
of Mr Fitzpatrick. Many amend­
ments were rqade enlarging the num­
ber of works of supposed necessity 
allowable on the first day of the 
week. Among these are operations 
connected with fishing, the saving of 
crops under certain conditions, the 
manufacture of- maple sugar and 
syrup, the hiring of teams and small 
boats by persons for their own use or 
that of their family in driving or sai 1- 
ing on Sunday. The clause per 
milling Jews and Seventh Day Chris­
tians to work at their own occupation 
in secluded places on Sunday, pro­
vided they have consistently observed 
Saturday as the Sabbath, was struck 
out after a long and animated debate.

PROVINCES MAT REPEAL IT.
But the most important change in 

the measure is that introduced and 
rushed through on Friday. Several 
days before Mr Piche, one of the 
Montreal members supporting the 
Government, tried to amend the 
principal enacting clause of the bill 
by .providing that any law now or 
hereafter io force in any of the pro­
vinces should not be set aside by-tbe 
Lord’s Day Act. The effect of this 
change would be to enable Mr Piche’s 
province, or any other, to set aside 
the measure in its application to any 
spatter within the scope of provincial 
powers. The geqeral power of the 
Dominion to legislate for Sunday ob 
servance would so far be abrogated 
by the parliament itself and delegated 
to the province. Mr Piche’s motion 
was rejected at the time. But by 
Friday the minister in charge of the 
measure bad changed his mind, and 
when Mr Piche proposed a reconsid­
eration of the clause which had long 
before been adopted, and followej 
the motion by renewing bis amend 
ment in another form Mr^ Ayles 
worth to the surprise of many sup­
ported the motion, declaring himself 
a life-long advocate of provincial 
rights. It was pointed out by M 
Borden that the amendment g ive the 
provinces power to repeal or destroy 
the Loro’s Day Act in so far as the 
pleasure prohibited woik, labor and 
b isioess on Sunday. The portion 
dealing with Sunday amusements and 
recreation» might be left, and that 
•as the part which should go under 
provincial control if any were trans 
ferred. Different provinces and races 
bad their owa ideas ab >ut Sunday re 
creation, but all should be agreed on 
the necessity of preierving the Lord’s 
j)ay as a day of test, Sr Wilfrid 
Laurier supported Riche's amend 
ment, which was adopted.

TIME TO KILL TT.
Finally Mr Servais, another Mon­

treal Liberal member, moved a clause 
providing that the ^ct should not go 
into farce until next March. This 
also Mr Ayleswortb accepted, Mr 
Barden remarking that the purpose 
was uoooubtedly to enable the pro 
vinces to destroy the bill before it 
came into effect.
