An Unfortunate Defalcator.

Gouldthrite the unfortunate
absconding superintendent of
the Government Printing
Bureau at Ottawa has com-
mitted suicide. He was a
fugitive from justice, and put
an end to his life by jumping
into the Detroit River from
a steamer. His body was
taken from the River Sunday
afternoon. This is the in-
telligence brought by the
wires. This is certainly a
sad ending to a career of
wrong-doing .

Since the first announce
ment of his defalcation, some
light has been thrown on the
methods pursued by Gould
thrite in his appropriation of
public money. The total
amount of the defalcations
has not been ascertained, and
it is doubtful whether or not
it can be established with
any degree of accuracy.

He was superintendent of
stationery, and in that capa
city controlled the purchas-
ing of supplies, amounting to
hundreds of thousands of
dollars a year. By charging
the Government high prices
for the goods purchased and
paying the sellers or their
agents much lower prices, he
secured the difference, known
as “rake off’ This he divid
ed with his accomplices, so as
to preserve silence. The
length to which this levying
of toll was practiced has not
been altogether unearthed;
butit has been discovered
that paper, scheduled as first
quality, charged up to the
Government at the rate of
five and six dollarsa - ream,
was found to bea very in-
ferior article, purchased for
one dollar a ream. This is
one way in which the swindle
was worked.

In all the departments
supplies are found to be over-
stocked ; in some lines the
advance supplies are sufficient
for ten years to come. Gould-
thrite had been twenty years
superintendent of the printing
bureau, and it is not known
how long he has been work-
ing the game of graft; but
there is sufficient evidence
that he has mulcted the Gov-
ernment of verylargeamounts.

It has been discovered that
Mr. Gouldthrite, in addition
to demanding direct toll from
vendors of supplies, practiced
a subsidiary scheme for scoop-
ing in the cash. He was the
inventor of a device for keep-
ing warm baby food, and in
due time he had a company
formed known as the “Baby
Food Warmer Company,”
with his son, five years old,
as managing director. The
principal 'office of the com-
pany was established in New
York, and young man former-
ly of Ottawa and a friend of
Gouldthrite, was placed in
charge of this New York
Office. New York and
other American firms, selling
suppliesto the printing bureau,
were asked to subscribe for
stock in this company, asa
condition of doing business
with the Superintendent, In
this way the swindling of the
Government was covered up.
The New York manager came
to Ottawa, now and then, and
the rake off was divided be-
tween the two grafters.

This discovery led to the
unearthing of the defalcation
in the bureau, Gouldthrite
immediately cleared out and
Governmentdetectives started
in search of him. At this
stage news was received that
he had jumped from a steamer
on which he had taken pass-

suicide to be

rumored so as
to put the officers of the law
off their guard and give him
an opportunity to get well out
of the way. But the news
that his dead body had been
taken from the waters of the
river confirmed the truth of
the unfortunate man’s self
destruction.

This scandal with its grue-
some denouement, is a dam-
aging commentary on the Gov-
ernment’s manner of conduct-
ing public departments. It
also proves the correctness of
the stand taken by the Op-
position, after the report of the
Cassel's commission regarding
the Marine department. Mr
Doherty, on behalf of the
Conseryative Opposition, on
that occasion moved the
following resolution: ““That
in order to liftsthe cloud of
suspicion that rests upon the
administration of the various
departments, to satisfy the
demand of the country for
honest and Dbusiness like
methods and to purge the
public service of inefficiency,
reckless waste and corrupt
practices it is advisable and
necessary in the public inter-
est that a thorough and un-
trammelled investigation be
made by a competent business
commission into the workings
of all the great spending de
partments of the government.”

Addressing the New Evgland Ara
bitration and Peace Conference at
Hartford, Conn,, ex-Secretary of
State John Foster took up the
three foreign wars in which our
country has been engaged and dis-
oussed them in detail, The war of
1812 with Great Britain, he con=
tended, although justified in inter.
national law, was entered up against
the befter judgment of the country.
President Madison and a large msjor-
ity in Congress strenuously oppcsed
it, and it was only entered upon un-
der the lead of a party known as the
“ War Hawks,” at the head of whom
were Henry Clay, Jobu O, Calboun,
and other young public men, with
the boast that we would diotate a
peace at Quebec. Five days after
Congress declared war and long be-
fore the news reached Eogland, the
Orders in Council, which were the
main cause of the war, were repealed.
Pence was made without settling a
siogle question about which the con-
quest begun. *“ Never was a war
more fruitless in its conclasion.
It was neither inevitable nor neces~
sary,”

Io the judgment of history the
war with Mexico was provokad on
our part and largely inspired by the
spirit of slavery extension. Als
though the results of the war were
greatly to the advantage of the
United States, that does not change
the faot that it was one of conquest
and injostice on our part and might
easily have been avoided. The war
with Spain bhad some of the characa
teristice of that of 1812, in that the
President was strongly opposed to a
resort to arms and siruggled for
peace fo the last, and it was Cone
gress and an excited press that un-
necessarily foroed bostilities, The
Spanish Government would in the
end have yielded to the demands of
our Government, if time had been
allowed for negotiations, The ill-
timed catastrophe of the Maine
caused our people to lose their
reason, and the fear that we were
mistaken as to the canse of that dis-
aster has been one of the reasons
which has delayed the raising of the
wreck, It is historically correct to
assert that the war was forced upon
Spain by u#s and that it might essily
have been avoided with honor.”

In conclusion, Mr, Foster said:
“Tbe review which I bave made
has shown that all the foreign wara
in which we bave engaged were
brought on by our own precipitate
action, that they were not inevitable,
and that they might have been
avoided by the exercise of pradence
and oonciliation, It alsoshows that
it bas been possivle for us to live in
peace with our nearest neighbor, with
which we bave the most extemsive
and iotimate relations, the most
perplexing and (ronblesome ques-
tions, Oar history also shows that
during our whole life as an independ
ent nation no country has shown
towsrds us & spirit of aggression or
a disposition to invade our territory,
If euch is the case, is it not time
that every tiue. patriot, every lover
of his country and of its fair fame in
the world, every friend of bumanity,
shounld strive to curb the spirit of
aggression and military glory among
our people and seek to orea'e an
earnest sentiment sagainst all war,”

In bis address to the graduates at
Bryn Mawr, President Taft gave a
glowing tribute to the bigher educa-
tioo of women.

2. Children seven years old need
to sleep aboat eleven hours.

8, Children eight and nine years
old need to sleep abont ten and a
half houre,

4. Children ten and eleven years
old need to sleep about ten hours.

5. Children twelve years old need
to sleep about nine hours.

Even

growp-up ochildren are
healthier as a rule and can use their
brains and bodies better when

they sleep seven and a half or eight
bours a night,

By using this table you onght to
be able to decide for yourself how
many hours of sleep you peed each
night. Notice whether you are
wide-awake or sleepy when it is time
for yon to get up in the mornig.
If you are sleepy, you must go to
bed earlier; you need more sleep,
and the time to get it is in the even=
ing, not in the morning.

Probably you are nine or ten years
old. In this case you ought tosleep
ten hours or more every night.

If you are healthy and strong, and
if you are wide awake in the morne
ing, 80 that nobody has to waken
you for breskfast, then perhaps ten
hours will be emough. Lst your
father decide about that.

I know three ohildren who go to
the grammar school. They are
about the best scholars in their
classes. When they are not in school
they are generally playing out of
doors in the pure air.

The National Congress met in
