Some Ruined Shrines

(The Uuiverse
Melrose Abbey one of the love-
liest shrines in Great Britaip, is
now offered to’the nation by the
Duke of Buccleuch. Another of
the famed Border Abbeys-—Dry-
burgh; the burial place of Sir Wal-
ter Scott—has already been pre-
sented -to the nation by Lord
Glenner. Melrose, like most
of the mediaeval shrines of Scot-
land, is now a picturesque ruin;
in few of our ruined abbeys
re 80 much completeness of

Melrose. Much of the popularity
of Melrose is due to Scott's de-
lightful details of its beauty in
“The Lay of the Last Minstrel ™
—details which have seat count-
less tourists to visit it in the pale
moonlight :

“ And, home returning, soothly
sSwWear,
was never scene so sad and fair!”

Scott himself, in one of his
noteson *“The Lay of the Last

-| Minstrel,” comments on the ex-

traordinary -sharpness of the
sculptured stones of the Abbey.
The Abbey was founded by David
L. of Seotland, and despite the ex-
posure to the weather for so many
centuries, the carving, as in Scott’s
own time, is almost as entire as
when newly wrought; and the
Great Wizard points out that “in
some of the cloisters there are re-
presentatives of flowers, vegetab-
les, ete., carved in stone, with ac-
curacy and precision so delicate
that we almost distrust our sense
when we consider the difficulty
of subjecting 8o hard a substance
to such intricate and exquisitie
modulation.” The Abbey was the
home of Cistercians. Within its
walls are buried the remains of
King David, its founder, and
there also is buried the heart of
Robert the Bruce, another of
Scotland’s Catholic kings, whose
body . is. buried at Dunfermline.
:The eeclesiastical - history of Mel-
rose is not confined to this ven-
erable abbey, for some little dis-
tance from the present ruins
there was an old Columbian mon-
astery, founded in 634, of which
one of the monks was St, Cuth-
bert of Durham, who became
prior in 661 on the death of St.
Basil. This old monastery was
burned. The defeat of the Scots
at Flodden was attributed to the
fact that the English soldiers car-
vied «St. Cuthbert’s banner,”
which was believed to have - been
made from one of St. Cuthbert’s
garments.

DRYBURG ABBEY

Thé viciasitudes of religious for-
tune are often strangely exempli-
fied, and one may wonder what
the spirits of the old White Can-
ons of Dryburgh Abbey, of which
we give some account on another,
page, - would think of the
celebration which took - place
within their ruined church a few
days ago. Lord Glenconner has
generously conveyed what re-
mains of the famous abbey to the
nation, and since its principle at
traction nowadays seems to lie in
the tomb, of Sir Walter Scott, the
service was to that extent ap-
propriately staged in front of his
resting place in St. Mary’s sisle.
It may be hoped that for Catholic
vigitors the memories of Dry-
burgh will be far beyond and
away from the author of Mar-
mion ; rather will their thoughts
go back to the founder, Hugo de
Morville, and to the community
of Premonstratensians whom he

the twelfth century. . Four hun-
dred years later the abbey build-
ings with the beautiful Church
of Our Lady, fell victims to the
Dissolution, and sacrilege and
robbery were cleaked under the
euphonious substitution of a“ tem-
poral lordship.” Lord Glenconner’s
benefaction is all to the good, in
that it may at least ensure oon-
tinuity of care for the ancient
stones, and some national regard
for association very different from
the more recent dour tradit-
ions and exercises. But it
would be difficult to imagine a
gathering less in hgrmpny with
the “ spirit of peace” than thut
which found in Sir Walter Scott’s
tomb a centre from which to
praise God for gloriés of Dryburg
Abbey.

While the work
of restoration was going on—that
portion of the -work which was
completed in 1908 —the tomb of
Bishop Sinclair, who built the
choir of the Cathedral in 1318,
was discovered. There is room
for reflection in the prospect of
the Lord High Commissioner of
the kirk handing the Cathedral
over to the nation, for Church of
Scotland purposes, on the seventh
centenary of the erection of the
choir by the good old Bishop who
took his orders from Rome and
performed -offices which the
Church of Secotland still regards
as a bar to umion with Rome.
Apropos of these “ restored”
shrines in Scotland, our Scottish
representative tells us of one gen-
tleman who was asked if he
would be ' willing ~to sub-
scribe towards the restoration
of Paislay Abbey,
that he would if they would re-
store the High Altar with the
vest.

Department of Agriculture, July 25th, 1918.
Field Crop Competition.

The competition in fields of standing grain which has
been carried on by the Department of Agriculture for a
pas§t number of years, isto be conducted again tor this
seaSon on a system similar to last year.

Since the inauguration of this Competition the im-
provement in the grain crops of the Province has been
remarkable. The objects of such work can be enumerated
as follows :—

To stimulate an interest in the production of pure,

|clean seed of the best varieties of our farm crops, to encour-

age and assist those who are engaged in growing seed
grain, to show the value of seed selection and' the proper
cultivation of the soil, and to direct the attention of the
general farming public to the value of cle:n seed and better
methods of cultivation.

The acceptance of all the objects is becoming more
general as the work becomes more established. With the
increase of entries and a better fulfilment of the objects, the
trade for seed grain has grown, both within and beyond
the provincial limits.

As a means of insuring a reliable stand of grain, the
grower must keep in touch with the treatment of the seed
and the soil, and 1t is encouraging to note that with each
year a greater number of competitors are showing an interest
in the selection of seed ; the purity of the varizty; the
treatment of seed for smut; and the detailed work that
must be undertaken to insure the highest degree of éfficiency.
