BLACK SEA WHEAT.

In the last number of the Journal, we 
stated that a gentleihan proposing visiting 
Europe this fall to procure fresh seed wheat 
from the Black Sea ; we aro now author­
ized to state, that the gentleman ih ques­
tion is P. B. Leclerc, Esq. President of the 
Lower Canada Agricultural Society. I> 
is the intention of two repctable Mercan­
tile Firms of this City to import direct 
from OtJdeeee, in Russia a cargo or two 
of the three months wheat, which haa 
cultivated in this country with so much 
success, when originally imported from 
that quarter* These firms have proposed 
to Mr. Leclere, to proceed for them 
to Odessa, in order to select the wheat 
on the spot, and to purchase it, if possis 
ble from the growers ; to which proposi 
tien Mr. Leclero bas wiBingly acceeded.— 
It would therefore bo desirable that the 
County Agricultural Societies who might 
be disposed to secure any quantity of th.a 
wheat, should meet, and determine wheth­
er they would require any and what 
quantity.—Already a gentleman called at 
our office and stated that m one Parish, 
on tho Island of Montreal, one thousand 
bushels would be taken.for seed, if impor­
ted in time for sowing in the ensuing 
spring. We have also had letters from 
parlies in the neighboring states, saying 
that considerable quantities would be re-

cient encouragement, we may rest assured 
that Mr. Leclere will nut purchase any 
wheat bwf the right sort arid will obtain 
properly authenticated cirtificatee of the 
distinct variety of wheat, and of all other 
necessary information recpecting it, so as 
to be able to give every satisfaction to 
partie ) here, on hie return. Such a favor­
able opportunity may not occur again for 
years. Farmers in Lower Canada have 
sufficient ex peri ence now how necessary 
it is to obtain new seed of this wheat, from 
the country where it wee first known to 
be produced, as all our samples are very
much deteriorated and require renewal._
M. Leclere might also be able to effect 
an arrangement with some parties in the 
country, bordering on the Black Sea, who

would at any future time, forward to this 
country any quantity of seed that might be 
required* Should the above project be 
carried into effect, we consider it would be 
a great advantage to the country, as the 
wheat will be here next spring m suffi­
cient time to be sewn.

The wheat may of course cost some' 
thing tnore than our Canadian whoit will 
•ell tor, say nine or ten shillings, but that 
is of little consequence, if the produce will 
be as it was from the Black Sea wheat 
when first grown in Cannda. The differ­
ent Agricultural|Societies will hear in mind 
that by law, they have no Provincial duty 
to pay on wheat imported in Vjie country 
from any part of the globe•

We would beg as a favor of the news­
paper press to give insertion to this arti­
cle, or to notice it in some way that far­
mers throughout Canada, may ho aware 
that there is an opportunity of of obtain­
ing this wheat, and on the most favourable 
terms ; for it is the intention of the two 
Mercantile firms above alluded to to dis» 
poso of the wheat so imported at a vory 
email advance on the prime cost.—Jigri 
cultural Journal.

CURIOITJESOF GREAT MEN.

Among the curios facts which we find in 
perusing the biographies of great men, are 
the circumstances connected with the com 
position of the work's which have made them 
immortal.

For instance:— Bossuet compose his 
first grand sermons on his knees; Bulwer 
wrote his first novels in full dress, scented 
Milton, before commencing his great work, 
invoked the influences of the holy spirit, and 
prayed that Iris lips might be touched with a 
live coal from off the altar; Chrysostom me­
ditated and studied while contemplating the 
painting of St* Paul.

Bavon knelt down before composing bis 
great work, and prayed for light from hea­
ven. Pope could never compose well with­
out first declaiming for some time at the top 
of his voice, ami thus rousing his nervous 
system to its fullest activity*

Bentham composed after playing a pre­
clude on the organ, or whilst taking his c tm- 
tejentacular’ and ‘post-prandial’ walks in the 
garden—the same, by the way that Milton 
occupied. St. Bernard composed his 4 Me­
ditations’ amidst the woods; he delighted in 
nothing so ranch as the dense forest, finding 
there lie said, something more profound and 
suggestive than anything he could find in 
books. The storm would sometimes fall 
upoiiTiim there, without for a moment in­
terrupting his meditations.

Camoens composed Iris verses with thte 
roar of battle in his ears; for the Portu­
guese Poet was a soldier, and a brave one 
though a Poet, lie composed others of 
his most beaHiful verses at lift: -fhiv wL b 
ms inuiun stave was begging a subsistence 
for him in the streets. Tasso wrote Ins 
finest pieces in the Incid intervals of mad­
ness.1

Rousseau wrote his works early in the 
morning; Le Sage, at mid-day; Byron at 
midnight, llardouin rose at four* in the 
morning, and wrote till late at night.

Aristotle was a tremenduous worker ; he 
took little sleep, and was constantly retren­
ching it. He had a contrivance by Wlricli 
he awoke early, and to' awake was with bun 
to commence work. Demosthanes passed 
three months in a cavern by the sea-side, in 
labouring to overcome the defects in his 
voice. These lie read, studied and declaim­
ed.

Rabelias composed bis 44 Life of Gargan- 
atua” at Bellay, in the company of Roman 
cardinals, and under the eves of the Bish­
op of Paris. La Fontaine wrote his fa­
bles chiefly tinder the shade of a tree, and 
sometimes by the side of Racine and Boi- 
tcau, Pascal yvrote most of his * Thoughts’* 
on little scraps of paper, at his by-moments. 
Fenelon wrote h is 44 Tele mac hus” in the 
Palace of Versailles, at the Court of the 
Grand Monarque, when discharging the 
duties of tutor to the Dauphin. That a 
book so thoroughly democratic should have 
issued from such a source, and been written 
by a priest, may seem surprising. De 
Queensay first promulgated bis notion of 
universal freedom of person and Trope, and 
of throwing all taxes on the land—the germ, 
perhaps of the French Revolution—in the 
boudoir of Madame de Pompabour !

Luther, when studying, always had his
dog lying at his feet------ a dog he brought
from Wartburg, and of which he was very 
fond. An ivory crucifix stood on the table 
before him, and the walls of his study were 
stuck round with caricatnres of the pope. 
He woiked at his desk for hours together 
without going out; but when fatigued, and 
the ideas began to stagnate in his brain he 
would take his flute or his guitar with him 
into the porch, and there execute some fan­
tasy, (for he was a skilful mus lean,) when 
the ideas would flow upon him as flowers 
after summers rain. Music was his invari­
able solace at such times. Indeed, Luther 
did not hesitate to say, that after theology 
music was the first of arts. 4 Music,’ said 
be,4 is the Nart of the prophets; it is the on­
ly other art, which, like theology, can calm 
the agitation of the soul, and put the devil 
to flight/ Next to music, if not before it 
Luther loved children and flowers. That 
great gnarled man had a heart as tender as 
a woman’s.

Calvin stifOied in his bed. Every morn­
ing, at fiveftr six o’clock he had books, ma­
nuscripts and papers, carried to him there 
and he worded on for^hours together. If 
he had occasion to go out, on Ins return he 
undressed and went to bed again to continue 
his studies. In 1ns latter years he dictated 
his writings to secretaries. lie rarely cor­
rected anything. The sentences issued 
complete from his mouth. If he felt his 
facility of composition leaving him, he 
forthwith quitted his bed, gave up writing 
and composing, and went about bis out door 
duties for days, weeds, and months toge­
ther. But soon as he felt the inspiration 
fall upon )iim*again, he went back to his 
bed, and his secretary set to work forth­
with.

Gujas.another learned man used to study 
when laid all his length upon the carpet, his 
face towards the door, and there he revelled 
amidst piles of books which accumulated 
about him. The learned Amyot never 
studied without the harpsichord beside him 
and he only quitted the pen to play it.— 
Bentham, also was extremely fond of the 
piano-forte, and had one in nearly every 
room in the house.

Richelieu ammused himself in the inter­
vals of Ins labour with a sxuadron of cats 
of whom he was very fond, lie used to go 
to bed at eleven at night, and, after sleep­
ing three hours, rise and write,«dictate, and 
work till from six to eight o’clock in the 
morning, when his daily levee was held.— 
This worthy student dis; l ived an extrava­
gance equalling that of V >ley. Ilis an­
nual expenditure was so i »ur millions of 
francs, or about £ 170,0()t ' v irling.

llow different the fi mb >s temperance 
of Milton! He drank v. ;ifvr md lived on 
the humblest fare. In - ith, lie stu­
died during the greatest pan or the night ; 
but in his more advanced years he went 
early to bed—by nine o'clock—riving to 
his studies at four in the summer and five 
in the winter. He studied till mid-day; 
then he took an hours excercise, and, aft- 
dinner, he sang and played the organ, 
listened to others' music. He studied 
again till six, and from that hour fill eight 
he engaged in conversation with friends 
who came to sec him. 'I hen In* supped 
smoked a pipe of tobacco, drank a glass 
of wine, and went to bed. Gk>urious vi­
sions came to hurt' in tlfe bight, lor it was 
then, while lying on his coach, that he com­
posed m Drought the greatest part of his 
sublime poem. Sometimes,when the fit ol 
composition came strong upon him, he would
t'aill in 1 ÙUri£i*liU la »“•* « vmHHt iu
paper that which he hid composed.

Milton was of opinion that the verses
. " ■ V '

spring equinoxes were always the best, and 
he was never satisfied with the verses^ he 
had written at any other season. Allieri, 
on the contrary, said that the equinoctial 
winds produced a state ol almost41 complete 
stupidity44 in him. Like the nightingale, lie 
could only sing in summer. It was his 
favorite season.

Pierre Corneille, in his loftiest flights of 
imagination, was often brought to a stand 
still for want of words and rhyme.— 
Thoughts were seething in his brain, which 
lie vainly tried to reduce to order, and he 
would often run to his Thomas 44 for a 
word.” Thomas rarely failed him. Some- 
limes, in his fits of inspiration, he would

bandage his eyes, throw himself upon the 
sofa, and dictate to hi» wift, who almost 
worshipped his genius. Thus life would 
pass whole days, dictating to her his great 
tragedies; his wife scarcely ventured to 
speak, almost afraid to breathe. . After­
wards, when a tragedy was finished, he 
would call in lus sister Martha, and submit 
it to her judgment; as Molifere used to con­
sult Iris old housekeeper about the comedies 
he had newly written.

Racine composed his versés while walk­
ing about, reciting them in a loud voice.— 
One day, when thus working at bis play of 
44 Mithridatea,” in the Tuileries Gardens, a 
crowd of workmen gathered around him, 
attracted by his gestures; they took him to 
be a madman about to throw himself into 
the basin. On his return home from such 
walks, he would write down scene by 
scene, at first in prose, and when he had 
thus written it out he would exclaim—4 My 
tragedy is done,’ considering the dressing 
of the acts up in verse as a very small af­
fair.

, Magliabccchi: the learned librarian to the 
Duke of Tuscany, on the contrary, never 
stirred abroad, but live amidst books, and 
lived on books. They were his bed, board 
and washing, lie passed eight and forty 
year in their midst, only twice in Ihe course 
rtf his* life venturing beyond the walls ot 
Florence; once to go two leagues off, and 
the other three and a-half leagues, by order 
of the Grand Duke. He was an extreme­
ly frugal man, living upon eggs, bread and 
water, in great moderation.

The life of Liebnitz was one of reading 
writing and meditation. That was the se­
cret of his prodigious knowledge. After 
an attack of gout, he confined himself to a 
diet of bread and milk. Often he slept in 
a chair; and rarely went to bed till after 
midnight. Sometimes he w.is months 
without quitting his seat where lie slept by 
night and wrore by day. He had an ulcer 
in his right leg which prevented his walking 
out even if he had wished to dq,so.—Eliza

SATTitDAY,20th Oct., 1852.
The Standing Committee on Railroads, 

Canals and Telegraph Lines beg leave to 
present the following as their sixth report.

Your Committee have taken into con­
sidération the Bill to amend the Brantford 
and Buffalo Joint Stock, lt,railroad Company 
to construct a Railroad from Fort Erie to 
Goderich, referred to them, and have agreed 
to several ammendments which they humbly 
submit for tbe adoption of your honourable 
House.

You** Committee bave taken into consi 
deration tbe Bill to amend the Act incorpo­
rating the “ Toronto and Guelph Railway 
Company,” referred to them—and which 
they beg leave to report with an amendment 
to the tenth Section, confining the exten­
sion of their road to the Village of Strat­
ford, the reason for which amendment is 
embodied in the following Resolution adopt 
ed by your Committee:

“ Resolved, That in the opinion of this 
Committee it would be Unjust and impolitic 
to grant a competing line with the Great 
Western Railway, such as that asked by 
the Toronto and Guelph Company, in the 
proposed extension of their Line from 
Guelph to Sarnia, there having been no evi­
dence adduced to show to this committee 
that there would be more business than one 
line could do; that the Province have taken 
interest to the extent of one-half the cost 
of the road now chartered, (being upwards 
of seven hundred and fifty thousand pound, 
that interest, as well as the interest of 
the Stockholders should be protected.— 
this Committee are of opinion that the 
Charter of the ‘Toronto and Guelph Rail­
road Compony’ should not be granted.

Nov. 8.—-It will be remembered that 
this case camt up before Judge Paine on 
Saturday last, but was ‘postponed on the 
motion made by Mr. Lepaugh, tbe coun­
sel for the claimant; until yesterday, at 12 
o’clock. In consequence of the publicity 
given by the Herald, in a repeat of the 
previous proceedings, which appeared in 
our Sunday’s issue, the court room was 
crowded to overflowing by some of our 
most respectable citizens, anxious to be 
spectators of* this interesting and important 
case. The entry and staircase leading to 
I be superior Court room were completely 
choked up by colored people, ot every 
shade, who munifested the greatest concern 
for their brethern in affliction.

It appears from the statement of the 
petitioner, whose name, strange to say is 
Louis Napoleon, that those eight colored 
persons arrived at this port from V irginia 
in the steamer Richmond City, whence 
they were taken to a boarding house, No. 
3 Carlisle-st. The petitioner says that 
they are held under pretense that they are 
slaves, and that they have as the petitioner 
is informed and believes, been brought up 
by a negro trader or speculator called 
Lemmon, by whom, together with the aid 
of the man keeping the house, whose name 
is unknown, and who is an agent of said 
Lemmon, they are held and confined there­
in, and that said negro trader infends very 
shortly to ship them to Texas and there to 
sell and reduce them into slavery ; that the 
illegality of their restraint and detention 
consists in the fact, as petitioner is advised 
and believes, that they are not slaves, but 
free persons, and entitled to their freedom; 
that the petitioner cannot have access to 
them to have them sign a petition, but they 
desire their freedom, and are unwilling to 
be taken to Texas or into slavery, and their 
place of destination has been changed 
since the proceedings in this case were 
commenced.

Shortly before 12 o’clock, Mr. and Mrs. 
Lemmon entered the court, and the ne­
groes soon after arrived, in custody of an 
officer.

Judge Paine having taken his seat, Mr. 
Lepaugh rose and said—Under the circum­
stances in which this case was presented to 
the Court, and especially as it is one which 
it is desirable on all hands to have fully 
and fairly investigated, and owing to the 
shortness of time from Saturday until this 
morning, which the counsel for the claim­
ants have had to prepare themselves in this 
case, so far as they might desire, in order 
that justice to their clients should be fully 
performed, we are under the necessity of 
asking that it be adjourned until to-morrow; 
and, in making this application, it is per­
haps proper that 1 should say, that it is one 
entirely for the convenience of counsel.— 
Mr. ( Minton has this morning been engaged 
to co-operate with me, and he has not yet 
had an opportunity to look into the matter. 
So far as my clients are concerned, they 
would be glad to have tbe case disposed of 
to day, if it could have been done, for tbe 
only property which they have consists of 
these slaves. They themselves bad taken 
a passage in a vessel which left on Satur- 
-dsy, and not knowing but that their slaves 
might be given up more readily, and with­
out calling in aid tbe machinery which their 
counsel found it necessary to do, in order 
to sustain their legal rights, they engaged 
a passage again tor to-day; but the duly 
wliich counsels have to perform renders it 
necessary that they should submit and 
sacrifice their passage money, or run the 
chance of having it returned as the case 
may be.

The return which we put in before was 
hastily drawn, and from the shortness of 
time which counsel had to prepare it was 
not so perfect and full as desirable. Since 
the adjournment on Saturday 1 have ex­
amined as far as I am able, various points 
in connection with the questions which here 
arise, and I ain satisfied in my own mind 
that I could not do justice to these claim­
ants unless a further return was made. In 
order, further, that there may be no act in 
this case, either at the present or at any 
other time during its pendency of adjudica­
tion, which should look otherwise that! per­
fectly fair, we are desirous of drawing a 
return with much care, in order to present 
the various points which we feel we are 
authorized to present under the existing 
provisions of our law, and the decisions of 
the various courts in this State, and in the 
U. S. Court. Therefore, if your Honor 
please, I move that this case be postponed 
until to-morrow, at ten o’clock, and in the 
meantime we will put in an amendment re­
turn, furnish other side with a copy, nnd 
then proceed to argue the case of tbe 
counsel until the other side is ready. The 
magnitude and importance of the case must 
be my apology for asking the court for fur­
ther indulgence in reference to putting in 
the return.

Mr. Clinton—It is proper for me to state 
if your Honor pleases, in seconding this 
motion to adjourn, that I am quite satisfied 
that the only questions to be presented be­
fore your honor are questions of law.— 
There will be no dispute as to questions of 
fact. 1 have not yet had an opportunity 
of looking over the papers, but I am satis­
fied this will be the case. The case will 
present to your honor questions only to the 
construction Af tho statute*, nnd the con­
struction of certain piouiiwnS of the Uni­
ted States. These questions are entirely 
new, for 1 believe they have not been ad-

| 0f our readers the successful history of the 
a Societies for the Promotion of Useful
Knowledge,” the “Geological,” and the 
innumerable societies for mental improve­
ment although we would fain dwell at 
length on the rich benefits derived, and the 
pleasures realized by th“ intelligent artizan 
and enterprising mechanic, from the estab­
lishment and still growing progress of the 
«any Mechanic’s Institutions there in ex­
istence;—nor need wc cross the line to in­
stance the success of Brother Jonathan in 
these matters; as we prefer devoting our 

space to the consideration of the advanta­
ges that would inevitably result from the 
formation of a Mechanics’ Institute and 
Library Association in our own thriving 
Town, and the establishment of similar 
Associations throughout the United Coun­
ties wherever the population is sufficiently 
dense to afford them existence. During 
the last winter our Towns-people received 
much pleasant instruction from the Lec­
tures of the talented gentlemen who under­
took to deliver them, and recently a Libra­
ry has been established which was originat­
ed (as we lately observed) by the Sons of 
Temperance, and is now open to the public 
without any important restriction at a very 
moderate charge. But we think the pre­
sent condition and future prospects of our 
Town, demand something which shall be 
more generally jiseful and certain in 
its results, and that the establishment at 
once of a Mechanics’ Institute well furnish­
ed with Apparatus fitted to assist Lecturer» 
in the illustration of their subjects—an ex­
tensive Library—and a Reading-room well 
supplied with the periodicals of the day will 
be the best guarantee that the intelligence 
of our Towns-people shall at least keep 
; ace with the growing wealth of our Town. 
That the people of Goderich are in the 
fair way of speedily enjoying the advanta­
ges of an Institution of this kinds i» appa­
rent—already a considerable sum of money 
is subscribed and a number of books availa­
ble for the purpose, and we understand 
that through the exertions of our energetic 

Jricnd, the Honorable Malcolm Cameron, 
we are likely to obtain a grant of Fifty 
Pounds for the furtherance of this object. 
With such a commencement we hope all 
parties will use their best efforts to put the 
Institute immediately into vigorous ope ra­
tioned we trust it will be borne in mind that 
these Institutions although professedly 
established for the benefit of Mechanics 
(and in large manufacturing districts are 
principally enjoyed by such)—they are by 
no means intended for their exclusive ad­
vantage, but are equally available to every 
other section of the community. Nor 
need our country friends be altogether 
without their mutual Associations for intel­
lectual advancement—even where the po­
pulation is thinly scattered,a small “Farm­
ers Library” may be supported and pro­
fitable occasional meetings, and Agricul­
tural discussions enjoyed during the winter 
seasons, by which much information might 
be disseminated at the most trifling cost— 
and where the locality is favored with grea­
ter density of population a good circulating 
library can be procured—occasional lec­
tures indulged and amicable discussions 
more frequently permitted. And thus a 
small portion of the valuable time of the 
I armer may be profitably expended, and 
we doubt not he would receive a greater 
return from this portion of his outlay if 
judiciously managed—than from any other 
cqual amount of his expenditure. And
while he weu!d V, \u t ;;

On Saturday last the election of Council­
lors for St. Patrick’s came off; the success­
ful candidates were Messrs. Horace Hor­
ton, Martin McLennan and Robert Ellis— 
of whom Messrs. Horton and McLennan 
are on the side of It dorm.

But it is not to be expected that 
our Assessors will permit themselves to be 
handled in this manner with impunity, legal 
action must necessarily lollow and turmoil 
be still kept up.

The report was adopted of course, and 
as it recommended—if it could legally 
be doie, that the names of the parties who 
had been left out of tbc Assessment Roll, 
should be inserted—Mr. John Longworth

Indulging their natural humor, 
they say “ no” to every proposition for re­
form, however well conceived and elabi 
rately detailed. They are great 
the reform government, and by 
proving their sincerity arc ever ready to 
defend some fraction of it, and damn the 
rest. This species of opposition is, of all 
others, the most covert and the less mag­
nanimous or fair. Does the surgeon stab 
a healthy limb to save the body ? It is by 
decimating an army that we can increase 
its effective strength? Do we render ir- 
resi-Aable the bundle of sticks by hacking 
the tie that binds them together ? If pro­
fessed Reformers should ever succeed in 
breaking up or destroying the present re­
form government, what remains behind ?

TIIE OPPOSITION.

Free or party government implies the ex­
istence of an opposition as well as a gov­
ernment party. It is a common but mis­
taken idea, that of these two parties only 
one is accountable for its conduct; that the 
opposition has no responsibility. A great­
er mistake was never made. The respec­
tive responsibilities of the two parties are 
doubtless different in their nature; but 
not to any great extent.They are both ulti­
mately responsible to the public. The re­
sponsibility of the one is more immediate 

| than that of the other; but a popular elec­
tion supplies the scale in which both must 
be weighed. A vote ol censure by the 
elective branch of the Legislature is about 
the worst misforture which can befal a gov­
ernment. But every party vote aimed at 
the existence of a government which fails 
in its object, is in fact a vote of censure on 
the course of the opposition. This seems 
not to be sufficiently regarded. A new 
elected Legislative Assembly, if it contain 
a decided majority for one party, is about 
the best exponent of popular opinion that 
can be obtained. It is therefore fairly pre­
sumable that all factious opposition to such 
a majority is an outrage on public opinion.
An opposition party is always under strong 
temptations to bid too high for popular fa­
vor. It is constantly tempted to promise 
what in office no party could perform.—
This is the most fatal and at the same time 
the most common error that a political par- I 
ty can commit; and it shows how great is the j 
prospective responsibility of an opposition 
party. That responsibility is never fully 
realized while the party continues opposi­
tion. But the labors of ar. opposition party 
are mainly directed to the overturning of the 
party in power; and changes from power to 
opposition may always be reckoned upon as 
among the varying fortunes of a political 
party. It is not till it attains power that 
a party realizes the responsibility of its con­
duct while in opposition. It then reaps the 
reward of having promulgated an impossible 
policy. The supporters of a party so cir­
cumstanced would naturally call upon it to 
commence the performance of its promised 
mircles. This is not only natural but just
The time then arrives when the imposture I fc^rym'an anil uiherd, in "w 
can no longer be concealed. It is soon ! as above elated arb «et fui 
discovered that those who made promises 
consistent only with supr human power are 
after all but men. Their refusal to perform 
political miracles insures their condemna­
tion. Looking at the “ regular” or con­
servative Parliamentary opposition, we m:ty 
say of them that they have avoided the er­
ror insisting on a policy which in power 
they would have no chance of carrying into 
effect. Without saying how far a conser­
vative policy would be possible in this 
country, at the present time, we may ad­
mit that Sir Allan McNab has not so far 
exhibited unreasonable violence or gone 
out of his usual course to propitiate public 
favor. He has shown a degree of dignity

Faction is never effective. Obstructive 
and self-committal, it is for ever tloumler- 
ing on the verge of suicide.

The 
affair has been tljus long kept secret in or 
der to afford the police an opportunity , ol 
arresting the perpetrator of tuo diabolical 
outrage, but their efforts to trace him oui 
h «vo yet been unsuccessful.
