Punishment is never inflicted in China ee 
a deterrent frem thecemmission of crime, 
the alleged primary object being, in order 
to satisfy the offended majesty of thebw, 
to obliterate a delinquency by a pro­
portionate degree of, hyeioal Buffering 
a fine ; or, for those able and willing to 
pay, to transmute both their erime and its 
corporal punishment into hard eaeh. 
Thus the seeming universality of corporal 
punishment, except for trivial offenses 
and among the poorer eluaes, changes it» 
aspect and bcoomcs the exception rather 
than the rule. * * *
Should a culprit convicted of a petty of­
fence, be brought before the Mandarin of 
Justice, chaetisment ia immediately in­
flicted if there is no prospect of intervening 
payment. When the punishment ia over, 
the delinquent is expected to return 
thanks for the paternal anxiety the man­
darin has evinced in thus salutarily cheek­
ing what might have been the commence 
ment of an immoral career. Should the 
magistrate happen tbbe a pare Chinese, a 
circumstance not of very frequent oc­
currence, and the criminal a Tartar, the 
latter may demand to be chastised with a 
whip aa a nobler instrument of punish 
ment then a bamboo, yet it ia rarely he 
can be forced to the additional humiliation 
of acknowledging gratitude for the cor­
rection but prefers to submit to imprison­
ment or even a fine insted. Aa one of the
