$151,000 LOSS IN BIG
FIRE IN WINNTPEG.

Rat Portage Lumber Company’s
Factory a Prey to Flames—Im-
mense Crowds Witness Specta-

cular Blaze.
Winnipeg, November 21.—At 9.50
last night No. 3 fire hall was warned
by the glare of a fire, and as they
reached the street an alarm came in
via the Richilien Hotel, from the Rat
Portage Lumber Company’s sash and
door factory. The stables mysteri-
ously caught fire and it spread with
the utmost rapidity to the factory.
Fanned by a strong wind the fire
threatentsd the entire neighborhoeod,
and as most of the buildings on Hig-
gins avenue are {rame, the danger
was serious. A general alarm was
immediately sent in on realizing the
gravity of the situation,. and -rein-
forcements were sent from all over
the city. ’

The fire was most spectacular and
k>pt the brigade busy all night. Two
firemen were injured by falling tim-
bers. The factory was destroyed.
It was valued at $25,000 and the stock
at $85,000. The old Frost & Wood
building was also destroyed, loss
$5,000; Merrick Anderson, factory de-
stroyed, less $5,000, stock $25,000.
The Dyson piekle factory was dam-
aged fo the extent of $8,000; fully
covered by insurance, and smaller
losses will probably aggregate $2,000.
Th> Rat Portage Lumber Company
carried $115,000 insurance and Mer-
rick Anderson $20,000. Crowds, esti-
mated as high as 20,000, watched the
spectacle. /

FRANCO-CANADIAN TREATY
TO BE TABLED FIRST DAY.

Preparations for the Opening of Parlia-
ment—G. T. R. Asks for Ruling and
Interpretation of Lord’'s Day Act.

Ottawa, Nov. 21.—The public accoupts
and estimates will be ready for presen-
tation to Parliament shortly &fter the
opening. The - Franco-Canadian treaty
will be tabled on the opening day. It
is expected that the debate on the ad-
dress and also on the budget will be
over before the Christmas holidays.

Ottawa, Nov. 21.—The G. T. R. Com-
pany has made an application to the
Board of Railway Commissioners for a
ruling as to the interpretation of the
Lord’s Day Observance Act with regard
to the rights of railways to switch and
break up cars of freight on Sundays.

The question came up recently in To-
ronto in the case of the prosecution of
the Company for switching freight ears
on Sunday, but after correspondence be-
tween the Attorney-General’s Depart-
ment and the Railway Board the case
was dropped, pending the decision of
the Board on the whole question. The
matter ‘will be taken up shortly by the
Board and a formal ruling was made &s
{o the extent to which the railway com-
panies will be allowed to move traffic on
the Lord’s Day. Meanwhile the depart-
ment of justice has been asked to give
an opinjon as to the interpretation of
the Act.

Narrow Escape for Skating Rink.

ARMY WILL BRING
~IN 25,000 PEOPLE

Commissioner Coombes Says Next
Year will See a Record Emi-
gration Aided by Army

Commissioner Coombs, of the Salt
vation Army, who is at the head of
the immigration section of the Army’s
work in Canada, arrived in the city
last_zight, and will address "a publi¢
meeting tonight in the First Presby:
terian church. !

The commissioner is accompanicd
by his wife and by Brigadier Howell,
of Toronto,. as his sécretary. The'lat-
ter is well acquainted with work in
the Army’s immigration department,
of which the commissioner has been
chief for the past three years. At
that time he was sent to Canada by
General Booth to organize this work,
as he had 24 years ago helped lay the
foundations of the Army in Canada.

Intefviewed by a Bulletin represen-
tative this morning the commissiones
stated that he was now looking over
the ground to which the Army wiil
send thousands of immigrants next
year..

“In the thiree years we have been
at work on immigration to Canada we
have brouglit over 40,000 people. Duxr-
ing 1908, however, we propose to bring
over 25,000 people. That will be a re-
cord year, dnd we are planning to
handle the tide of settlers in a new
way. We have chartered ten boats,
sailing from England and Scotland,
and have méade réservations on every
steamer coming out next summer.
“The first of our chartered iboats
will arrive in Halifax early in March,
we expect, and the whole shipload of
1,000 persons will be entrained on a
special train and brought straight
though to British Columbia. Later
on, as the season is more favorable.
we shall land the people in Ontario
and the other provinces. From the
time of. sailing at the old country
port until these people get their situ-
ations we never lose sight of them,
“They . will be accompanied by the
special srepresentatives from Canada,
selcctedt men and women, who have
been seéft to England to carry on what
we- call the “kitchen propaganda.”
We find that these people visiting
from hotge to héuse can communicate
movre effectively with the people who
waunt to ceme to Canada than a plat-
form speaker can. They give informa-
tion. at first hyod and answer all
questions as (Re¥ Lave lived in Can-
ada a number of years. le woTen
delegates, too, can overcome the tim-
idity of ‘the women folk, who are
afraid t6 venture across the ocean
even if they can better their own and
their family’s position here.

“There will be a large number of
fine domestics among the thousands-
we bring out. They have been speci-
ally selected by experienced women,
and will doubtless be welcomed Fere.
Mechanies and tradesmen we do not
bring out, unless they have th: monsay
to pay their fare and are anxiou: to
come. We understand that in your
cities you have already an adzquate
supply of men for the different trades,
so we are concenfrating ~ar energies
on bringing people to settle cut in
the country.

“We had the idea of ‘pumping in’
the British emigrant before Kipling
came and advocafed this system of
ensuring a successful Canada, ard 1n
bringing these thousands of peop.e
out next summer we hope to turn ihe
eyes of the west to this country. On
our special trains bound across the
continent we will have an officer to|
send back daily bulletins to the nld
country to keep interest there alive
and broaden it.””

“What class of
bringing out?”’

“Naturally Canada is anxious on
that point. Well, we are bringing out
an intelligent, respectable class of
people, who prefer the chances of a
new world to dearth of employment
and its consequent sufferings in the
motherland. They are mostly poor,
but poverty is no crime.

“We are not bringing men or wo-
men of the criminal class. This you
will understand when I tell you that
out of the 40,000 already brought here
not more than five have given us any
trouble. And we keep watch on all
of them,

“Qur imnmigration work is but a por-
tion of the Army’s Canadian work. We
find distress and various social evils
develop here as the country grows
and we give close attention to gln',-so
problems. Our department for aiding
ex-prisoners is an active one. We
have already found places for 800
men and women released from your
Canadian prisons and penitentiaries.

“Still the main feature of our Can-
adian work is the bringing out of Brit-
ish emigrants. It is people that make
a country, and we intend bringing as
many as wWe ¢an here—of a good class.

“The fact that I am today in Ed-
monton, the former home of the Hon.
Frank Oliver, reminds me of how
much we owe to his encouragement
in our work. He is a practical man,
and the practical side of our work for
humanity appeals to him. We are
not living in the clouds, but down
on the earth, right among struggling
humanity.

““Mr. Oliver appreciates this - and
our anxiety always to bring out the
right class of peaple to help populate
Canada has won his approval. He on
hiz part has won the admiration of
our general and executive.

“It ig the people, as 1 said before,

people are you

who make a country, who lend a value
to real estate; who build up great
nations. And we plan to bring 25,000
more to Canada next year.

HAS NO CONTRACTS
FOR ASIATIC IMPORTATION

G.T.P. Denies Arrangements to Bring
in Japanese Labor.—Immigration
Enquiry at Vancouver.

Vancouver, B.C., November 20.—At
the immigration inquiry, MeNichol,
the local purchasing agent for the
G.T.P., with a telegram from. General
Manager Morse, denied that that com-
pany had entered into any contracts
or arrangements of any kind for the
importation of Asiatics, and that D.
H. Hayes had no connection with the
G.T.P. nor had the G.T.P. officials
any shares in the B.C. Tie Company,
of which D. H. Hayes is secretary.
The commissioner and _counsel ac-
cepted the statement and withdrew
the subpoena for Hayes and Harbor
Engineer Bacon, both at Prince Ru-
pert.

Three other witnesses told of
twelve hundred Japanese landing on
July 25th from the British tramp
steapner Kumeric, which, as now
appears, was chartered in Honolulu
by Japanese boarding-house keepers,
who advanced the necessary $25 re-
quired as personal belonging, and a
new light was thrown on the action of
Consul Norikawa in demanding this
$25 as each Jap descended the gang
plank and deposited his passports in
a bag held by Norikawa’s secretary.
This was stopped by the local medical
health officer, Dr. Munro, and R. G.
Macpherson, M.P., after 200 had
descended. Dr. Munro testified that
the money each showed was not their
own, as the Theodore Davis Co., of
Honolulu, stated that they collected
at Honolulu and were returning it
through a ship’s draft to ensure each
having the necessary $25.

City Solicitor Cowan asked: ‘“ Then
as Dominion officer you were hood-
winked?”’

Munro: “Yes.

The city solicitor sought to show
that the consul avas the agent of the
emigration concerns. But this was
checked by Commissioner King, who
thought the consul’s action consist-
ent with the interests of his country-
men, and he did not think it desir-
able to permit questions insinuating
that the consul knew the money did
not belong to the emigrants, particu-
larly in the eonsul’s absence.
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JAPS LEARN OUR WAYS.

Then Return Home and in Keen Com-
petition Cut Out Occidental Traders.

Geneva, Switzerland, Nov. 21. — The
Swiss Minister to Japan, D. R. Ritter,
has sent a long repott to his government
concerning the commercial affairs in
Japan in which b€ says Englishmen and
Americans are being routed. by the Jap-
anese from the far east, especially from
Japan. Dr. Ritter is undertaking to
give an illustration of the manner in
which Japan operates, and says the
Japanese government sent a man named
Oga to Switzerland and America to learn
the condensed milk trade conducted in
those countries.

The man worked as”an ordinary em-
pleyee in various branches of the busi-
ness in both countries and when he had
mastered the details of the manufacture
and distribution he returned to Tokio
Then backed by wealthy men he found-
ed a large condensed milk factory near
Tokio, cut prices sharply, and practical-
ly drove out of the country all foreign
goods that competed with his.

Americans Interview Laurier,

Ottawa, Nov. 21.—A large and in-
fluential delegation, comprising sena-
tors and assemblymen of the State of
New York and the State of Vermont,
along with other influential American
and Canadian residents interested in
fishing as sport, arrived in the ecity
yesterday afternoon to wait upon the
Minister and officers of the Depart-
ments of Marine and Fisheries, in
regard to the fishing regulations in
Misissiquoi bay. They had an inter-
view with the Deputy Minister of Ma-
rine and Fisheries this afternoon, and
will meet the minister <fo-morrow,
What they ask is to prevent the catch-
ing of fish by nets in Mississiquo bay
during the spawning season. The bay
is a spawning ground for Lake Cham-
plain, and a number of very fine sum-
mer residences are located there. The
fish are rapidly disappearing, and re-
sidents feel this all the more because
the injury is done through a dozen li-
censes granted by the Province of
Quebec.

Bold Robbery in Macleod,

Macleod, Alta., Nov. 21,—A bold at-
tempt was made to burglarize the
Hudson’s Bay store here at an early
hour last night, /The watchman, upon
entering the store, discovered a man
in the act of loading a rifle he had
just stolen. When discovered he bolt-
ed down the cellar stairs, dropping
the gun and ammunition on the way.
Beiore he could be headed off he ef-
fected his escape by means of a chute
through which goods are received. The
police were notified but up to the pres-
ent time. no arrests have been made,
but the officers are working on strong
clues. It has since been discovered
that the thief secured several articles
of cutlery and about $26 cash.

Explosion in 'G.T.P. Camp.

Kenora, Ont., Nov. 21.—Word
reached here late last night of a terri-
fic explosion in the G.T.P. construc-
tion camp No. 6, about five o’clock,
in which seven men were killed and
four injured. The explosion occurr-
ed at Phillips camps, about 20 miles
from Dryden, but from the news to
hand it is not known whether it was
a blasting mishap or a magazine ex-
plosion. Doctors W. J~aed J. R.
Gunne, of Kenora, and Dr. Chap-
than, the coroner, left immediately
after the word was received here of
the' disaster, and the details will not
be known until they return.

IMPROVEMENT IN
GRAIN SITUATION

Since Federal Government Undertook
to Aid Banks With Funds
to Move Crops

Ottawa, Ont., Nov. 21.—On the subject

cf the handling of the. western grain
crop the Hon. W. S. Fielding stated %o-
day that since he took up the matter
with the bankers some days ago, there
had been a noticeable improvement in
the situation. Considerable additional
capital had been furnished to western
buyers who, it is assured, are now tak-
ing all the grain offered at current
prices. A telegram received by Mr.
Fielding on Tuesday, stated that grain
was being bought on that day in the
_\\'nmipog market at higher prices than
in any market in America.
«Mr. Fielding's attention having been
called to a report from Winnipeg that
the banks were not aware of any ar-
rangements made by the government,
replied that almost all the banks at
Winnipeg are branches. of institutions
having their headquarters elsewhere.
The Government, of course, communi-
cates with the headquarters of such
banks and not with their branches at
Winnipeg.

Any bank engaged in the grain trade
which feels its resources unequal to the
business which. it is disposed to do in
transportation of grain, is aware of the
fact that if it wishes additional funds for
that purpose, it can obtain-them through
arrangements made by the government.
Seme of the banks, however, say that
such arrangements are now unnecessary,
and, therefore, they are not disposed to
avail themselves of them. They think
that all legitimate business is now being
handled, and that the difficulties of the
situation will be overcome without any
further special effort. Many of the far-
mers, it is stated, are disposed to hold
back their grain for better prices.

$20.000 FIRE IN BRANDON.

Big Brick Block Destroyed at Mid-
night Thursday.

Brandon; November 20.—A disas-
trous fire oceurred at about 11.30 this
evening. the loss of which is placed at
over $20,000. The sec ne of this
conflagration was in Campbell &
Campbell’s big brick block. -This
firm carries on an extensive business
in wholesale and retail furniture, and
their place of business is a large
forw _storey brick  block on_Rosser
aveniue “and” "PENtH " Street” ¢ The
origin of the fire is a mystery. It
was first noticed on the fourth®floor
by Police Sergeant Currie, who imme-
diately rang in the alarm. The bri-
gade responded quickly, but had to
use the aerial ladder to get at the
blaze with the hose. The water pour-
ed on to the flames quickly ' leaked
through the floor, soaking the costly
stock below and praetically ruining it.
A large crowd of citizens gathered
quickly at the scene of the fire and
worked hard to remove the furniture
to the street. The damage done is
mostly by water. The fire.did not
gain much headway after the arrival
of the brigade. The stock was valu-
ed at $75,000, and on this about $30.-
000 was carried in insurance, leaving
probably a loss of $20,000.

NOTABLE ENGINEERING FEAT.

Big Railway Station at Antwerp Is
Moved and Made Higher.

Antwerp, Noy. 20.—An extraordin-
ary engineering feat has been accom--
plished here. An entire railway sta-
tion has been bodily moved. The
building was on ‘a block thirty-three
meters by twenty-two high and weigh-
ing 3,000 tons. It was set back thirty-
three meters and raised a meter and a
half. ’

The building was underpinned and
then rolled back, as was done Tecent-
ly with a theatre in America. The
work occupied five months.

There was a good deal of scepticism
locally as to eventual success, but
Weiss, the engineer, lived in the sta-
tion with his family the whole time,
and now he is & hero at the success-
ful completion. ’

charged as he was taking ‘it down from
the wall. This is the opinion of Cor-
oner Ross who opened an inquest vester-
day, when it was clearly brought by the
witnesses, including the wife and brother
of the deceased that there had been ne
quarrel and that the men had not been
drinking before the tragedy occurred. It
is supposed Paul fled to the bush after
the dhooting because his mind was tem-
porarily unbalanced by the fatality.

In the Baptist . church yesterday
morning the pulpit was occupied by
Rev. George ‘T. Webb, International
Becretary of the B. Y. P. U., who is
making a tour of Western Canada in
the interests of young people’s work.

The reverend gentleman took for
his text Matthew 25-27, and the words
“mine own with interest.”” In an elo-
quent discourse, the theme of which
was Christian culture, the speaker di-
rected the thoughts of his hearers to
the necessity for improving and cul-
tivating the talents that had been giv-
en them.

J2vening owing to the MecIntyre b:n-

The parable of the talents, from’

which the text was taken, was first
reviewed and talent defined not alone
as money, but the powers, gifts, pecu
liar qualities that are inherent in
each one of us.

The' speaker, in his introductory re
marks, noted three truths in connec
tion with the parable: First, the Lord
delivered to his servants his own
goods, and they remained the prop-
erty of the Master while in the carc
of his servants;

Second, when the servants received
the Lord’s money they were permitted
to do with it as they pleased. Not
that they had the right to do as they
would, but they enjoyed the freedom
of dispesing of it as they thought fit

“Freedom,”” said the speakef, in-an
eloquent eulogy of the boon which it
a striking characteristic of Westerr
Canada, “is a priceless gift, but i
carries with it tremendous responsi
bilities, and you people of this magni
ficent country, with your bountifu!
heritage have .great duties imposec
upon you.”’

Lastly, after delivering the talents
to his servants, the Lord left them
iree to use them as they would, but,
there was a day of reckoning. Every
believer in Jesus Christ must stanc
before the judgment to give an ac
count of the deeds done in the body
T.ots of people like to avoid the judg
ment day, but with them it is more
a wish than a belief. Just-as the
mortgagor expects a time of payment
a judgment day as it were, so surc
will the Lord demand back what
he has given with interest.

“And we must each, not as'a con-
gregation, but as individuals, give an
account of how we have used our tal-
ents. And as the servants with ter
and five talents, awaited the coming
of the Master without fear, so will
those who have increased and culti-
vated their gifts look forward without
fear to the judgment.”

“And then the man with the one
talent, he brought it back as he had
received it—without deterioration o1
without increase. And there are thou-
sands of Christians who think they
will receive their Master’s commenda-
tion if they preserve their talents in-
tact and return them as they were
received.”

Rev. Mr. Webb uiged the necessity
of Christian culture, the fitting, fur-
nishing, developing of the Christian
life.

“You people of the Edmonton dis-
trict have practiced culture on the
farm and at Chicago your wheat stood
foremost in the world’s exhibits, The
same diligence in the cultivation of
the Christian character is necessary
to the proper development of the
Christian life.”

The speaker closed with an eloquent
appeal for the cultivation of - the
Christian character—not necessarily
culture of language, not necesarily re-
finement of living, but rather to have
1 recognition of the gift that God has
riven us, and to make the best pos-
sible use of that gift. “Through ser-
vice to gain usefulness in service,
through use of our talent to gain other
talents, and when the judgment day
comes we can enter upon it as those
who have multiplied in the service.”

At the close of the Sunday schools,
Rev. Mr. Webb ‘addressed a joint
meeting of the young people of the
different churches upon the principles
that underlie the work of the young
people. The fundamental idea em-
phasized by him was that the young
people’s societies should be a school
»f training within the church, not an
auxuliary te the church.

A little later the
nanager of the hotel, W. J. Coates,
nreeded Mr. Beatty, and receiving no
answer to his calls went downstairs
ind fell over Mr. Beatty’s body at
the foot of the stairs, The top of the
1ead was nearly blown off, and death
must have been instantaneous.

Beatty kept a rack of guns in the
sellar, and in reaching up to get one,
one oi the others was discharged in
some way. The jury brought in a
verdict of accidental death. Mr.
Beatty was a man of sterling worth,
and was respected as a most honest
and upright man. He came to this
country in 1882, and resided on a
hotel from Steve Wilson, and ran it
farm a few miles southeast of town,
and afterward took over the Alberta
with the late T. Brindle as partner.

HAS NOwW
THREE CENT RATE.

Winnipeg, November 18.—The Can-
adian Northern Railway has lowered
its passenger rates over all its Alber-
ta and Saskatchewan lines- to three
cents a mile. At the last session of
parliament Dr. MecIntyre, M.P. for
Strathcona, advocated a three cent
rate for the two new provinces over
both railway systems, and it was
agreed to refer the matter to the rail-
way commission.

As a result of the commission’s in-
vestigation, the rates were dropped
on the C.P.R. Tines 'to three cents, but
the old rate of 3} cents was continu-
ed on the C.N.R. The commission
held that the C.N.R., as a coloniza-
tion road, running through a sparce-
ly settled country, was entitled to a
differential rate until the country it
served had been populated. The
Canadian Northern have mow volun-
tarily cut the rate to three cents,
making this a uniform rate through-
but the two mew provinces, in placs
of four cents per mile, which pre-
vailed over almost all this territory
until a comparatively recent time.

IMPORT BUTTER IF NECESSARY.

Qttawa, Nov. 18.—J. A. Ruddick, the
dairy commissioner, says that the lim-
it has been reached in the price of
butter in the towns.and cities, If it
goes higher it will be met with an im-
ported article. The Denmark butter
can be placed on the market here pro-
rlitably at 30 cents per pounds, and
there need be no fear therefore of the
price going up, as some say, to 50
cents. There ia a plentiful supply in
Burope this year, the ruling price of
butter in London is now 25 cents, and
1t can be marketed here at an addi-
tional 4 or 5 cents per pound,

HON. MR. FINLAY
BACK TO WORK

The Minister of Agriculture Returns
From Europe—Will Aid Dry
Farming Project.

““From Monday’s Bulletin.

Hon. W. T. Finlay, minister of agn-
culture, is again in the Capital,
guest at the Windsor, after a visit of
several months to his former home
in Ireland and to England and
Frano>. 'The minister is looking in
the best of health and spirits and
glad to be in Canada again. He was
caljed to Ireland last summer to
settle a family estate, of which he
was executor, and at the conclusion
of his duties there he -paid a brief
visit to England and France.

“Yes, this proposition of dry farm-
ing in a scientific way has created
great interest in the Medicine Hat
district,” Hon. Mr. Finlay said in
response to a query by the Bulletin
representative. “The series of.lzc-
tures delivered last winter by Profes-
sor Campbell, the expert brought out
by the department last winter, has
had the best possible effect there.
The farmers are thoroughly interest-

noining at 10 o’clock. The deceead ed in the proposition, which aims to

cultivate dry farm areas to the best
advantage, making the most of
what rainfall there is.”

“Is it true that they are asking
for an experimental farm in- that
distriet?”

‘““Not an experimental farm in the
ordinary sense of the term; a demon-
stration farm, rather, and they have
set to work energetically to get it.
They have asked my assistance in re-
gard to securing a site for the pro-
posed farm, which will be run upon
the most up-to-date principles for dry
farming. It will b> continued for a
few years until the district has be-
come thoroughly acquainted with the
system. Then the promoters pro-
pose to discontinue it. ’

“The matter has been energetically
taken up throughout the district.
The city council and board of trade
have combined with the agricultural
society to help it forward financially,
and the outlook is good. Farmers
are coming into the district rapidly,
and if this dry farming project.suc-
czeds to the extent anticipated, this
end of Alberta will have to look out
for its laurels,” the minister added
with a smile.

“When may the Beef Commission
report be looked for?”

*“Not for som> weeks yet. The we-
port is not concluded, and I shall
have to look into the matter myself.”

“What success has the travelling
dairy met with in the south?”

“I have made enquiries, and from
all I could learn in my short stay it
has bien highly successful in South-
ern. Alberta. - Its introduction by the
department has been fully justified,
and it will be continued next year.
It is the best possible plan of t=ach-
ing the farmers how to make the
best gquality of butter, and it ' will
continue in the various districts un-
til there are enough farmers to sup-
ply a creamery.”

‘“How were you impressed
conditions in the old country?”

“I found the morthern portion of
Ireland more prosperous than when 1
left it years ago. The growth of the
linen trade has reached flourishing
proportions there in the past five or
six years, and it has benefitted the
whole North of Ireland. But, al-
though I was in England, Ireland
and France, I had to come_back to
Alberta for clear weather and sun-
shine.”

“Did you find much interest in the
old country concerning Canada?”’

“Yes; on every side. And I was
particularly glad to note the intercst
taken in us by numbers of well-to-do
farmers to whom I spoke. These men
form the most desirable class of set-
tlers we could have, and I would
judge that emigration among them
will be increased in future. I gave
them every encouragement to come.

“I saw numbsrs of these men at
Nottingham Fair. That fair, by the
way,” said the minister, ‘‘is both in-
teresting and amusing to a person
froml Canada. It is unlike anything
we Have here, and is more like a
Lgrvat. holiday place and rendezvous
for thousands of people from. every
part of England. They have all
sorts of amusements in connection
with: the fair, but when you start out
to see what is going on you are caught
up and carried on with twenty or
third thousand pebple, and you see
little but people.’ The fair was a
novelty worth studying, and its age
makes it noted in all England, but to
my mind it was 100 crowded to be en-
joyable. It occurred to me that the
whole fair was indicative of crowded
England, and that over the water our
wideprairies were offering robm  to
brathe for just such crowds.”

_“Your reception in your own na-
tive town was particularly enthusias-
tic, the cable despatches informed
us?”’

“They certainly wer> very kind,
and I ‘could not but be gratified at
the warm memory of me after so
many  years. The public banquet
tendered m> was a genuine surprise,
one the eve of our departure for Eng-
land. Tt was a grand success, which
was to be expected from the prestige
of the men. promoting it—but T felt
the tribute to be rather otie to Alberta
than to myseli,” the minister .added
modestly, as he hurried away to the
duties awaiting him ‘at his office in
the new Government Terrace.

Why- do not the provinees have their
own lands? askcd the Conservative
leaders, In answer, the speaker quot-
ed the words of the greatest Conserva-
tive leader, Sir John A. Macdonald,
that ‘the ecrown lands could be best
administered by the Federal :govern-
ment.

In eloguentilanguage Dr, McIntyre
denounced the present of two mil-
lions acres of land to the C. & E.
Townsite Co., of which one of the
leaders was E. B. Osler, K.C., a prom-
inent Conservative of Toronto. This
was the way the land that was pro-
perly that of the settler was exploit-
cd -for the benefit of Conservative
politicians.

The conditions of the proposed land
Lill of the minister of the interior
was explained. It carried out the pol-
icy outlined at the Liberal convention
of 1883 of the land for the settler.

With regard to the timber limits.

As a matter of
faet, when he asserted that he would
Butroduce legislation to prevent a
rate of more than three ‘cents per
mile he woke up one morning and
found himself famous., The statement
was telegraphed from one end of Can-
ada to the other and it was up o
himn to make good. To do =0 he in-
troduced a resolution along the lines
indicated above, which was aftér-
watds malle an amendment to the bill
introduced By Hon. Mr. Aylesworth.

The result was thas the railway
commission got busy and began to
take the matfer into consideration.
In the meantime prominert railway
merni;, inciluding D. D. Mann, of- the
Canadian Northérn,Mr. M¢Nichol and
Mr. Brinkwater, of the O. P. R..wait-
ed upon him to learn his meotives, The
ultimate result was that the .rates
of the C. N. R. and C, P. R. east of
the Rockies have all been reduced to
three cents a mile.

“I bave not talked to my constitu-
ency, but for my constituéncy on the
floor of the house,” said Dr. Mcln-
tyre, ““and I have never risen to my
feet unless I had someshing to say.

Over 230 graduates had ak
ready registered as members of the
convocation. and they would select
five memb>rs of the senate, the ret
maining ten being selected by thé
government. The rapidity with
which things moved " in the future
would not rest so0 mueh with thé
government as with the senate.

There had been some criticism of
the government for selecting the sité
of the university in Strathcona, Buf
this had prefty nmch ‘died.out. I}
had been felt that the™ university
should be as near as possible to the
seat of government. The site was
selected with an eye to the future as
wéll as to the present.

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TENANTS AND TAXES.

Tenants in the city are réguired to
pay a special householder’s tax of $5
before being entitled to vote in muni-
oipal elections. There is a movement
among tenants to have this tax abol-
ished on the ground that the tenant
really pays the tax:.on the premises
he oceéupies, though paying it indi-
rectly through his landlord, and 'in
the form of rent.- Replying to this
recently, the finance commissioner ar-
gued-that as dwellings are not taxed,
the remter of a dwelling contributes
nothing to the tax-roll. The conclu-
sion i§ correct from the proposition
as stated, but the propesition is not
correctly stated, 1i the tenant of a
dwelling occupied the dwelling only,
and if upbn dwellings there were not
taxes, then the tenant would un-
doubtedly be the favored mortal who
escaped the tax collector. But hy no
possibility can a tenant oceupy only
a dwelling. Houses cannot be sus-

of a house necessarily occupies also
the ground whereon the house sits.
Usually also, he occupies the entire
lot of which this ground forms a part.
He is the tenant not only of the dwell-
ing, but of all the-land which accom-
panies the-dwelling, and to the use of
which his occupancy of the dwelling
is admitted as giving him full and un-

“from such tenant or irom any other
“person liable therefor.” The pre-
ceding section provides that: ““ Any
“tenant may deduet from his rent any
“taxes paid by him which (as hetween
“him and his landlord), the latter
“ought to pay.” Thus in the event of
a landlord failing to pay taxes on
any property, the tenant of that prop-
erty may be required to pay them
under penalty of having his belong-
ings seized, and in the event of his
paying them, the city justifies him in
d2ducting the amount so paid from
his rent. What clearer recognition
could be desired that the tenant is a
tax-payer?

FIGHTING FOR LIBERTY,
Between Mr. Borden and his party
in the West at least there is a great
gulf fixed, Outwardly an appearance
of cordiality is maintained, and a
fecling of loyalty professed, but neith-
er the appearance nor the profession
deceives anyone.

questioned right.” His rent is paid not |
for the use of the house alone, but
for the use oi the house and the lct,
and if the rent is made to recoup the
landlord for the taxes on the property
it makes no essential difference wheth-
er the taxes be levied against the
house or the lot, In either event they
come really from the poecket of the
user of the property, the tenant. BSo
far as the source of the taxes is con-
cerned it make no difference whether
the tenant occupies a dwelling or not,
nor whether there be any dwelling on
the land, The taxcs come from the
occupant of the land. As @ matter of
fact no landlord in the city will dis-
pute that the taxes on his rented pro-
perties are paid by his tenants, and
not by himself. What difference can
it make whether these taxes are lev-
ied on the houses occupied by the
tenants or on the land which they
also occupy?

To put it in another way. Suppose
a tenant vacated a house, and no ten-
ant could be found to take his place,
would it make no difference ‘to the tax
receipts? And suppose all the tenants
in the city removed, and the proper-
city remain unafiected? .. We fancy
ties occupied by them - were not re-
occupied, would the revenues oi.the
not, The owners of the anoceupied
properties would then be ealled upon
to pay the taxes.” ‘But the owners
could mot do so unléss they had a
compensating income from the proper-
ties. " In the long rum, and it would
not be a very long run- either, the
city would be forced to seize the prop- |
erties for arrears of taxes and sell|
them for what they would bring. Does
this not prove that the presence of
the tenants has a very decided influ-
ence on the tax-roll?  Does it not in-
deed suggest the query of how mueh
of a tax-roll we would have if we had
no tenants? What is the difference,
80 far as the revenues of the city are

concerned, whether a citizen owns or

rents the property he occupies? Every
charge levied on that property, gener-
al tax, special tax, water rate, elec-
tric light charge, telephone rental, is
paid by the man who occypies it, di-
reetly. or ingdirectly. 8o far-as comn-
tributions to the city treasury are ai-
fected, the tenant is in every semse
and in every degree as valuable a
citizén as the property owner.

The city charter recognizes the ten-
ant as the source of taxes on rented.
property, makes ~special provision
whereby he may be required to pay
the taxes on the property direetly to
the city fressurer, and in the event
of his being required to do so entitles
him to deduct the taxes so paid from
his rent. Title 33 and section 9 of the
charter,_provides . that. “where
“‘are due ‘wpon any land occupied by
““a teriant the secretary-treasurer may
“give such tenant notice in writing
“requiring him to pay the secretary-
“{reasurer the rent of the premises as
“4t becomes  due from-iime to time to
“the ameount of the taxes due, and un-
“paid, imeluding costs; and the secre-
“tary-treasurer ghall have the same
“authority as the landlord of the pre-
“miges would have had to cellect such
“rent by distress or otherwise to the
“amount of the unpaid taxes and
“costs; but mothing in this section
“contained shall prevent or impair

How “badly he is pre-
pared to make an anawer, witness his
réfusdl to eall a convention.

But -this is not merely a squabble

i over the leadership between Mr. Bor-

den and his followers—it is a eclash
that i to determine the future charac-
ter and usefulness of the Opposition.
The point at issue is whether or
not the party will be permitted to
adapt itself to the democratic condi-
tions of the times, to assemble in con-
vention, select its leader and formu-
late its platform. The alternative is
the continuance of domination by the
| leader regardless of the wishes and
opinions of the party. Against this
condition the western followers of Mr.
Borden are protesting; he replies by
ighoring their protest and by proffer-
ing them a platform of his own con-
Fstruction. The electors of the party
demand liberty to control the party
affairs; Mr. Borden disregards the de-
mand and proceeds to control their
affairs as pleases himself, The course

THE BANKS AND THE
STRINGENCY.

Eulogistic essays on the. 'superior

taxea | wisdom of Canadian bankers is a pro-

minent ieature of journalistic -effort
these days.' Indeed these gentlemen
must be both surprised and gratified
at the number and spirit of the de-
fenders who have espoused. their
cause. Perhaps they are equally sur-
prised, they must be equally gratified,
by the rare qualities and splendid
attainments which are credited to
them, Certainly no well-wishing and
reggonably well-informed - Canadian
will desire to deny the heads of our
banks  the credit that rightfully be-
jongs to them. But it might occur
to their defenders that the credit due
would be much more likely-to be ré-

showing why and for what that credit
is deserved, rather than to heaping
abuse on those who venture a word of
criticism. = Generally speaking, the
supposed defendérs of the bankers
spend far less time in the business
of their defence than in berating the
ignorance of those who have -dared
question the invariable wisdom of
their conduect. Just where, when,
and in what manner the superior sa-
gacity which should draw our un-
measured praise has been displayed,
the defenders somehow or other fail
to explain, Instead they present us
with columns of placid assurances
that it has been displayed, accompan-
ied by assurances not so placid that we
are ignoramuses for not knowing it,
Perhaps this is the easier course of
the two, but it is not very eonvineing.
4 is begging the whole question and
accompanying the begging with abuse,
It looks very suspiciously like a
breakdown at the very centre of con-
troversy.. If the bankers have deserv-
ed better than they are receiving, why
not explain where, how and when?
1If the ignorance of the public and the’
press is doing an unintended injury
to these great interests, why not en-
lighten the ignorance? And why not
carry the war further and demonstrate
wherein the conduct of our banks has
been such as to deserve not only free-
dom from criticism but the eredit
which is claimed to be their due?
Ignorance is not always criminal, and
can be meither removed nor irustrated
by sneers, That these have been the
replies to the critics of the banks is
abundant testimony either that the
defenders have a very poor cause or
are making a very poor case with a
good one,

The Canadian public have strong
faith in the national banking system.
They believe not only in the privileges
it grants to the banks, but in “the ob-
ligations it imposes eon them, and
they do not believe that a banker is
entitled to any remarkable degree of
credit for conducting his bpsiness in
accord with the spirit and purport of
the banking laws. Just here is the
real point on which rests the publie
grievance against the banks. They
are not convinced that the practice of
the banks has been invariably parallel
to the limitations of the banking sys-
tem, and suspect that.at times their
courses. have crossed the  boundary
into forbidden territory. Rightly or
wrongly the public believe that it is
the duty of the banks to discriminate
between business and speculation and
to devote their funds to the uses of
business rather than to the chances
of speculation. ~More than this, theré
ig a well-grounded conviction that
this obligation prevents or should pre-
vent the use of bank funds in specula-
tive ventures of such mnature as to
unduly enhance the burden which
must ultimately fall upon the legiti-
mate business of the country. Along
with the rapid development of busi:
ness of late years has gone an even
more rapid activity in speculation.
Réal estate prices have doubled and
trebled, while a steady stream of stock
has been poured into the market by
newly-organized and re-organized com-
panies, This buying and selling of
real edtate and stock' at prices far in
advance of its actual présent earning
power could never have reached the
proportions it did reach without the
the banks supplying the
morniey. Now one result of this spe-
culative movement has been to double
or treble the expenses of business—
and hence to greatly increase the de-
mands which business must make on
the banks for funds. Ry aiding or
abetting the speculation therefore the
banks have assisted in swelling the
demand of legitimate business far be-
yond what it would otherwise have
been, If that demand to-day taxes
the volume of money in the country to
the utmost, the banks must surely
share the blame of having produced
this condition. Nor ig it readily ap-
parent why they merit praise for shut-
ting down on speculation only when
the abnormally expanded needs of
business demanded all the funds avail-
able.

OLD AGE ANNUITIES.
Attention is again called to this

very important subject by the publi-
cation of a blue-book containing the
draft bill introduceéd in the
last session and the gpeeches delivered

Senate

on the question in the upper chamber.
The title of the volume suggests the
difference, recognized in the bill and
pointed out by Richard Cartwright,
between anmnuities and pensions, A
pension is- an allowance made to an
individual: in considération of his
past services to the State; an annuity
is paid not because of past services
oi a public eharacter, but in return
for . premiums previously paid by the
recipient. ‘A pension is more or less
3 matter of sentiment; an annuity is
a purely business proposition, A pen-
sion is usually granted in considera~
tion of ‘military or other exceptional
service; an-annuity is paid simply as
a debt due by reason of previous ad-
(vances of money. The purpose of the
[bill introduced by the Minister - of

Trade and Commerce was not to pro-

vide pensions for all Canadians who
lived to a certain age, but to previde
means whereby a person in the active
years of life could lay aside a sum pi
money, and in return receive an an-
nual allowance when he passed be
yond the age of activity. The advan
tages appear to be strongly on the side
of the annuity as compared to the
pension. A pension payable to al
who lived to a certain age would sim
ply be a guarantee against iuture
want, regardless of how one spent hi:
life and his money. It would” be
come a premium on idleness and
improvidence rather than an incentive
to industry and thrift, To the lazy
it would afford an excellent opportun
ity to idle through life, secure in ths
assurance that the public must pro
vide for the even-tide, an opportunit;
of which the class would be by n«
means alow to avail themselves, N
one would devote his life to serious én
deavor unless spurred by ambition o
led by inclination—qualities. which
unfortunately, do not dominate ever
all Canadians. As a consequence thos
who were willing to work would b
burdened in some way or other to sup
port thousands of stalwarts who wer:
not willing to work, and if an unkinc
fate protracted their useless existenc
beyond a certain limit, to pay then ]
pensions for having continued t
breathe and eat. The condition of a
annuity, on the contrary, is that: “I
*a man toil not neither shall he eat,’
It offers every man the opportunity t
protect his declining years from want
but leaves him the incentive of know
ing that his safety depends on hi
own exertions—the incentive whicl
is the mainspring of human effort anc
the source of human progress.

SUBMIT THE AGREEMENT.
The ecity solicitor thinks it unneces
sary -to submit the C.P.R. agreemer
to the ratepayers. Perhaps not neces
sary, but it would- be better, Th
agreement inyolyes undertakings b
the city quite as important as the is
sue of debentures, yet a .debentur
issue must be ratified by the ratepay
ers. If the agreement must await th
sanction of the Legislative Assembl
no time would be lost in testing publi
opinion on it, and in any event th
council has not manifested such
remarkable haste to conclude matter
that a fortnight’s delay would -be ou
of harmony. It could do no harm t
have a few weeks consideration of th:
amended document ,and a clear pub
lic understanding ef what it mean
or is supposed to ‘mean, with the ex
pression of the public judgment as t
whether it should be accepted or not
There does not appear to be any goor
public. reason for not submitting it
and there are some splendid reason:
for .doing so.

THE REAL L1MITATIONS.

The question before the house i:
not how much money we are empow
ered to borros by law, but how muc’
we are justified in borrowing' by cir
cumstances, The city is entitled b
law to borrow nearly $4,400,000. Thi
limit refers only to general debt d¢
bentures, and. the law does not pre
vent the city borrowing all it can ge
over and above this sum by the issur
of special debentures for local im
provements, payable by frontage tax
Edmonton’s legal credit is ample—s
ample that it would be difficult t
locate the bounds beyond v ‘ch wr
could not go without interierencs
from the law.

But this is altogether different fron
saying that we should plunge aheac
until halted by fear of legal inferven
tion. There are other bounds -to ou
borrowing power; “which.may not b
so far distant as those fixed by sta
tute, but which would quite as effec
tively stop- our progress and stop ir
a fashion not more pleasant, One o’
these bounds is the unwillingness o
financiers to lend us money, a condi
tion within sight of all Canadian cities
at present. Already they refuse t«
advance us more than $92 on condi
tion that we pay them back a hundred
and that in the meantime we pay in-
terest not ‘on the $92 but en the $100
The. question is whether we should
venture nearer this line or not, If
we cross it the refusal to loan s
money would be a severe blow to th.

The point for con-
sideration is how much nearer the
line it is wise to approach.

nd paid only and altogether by the
atepayers, We must not delude our-
elves with the notion that the gener-
: 1 debenture debt oconstitutes our
‘hole burden. For while the local
mprovement debentures are repaid by
hose who receive the bepefit from the
rork the burden widens in its appli-
ation as new improveéments are un-
lertaken, and the goal towards which
t tends is one in which all portions
f the city wounld have improvements
nd all citizens be saddled with local
nprovement  debts. The -burden
vhich the ratepayers are now bearing
s not only the $1,700,000 of general
lebenture debt, but also the local im-
rovement debentures, making a
«rand total of $2,020,000, Calculating

he discounts at which the debentures
ave been sold, the average rate of
nterest payable on this sum is prob-
bly about 5 per cent., or the total
nterest charges- which we are mnow
nnually paying amount to $101,000.
legide this we must also repay the
2,020,000 eometime within the next
orty years—or about $50,000 pet
ear. All told, therefore, it does not
ppear unreasonable to caleulate that
he sum of $150,000 must be provided
vy the ratepayers next year to meet
ur present: obligations on account of
lebt—a sum equal to about half the
otal taxes for the present year. The
yoint for the ratepayers to determine
s how much - heavier burden they
rould be juStified in undertaking at
his j*ncture.

DIFFERING SPEECHES.

The Toronto News, a journal very
riendly to Mr. Borden, says he ““is
‘quite free from the reproach of say-
‘ng one thing in Eastern and the op-
‘posite in Western Canada,” and
hat: ““All over these prairie prov-
‘inces Mr. Borden made substantially
‘the same speech.” Perhaps so, but
his a very long way from saying
hat Mr. Borden is iree from the re-
yroach of saying in Eastern what he
'id not say in Western Canada, and
qually far from saying that the
peech he delivered “all over these
‘prairie provinces,”” was the speech
lelivered in the province of Ontario,
"o this reproach Mr. Borden is open,
wnd to such a degree that the speech
1e delivered in Western Canada was
10t the speech he delivered in East-
yrn Canada, in so far as it related to
ubjects in which the people of West-
'rn Canada are vitally concerned.

In reference to the public domain
»f the new provinces, for - instance,
\r. Borden declared in Halifax that
1is policy was to turn the lands over
o the previncial' governments “upon
air terms.” In.Chatham Ontaric Mr.
3Jorden interpreted this vague phrase
oy -saying he would “re-adjust the
yrovincial subsidies,” as the condi-
ion of placing the administration of
he lands under the loeal authorities.
3ut where in Western Canada  did
Mr. Borden attach- any such condition
to his proposal to provincialize the
land administration? All the honor-
able gentleman favored us with in
the provinces where alone the subject
might be expected to be of public con-
cern were assurances that we were
~apable of administering the land and

take expense.- Neither of these points
was seriously doubted by his audi-
ences and neither of themn was suf-
ficiently novel to require the promin-
ence given them. But what surely
might have been reasonably expected
and required was that Mr. Borden
should accompany these assurances
with the condition with which they
were accompanied in the other pro-
vinces—that in return for the privi-
lege of administering the lands we
would be required to surrender the
very substantial indemnity now paid
us in lieu of them. It is true that
Mr. Borden did not contradiet his
statement as made in the eastern
cities, but neither did he repeat it,
nor allude to it in any shape, manner

Again, the tariff question was
carefully side-stepped by Mr. Borden,
at least in this portion of Western
Canada.
time to this subject, and laid down

steady allegiance of the party to a
policy which would promote the pro-
duction within Canada of all useful
commodities that could be advantag-
eously produced from or by means'of
our national resources.

True, Mr. Cockshutt was putup to deal
with the tariff, but the audience were
leit to draw their own conclusions as
to whether Mr, Cockshutt spoke for |
Mr. Berden, for the party or only for
Mr. Cockshutt.

These omissions could not have
been accidental. The omitted sections
were integral portions of a speech
which Mr. Borden had been repeating
almost daily for a month, Their |
omission left very conspicuous gaps
in the speech, made it so far as the
people to whom he was talking were
chiefly concerned, an entirely differ-
ent speech from that delivered in
Eastern Canada. The omissions could
have only been intentional, made with
calculated purpose, and that purpose
the deception of his hearers in West-
ern Canada, Before those hearers and
in their judgment, Mr. Borden stands
condemned not of contradicting in Ed-
monton what. he said in Ontario, but
of mnot saying in Edmonton what he
said in Ontario on subjeets in which
Edmonton was most concerned. The
speeches may not have been contra-
dictory, but they were different none
tlie less, and the difference was de-
signed to mislead the.people of West-
ern Canada,

DANGEROUS FRIENDS.
Mayor Ashdown and the Winnipeg
newspapers which supported him in
vetoeing the power plant-bond sale
scheme are jointly and severally ar-
raigned by the Toronto World as the
enemies of public ownership. The
view of the World is that the people
of Winnipeg want the scheme, that
therefore the scheme should go
through forthwith, however poorly
it may be understood, and however
little its consequences may be fore-
seen by the public. In this the World
represents a species ‘of well-meaning
but ill-advising friends of municipal
ownership more to be dreaded by the
cause and its supporters than any
open array of dvowed opponents.
Municipal ownership in Canada is on
trial, If it stands the trial it will be-
come widely adopted as a means of
avoiding the irritation and dissatisfac-
tion from which cities frequently suf-
fer whose public services are contrel-
led by privaté corporations; if it does
pot do so it will not and should mnot
continue to replace private owner-
ship. So far municipal ownership has
not been found an invariable success,
but the percentage of successes is
high enough to confirm the faith of
its -supporters in the value of the ex-
pedient—when the expedient is gov-
erned by prudence and applied with
discretion.

If municipal owner-
ship fails as a general means of re-
lief from corporation abuse, it will
perish at the hands of its misguided
friends, not of its avowed enemies, A
more unfavorable season or more ad-
verse conditions than the present it
would be hard to conceive, and those
who urge the immediate undertaking
oi large municipal enterprises must
be regarded as badly advised, if avel
meaning, friends of municipal owner-

The agreement granting a non-ex-
clusive natural gas franchise to the
Ameriean-Canadian Oil Co., was be-
fore the city council at its sixty-third
session Tuesday night, and ‘was con-
sidered by the council in committee
of the whole, The agreement as ap-
proved by the city solicitor and the
special committee composed of Alder-
men Smith, Manuel and Manson, was
discussed at length, the meeting ad-
journing at midnight to meet again
Thursday night to resume the discus-
sion an pass the agreement preparatory
to submitting it to the people for en-
dorsation early next year.

Summarized, the franchise, which
iz nen-exclusive, provides 'that the
company shall within three years sup-
ply natural gas to the city at a price
per thousand cubic feet to be deter-
mined by the walue of that quantity
of gass relative to that of a ton of
coal delivered at the municipal light-
ing and waterworks stations at $2.

The aldermen were disposed to con-
sider the agreement favorably. Dur-
ing the discussion, Alderman Manson
remnarked that the city had been too
exacting in making agreements, with
the result that in the effort to secure
advantageous conditions nothing of
any value had been obtained.

Mowat Biggar, solicitor for the com-
panty, was present at the meeting, as
well ag H. H. Williams, the presi-
dent.

Has Company Get the Gas?

Alderman Daly at the outset de-
manded that the company prove to
the council’s satisfaction it had natur-
al gas at Morinville sufficient to sup-
ply the city’s requirements, There
was no guarantee that the company
had the gas, nor that it did not in-
tend to sell the franchise after secur-
ing it,

‘“We have only the statement,”” said
Alderman Smith, “of the company
that they have the gas.”

Mr. Williams stated that there was
gas at the well in Morinville suffi-
cient to supply the cities of Edmonton
and Strathcona., The pressure of gas
was tested and ifound to register 400
pounds rock pressure. From a three
inch pipe the flame from the gas when
lighted attained a height of 20 feet.
An effort to test the pressure on this
pipé -had failed by reason of the in-
ability of the gauge used to withstand
the. pressure. Boring operations at
the weH had reached-a depth of 900
féat, At . 400 feet gag was struck.
Mr. Williams also stated that geo-
logically, the location of the gas at
Morinville was the same as at Peli-
can river in the north country, where
the .gas had been flowing since 1897.
He assured the council his company
had the gas to supply, if not from
one well from a dozen.

The Terms of Franchise.

A synopsis oi the important clauses
of the agreement follows:

The municipality grants the cow-
pany ‘the right to convey by the most
improved methods natural gas alouz
the streets of the city, subject to the
city engineer’s sanction, and permits
connections to be made with any
building or place within the munici-
pality.

The franchise is null and void if the
company fails to supply within three
years from the date of the agreement;
if after commencing the supply, it
fails to continue it for a period of six
months, the mains and plant within
the ecity shall vest in the munici-
pality.

Plans and profiles of mains must
be furnished the city engineer, who
will have supervision and control over
the pipe laying.

If the plans are not carried out, or
are go carried out as to injure streets,
the engineer may stop the work.

The company must replace the
streets after laying the mains, in as
good condition as that in which they
are found.

Mains shall be constructed on lanes
so far as feasible,

Gas shall be supplied at a price not
to exceed that charged in any other
municipality, and at a maximum price
per thousand cubic feet equal to coal
at $2 per ton.

The company must furnish gas to
all applicants.

The company shall indemnify the
corporation from all damages arising
out of the operation of the franchise.

Gas meters shall be tested at the
expense of the company once every
year. :

For default in making connections
applied ior by a prospective consumer
within two months, the company shall
pay $20 per day until connection is
made. . L

The other clauses are of a similar
nature.

He stated he was negotiating
for a resumption of operation, and
asked that the council not insist upon
the payment of the $250, for which the
writ was issued by the commissioners,
He said that he made an effort to
secure capital for his enterprise, but
until reeently 15 or 20 per cenf, on an
investment was no attraction for men
with money, who could realize mate-
rially more in real estate.

DEATH OF MURDERER.

Police Believe he Meant to Come Over
the .Mountains to dEmonton.

Kamloops, Nov. 20—Further details
are at hand concerning the capture
and death of Harry Stout, murderer.
Tracked into his might’s eamp in the
brush and covered by the rifles of
two members of the police posse,
which for a week had been pressing
him over the snow-covered hills north
of Kamloops, Stout made a last des-
perate effort to escape. He fired point-
blank at one of the two brave police-
men who had tracked him. One of
the officers pulled’ his trigger at the
same ' time. The. desperado was in-
stantly killed. The policemen escaped
unharmed.

The tragedy marked the end of a
man-hunt that ‘stirred 'the ' north
country as did the Tracy case in the
Btate of, Washington. . fout wan-
tonly killed Robert Williams, owner
of a series of trading ‘posts in Cariboo
and the Big Bead 'country. Stout
had tried to escape from the. district
with: two. stolen horses, and ‘Williame
had sought to arrest him as the thief
was making ready to cross North
River. Williamsewas shot in ' cold
blood. The:country. was aroused and
Indians and white people alike joined
in charge of Provincial * Constable
the police posse sent from Kamloops

The chase was exceedingly hard,
for Stout at first left not a trace of
his flight, -He had abandoned his
horses in the mountains, and the po-
lice were of the ‘opinion that, well
provigioned, he had gone into camp
for the winter, waiting for an oppor-
tunity to double back to Edmonton,
On Tuesday night an Indian woman
procuring water  from the North
Thompson river, saw a canoe slip by
in the darkness. Two posses were im-
mediately placed on the watch at the
river.

During the night Donald Gordon
and Duncan Mclean came-upon the
man crouching in the brush. They
immediately covered him with their
rifles and told him he was under ar-
rest. He handed over one revolver
and said, “I have another gun.” He
pulled this and fired point-blank at
McLean at such close range that the
hair of thé constable’s head was sing-
ed and his face burned by the pow-
der. Gordon fired instantly and the
outlaw fell. The bullet had severed
hig’ jugular vein. McLean’s gun went
off a moment aftéer Gordon’s, but the
bullet went wide. The dead man had
left his canoe in.the river and had
walked to a peint within twenty miles
of Kamloops.

STEEL PLANT FOR INDIA.

$10,000,000 Works to Be Established
in British India,

New York, N.Y., Nov. 19.—Ameri-
cans have obtained the contract for
the designing and engineering work
for one of the largest iron and steel
plants ever built outside of the Uni-
ted States. Th2 plant will cost near-
ly $10,000,000 and is to be located in
British India, where the estimated
cost of the produection of various iron
and steel produets will be less than
one half that of the2 most favored
American stellimaking concerns. This
will eventually mean that besides
making India independent of outside
supplies of rails, that the projected
works will prove most formidable
competitors with American, European
and Japanese steel interests.

The contract was - awarded ' to
Julian, Kennedy, Sahlin & Co., which
was incorporated there a year ago for
the, purpose of remodelling on Ameri-
can lines the British iron and steel
plants. = The company is composed
of Julian Kennedy, Pittsburg blast
furnace expert, and -Alex. Sahlin.
The latter’ is now here to make ar-
rangements for placing contracts for
the equipment to be installed in the
India works.

Wellman Sails For America.

Paris, Nov. 19.—Walter Wellman, who
headed the Wellman-Chicago Record-
Herald arctic expedition, sailed for New
York to-day from Cherbofrg on the
White Star Line steamer Majestic. Upon
arrival in America he will confer with
his supporters and decide upon next
vear’s programme. The arctic airship,
car and machinery arrived here from
Norway in excellent conditidn.

Des Moines, Nov. 19—“President

Roosevelt. will be renominated, foreed
to accept the nomination and elect-
ed,” said Congressman J. A. T. Hull
today. “This is the trend of public
sentiment in the east.
" “Hughes is growing in strength,
and if he could. secure the New York
delegation, as he may, it would com-
plicate matters, but I think Roose-
velt is the man and that Bryan will
be nominated by the Democrats, and
the United States will see the liveliest
campaign in history.”

Talks of Cannon s Chanris.

“If Roosevelt is- not nomrncted
Speaker Cannon stards as gecod a
chance of the nomraation as any
one,” continued Mr. Hull, “He will
get a good many congressional dele-
He has one in Michigan
now, and the first Iowa district is like-
ly to go for him. Roosevelt has been
honest in putting forward Taft as his
successor, but the result of the Cleve-
land election has .almost eliminated
him from the running. The presi-
dent has discovered that while the
people "admire him they decline to
allow him to name his successor. That
is a different matter.

“I am not a financial expert, and I
cannot say what will be done by the
congress to relieve the present' con-
dition. - I doubt whether the people
will approve of Roberts’ plan for a
big federal bank. They will not ap-
prove of allowing one bank to have a
monopoly of the banking business. I
am more inclined to think that con-
gress will enact a law with Former
Secretary Shaw’s idea of an elastic
currency. President Roosevelt will
not suffer at the hands of the people
because of the financial situation. He
is not to blame for the condition
caused by the stock jobbers of Wall
street, . the» Harrimans and Moores.
Some action will bring in securities and
the condition will be more healthy.

Praises Roosevelt’s Stand.

“The people understand more of the
true: situation. and -who is to blame
than the Wall street manipulators
think, and Roosevelt will not be in-
jured. Posgibly. hjs mctiony have
contributed to.the situation, but: it
was necessary. Had matters been al-
lowed to drift the . situation would
have grown worse instead of better.”

Mr. Hull, who is chairman' of the
house committee on military -affairs,
does :not. think , there wil be any in-
crease in the number of officers in
the army, although it is reported the
war departnient will ask'‘for more. A
particularly large increase is to be
asked for in the signal corps.

“I am more worried about the en-
listment than the officers,” said M.
Hull. “We can always get officers,
even if their pay is small, but we
have not enough men- and can’t get
them. The men are paid too little and
worked too hard. There must be a
changeé. The general staff is get-
ting top-heavy. The captains on de-
tached service should be sent -back to
their companies. I hear that the
Second cavalry when it left Fort Des
Moines had but an average of one
officer to a troop. There should have
been three, or at least two.”

ada will in future have-to pay for
their supplies - whatever -price the
plantation owners may feel inclined
to ask.

Details of the producers’ plans have
béen received hére and show a thor-
oughness of organization to uphold
prices. The growers will make deliv-
eries direct to the association, which
will have full charge of the sale.
Planters will receive two-thirds of its
value on delivery of the product to
the association and the remainder
when the sales are effected. Heavy
penalties are provided for breaking
the agreement, which is to last five
years.

Cape Breton Steamer Grounded.

New York, Nov. 18—The steamer
Regulus, bound from Louisburg, C.
B., for New York with lumber, came
ashore during the night in fog and
rain near Bellport, the life saving
station 20 miles east of Fire Island.

Electrocuted by 50,000 Volts,

Montreal, Nov, 17.—In a moment of
thoughtlessness, Alfred Ullmann, as-
sistant superintendent of the Shawin-
igan Water and Power Company, on
Saturday placed his hands on. the
switch completing a circuit of 50,000
volts of electricity, and he died from
his injuries. The accident occurred
at the Thetford Mines station oi the
company. Ullmann had gone there
to make an inspection, and was stand-
ing on the top of a large transiormer
explaining different things to the en-
gineer in charge, Unconsciously, he
threw up the switch, establishing a
circuit, and 50,000 wolts passed
through his body, burning him severe-
ly. Ullmann was thirty two years of

age, and a native of Switzerland,

ANSWER TO WHITE HAND.

Society Organiezd to Exterminate Black
Hand Receives Body Blow.

Chicago, Nov. 20.—The Black Hand
last night gave its answer to a declara-
tion of war from Mano Bianco or White
Hand formed by wealthy Italians to ex-
terminate the black mailers who have
been terrorizing their countrvmen in
Chicago, while a committee of influen-
tial ftalians was preparing to raise funds
to the extent of fifty thousand with
which to fight and stamp out the black-
mailers. Mariano Scardina, a young
Italian, who left Buffalo a few days ago
on account of trouble with the secret
society there, was stabbed to death in
his father’s saloon at 69 Oak street.
Shortly before his death Scardina, Max
Friend, a wealthy wholesale liquor deal-
er, received a third warning from Black
Hand that unless he paid $250 within
twenty-four hours he would be killed and
his home dynamited. It develops an
epidemic of threatening is on.

The alleged defaleation’ has beent
discussed on the streets for the past
few days, but ‘no' legal action was
taken till this afternocn. It is stated
that Ald. Walker left the eity' on Sat-
urday, November 9th, for Winnipeg
to endeaver td secure iunds to make
up his shortages, and that he told
several friends that he would return
on Thursday, stopping at Vegréville
en route home. Thursday came and
he did not put in an appearance.
Still those: who were financially inter-
ested were loath to take any aetion,
believing that an unavoidable deten-
tion might have occurred, and realiz-
ing that if they were too hasty a seri-
ous injustice might be done,

Ald. Walker was sub-agent of Car-
ruthers & Bradley, Winnipeg, for the
Queen’s Fire Insurance Co., up till
April last., Since that time he has
dealt directly with  the company
through its office at Toronto. " The at-
torniea state that the account with
the former firm has been running for
eighteen months, during which about
$2,000 was paid up.

WRECKED TRAIN A HOLOCAUST.

Ottawa, Nov. 18.—Edward R()bierfs,

a mail clerk on the wrecked Soo ex-

Grogan, Next Witness.

A. M. Grogan, Secretary of the Ameri-
can Retail-Lumber Dealers’ Association,
was the second witness in the trial.. He
related the history of his appointment
a8 secretary of the association in the
carly part of 1996, in the same manner
as was given at the preliminary investi-
gation.

Mr. Bennett raised the same objection
to the examinatiom of this witness at
the preliminary hearing, viz.: that the
('_rown was using illegitimate means with
him in treating him as an adverse wit-
ness and er¢ss-examining him. 'ro w hich
Mr. Woods replied that Mr. Bennett was
using the rules of evidence as a magic
wand to speed away the truth. The wit-
nessy, he argued, was adverse and -was
All(-d of necessity. to establish the
Crown’s case. This he followed. with a
long legal argument in favor of his. pos-
1tion,

Mr. Bennett in replying first impugned
the motives of the Crown in- condueting
the case by suppressing- letters. from
members of the legislature while :the
letters ‘of A.-J. Robertson were paraded
and advertised.

As Mr: Bennett’s legal reply ~would
take some time the court adjourned for
lanch,

Yesterday Afternoon’s Evidence.
The examination of Secretary Cock-
burn was resumed at tWo e’clock.
Dealing with' the subject of: com-
plaints to the seeretary, the witness
said that there were complaintg of
millers selNpg to mnon-members.
Asked if any applicants for mem-
bership had ever been refused; wit-
ness answered in the affirmative.

A letter from A. J. Robertson, Nan~

Mr. Woods held that as the common
design of the Western association was
to .restriet or control the number of
yards at a point, he was proving the
eommon design and conspiracy to ac-
complish such by the cemplaint
made by Mr. Robertson as contained
in the letter before the court. This
vizw, he held, was strengthened by
the previous observation of the wit-
ness that he  always cominunicated
with a mermnber who would
be ' interfered with by the grant-
ing of an  applicatioi to a
new member at that particular point.

Mr. Bennet argued that Robertson’s
action. wos not part of a common de-
sign, but a personal or selfish design,
and did , not establish conspiracy.
Fhere was nothing to establish :m_\'
relatiomship or acquaintance
Robertson- and Clark, except the print-

piec2 of paper.

The Ohief Justice decided o admit
the letter _as evidence pending the
hearing of an argument at a subse-
quent stage oi the case.

The letters were read to the court
siting complaints of Robertson and
his request !u shut out a now yard in
Nanton, and asking the protection of
the Western association. The letters
created considerable merriment 1n
court. Robertson complained bitter-
ly that he put all his  capital -into
fumber, while his competitors, Goopar
and Chldwell, wer2 in several lines,
and threatened if he did not obtain
the~ protection of the association to
pull out ‘of the lumber business.

Letter From Clark to Cockburn.

A letter dated 1904 - from W.  H.
Clark to Secretary Cockburn was read,
stating that there was no need of fur-
ther vards in Edmonton. Another
letter of 1905 protested against. the
granting of the application of the
Union Lumber Company. The letter

The recipracity 'clause was strongly
emphasized by Clark in" a letter to
Secretary  ‘Cockburn, wherein he
smted that operation of this clause

ras the only protection and profit re-
.lhzt‘d by ‘the Alberta dealers as
members of the Western association.

Careiessness Noted in Salesmen.

The ecircular of 1906 dealt with the
carelessness of salesmen from the
mills in selling to those persons pro-
hibited in the by-laws and the in-
crease of the directorate to 18 mem-
bers, with a permanent travelling
serretary to enforc2 the by-laws rigid-
ly The secretary w appointed
ar«d acted mnln' these instructions.

Mr. Woods then went into = the
P\‘lls leading up to the formation
of the Alberta Retail Lumber Dealers’
\ssociation and the breaking away of
he Alberta dealers from the Western
assoeidtion, which included several
communications on the subjeet from
W. H. Clark.

A Difference Existed.

The coarrespondence between Secre-

tary .Grogan,, of . the Alberta Retail
Lumber Dealers’ - Association,” and
Secretary Cockburn, of the Western
Retail - Lamber . Dealers’ Association,
was taken up. in connection with the
formation of the Alb2rta association.
Apparently differences arose between
the Alberta dealers and the Western
association in Winnipeg. On May
the 8th, 1906, a communication was
sent from the Alberta retail dealers
to the sccretary of the Western as-
sociation with ceriain requests re the
territory to be controlled by each or-
ganization, insurance and = arrange-
ments with the manufacturers. .

ROOSEVELT HAS

FINANCIAL PLANS.

Washington, - Nov. 19.—President
Roosevelt is in earnest ~ in desiring
prompt action to be taken by congress
on the finanees, He will discuss the
subject in a special ‘message following
the regular message. Reoosevelt has
said. plainly he is not in sympathy
with' the asset currency plan advanc-
ed by the legislative committee of the
American Bankers’ association, but he
believes that a plan can be devised for
the utilization of other securities, such
as state, municipal and other railway
bonds that have been accepted by the
government as security for govern-
ment deposits in banks as better, sai-
er and a more adeguate basis for ‘bank
circulation notes.
The President has come to believe
that the plan for insurance deposits
in National banks, through means, of
a _guarantee fund raised through a
small tax, would do more to establish
confidence in the banks of the coun-
try ard bring order out of chaos than
anything suggested.” It is certain that
in talks with senators'and represen-
tatives, the President will accomplish
much in thirty days to install his
ideas into their minds.

Wianipeg,Nov. 18—The figures show
that there is mow estimated to be
stored "at Inierior points 6,183,730
bushels o grain as against 16,708,686
bushels last year, and 12,150,500 bush-
els in 1905. 8ix hundred and forty-
thres cars are available at stations
per day for loading grain as against
413 last year. The number of bush-
els now being shipped per day is 360,-
000, while a year ago the daily ship
menets were 236,500 bushels, Load-
ing is taking place at 144 stations, the
average daily' marketings being 316,-
000 busbels. Last year loading was
being done at 182 points and 335,500
busbels were being marketed per day.

More Direct coading.

In view of the very frequent state-
meénts made relative to car gshortage
for grain shipment in the west, an in-
vestigation was made, and from the
tompany’s viewpoint it would appear
that there are more cars at grain sta-
fions available for loading this
year than there have ever been before.
From the statement subjoined it will
be observed that for the period end-
ing Nov. 12, the average number of
bushels of grain shipped per day was
more than the average number of
bushels marketed.

For some reason or other, there is
more direct loading being done this
year than ever before, that is, load-

idle waiting for eastbound traffic, the
vard here being daily cleaned out of
east loads. The company allege they
have sufficient equipment, cars and
engines to move a daily average of
500 loads east of Winnipeg, but al-
though every effort- has been made to
do this they have been unabdle to get
this, they have been unable to get
anything like this number of cars
loaded each day.

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WATER TANK COLLAPSED.

$35,000 Damage Caused by Fall of
Tank in Toronto,

Toronto, Nov. 20—With the col-
lapse of a tank containing fifteen
thousand gallons of water this even-
ing at twenty minutes to six, about
$35,000 damage was done to the fac-
tory building of Geo.

BANKS WILL MOVE
LOW GRADE WHEAT

Conference With Finance Minister
Fielding Results in Action to
Relieve Congestion.

Montreal, Nov. 19. — The Canadian
banks will together make an effort to
get as much low grade wheat as possible
across the lakes before the close of navi-
gation. This is the result of a further
meeting between Hon. Mr. Fielding and
the leading bankers. after the principal
officials of the milling companies had
stated what had to be done in order to
relieve the situation.

T'he situation as dutlined to the Bank
of Montreal by the leéading millers’ in-
terests, is that the banks should see that
the entire amount of low grade wheat,
at present at Fort Willam, or on cars
from western provinces to Fort William,
is shipped before navigation closes. +nis
would amount to about five million
bushels. Moving this would leave the
elevators free to a large extent, and then
the C. P. R. could handle about six mil-
lion bushels more over the all-rail route
to St. John.

The bankers, without any direct assist-
ance from the government, will endeavor
to finance this low grade wheat in order
that it may be shipped in time to pre-
vent it being spoiled. Though precise
igures are not available, the quantity
of wheat now in store at Fort William
ind Port Arthur, as compared with pre-
-ious years, is unprecedented, and is es-
t.mated to exceed by at least 100 per
ent. the quantity on hand at the cor-
responding period of the previous year.

SOCIETY OF EQUITY'S
RELATION TO LABOR

Members at Meeting In Calgary Divid-
ed on Co-Operation—R. C. Owens,
Edmonton, Elected President.

Calgary, Nov. 18.—On Ssaturday the
third annual convention of the Cana-
dian Society of Equity was closed.

The morning sitting discussed rela-
tions with the Trades and Labor Con-
gress. Brother Wood strongly recom-
mended that the society refrain from
joining forces with the labor men, on
account of principles involved, argu-
ing that the farmer was an employer
and capitalist. Several other members
agreed, with the result that the reso-
lution which appeared in Saturday’s
Albertan was turned down, as being
too strong for the first steps. Most of
the members, however, were in favor
of co-operating with the union men,
and another resolution was drawn up
of a much milder nature, and was
carried by a large majority. Brother
Wood again objected, saying the un-
ion men have everything to gain, the
farmera were getting nothing, and fur-
ther, the co-operation would be no
good to the farmer. The convention,
however, went against him ,and pass-
ed the following resolution :

" Whereas, for the first time in the
history of the labor movement in Coan-
ada the farmers represemted by the
Canadian Bociety of Equity, and the
Trades and Labor Congress of Can-
ade, voicing the needs and aspira-
tions oi over 50,000 organized work-
ers, have séen fit to exchange fra!or‘
nal delegates for the purpose of unify-
ing their interest; and therefore be it

Resolved, that we reaffirm the po-
gition and attitude of the Trades and
Labor Congress of Canada, and pledge
ourselves to -affiliate, if possible, and
do everything in our power to wrest
the reins of government from the dom-
ination of the ruling class, and pro-
mote the unity of purpose between the
farmers and industrials of Canada;
and be it further

Resolved, that the delegates of the
Canadian Society of Equity here as-
sembled report back to their respec-
tive locals. urging a demand for the
union label upon all manufactured
goods, including printing of all kinds,
purchased by members of this so-
ciety.

Copies of this resolution to be for-
warded to P, M. Draper, secretary of
the Trades and Labor Congress of
Canada; to our official organ, The
Great West, Edmonton, and to the la-
bor press.

The Other Position,

Those not in favor of joining with
the Trades and Labor Congress had
the following resolution drawn up,
but was not accepted;

Whereas, the majority of the dele-
gates of the Canadian Society oi
Equity present at our annual meeting
on Saturday, Nov. 16, committed our
society to the policy

(1) Of boycotting certain papers on
account of their management of their
own business;

(2) To the principles of a socialism
and other principles that our society
has not declared in favor of, and that
we believe to be detrimental to the
best interests of the farmers; and

Whereas, eur local unions not hav-
ing considered the principles, should
have been consulted before this seri-
ous step was taken; and

Whereas, we believe that some of
the members present were unduly in-
fluenced by the visiting delegate of the
Trades and Labor Congress, and

Whereas, we do not believe said de-
legate had any real consideration for
the best interests of the farmefs, but
showed a disposition to force us to
sacrifiee every personal interest to the
advancement of the interests of his
own organization; and

Whereas, we believe the whole pro-
ceeding set the Canadian Society of
Equity before the world in a false
light, we believe it has given the said
society - a serious, if not death blow;
be it therefore

Resolved, that we, the undersigned
delegates, having uséd our utmost en-
deavor to ward off this blow, do now
take this opportunity of expressing
our deep regret that it has been given,
and further, that we declare that we
cannot affiliate a farmer society, from
whieh all the fundamental principles
of its interest have been taken.

The next annual convention will be
held in Calgary during the third week
of July.

The resolution committee, as well as
the convention, endorsed the following
resolution:

Whereas, the Trades and Labor Con-
gress of Canada has extended to the
Canadian Society of Equity the cour-
tesy of sending an able representative,
in the person of R, P. Pettipiece, to
our third annual convention; and
E Whereas, Mr. Pettipiece has shown
a most decided inelination to hold out

to our Society of Equity the
branech of peace; and
Whereas, the Trades Congress rep-
resentative, and the delegates of this
convention assembled, feel that there
are many things of common interest to
the farmers and wage earners; be it
therefore
Resolved. that it is the sense of this
convention that the Canadian Society
oi Equity should cultivate more friend-
ly relations: with the trades and labor
unionists of Canada .and make a eare-
ful study of their common interests,
with a view of united action on said
common grounds.

That all locals in a district sur-
rounding a shipping point combine
with the local at said shipping point,
to raise and arrange telegraphic com-
munications for all grain prices at
terminal points, and same to be post-
ed at local meeting houses; also to
arrange for market prices of products
to be posted in the same way.

T. W. LINES RETURNS.
From Monday’s Bulletin.

The unugnally cold weather that
prevailed in Canada during the past
season was mnot characteristic of this
continent alone. Mr. T. W. Lines,
of the Edmonton Brewing Company,
who has just returned with Mrs.
Lines and family from a l°ngthy stay
in Europe, states that the weather
conditions in Europe had during the
same period been exceptionally dis-
agre~able, and that the crops had
suffered. On September 3rd the
thermometer at Glasgow Tregistered
ten degr’es of frost, and about this
time the potato tops were entirely
killed by frost in many districts.

“Is the conditioin of financial strin-
gency whiech prevails here very ap-
par>nt in England?”

“Yes, it is quite evident. It is
a difficult matter to obtain money in
large quantities there. Those hold-
ing the money can be got at only
through ‘financial. institutions of the
high»st standing. Although money is
tight, Canadian security has not de-
preciated. Tt is good.” .

“What are the general prospects
for emigration to Canada next year?”’

“They are particularly good. Our
immigration headguart:rs in Eng-
iand expect an increased immigration
next year and of a better class.”

BETTER BAGGAGE FACILITIES,

W. G. Annable, Montreal, genesal
baggage agent of the C7 P. R., arriv-
ed in the city this morning on his
annual trip ‘through the West. His
reasous for coming to Egdmonton were
princ¢ipally to arrange for better facili-
ties for the patrons of the C. P. R.,
and with that object in view, a con-
ference was held with Potter & Me-
Dougall, the local express firm.

“It is well known,” said Mr. An-
nable, ‘“‘that the travelling public
have been bothered greatly by the
poor baggage {facilities existing be-
tween Edmonton and Strathicona. Peo-
ple who are leaving the  city send
their baggage over to Strathcona and
wait till the last buss, The resalt is
they all get there together, and a
great deal of trouble and inconveni-
eénce is experienced. We purpose es-
tablishing a system between the two
places by which matters will be as
convenient as if we ran right into
the city. The idea is to have a bag-
gage room -here, and e responsible
for all baggage ¢hecked, so that a per-
fon can go to Strathcona and get on
the train as if there was nothing
else to think about.

“Another move is to institute a de-
livery serwice. In the eastern towns
and cities,’ a man for instance, who
is ‘going from Toronto to Chicago,
may check his baggage from the
hotel in which he is stopping in To-
ronto, to the hotel to which he is
going in Chicago. We look after the
baggage after that, and all the man
does is to present his check. This
system will probably be in operation
in Edmonton in a very short time,
and should help to facilitate matters
in the way of baggage troubles.

“As regards my trip west, T have
very little to say. The last time, I
missed Edmonton, so it is two years
since T was last here. In my estima-
tion the place hag made wonderful
strides, and T 'am sure it will continue
to do so. 'Reldting to the money
stringency I 'have moticed in some
papers that  the depression was not
affecting the Maritime provinces. The
only way I ' can account for that is
that these provinces have mnot been
advancing as rapidly as the West and
therefore they do not come within
the limits of the money market. 1T
think that with the natural resources
of Canada the stringency will' not ex-
ist hére as long as it will in the States,
although we will ieel the depression
there, and the omne thing to help it
through is to retain the confidence of
the general public. -

Roberts has been in the employ of
8. Nankin, jeweller and optician, of
Jasper avenue, since October Ist last.
Previoiis ‘to that time he conducted
a jewelry = store in Lloydminster.
Stray was a friend of Roberts, ‘having
became acquainted with him in the
C. N. R. town.

“For the past two weeks,” says
Mr.: Nankin, “I have been missing
jewelry from the store and I have
noticed also that there have been
shortages in the cash. I had at first
no saspicions of who the thief was.”

Mr. Nankin went to Pawnbroker
Klien, who runs a store across the
street, and made arrangement with a
former clerk, J. Barton, now employ-
ed with Mr. Klien, and who was ac-
quainted with Mr. Nankin’s stock, te
keep a look out for any goods that
might be offered for pawn,

On- Saturday - afternoon the expect-
ed happened and Stray came to: the
pawnbroker’s with a bunch of jewelry,
It consisted of a seventeen jewel
Elgin wateh, worth $20, a solid gold
chain worth $22, and a ring set in
diamonds and pearls worth $45. The
goods were accepted and the matter
reported to Mr. Nankin, who at once
laid informations against Roberts and
Stray.

The warrants were placed in the
hands of Detective Griffith, who lo-
cated the suspects at their homes on
Kinistino and Peace avenues respect-
ively and arrested them early on Suns
day morning.

HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS,

Any even numbered section of Do
minion Lands in Manitoba or the
North-West Provinces, excepting B8
and 26, not reserved, may be home:
steaded by any person tlie sole head
of a family, or male over 18 years oi
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec-
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry
must be made in person by the ap-
plicant at a Dominion Lands Agenc)
or a surb-agency. Entry by proxy majy
however, be made -at an agency on
certain conditions by the father, mo
ther, son, daughter, brother or sister
of an intending homesteaZer.

An application for entry or cancella-
tion made personally at any  Sub-
agent’s office may be wired to the
Agent by the Sub-Agent, at the
expense of the applicant, and if the
land applied for is vacant on receipt
of the “telegram such application is
to have priority and the land will be
beld until the necessary papers to
complete the transaction are receiv-
ed by maii ~ :

Jn ecase of ‘“personation” or fraud
the applicant will forieit all priority
of claim or if entry has been granted
it will be summarily cancelled.

An application for cancellation must
be made in person: The applicant

and only one dpplication for cancella
tion will be received from an indiv:
dual until that application has becn
disposed of.

Where an entry is cancelled subse-
quent to imstitution .for cancellation
proceedings, the applicant for cancel-
lation will be entitled to prior right
of entry.

Application for cancellation must
state in what particulars the homec-
steader is in default.

A homesteader whose entry is not
the subject of cancellation proceedings,
may, subject fo the approval of
Department, relinquish it in favour
of father, mother, son, daughter
brother -r sister, if eligible, but tc
10 - one else, on filing declaration of
ibandonment.

vicinity, such homesteader may per-
form his own residence duties by liv-
ing with the father (or mother).

(4) The term ‘vicinity in the two pre-
ceding paragraphs is defined as mean
ing not more than nine miles in a
direct line, exclusive of the width oi
road allowances crossed in the mea-
surement,

(5) A homesteader intending to per-
form his residenc¢e duties in accord-
ance with the agbove while living with
parents or on farming land owned by
himself must notify the Agent for the
district of such intention.

Before making application for pa-
tent the settler must give six months’
notice in writing to the Commissioner
of Dominion Lands at Ottawa, or his
intention to do so.

SYNOPS!S OF CANADIAN MNORTH-
WEST MINING REGULATIONS.

Coal.—Coa! mining cights may be
teased for a period of twenty-one
yvears at an annual rental of $1 per
scre. Not more than 2,660 acres
<hall be leased to one individual or
sompany. A royalty at the rate of
ive cents per ton shall be collected
on the merchantable coal mined.

Quartz.—A person eighteen years of
age, or over, ~having discovered
waineral in place, may locate a claim
1,500 x 1.500 feet.

The fee for recording a claim is $5.

At least $100 must be expended on
the claim each year or paid to the
qining recorder in lieu thereof. When
$500 has been expended or paid, the
locator may, upon having a survey
arade, and upon complying with other
requirengents, purchase vne land - at
$1 per acre.

The patent provides for the pav-
ment of a royalty of 2 12 per cent. ¢n
the sale.

Placer mining claims generally are
100 feet square; entry fee $5, renew-
able yearly.

An applicant may obtain two leascs
to dredge for gold of five miles each
for a term of twenty years, renewable
ut the d'aeretion of the Minister of
the Interuw.

The lecsie shall have a dredge in
nperatici wshin obe season from the
date of the lease for each five miles
Rental $10 per annum for each mile
of river leased. Royalty at the rate
of 2 12 per cent. collected on the
output after it exceeds -8$10,000.
