States, for it will be known here to­
night, or at the latest, to-morrow 
morning. Few presidential elections, 
it may be said, have been marked by 
such uncertainty, contrasting strange­
ly with the Importance of the times. 
Therein possibly lies the explanation, 
for even the large domestic issues will 
probably yield first place to the ques­
tion of foreign policy In -the minds of 
the voters, and the character and di­
vergent opinions of the nation are 
well reflected in the indefiniteness of 
the candidates’ own attitudes. The 
question being one so close to the na­
tional prestige, the American people 
rather deserve our sympathy in be­
ing given no opportunity to pro­
nounce a clear Judgment upon it.

Wilson’s desire has evidently been 
for peace at any price, though this has 
been Indignantly denied; and In the 
opinion of many Americans the price 
actually paid has been the honour of 
the nation, and too high. The Demo­
crats countenance willingly the slo­
gan “He kept us out of war" and even 
their leader seems to like the sound of 
it. A cynic would enjoy himself 
analysing the meaning of the words 
and the ideas in the minds of those 
that utter them.

An altogether abnormal demand is 

responsible for the rapidly soaring 
cost of coal, according to reports 
gathered by departments of the Gov­
ernment Exportation statistics fur­
nished by the Bureau of Foreign and 
Domestic Commerce show that for the 
nine months of this year ending with 
September the export of bituminous 
coal was more than 2,000,000 tons In 
excess of that for September, 1916, the 
increased export of anthracite for the 
same period being approximately 
706,000 tons. The heavier demand is 
domestic, however, and comes from 
factories working day and night on 
war orders. Many of their contracts 
contain time penalties, so it is neces­
sary to lay in heavy supplies of çoal 
as early as possible to guard against 
failure to make contract deliveries. 
Statistics furnished by the Geological 
Survey show that there is no shortage 
in the supply of coal, and that the, 
railroads are carrying more than ever 
before. But there is a car shortage 
owing to the railroads having been 
unable to purchase needed equipment 
during recent "lean years.” Here in 
New York the price Is doing a "leaps 
and bounds” act, and the supply in the 
hands of dealers Is small. There may 
be chilly days ahead for those who 
did not do their coal buying early.

PARIS, To-day.

SAN FRANCISCO, Cal., To-day.

Explorer, arrived here yesterday 
whence he will take passage on Wed­
nesday for Australia on his way south 
on the Polar expedition to rescue 10 
of his men wrecked in the expedition 
in which Shackleton’s Captain, Wors- 
ley, from New Zealand, was wrecked 
in the Polar ship Endurance. ,

LONDON; To-day.
The morning papers give- great 

prominence to the report that the 
steamer Lan so, sunk by a German 
submarine, was an American ship. 
Lloyds report that the Vessel was no 
longer rot American registry and has 
not been published here. The Lanso 
was hailed in the darkness 25 miles 
off the Portuguese coast by a German 
submarine on Nov. 2nd. The chief 
officer, who is a Chinaman, took the 
crew aboard the submarine, which 
sank the Lanso by a bomb placed in 
the engine room. The members of the 
crew say that while they were aboard 
the submarine a British steamer was 
unsuccessfully attacked.

Herei and There.
WEATHER REPORT.—The weather

WAR SUMMARY.

LONDON, To-day.
After a week or more of doubt con­

cerning the operations in the Dobrud- 
Ja region in Roumania, where the for­
ces of the Teutonic Allies had been 
marching almost unimpeded from the 
Black Sea to the Danube, comes the 
report that the Roumanians have now 
taken the offensive, probably’with aid 
by the Russians, and compelled the 
Teutons to retreat at several points. 
On the Transylvanian front, however, 
the Roumanians in the Juil Valley, 
who for some time have been holding 
the upper hand over the Austro- 
Germans, forcing them to give ground, 
have now been stopped and the Teu­
tons have brought up reinforcements. 
In the Predeal Pass region, after 
heavy fighting, the Roumanians also 
have met with a reverse, being com­
pelled to retreat after long stubborn 
battles all along the battle line. In 
France between the Somme and Ancre 
Rivers the Germans are tenaciously 
disputing attempts by the British and 
French to gain further ground. Berlin 
says in Sunday’s fighting over a front 
of twelve miles the French and British 
suffered heavy losses and won nothing 
except a local gain in St. Pierre- 
Vaast Wood. London admits the Brit­
ish were compelled to give back to the 
Germans the ground the British previ­
ously won at Butte de WarlencourL 
In St Pierre-Vaast Wood, however, 
the French on Monday made further 
advance in the northern part of the 
Wood and captured additional prison- 
eis, 600 of whom were taken in the 
fighting on Sunday and Monday.

DUEL FATAL TO BOTH.
ROME, To-day.

An Austrian submarine and an Ital­
ian destroyer were sunk in a duel on 
the night of Oct 16th, according to an 
official statement. The submarine had 
attacked a transport which escaped.

“Listen !. It is a statesman who 
speaks and not a conceited youngster. 
If we turn a deaf ear or ridicule to 
the offer we shall soon hear that Ger­
many’s bad conscience has made us 
afraid to stand before a judge, that 
Germany’s rapacity dreads that a just 
judgment will pull down the barriers. 
If blindness started the world con­
flagration and mistrust let loose the 
furies, the verdict of a tribunal must 
end the mad outburst.

The guilt can be clearly proved and 
only on the head of any ruling per­
sons and not in the wish or desire of 
the people who were startled one 
morning by the news that danger 
threatened the home, hearth and fam­
ily and who have since then succumb­
ed to the frenzy of war. In that case 
let the Ministers fight out the feud 
as the three Ho rati and Curiatii set­
tled the quarrel between Rome and 
Alga Conga. Let your manhood re­
turn from the bloody field to peace 
and let them deliberate first with the 
old men of their old people «and then 
with the trusted representatives of 
their enemies of yesterday as to how 
the awful woe of nations can be al­
leviated and how the deep wound on 
the breast of mankind can be healed.”

Harden believes that an understand­
ing concerning preparedness for de­
fense and concerning constitutional 
questions would be easily possible af­
ter the horrors already experienced, 
and he also believes that the people 
would soon resume their normal con­
ditions. He says that many people 
are pointing to the Pope as being an 
independent and impartial tribunal, to 
whom Viscount Grey would be willing 
to entrust the office of arbitrator.

GERMAN STEAMER INTERNED IN 
HOLLAND.

THE CAPTAIN’S NARRATIVE.
LONDON, To-Day.

A Daily Chronicle despatch from 
Barry, Wales, says the officers and 
crew of the United States steamer 
Lanso were landed by the Norwegian 
vessel Tromp at Barry on Saturday 
night. The Lanso was bound from 
Manilla to Havre with a cargo of rice. 
Captain Mainland, the commander; 
G. Godinez, chief officer, and William 
Minson, chief engineer, of the Lanso 
were seen by me and told me the story 
of their adventures on the evening of 
October 28. Said Captain Mainland : 
We were passing St. Vincent on the 
Portuguese coast when we encounter­
ed a Germaen submarine. When we 
sighted her she was engaged in sink­
ing a Norwegian vessel. She after­
wards endeavoured to sink an English 
ship but was driven off by the guns 
of the latter. We slackened speed 
and stood by the Norwegian steamer 
in case it should be possible to save 
any of the crew.

The submarine fired 3 warning shots 
across our bow. This we understood 

a signal .that they wanted us to 
stand by and communicate with them. 
The chief officer and 4 of the crew 
rowed over in one of the boats and 
went aboard the submarine. The 
commander of the submarine, who 
spoke excellent English, said he had 
orders to sink all ships of whatever 
Nationality carrying contraband for 
the Allies. He regretted that he was 
compelled to do this/ but he informed 
us his orders were imperative. He 
sent an officer and four sailors from 
the submarine, who ordered us to get 
into the ship’s boats and go aboard 
the submarine. Then he placed a 
bomb in the engine room of my ship. 
A terrible explosion followed after we 
left ship, I didn’t see her sinking. The 
Germans took away every article of 
value belonging to the ship, includi: 
the picture of my wife. They carried 
off the sextant and barometers. The 
submarine cruised about some time 
and finally the Commander put us 
aboard the Norwegian steamer Tromp, 
which brought us to Barry. We saw 
no more of the German vessel after we 
left.1

Harden For a Plan to 
Fix War’s Blame.

Editor of Die Znkunft Approves Vis­
count’s Grey’s Suggestion for Tri­
bunal—Calls People Guiltless—He 
Sees Nations as Friends, with Mu­
tual Agreements on Armaments. 

Berne, Oct. 29.—The whole of the 
snt number of Die Zukunft is oc- 

ipied by an article written by Maxi­
milian Harden, who entitles it “Pre­
liminary Examination” (Yoruntersu- 
chung). The article was obviously 
suggested by Viscount Grey’s recent 
speech and its object seems to be to 
inculcate the idea which Harden has 
already mooted that Germany stands 
to gain rather than to lose by inquir­
ing seriously whether the time has not 
arrived for a change in its war pol­
icy and a modification of its war aims.

Harden describes - Grey as being 
bowed and chastened by sorrow, oc­
casioned by the war, and says the 
soul of this man is in mourning and 
the descent to official language is an 
unpleasant duty for him. Harden says 
he can quite understand that the Brit­
ish Foreign Minister has little to say

in the opinion of the chief of staff, the 
termination of the war was only pos­
sible in the east, to which Field Mar­
shal Von Hindenburg replied:

"People do not know what nonsense 
they talk. One does a great injustice, 
to the army commander by attributing 
to him a programme. He certainly 
has in his head a plan of war, a gen­
eral view of war. But there is no 
prepared program, except that one— 
to gain victory. Where and how that 
shall be done can only be decided each 
moment anew on the basis of events. 
Therefore a decision can be looked 
for as well in the east as in the west.

“It is nonsense if they tell you that 
I intend to shorten my front in the 
west. I never thought of it. 'Why 
should I do it? The front in the west 
stands as firm as a rock, and if our 
enemies, by gigantic use of artillery, 
here and there gains little terrain, 
they shall never break through. In 
order to do this they would sfill have 
to attack for thirty years, provided 
they had enough men.”

“Tell your Austrian friends that there 
is only one efficient means for ending 
the war, a firm will to end the war by 
victory. Every soldier, and all others 
must work together. They must rea­
lize that no way but war leads to 
peace. Munition is not all; grenades, 
but the morale of the troops brings the 
final decision and the morale of the 
German and Austro-Hungarian troops 
is superior to that of all our adversar­
ies. Nevertheless, munitions mean 
very much in this war. At a previous 
visit the Field Marshal told you “the 
main thing is discipline.” That is true. 
Discipline is based on the complete 
education of every individual man.”

Asked whether there whs any 
chance that the war would be cul­
minated by a decisive blow, General 
Von Ludendorf said: “Perhaps. Thé 
trend of events must show this, but 
we prefer to make no statements.”

Exhausting the Masses.
As to whether the masses will be 

exhausted, Field Marshal Von Hinden- 
burg replied: “They are already be­
coming so. The Russian army com­
manders have charged themselves 
with that. There is no doubt that new 
masses will grow up in Russia. But 
that makes no difference. We, too, 
have enough men. Germany has a 
profusion of reserves, and' in Austria- 
Hungary the reserves are by no means 
exhausted. We never were afraid of 
the British numerical strength. We 
know no numerical superiority.”

General Von Ludendorf, taking up 
the situation said:

i “Numerical superiority and danger 
only exist for the weak. Who objects 
against it ought better to object 
against himself. A firm will com­
mands fate. There is.no blind fate.”

The New Russian Armies.
Field Marshal Von Hindenburg then 

continued: “The new Russian ar­
mies are as good or as bad as the for­
mer. The main quality of the Russian 
soldier is blind obedience. He makes 
no progress of a military kind; only 
the Russian artillery has become more 
efficient on account of instruction by 
French and Japanese officers, wht> 
partly command. But our artillery 
remains superior.

“During a certain period the Rus­
sians had more munitions than they 
formerly had. Their munitions sup­
plies have now become diminished 
because of the end of importation by 
way of/ Archangel and Vladivostok.”

Believes Ton Should Love Your Ene­
my and Shoot Straight.

There is probably no more efficient 
officer in all Great Britain than the 
man chosen by wise admiralty heads, 
to combat the German system of es­
pionage and to penetrate at the same 
time the German espionage armor. 
He is Captain William R. Hall, at the 
outbreak of the war commander of the 
cruiser Queen Mary, destroyed in the 
fight off Jutland, and one of the Brit­
ish commanders actually to sink a 
German man-o’-war. This he did in 
tiie first Heligoland battle.

Hall is a new fighter of the finest 
type, a sailor with the salt of the seven 
seas in his veins and hatred for no 
man in his heart. They made him 
chief of the Intelligence Division of 
the navy, because he knew men as 
well as ships, and the rest of the 
world as well as Britain. I have 
known his encouraging smile to batter 
down spy disguises, where the usual 
third degree methods would be futile. 
It takes a strong man to talk an hour 
with Hall and not reveal himself.

I never think of Hall as a secret 
service director without recalling an 
incident that occurred on the bridge of 
the good ship Queen Mary as she raced 
in to the death after scoring a fatal hit 
on à German cruiser in that first tussle 
in Heligoland Bight

Hall is a religious man. Also, like 
the ablest sea fighters everywhere, he 
could face death himself with a hun­
dredfold less feeling than would reach 
the heart at the sight of an enemy 
bound to the regions of Davy Jones.

Hall first found the German with a 
shell at seven or eight miles. A broad­
side from the Queen Mary tilted the 
enemy, and Hall rushed in at full 
speed. Through his glasses he could 
see the German turning up on end and 
her men crowding aft to stay out of 
the water as long as possible.

"I'm a bit religious, you know,” Hall 
said to me, “and I didn’t Hke to see 
the poor beggars going down just that 
way. I naturally took off my cap 
and said a little prayer for them. I 
hadn’t got very far with what I had 
to say, though, when I sort of felt 
that ail was not well, and I cast my 
off eye seaward.

France Has Saved
Europe Again.

New York Tribune:—Those who 
were in France during the long and 
terrible agony of Verdun will best ap­
preciate what the new success will 
mean to every Frenchman from the 
Meuse to the Pyrenees. The second 
of the labors of Hercules has been 
performed: the flood of barbarism 
and destruction has a second time' 
been thrown back from the heart of 
France; the human dike has once 
more held against the Huns; there 
will not be a second outbreak of rape, 
murder and arson by German soldiers 
and officers in the French villages and 
towns of Lorraine. Half a million 
German casualties, a quarter of a 
million French casualties—this is the 
measure of the cost of Verdun, but at 
a terrible price France has saved Eu­
rope again, saved herself, and at a 
colossal sacrifice the Germans have 
won nothing. The decision of the 
Marne has been confirmed at Ver­
dun, the day of deliverance may still 
be long in coming, but the peril of 
conquest has for France been ad­
journed without date.

FOB TESTING the STRENGTH of 
FLOORS and WALLS.

A building inspector of ' Seattle, 
Wash., is the inventor of a device for 
testing floors, walls and columns to 
determine their safety and carrying 
strength. The “extensometer,’’ as he 
calls it, is said to be so sensitive that 
it measures the ten-thousandth part 
of an inch. When a floor slab is 
loaded the under surface stretches 
and becomes longer while the upper 
surface becomes shorter by compres­
sion. By measuring the amount of 
change and taking into consideration 
the kind and quality of the material 
and the load, it is possible to figure 
out the safe carrying capacity of the 
building. The new device is par- 
ticulary adapted for use on concrete 
structures, because in them the weak 
places are not otherwise easily dis­
cernible.—Scientific American.

Dr. Prince’s Race With 
Death Across the
Atlantic Ended.

_____ ?
Uncle of Famous American Aviator 

Who Gave His Life for Allies Was 
Aided by British Government With 
Fast Destroyer.
Wenham, Oct. 30.—When the doors 

of Princemere were opened to him 
last night, Dr. Morton Prince’s 4,000- 
mlle race With death, through Eng­
land and across the Atlantic, was end­
ed. In Fratice he left the body of his 
nephew, Norman Prince, the American 
aviator who was killed in the service 
of the Allies, and in the course of .his 
long journey he was haunted by the 
fear that his brother, Frederick H, 
Prince, thé father pf Norman, who 
has been- - seriously ill wtih typhoid 
fever, would not live until his arrival.

Upon arriving in New York yester­
day, on the steamship Philadelphia, 
from Liverpool, Dr. Prince learned 
that the condition of his brother was 
such that he now might be regarded 
as out of danger.

Dr. Prince was in England at the 
time that his nephew, Norman, re­
ceived the injuries which resulted in 
his death a few hours later. Norman 
was still alive, however, when. Dr. 
Prince started for his bedside in 
France. When his purpose became 
known to the British government it 
at once placed a fast torpedo boat de­
stroyer at bis service, and on this he 
crossed the channel.

In this race, however, death was the 
victor. Dr. Prince failed to reach his 
nephew before he died. He was mak­
ing preparatioiis for the removal of 
the body to this country when he re­
ceived news of the serious illness of 
hiis brother. The body of Norman was 
left in a vault at Luxail, and Dr. 
Prince’s long, anxious journey to 
Liverpool, and thence across the At­
lantic was begùn.

Wilson’s Opportunity.
