Sowing and Reaping.

(Christian Science Monitor.)

The Irish question seems to be ap­
proaching what Lord Rosebery might 
perhaps term its last phase. The 
shooting of the police at Knocklong 
station may seem to indicate the ex­
act contrary, but it must be remem­
bered that Knocklong is in Ireland, 
and not In England or the United 
States. How, precisely, a settlement 
will be reached, only a schoolmaster, 
him peradventure of Auburn, would 
dare to predict, and then only in his 
most ex-cathedra mood. But if a less 
enlightened being were to hazard an 
opinion, it would4 probably be that 
Sir Horace Plunkett’s suggestion of 
Dominion Home Rule might afford at 
least a jumping off ground. The diffi- 
culty, of course, is that Ireland Is no 
more Canada than Dublin Is Mel­
bourne. There is a vast difference, 
that is to say, between the Irish Chan­
nel and the Atlantic. An Invasion of 
Australia or Canada, by a power at 
war with the United Kingdom, for the 
purpose of getting a strangle hold on 
the Commonwealth, Is not worthy of 
serious consideration, whereas an 
occupation of Ireland, on the lines at­
tempted by Roger Casement, was prov­
ed to be a political and strategic pos­
sibility during the Great War.

If there had been no 
Craigs or Saundersons, Sir Edward 
might never have been, just as Mr. 
de Valera is the lineal descendant of 
the O’Connells and Parnells. As a 
matter of fact, however, all these men 
were effects, not causes : the effects 
of systems summed up on the one 
side by the Irish plantations, and on 
the other by the sense of national In­
jury. The one produced “the Castle,” 
the other the secret society; the one 
found expression in “the Orangemen," 
the other te "the White-boys.”

Well 
the good ship Active was more for­
tunate upon that occasion than she 
was some time later, on a voyage 
from Poole to Catalina. Upon this oc­
casion she had a fairly good run out, 
and arrived at the Pigeon Rock, right 
to her destination, Catalina, when a 
terrible gale arose and she was driv­
en off. and had to run for it, and the 
next place she found herself was back 
to Poole. Upon another occasion one 
of Brookings’ vessels (Capt. Down­
ing) on a passage from Poole to 
Greenspond, which took 110 days to 
accomplish, made the Puffin Island, a 
few miles from her destination when 
a gale sprung up and she was driven 
off, brought up in Poole and did not 
arrive in Newfoundland till the 
Spring. In the sixties the splendid 
barque Fleetwing, Capt Richard 
Kearney, was almost to the Bar at 
Harbour Grace, when a sudden gale 
sprung up and she was driven off, 
and did not get back until nine days 
afterwards. I could mention numer­

the merchant asked if he required 
anything? "Yes,” answered Captain 
Hanrahan, "I want twenty dollars.”
"Twenty dollars, Captain," said the 
merchant, “what do you want that 
small amount for, you had better take 
more.” "No,” said he, “I want twenty 
dollars to get a new pair of hands for 
Bill Sandies, for, by Jupiter, no hu­
man flesh could stand what he stood 
since we came on this coast in De­
cember." It is needless to say that 
the famous old mariner’s request was 
acceded to, and as much more as he 
required. This was the same Capt.
Hanrahan, who in 1872 brought in the 
largest trip of seals ever landed from 
a sailing vessel, a few short of 11,000, 
the crew sharing £52, 7s. 6d. each.
And this occurred also in the same 
vessel the Glengarry. The next Spring 
Capt. James L. Keefe went master of 
the Glengarry, and he arrived with a 
few short of 10,000.

Libelling Newfoundland.
There was never a country so 

misrepresented to the outside world 
as Newfoundland. From time im­
memorial this state of affairs has 
been kept up. At the very time Mr.
Kelson has written about, a parlia­
mentary committee was appointed, 
and a certain merchant was called 
upon to give evidence as to the pos­
sibility of cultivation of our soil, and 
during his examination he stated :
“The island is composed of rock of 
granite and slate, with a very small 
surface of soil; in many places none 
at all, and in very few above two or 
three inches. The only place where 
there is any quantity of soil sufficient 
for cultivation are the bogs; but these 
cannot be drained. There is no lime­
stone in the Island, and no source of 
manure except a little seaweed or 
the refuse of the fish. I beg, there­
fore, to suggest how much more eligi­
ble It would be for the Government to 
carry the inhabitants (at this time 
(70,000 in number) to New Brims- 
wick or Upper Canada. Sir John 
Harvey, the Governor, was not of that 
opinion, because His Excellency 
stated that,—“Here I will not deny 
myself the satisfaction of recording 
this public declaration of my convic­
tion, derived from such observation 
and information as a residence in the 
Island of upwards of a year has en­
abled me to acquire; that both as re­
spects climate and agricultural capa­
bilities Newfoundland, in many re­
spects, need not shrink from a com­
parison with the most favoured pro­
vinces of British America. Its 
summers, though short, enjoy an ex-

fishery, and if the climate was dif­
ferent from what it is, we would not 
be the greatest fishing country in the 
world. Let us hope that those who 
have in the years past done so much 
to misrepresent Newfoundland, her 
resources, her people and her climate 
are now more comfortably situated in 
a region with a temperature more in 
conformity with their earthly ideals, 
where icicles never shâpe themselves 
and snowstorms are unknown. But I 
must get on with Mr. Kelson’s let­
ters, and must (owing to unforseen 
circumstances) go back to 1811. I 
shall have more to say about the de­
tainers of our country in future is­
sues.

Three Years Earlier.
Trinity, April 16, 1811. 

Mr. Robert Slade.
Sir,—I have been for some time past- 

anxiously looking for an opportunity 
of writing you via St. John’s, but 
could not get one until this date, 
which is so much later than my first 
letter last year, however I embrace 
it now with pleasure, as I have not to 
inform you of any disagreeable inci­
dent having befallen qs during the 
winter. The weather for the most 
part was severe and tempestuous 
with a large quantity of snow and 
but little done in the sealfishery. The 
severest frost we had was in March 
and on the 20th the Cosmopolite be­
ing ready, we began to saw her out 
of the ice, which was 2 feet thick for 
a distance of nearly half a mile, but 
the winds did not answer until 27th 
when she sailed (with a good crew, 
13 in number) in company with two 
of Mr. Garland’s schooners and Sleat 
and Read’s two, being the first craft 
out of this place. The wèather still 
continued severe and immediately 
after they sailed the harbor was froz­
en over again, so as to be passable on 
foot. Four hands—part of our wood 
crew—returned the 30th March upon 
the ice and by land, by whom I find 
James Dwyer has nearly completed 
(with stuff for the room, firewood, 
etc.) what I directed him to cut for 
a new schooner, and I hope the Al­
pha and Falcon will soon be here to 
help us to bring it down. .On the 1st 
of April the drift ice appeared in 
the bay and I sent out a crew in our 
own skiff (built this winter) to see it 
any seals on it, and they returned 
with 1 enly. Next day I sent her 
again and she returned with 12 young 
ones, not being so fortunate as Wm. 
Sweet’s (Planter) skiff, which brought 
in 100. On* the 3rd, as there seemed 
to be a favourable prospect, I sent out 
2 skiffs and a punt with all the hands 
I could muster and they killed 160 
young seals, but the skiffs got jam­
med up in English Harbor and could 
not return. The hands belonging to 
them went next day from thence by 
land to Green Bay to go off upon the 
ice and hauled 52 upon the rocks, 
from which time until the 7th they

had no success, but the ice slacking 
off a little that day they returned 
here. On the 6th I was off on the ice 
myself with the punts’ crew and every 
man belonging to the Room (except­
ing two who were sick and the skiff’s 
crew at Green Bay) we hauled in but 
14, the weather coming on foggy 2 of 
our hands missed their way and with 
much difficulty by firing signal guns, 
.etc., wo got them safe on shore in the 
course of the night. Mr. Garland lost 
one man the same day who was 
drowned by breaking through the ice. 
Oh the next day the wind being east­
erly, and part of the Bay and har­
bor being jammed up, the skiffs could 
not get out Mr. Garland’s people, 
Sleat & Read’s as well as ours and 
the Planters, went to Green Island 
Cove, but all returned (without ven­
turing off on the ice thinking it too 
great a risk) except ours, who per­
severed and hauled 105 young seals up 
on the rocks off Mr. Adams’ and the 
Devil's Rocks, which were the only 
seals taken by Trinity people this 
day. The next day being the 9th 
(every person hearing of our suc­
cess the day before) notwithstanding 
its blowing a heavy gale of wind with 
rain and the ice bad, nearly all hands 
belonging to the harbour ventured 
out, but the seals were not plenty 
and our people killed but 65, which 
was as well as any of my neighbors. 
The wind shifting in the evening many 
persons were well nigh being driven 
off, however no lives were lost and 
all our hands, except one, retdrned 
without any accident, which one in 
endeavouring to get on shore,’ got 
down between the pans of Ice in the 
-surf which was increasing very fast 
in the landwash and being sinking 
and being sinking and all but drown­
ed, was saved by another at the risk 
of his own life, who stuck a gaff 
through his arm and hauled him up. 
He is still unable to walk and will be 
so I fear for some time.

Sea Washed Away Seals.
>om the time the ice was clear 

from Trinity, being driven up the bay 
(except what remained in the har­
bor) by a heavy gale of wind which 
continued for 4 days, viz., till the 
13th, preventing every person from 
being able to secure their seals. This 
gale causid such high seas that our. 
pelts, which were hauled up even on 
the grass in places which permitted 
so doing, were washed away and of 
course those which were lodged in 
the cliffs an I on the rocks shared 
the same fate. The oldest man living 
never before knew the sea to wash 
over places which it did during this 
tremendous gale. The damage done 
in the harbour was considerable; 4 
stages were entirely carried away and 
many much injured, particularly ours, 
% of which, notwithstanding our ut­
most endeavours to < keep it up, was 
knocked down by the ice, and the oil 
store and the pitch store had a very 
narrow escape. We were obliged to 
get ■ erything out of these stores and 
only preserved them from falling by 
keeping all hands completely employ­
ed for 3 days and 3 nights, putting up 
new shores as fast as they were 
broken, fending off the ice, mooring 
large pans with ropes and grapnels, 
etc. The wind being northerly at 
first carried part of the ice out of the 
harbor, but soon veering N. E. it 
drove the remainder into that part 
which lies between the late Street’s 
Room and ours, so that we were rath­
er more disadvantagcously situated 
than our neighbours during this long 
gale. The surf of itself would have 
been nothing, had it not been for the 
heavy drift ice, against which it was 
almost impossible for anything to 
stand. It was well we had the new 
wh, rves, otherwise all the range of 
stores would have been in the great­
est danger, particularly the salt store 
wit': its valuable content: of salt.

Almost Obtained It.
In one of your last Fail’s letters 

you wished me a pleasant winter and 
plenty of seals. About the 6th of April 
the prospect was very flattering in­
deed, and I entertained the most 
sanguine hopes of obtaining your 
wish and instead of catching plenty 
even many of those we had caught 
were taken away as I have stated, 
but it was a general thing and upon 
the whole we came off better than 
some of our neighbors. We hauled 
222 and got in the skiffs and punts 
189 making in all 411 up to this date, 
out of which were washed away by 
the sea 89 which reduces the num­
ber to 322, more than the schooner 
killed last year. From the best 
formation I can get I calculate as 
under, the catch of young seals from 
April 1st till this date by ice, skiffs, 
punts and hauled on shore. The 
catch of winter seals was but trifling:

John’s, having been blown off last 
Fall on her passage from Greenspond 
to this place. By her I received a let­
ter from H. E. G. & R. (which is the 
only news we have yet had from any 
quarter) informing me that their last 
arrival from Europe was the Caesar,
Pike, from Lisbon in January, at the

Further development* are 
fairly certain and It will not be 41- 
flcult to revive a Pacific squadron, 
possibly with headquarters at Her-
bertshire in New Britain, one of the 
Pacific Islands formerly owned by 
Germany, but now under the admin­
istration of Australia.”

Flying Boats for
Trans-sea Service.

Preparation» for the construction of 
a flying boat capable of crossing the 
Atlantic In 24 hours with a freight or 
passenger load up to two tons were 
announced last week by Glenn H. 
Curtiss, who has just returned from 
the south, in a etatdtnent lsuued by 
the Manufacturera’ Aircraft associa­
tion.

“The N C boats can fly over the At­
lantic,” said Mr. Curtiss.” They can 
fly over not only once, but many 
times, and as a result of these flights 
Astorlcan manufacturers look forward 
to developing a commercial service 
between the Unitd States and Europe.

“The difference between the Ameri­
can entry in the flight and tbe ships 
entered by European or Canadian in­
terests lies in the tact that the NC 
(Navy Curtiss) boat has not been 
specially constructed. With the ex­
ception of the Increased power and 
certain alterations In interior con­
struction of the hulls, the ships are 
the same as when designed for 
submarine chasing. Yet they have 
demonstrated a big factor of safety, 
they can carry an enormous useful 
load and they can land safely in a 
heavy sea.

“At the time the armistice Inter­
rupted our war activltiee, we had 
completed the design for an advanc­
ed type of flying boat which, although 
no larger than the N C series, would 
be capable of accommodating a 
much greater useful load and carry­
ing It safely across the sea. Our plans, 
which were held up during the brief 
reconstruction period, are now 
being worked ont."

Scrolls Returned to 
Jerusalem in Triumph

Jerusalem—One of the interesting 
ceremonies following the British oc­
cupation was the restoration of the 
parchment scrolls of the law to the 
synagogues in Tel Aviv and Jaffa.

These scrolls of the Law of Moses, 
which are all written by hand and are 
preserved In magnificently ornament­
ed cases, some of them in solid silver, 
are the most sacred possessions of 
every Jewish community. So when 
Djemal Pasha, in hie hostility to the 
Zionists, carried out the tyrannical 
evacuations of the bulk of the Jewish 
population of Jaffa in April, 1917, the 
Jews carried their scrolls into exile, 
lest they should fall into the hands of 
the Turks.

These scrolls had been carefully 
guarded by the Jews at Petach Tik- 
vah (Mulebbls), and werê brought 
hack In solemn procession to Jaffa. 
A triumphal arch was erected at the 
northern confines of Tel Aviv, every 
house wee decorated with flowers md 
bunting, and the whole of the Jewish 
population turned out en fete to meet 
the return of their treasured posses­
sions. Jews came not merely from 
Jaffa, but also from Richon-le-Zion, 
and the other neighboring colonies.

The Haham Bash! (chief rabbi) of 
Jaffa mounted a dais near the trium­
phal arch and delivered an eloquent 
Hebrew address in which he recount­
ed the raid and invoked blessing up­
on the British Government and the 
British army, and expressed the hope 
that success would crown the efforts 
of the Zionist Commissioners. The 
Jews desired to regenerate and build 
up Palestine, not merely for their 
own benefit but for that of all its in­
habitants, whose friendship and help 
he Invited. The re-establishment of 
the Jewish people in their ancient 
home, he said, would be for the good 
of all humanity.

Then the shofar or ram’s horn was 
blown and the scrolls were carried 
under canopies by the chief rabbi and 
others to the synagogues to which 
they belonged.

In the afternoon the town of Tel 
Aviv remained en fete. There were 
processions of school children crown­
ed and decorated with flowers, the 
Yemenites carrying small lambs and 
goats on their shoulders and hearing 
palms In their hands. Children sold 
flowers and confetti in the streets, 
the proceeds of which go to a fund 
started recently by the Zionist teach­
ers tor translating and publishing in 
Hebrew English books and literature. 
In the evening the Maccabees gave 
an athletic demonstration in the pub­
lic gardens, and the proceedings 
closed at sunset with the singing of 
“God Save the King” and the Zion­
ist National Anthem, "Hatikvah,” the 
Song of Hope.—The Masonic Sun.

Educational Committee with the con­
currence of the Newfoundland Gov­
ernment has been completely success­
ful, providing as it did an excellent 
opportunity tor comparison of the 
different methods of the catching and 
disposal of fish as adopted In the 
United Kingdom and In Newfound­
land.

All ships from ports In the United 
Kingdom fish by means of trawl nets, 
drift-nets and, in a few cases, with 
long lines. The drift-nets are used 
for the herring-catch exclusively, 
whereas the trawl net deals with all 
kinds of fish. Newfoundland fisher-1 
men on the other hand, gather the 
harvest of the sea by fixed nets. The 
cod is caught by long lines used 
chiefly on the Grand Banks and by 
hand lines and cod traps for coast- 
fishery.

The party of Newfoundland soldier- 
fishermen arrived at Lowestoft on 
the evening of April 28th and were 
met by Lt. Col. E. P. S. Ruppell, of 
the Board of Fisheries who arranged 
for their accomodation overnight The 
following morning the party proceed­
ed to the docks where they were re­
ceived by Colonel Ruppell, Lt Atkin­
son and Mr. Halfyard of the Board of 
Fisheries^ and members of the Lowes­
toft Fishing Vessel Owners Associa­
tion. The trawl and herring markets, 
Gonrock Rope Works, Fishing-curing 
factories and net-braiding works were 
all visited. The afternoon was spent 
at Yarmouth where an instructive 
and interesting account of the herring 
industry was explained In detail by 
Messrs. Suffllng and Baodry.

On the following morning the party 
were at Grimsby. Lt. J. Sutton, Sec­
retary to «the Grimsby Fishing Vessel 
Owners Exchange Co., conducted the 
men through an extensive program.

A STARTLING THEORY.

general on the S. W. Coast fish 
are more and more plentiful. He 
gives plausible reasons for his theory 
which seem convincing.

Another startling theory of Mr. 
Chafe’s Is that splitting fish on the 
ground and coming in from the 
ground is about the best thing that 
could happen to make fish plentiful 
and keep it on the fishing grounds. 
This Is quite contrary to what most 
people have been believipg, but after 
Mr. Chafe has submitted his facts and 
related his experience of forty years 
at Rose Blanche, one cannot well gain­
say his arguments.

We should like to hear from any of 
our readers (fishermen) what they 
think of these theories of Mr. Chafe's.

Honor the Nurses.
(From the Boston Herald.)

No nobler work than that of the 
nurses was done ln the great war. 
The nations whom they honored 
with their services cannot honor 
them too highly, and the sick and 
wounded whom they helped will 
never find words too warm for grati­
tude. It Is a pleasing coincidence 
that in America and England public 
tribute has been paid on the same 
day to women who were leaders 
among the soldiers of mercy and 

I gave their lives in the service, one 
! in France, the other in Belgium. It 
was the nurses of Greater Boston 
who organized the memorial cele­
bration ln honor of Miss Jane A. De­
lano, but the pubUc needed no Invi­
tation to take the opportunity to 
Join them. As director of the de­
partment of nursing of the Ameri­
can Red Cross, Miss Delano worked 
for years with rare Interest and in­
fluence to many countries, where 
her good work for nurses and nurs­
ing were gratefully acknowledged. 
She had hospitals ready for duty ln 
the war overseas before our army 
was ready, and when the war was 
ended she passed away at a French 
port in one of the hospitals which 
she herself tad organized. Having 
assembled and directed the nursing 
forces of the nation in the great 
struggle, she certainly deserved the 
national honor bestowed on her in 
the shape of the distinguished ser­
vice cross. In the war against war 
the bestowal of a military decoration 
on a nurse is not unfitting. Rather 
ir may be thought peculiarly appro­
priate. And the martial pomp 
which marked the funeral services 
for Miss Edith Cavell in London and 
Norwich was intended as the proud 
expression of love and solemn mani­
festation of mourning by the army 
and the nation. Edith Cavell, gen­
tle and kind, loyal and brave, en­
deared herself to the Belgians dur­
ing her eight years as directress of 
the school for nurses in Brussels. ■ 
When the Germans occupied the city 
they made her loyalty her crime. She
