TOWN EMPLOYEE SMASHED UP BY
PULLEY BELT.

‘While attempting to put.a small belt
on a pulley on the stone crusher at
Vooght’s westérn wharf, Philip Hen-
nebury, a town employee, was instant-
1y killed about 10 o’clock this morning.

A blow on the head from the revolv- |
ing fly wheel was the immediate cause
of death.
