Electoral Reforms

From the latest English peri-
odical which contains the results
of the recent British Elections,
we publish’ below two articles
‘which deal with the urgent need
of a reform in the system of
voting.

In this country too the prob-
lem will soon have to be tackled
seriously, not so much because of

the three-cornered contest diffi-

culties, as because of the fact
that many of the districts are
under represented, while others

have a greater number of re-|

presentatives than they are en-
titled to.

AN IMPORTANT LESSON OF THE
“UNWANTED” ELECTION,

At least one good thing may come
out of the unwanted election and out
of the confusion of political parties
that has resulted from it.

This is the conviction that our sys-
tem of voting is in urgent need of re-
form.

What is the object of our supposed
“democratic” system of Government?

It is to secure fhat “Parliament
should fairly . represent the whole
body of the nation so that the opinion
of the House of Commons may coin-
cide with that of the people.

This aim may have been partly
realized in days when two parties
presented themselves for a limited
ruffrage. It is ludicrously missed un-
der the three-party svstem to which
we are now condemned.

Under this system it may happen—
it has happened—that a minority of
voters may elect 2 majority of. the
House of Commons; since in many
constituencies the majority vote is
¢plit and the minority candidate slips
in.

Thus in no fewer than sixty- mne
constjtuencies, Labour M.P.’s have
heen elected with'fewer votes than
those' given to Conservatives and
Liberals combined.

Similarly, in the Coalition Parlia-
ment a huge artificial majority * was
built up by means of three-cornered
contests, in which Liberal and Labour
candidates kept each other out and
let a Coalitionist in.

We quote these two instances in or-
der to show that a more scientific
svatem would be fairer to all parties.
The present muddle occasionally fav-
ours one, occasionally another.

What we want is not to devise a
rystem that shall work against any
hody of opinion widely supported in
the cowntry. but to secure that all op-
jnions should be represented; or, at
Teast, that a nationally unrépresenta-
tive view should not receive undue
reoresentation at Westminster.

The reform is long overdue.

It has been discussed ever since
1917, when the Speaker’s Committee
devised a mnew grouping’ of con-
stituencies, with a view to Proportion-
al Reoresentation. which has been
worked in.Ireland for the election of
the first Free State Parliament, and
also. last year, for the election of ’d
ucation authorities in Scotland. :

Rut “P.R.” is not the only remedy.

There are the simvler devices of
Second Ballot and alternative vote.
The first would provide for a second
alection, in cases where no one of
three or more candidates had receiv-
a»d an absolute majority. the 'candi-

date at the bottom of the vpoll being

eHminated. The alternative vote
would enable electors to record a
“second-best” vote for their next fay-
ourite.

All three. systems have been pretty
thoronghly worked out. It- remains

In such ¢ircumstances parliamen-
tary government either becomes a pro-
cession ‘of transient and embarrassed
Premiers, angling for the support of
one section after another, or the more
or less veiled autocracy ot some ‘com-
manding figure,

The way to counteract this tendency
is by proportional representation, or
the second ballot, or some other de-
vice, which insures that no candidate
shall be chosen unless he has re.
| ceived a clear majority of the votes
| polled.

The strongest Government in Eur-
ope at the moment is that of M, Poin-
care in France, where the single-
nfember constituency, with election by
a bare majority, has been abandoned.
There are more parties and groups in
France than there are with us; but
the French system allows a Ministry
to come into office, with a powerful
body of adherents, who do really re-
present the national feeling on great
issues of policy, though they may
differ among themselves on minor
questions.

‘We shall have to adopt a better
electoral machinery if we are to es-
cape from parliamentary -confusion,
ending perhaps in complete con-
stitutional collapse, and violent
remedies.—Daily Mirror.
