In 
attempting to gain immense speed we 
have encumbered the holds of our fast 
cruisers with such an enormous mass 
of; machinery that there is scarcely 
room to sto,w six weeks* provisions and 
only aboùt one-quarter pf the ammu­
nition which they should carry for the 
batteries they possess. In other words 
we have flâiled in our purpose, if we 
h*d afi efficient wir vessel in view 
when they were built, and instead of 
advancing we have taken a long step 
backward. If this be true, why shall 
we Qoi sequin to thé old principle çf 
steam ap an auxiliary,and, depend upon 
sails as the main motive power, using 
steam billy when goirigrinto action or 
when ip chase ? By so doing we might 
build useful vessels, of the Brooklyn, 
and Hartford class, which can Steam, 
sail atid fight, stow their provisions, 
water, coal and ordnance stores, be­
sides carrying a heavy battéry and ac­
commodating a strong crew. Steam 
is invaluable as an auxiliary, as every 
seaman knows ; but it must hold sec­
ond rank to other valuable elements 
in navigation, which we have already 
suggested.
