The Committee on Education to whom
were referred the rej rts of the various
Grammar Schools of ‘the County, beg
leave to report' that they have carefully
examined them, and have every reason
to believe  that these lustitutions are
doing a good work, and are in as efficient
and prosperous condition ag, can ressona-
bly be expected urder the present law.

Your committee feeling convinced that
the present course of studies laid out and
pursued in our grammar schools does
not meet the wants or wishes of the age
or country, have much pleasure in ex
pressing their unqualified approval of
the changes contemplated in the new
grammar school act — changes which
when adopted, must, your committee are
sure, make our grammar schools most
important auxiliaries of education, ns
well as indispensably necessary to all
classes of the comwunity, affording, as
they will, to the child of the poorest
man, as well as of the wealthiest, an op~
portunity of getting & thorough educa-
tion, not only in claesics, but in the com-
mercial and other higher English
branches—a thing which at present, in
a degree, seems impossible in our gram-
mar schoole at least, without ' taking
classics as a part of the course, which is
not always convenient or perhaps desira-
ble. We find the following to be the at-
tendance at the differant grammar
echools :

Orangevile Grammar Schol : Orange-
ville, 16 boys, 11 girls ; from Guelph, 1 ;
from other couunties, but boarding in
Orangeville, 5 ; from Counties of Simcoe
and Peel, 4. Total, 206 boys, 11 girls.

Fergus Grammar School : From Fer-
gue, 12 boye, 6 girls ; from Nichol, 8
boys, 1 girl; other countics, 1 boy.
Total, 16 boys, 7 girls. ;

Elorn Grammar School : Elora, 9 boys,
14 girls ; Pilkington, 8 boys, 3 gi
Nichol, 2 boys. 3 girls ; Woolwich
Total, 15 boys, 20 girls.

Guelph Grammar School : Guelph
town, 59 boys, 3 girld ; Guelph township,
6 boys, 1 girls ; Puslinch, 3 boye, 1 girl ;

The Blora Expressis splenetic be-
cause the first section of the W, G. &
B. Railway was not begun long beforc
now, It does happily find a little so-
latium in the fact that active opera-
tions were commenced last week, and
we may with reason presume, that if
there were a fair prospect of the road
being constructed as far as projected,
or if there were no grounds for appre-
hending that Fergus may be for a con-
siderable time the terminus, our con-
temporary would actually become jub-
lent and frisky. The Express has a
good deal to say about * Hamiltonian
selfishness,” which it blames for the
delay. Let it be undestood that *‘Self-
ishness " is a theme on which the Hd-
itor of that paper delights to expati-
ate, and yet one would have thought
that there was subtlety enough in his
logic to enable him to prove that few,
ifany, of the actions of mankind spring
from anyother motive. Let him take
any of what are called the “‘nobler
emotions ”’ even, and if he narrow it
down he will find that its. mainspring
is a desire to promote the personal
happiness of tgc actor, and such a
wish is no less selfishness than a de-
sire for personal aggrandisement. One
man seeks comfort in one way and an
other lin another. But it will cost
him far less trouble to discover that
he is laying to the charge of others
what he is guilty of himself,  We do
not accuse him of wrong doing in de-
ploring a state of things that he con-
siders will be inimical to the interests
of the community of which he forms |
no unimportant member, but we want
to show him the light in which his po-
sition will be viewed by a disinterest-
ed party, and to remind him that cir-
cumstances have so altered cases that {
we consider him as liable to our stric- |
tures on this railway question now as
he once considered Guelph was liable
to hie, Nor were they spared. What
were we not accuged of because we de-
clined to aid the project ? Why, first
of all, of course,we were charged with

Bill passed at the last session of Pa-lis
ment of Ontario, and of his course gene-
rally as our répresentative, express our
approval of the samé,and pledge bim ovr
support at the coming election.
