The following resolution was also ear- |
ried :—**That in the opinion of this Con- |
vention townships should be compelled |
to assees all real and personal property |
liable to assessment in said townships at |
the full value thereof, with a view of as- |
similating the system of asgessment car-
ried out in towns and cities; and the ad- |
justment of expenses should be born in
common by cities and towns upited to
counties for municipal purposes.”

A motion moved at a previous stage of |
the proceedings, relative to placing the |
assessment in the hands of a Commis.- |
sioner or board of Assessors, was then
put and carried.

It was agreed that insurance, vXpress
and telegraph companies be liable to be
assessed on their revenues, notwith.
standing the non-residence or domicile in
the municipality of their head offices and
Direction.

A resolution was passed providing that
every deed transferring land befcre its
registration be first presented and noted
at the Municipal Assessment Office, and
that the Registrar of Deeds shall not
register the same unless it hears a oerti-
ficate from the \ssesement Office of such
presentaticn and noting ; and further that
parties be required to file at the Assess-
ment Cffice such an outline of improve-
ments, in the way of buildings or other-
wise, a8 would be a guide to the assessors
in dealing with the same. To apply to
cities only:”’

A Committee was appointed to prepare
a report of the proceedings of the Con-
vention, and send copies of the report
to the municipalities represented and to
the Government.

The Convention then dissolved.
