intelligent people are to draw general con-

corrupt lot and are not to be trusted.” And
we find that this is how they are described
by the editors of some respectable news-
papers. "They do. not know, as we in
Canmada do, that there is bat gsmall knot
of trading peliticians in the Dominion; and
that their acts and their methods are
detested by thegreat mass of the people.
We are proud to know that the vast
msjority of Canadian electors would scorn
to take a bribe, and* that they would not
thiuk of voting for a candidate whom they
knew to be corrupt.

How then, it may be asked, do corrupt
men get into Parliament and remain there
for a long series of years? Itis not diffi-
cult for a Canadian te understand how con-
stituencies, which are honest and composed
of electors who are individually incor-
ruptible, sometimes elect men as their
representatives who are dishonest and cor-
rupt. In the first pldce the trading politi-
cian does not go about with the word
‘“rogue” or  **boedler” or *thief”
branded on his forehead, or even stamped
on the back of ‘his coat. He is often a most
respectable citizen, who perfonnl all his
duties, social and domestic, in an exemphry
manner, and he sometimes makes loud pro-
fessions of religion, dnd is regarded asa
pillar of the clmrck to which he
owddiatan sy L f gty o
Le is not all that he ought to be, he indig-
nantly denies the accusation and appeals to
his friends and neighbors, if it is likely that
he could be guilty of any corrupt act.
The honest electors, knowing thatjpoliticians
are not at all particular with respect to
what they say of ?ch other, and not having
the most remote idea :of what is going on
behind the ecenes at the seat of Govern-
meht, look upon the charge or the insinua-
tion of .corruption as a campaign lie, and
are all the mpre enthusiastic in faver of
their candidate,  because  they look upon
him as a victim of abuse and calumny.

THE NEW LAW.

‘When Mr. Abbott’s Bill,jrespecting frands
upon the Government becomies the law of
the land, the boodlers and those desirous of
becoming boodlers will find robbing the
‘people a risky business.. The law bears, not
on the officials of the Government alone, but
on contractors and others having dealings
with the Government.. The bill is° & short
one, - not .covering ,quite ' two - sides
of a sheet of ' fuolscap; but, short as it is, it
will, if hgnestly enforced, effectually cure
the disease with which the corruptionists
of .the Murphy and Senecal kinds are
afflicted. If that law had been in force
when the transactions which have the
subjects of "inquiry in Ottawa wok pluc,
several gentlemen who are-mow at large,
and as bold as brua,bouting of their in-
iquitous acts, would be in prison expilﬁng
their offences, ‘after having paid fines
ranging from one hundred to one thousand
dollars.

The punishment for offering and accept-
lng bribes is not a fine alone, which does]
not, in the estimation of many, carry with
it any disgrace, but fine “md also im-
prisonment.”

THE TOWER OF VICTORY.

Completion of the n(onu-ont at Newburg
After Nearly Two Years’ Labor.

The Tower of Victory at Washington’s
headquarters ‘in Newburg, work upon
which was recently completed, is the
ontcome of a movement which was
originated in the years 1880-81, the
primary design being to mark by a fit-
ting monument the spot where the Con¢
tinental Army disbanded, as well as the
encampment grounds at New Windsor
and those of Fishkill. This design,
however, was subsequently changed to
a single monument at Newburg which
should commemorate the whole.

Work was begun upon the structure,
says the New York Herald, early in the
spring of 1889, and the tower itself was
completed in October of that year.
There wasn’t enough money, however,
‘and things were at a standstill from
that time till the appropriation of thirty-
two thousand dollars was made by the
national government.. . The latter was
to pay for the four bronze gates and the
four bronze statues that adorn the
niches on the exterior of the memorial.

The design. represents a tower of vic-
tory, built of stone, aof a rectangular
form.  Its dimensions on ground lines
are thirty-se?en by thirty-two feet, and
its total height is fifty-three feet. Four
‘large archways open info_the -atrium,
one on each side.

In the center of the gtrium, upon a
polished pedestal of red granite, which
stands upon four large erabs, stands a
life-size statue of Gen. Washington.
This is the work of William Rudolf
O’Donovan, of New York, and the
statue is said to have cost ten thousand
dollars. ‘Mr. O’Donovan has repre-
sented Washington in the act of sheath-
ing his sword.

From the ground floor of the tower
two narrow spiral staireases (one for
ascent and one for descent) lead to a
belvidere or open . outlook, eapable of
holdmg aboat one hundred persons.
The view from the belvidere embraces
2 broad expanse -of river ahd -mountain
scenery, with outlying valleys!  North
and South Beacon, upon whose tower-
ing tops the signal fires were  lit during
the 'revolution, are directly in front,
while to the right-is seen the northern
gate to the Highlands, and West Point
in the distance.. The belvidere is sur-
mbﬂbya.nh‘on and ‘tile roof,

‘affording’ protection from Sun and rain.

The roof is supported by thirteen mas-
sive columns, upon which the shields of
the thirteen original states of the union
may eventnany be placed. The interior
walls are also provided with recesses
for the reception of bas reliefs and
medallions, which can ‘be supplied in
the future.

Resting in niches on ‘the ‘east and
west walls of the strmcture are four
‘bronze figures repmaentmg the four
arms of the service in the continental
army in the revolution—the dragoon,
t.heartineryman, the rifleman and the
line officer—each of whom is* dressed in
the exact uniform of.the time.

On the east side of the tower is set a
bronze tablet, with'its figure of peace
‘in relief. The tablét bears this expla-

Three Deserters from the Warspite Escape by
& Nervy and Delmste Feat.

A Port Towmend special to the Post In-
tell encer + Three men-of-war’s men,
‘Murray, urry Russell and William
Brown, deserted from H.M.S. Warspite on
Wednesday at E quimalt and succeeded,
afterpuuing through a terrible ordeal, in
reaching a place from which the British
nuthoritws cannot take them by capture.
They are now employed on a farm near Fri-
day harbor. When the men first left the
Warspite the{:mployed an Indipn to.ferry
them across the straits in a canoe, giving
him $20 for the work, but the ferryman was
dighonest enough to try to take them in the
direction of the'mainland, in" the hope of
getting the reward of 810 that is offered by
the British authorities for the betrayal of a
deserter. Guessing the Indian’s intention
to turn traitor, the trio overpowered him
and lunded themselves near an Indian camp,
still on the coast of British Columbia: The
Indians on shore had in the meantime told
the story of the flight to tha officers of
the Warspite. A detach of m
went down to the bea and came
up just in time to see
landing the cance. The marines gsve
chase. deserters fled down the heads.
"0 ‘& heavy. timber, six - inches
by twelve, and twenty feet long, they
launched it, and, sitting astride, dled as
quickly as pom'ble into the ~darkness that
just then came on.

SIR JOHN FRANKLIN.
Honor to Whom Honor fs Due.

N 3 ? :

The following letter, which speaks for
itgelf, from Dr. Rae, the famous Arctic ex-
plorer, appeared in the London Echo eof
August 22nd.

““In “*News in a Nutshell,’ the Echo of
to-day, August 20, says: ‘ This is the 72nd
birthday of Admiral Sir Francis Leopold
MecCliotock, the Arctic  navigator who
ascertained the fate of Sir John Franklin
and his companions ’ I hope you will fayor
me with space enough to refresh people’s
memory 88 to & five years’ prior claim of
mine to the above discovery, which pointed
out to Sir Leopold the exact line of foute
where he w obtain fresh traces of the
missing Exi&edition, derived ~ through my
excellent  interpreter from the Eskimos,
whom the greatest and noblest of ‘Arctic
navigators, Parry, after u two years’ ex-
perience of them, calls in. bis. journal the
most trathful people he had ever known.
The story told me by about fifty or more
Eskimos in the spring of 1854 at Repulse
Bay, was that at least four winters before,
when the natives were killing seals in the
early sprifig to the West of éng William's
Island, a number of white men were seen
travelling southward on the’ ice, hauling
one or two boats; making their way towards
Backs Hish river. ~ After their seal killing
was done, they were on their way to the
“Great River,” to catch salmon, as soon as
the ice broke up, when *they came to about |
thirty or more.dead mien lying close to the
edge of the sea, a long sledge jonrney with
dogs—ubout 40 miles—from the true mounth
of the Fish River, and with them was'a
boat. My informauts said that gun shots
had been heard;, and the lacge wing bones
and feathera of geese
were, indicated that.some of the poor fellows
mpst have lived until abont the 1st June,
that being ‘the time a which these birds,
with wonderful regularity, arrive at these
latitudes,

.1 bought from these natives many relics,
on which were found initials and crests in-
dicating that they Had been the property o
twelve of the officers, ingluding * Sir J.
Franklin’s Cross of Knighthood. First,
large rewards were offered if they: could-tell
of even one living white, they all gave the
same answer—*‘ They are all dead.” There
was no attempt at alie to gain a reward.
