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TORONTO ISLAND AND HARBOR.

The spirit shown at the meeting held in
the St. Lawrence hall on Thursday night
was all that could be desired. ‘Though the
meeting was not large it was theroughly
representative of the wealth, intelligence,
business interest, and professional occupa-
tions ot the city. Amongst those who ad-
dressed it were two eminent engineers, a
veteran lake captain, several lawyers, three
members of the city council, and two or
three of our most enterprising business men
and property owners.. On the main ques-
tion—the necessity of taking prompt meas-
ures to preserve what remains of the island
and prevent further injury to the harbor—
the speakers were unanimous and urgent,

nd that they correctly voiced the sense of
the n.eeting was shown by the applause
which greeted the perfectly unanimous
adoption of a resolution that gives carte

blanche to the Dominion government and’

the city council in the matter of the amount
to be expended. The weak, vacillating,
do-nothing policy of the past found nota
single advocate, and was not represented
by a single vote.
This is as it should be. Toronto might
still be Toronto without its island and with
an open roadstead for a harhor, but it
would’ not be the Toronto of old nor yet
Toronto, of the present. Our beautiful
hndlliked bay has always been a source of
pride to the citizens and the envy of less
fortunate localities, and our island, though
sadly neglected, has always been regarded
as a fixed and important feature of the city
site. Fortunately the position of affairs is
greatly simplified by the fact that the island
and harbor are inseparably bound up with
each other. The destruction of the island
means the ruin of the harbor, and the har-
bor can best be preserved by preserving the
island, which as a breakwater is infinitely
superior to anything that art can supply.
But the island, as a piece of city property,
has untold value of its own, apart altogether
from its use as an aid to navigation. Though
cut up by lagoons and covered with shifting
sand, there is nothing to hinder it from
being converted into a fertile and beautiful
park, fringed with villas and yielding
the city a large revenue from rental
and taxation. Let the solid matter spoken
of by Mr. Gzowski on Thursday night as
having to be kept out of the bay by a trunk
sewer on Frcnt street be dumped in the
lagoons and spread on the surface of the
island mixed with earth taken from the
numerous excavations being made all the
time in the city ; sow on the surface thus
created an abundance of coarse grass seed,
plant large numbers of willows, poplars, and
other suitable trees, protect the south side
of the island from the destructive south-
eastern swells by groins; set apart a cer-
tain area for public use as a park, and then
large sums can be realized for the rest by
way of lease. ‘
Let the liberal and enterprising spirit
which showed itself in so marked a manner
.. on Thursday night be encouraged. There
. “need be no fears about the cost. The har-
bor can, with the generous aid offered by
the Dominion government, be made to bear
some proportion of the expenditure, and
eveutually the island will bear all
the rest. The dredging from 'the
harbor can be utilized to improve and
add to the island which, if need be, can be
effectually protected by b%rk like
the Esplanade. Now is the time for vigor-
ous action. We are brought face to face
with the issue apparently for the last time,
A few weeks may decide the fate of the
harbor—nay a few days of stormy weather,
Let the project be as comprehensive as the
needs of commerce and the inevitable future
requirements of the city demand, The
present city council have shown themselves
equal to the occasion so far. They can now
plead the endorsation of a fairly represen-
tative meeting of public-spirited citizens
Having put their hands to the plough let
them not turn back, whatever the croakers
may say, and they will merit the thanks
and receive the cordial support of all who
have any confidence in the future of a city
which is after all the real metropolis of the
Dominion,

OLEOMARGARINE.

CANADIAN INDEPENDENCE.

BY R. W. PHIPPS.
Whoever has carefully considered the

subject of the possible independence of
Canada, and had reason to observe the dif-
ferences, commercial, political and social,
between her present state and that which
independence would create, has had good
reason to be surprised, in the course of his
investigations, at the number of restric-
tions which surround, press upon and ham-
per in all directions the community which
chooses to maintain the colonial condition.
I remember long ago, in the backwoods,
seeing a yoke of oxen, in roadmaking, at-
tached to a huge log for, the purpose of
drawing it off the line. They pulled; the
log stirred not. ‘‘Too heavy for ’‘em,”
said the driver, and another yoke was at-
tached ahead. No go. A third yoke was
added, and now it seemed that the tremen-
dous strain must fetch it. But it stirred
no inch. At last in desperation they
rolled it sideways from its bed, and the
secret was out. It had been anchored be-
hind a root with a short projecting limb.
Then the first yoke walked off with it as if
it bad no weight. The log is Canada ; the
limb is the colonial anchor. It is that
which has held the province back.

Our position is that of all colonial com-
munities. Originally established as an out-
lying plantation with the other colonies,
for the benefit of British trade, our exis-
tence, which begin and was built upon a
business foundation, is still looked upon by
the mother country with mainly a commer-
cialeye. We are indeed told in words by
some that this is not the case, but
we are told by actions and the more
important words of = others that it
is so. If prominent Englishmen wish
to establish communities in distant lands,
they seek the States, not the ;Canadas.
If leading English families wish to estab-
lish their cadets in American business, it
is in the States, not in Canada, that the
counting-house is chosen. And how deep-
ly the feeling permeates the lower classes
is fully demonstrated by the vast numer-
ical superiority of British emigration annu-
ally, for this hundred years, to the States,
compared - with that to any British colony,
or with ‘that to all combined. How fde-
cidedly the colonial relation means busi-
ness, and not assistance, is well exemplified
by the well known fact that if Britain had
chosen she might well have given to all her
colonies great help by a slight discriminat-
ing duty in favor of their produce, This
formerly existed, and had it been allowed
to continue, and a line of policy iu accord-
ance pursued, our great Northwest would
not be a desert to-day ; we should have
been thirty million strong instead of four,
and the States proportionately weaker,
But it was thought detrimental to Eng-
lish commercial interests ; it was struck off
without a word, no measures were taken
to give real help, and we are as we are.

I do not wish my readers to suppose that
I am censuring the English course,
On the contrary, I heartily approve
of it, It is . the course of a
sensible parent who says to his sons,
“Expect no aid from me. Win your own
spurs. Go forth alone into the battle of
life as 1 did, take the risks I accepted, and
win, if you can, such a position as I have
gained. 1f you do not choose to do this,
you may remain under the parental roof,
But you cannot obtain my respect. You
must be rather my drudge that my com-
panion. I cannot take that .pleasure in
your conversation which I experience on
meeting with neighboring young men who
are pursuing a more sturdy course. I
must endure your sight, but with constant
surprise, and constant regret.” This is
individual action. Its parallel has not
been wanting. Britain, by the mouth of
her leading statesmen, by the writing of
her leading journals, has said as much to
Oanada, and more. It has been said in the
language of advice ; it nas been reiterated
in the language of contempt ; there re-
mains no further step, except the language
of command, and of dismissal.

It has been said in Canada that Britain
might advantageously to herseif have
rather played into the hands of her

colonies, have built them up by inter-

have been done. But England thought i
better to favor the foreigner, as it suited
her business best, and ' the course was just.
The colonies, erected into powerful nations,
would have required equal right of sover-
eignty, large representation in‘ imperial
parliaments, all, in fact, that that most

home in- would-be creative mind, imperial
confederation, would have demanded. The
thing was impossible ; it 'was proposed to
create a monster, and expect it to liveas a
man. England would have ceased to be
Euglish ; her insular ideas, her indeperdent
position, her peculiar 'Wways, ‘manners,
traditions, and habits, would have suffered
obliteration. The proof is before our eyes.
Would England be England had she retsin-
ed the States ? Into what a hybrid wounld
she have expanded? What would have
been its shape? Could you plant dukes,
lords and baronets, manors and tenantry,
in Massachusetts and in California? " Or
would you have unseated the aristocracy of
Britain, and returned congressmen from the
states of Yorkshire and Devon? Or wonld
Britain furnish’ the house of losds and
America that of the commons? And where
would they have met? And which should
walk first, the British nobles or the U, 8.
soversigns ? Could there be any arrange.-
ment—any method of “#oothing the certain
discord? None. Common sense, history,
tradition, declare such an attempt im-
possible. . What is then impossible ? The
union of Britain and her colonies,

And, so long as we remain as we are,
thefeeling in Britain necessarily will be,
that the situation must be accepted,and such
profit made thereout as her merchants and
capitalists can obtain. These profits have
not been small ; they are not small. They
have been immense ; they are still magnifi-
cent. And‘as they have been reaped, so
they are veaped, with disregard of colonial
interests. To take one instance. For over
two hundred years one Britsh company held
the north-west—a land now known to be
far richer in soil than the rest of Canads.

Those who held it—shrewd dealers and
inteiligent men—could not have been ig-
norant ot this. Had that land been held
for Canadian welfare, its value wonld long
since have been made public and its vast
areas settled. But, on the contrary, held
under the old plantation idea for British
purposes, care was taken as long as pos-
sible, to do neither one or the other.

People do not generally seem aware how
great is the opportunity of Canadians to en-
gage in foreign traffic, were their resoorces
properly utilized. But the colonial rega-
tations forbidding treaties, and necessarily
so, under the English system of colonial
management, check ' naval or mercantile
development in the bud. No such partial
permission as that recorded in the French
case can start the growth. Then, the private
interests of British commerce and shipping
conflict with Canadian interests. Let me
remind you that from the Atlantic to the
head of Superior we have two thousand
miles of a succession of harbors easily made
fit to accommodate ships larger than the
great majority of those which do the ocean
trade. Let me remind you that as soon as
the St. Lawrence canals are enlarged we
can send vessels of a thousand tons to the
ocean—a size fit for any traffic.  Let me
remind you that by the confederation
articles the enlargement of these canals was
to be proceeded with. That is fifteen years
ago. ‘‘Ihave a steady farm-hand,” says
the old agriculturist. *‘ Any steadier, he’d
stop!” Perhaps in about seventy-nine
years, under our colonial regime, the canals
may be enlarged. Under independence, how
long? In three. But youdo notseethe hand
behind the curtain, checking the work,
There is the railway influence, and sqme-
thing more. Remember that, at present,
and solong as our water communications
are unopened, the great ships, mostly
British and British built, carry the freight.
They carry it to England, which country

acts as middleman, and draws the profit,
But once open our great lakes and rivers,
our karbors and roadsteads to the!ocun,.
and all Canada, passing by Britain, can send
her own ships from every port on Superior,
Erie, Huron and Ontario, to any part of t
world. But this will never be while Canada
is a colony.

Mr. Wagner occupied the chair and Mr.
Lishop acted as secretiry. The press was
sllowed to be present on condition that
t ey did not publish the discussion.

The secretary read the correspondence
wnich had taken place relative to the
meeting.

It was understood that anything that
might be proposed would not be final, but
only be put in shape to be submitted to
Lhe two parties interested.

The conference commenced in a quiet
and amicable fasion. The memers of the
deputations are more or less personally
acquainted, and although there have been
words spoken about each other by each
prty, - it seemed as if this was not to be
mentioned *‘in meeting.”

A beginning was
made by the statement that an offer of 2§
cents an hour had been made by the em-
yloyers, and that it had been refused by
the carpenters. lc was as if light had
broken in upon a daik . place. The conver-
sation became lively with explanations and
denials, and a final dropping of the sub-
ject. Then followed a short discussion of
the question of what the employers’ profits
were on -certain Kkinds of work, on
which there was a wide difference of
opinion, the men giving it at a high rate,
1he_employers much lower. That also was
dropped. The difference 1n the rate of
wages paid to the bricklayérs and the car-
penters was the snbject of a brief discussion.
"This -did not .appear to bring the parties
any nearer, for the masters said the brick-
layers should have better wages because
they did not work so many days in the

ear as the carpenters did. And this was
not wholly controverted. Then the ques-
tion was faced squarely. What did the
carpenters want ? The answer was, five
cents an hour ‘advance, and a guarantee of
a cert#im time during which that wage
would be paid. This was met by a dis-
tinct megative from the- masters’ side.
Then for ashort time the calm was so dis-
twbed that it boded ill ‘for a successful
issue to the. conference. Several of the
members got to speaking at once, and
10 be heard they had to elevate their voices,
which had the effectof exciting warmth.
Then came a lull and moderate tones
again. It was understood that the emply-
ers were willing to give an advance of 2}
cents. Then it was askel o them for
what time they would guarintee this rate
of wages. The answer was that this point
would have to be submitted to the M- C.
association. The tide was running smooth-
ly at this time when an unlooked _for
ruffling was caused by some ne saying
that if the employers had :cted in good
faith with the men at first tiis would
never have happened. Ther: wasa blaze
which was extinguished by auother making
a light observation. Through all of this
conference there was the most unmistake-
able desire on the part of both employers
and men to adopt some arrangement which
would be acceptable and right.

The meeting broke up with the under-
standing that its proceedings would be Jaid
before the executive committees of buth
parties.

Mr. Carter, secretary of the painters’
union, addressed them, and urged them to
stand firm. He suggested that a compro-
mise might be arranged at $1 75 per day.

LABOR TROUBLES,

To THE WoRLD : Feeling that 1 have
already trespassed upoun your columns
more than due modesty may sanction,
july the great importauce to the whole com-

munity of the subject of the present
+-Jabor troubles” impels me further upon
our kind indulgence. Asa charter mem-
ger of the ‘‘workingmen’s pational union
of Canada” Tam anxious to make known
to workingmen not already members and
the public in general, the aims and objects
of the above named union. The first degree
is named ‘‘the united friends of labor,”
is independent in politics, but firmly seeks
representation in parliament for the great
interests of labor by the large influence of
the workingman’s vote, The second degree
is called “‘the co-operatives of Canada” and
provides  workingmen with insurance
against sickness and & sum of money for
funeral expenses in case of death ; also to
provide workingmen with honses by pay-
ment of easy instalments ata low rate o
interest in lieu of rent, thereby obtuinil'nﬁ:
freehold home for self and family. e
union obtained for its members 5000 tons
of coal during last winter at the low figure of
$5.75 per ton, delivered in small quantities
as required, and the union can justly claim
it saved the inhabitants of Toronto many
thousands of dollars in keeping down the
high price of coal durin last season. The
union also grants small loans of mouey to
members on the persanal security of two
other members, and at a rate of interest
that makes this business self-supporting
without exacting high rates of interest or
the payment of fines. It also has funds for
the supply of cheap food, clothing, dry
goods, etc., etc., upon the })rincipal of co-
operation. Perhaps one o its most im<
portant aims is the grevention of sprikes
and other labour troubles by removjng their
cause, by procuring & glrlitmenhry Tepre-
sentation strong emeugh to induce legisla-
tion for securing & commission that shall
issue its mandate at least once a year,
whereby a certain number, equal in extent
of masters and men, shall be elected as
delegates from the various trades to meet
in. council in each city of the Dominion.
and presiddd over by fa commissioner
gelected by government from some of the
eminent lawyers, with power to gend for
persons, papers, tc., and at the as-
semblage of said council all questions
affecting the great linterests o labor
should be  authoritively settled for
the incoming season or Yyear. By this
means employers would be enablel to take
contracts with a certainty as to the rate of
wages under which they would be com-
pleted, and workingmen would have the
advantage of a fair discussion and considera-
tion in the regulation of a fair division of
the profits of labor, Had such an arrange-
ment been in existence last December or
January thereis good reason to believe we
should not have been calied upon to witness
the present disorganization o labor and its
most intimate relations, and many thousands
dollars would have been saved to both
workmen and employers, and the opening
of- the season’s trade would rot have been
damaged by the loss sustained by the com-
munity in the stoppage of industry by
strikes or *‘labor troubles.” - Atthe last
meeting of the union a resolution was
passed for calling a public meeting of
masters and men with a view
both taking measures for the settle-
ment of the present unfortunate’s dispute,
but the advertisement of such meeting has
been deferred in consequence of the ill suc-
cess of the mayor in obtaining a meeting
of the parties more immediately interest-
ed. The workingmen’s national union of
Canada not being a trades union and per-
fectly neutral in trade matters but contain,
ing amongst its membership most of the
trades of the Dominion, it was thought
it could consequently act asa mediating
sgency without being charged with uu-
necessary interference in the affairs of mas-
ters or men. The committee isnow await-
ing a favorable opportunity for the calling
of such meeting and when ann it is
hoped both masters and men will respend
to & movement that whilst sesking the
best interests of what is usually terpfed
“‘capital and labor,” also seeks the lasting
prosperity of our common country.
