of imperial federation. What Sir Jochn
appesred to favor was an imperial alliarce
between England, Canada, Austraii
with Canada réserving full k¥izht to manage
ber owa affairs, but the alliance to be a
gort-of police to keep the peace of the
world, and to league together.for offence
or defence .in time of danger.

Conservative sympathy for Mr, Macken-
zie is naturally open to & suspioion of be-
ing insincere, Taking as it does the form
of reflections upon Mr, Blake and other
members of the reform party who threw
the ex-premier over-in his hour of defeat,
its purpose is too palpable to dezeive, but
it is only too true that the devotion of the
macses of Sir John's followers was in
marked contrast to the fairweather loy-
alty of Mr. Mackepzie’s parliamentary
supporters. We say the masses of his fol-
lowers, because it is & fact that some
twenty-two conservative memters of par-
liament put their signatures to an agree-
ment to throw Sir John overboard in his
darkest hour, crash of "73-4, and it was
only the pluck and loyalty of a' conserva
tive/journphist that prevented that move-
ment from assuming dimensions. fatal to
Sir John’s supremacy. ’

Electric Shock From a Kitchen Sink,

A very singular “occurrence is reported

hand being in contract with the lining of

This led to believe that she had received a
strong electric shock from some source, A
few minutes subsequently the lady’s
daughter, in drawing water from the same
fancet, was similarly affected, though not
go severely, The family then became con-
vinced that the trouble existed in the
water pipe and pink.

as *¢ the roarin’ game.” A history of this
ancient Sottish game has just appeared
from the pen of Rev. Pr. James Taylor of

Edinburg, and from this volume igithe fol-
lowing narrative culled :

The game was introduced into Scotland
by the Flemings in the fifteenth or about

| the beginning of the sixteenth century, say

some; others claim that it originated in
Scotland, As to the etymology of the
word “curling,” it is thus interrogatively
iven: ‘Has curling no affiaity with the
cotch word to ourr, or cour—to stoop
down, or rather hunker? Witness curr-
cuddy, & dance rformed by sitsing on
the hams. Shall we hazard another wide
conjecture? Have we in the word curling
a description of a game peculiarly belong-
ing to the peasantry in early times? And
are we to seek for its derivation in the
Anglo-Saxon ceorl, a peasant—oeorling,
which may be interpreted joining in «the
t game, just as dancing, nuttiog,
and 8o op, mean joining in these.
amusements ?” While in etymologies the
origin of the term ¢sgoutered,” so familiar
to curlers, is accounted for in the following
wise : For the benefit of outsiders, the
term “‘soutered” is desoriptive of one party
s0 complately defeating another as not to
allow them to gain & single shot. It is
said that toward the close of the last cen-
tury there was & k of meven players
upon the Lochmaben ice, all shoemakers
(souters) by trade, who defeated all their
opponents without allowing them to num-

litary shot. Quaint are the
words used in_the game. A stone that
does not fly off like common stones is said
to “‘stot”; & 1o hish playground, when
there is snow on the surface of the ice,
causes the ice to be called “crunklie’” ice ;
an exclama of joy over a victory is &
sscheep.” Dr. Taylor does not give the
etymogogy_ of this word, but can it have
any connection with the cry of the cheeper,
the partridge’s or grouse’s chick ?

Hard, ‘‘tiokling” ice, an expression
which explains iteelf,  is what the curler
seeks. A stranger yisiting Scotland with
preconceived conceptions of the austerity
of the national chardoter would be
strangely staggered in them on coming
upon a jovial vink of curlers, The‘‘skip,”
or captain, who stands by the mark to
issue his orders to his men only some forty
yards removed from him, bawls as if he
were shouting for a lifeboab from the deck
of & vessel in the breakers. Nor is silent
obedience the corder of the day in the
rinke, and the ‘play ers shout back to him
in equally stentorian tones. Every man
is equipped with a volamiaous breom - to
sweep the path should the stone show signs
of dragging. The stone delivered glides

yards, “Wicking” or “‘inringing,” the
prettiest and moet scientific . point
in the game by far, is to take
the shot and leave yourself behind
the rampart of your adversary’s barricade,
when, to all appearances, their winner was
impregnable, viz, by taking an ioner
angle off a side shot, in such a manner as
to change and direct the course of your
stone upon the one to be projected, or
else to effect the same, when the case'per-
mits, by drawiog off the eaid shot. *“‘Qut-
wicking” is to strike the cuter angle of &
stone, 8o a8 to thereby put it into the spot.
“Chipping” a guard is simply by die-
placing a guard to op:n_up the winner.
“‘Cannoning,” when the game has become
complex, and the shot diffi-ult to be taken
in auy other way, is ‘the combined
Joperation of making a guard butt off
'the winner, and follow in with your own
stone, thus turning the instrument of de-
fence into one of ofience, viz., by striking
it in such a position as that the guard
shall take the winner at a slight angle,and
so cause both to spis out, while the stone
projecting these movements shall follow up
and remain the shot. ¢‘Butting,” or chep
and guard, is to put up & stone and lie
guard upon it, “Rebutting” istoward the
end of the game, when the ice is blocked
up and the aspect of the game hopeless and

s Bonspeils or bonspels,in contradistinction
to speils, which may be defined to imply a
game or match between members of the
same society, or of a limited - party of ad~
versaries, are matches between rival par-
ishes or districts, “In conclusion, the fol-
lowing counsels to curlers will not prove
amies: ‘‘Soop glean” is a primary maxim
of the noble art, for a particle of snow and
a chip of broom may defeat the efforts
of the most cautious and cunning
hand. *Foot sure” is a maxim of
fundamental importance, If a man
does not stand firmly, he can never play
surely, *‘Look at the mark with all your
een.” When a player is obzerved to look
at his feet, and then at the ice, and then
at his stone, he ought to be ordered off at
orce, And lastly, “Shootistraight.” This
implies that the stone be lausched from the
hand-wijhout any rotary” miotion, and that
it be ctly simed at its mark. No mean
can begf good curler who has not learned
to _midintain these two conditions of
straightness,

THE BOUNDING BUFFALO.

No More to be Scem im Canadian Terri-
tory, Montana or Daxota.

From the Calgary Herald.

It is but a few years since the buffalo
roamed our western prairies in ten of
thousands. The Calgary district and the
surrounding country was then known as
the home of the buffalo. and now not a
single head isto be seen, Three years ago
reports’ from the American side of the
line informed us that the buffalo were on
their way ' back to their old winter

range; but the Orees and Sioux, en-
couraged by the Indian department au-
thorities, had burned the prairie, thus pre-
venting their return, During that winter,
however, a large number of our Canadian
Indians crossed the boundary line on a
hunting expedition and returned with
some hides. Two years ago a few solitary
buffalo were seen roaming at -different
points between Medicine and Morley.

. The indiscriminate slaughter of the tens
of thonsands of buffalo by white men and
Todians, merely for the sake of their hides,
drove them for a timeinto the Yellowstone
country, and now it is believed by many
that there are mone to be found in Can-
adian territory, Montana or Dakota.
Should any still survive the immense
slaughter, their intervening days between
!if&ga.nd death are but tew. The insati-
able ‘thirst for gain has been the sole
reagon for the extinction of the buffalo,
The tread of the thousands of civilized hu-
manity has been heard by them and they
have disappeared. Such was the vastness

been adopted for their preservation, there
would have been countless thousands on
our prairies to day. :

‘When the mounted police were coming
into ths country, so pumerous were the
herds of ‘buffalo that they pressed against
the wagons dnd stopped them. The men
ghot at them tomake a passage to travel
through, but their numbers were so great
that their progress was retarded until the
lingering remnsnt of the lords of the
plains  lazily marched onward. The de-
parture of the buffalo nas materially
helped the country. Did they still exist,
as in former years, the Indian would de-
gert their reserves and live in their in-
dependent, savage state, and under these
circumstances 'the settlement of the
country would be an impossibility.
The trade in buffalo robes is at an end,
and many are the lamentatious of the pi-
oneers that the good old times are gone.
The settler has stepped into the new order
of things, which, though suppressing the
freedom of the days of yore, is very much
better for the land#of our choice, The
days of “bull- whackers” are fast passing
away, and the old order of things with
which we are familiar from tales of adven-
ture and travel in the great lone land will
be presently a thing of the past,

The state of Nevada has collapsed? It
pever was much of a state, It never

should have been admitted into = the
uni¢n, The enabling act of March, 1864,

was.one of the most culpable follies of the

republican party. It swindled the other
etibes by giving two senatorg and 4 repre-
sentative in congress to a ‘mining camp
among barren mountains,

After sixteen years the population of
Nevada had grown to but 62,266, of whom
25,653 were foreign born,  and nearly
10,000 were Chinese and Indians. Since
1880, apparently at least, & third of the
53 556 whitées have emigrated, ‘A very
large majority of the inhabitants are males.
The census of 1880 gave the proportion of
males to females as much more than two'to
one. Butin the presidential election last
month the state cast only 12,797 votes.

What shall be done with a collapsed
state? Is not a constitutional amendment
desirable to extingunish it? Is it just that
the other states should tolerate the mons-
trous poli?cal power Nevada exercises in
congress. and" the electoral college any
longer than‘may be needful to correct it by
due proeess of law ?

And the continuance
of any state in the mountain condition of
Nevada is a very serious matter also,
