the present season eighty pounds of
splendid homey. This is considered to beé
a proof that a lucrative industry may be
established in India, and a new dainty

A Bombshell for Both Parties—England
Appealed to by Each to Return a Ma®
Jority that will Crush Irish Alms,

LoNpoN, Aug. 26.—Parnell’s Dubliy
speech of yesterday has thoroughly aroused
the conservative press. ‘The Times says:
i“No prudent politician can underrate the
importance of the action taken by the Irish
pationalists at theis conference in Dablin.
Mr, Parnell's program may, however, meet
with » fate similar to that which befell
0'Connell at & time when she Irish were as
confident as they are mow., Mr. Parnell
demands the. repeal of the unios, so the
Irish question is no longer & guestion of
self-government, This might be acceded
to by England, which will never listen 10 &
plan for the separation of Ireland.”

The Standard says: “Mr. Parnell has
declaréd war. It will be a shame and a
dissster if the Epglish statesmen of both
parties fail to buffle bim. We do not pre-
vend to ignore the danger o whicn imperial
unity is exposed, Mr, Parnell holds a
strong hand. The Iate liberal majority in
paciismens could afford to ignore bim, but
3t will be different in & parliament evenly
balanced between the two parties. Parnell,

water, from one to three feet deep, in many
oases covering the first floors of the hounsss.
The destruction to preperty Was enormens.
Veasels, steamers and yachte were wre
and oast ashore, wharves wers demol
oburohes, public bulldings and te
dwellings were maroefed and blown down.
Soush battery was the scene of the great-
est confusion, houses being earried away
and the stroets submerged, orafts of
all  descripsions fleating in the
streets at high ide. Several mirgeu-
lous escapes ooeurred; noboby Wwas
seriously injared, The total damnge
is roughly estimated as follows: Wharf
property $350,000; private property $300,-
000 ; ocotton presses $80,000 ; churohes
