OVER THE DISCLOSURES.

A Romarkable Method of Keeping Bank
Books — Harry Brown Ha&s Probably
~Feathered His Nest—The Firms That
Are Said to be Largely Overdrawn—
«This Beats the Dutch” Certainly.

|_.AJmost the sole topic of conversation jn
financial circles and on the street yesterday
was the * crookedness " which had beén un-
earthed down at the Ontario Bank. The
bank officials still maintain’ that they will
not lose any money, but those who profess
considerable knowledge of the affair laugh at

ledger-keeper, has” put the American
boundary line  between his sacred
person and the bank, directors, and
probably from the safe retreat of a
Buffalo hotel he will, through his solicitor,
dictate the terms on which he will make
restitution if he goes into that bysiness. The
laugh generally was turned on the head
officials of the bank, and the question that
went out on every side was: How could
Brown manage to carry on this business
without the general manager (Mr. Holland),

inspector (Mr. King), dropping on to it. It
is said that the first intimation these gentl

men got that Brown’s ledger was wrong was
through Rolly Moffatt,who two weeks afterhis
our ation went to Mr. Holland and in-
formed him that several of the bank’s cus-
tomers were largely overdrawn. This seem-
ed to almost paralyize Mr. Holland, and an
investigation was begun at once, with the
result that the ex-accountant’s statements
were only too true. What the bank officials
and the director are now en in is fer-
reting out the amount tha! rown has al-
lowed his friegds to overdraw and how far

has gone on. Therg seems to be a general 1m-
pression on the streets, although the bank
Feople do not admit it, that Brown has
alsified his books: in fact that he- has com-
mittedorgery. Also that to enable him to
make any good use of such falsifications he
has been assisted by somebne on the outside.
The Street Busy With Names.

There was a good deal of speculation on the
street as to who were thus specially favored
by these overdrafts. Ome of the directors
said that there were only two overdrafts of
any considerable extent, but he refused to
say who they were. The amounts
of the overdraft were variously stated
at from $45,000 to £90,000. It is known that
Brown admitted to a personal friend before
leaving town that they were close on §50,-
000 at least. The names of W. A, Lee &
Sons, real estate brokers, and Mr. J. D.
Oliver were freely in connection with
the overdrawn accounts. Mr. Oliver stated
to The World that he was all right a8 faras
the Ontario Bank is concerned. Mr, Oliver is
generally credited with being well provid-
ed with this world’s , and if he were
overdrawn in any it would only be a
matter of emergency or thoughtlessness.
There were rumors about the account
being overdrawn as much as $47,000, but
Mr. Frank Lee said that it was onl
$13,000 and that the firm would e every
cent good, but theg did not intend to be
saddled with-the liabilities of Brown or any
body else,

The absent Brown seems to have been a
liberal dealer in real estate. He also ran a
livery and boarding-stable. It is said that he
holds real estate which he values at over
$100,000 but it is heavily mortgaged. It is
now known that he is offering this real estate,
through his solicitor, Ald. elect Lindsey, to

tle his defalcations, for they|
can be called by no othe: name, but that™ he
places too high & value on the different pf
jes. The statement of Brown’s airs
promised td issue, will be looked forward to
with great interest by the stockholders.
Although the stock of the bank broke 6
points on Wednesday on account of the
rumors it partly recovered yesterday. On-
tario is credited with being a ‘‘cornered”
stock, and therefore it is not likely that it
will suffer much through these unsavory
revelations.
The Ledger-Keeper’s Methods.

One of the most prevailing sources of com-
ment yesterday was as to the extraordinary
methods of book-keeping adopted by Mr.
Brown. He seems to have carried on his
“infringements” with the utmost barefaced-
ness. It is the general custom in other banks
to allow the ledger to remain in the hands of
any single clerk but a year; Brown had the
Ontario ledger for six or seven years. Itis
claimed that he was not any too clever in
covering up his tracks, but he was just clever
enough to hoodwink the %enerul manager,the
local manager and last, but by no
means least, the inspector. Mr. Holl-
and, too, it must be remembered,
has had quite an experience in Ontario’s ser-
vice, having risen step by step from a clerk-
ship to the general managership. Brown's
only care seems to have been to make his
totals tally: the ‘‘extensions” might take
care of themselves. So primitive are some of
Ontario’s systems of bookkeeping, it is said,
that it has earned for itself in certain quarters
the name of the * Amateur Bank.” The
officials will now grob&bly take to studying
bookkeeping and watching their clerks.
