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HOW THE PROPOSED LINE WILL BE
OPERATED.

Well-Known Capitalists Said to be Pro-
" meoting the Cempany-The Dfscoveries
of the Electrical Genfus, Tesla ,to be
Used—Lecal, Not Through Trafllc, to be
Catered For. .

Barrister Edmund Bristol of
firm of Howland, Arnoldi &
Bristol, is the solicitor of the
Canadian Electric Railway and Power
Company of Toronto, which will ask:
for articles of incorporation at the next
sitting of Parliament. They will ask
for powers to build, operate and main-
tain an electric railway from Montreal
to Windsor, running through Brock-
ville, Kingston, Belleville, Toronto and
London, and with power to build
branch railways for a radius of 26
miles from the main line. They will
also ask leave to lease all existing
roads, to dispose of electricity for pow-
er or heating purposes, and to have
full right to perform all undertakings

of an electrical company.

Mr. Bristol, when interviewed, said
that at present the men who are at
the back of the company desired that
their names should be withheld. He
could say, however, that they were
men of high standing and possessed of
enough capital to build the proposed
voad themselves. At the proper time
the names will be forthcoming.

wii: Ottlise Tesia's Inventions.

The object of forming the company
at the pré¢sent time is to take advan-
tage of the wonderful discoveries that
are being made in the use of eléctri-
city, notably by the young Servian in-
ventor Nikola Tesla. Tesla, it is said,
has recently discovered processes by
which electricity could be transmitted
for 200 miles in both directions. If
such an invention prove feasible, sueh
a- trolley line as is proposed could be
operated. By two power houses,
one on the Trent River
and one at Suspension Bridge.

Tesla has also infenteqd an
electric engine, which is in use on the
Baltimore & Ohio road, and which can
generate its owne electricity and run
at a rate of 60 miles an hour. Tesla
claims, in. fact, that no reasonable
limit exists to the speed at which it
can run.

“Although Mr. Tesla is probably wn-
aware of our proposals at the present
time,” said Mr. Bristol, “it would not
surprise me if in tte future he should
become connected with the company.
I believe that th rights of his inven-
tions have not been acquired in this
country at all. And we can present
an organization strong  enough to
grapple with and utilize any of his
great discoveries. In the present state
of electrical invention, when new

Mr. Bristol further said that tha
company did not propose to compete
with the C.P.R. and G.T.R. for through
passenger and freight traffic betwean
here and Montreal.

‘far as possible to travel on the Fegu-
lar roadways of the various munici-
palities, thus touching at many points
which the present railroads do not
reach, and, although the future might
develop a scheme of running through
trains at a high rate of speed, the
present idea was to provide g line
from plece to place at a moderate
rate of speed and to carry passengers
for 2 cents a mile. Other enterprises
of an electrical nature might be em-
barked on to utilize the syrplus power
generated.

Mr. Maclean says that whatever may
be the qualities of Mr. Laurier in other
respects when he attempts to deal with |
figures his friends ought to take him
by the coat tails and make him sit |
down. Let me here submit to your |
judgment the man who ventures to
criticise me. Here are the words used
by Mr. Maclean: *Mr. Laurier is re-
ported by The Globe as saying in his
speech at Prescott: ‘While the peo-
ple were sald to be wealthy and pros-
perous, there was not a farm in the
Dominion of Canada which could be
sold for 40 per cent. of what it was sold
for fifteen years ago. This meant that
the farmer was 40 per cent. wealthier
fifteen years ago than he was to-day.’ ”’

I said something of the kind. I
said every word that is there, I know
it. “Take the case of the best of
farms saleable fifteen years ago at
$100 per acre. Mr. Laurier asserts that
::x:g} a farm could not be sold now for
I said nothing of the kind. I do not
agree with the arithmetic of Mr. Mac-
lean. I said that the farm had been
dec;eaned 40 per cent., and according
to my arithmetic if a farm was
worth $100 an acre 15 years ago it is to-
day worth $60, but according to the
arithmetic of Mr. Maclean it is only
worth $40. I would advise Mr. Maclean
when he writes about figures to have
somebody to take him by his coat tail
and tell him to sit down.

Depreciati in Brital

He again takes me to task for say-
ing it is true there has been a decrease
in the price of land. - There is not
a farm to-day that is worth 40 per
cent. of what it was 50 years aga. Mr.
Maclean admits there is a decrease in
land, but will not say to what extent.
Still, he says -as an argument that
farms may possibly have been decreas-
ed in Canada, which is a protectionist
country; but he takes refuge in the
statement that land has diminished in
value also in England, which is a free
trade country. I grant land has de-
creased in England more than 40 per
cent, more than 60 per cent., and I re-
joice in it, because the party in Eng-
land who suffers from diminution of
price is not the farmer, but the land-
lord, who has held land in monopoly
for ages and ages. There is nothing
to do in this but to adopt the old
democratic doctrine of freedom and
equal justice to all in the matter of
taxation as in every other matter.
The motto of the Liberal party is that
taxation should be distributed, that
farmers and manufacturers should be
placed upon an equal footing, and that
every man who pays a cent should pay
it into the treasury and not into the
pockets of a faithful few. This is
the policy upon which we stand. This
is where I take issue with my friend
Mr. Maclean, and upon which I hope
the electors of East York will carry
my friend Mr. Frankland to Parlia-
ment.

Then Mr. Laurier held up a list of
properties to be sold in Toronto for
rears of taxes, and continued:

I am sorry -~Mr. Maclean is not
here. This is an evidence of the pros-
perity which affects a part of the
county of East York.

you of what it has mot done, but still
more for what it has dome; because
it has been an instrument of corrup-
tion in the hands of the Government.

was only 12, you know that the rate
of expenditure increased 60 per cent.
There is not a man in the audience
who will justify some items of expendi-
ture which I am about to lay before
you.

Warmly the Liberal leader drew at-
tention to the fact that in addition to
the $16,000 paid in salaries to the
taw officers of the Government, there
{s expended every year a sum of $10J,-
000 in extra fees. *“This expemditure,”
he said, ‘Is corrupt and indefensible,
It was not so in Mackenzie's time and
it will not be so when we have a new
Liberal Admimistration at Ottawa.”

Superannuations.

In humorous vein Mr. Laurier dealt
with the superannuation allowances,in
which $200,00¢ are paid out, more than
the amount received from civil ser-
vants. He inveighed strongly against
the injustice to the people of the cor-
rupt system. He related instances of
yvoung and healthy men who are pen-
gioned in order to make room for Gov-
ernment supporters, particular stress
being laid upon the case of Mr. Van-
koughnet, who, he said, was unwil-
lingly forced to retire.

“I appeal to you,” he went on, “as
men of common sense. You sweat
and, toil in the sunshine and in the
rain from the first day to the last day
of the year, with the object of earning
a competence, so that if you fall ill
or become old you may have some-
thing to fall back upon and you shall
not be at the mercy of public charity.
1f you fall ill or become disabled can
you go to Ottawa and knock at t2e
door of the Government to ask for a
pension ? You cannot; you have to try
the best you can. Let us have equal
justice and equal rights to all and no
favor to anybody. I woibject that
any portion of the taxation of the
people should be taken out of their
rocket in order to go to the pockets
of either civil servants or any other
class. ,

“What about thé Senate ?” asked an
auditor.

“The Liberal party,” answered Mr.
Laurier, “are pledged to reform the
Senate and to bring it: more in accord-
ance with the views of the people.”

The sSchool Question.

In approaching the school question,
Myr. Laurier expressed his surprise that
the other party should apply to hiz
for a policy on the question.

“I have told the Government more
than once what they should do to solve
the question. Why should we have the
the question ?

Section 93 of the British North
American Act“was introduced ‘to pre-
vent the minority being trampled upon
and the latter have the right of appeal
to the Government at Ottawa. What
should have been the conduct of the
Government at Ottawa ? Let us look
at the question simply from the point
cf view of common sense and of our
common citizenship as well.

The demonstration which followed
the closing of Mr. Laurier’s remarks
was deafening, and it was several min-
utes before the chairman could gain
the attention of the .audience to an-
nounce the next speaker, who was in-
troduced as “the most thoroughly-
abused man in all Canada, J. Israel
Tarte, M.P. for L’'Islet.”

Mr. Tarte said it was probably shock-
ing in so bad a man as he ‘to show
his face before an intelligent audience
in East York. He recalled the fact
that during his last visit to Toronto,
in 1889, he had been proclaimed by the
Conservative press a brilliant speaker,
an able writer, an honest man. Now
he regretted to note that he was daily
denounced in the same papers as an
unprincipled . politician and a man
whose conduct was such that he was
no longer fit for the association of
honest men, but was inclined to attri-
bute the change in the tone of these
printed allusions to him to the fact
that he had changed his political faith
and was no longer “affiliated with the
Conservative press in his legislative ef-
forts. He referred to the Bowell Ad-
ministration as a ‘‘ nest of dirty birds,”
and was proud of the fact that he had
broken that nest. When he saw that
the Conservative party was so thor-
oughly in the control of a band of
thieves that they dare not move, he
had resolved to move himself, and he
moved into the ranks of the Liberal
party, and note the result: “I am
branded as a dishonest man, simply
because I was ‘honest and had the
courage of my convictions.”

The greater portion of Mr. Tarte’s
speech was devoted to a justification
of his *switch ” from the Conservative
party to the Liberal ranks, and an evi-
dent desire to impress his auditors
with the fact that he was a Roman
Catholi¢, and opposéd to the Govern-
ment in its efforts toward remedial
legislation. The speaker was inclined
to denounce the ‘‘high-handed man-
ner in which his people had been treat-
ed in the Manitoba school question.”
‘He referred to the fact that the
French-Canadian papers were telling
them that they were renegades and
had sold out to the Grits of Ontario.
He had been breathing the atmosphere
of the Lower Provinces for 10 years
before he knew, that such a thing as
an Englishman existed, and he hoped
that the day,would come when both
the English and French languages
would be taught in the schools of
Canada on the same basis.

Mr. Tarte made a passing reference
to his endorsement of a note for $1000,
his motive for which action has been
rather freely commented upon, and
closed his somewhat sensational speech
with the modest remark : “I knew all
that was necessary in my own defence
was that you should see me and hear
me to' know me, and I am satisfled.”

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EAMILTON TIGERS BEATEN NeW SCHEME For LR RACES

Rochester Sallors Want a Week’s Regatta
With Three Days on Each Side
of the Lake.

Two plans for getting the yachtsmen of
Lake Ontario together once each summer
for races and ‘‘functions’” have been tried
with varying success, and now the Roches-
ter club, through its- representatives, who
will attend the annual meeting of the Lake
Yacht Racing  Association, to be held at
{Oswego next month, have still another
plan, says The Rochester Herald. At first
"thought the new scheme seems like a good
one., It may have its weak points, but it
appears to be preferable to either of the
others that have been tried.

« The first plan adopted by the assoclation
was to hold a series of races at each port
on both sides of the lake, where there was
a yacht club of importance. This was tried
for several seasons, and,“while it brought
about many very successful regattas, it
didn't exactly fill the bill. Many of the
yachtsmen would not make the ecircuit and
the continual changing of the yachts that
contested in the different races took inter-
est from the contests. :

Two years ago it was decided to abandon
this plan, and a decision was reached in
favor of holding an annual regatta to last
a full week at one point. In 1894 the ‘yachts
gathered at Sodus, where the accommoda-
tions for anything bigger than a basket
picnic are the worst in the world, and last
season they assembled at Hamilton.

There is no fault to be tound with the
manner in which the regatta on the other
side of the lake was conducted, but after it
was over there was a pretty general un-
‘derstanding that the new plan wasn’t much
of an improvement over the old. Just as
there was not a full representation of the
; Canadians at Sodus, so there was a lac¢k of
Americans at Hamilton, and, as the people
on this side of the lake are always slower
than those on the other side in yachting
matters, the numbér that failed to cross
to Hamilton was greater than the number
(which didn’t appear at Sodus. :

Now, the thinkers of the Rochester Club
have hit upon a plan which they believe
-will be better than either of those that
have been tried. It is sort of a combination
of the two plans with which the associa-
tion has experimented. The idea is to de-
vote an entire week to regatta, but to have
half of the time passed at a Canadian
port and the other half at an American

port.

The Americans who. could not go to Can-
ada, it is figured, would fall in line when
the fleet moved to this side of the lake,
while the Canadians who would not care
to cross would gather with the other
yachtsmen on their own shore. The regu-
lars, those who would get there somehow
if the regatta was to be held in Irondequoit
Bay, would, of course, put in the full week.
The local yachtsmen are of the opinion
that Charlotte would be a very desirable
place for holding the three days' regatta
on this side of the lake. All of the sallors
on both sides know the place, and like to
come here, and. jhe Rochester Yacht Club
is willing to tdke hold of the enterprise
and push it. Cobourg has been mentioned
as a good ?Ince for holding the opening
races, the local people thinking that it
would: be best to have the wind-up at Char-
lotte.

If this plan goes through, it is quite pro-
bable that a contest for the Fisher Cup
would be one of the features of the Char-
lotte end of the week’s regatta. A chal-
lenge for the cup is sure to be forthcoming
in the early spring, and neither challenger
nor defender could have any objection to
naming a date during regatta week for the
race. Probably a day would be set apart
for it if arranged, and a money prize would
be put up by the club in addition to the
cup.

What Field Says of Royal Victoria.
London, Oct. 19.—The Field discredits the
rumors. that it is the intention of the Prince
of Wales to build a yacht to supersede the
Britannia.

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EVIDENGE FROM THE GRAVE-

Outline of the Crown’s Case in the Breslau
Murder Trial Which Opens on
Tuesday.

Detective Greer will leave for Berlin
to-day to attend the trial of Kurchins-
kill the Pole, who is charged with hav-
ing murdered Aibert Jeanneret in a ber-
ry patch near Breslau on the aftermoon
of Sunday, Aug, 4, Jeanneret, it will
be memembered was brutally klllg&;

Detective Greer has worked up »a
strong case against the prisoner Kur-
chinski.

Constantinople, Oct. 20.—Sir Philip
Currie, the British Ambassador, has re-
ceived from an Armentan source &
warning that the Young Turkey Party
will probably-induce some Armenian
miscreant to attempt his life, in order
to disgrace the Armenian people.

The reforms granted are not, proper-
1y speaking, the granting of fresh pri-
vileges so much as recapitulating and
providing for the regular administra-
tion of already existing codes, affect-
ing the well-being of Moslems as well
as Christians. The Armenians con-
sider that the coneessions are illusory.

Turkish officials admit that the
granting of reforms were wrung from
the Porte under violent presure. The
Turks are furious and many compe-
tent observers do not hesitate to credit
a crisis leading to revolt and blood-
shed, compared with which the Armen-
ian troubles would be insignificant.
The Sultan would employ. his troops
to repress any Moslem movement with
the utmojt severity. .

England May Land Troops.

London, Oct. 20.—~The Rome corre-
spondent of The Chronicle says that he
has been assured in official circles that
England intends to land troops in seme
part of the Turkish territory, if the
Armenian reforms are not honorably
executed. ;

At a meeting held on Wednesday
night of the six ambassadors of the
Powers at Constantinople, relative to
the recent rioting, it was decided to
send a collective address to the Armen-
ijan Patriarch asking him o use his
influence to stop the agitation that is
being carried on among the Armenians.

. | Upper Canada College differs from
. . |these in that it is' a great Public
of special items for:

school, with practically the ‘same mis-
sion to perform. It is nonsectarian in
its character, the offshoot of no par-
ticular church or class of individuals.
It is a school intended for the youth
of the whole province, and nothing in
the constitution of the college exists to
debar or discourage the attendance of
pupils of any religious or social class.
It is¢ however, a Christian institution,
and it is the province of the college
to inculcate Christian ddetrines as far
as it can consistently with the ut-
most fredom of the students. We can-
not do better than quote Principal Par-
kins’ definition of what Upper Canada
College should be :

First, to make the .college a place
where the conditions dre favorable for
leading pure, manly and truthful life;
a place where it is easy to do right
and hard to do wrong; a place from
which it may be fairly hoped that a
boy will go out with the principles,
habits and manners of a Christian and
a gentleman; second, to make it a
home of sound learning; to make and
keep its level of excellence in such in-
tellectual work as it undertakes to do
as high as that of the best schools
of the kind elsewhere; to make it offer
something like a standard for the high-
er schools of Canada; third, te give ade-
quate training to each boy according
to his capacity, dealing with the slow
and weak, and even with the indiffer-
ent, as carefully and intelligently as
with the clever and brilliant. A school
which trains prize-winners to the ne-
glect of commonplace or even stupid
boys is not doing honest and truth-
ful work. Now, having an ideal of
this kind implies - much. It means
that the men who keep it in view must
be prepared to pour out their lives
freely and unselfishly in the cause. It
means & fixedness of moral purpose
and an earnestnes of moral activity
such as is demanded of men in few
other professions.

An educationalist who has so clear

fore him is very likely to make a suc-
cess of the mission he has undertaken.
If Upper Canada College is carried on
according to these lines there is little
doubt of any retrograde movément
through scarcity of pupils. Prineipal
Parkin is sound in his enunciation of
the future financial policy of the insti-
tution. If the College cannot hereafter
succeed on its merits it is not worth
keeping in existence by the stimula-
tion of public grants. Dr. Pagkin
clearly understands this, and is ready
to accept the responsibility of running
the college - without any further ap-
peals to the Government for funds.
He is also sound in his théory that
the college should be as far as possible
removed from politics. Upper Can-
ada QOllege has a much better chance
of- success if it is taken out of the po-
litical field altogether and left entirely
to its success on the ability of the
management and teaching staff, and
£o the benevolence of its friends and
citizens who see in it an object worthy
of their consideration. The principal
reason why the colleges in Montreal
have received so much larger sums
than have been given to our own Pro-
vincial University is the fact that they
are outside of politics and run as inde-
pendent corporations. The Govern-
ment glad to be relieved of further
responsibility in connection with Upper
Canada: College. Those who have accept-
ed that responsibility are equally glad to
take it off the Government’s hands and
depend upon their own efforts to make
a success of it, We have every reason
to believe a brilliant future awaits the
Canadian Eton.

LAKE WATER AGAIN.

To-day it is expected that the water
carts will cease their diurnal rumbling
through the streets and the fog horn
will be heard no more.

The theory that the
lagoon water will find its way through
the sand into the basin has no scien-
tific basis behind it. As long as the
basin is full of water the pressure
through the sand towards the lagoons
will be exactly the same as that from
the lagoon towards the basin. The
one pressure will exactly counterbal-
ance the other, with the result that
nothing but water from the lake con-
duit will flow into it. The basin, how-
ever, is the weakest point in the sys-
tem ahd Engineer Keating will no
doubt have men stationed there to give
instant alarm if anything should go
wrong. Dr. Sheard advises citizens
to continue to boil all water used for
domestic purposes for some days yet,
but we may imaging in ‘the course of
a few days he will be justified in' coud-
termandng this warning.

While the “circus” will no doubt have
its downfall, the production of gold
in South Africa is enormous and it
will continue to increase in the same
rato that has characterzed {its pro-
duction dueing the past four or five
yvears. From $23,000,000 in 1892, the
South African output has increased to
$46,000,000 this year, amd next year the
production will probably be ten or
twenty per cent. larger than the pre-
sént year. Not only is the production
of gold increasing in Africa in this
wonderful ratio, but the precious metal
is becoming more plentiful in all other
gold-producing countries. The total
production of gold in the world in 1892,
independent of South Africa, was $123,-
000,000.. This year the production,South
Africa not included, will be $154,000,000.
The present yearly product of gold is
just about twice what it was in the
years from 1873 to 1888. This emormous
increase must have a very perceptible
effect in the financial world. The rea-
sons for bimetallism that applied years
ago no longer exist. There is plenty
of gold’ in existence to carry on 't
finances of the world without the 'aid.
of silver.

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A MUDDLE OVER THE YOUNG COON-

The Armstrong Ticket RBesigned : Bodily—
President Newsome Proposed to Post-
pone the Voting, But Legal Opinion
Was Adverse and the Balloting Will
be Hleld Te-Day.

There is a unique state of affairs in
connection with the election of officers
in the Young Conservative Club. The
entire Armstrong ticket has resigned
and though the president declined to
receive this withdrawal, it is held
good by the signers. Despite this a
poll will bé held to-day.  President
Newsome has decided” upo, postponing
the vote until October, Yt 'a protest
was entered and the balloting will go
on. The cause of the trouble was the
Iong fist of mominations.' for member-
ship. At the executive meetings the
Armstrong men made open charges of
cérruption and protested names on the
orposition list in this form :

“I desire to protest Mr. —— because
I believe that he has been nominated
for corrupt purposes.”

This, President Newsome ruled, was
not a valid protest against any man,
but rather a charge of corruption
against the mover and seconder of
the name which should be made in open
meetingy It would not be fair, he al-
leged, to blackball a man who might
be a good Consservative on a charge
of corruption against his mover and
gseconder. For this'reason after voting
upon some 40 of their own and 20 of
their opponents nominations, the Arm-
strong men retired in indignation and
the rest went on and passed the ma-
jority of the names proposed, throw-
ing out very few. :

; OANADA.

Wheat growers in Canada will de-
rive little satisfaction from the follow-
ing extract :

A report was recently prepared, at
the request of the Royal Commission
on Agriculture, on the agricultural
and pastoral industries of Argentina.
From this it appears that of all coun-
tries in the world Argentina is the
best situated as a wheat competitor.
Fifteen years ago the area of cultiva-
tion in Argentina did not amount to
more than 180,000 acres, and she was
obliged to import wheat to the extent
of 177,000 tons. But the area now cul-
tivated is no less than 15,000,000 acres.
An official reporter on behalf of both
the National and Provincial Govern-
ments states that out of a total of
1,212,600 square miles there are some
240,000,000 acres suitable for the purpose
of the production of wheat. As only
15,000,000 acres are at present utilized
in "agriculture, it will be seen what an
immense extent of land still remains
to be tilled. This operation is caried
on mainly in the provinces of Buenos
ﬁ{res, Santa Fe, Cordova and Entre

Taylor & Co., wholesale stationers and
paper dealers, imported a large amount
of wall papers, which were stored in
the company’s bonded warehouse. The

. ting ahead of the Custom House was
not discovered until the firm failed.
‘What goods were then left were con-
fiscated and sold to satisfy the claim
for unpaid duty. It is said $4000 was
realized at the sale, and if such is the
case this would make the real loss to
the Government only $2000.

Prosecuted by Department of Jastice.

The Controller of Customs’ attention
was first directed to the matter some
months ago and he made a very care-
ful investigation of the facts, as have
also the Customs House officers here.
The matter was referred by the Con-
troller to the Minister of Justice and
it is understood it was on the latter’s
advice proceedings were instituted
against the”surveyor.

Before proceedings were taken
against Mr. Douglas a large number
of merchants in the city, including
many Conservatives, interceded with
the Controller on Mr. Douglas’ behalf,
pointing out that the ordinary rules of
the Customs House were such that Mr.
Douglas should not be held respon-
sible for any negligence in the matter.
It is said the same custom prevails in
regard to many other lines of business
as that which prevailed in the delivery
of goods from -C. M. Taylor’s bonded
warehouse. ;

As everyone knows, Mr.. Douglas has
been an official of the Customs House
for about 40 years, during part of
which time he occupied the position of
acting collector.

Mr. Douglas’ Statement.

Mr. Douglas, when seen at his resi-
dence, Breadalbane-street, said : “1It
is true that a writ has been issued
against me by the Government  ‘for
:$€000. I do not think it is a fair thing
to make such a charge against me,
when there are others that have made
the same mistake as I have. THe goods
passed through other hands, and they
did not define the qualities of the

, Boods. It is the system that is at faulty
and I did not detect it.“The wall paper
