Street Pavement.
The paving of Main street is one of the 

burning questions now being discussed 
by the ratepayers of Watford. We quote 
below some extracts from a letter written 
by the town clerk ot Petrolea to Reeve 
Fitzgerald, showing the cost of pave­
ments in that town. The letter in part 
says :—

We have about 13,000 square yards of 
vitrified brick on Main street and abont 
6,000 square yards of Westrumite Asphalt 
along the residential portion.

The first sections of Vitrified Brick laid 
cost us $2.05 per sq. yard. 5 years guar 
antee.

The section of vitrified brick laid last 
year cost us $2 12 per square yard. 5 
years’ guarantee.

The Westrumite Asphalt pavement, 
laid in 1910, cost $2.00 per sq. yard. 
This pavement consists of a five inch 
concrete base, composed of seven of 
gravel to one of cement, with a top 
dressing of two inches of Westrumite and 
broken stone. Ten year guarantee.

We issued deoentures for the brick at 
20 years and the asphalt for 15 years. 
The Town paid 40 per cent, of the cost in 
addition to street intersections in both 
cases.

The cost of the Brick, including inter­
est, per foot frontage to the property 
owners on a 40 foot street from curb to 
curb was 25 cents per lineal fbot for 20 
years.

The cost of the Westrumite Asphalt 
with cement curb and gutter, width of 
street from curb to curb 26 ft., with inter­
est, per lineal foot to the property owners 
was 20 cents for fifteen vears.

Power to weld together all inde­
pendent telephone systems of the 
province was given to the Ontario 
Railway Board last month in the leg­
islature when the “telephone” bill 
introduced by Hon. I. B. Lucas was 
passed in committee of the whole. 
This important piece of legislation 
not only permits a joining together 
of the independent telephone sys­
tem, but also provides for an inter­
change of communications between 
the different systems connected. 
The bill also makes it clear that no 
municipality can grant an exclusive 
franchise to any telephone system 
without a vote of the people, and 
this clause, it is expected, will be 
objected to by the Bell Company.

According to what appears to be 
very authoritative information, the 
annual military camps will hereafter 
be extended to fifteen-day affairs. 
Heretofore the training has been con­
ducted at the different centres for 12 
days each summer, but the railway 
companies baye received instructions 
to carry the men to and from the 
camps at Kingston, Petawawa, Niag­
ara Falls and the western training 
grounds, which London and Goder­
ich are after, in accordance with a 
15-day program. Some time ago the 
military men endeavored to have the 
training made for eighteen days in­
stead of twelve, and it is now 
thought that Col. Sam Hughes has 
acceded to a degree. The pay will 
also be increased to 75c. for recruits, 
85c. for seasoned men, and 15c. per 
day efficiency pay in addition.

The Turk in spring will ait on the 
hillsides and smoke and dream for 
ten minutes at a time, sometimes for 
hours. They call it making "kef.” 
When you have a Turkish student 
who makes “kef" in class he is hope­
less. No part of the lessons sinks 
into his mind. He speaks when you 
call on him and tries to answer your 
questions, but his thoughts are far 
away.

I have stood leaning against our 
terrace wall in the beauty of spring 
and gazed for fifteen minutes at a 
time at certain shrubs and flowers 
which were bright with sunshine un­
til my thoughts seemed to soar away 
beyond the confines of space ana 
of time. It is as easy to be mystio 
in the east as it is to be practical 
in the west. The difference between 
east and the west, in a word, is this: 
Herb we do not like to sit down; 
there they do not like to get up. Here 
leisure is a sin; there it is a virtue.

Our habit of crowding every mo­
ment, of seeking recreation in violent 
and exciting forms, is the result of 
our climate. It is hard to sit still 
and relax and desire nothing, not 
even amusement. Such a life, fever­
ish in its activity, does not make one 
really happy and is bound to lead at 
last to a breakdown.

In the east one does not have to do 
something in order to be happy. One 
does not have to plan theatre par­
ties, games, crowded excursions, in 
order to be happy. One is happy mere­
ly to exist. One can sit down and be 
happy. Repose is as natural as ac­
tivity is to us.

For this reason I have often thought 
that the east may in time become 
our great sanitarium. Just as the 
orientals who come to our country 
learn to work and to hustle, so Anglo- 
Saxons who go to the east learn to 
repose. A few years there will change 
ones restless, nervous habits into 
opim and poise. You cease to worry 
about things. Desire, which is the 
chief source of our anxieties, falls 
from you. If you can’t do a thing 
you have planned on you say: “Never 
mind. It is not important.” If there 
is something you need, but cannot 
get, you say, “Well, I can do without 
it.” If there is a play you want to 
see, but cannot; a trip you want to 
make, a friend you want to visit, 
and things stand in the way, you say, 
“Some other time.” Thus the east 
creeps in upon you with its laziness, 
its repose and its feeling of resigna­
tion, and you grow fat and healthy 
and forget that you have nerves.

Reader, if you want to know what 
paradise is on this earth visit Con­
stantinople and the Bosporus in the 
month of May.

Finest Food For Horses.
It is stated that, no matter what 

class of animal is brought to Jerez 
de la Frontera, Spain, in two genera­
tions is acquires remarkable tough­
ness and endurance. This is attribut­
ed partly to the climate, but princi­
pally to its feeding on a rich wild 
clover called “zulla,” found only in 
the Province of Cadiz, which people 
there say is the finest food in the 
world for horses. The zulla is very 
rich in sustenance and grows to three 
or four feet in height and with more 
luxuriance in chalky, clayey soil, 
such as is found here in the vine­
yards which produce the famous Jerez 
wine or sherry. It is never sowh or 
cultivated, as it seems to grow best 
wild.—London Spectator.

Crude Mining Methods.
Mica mining in the Nellore district, 

India, though a highly profitable in­
dustry, is carried on practically as it 
was by the natives a hundred years 
ago. The mica vein is followed up 
by underhand sloping which results 
in the production of toftuous, worm­
like holes sometimes extending to a 
depth of 300 feet below the surface. 
The mica excavated is brought to the 
surface by a string of coolies working 
hand ever hand on rudely construct­
ed bamboo ladders. On account of 
the accumulation of water during the 
night when work ceases all sinking 
operations are delayed each morning 
for an hour or more while the water 
Is being dipped out with buckets by 
coolies.

MAGNETMARVELS
Modem Giants That Raise Tons 

of Metal at a Time. ; j

LIFT BILLETS HOT OR COLD.

A Single On* of The»* Monster* With
Invialbl* Magie Finger* Will Do th*
Work of Half • Hundred Men—The
Magnet In Medicine and In Surgery.
Those who have watched a toy mag­

net lift np plug and needles and mar­
veled not a little at the unseen power 
that causes the bits of metal to Jump 
might well be excused for standing 
aghast at the sight of a modern giant 
magnet picking up several tons of Iron 
and steel from the scrap heap and con­
veying It with ease and rapidity to 
the melting furnace beyond.

So great has been the commercial de­
velopment of the magnet that It can 
lift five and a half tons. These giant 
magnets used In Iron and steel mills 
can pick up hot as well as cold billets, 
and a single one of this character will 
displace half a hundred workmen.

A further improvement may be not­
ed In the combination of skull cracker 
and magnet. The skull cracker Is a 
huge pear shaped ball of Iron suspend­
ed by a chain to a book and steel 
ropes. This skull cracker Is dropped 
with great force on scrap metal to be 
broken up for remelting. It breaks the 
metal Into conveniently small pieces 
and is lifted up and down by the mag­
net an til the scrap Is reduced to prop­
er size. Then the Invisible fingers of 
the magnet gather np the small pieces 
and carry them to the melting furnace. 
The entire operation Is acceupllshed 
In one-hundredth of the time formerly 
required by manual labor.

More recently magnets have been 
employed In the milling Industry to 
pick out small particles of metal that 
frequently get Into flour and cause ex­
plosions through friction when they 
come In contact with the big rollers. 
Not a particle of metal can escape the 
powerful magnets suspended over the 
chute through which the grain passes.

In mining and metallurgical work 
the magnet has become an Indispensa­
ble labor saving agent The magnetic 
separation of ores has saved thousands 
of dollars to mining companies. When 
the rocks are crushed and pulverized 
powerful magnets gather up the In­
finitesimal parts of metal released from 
their beds and convey them to the 
smelting furnace. Quantities of ore 
can thus be saved fiom old tailings 
that were formerly considered pure 
waste.

Recently commercial magnets were 
employed for the novel purpose of rais­
ing sunken treasures. A big cargo of 
nails was lost In twenty fathoms of 
water, and the loss seemed irreparable 
until some enterprising genius raised 
them easily and cheaply by means of 
a magnet suspended from a derrick by 
steel cables.

In the .most improved commercial 
magnets hollow steel castings are used. 
In which magnetized coils are placed. 
The latter are built up of alternate 
layers of copper and asbestos and In­
sulated from the cast steel frames by 
thick sheets of mica. A magnet of 
tlXs construction is proof against heat 
and cold and free from the danger of 
short circuiting. There Is nothing com­
bustible used In its manufacture, and 
it can gather up a ton of hot scraps 
of steel with comparative ease.

But the invisible fingers of the. mag­
net can pick up the most delicate 
splinter of steel no larger than a sew­
ing needle as easily as It lifts a huge 
iron or steel beam weighing a ton or 
two. The small magnets have there­
fore found as great a field of useful­
ness as the big ones. In all trades 
they are employed for handling pieces 
of metal too small for fingers to pick

cinders from the eye and also for 
drawing out of the body needles and 
pieces of metal that have found lodg­
ment there. A dressmaker who had 
Inadvertently swallowed a dozen nee­
dles was operated upon In this way. 
with entire success. For several days 
she was placed under a powerful mag­
net until every needle had been drawn 
from her body.

In a therapeutic way magnets have 
proved of value In destroying ulcerous 
and cancerous growths, and even 
blood diseases of some kinds have 
yielded to their curative effects. A 
man with the point of a dagger broken 
off In his body had It removed by a 
magnet Another patient had been 
suffering from a painful ulcer on the 
chin for many years without finding 
relief. He was finally cured by treat­
ment with a magnet which drew from 
his chin a lot of steel filings that bad 
caused all the trouble. The filings had 
found lodgment in a cut In his face 
one day when working before a turn­
ing lathe.
