Inoobfobated by the Statute of Canada, 14 and 16 Victobia, Cap. It I

FOB PBOHOTINO THE FOLLOWINO OBJECTS, VIZ :—

Ist.—^The enoourngement and support of MisB^onarici and Clorgymen of

the United Church of England and Ireland, within the Diocese of Montreal,

including the cieation of funds towards the augmentation of the Stipends of

poor Clergymen, and towards making a provision I'or those who may be

incapacitated by age op infirmity, and for "Widows and Orphans of the

Clergy of the said Church in the aiild Diocese.

2nd.—The encouragement of Education, ond the support of Day and

Sunday Schools in the said Diocese, in conformity with the principles of the

said Church.

8rd.—Granting assistance, where it may be necessary, to those who may
be preparing for the Ministry of the Gospel of the said Church within the

said Diocese.

4th.—Circulating la the said Diocese the Holy Scriptures, and such publi-

cations as have the sanction of the Church, viz :—Prayer Books, Homilies,

Catechisms, Collects, and Canons, with the addition of Books and Tracts

circulated by the Society for Promoting Christian Knowledge, in London.

6th.—Obtaining and granting aid towards the erection, endowment and

maintenance of Churches according to the establishment of the said Church

in the said Diocese, the erection and maintenance of Parsonage-Houses, the

setting apart of Burial Grounds and Church Yards, the endowment and sup-

port of Parsonages and Rectories according to the said establishment, and

the management of all matters relating to such endowments.

His Excellency the Governor General, if a member of the Church of

England, shall be requested to become the Patron of the Society,

The Lord Bishop of the Diocese of Montreal, shall be the President of the

Society, and shall be " ex officio" Chairman of all meetings of the Society,

and of all Committees thereof, at which he may be present. The Vice-

Presidents shall consist of such Chairmen of the different District Associa-

tions of the Society as are hereinafter provided for, and such others as shall

be nominated at the General Annual Meeting of the Society, from among

its members.



\ I BY-LAWS.

I.

The Corporation shall be composed and consist of the Lord Bishop of the

Diocese, and other members appointed by the Charter, all Clergymen offiei-

uting in the Diocese, and of such other members of the Church of England

as shall be elected into the Corporation at the General Meetings of the So-

ciety. The latter, however, shall not be eligible for election as members of

the Corporation, unless they sbuU pay annually the sum of $5 to the Trea-

surer of the Society, or of any District Association of -which they shall be

members, or shall pay once for all the sum of £12 10s. to the Treasurer;

in the latter case they become members for life, and in the former so long

as they shall continue to pay the sum of $5 above specified. All euch pay-

ments shall be made in advance for one year, from the 1st of January in each

year.
'

.-

II.

OFFICEBS.

The Treasurer, the Secretary, the Auditors, and the necessary Officers of

the Society shall be appointed by the Central Board.

The Secretary may be allowed a salary and travelling expenses under the

direction of the Central Board. The Secretary may appoint an Assistant,

subject to the approval of the Central Board, provided said appointment

shall not entail any additional burden on the Society.

The appointment of the Treasurer and Secretary shall not be for any

specified period, but they may be removed at the pleasure of the Central

Board.

III.

TBEASUREB.

The Treasurer shall receive all subscriptions, donations, rents, issues and

profits, payable to the Society, for which purpose a paid Collector or Col-

lectors muy be employed. Such monies shall be deposited in such Bank or

Banks as shall from time to time be indicated or approved of by the Central

Board.

No money shall be paid by the Treasurer without the authority of a

resolution of the Central Board, certified by the Secretary, expressing the
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name of the person to whom, and the purpose for which the money is to

be paid.

The Treasurer shall also have the custody of all deeds, bonds, securities,

and other documents relating to the property of the Society, (which, after

registration, shall be deposited in one of the approved Banks, unless other-

wise specially ordered by the Cential Board,) and shall submit his accounts

at the stated periodical Meetings of the Central Board.

. ^ IV.

SECUETABY.

Minutes of all Meetings of the Society shall be taken, and at each Meet-

ing of the Society, the Minutes of tho preceding Meeting shall be read by
the Secretary, and signed by the Chairman.

The Si^oretary shall conduct the correspondence of the Society, take

Minutes of the proceedings of the Meetings of the Central Board, and pre-

pare the Annual Report of the Society, to be submitted to the Central

Board.

V.

MEETINGS OF THB SOCIETY.

The Society shall meet annually at Montreal, on the third Tuesday in

•January, whereof not less than fifteen days' notice shall be given by the

Secretary, in two of the leading City Newspapers, and elsewhere as may
seem to him expedient. Special Meetings of the Society may be called at

any time by the President, on his own authority, or in his absence from the

Diocese, or in the event of a vacancy in the See, by any two of the Vice-

Presidents and five other Members of the Society, by a written order to the

Secretary, who shall notify the same in the manner hereinbefore provided in

"espect of the Annual Meetings.

VI.

THE CENTRAL BOARD.

There shall be a Central Board for the management of the general busi-

ness of the Society, consisting of the President, the Vice-Presidents, and the

other Officers of the Society, all officiating Clergymen of every Church, Ac,

or Chapel of the United Church of England and Ireland, and of such

other persons, being Members of the Church of England, as shall be elected

in the manner following :

—

The subscribers of the Society in every Parish, Chapelry, or Mission, shall

send one Representative to the Central Board, and shall also send one addi-

tional Representative for every £20 in the city, and £10 in the coimtry

subscribed annually to the General Funds of the Society. • ^
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No Olergymen, or Representative, ehall be entitled to vote at the Central

Board unless be sball bare paid tbe annual subscription of $5.

It f ball be tbe duty of tbe Secretary to give notice, on the Ist October in

every year, to tbe different Parishes, Ac, of the number of Representatives

which they are entitled to elect for tbe ensuing year, and each Clergyman

sball forward to tbe Society tbe names of the Representatives of his Parish,

District, or Mission, some time before tbe 31st December.

The Board shall meet in the City of Montreal, on the 1st Wednesday of

every month. Special Meetings may be called by the President, or in bis

absence from tbe Diocese, or in the event of a vacancy in the See, by two of

tbe Vice-Presidents and four Members of the Board, by a written order to

tbe Secretary. Not less than six Members present shall form a quorum.

When a sufficient number of Members to form a quorum shall not assemble

at any meeting duly summoned, the members present may adjourn to an-

other day, and so on totiea quolies until a quorum sball be found, and business

may then be proceeded with.

The Central Board sball have authority to make such rules as may be ne-

cessary for tbe government of its own affairs, provided that none of them be

contrary to, or inconsistent with, tbe spirit of the Constitution or By-laws of

the Society. Tbe Central Board shall report to the Annual Meeting a state-

ment of its proceedings, and a detailed account of all monies received and

expended during tbe preceding year, and no grant shall be made to any

country Church or Mission situated within the limits of any District Asso-

ciation, unless tbe-ftpplication be forwarded through the District Association

in which such Church or Mission may be situated, nor unless the annual

subscriptions for the current year shall have been paid to the Treasurer of

the Society of the District Association.

VII.

FABOCBIAL AND DISTRICT ASSOCIATIONS.

In order more fully to carry out the objects of tbe Society each rural

Parish, Mission or Cbapelry, in the person of its Clergyman, and all sub-

scribers of 5s. per annum, and upwards, shall be an Association, in corres-

pondence through its Chairman, (the Clergyman,) with the Central Board,

and may be denominated tbe Parochial Committee of the Church Society, of

whom five ehall be a quorum. The Committee shall meet at sucii periods

as they shall themselves decide to be most convenient, inviting the co-opera-

tion of all the parishioners in their deliberations and designs. They sball

collect subscriptions and donations in such manner as they shall deem most

effective, and endeavour by every means in their power to augment the re-

sources of the Society. One-bal f of all monies collected must be transmitted

to tbe Treasurer of the Society, the other half may be expended within tbe

Parish, Mission or Cbapelry, for such objects 'only as are specified in tbe
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OoDstitntion of the Society, or forwarded to the Treasurer of the District

Association, where any such exists, or the whole may be transmitted to the

Treasurer of the Society.

And where three or more Clergymen may desire it, a District Rural Asso-

ciation may be formed, with the approbation of the President of the Society,

the same to be composed of the Clergy resident within the bounds of the

same, and all other Members of the Church, who shall contribute 6s. per

annum, in aid of the Society's funds.

Any ofSciating Clergyman resident within the bounds n^ay be elected by

such District Association as Chairman, with whom shall be associated as

composing a Committee of Management, the Clergy of the several Parishes

or Missions within the bounds of such District, one or two Laymen from

each of the same, a Secretary and Treasurer. A General Meeting of each

District Rural Association shiiU be held in each year, at such time and place

as may be agreed upon at a previous Quarterly Meeting of the Committee

of Management, and Quarterly Meetings of the Committee of Management

not less than five to form a quorum, shall be held for tlie transaction of the

business of the Association.

The Rural Parochial Association shall communicate to the Secretary of

the Parent Society, a m'uute statement of the receipts and expenditure

within the sphere of their operations, embodied in the form of a Report, at

least one month before the Qeneral Meeting of the Chm'ch Society.

VIII.

LAT COMMITTEE.

A Lay Committee, consisting of not less than thirteen members of whom
the Treasurer shall be one, shall be chosen at the Annual Meetings of the

Society, from among the Members of the Society, of whom there shall be

a quorum for the transaction of business.

The proceedings of the Lay Committee shall be reported monthly to the

Central Board.

The Clerical and other Members of the Central Board may attend at any

of the General Meetings of the Committee, and may propose and discuss

matters therein, but have no vote.

It shall be the duty of this Committee to recommend to the Central Board

the best means of carrying out the following objects ;

—

First,—The securing to the Clergymen no\<' resident and doing duty in the

Diocese, a sufficient and permanent income, and providing, with the least

possible delay for the increase of their number, so as to meet the increasing

exigency of the population.

Second,—The building in every place where it may be required, a Church

of brick or stone upon a well-considered plan, as to dimensions, external

form and internal arrangement, keeping in view the probability of it»

requiring enlargement.
/ '
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7%ird,—^The assisting of the different Parishes and Missions in the Dioeese,

in the erection of a residence for the Clergymnn, by loan, to be repaid by

instalments.

Fourth,—The procuring an adequate and permanent support for all the

Institutions, Authorities, and Functionaries, suitable and appertaining to the

Establishment of the Church of England in this Diocese.

Fifth,—The encouraging the formation of a Local Endowment Fund, at

every station or place having a Church or Clergyman.

Sixth,—The management and superintendance of all lands belonging to

the Society.

Seventh,—It shall also be the duty of the Lay Committee to investigate

all applications for grants of money, and to report thereon to the Central

Board. Every application for aid in the erection of a Church must contain

the following information.

1. The precise situation, especially with reference to the nearest Church

and the amount of population within five miles of the Church.

2. The title of the ground on which the building is to be erected,—copies

to be produced.

8. The size of the building, the number it is intended to accomodate, and

the probable number of the congregation that will be likely to attend it.

The supposed cost of the building, the progress it has made towards

completion at the time of application, and the amount of contributions on the

spot in money or labour.

IX.

BOOK AND TRACT COMMITTEE.

At the Annual Meetings of the Society seven Members of the Society

shall be chosen, to form a general Bitok and Tract Committee for the

'ensuing year.

SERMONS.

Such Sermons as the Lord Bishop of the Dioeese shall direct shall be

preached in each year in each Parish, Chapelry, and Missionary Station, on

such days as the Bishop shall appoint, in favour of some one or more of the

objects of the Society, and a collection made in aid thereof, which shall forth-

with be transmitted to the Treasurer of the Society, an i no grant or benefit

from the Society shall bo obtained for any object within any Parish, Cha-

pelry, or Missionary Station within which such Sermon or Sermons shall not

have been so preached, and such collections shall not have been made.

BT-LAWS.

No alteration or amendment in the Constitution or By-laws of the Society

«hall be made, unless the general nature of such alteratioo or amendment
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hall have been proposed at tbe next previous General Meeting of the Soci'

ety, provided that not less thaa one mouth intervene between the two Meet-

ings, and that the object of the Meetings be stated in the advertisement by

which they are called. At all Meetings of the Society, of the Central Board

,

or of Committees, the Cliairman, in case of an equality of votes, shall have

a double or casting vote.

Whereas some Members of the Church, who are not unmindful of the great

spiritual wants of their own neighbourhood, still feel constrained, in pious

gratitude for the blessings they enjoy, to allot something, however small, from

the means with which a Gracious Providence has blessed them, towards the

spread of the Glorious Gospel among the nations which still sit in darkness

;

the Society will gladly receive and forward to the Society for the Propaga-

tion of the Gospel, the Church Missionary Society, or the London Society for

Promoting Christianity among the Jews, whatever sums may be given for

the conversion or instruction of the Heathen or the Jews.

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REPORT

1857.
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The Central Board of the Church Society for the Diocese of

Montreal again congratulates its members on the satisfactory state

of the Society's Finances. Although in the year ending 6th

January, 1856, there had been a very large increase in subscrip-

tions and offerings to the Society, it is encouraging to find, at the

end of another year, that the interest in the Society's work is

not diminished, as is proved by the fact that they have now to

report a larger income than in any previous year.

The Montreal Parochial Association has paid to the Treasurer

the sum of £532 18s. 2d., which includes £173 Is. lOd., contri-

buted through the Missionary boxes.

The total income of the Society from ordinary sources has been

£36 12s. Od. more than last year.

The sum of £126 73. 4d. was raised in the name of the Society

and expended on local objects, independantly of the Central Board.

This sum is not included in the income of the Society, as it does

not appear in the Treasurer's accounts.

£64 la. 3d. hare been contributed towards endowments, and

£101 Ss. 2d. have been received for the sale of books.

The total amount raised within the year for Church purposes is

JS9568 5s. lOd., which is JC981 9s. 4d. more than last year.

With the exception of the moderate expenses incurred in print-

ing, it is to be observed that the whole of the funds collected in

the city are available for the sacred objects of the Society. There

is no paid collector, as formerly ; this item of expenditure has been

saved by the gratuitous services of those benefactors to the Society

who havo given effect to the organization of the rarodiial Asso-

ciation in this city. Tito Board would hero acknowledge tha

obligation of the Society to these effective and unwearied labours,

on which it now confidently relies for the future furtherance of ita

interests and progressive improvement of its funds at the hands of

members of the Church in the City of Montreal. They would be

forgetful of ft duty, they conceive, did they not taUe this opportu-

nity of recommending to the notice of the Clergy in all parts of

the Diocese the value of associations such as this. The mem-
bers of the Church neoil, generally speaking, but to have the

claims of the Soci^ y set before them by those who can explain

its object and operations, to acknowledge the duty of assisting it;

and nothing seems so likely to maintain an interest in the work as

periodical meetings of Parochial Associations, at which the

friends of the Society may hoar what is being done through ita

instrumentality

They would point attention also to that which now may be said

to constitute an important feature in the Society's working, inas-

much as from it is derived one-third of the funds collected in the city

—the boxes for receiving the offerings of members of the Church

towards the Society's work. Many who, for good reasons, may

be unwilling publicly to pledge themselves for more than a small

annual subscription, may still be willing to add to its funds, as

God may prosper them, and the thoughtful Christian will be glad '

to mark the instances of God's providential goodness, which call

forth his gratitude, and will find in them a present and convenient

channel for his offering to God and to the cause of His Church.

With the increase of its Funds, the Society's operations have

been enlarged. Especial attention is drawn to the extended

Missionary work of this year.

1. The Township of Potton, a district long neglected for want

of funds, was visited during the summer by the Rev. W. Jones,

by whom a most able report was presented to the Lord Bishop.

Mr. Jones, by his active and praiseworthy exertions was enabled

to secure, at a small outlay, a substantial stone Church, (then

being without any Minister or congregation,) which was available

for immediate occupation. Towards this object, the sum of JS/iO

was unanimously voted by the Board. Through the assbtance given
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by this Society, the Rov J. GodJen was sent to Potton in October

last, and is now laboring devotedly among its population ; with

(}od*s blessing on the Church's ministrations, now furnished to it,

the friends of the Society may hope to hear of a great improve-

ment in this part of the Diocese, until its spiritual condition cca»o

to present so unhappy a contrast to the beauty of its external

features.

2. Extracts are also given in another part of the Report, shewing

what has been effected in the mission of Clarendon, under the oner

getic working of the Rov. J. S. Sykos. In the lust two yearH the

Church in that mission has gathered much strength. Two now

churches are in course of erection within what originally formed

part of the extensive district annexed to Clarendon, one at Onslow

and the other at Portage du Fort. Through the aid of this

Society, the Bishop was enabled to form a separate charge at the

latter place, an<I the Rev. J. Gribble has been stationed there for

several months. It is expected that as soon as the church is readv

for use, a large portion of the charge for the clergyman will be

borne by Iho inhabitants. In the course of next year, it would

be most desirable, if possible, to place a clergymen also at Onslow

at the mouth of the River Queo, where a considerable annual

contribution will be guaranteed by the congregation.

' 3. The Mission of Huntingdon also, on the Ottawa, has been

divided ; and the Rev. Mr. Morris who was the only clergyman

between Grenville and Aylmer, a distance of 60 miles, has now

the lower portion of his charge formed into a new Mission under

the care of the Rev. J. Davidson, also paid by this Society ; and

who has been actively engaged amongst his poor neighbours in

completing two plain little churches at Petite Nation and the

augmentation of Grenville.

Through the prompt aid also given by this Society, the New
High School at Cowanswille has become the property of the

Church. These and many other important matters dwelt on in

the parochial returns are proofs, that with increasing means, the

Society has entered at once upon many new and extensive fields

of usefulness,—evidences of fresh life and zeal, and of the blessing

ef God vouchsafed upon our endeavours.
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The following clorgy aro now receiving aid for the Sociuty^s

funds, including those who are paid to make up the losses by the

commutation of the Clergy Uoserves : and there are at least two

other districts to which clergymen ought to he appointed^ without

delay, if it was possible to raise the necessary funds.

ABBOTTSFORD AND ROUGEMONT.

Rev F. RoBrasoN reports that the exertions of the people in these places,

dnring the past year, have been such as to cause much thankfulness to Almighty

GoJ who " worketh in his people both to will and to do of his good plea-

sure."

The Congregations at both of these places are but a " little flock," in tho

midst of a population of a different belief, and are for the most part in

very moderate circumstances ; and at Abbottsford our numbers have become

sensibly diminished by death and removal Irom the place, yet the contri-

butions for religious purposes during the past year exceed those of any

former year since the formation of this Society.

This circumstance, when it is considered that what has been done has besa

almost entirely the spontaneous act of the people themselves, and that

their contributions in many instances were not made without much sacrifice,

affords a gratifying indication that our people are not unwilling to " honour

the Lord with their substance."

And while we have still much coldness and indifference to lament, it is a

source of much thankfulness to witness, especially in several of our young

people, an increasing seriousness and love for that "holiness, without which

no man i^hall see the Lord."

At Abbotsford the Church has been furnished with a Melodion, at a cost

of X2'7 10s., and one of our young men, with singular zeal and self devotion,

has fitted himself to conduct the musical part of our {Services with much
efiSciency and ability.

At Rougcmont, a Barrel Organ has been purchased at a cost of £30, and

our people there feel much indebted to their brethren at Charably, who gave

them the Instrument at less than its original cost and present value—their

increased interest and affection for their " Father's House" having prompted

them to procure another of greater value, and in accordatice with that

enlarged liberality which he has vouchsafed to them.

From the Rev. J. P. WHrrB, " With thankfulness to Almighty God, I have

again the satisfaction of transmitting to the Central Board of the Diocesan

Society a very favourable report of the amount raised for Church purposes

in the mission during the year. It is pleasing to state, that from the for-

matioD of the Society, in this parish there has been a gradual increase annu-

ally in the amount of contributions. The collection for last year was

considerably larger than that of the preceding year ; and I am happy to

be able to report an increase of £7 in our annual subscription list for the

present year, which may be considered an indication of interest felt by the

people in behalf of the Society. This increase is mainly to be attributed to

the zealous efforts of those who kindly undertook the office of Collectors.

Every Church family, rich and poor, was called upon, and the opportunity and

privilege afforded them of contributing to the Society's cause. I conceive

the Society to be in this way a great blessing, for by it the general wanti

of the Church are brought under the notice of her members ; and in many
instances they are stirred up to increased exertion in her behalf.

Au the attendance upon our

public services continues good, and a friendly feeling circulates freely

throughout our own and the various religious communities by which we
ore surrounded, we are not left without much cause for thankfulness to-

that gracious Being who makcth men to be of one mind in a house. Nor

are we without hope that a more prosperous and encouraging state of things

will soon arise.

FROST VILLAGE.
Rev. D. Lindsay says—I am glad in being able to announce the conse-

cration of Stukely Church during the present year. The expenditure which'

was required, has drawn very largely upon the benevolence of the people,

but I hope that they will find it amply repaid in the blessings which the

regular ministration of the Gospel will bring. We have to acknowledge

many beautiful gifts for this Church, viz : a Font, Altar Cloth and Communioa

service. Tlie donors are unknown to u?, but I can assure them their gifts has

not been lightly esteemed, and that our people are grateful for the kindness

which prompted the providing of those things so necessary for the decent

celebration of the Sacraments of our Lord. We have made no coUectious

in Stukely beyond the usual ones. We have paid £26 Is., for painting

interior of Church, in addition to £50 Is., for completing inside work. The

Sunday collections have amounted to nearly £4. Tlie Church-wardens have

not yet made up the list of subscribers towards the support of the Mission,

for which I am sorry, as it would have exhibited what the people them?

selves are doing.
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In Frost Village we have raised during the past year £69 ISs., viz : Pew-

rents and Sunday collections £25 ; Church Society, Jt,'9 159,, and fund for the

support of Mission, £35. This part of my mission pays £30 per annum

towards my stipend. The remainder of the sum collected goes towards

paying for Glebe, Ac Mr. D. R. Wood of Montreal, kindly sent us two

handsome plates for taking up the collections in this Church.

I must again urge upon the Society the necessity of having a travelling

Missionary for the scattered settlers of Roxton, Ely and the northern ptirta

of Stukely. The people are willing to contribute. I visit a portion of the

^strict from ime to time, for they are almost destitute of any Missionaries.

The Rev. G. Slack visits another portion of these townships, and his

testimony is the same as mine. As to the pressing demand of this district of

country upon the Society's care, I have simply to add that this year has been

one of encouragement. Our people have given both liberally and kindly,

and in some cases from a sense of duty. So much so indeed, that I feel

oonvinced, that when the immediate wants that a new Mission incessantly

present, shall have been supplied, that the same funds will be forthcoming

to take the place of those we now receive from the Society at home.

GORE.
Rbv. Jcs. GaiFFiH writes :—" Here I raise my Ebenezer, and inscribe

upon it, " Hitherto hath the Lord helped me. " I may say, with a grateful

heart, though my path has been trying, yet not exclusively one of difficulty

and discouragement. It is true that, owing to circumstances over which I

could have no control, our Church building is at a stand still, except indeed,

that much of the building materials are provided, and some funds in the

Treasurer's hands, and, therefore, wo humbly hope, by the Divine bless-

ing, to commence building in the spring. I have my thoughts and anxie-

ties employed about it, and trust that we may venture to hope, that during

the coming summer, we shall make some moderate advances towards its

erection, and by perseverance, in course of time, complete it. I entertain

a hope, and I do trust, if my life be spared, that I may yet see the sacred

edifice solemnly dedicated to the service of Almighty v^o '.

There are difficulties in the way of Church builciiii^g here, that " patient

continuance in well doing, " accompanied with the blessing of God, alone

will overcome

However, it may not be improper to add, that the ability of the settlers

here in general, to contribute towards the services of the Church, is per-

haps, below that of any other Mission in the Diocese.

But notwithstanding all our troubles, we have reason to be encouraged.

In this Mission a few years ago, it was notorious for drunkenness, three

taverns being supported in it. Now a drunken man is rarely seen here,

all the (haunts of vice,) taverns are abolished.

For the liberal aid from friends to our Church funds, we owe a debt of

THE PETITE NATION AND THE AUGMENTATION OP
GRENVILLE.

Rev. J. Davidsox writes.—For the information of the Society I have to

report, that my appointment to the charge of this Mission was made on

the 1st of July last, since which time the service of the Church has been

regularly kept up at four Stations. In speaking of this Mission, it must be

borne in mind, that a few families, really attached to the Church, are only

to be found in a community when the mass of the population is Canadian

French, the remainder being divided into Episcopalians, Presbyterians

»

Methodists and Baptists, each of which is visited by a Minister of its own

persuasion. While, therefore, the Mission is a large one, (being 30 miles

between my extreme stations,) the number of people among whom to
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Avork is not so; yet, from what I know of their wants, I see at present

nothing to discourage us in the fond hope, that, by God's grace, a very fair

congregation of attentive hearers may become firmly attached to the liturgy

and doctrines of our loved and venerable Church, in at least two of the

Stations. From the Rev. Mr. Stephenson I learn, that when the Mission

was included in his charge, the number of communicants at " Petite Nation"

was 24, and at "the Augmentation "14. A few days since he exchanged

duty with me, and administered the holy sacrament to 20 persona at the

former place, and 8 at the latter.

My first object, in entering upon my duties, was to have as much as pos-

sible done towards the completion of the Churches. The one at Papineau-

ville, a substantial building, with Gothic windows, and prettily situated in

the infant village, had been made use of, but was in a very rough state

Wo have managed to get a good wall of mason-work placed under the

building, the floor properly laid, and a Chancel and Vestries formed, during

tlie present season. These, with a few other improvements, have been

effected at an expense of i-13.

At " the Augmentation," I met with an honest welcome from the warm-

hearted Irish of that settlement, who had received very few visits from a

Clergyman of their own Church since the removal of their respected Pastor,

the Rev. Mr. Stephenson, some three years since ; and were beginning to

despair of having a Clergyman sent among them A few there were, who

had forsaken the Church, and attached themselves to other denominations

but the greater part hail with gratitude the ministrations of which they

have been so long deprived.
,

A humble building had been put up and roofed some three years ago

;

this we have been striving to get fit for Divine Service, which, I regret to

say, has not yet been accomplished. The sum of £15, which I found in the

hands of tlie Rev. Mr. Stephenson, obtained by him from the Rev. W. J. D.

Waddilove, of England, with a donation of £l 5s. from the Lord Bishop of

the Diocese, was applied towards the payment of the debt incurred on the

windows and door, which cost £22 10s. The Messrs- Hamilton kindly gave

us materials to the amount of £1, and Mr. Winfield has generously offered

to do £5 worth of work on the inside of the building. Of this liberal pro-

> mise we have not as yet been able to avail ourselves, ov^ing to the want of

a stove, which it was found imi)ossible to provide until the winter travel-

ling commenced. In a few weeks, however, I hope to hold Service in the

Chuich, which has as yet been performed in Mr. Crawford's house. Mr.

Crawford has also given a Deed of the two acres of laud formerly presented

to the Society, as a site for the Church. It is, therefore, hoped that the

Central Board will consider the small number of Church-members, their

scanty means, and the exertions they have made to rear a house in which

to worship God, and yet grant at least the small amount foi* which they

have petitiooed.
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Notwithstanding our local "wants were so many, the oollections and sub-

Bcrlptiuns to tlie Society amounted to £15, half of whicli we forward to the

Parent Society, and retain the rest in the Mission. £22 has also been sub-

scribed towards the Clergymen's stipend, with the promise of some hay and

oats for his horse. These amounts I have no doubt the people will continue

cheerfully to pay, as they are really anxious to have the Mission, so lately

set apart as a separate one, made permanent; but the Society must not

expect to have them much increased for some time to come, for the num-

bers are too small, and have not the moans at their disposal.

VATJDREUIL.

The Incumbent, Rev. J. Pyke, ia happy in being able to remark that there

has been an increase in the amount of subscription for the past year over

the last. As regards our own local effoits we have been engaged during the

past summer is painting the floors of the Church and removing some of the

old paint, so that the Church has now quite a new appearance, and is

more easily kept clean. When finished as intended with stained glass, itc.

it will deservedly rank among the handsomest country Churches in the

Diocese, perhaps in the province. 1 am also happy to say, that the enclos-

ing of the Burial Ground is progressing fast. The posts Avith the top

and bottom rails have been planted, ready for the boards in the spring.

Such a fence has long been needed and when finished will be strong and

substantial.

The incumbent has to record with thankfulness, the donation of five

pounds from William Whitlock, Esq., in a season of deep affliction.

EDUCATION.

Extract from the Report of the Colonial Church and School

Society.

There is no question, that the cause of education in the country has made,

since the last Report, and is making steady and satisfactory pi-ogress ; the

old Schools, where children were cheated into the belief that they were places

of instruction, while they were little more than snares for catching the idle,

are fast dying out, are not tolerated, and are being replaced by Schools of

at least /at> elementary character, where you may hear from the first class

an intelligent account of the globe, a sentence parsed with tolerable correct-

ness, a little of Natural History, the working of a sum in the Rule of Three,

and in reply to questions in the Word of God, a proof that religious training

is not neglected. This, though satisfactory, is very far below the instruction

in the Model School, Montreal, where some of the mapping done by the first

class will favorably compare with what may be purchapcd in the shops, and

where pupils in Algebra raauifest an extraordinary aptitude. While, how-

m

-t



er, noticing these particulars, it is by no meana to be supposed that there

is a deficiency in other branches.

The Normal School has afforded instruction and training to 46 students,

of whom 10 have been provided with situations.

The Model School is fitted up and supplied with school material, carefully

and constantly selected from the most approved stocks. It comprises a

Boys', Girls' and Infants' School, with upwards of 400 scholars.

Tiie Central Board would recommend that special contributions

should be made in order to enable the Book and Tract Com-

mittee to increase their Stock of Books, and to make larger grants

of Bibles and Prayers Books, which are essentially necessary to

the carrying on Missionary work in new Missions; and if found

practicable, to establish some depots in the country.

There are no formidable enemies to

oppose or rival us, except, indeed those enemies to Him and His

Church, irrcligion and unbelief, from whose opposition she looks

not to be delivered, until He shall have put all enemies under His

feet. Our Church seems designated by God, as the honoured

means in His hands of reclaiming to the knowledge of His ways,

and of building up in the faith of Christ's Gospel, \,hose who now

inhabit, and that vast population which" will soon be found in,

those fertile and flourishing portions of the Diocese. Greatly

have we been encouraged, and great must be the se^f denial,

greatly increased must be the contributions, and earnest lUst be

the prayer of each member of the Church, if we are to hold fast

The Annual Meeting of this Society was held nt tlio Mcclianii-s

ILill on Tuoiiday evening, the Lord bishop of Muiitical iu the

Chair.

Tlig LonDBiiiiiP TiiH Bishop of Montuhal, in his opening remarks, stA-

t«u tliat they wonlcl find, from the report which was about to be read to

them, that the progress of tl)e Society had been, on tlio whole, steady and

satisfactory. Ho stated there was no doubt that the time was gradually

approaching when the Church in this country must be self-supporting,

and that, in view of this fact, the success of the Church Society was a

matter of the greatest moment, for, under God, the success of the

Church would depend, in a largo measure, on the success of the

Society. What was known as the voluntary system must bo looked

to as the main support of the Church in Canada; but it would be a

very undesirable, and, indeed, he might say a humiliating position,

if the several members of the Clergy were obliged to appeal directly to

their congregations for their support. The Church Society was an orga-

nization which would prevent this difficulty, and afford the efficient means

by which the whole Church could work together for the common good.

He was happy to be able to say that he thought the Society was establish-

ing itself in the favor of the members of the Church throughout the

diocese. But he would not say more then, as several speakers would fol-

low him.

Rev. E. J. Rogers, the Secretary of the Society, having read the Report

.

It was moved by the Rev. W. Bond, seconded by Major Campbell, C, B :

1.—That the Report be adopted and printed under the direction of the

Secretary. •. ' ^

' •

Rev. Mr. Bond said :—My Lord, Ladies and Gentleman,—There has

been committed to me the honorable and pleasant duty of moving the

first resolution, and my only anxiety is lest I should not do justice to the

admirable report just read, and which I am to ask you to adopt,—not as

a mere form, but with an earnest and enthusiastic determination to carry

its admurable suggestions into effect. In 1850, before the division of the

diocese of Quebec, the income of the Church Society of the united diocese

was £1200 ; and a speaker at the annual meeting then ventured to ex-

press a hope that soon the income of the Montreal Church Society would
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equal that nmonnt. You Iiorc Iicard, in the report, thnt ihnt hope is ac-

complished— the income ia jL'1300
;
gradually has it been iricrcaHingycur

by year until it haa reached this point, and, by Ood'a goodness, it will

not stand still, but maintain a steady progrcs.'?. There are, besidcri, ma-

ny facts of interest which I shall not have time to notice, but there are

one or two to which I must draw your attention. The first is concerninir

the Widows and Orphans fund. It had long been a source of great anx-

iety to members of the Churdi of England, that the widows and orplmna

of the clergy might often be left to poverty and misery. It was felt that

it was not right the clergyman should be compelled to save out of his

poor income, and thus learn to be sordid, nor that he should dc^iccnd to

the conflict of trade and commerce—nor was it right that he should bo

bopeless concerning the future of those he loved ; and therefore this fund

was commenced, and now amounts to JE2500, and this will give you, with

the other contributions, an available annual sum of £3G0, or provision for

nine cases. I congratulate you upon this result. I congratulate you, for

I feel that you (any more than we) could not bear to think that our widows

and helpless orphans should be driven to crouch to the cold world for a

morsel of bread. You have well done, then, and we thank you for this

encouragement in our daily labor. The second, is the great advance made

in the Country Missions. It would bo easy to give many extraordina-

ry examples : I will, however, refer only to one now. I remember the

mission of which I speak, with two clergymen working in it, and how

much do you think it contributed toAvards church puri)0se3 ? It drew out

of the church—money for schools—money for the poor—money for their

ministers' salaries—and they themselves contributed just

—

nothing ? Well,

some years have elapsed since then, and last year the contributions were

£245, and this year £250, which is not above the average of the contribu-

tions of several years. Now that is the way we are progressing, and I

feel that it is a cause for encouragement and hope
;
and if it were hot for

my fear of tiring you, I could bring out many more such facts by analyz-

ing the Report; but I forbear, and will now speak of the Society general-

ly as this year's statement developes its action. I have heard objections

raised against the Society, and I am free to admit that I have entertained

them myself; hut here is the question, in replying to Avhich, my objections

have been greatly silenced. Do we not need organization for union?

Without it, can we carry out any of our works with vigour? I well re-

collect once learning a lesson upon this point in the country. 1 saw a

man building a mill upon a stream that seemed very inadequate for his

purpose, and I said to him :
" You may bring grist to your mill, but you

won't be able to grind it," Said he, with a smile :
" Come with me."

When we had walked a little way, he said :
" Do you see the bend of that

river ?—I shall bring it into my streain ; and, a little further on, do you

Bee that lake 7—a small cut, and it will form a reservoir for me ; and so
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you Me I mfty grind and grind as much at I like." I laj to you, we on-

ly want the organication to bring into play whaterer motivo-powor we

may need ; and if organization be needed, wliere can we find a better /o(a/

organisation than the Ohurch Society? And this will meet one of the

most forcibk of the objections. I argued that the Society was not con.

ducted as I wished, but I said : well, I will join it, and try if I cannot

effect a reform ; and so I say to any of you who may feel the same objec«

tlon—come and join us, talce an interest in the working of the Society

and let us make it what we wish ; and if we can't do that, let us make It

as near as we can. Again, it is objected by the country, on the one handi

that everything is centred in the city. Now, wo do not com-

plain that light is centred in the sun—that water is gathered into the

lakes and reservoirs, and why should there be any objection to centrali-

zation, when it ia only for the purpose of sending forth the benefits more

eflRsctually to distant parts. On the other hand, it is objected that the

city has no part of the benefits,although it provides the greater part of

the contributions ; and to some extent it is true that a large proportion

ofthe monies are obtained within Montreal. I have known seven persons

in one week seeking subscriptions, and I have not known one sent emp-

ty awAy. All praise to our friends for their liberality ; its monuments are

to be found throughout the Diocese ; there is scarcely a church where

the stone does not cry out of the wall or the beam out ofthe timber—" I am
from Montreal." Ye deserve, and ye have our gratitude for this ; but ye

are not without a reward. The lake beautifies and fructifies its borders

;

the streams, as they trickle in, and the rivers as they stream out, give

verdure and loveliness to their banks ; and so is it with you—the streams

ofyour benevolence assuredly bless you and your families, and your con-

gregations, and your city, as they pass along, and give preciousness to

your spiritual interests. And now, as regards the field before us, do yon

think that this Canada is always to remain a mere province, exercising

slight influence on the destinies of the world ? No ! The pulse of Old

England's heart beats too vigorously within our veins, and when a few

more years have passed away, if God bless us, see what she will be

!

Our two millions of inhabitants will be twelve millions ; our thousands

of miles-ofwoods will be smiling fields and farms; our country will reach

from the Atlantic to the Pacific, bound together hy its iron roads ; and

we shall eithier be as, I hope, an integral part of the British Empire, or we

shaU be a nation—no insignificant rival-of our neighbor and sister sprung

from the same mother. But the pulse of Old England's Church too, beats

vigorously and mightily within our breasts—that Church whidh is the

brightestjewel inthe-crown ofour beloved Queen—that Chturch tohieh never

recedes, and whose march is ever onwards—that Church v^ich is the

bulwark and nursing-mother of freedom—that Church wAicA has encir-

cled the word With the raitibow of promide-x-tffAtcA hath, by her 80cie<<

D
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ties, planted the standard of the cross in erery clime, and proclaimed

the Gospel in i^lmost every tongue, beneath the sun. Do we not

feel the beating of that pulse ? Is it not now stirring within your hearts 7

Do you not feel, as you think of its splendid triumphs, it is a glorious

birthright to belong to that Church? I feel that it is, and that while

we receive from England her hundreds of pounds to minister the Gos-

pel to her thousands of poor sent to our shores, the time will come when

our Church Societies shall be Missionary Societies, (as even now they

are,) and send forth the Gospel to still more destitute places. If we

could make our friends across the Atlantic hear, we would say to

them—-"they have taken away our reserves, but we do not despond ; in

many places we are only a handful scattered abroad, yet we have no

misgivings,—our people love their Church with an undying love,—^just

aid us to preach the Grospel and give Schools to the poor you send us

every year, and by and by, by God's grace, we will only ask of you your

prayers and fellowship." It would be easy to say much more upon this

subject, but I will only add : let us prove ourselves worthy of that glo-

rious Church by union, by earnestness, by liberality, by purity of Doc-

trine, and by holiness of life. Let us adopt this report as a solemn

pledge that we will strive to act worthy of our position and of the splen-

did destiny that is before this great country, so that as a Church, free

and untrammelled, we may do our part ir forming its greatness and

evangelizing its population.

Major CAKPBXLL, in seconding the resolution, said he had acceded to the

request of the officers of the Society to second this resolution, although

he did not possess the eloquence nor the ability of the reverend gentle-

man who had so ably advocated the claims of the motion, but from an

earnest desire to show them that members of the church, wh9 resided in

the country parts of the diocese, took a deep interet in its well-doing.

There was an old saying, that " comparisons were odious," and

he had, therefore, to request that they would not draw a

comparison between him and the previous speaker, for the result could

not but be odious to him, as he had neither the ability nor the practical

eloquence of the mover. When he looked around about him and saw

many men of piety, professing different faiths, he could only say, " God

forbid that he, poor erring mortal, should judge any man"—he left it

to the Almighty Ruler, to whom alone it belongs, to judge—but this

he would say, this he dare say, and would say on every fitting occasion

that he conscientiously believed that the doctrines of faith promul-

gated by the Church in which he was baptized, reared, and nurtured,

were more according to the Gospel. This Society had many objects

in view, but he would specially allude to that of sending missionaries

to different parts of the 'diocese. They were well aware that in the

country parts there were two classes to be found. The larger of these
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were under another influence, and the other was not sufficiently

wealthy to support a missionary. This society, however, came to their

aid, and by and by the forests are become dwelling places, and ,

children are bom and received into the Church. The Missionary is

ever at his post. Since then God's blessings have been bestowed so

abundantiv on you dwellers in this city, will you refuse to give in return

to those wQo are in want in the back settlements ? Let no man say he ia

too poor,—every drop swells the stream as it trickles along, and every

stream that joins the river swells its volume. He hailed with pleasure

the appearance of a gallant soldier who held a high and glorious post in

the British army ; and as could be seen by the medals on his breast, had

gallantly fought and nobly won, not only in engagements With the Kaffirs,

but in the trenches before Sebastopol. His presence there was another

proof of that decision of character which had raised him and which he

hoped would raise him yet higher in the army of his country. Many

years had rolled over their heads since, as companions in arms, he (Major

Gampbell) and that gallant officer had trod the soil ofthis country together.

In the day of youth each had started with the same anxious thoughts for

the future. What success had attended each of them they knew ; long

since he (Maj. C.) had beaten his sword into a ploughshare, and had

planted himself in Canada ; he had taken root here and his branches were

springing up. Once more they were met, not under the flag of war, but

under the sacred banner of their glorious Church. In conclusion, he hop-

ed the meeting and members of the Church generally would give the

society increased funds to extend its sphere of usefulness. The Resolu-

tion was put, and carried unanimously.

2. Lieutenant General Sir W. Kyre spoke as follows, viz. :

—

" Being-a very humble, but a sincere member of the Church of England,

I have peculiar satisfaction in moving the fiillowing resolution, viz. :

—

" While we hail with satisfaction the accounts of the increasing acti-

vity of the Church in other parts of the world, and specially as regards

the proposed extension of the Episcopate in the neighboring Diocese of

Toronto, we pray God to preserve to us and all our brethren the blessings

of a sound faith and pure lives, so that we may not fail to hand down to

succeeding generations that same Gospel which we have ourselves re-

ceived."

" I feel much obliged to the Committee for allowing me the honor and

privilege of contributing—however imperfectly—to the great cause which

summons us together this evening. I only regret my inability to say

anything worthy of the occasion, or that will probably interest the ladies

and gentlemen assembled this evening. But however deficient I may be

in the powers of expression, I will yield to no man on earth—I dare not

say in ceal—but in the sincerity of my conviction, that in the great cause
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of whicli thia Society is tlie organ, liea in reality all that fa most valuaBle

STid most interesting to man ; tliat it contains not merely the means,

and, as I believe, the sole means of salration hereafter, but also the secret

of happiness here. Yes I the Gospel of Christ not only brings with it the

tidings of love and peace, and of blessed consolations in distress, but

teaches us also the purest lessons of wisdom for the practice of every day

life ; bidding us to be not slothful in business, but fervent in spirit^

temperate in all things—sober in the hour of prosperity—firm and stead-;

fast in adversity—preserving throughout a spirit of equanimity. If these

be some of the blessings and advantages which those possess who believe

in Christ, I think our first duty ought to be to pay a debt of gratitude to

the Church—I mean now the clerical part of the Church, the ministry of

Christ—for keeping alive within us the spirit of a divine religion. This,

I think, is our first duty ; our second is to support these ministers in every

way in our power—by encouragement, by sympathy, by contributions—

in order to enable them to perform the great duty entrusted to them—

that of propagating the Gospel of Christ, and extending to others those

blessings which we prize and cherish so greatly ourselves. Of the exer-

tions of our Church, I think the report that the Secretary has just read

affords, as far as this country is concerned, a very satisfactory evidence.

With regard to the exertions of the Church in other parts of the world,

I can myself bear evidence. Having sojourned for some years in South-

ern Africa, I can speak to the noble exertions of the Church there in

endeavoring to convert the Heathen, and to spread the means and bless-

ings of religion among the settlers throughout the wide waste of KafiSr

land. In the Crimea also, during the late operations of the war, nothing

could be nobler than the exertions of our Church in administering reli'

gion to those who were fighting for their country. Never probably, on

any former occasion of war, were such efforts made by the Church, and

most exemplary was the conduct generally of the Ministers of the Gospel-

many of them young men taken from scenes of life the very opposite to

war, and called upon suddenly to encounter evils and privations of a

magnitude seldom experienced even in war. I could mention irany

instances. One occurs to me at present—the Rev. Mr. Mochlar, the

Chaplain attached to the 3rd Division. He joined us, I think, at Galli-

poli. He was with us at Varna, where that terrible scourge, the cholera^

attacked all indiscriminately—the robust and the weak, and casting

down the hearts even of the bravest. But the feeble.and delicate frame

of this young Minister of the Gospel was seen constantly at the bed-side

of the patients in hospital, administering to them the consolations of

religion. It was, however, soon clear to every one that the physical

powers of this young man were not equal to the occasion. He was
advised to leave the army and return home. But no t nothing would

induce him to abandon his post. Hia reply was : " I know wh^it have I
f>;jM.'-'
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undertaken
;
I came out prepared for whatever may happen ; I must

persevere in my duties to the last." He accompanied us to the Crimea,
and was one of the first attacked by cholera or fever. He fell ; and there
was no hero who died for his country in that wa^-whose bones lie

buried on that grim and dismal plateau—who surrendered up a nobler
spirit, or deserved better of his country, than did this young Minister of
the Gospel. His name appeared not in the Gazette ; no honors or deco-
rations awaited him

; his memory is unrecorded, but it lies embalmed in
the hearts of those to whom he administered comfort, who admired his
simple virtues anil unaflFected piety. Nor did he stand alore—nor did
his Church sUacl alone. Other Churches—branches of Christ's Church-
also nobly did their duty during that terrible war. And here let me add,
taat though a member of the Church of England myself, a firm believer

io. her pure doctrines, an admirer of her forms and of her beautiful and
sublime liturgy, 1 look upon all sects and denominations of Christians as

so many tributary streams flowing from one fountain head of truth, and
tending all, I trust—though some perhaps with a misdirected course

—

to the one haven of eternal rest."

The Rev. Canon Gilsok seconded the resolution, which he supported .

in a speech ofmuch eloquence. He contended that the proposed exten-

sion of the Episcopate in the neighboring Diocese of Toronto was a
matter ofdevout satisfaction, and gave hope offuture success. He argued

at some length that the Episcopal form of Church government was of

Divine appointment; and defended it from the objections that were

sometimes made aga.inst it. Those who thought the ofSce of Bishop was
one of mere ornament grievously erred. It was one of holy and respon-

JBible trust, and imposed very great and arduous duties on its possessor.

The Rev. gentleman then gave a number of statistical details, showing

the progress of the English Church in Canada and in various parts of

the world, which he held was extraordinary, and gave the best ground

to hope for future success. It also showed the vitality of the system.

Rosolution put and carried unanimously

Moved by Rev. J. C. Davidson, Seconded by Fknnimos Taylor, Esq.:

3—That notwithstanding the progressive increase in the funds of the

Society during the last three years, still more active exertions, and more

general support, especially on the part of the wealthier members of the

Church, are needed, and any relaxation permitted in the interest with

which the Society has of late been supported, will cause disappointment

in many quarters where hopes have been encouraged of obtaining timely

aid from the jgrants made by this Society.

Mr. Davidson said,—Meetings of this description were well calculated

to benefit the community, to instruct them, and, at the same time, to

excite the benevolent feelings ofthose assembled—he would like to see them

imultiplied throughout the diocese. He did not want to see only one
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annual meeting, calculated to excite the benevolent feelings of those who

met in one pla.ce alone^ but he would like to see them scattered throughout

the diocese. He would like to see ministers of ever^ parish holding their

meetings. It is a sentiment never to be forgotten which marked the

benevolent character of Cornelia, the mother of the Gracchi, who attended

to the education of her sons, and put forth all her exertions for their

benefit, when visited by a lady who, after having shown Cornelia all

her jewels, asked her in return to show her hers—Cornelia did not

comply with her request at once, but waited until her sons returned from

chool, and when these entered,. Cornelia introduced them, saying, "these

are my jewels." And so it is with associations of this description—they

are emphatically the jewels of the Church. Remember you are charged

with a great work—to proclaim the Gospel in every country and in pro-

portion to the good we do, success will attend our labors. When we think

of the amount of good the Church has done^ can do, and is doing, we

recognize in it a divine organization. It has rescued the minds of mil-

lions from error. It has done what science, art or legislation could

not do. Art, science, or legislation cannot remove the corruption of

the human heart. We can trace it up to the fountain of truth, which

restores the moral vigor of the constitution and brings man to that

state in which he was originally created. In order to carry out fully

the uojects of the Society, they must have reserves—not the Clergy

Reserves, for they ware gone—but the reserves of the people, which

they had been holding back too long. Every man should give the

tenth of his income to the Church. He would not lose by this ; for

as he gave, the Lord would bless his endeavors. The giving of the

tenth was divinely instituted. We find Moses speaking of it m the

tithe given unto the Lord. But he would not confine them to the

tenth ; but some should give a fifth, a fourth, a third^ and even some

a half. They might, it was true, be denied some luxury, but they

had the satisfaction of seeing that it was productive of good. Let

them give, every one, as God bad blessed him, and thus, after profit-

ing by the advantages the Gospel had conferred on them, aid in extending

those advantages to others.

Mr. Fenninqs TATLOR,^in seconding the resolution, said :—I will not at-

tempt to go over the classic ground which has been so eloquently occupied

by the preceding speaker, but proceed at once to the duty which your Lord-

ship has been pleased to confide to my care. The resolution with which I

have been entrusted is neither more nor less than a solemn undertaking on

the part ofeach individual here present to devote more time, more thought)

more energy,, and more substance than heretofore towards the furtherance

of the objects of this great Society. In the sight of Almighty God, and

in the presence of five hundred witnesses, are we prepared devoutly to

fulfil this obligation and subscribe this pledge ? Those who have the charge
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of this resolution have been instructed to press its requirements very ear-

nestly upon youj—they are not idle words or sentiments of course, on the

contrary, they chronicle transactions between the Creator and the creature

and urge the fulfilment of a duty which God has commanded his people to

perform. My Lord, it is foreign to my experience, and uncongenial tomy
taste, to appeal to any man for his silver or his gold ; and I may, therefore,

in some sort fail to enforce the letter of the resolution, but I think that by
another means the end sought for may be attained. Gould my words be
clothed with force, and find entrance into the court of each individual's

conscience, I should not fear the result in its bearing on the funds of the

Society, for could I succeed in moving the heart and winning the affections,

then I am persuaded that active interest and ungrudging substance would
follow the double gain. Let us prove that our Society is worthy of our

love, then am I sure that it will win our wealth. When we reflect then

^at this is a Missionary Society, a Bible and Tract Society, a Prayer

Book and Homily Society, a Church and School Society, a Church and
Parsonage Building Society, a Widow's and Orphan's Support Society,

I say that when we reflect that these are among the great objects which

this great Society was established to promote, I do ask, in all serious-

ness, whether Religion and Philanthropy in their most extended field of

charity, in their most fanciful flights of benevolence, could dis' over ob-

jects of equal moment whereon to shed their benefits and bestow their

favors ? In an economical and secular point of view alone, the claims

of this Society are of inconceivable weight. It is designed to make men
better than they are, more virtuous, more trut|^ul, more honest, more

temperate, more chaste, better husbands, better parents, better children,

better friends, better citizens, and better subjects than they are, and

therefore viewed as an organization to effect only secular aims, it merits

universal support. But, My Lord, when as christian men recognizing

our obligations to the Church of Christ we add to these secular ends,

arguments sustained by the sacred sanctions of our most holy faith,

then it is beyond my ability to imagine reasons of greater weight and

cogency, than now suggest themselves, for adopting in their fullest

scope and meaning, the letter and spirit of this important resolution.

Oar hearts should be touched with a thrill ofsymphathy . Our pulse should

throb with a divine passion, and our inmost souls should burn with desire to

fulfil to the utmost the obligations which the adoption of this resolution

will impose. My Lord, I am not a stranger to Montreal or to its people,

but were I so, the chill of estrangement would have been removed by the

many kind welcomes which always awaitme here. I know too something

of the traditional reputation of its inhabitants. I know that benevolence

and charity have ever found a congenial home in the generous hearts of

Its people, and in the community of generous hearts I should look into

the breasts of churchmen for the most famous of the famed. It is indeed
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only necessary that the object should be worthy for the support to be ge.

nerous. Let us for one moment think of the Church Society, and its claims

upon our regard. Its very name is full of suggestive beauty. Thought

springing from the present, spans the past, and reaches towards the future

;

we think of by-gone days, and dream of approaching times, and we are led

to inquire whether this meeting has no counterpart in the ages that are

gone, whether it does not in some degree resemble those meetings and sy*

nods of the Ohurch whereofwe have read in early history ? Then, as now,

the Elders and the Brethren, the Clergy and the Laity met to take common

counsel for God's heritage,the Church. Then, as now, theymet to strengthen

and encourage one another, and by every means that holy zeal could sug-

gest and the divine law sanction to diffuse the blessings of the Christian

faith to every nation and kindred, and people and tongue. This Socieiy is

engaged in the same great work. It is true indeed, that they whom it seeks

to benefit are not invested with any foreign fascination—distance does

not lend its enchantment to our view, now doeaan alien tongue express its

thanks for our charity. Oh, no ! they whom we seek to succour are nei<

ther blanched upon " Greenland's icy mountains" nor bronzed on " India's

coral strand." Neither an African nor an Asiatic sun has cast his sha-

dow upon their faces—they never saw those lands which showered "gold

and pearls on their barbaric kings." No ; for their spiritual welfare it is

their great misfortune that they wear no foreign features, they speak no

foreign language, their complexions are not tinted with the hues of the

tropics. They are only bone of our bone, and flesh ofour flesh—nothing

more ; natives of the same country, subjects o£ the same sovereign^

and colonists of the same crown with ourselves—nothing more. They

are ignorant, and can only address us in the language to which our

earliest words were attuned ; they are our own countrymen, and can only

present a kinsman's claims to our regard. Can we, shall we, dare we
send them empty away 7 Shall we, by our negligence, deny them the

means of grace 7 Shall we, -by our apathy, shut from them the hope

of glory ? They thotdd be the sons of the same church with ourselves,

they may be the sons of the same church with ourselves, and let us ask

the aid of Heaven to strengthen ouir resolves and fulfll our prayer, when
we add that tiiey shall be the sons of the same church with ourselves,

baptised with her baptism, nourished with her sacraments, consoled

with her faith, and buried with her prayers. Let all here present evince

their interest by their zeal, and iima show how truly and thoroughly they

will carry out the intentions of the resolution now submitted to their

i^option.

Resolution put by His Lordship, and carried unanimously. .^a > i >

Moved by J. Bakbb, Esq., M. A., seconded by Rev. J. Fcltoit.

4.—That the cordial thanks of the meeting be given to all those who
have taken an interest in the working of the Society during the past year,
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especially to the Secretary, Treasurer, Honorary Counsel, and the members
of the Lay Committre.

Mr. Baker, in L .ig t.. '^ove resolution, said : n.,. . jvor of the first

resolution had said that he ocpected his resolotion lo be received with

enthusiasm and passed with applause, but that was a reception which
belonged, par excellence, to the resolution about to be proposed. He had
no hesitation in saying this, because the manner of its reception in no way
depended upon the manner in which It was submitted to them. To read

the resolution—nay, to mention the purport of it, was quite sufficient to

Insure it a warm reception. It was a vote of thanks to the working men
of the Societyl; and as he was satisfied that their duties had been ably

discharged, they were entitled to the best thanks'of the Society.

His Lordship had on that evening, as well as on previous occasions,

stated his conviction, that humanly speaking, the success of the Church

here depended largely upon the success of the Society, andjthis conviction

must also have forced Itself upon every intelligent person who had
reflected on the subject. Knowing this fact, and reflecting that the Society

could only prosper by the judicious management of its affairs, he had

obtained communication of the report and studied it carefully before

assuming the responsibility of asking the meeting to approve of the acts

of their officers by an enthusiastic vote of thanks. He happened to have

« personal knowledge of almost every part of the diocese and he saw

nothing to find fault with in the management. An allusion had been

made to some slight complaints In^conntry parts, but he did not believe

that they existed to the eiftent that might reasonably be expected and

allowed for. Parties were more vividly impressed with the wants of their

own locality and might think them unappreciated, but the competent

judge was he who looked at the diocese as a whole, and he did not think

any such judge could find reasonable cause of complaint. He believed

tiiat all had exerted themselves, but he might, without invidious distinc-

tion, call especial attention to the services rendered by the honorary

Counsel. This gentleman had not given an idle hour of unoccupied time*

but, engaged in an arduous and trying profession, had rendered many

valuable professional serviced, and Was entitled to their wannest thanks*

(Cheers.) He would not detain them. His Lordship and the meeting

knew the services rendered. Their gratitude was as warm as his ; and

it was a barren task to address an audience when the speaker was anti-

cipated and his propositions assented to befbre they could be uttered.

He would, therefore, move the resolution.

The Rev. Mr. Pulton in seconding the' resolution, said, that after the

eloquent manner in which the resolution was introduced, little was left

for him to say. Before siting down, however, he had one word of peculiar

interest for which the Society must be prepared.—They would all own

that it was deshtible that the resources of this great country should be
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developed, and the. GovernmeQt had pursued a wise policy in having

offered free grants of land, and are now using every diligence to induce

emigration from the mother country. The emigrant was told he would

enjoy greater freedom here than at home ; and enjoy all the blessings

of the constitution. In due time he will arrive at Quebec and there be

greeted with a view of the British Flag. He will there recognise the well

known costume of our British soldiers and begin to feel that be is not

altogether in the land of strangers. Thence he will proceed to bin forest

home, and only there will he find out (if the Society does not come to his

assistance) that only the half has been told him ; that they did not tell

him that the blessing which he valued most or at least was accustomed

to enjoy—the poor man's church—was not there. And if not, what

would be the consequence ? The history of thousands before him. At

first he would be grieved and sad. He would not, however, long

remain so. He would soon become reconciled to his loss. The

service of God is easily relinquished, when there is no weekly invitation

to come to it. The natural enmity to God soon breaks out when

there are no means of grace to signify that God is present. He

then made an appeal to those who were far from the scenes of their

childhood—from the graves of their fathers, who intended going down

under the maternal care of the Church, to give this work their particular

care and sympathy, and since we Canadians had, in quiescence, endorsed

the action of the Govcrrment, we must perform our duty. Another point

for which he asked their indulgence, was that in which the Society had

as yet done nothing,—and that was Day Schools. It would be premised

that he wished to ignore the existence of the Colonial School Society.

Far from it, as there was enough work for both to do. This Socie^

would not be in the way. He said this by way of remembrance. As

Churchmen, they need not be told that the best inheritance they could

bequeath to the generation growing up around them, was the Gospel truth

which was first received pure from the lips of the apostles, and whicbi

after ages of corruption, had been restored to its purity by their fore-fa-

thers through the expense of matyr's blood. God forbid they should be

lukewarm in maintaining what their fore-fathers had died to uphold or

fail in transmitting to those who came after them the inheritance be-

queathed to them by tht>ir fathers in the faith. The best way of maintain*

ing what we believe are doctrines indespensable to salvation is to teach

those who will now be our successors, to whom the work in which we sm
engaged in its different departments, will soon in God's Providence be

committed. But it will be asked, how is this to be effected? The an-

swer is by schools connected with the Church in daily training. Know-

ledge is not to be crammed in by mere dictation. You must teach as

nature teaches—gently, softly, kindly, little now, little then, little this

way, little that way. See how nature trains her planta in the fields.
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Those who hare gone out into the wheat field In the morning hare seen

the small drops of drew on the top of each ear, standing there and ask-

ing the sun to kiss it, and impart to it some new chemical virtue, and,

having been kissed by the sun and invigorated thereby, it looks for

sopie little groove, some littie canal, and it runs down the fissure of the

plant to the roots, and moistens them. This takes place every morn-
ing, and what is the consequence? There is the ear growing on the top

of the stalk—a number of rows of granular buds in each, the sun shines

out, and the dew drop is formed. Thus the granular buds swell and
harden ; they swell again and harden again. The sun shitaes still more
bravely. Then eomes the full corn in the ear, bowing to the breeze, and
asking the reaper to take it in. This subject is surrounded with the dif-

ficulties of the school act. You have heard of the silly countryman who
sat by the side of the stream, expecting it to run dry. The lesson is ob-

vious. We must expect to meet difficulties and endeavour to overcome
them. He called their attention to thi» particular subject. There were
growing up in some churches, those who were in as bad as heathenish

ignorance as regards divine things. He concluded by urging the prof

priety of united action and liberality. Individual liberality was like a

drop on the ;4and before the sun ; but united liberality flowed Uk» a

mighty stream, equal in might to cur noble St. Lawrence.

The resolution was passed unanimously.

A collection was then taken up ; and Lieut. General Etbb was request-

ed to take the Chair, which he did.

Moved by the Hon. G. Moffatt, seconded by the Very Bev. the Dbah
or Montreal :

R. That the thanks of the meeting be given to the Lord Bishop for hi»

kindness in presiding on the present occasion.

Carried with applause.

The Lord Bishop rose to express his thanks for the resolution which

had just been carried^ also for the kind way in which it had been received

by the meetings. He took the opportunity to make a ffew comments on

the remarks of some of the speakers that evening with reference to the

dissatisfaction—slight it was admited to be—said to be felt by some per-

sons with thoacts of the Church Society,,and the manner in which its funds-

were distributed. He believed that no great combinations for the ac-

complishment of any great object could be earried out with universat

unanimity until the nature ofman should be changed. To carry out suc-

cessfully a great undertaking, it was necessary that the sinking of indivi-

dual feeling should take place to a large extent, and that there be sub-

mission to sotie directing authority. The distinguished officer who then

occupied the chair, and who had so kindly consented to be present on

that occasion—and he could not lend his name and influence for a more

moble or more worthy purpose—would telL them, that in military,, as well
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as in «ivn or eodesiaitical affairs, no great object could be obtained widi-

out the sacrifice of individual feeling. In thanking the different oflBcers

of the Society he thought it right to mention, in a special manner, the ser-

vices of the Honorary Oouasel, Mr. Bethunc. He knew that the labours

of this gentleman during the past year bad been very arduous, arising

principally from the commutation of the Olergy Reserves, and the rein-

vestment of the money received, besides purchases of small glebes and

sites for churches, &c., All this involved matters of much delicacy, but the

'Whole had been done to the satisfection of every body. He considered

their special thanks were due to Mr. Bethune fbr his Services. It was, he

feared, too much the habit to take such services as a matter of course.

His Lordship concluded by urging individuals to forget self in forwarding

the interests of the Ohnrch. Again to nvert to a military analogy, sug-

gested by the presence of (General Byre in the chair, he stated that theb

warfare was higher and holier than that in which he had been engaged

;

that it required more self-denying patience, more prayerful watchfulness

over one's own heart, as well as against our enettiies, than military war-

fare, to win success in its cause ; and it behoved them all earnestly to

pray, that in their efforts to save others, they were not themselves cast

away. His Lordship resumed his seat amid warm cheering ; and, after

pronouneini; the Benediction, the meeting separated.
