easy street, and unexpectedly 
nouncee that deducting from the whole 
debt of $100,82$,*33, the exempted 
debts, the balance, $44,893.376, is the 
debenture debt, lese exempted debt, 
which Is $8,064,843 under the amount 
allowed by statute.

While the city has e big debt, Mr.

The armistice provides: Discon­
tinuance of military operations on all 
Ukrainian fronts; free repatriation of 
nationals of both oountri 
soners first and then women and chil­
dren: the return to Ukraine of railroad 
rolling stock taken away during the 
war, the terms to be fixed by a mixed 
commission ; the immediate resumption 
of telegraph, postal and railroad, ser­
vices; the establishment of diplomatic 
and consular relations.

It was agreed that during peace ne­
gotiations, which will be-begun Imme­
diately, trade and exchange of goods 
will be arranged for at the earliest 
possible date. To make this arrange­
ment a mixed commission is to be ap­
pointed within a week after the sign­
ing of the armistice.

“If all these enterprises,” the report 
adds, "were conducted on the basis 
that revenue should be sufficient to 
meet debt charges, it would tend to 
equalize the taxpayers’ burden, remove 
the stigma pf recurring deflicits in 
the operation of municipally owned 
enterprises, increase public confidence 
in civic undertakings, preparatory to 
the time when the city will be required 
to *eal with the important public fran­
chises which expire during the next 
few years, and materially strengthen 
the city’s credit and financial position.

“I am thoroly convinced that not 
only is a serious and grievous imposi­
tion placed upon taxpayers at large, 
by perpetuating the conduct of any 
civlc-owned enterprise upon a non- 
lelf-supportlng basis, but that the 
debts which have been incurred for 
them, under such circumstances, con­
stitute an Improper use of the city's 
credit. The continuance of this method 
of operation imposes additional direct 
taxation burdens upon the taxpayers, 
without affording compensating service 
or benefit. It is also responsible for 
a growing suspicion which, under pre­
sent conditions, is most unfortunate, 
that the same Improper system will be 

tied in the operation of the 
railway after It has been taken 

over by the city.”
la his conclusion» Mr. Bradshaw 
ys the gross debt at the end of 

1917 was 8100,823,483, and It should 
be remembered that this is offset by 
the sinking fund of #24,427,787 and 
by permanent assets of about #100,- 
006,000, of which #45,000,000 are re­
venue producing. There are no new 
undertakings! in prospect which will 
necessitate increasing the funded 
debt, Mr. Bradshaw says, and, he also 
adds, the city must prepare for the 

‘ purchase , of the Toronto Railway Co., 
three years hence.

"It should be our aim," he reports, 
“to free the treasury as soon as pos­
sible of all unncgotlated securities; 
not to obligate ourselves In matters 
which . necessitate the issue of new 
securities, and the making of appeals 
to the market; and to improve the 
city's credit in every possible man­
ner. so that when the time arrives 
the necessary capital may be obtain­
ed, and on terms which will not prove 
onerous to the enterprise.”

Ottawa, July *-—Reports received 
here of the inter-alMed conference on 
after-war care of disabled soldiers 
and sailors held recently in London 
indicate that Canada was found to 
be in advance of other countries in 
the systematic way in which she has 
gone about the Important matter of 
the future of Invalided soldiers.

The 
king expressed surprise at the short­
ness of time under the Canadian sys­
tem in which ex-soldiers become 
well equipped for Industrial life.

A great deal of space was given to 
the conference by the newspapers of 
London, one of them saying "that the 
debates must have seemed somtlmes to 
the Canadian delegates to have been 
first principles and to problems al­
ready solved in Canada,"

The moving pictures entitled "Cana­
da’s work for wounded soldiers," were 
first shown to the conference and then 
taken on a tour thru the hospitals 
where Canadian soldiers are conval­
escing in England, by Major MacKeen 
and Senator McLennan, who addressed 
the Canadian soldiers on what the Do­
minion is doing to assist them to re­
habilitate them «elves In civil life. 
Senator McLennan and Major Mac- 
Keen also visited Belgium and France 
to study the methods of these Coun­
tries in connection with reconstruc­
tion, The films are being left in Eng­
land with Lieut. Parkinson, who is to 
continue to show them to Canadian 
soldiers wherever they may be. Cana­
da’s representatives at the conference 
will shortly return to this country.

Labor men generally last night 
showed a disposition to avoid expres­
sions of opinion as to the possible 
action of the civic employes.

JURY FINDS SHIPYARD
DEATH ACCIDENTAL

BOTH LEGS INJURED.

Word has been received here that 
Sergt. W. J. Worthington, eldest son 
of Mr. and Mrs. T. Worthington, who 
reside at 141 Albany avenue, Is con­
fined to Basingstoke Hospital, England, 
suffering from gunshot wounds In both 
legs, received while acting as observer 
during a heavy bombardment.

He could not say for cer­
tain If these planks were fastened or 
not, but he was nearly certain they 
were fixed by nails- He explained that 
the responsibility of seeing that these 
were securely fixed lay with the 
general foreman. J. Whalen, the fore­
man in question, ssld the çlank* were 
fixed by a foreman not now in the 
employ of the company, but said there 
were two derricks being used, and he 
had repeatedly told the men not to use 
the small one for heavy loads, and the 
responsibility of using the proper ones 
was with the dead man and two other 
men. J. McKeown, the engineer, said

Improvements Are to Be Made 
on Don Mills Road on Hill 

at First Turn.

Leaside to North Toronto Road 
Will Be Finished in 

a Week.

That the York County Highway 
Commission are strongly Impressed 
with the necessity for a more aggres­
sive and comprehensive policy with 
inspect to the county roads In gen­
eral, and the Don Mills and West Hill- 
Highland Oeek divisions in particular, 
was clearly manifest on the return 
trip of the commissioners to Toronto 
last night, following a tour of inspec­
tion undertaken yesterday under the 
guidance of B. A. James, highway 
commissioner, and Hon- George 8. 
Henry, iplftlstar of agriculture.

The party was made up of Thomas 
Foster, M.P., Hop. George 8. Henry, 
Reeve Pugsley, Richmond Hill; Reeve 
Keith, Newmarket; David Spence, and 
B. A. James, highway engineer. The 
party left the county buildings short­
ly before 10 o'clock and went out the 
Don Mills Road by ThorncURe, mak­
ing a thoro inspection of the road 
at Thomcllffe and beyond. It was 
agreed that’s forward policy ought to 
be adopted there, and It was decided 
to go ahead this summer on the pre­
liminary work, starting at the first 
turn in the road at the top of the 
Hill, where the two corners will be 
cut away, rounding out the approach 
and widen to* the road. Later it is 
proposed to widen and straighten the 
highway at,this point, as far as pos­
sible eliminating some of the grades 
and putting it In flrst-claee shape.

The party then proceeded not-th 
and visited Untpnvllle on the "good 
roads” system, from which point 
Superintendent Duffleid is starting to 
build the Improved highway from 
Unlonvllle to Yonge street, a distance 
of six miles. They visitai Locust 
Hilt and saw the new concrete bridge 
over the river at that point, the ap­
proaches to which are being filled by 
a steam shovel. The whole Job will 
be finished In two weeks-

Turning south they passed over the 
Markham and Kingston roads to West 
Hill and Highland Creek, where an­
other big proposition something like 
the Don Mills road must be dealt with. 
The grades at each of the hills is 
very steep. In some places 12 per 
cent., and It is proposed to reduce 
them to 6 and possibly 4, but whether 
to do this or effect a diversion of the 
present highway was not definitely 
decided upon. For the most part the 
roads were found in good shape and 
standing up well under the heavy 
traffic.

DUST MULCH.
The surface of the ground In 

y°ur war garden should never be 
allowed to become so hard that a 
crust is formed. Regular stirring 
of the top soil creates a perfect 
dust mulch, which Is Invaluable 
If you want successful growth. 
Ordinary dust mulch may be sup­
plemented by the mulch of ma­
nure or lawn clippings, which 
serves to keep down the small 
weeds and retain the soil moisture. 
It Is doubtful If the heavier mulch 
is always beneficial to plants in 
cool locations. It keeps the ground 
rather cold, with the result that 
the Invigorating Influence of the 
sun’s rays Is excluded from the 
surface roots, and growth Is re­
tarded.

The condition of your mulch de­
pends very largely on how 
water your garden, 
ground is entirely dried out after 
rain the soil should be stirred, and 
during periods of drought It should 
be gone over at least once a week. 
Perhaps the thirstiest of all the 
plants Is the cabbage, which needs 
continual watering.

It is, therefore obvious that 
some of the claims affected by this order- 
In-council at the very time it was paw­
ed required 30, some 60 and some 90 
days’ work within the twelve months, 
the Utter being the last instalment. 
Therefore, In respect of all except the 
last Instalment, there was at least a 
double quota to be performed at the ex­
piration of the extended period. If a 
minimum of 30 days’ work was entitled 
to a postponement in 1917, surely^ It 
must have been then apparent that 90 
or 120 or 150 days’ work Mu>u>d not be 
exacted for 1918, and yet that was the 
precise effect of the order-ln-council. 
This naturally led to the later order, 
under which all subsequent instalments 
were postponed for twelve months. This 
could have been accomplished in a much 
simpler way It the whole matter had 
been covered by the order issued In 1917. 
And It Is very plain that a great deal 
of misunderstanding will arise or at all 
events will be alleged by reason of these 
two orders-in-oouncil. It Is Indeed hard 
to believe that the ordinary prospector 
will be able to see clearly that hU rights 
and lUbillttes depend on whether ms 
claim was recorded before or after the 
first order-ln-council.

The Mining Act of Ontario U tearfully 
and wonderfully made. This Impression 
U forced upon one who comes in close 
contact with the Instrument, whether 
in staking or transferring cUlm». The 
proverbial Philadelphia Uwyer would be 
quite at sea if called upon to Interpret 
some of its provisions. Even where con­
ditions are Uld down with reasonable 
clearness In one section they are some 
times withdrawn or else modified or 
rendered obscure in another. For in­
stance, section 84 Imposes a forfeiture 
of all rights if the license of the hold­
er of a cUlm has expired and has not 
been renewed or If the prescribed work 
is not duly performed. This seems 
plain, but in subsection 2 of the same 
section It is declared that no person 
other than the minister or a licensee in­
terested In the property affected shall 
be entitled to raise any question of for­
feiture. A licensee is defined to oe the 
holder of a miner's license or any renew­
al thereof; therefore, where "there is no 
renewal there cannot in the ordinary 
case be any licensee Interested In the 
property unless one who becomes inter­
ested in consequence of a fresh staking 
and whether or not thg legislature meant 
th , It Is Impossible to say.

I he act provides for renewal of a 
license that has expired on payment 
of a double fee, but suppose that the 
property has been re-staked in the 
meantime? There Is little object In a re­
newal: in fact, the act Is bristling with

A party of business and professional 
men returned to Toronto on Tuesday 
from a trip to the Davidson Gold 
Mines, South Porcupine. The visitera 
made the Journey in a private car as 
guests of F. C. Sutherland A Co., the 
Toronto brokerage house.

Tho members of the party expressed 
themselves as highly pleased with 
what they saw at the Davidson.

Section 62 (3> provides that a metal 
tag be affixed securely to No. 1 post, 
and this tag Is to be plainly marked or 
Imprest»! with the recorded number 
and letter or letters of the claim. This 
device will not take the place of a sur­
vey which fixes the exact location of a 
claim. Suppose a fire destroys the posts 
and the tag Is lost in the debris, or sup­
pose It is removed by some adverse 
claimant who is ready to swear that it 
was never affixed. The only help here 
wduld seem to come from a certificate 
of record, which may be granted after a 
claim Is recorded for 60 days. The act 
provides that this certificate shall be 
final and conclusive as to the perform­
ance of all its requirements, except work­
ing conditions. But this clause Is also 
rendered practically nugatory If the cer­
tificate has been granted by mistake or 
fraud, and In the case of the metal tag 
it woulçl be easy to allege that, there 
never was any compliance with the law.

It will be seen that these crude and 
contradictory provisions open wide the 
door to a great deal of costly litigation, 
and It Is apparent from the frequent 
modifications of drastic Regulation* that 
even the framers of the act had many 
mls-glvlnge as to their wisdom.
