Proposed Revision Will Re-
store Country’s Sovereignty
and Eliminate Neutrality.

NOW SCRAPS OF PAPER

Paris, March 7.—The report of the
commission on Belgian affairs, charg-
ed with investigation of the differences
between Belgium and Holland, was sub#®
mitted to the council of the five great
powers today. It advises that the
three treaties of 1839, establishing the
status of Belgiumi and Holiand, be re-
vised by the council, as they are now
“useless and disadvantageous to Bel-
gium.”

The three treaties are identical, ex-
cept as to the signatories. Belgium
and Holland signea one, and Holland
and Belgium each signed one with Great
Britain, France, ‘Austria. Russia, and
Prussia. Three of these powers have
disappeared, and the treaties have be-
come “scraps of paper,” which Ger-
many vielated by invading Belgium.

toé Dr. Young. Mr. R. T. Harding's
appearance as counsel still remains a
mystery to- those .who attended the
inquest. Mr. Harding cross-examined
several witnesses, and altho pressed
by the press as to who he represented,
Mr: Harding would not say. The only
answer given by him was “I was asked
to bring out severgl points by a party
concerned. : Neither Coroner. Young,
nor Mr. Snider, crown representative,
could say who Mr. Harding represent-
ed. It was stated that he was appear-
ing for the' General Hospital, and
Curoner Young. and Mr, Snider both
remarked, when the inquest was en-
Jarged until the 17th, that they would
{ask Mr. Harding to give the-name of
jthe party on whose behalf he was ap-
! pearing.

It is unlikely that the number of
deaths from anaesthetics in the: To-
ronto hospitals will be gone into.
When T, Phelan, barrister, question-
ed one of the witnesses regarding a
statement in the press as to the num-
ber of deaths from anaesthetics, Cor-
oner Young remarked “that it was too
broad a field to go into.”

Mrs. Ginty sustained a fracture of
the ‘skul] when she was run down by
a motor car on Christmas eve. ' She
remained at home until her attend-
ing physician, Dr. Fawns, decided that
an operation was the only, way in
which the injured woman’s lifemight
be saved. She was removed to the
General Hospital, and an operation
performéd by Dr. C. Gilmour, a sur-
geon returned from overseas.’

Dr. Fawns testified that the wom-
an’s pulse was not any too strong, but
thought her condition °* favorable

or to the removal of the patient to the
hospital a spinal puncturec was made
and fluids that had acoumulated there
were removed.

* Died From Anaesthetic.

Dr. Fawns stated that in his opin-
ion Mrs. Ginty died as the result of
the administration of the anaesthetic.

Dr, Gilmour corroborated the evi-
dence of Dr. Fawns. Death, he said,
bad been caused by the danaesthetic,
aggravated by shock. The anaes-
thetic, he said, would act as a paison
on the nervous system, including that
of the heart. There was a depressed
bone in the skull, and the operation
was performed for the purpose of re-
| moving it. Mrs, Ginty died before
| the doctor had finished the opera-
tlon: When the doctors found the
woman’s heart had ceased beating
they at once applied artificial rof- |
piration for one hour, without suc-
cess.

Dr. W, J. Defrie. who administered
the anaesthetic, denied that the wom-
an came to her death as the result of
the anaesthetic. He said -that death
| was caused from debility. Before
| administering the anaesthetic he ex-
{ amined Mrs, Ginty’s heart and found
nothing abnormal. Witness said he
then administered ethol-chléride,
| followed by ether. Mr. Phelan asked
the doctor if it were true that doctors
| were having trouble with impure pro-
perties. Dr. Defrie replied that four
years ago trouble was experienced
with the quality of ether. The same
firm were still supplying the doctors,
and he wass sure that the difficulty
previously experienced had been over-
come.

The inquest will be continued on
the 17th.

Hon. George P. Graham Fore-
shadows Demand for Gen-
eral Revision.

Detroit, Mich., March 7.—~In an inter-
view here tolay, Hon Geonge P. Gra-
ham, former minister of mailways and
canals, referred in opiimisiic terms to |
the future of Canadn, commercially, in-
dustrially and politiically. ‘Speaking ‘of
the pending tariff changes, he said.

“Canada has never really had a com.-
pleted survey made of the factors en-
tering into the tariff question., The
United States hias a regularly consti-
tuted tariff commission that supervives
this important matter. Canada has
meglected this duty. In 1917 a com-

mittee of ministvers inquired into the
situation, but since that time, 10 re-
adjustments, based upon an intelligent
undetstanding of the circumstances
-has been made.

“In dealing with this question, which
affects every class of people in the
dominion all must be considered. Views
of the farmers, manufacturers, mer-
chants, workingmen, and in fact of
every section of the people, will »rob-
ably be heard and the findings based
on the greatest leeway possitle, con-
sistent with the greatest good to ail.

For Cheap Implements.

“The farmer is an important factor
that must be  considered. Canada fis
essentially an agricultural country, amd
if we are to provide for immigration |
and settlement of our untilled Jand in
the northwest, we must provide some
inducement to seftlers from the old
countries. Then, too, - #f implements |
are made cheaper, the cost of produc- |
tion will be lowered, and this in turn |
will ultimately affect the consumer to !
his advantage. :

“In election of 1911 when the tariff|
question was the issue. strong objec-
tions were made to liberal policy of |
free interchange of wheat with United |

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WAR TAX REMOVAL
MEANS LOWER RATE

Toronto Will Benefit to Ex-
: tent Qf $624,348

: This Year.

As a result o7 the action of the
Ontario government -in remitting the
one mill war tax, Toronto has escaped
levying the-largest tax rate since its
incorpor#tion and saves $624,348. A
mijll raises more this year than ever
before, because the assessment _is
higher, and further there is millions
of dollars’ worth of property in the
city which is aswessable for war tax
only. This elimination by the govern-
ment brings thé city’s 1919 outlay for
patriotic purposes down from 4.8 to
3.8 mills, as compared Wwith 8.2 mills
in last yvear's estimates,

One of the leaders. in the city's
movement to throw off its burden of
provincial tax. Finance Commissioner
Bradshaw, yesterday Iissued the fol-
lowing . statement:

“Often govérnments when they find
a comparatively casy method of sup-
plementing their income, are loth to
relinquish it,”” _sald Commissioner
Bradshaw, “and, in view of the many
enterprises which the Ontario govern-
ment has on its hands, its action in
living up to the original understand-
ing is to be highly commended.

“In four years the ratepayers have

. contributed $2,342,231 to the provincial

government's war: chest, representing
practically 30 per cent. of the whole of
the - collected by the province.

Each case is considered carefully and
In the order  of seniority, but if a
good man comes along it is. usual to
give him preferment aver seniority, I
found in a number of ¢ases that the
old men. did“not mt!q capaeity,
The awarding ‘of ge duct 'badgeg
was inaugurated and-these were given
at the end of ten years’ service. Own-
ers of these badges receive ten cents
a4 day extra.” At the ond of seven
years’ service the good conduct badges
are now awarded. “We did this be-
cause we did not want to be obliged
to promote incompetent men just be-
cause of their senjority. It gives the
commissioners mére freedom in pro-
moting the men.,”

Mr. Evans questioned the witness
as to pressure beéing brought to bear
upon the commissioners from outside
for promotions,

‘Not on me,” sald the colonel.

Asked whether he remembered the
time when Deputy Chief Archibatd
had brought twelve patrol sergeants
down to headquarters for reduction in
rank, he said he did not. He did
have a recollection ol a number
patrol sergeants being” -given’/ advice
as to the conduct of their duties. Col.
Denison gaid that there were many
trivial things going on in the force
which he never heard of.. No com-
plaints had ever reached him aguinst
the police doctors. .

Considerable questioning took place
concerning ,-the word “obeyance,”
which bad played a part in the set-
tling of the police strike, and P. C.
Evans' 'asked the colonel  if in his
op.nion it. was the stumbling ' block
between the union and the commiis-
sioners. He acknowledged that euch
had been the case.

Chief Constable Grasett informed
the commission what the procedure of
a man wanting to join the police
force was; to supply character refer-
ences from clergymen and others, and
satisfy the board that he is_fit edu-
cationally and physically.

When the force was smaller, Col
Grasett s=2id that he had known ail
the men, and had been able to pro-
mote the smartest of them, but now
he had to depend upon the recommen-
dations of his officers, and when their
views coincided with his, they had
considerable weight. When Mr. Stark
had been the deputy, he had, on the
chief’s instructions, devoted two or
three days a week to becoming ac-
qainted with the personnel of ‘ the
force.

Regarding promotions, Col., Grasett
said that they could not always con-
sider seniority, as many old men on
the force preferred to remain where
they are, to taking the responsibility
of an officer.

Sir WilHam: *“What do you think of

“The question of promotions and
taking men on the force is one of the
most difficult the chief constable had
to deal with. I think a board would
have to possess exceptional qualifi-
cations, i¢ the board would select good
officers, it would be much easier for
the chief constable,” was the answer.

On' Wednesday last The Hamilton
Times made a public confession of
faith. It declared it approved of the
provineial Hydro-Electric Commission
in a general way, It favored public
ownership of public utilities, also in
a general way, but believed that every
case should be considered and judged
on its merits. That is to say, as far
88 we can gather, if it was a Hamil-
ton public utllity which the Hamilton
people had an opportunity to adopt,
it would almost certainly be unwise
. for the Hamilton people to be allowed
* 10 own it.

Moreover, The Times declared itself
, Tavorable to the adopfion of the radial
railway bylaw under certain condi-
tions, The stipulation involves a
personal encounter between The
Times and Sir Adam Beck. This is
what The Times says;

“We are favorable to the adop-
tion of the present bylaw if it
can be shown to us that the pro-
visions of the bylaw are in the
interests of the city, We have
pointed out what we consider its
objectionable clauses. We will be
“pleased indeed if Sir Adam can
show that it would be in the in-
terest of the city to vote for the
bylaw.” .

The Times accuses' The World o
injecting “a lot ot'pgrsonq] abuse into
the campaign, insulting and sneering
at everybody who does not believe as
it does.” Moreover it accuses us of
stirring up enmity between working-
men and other pcéple;‘u“who it pre-
gsumes do not deserve the name of
workingmen or women,” and The
Times describes this as .a species of
Bolshevism that the community would

- -=do -well to frown down.

We can picture the.awful frown
that spread across the noble brow of
The Times as this sentiment- was
penned. Sir "Adam Beck said he had

Hamiltonlans to vote for the bylaw,
The bylaw will make . Hamilton the
centre of radial traffic for the whole
district of southern Ontario.

The gentlemen who. have obtained
the impression that Hamilton is sell-
ing its radial rights for fifty years by
pagsing the bylaw are laboring under
the misrepresentations of some mali-
cious person. Now that The Times
thoroly understands the case, having
heard Sir Adam’'s assurances, it will be
glad to assist in removing the false
impression.

PARKS COMMISSIONER
WELGOMES FEDERATION

Mr. Chambers— Wi—shes Co-oper-
ation Between His Department
and New Athletic Body.

No speaker ever addressed a more at- |
tentive assembly’ than did Mr, . E,
Chambers, the parks commissioner, when
he attended the meeting of the newly-
formed Toronto Amateur Athletic Feder-
ation, and the address was worthy of the
attention it received. He spoke of recre-
ation from a physieal, mental and moral
viewpoint, He said :

The necessity of good, clean, amateur
more generally recog-
nized, and be brought home more foreibly
to the public, that it tended to make bet-
ter and healthier citizens.

The commissioner pointed out that
sport had had a great influence on the
war, and had- been recognized by. the

several governments as being as -essen-
tial to the wellbeing of the men as any
other phase in the routine of a soldier’s
life, and that the best fighting material
had been garnered from the playing
fields and courses of the nations,

The United States were allocating large
sums of money for the purposes of re-
creation, but, somehow, our governing
bodies had not, so far, fully recognized
the great importange of this phase of
national welfare, here was a large
scope for development in this direction
right here in Toronto, and it evolved it-
self into a money proposition, Given the
necessary funds, the athletic fields now
in existence could be placed in a more
satisfactory condition, and further lands
acquired in anticipation of the expansion
of the city in the years to come,

Turning his attention to the formation
of the T.A A.F., he said he welcomed the
federation as a means of educating the

Laborite,
moved the rejection o! the measure
because the Labor party is opposed to
a continuance of conscription.

Colonel Winston Spencer Churchill,
defending the bill, argued that the
government in providing for an army
to insure peace was “pursuing a path
toward universal voluntary service.”

“Our delegates to the peace con-
ference are fighting for the complete
abolition of conscription in Europe,”
he said. “A formal demand has been
made that Germany be permitted to
have only a small voluntary army on
a long-service basis, but it is uncer-
tain whether this point. will be carried.
Our, representatives stand almost
aloné in this matter, and it is not at
all impossible that Japan, France and
Italy, and even the United States will
be nations into whose military sys-
tems some element of compulsory
service may enter.” :

“There is not the elightest truth in

' the suggestion that this bill be de-
signed to raijse troops to be sent into
Russia,” he continued. “If there was

. no such place as Russia, I would still
be advocating this bill. No one would
be so foolish as to suggest interven-
tion in Russia with conscript troops.

The Earl of Crawford, chancellor of
the Duchy of Lancaster, replying  for
tae government, said that the prob-
lem is in the hands of the. supreme
economic council at Paris, which has
taken steps to send food to Germany.

“The tonnage demanded from Ger-
many by the allies has not been forth-
coming, however,” he said, “and this
is significant.”

He made no attempt to explain the
failire of Germany to turn over the
ships asked for, but ‘said he hoped
that “within a few weeks measures
will be taken to stave off the impemnd-
ing disaster.”
