: New York, Sept. 26.—In the
first free movement of gold from
England to America since the
outbreak of the war, Kuhn, Loeb

shipment of $2,000,000 from'

unstated amount consigned to
New York banking inst.tutions
arrived later, in the day on the
steamship Mauretania. Permis-
sion of the ‘Bank of England
had to be obtained to make the
whipments, which are believed
to- be the forerunner of a big
gold movement toward New
York.

NINETY THOUSAND
PEOPLE N GANADA
HECENVNG PENaIONS

Increases Anncunced — To
Pay Total of Twenty-Eight
Million Dollars a Year.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Ottawa., Sept. 26. — “Canada is at
present paying war pensions to nearly
90,000 individuals at an annual cost of
over $24,000.000, and under the pen-
sion act. which became effective on
Sept. 1. the malority of these will re-
ceive bonuses and increases which, in
the aggregate, will create an addi-
tional annual expenditure of, rough'y,
$4,000,000,” says an official ' statement
issued by the board of pension com-
missioners. Just how this additional
expenditure is to be distributed may
be seen from the following figurés.

A 20 per cent. bonus, payable for
one year, is to be added to {he pen-
sion of the disabled ex-private. To
the totally disabled man this represents
an increase of $120, making his an-
nual pension §$720, instead of the
former $600. The former sergeant, or
company-sergeant-major, totally dis-
abled. will a'so have his pension rais-
ed to an annual sum of $720 from
the former amount of $637.50, roughly,
a 13 per cent. bonus. The amounts
given are those to which totally dis-
aabled men are entitled: men with
lesser disabilities, of course, receive
smaller. amounts, according to the de-
gree of their disabjlity. These bonuses
are only payable to the ranks men-
tioned, or corresponding ranks, com-
missioned officers and warrant offi-
cers being exc'uded from receiving
them. The ‘additional pension for
married pensioners of $96 per annum
(for a totally disabled man) is to be
permanently increasgd to $180, and
made pavable to'all ranks, The addi-
tional pension allowed for children is
alsp made Aqual for all ranks.

H. H. Ball Brings Forward

of Secession.

“North  Toronto, occupying oner
sixth ‘of the total area ‘covered by the
city of Toronto, contributes about
one-fortieth of the revenue of the
city,” said ‘Ald. Ball at a well-attend-
ed meeting of ratepayers held ‘in
Broadway Avenue School last night,
The meeting was called by the mayor
in order to afford opportunity to all
residents to fully discuss parochial
problems., Edgar Durand was elected
chairraan, and several men prominent
in the district stated their views on
the proposed secession and the i
portation difficulties confronting the
ratepayers,

Mr. Durand, in answer to a gues-
tion that arose as to whether a com-
munity such as North Toronto could
exist as a separate city, quoted from
the budget of the city of Westmount,
He described that city as occupying
the same relative position to Montreal
as North Toronto would to Toronto.

According to statistics quoted by Mr.
Durand, the assessed value of West~
mount was $44,260.850, and the highest
tax rate levied by the authorities of
that place was 16 5 mills,

Says Statement About The Vet-
eran Being Subsidized “Ab-
solutely False.”

Ottawa, Sept. 25.—Characterizing
his assertions as absolutely false, Mr.
C. G. MacNeil, Dominion "secretary-
treasurer of the G.W.V.A., today re-

Mr. Flynn’s charges, made recently
at Toronto and Hamilton and repeated
since then, are to the effect that The
Veteran is subsidized by the govern-
ment to the extent of $150,000; that
The Veteran is owned by private capi-
tal, and that the govérnment has a
dominating influence over the G.W.
V.A. thru the advisory committee and
its field secretaries. -

“The charges are absolutely false,”
sa.d Secretary MacNeil, “and without
the slightest foundation. The govern-
ment has never subsidized The Vete-
ran, and the charge will not bear the
least investigation. The books and
the monthly financial statement of
The Veteran are open to investigation.

Second Slander Action Taken
Against H. J. Flynn Pro-
vokes His Smilg.

W. E. Turley, secretary-of the pro-
vinelal command of the G.W.V.A., and
C. E. Jeakins, president, are the plain-
tiffs in an action launched yesterday
afternoon against J. H. Flynn, asking
unstated damages for slander, alleged
to have been uttere@ in Royce Park on
Sept. 19.

for slander, alleged to have been
spoken at the Royce Park meeting. The
plaintiffs in this case weére Harold
Meredith, W. ¥.

.Would Have Sued Instead.

J. H. Flynn stated to The World
last night that he had been served
with notice of action for both writs,
but regarded the whole matter as a
school boy joke.

Flynn claimed that the act.on taken
by the G.W.V.A. was necessary to hold
their membership, and that if they had
not followed this course he would him-
self have made application for a writ
against them on a similar charge.

the most regular transport services, obvi-
ously renders the task of maintaining the
local supplies extremely difficult.

Pickets Posted at Depots.

~ Strong pickets of unionisis had been
posted as early as 10 o'clock in the vicin-
ity of all depots from which traffic pro-
ceeds from London northward, and also
before the great freight yards. Railroad
men coming up with their lunch bas-
kets to go on the midnight shift were
stopped, and gathered in groups around
the pickets. Everywhere perfect order
prevailed. The men still on duty carried
out their work with seeming extraordi-
nary energy.

/x:’t, the I‘(fryeat Northern station at King's
Cross the trains for Edinburgh departed
exactly on schedule time. All of them
were crowded with passengers. Several
trains were run as “double-headers” for
the convenience of hundreds of soldiers
and sailors, returning from leaves of ab-
sence.

At St. Pancras and FEuston stations
everything was quiet. The Midland train
for Sheffield left just before midnight
half filled with passengers. " At the Lon-
don and ‘North Western station the
clerks refused to sell tickets after ten
o'clock for the suburbs. .

On the subways the employes discussed
the strike and it was evident that some
of them intended to go out.

The Scotch express, which was due to
Jeave Euton Station at midnight, was
crowded with passengers, including sol-
diers and mails, but the trip was can-
celed at the last moment, the signalmen
having quit work. Outgoing trains from
Paddington Station (Great Western)
ceased at 9.30 o'clock. Southbound trains
left! Edinburgh on time, but the officials
in the Scotch city refused to guarantez
the arrival of passengers.

The railway clerks’ union has decided
not to join in the strike and to main-
tain strict neutrality.

The . government looks on the strike
as a threat against the life of the com-
munity, While it does not propose to
take over and operate the railways, the
government asserts it will protect any
men volunteering for railway service.

Tonight at Charing Cross Station
everything was notmal.

of England.

Suspend Coal Transport.
The &gcvernment announces that in
order to assure food supplies during tlLe
«trike it may be necessary entirely to
suspend trangportation of coal. It.
therefore, calls upon the public to de-
crease its consumnption of conl and the
gas and clectric light plants to econo-
mize to the utmost in the use of coal.
Illuminated advertisements are forbid-
den and householders will he allowed
to buy only 100 pounds of coal per week.
Other similar measures’ are prescribed
by the order. .

140 Pér Cent. More Pay.
The Minister of Labor £ir Robert Horn
said tonight:
‘“The government cannot agree to
make permanent the wages which pre-
vailed during the latter period of the
war. The new standard on the average
adds 100 per cent. to the pre-war stage,
but the men consider this too low.
“A man who was earning from 18 to
20 shillings before the war, is receiving,
with the war bonus, from 51 to 52
shillings. Under the government pro-
posal the men will receive permanently
140 per cent. more for a shorter day’s
work than before the war, There will
be an addition of £67,000,000 to the rail-
wav men’'s wages,
“This is not a strike against private |
employers; it is a strike against the
state. It is not a question of increas-
ing any capitalist’'s profits, It is purely
a question of saving the state from
@isaster.”

The toast, ““Canada, Our Country,” wasg
proposed by Sir Robert Falconer, presi-
dent of the University of Toronto, who
paid a tribute to General Currie and the
men of his stamp, who had responded to
the call for men. Of Canada, Sir Ropert
said Canadians had received a heritage
of beauty in this country, whose ggandeur
could not be surpassed., and it had been
proven during the years of the war that
é};eupeople bad proved thémselves worthy

Still in Making.

The history and political history of
Cenada was still in the making, but it
had already been proven, said Sir
Robert, that the Canadians could hold
their own in industrial arts as well as
In arts of war. The ‘speaker dwelt
strongly on the educating influences of
the war. The new influence,

had been transmitted to the very pick'
of our manhood and the most intelligent.
He paid a high tribute to the work of
the returned soldier students at the uni-.
versity, whose work showed a direct-
ness of purpose which was hitherto un-
known in the average student.

This influence, said Sir Robert, might
be looked for ih an in ellectual develop-
ment of the country, the like 'of which
bas never been seen: “The speaker made
a strong pﬁea for toleration: in 'all things.
The present unrest- was -due to misun-
derstanding of man and man,

By turns humorous and passionate,
Major Shatford made one of the biggest
impressions of the evening when he re-
called the words he had used to Zet-
land Lodge at a Canadian night six
years ago. At that time he said he had
in his speech advised loyalty, unity,
adaptability, optimism and humility if
Canada was to succeed as a nation,
Never more than now were these qualiti-
ties needed, he said, in the settling of
the problems which the ending of the
war had forced upon the country.

Quintet of Qualities, j

These ideas, said the major, had /been
adopted by the men at the front, and
it was due to their excellent application
that the war had been brought to such
a glorious conclusion, ‘“‘Here is a quin-
tet of qualities, the efficacy of which
have been demonstrated in war,’ said
the speaker. ‘‘They are needed in each.
Let each but contribute his shdre, let
ecch element co-operate and they will
be woven into a’great and harmonious
whole,”

native British Columbia. He thanked the
craftsmen for their welcome of him,
which he realized was meant just as
much for the men whom he had the
honor of commanding. 'Ontario was a
great and industrious province, said Sir
Arthur, He had been impressed with it
during his short stay here. It is with a
shudder, he said, that one realized that it
might have been lost; that it was not
lost was due to the effort made by the
empire, in which Canada had borne a
part worthy of her greatness.

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The Tax Reform Bylaw.

Most of the aldermen who are op-
posing the submission of the tax re-
form bylaw to the electors on New
Year’s Day are already marked out
for slaughter, and their views need not
receive too. much attention, They are
marked by personal prejudice  and
consideration, rather than concern for
the public interest,

A good deal of difficulty was ex-
perienced in getting the act passed
which permits even so modest a re-
duction on the assessment of dwelling
houses as is proposed, and Toronto
should certainly take all the advantage
permitted in this direction, The chief
objection comes, of course, from those
who hold vacant land for speculation
and who expect to make large profits
without contributing any share of
‘these profits to the public coffers. As
the proposed plan works out the effect
is very much the same a8 the levy of
an increment tax, and if we had an
assessor who would carry out the law
and assess all real estate at actual
value the effect would be practically
identical with that of an increment
tax. :
The equity of the plan, in lightening
the burden of those of small means,
whose every dollar counts, appeals to
all’ who favor the square deal. The
assessments at present are very much
in favor of the owner of large resi-
dences, which are seldom prated at
more than half their value, if so much,
while the small householder is listed
for every dollar of value in his pro-
perty and often more, The assessment
commissioner states that there are 80,-
968 dwellings that would come under
the proposed exemptions, and of
these 64,096 are valued at $2000 or less.
On these Jatter the exemption would
be fifty per cent.

There is a certain type of wealthy
man who argues that if a_house of
$2000 is exempted fifty per cent. a
-house worth $20,000 or $200,000 should
also be exempted fifty per cent. The
cases show no parallel whatever.
man’s income up to a certain point is
entirely exhausted in supplying the
necessaries of life. To tax him below
this point is to deprive him of neces-
saries, Ir\iia\the margin beyond bare
necessities, - margin a¥ailable for
luxuries, that is fair game for the as-
sessor, and when our assessors have
imbibed this principle we shall have
less complaint about unjust taxation.
No man can pay, what he has not got,
yet the tax collector too frequently de-
mands it of him, while the man with
ample margins, who never really feels
his taxes to be a—burden, is too often
the object of the assessor's sympat‘hy.

At any rate there can be no objec-
tion to passing the bylaw to submit
the tax reform bylaw to a vote of the
people and giving them a chance to
say what they want.

For weeks the citizens have b
reading about the attack made um
hogs by the fair price commission or
board of commerce, whichever you like
to call them. We have been told what

live pork cost in 1914, and we have
had it welded into our minds what it
costs now.

Every man, woman and child in
Toronto knows how much bacon and
Ham brings in the meat market. They
also know that tho the hog has
depreciated in price for the present
it- is by no means down for the
count, and the very moment that the
United States government lets up on
its chase after the packers pork will
again soar to heights beyond the or-*
dinary creature’s reach.

However, for the moment it is so
comforting to know that the govern-
ment has wonderful intentions insofar
as the h.gh cost of living goes, and it
is also nice to feel #hat the election
bas nothing to do with the sudden in-
terest. When we say that we are being
kind-hearted and giving all the
“party” folks the benefit of the doubt.
And much good may it do them.

But if the chairmen of these “high
cost” committees would put the brakes
on the local profiteering they would be
doing all that the citizens of Ontario
want them to do.

For instance, if they would- prohibit
storekeepers from placing a purchase
in a cardhoard box with half a roil of
tissue paper and then weighing the
whole business; thus cheating the buy-
er out of at least two ounces, they
would be doing something tangible,

Also prohibit butchers and grocers
in the residential sections from charg-
ing from ten to fifteen cents more than
persons in the centre of the city get
for exactly the :same thing.

Force restaurants to reduce their
various articles of indigestion to a
s milar basis, and not allow one pro-
prietor to soak the suffering public as
much as eight cents more than the fel-
low a few doors away does for just ex-
actly the same sickly-looking portion
of beef.

The foregoing is just an example of
the bare-faced profiteering which is
going on every day, but it is the sort
which i8 making the man on the street
curse the government. “Remedy
| something over which there is some
|control and lay off the eternal hog”
{m ght be an excellent slogan for Mr,
O'Connor and his gang. Certainly' it
i\vould make them popular, which is
more than can be said of their present
efforts.

peace treaty. Mr. - Archambault asked
if it was true that Canada. was a
yvarty to the treaty with Bulgaria and
if the treaty had yet been signed.

The minister of justice replied that
he was as yet unaware if the treaty
1.:4 been signed. As to whether it
wou.d be submitted to the house for
approval, that would be a question
for consideration later. It  would,
however, no doubt be dealt with in
the same way as the Austrian treaty,

W. F. Maclean akked whether Can-
ada was aparty to the ftreaty be-
tween Great Britain and France and
whether the treaty would come be-
fore the house.

Mr. Doherty: “That treaty differs
from the others in that it is just a
treaty betwesn France and Great
Britain. As to what may be the ac-
tion of the dominions on the question,
that is a separite and distinct mat-
ter.”

Bar Oriental Voters

Second. reading  was given to g bill
to amend the Dominion by-elections
act. The bill had become necessary,
said the solicitor-general, by Treason
of what appeared to be an oversight
when the by-election act of 1919 was
passed at the spring session. TUnder
the act of last session provincial dis-
qualification of Oriental voters in
British Columbia would have .no ef-
fect. Such voters would be entitled
to vobte at a Dominion by-election.

In committee on the bill, Ernest La-
pointe asked if it was correct- that
under its provisions a Jap who had
been naturalized and who was a
British gubject would be disqualified
from voting in a Dominion by-elec-
tion in British Columbia altho quali-
fled to vote in the other provinces.

Mr. Guthrie: “That is the effect of
ihi ‘sbill. In effect it recognizes the
1ight of the province to make its own
franchise.”’

“But why was there discrimina-
tion?” Mr. Lapointe proceeded ‘‘Why
should a British subject be prohibited
{rom voting from one province and
yet be entitled to vote in another?”

Admits an Anomaly.

Mr. Guthrie admitted that it was |

something of an anomaly that.a Brit-
ish subject should not be entitled to
vote. Ie observed, however, that the
question /
very live one in British Columbia.

Mr. A. R. McMaster took the ground
that people desiring such a law as this
shoult be required ‘to set forth their
reasons in’ the clearest terms. He
was not contending, said Mr. McMas-
ter, that persons belonging to a race
which would not coalesce with
¢anadian, people should be admitted:
‘But once admitted they should be
granted the franchise.

Mr. H. H. Stevens said that the bill
should not necessarily precipitate the
whole question of orienta] immigra-
tion. It merely put British Colum-
bia on the same basis as the other
provinces. As far as thHe assimilation
of the oriental was concerned. Mr.
Stevens declared that in no occidental
country did they assimilate.

To ARnounce Policy

Foreign Minister Tittoni is expected
to make a declaration before the
chamber of deputies tomorrow of the
government policy regarding the oc-
cupation of Fiume by D’Annunzio and
his irregular troops. Two resolutions
have been introduced in the chamber,
one providing for the annexation of
Fiume without awaiting the decision
of the peace conferenge, and the other
affirming the right of Italy to guar-
antee Italian nationality in Fiume.

The Messaggaro says that if the
chamber gives Premier Nitti a vote of
confidence, the chamber of deputies
will be dissolved and elections held in
November.

A Rome despatch of September .9,
quoting the Tribuna, said the Italian
parliamentary elections would . take
place November 16.

Tomasso Tittoni, foreign minister,
declared during the meeting of the
crown council today that the peace
conference would not permit Italy to
annex Fiume, because such action
would authorize the Czecho-Slovaks
to occupy Techen; the Jugo-Slavs to
move -forces into Xlagenfurt: the
Greeks to claim Thrace and the Ru-
manians to annex Banat.

President Wilson's Reply

President Wilson’s reply regarding
the mnew proposals for the disposition
of Fiume has been received, the news-
bpapers announced today, and . was
found to insist upon his original view
that the city should be internatiomal-
ized and not annexed to Italy, becom-
ing the centre of a small buffer state
between Italy and Jugo-Slavia.

The president does not insist, ac-
cording to the press, upon a plebiscite
in the buffer state at the end of fif-
teen years, as at first proposed, and
he consents to the rectification of the
eastern frontier of Istria in favor of
Italy, in the district of Albona.

Their intention is to sell
genetal provisions at current prices,
the profits from which, lesgs running
expenses, will be returned to the
shareholders in the form of dividends]
‘the advantage being for shareholders
to deal entirely with the' co-operative
stores,

The society hopes to have a chain
of storeg thruout the city with a cen-
iral warehouse from which ajl sup-
plies will be drawn, thus eliminating
considerable overhead costs. A bhulle-
tin will be issued weekly showing the
prices of DProvisions as sold in their
stores. )

Mr. Taggart said that the society is
founded, and will be conducted, on
similar-lines to the Guelph Co-Opera-
tive -Society, which, he said, has been
running for years and has been very
successful.

to $3.10.

Milk wholesale has been fixed for
the ensuing two months at $3.10 the
33 quart can by Major Duncan’s sub-
commitiee of the board of commerce,
and milk, retail, will still sell- at
thirteen tickets the dollar, winter
schedule. This decision of the
committee was made known yes-
terday. The report, which was unan-
imous, reads in part as follows: ““The |-
conclusion of the committee is thaf
an interim ordar covering g period of
two months ending Nov. 30 of
this year should be made .al-
lowing the producer $3.10 per can of
eight gallons delivered to the dafry.
This conclusion, tho a compromise; is
unanimous, It carries with it the
consent of all those representing the
producers to Permit automatic reduc-
tions in price whenever the cost of
produetion shall warpant it. One of
the methods by which the decrease in
the cost of production can be estim-
ated is as follows: Taking the figures
given by Professor Leitch yesterday
as the cost of the feed ration at to-
day’s prices for the average milk pro-
ducing cow at $1.98, and taking the
figures subplied by Professor
Leitch showing that reduction
in the cost of this feed ration
would justify a reduction in the pur-
chase price of milk to the farmer at
the dairy the committee recommends
that as soon as the cost of thede feeds
shall have been reduced 33 cents on
$1:98 an automatic reduction of 49
cents in the price of a can of milk at
the dairy shall be made from the
Pprice of $3.10. These figures are sub-
Ject to their correctness as given by
Professor Leitch, who is not present
today. The understanding is that a
reduction in price of $3.10 shall take
place to the wvicinity of $2.75 as soon
as market prices of the feeds above
mentioned justify it. This vicinity of
$2.75 being chosen because it will
permit of the sale of 14 pint tickets
to the $§1 retail. Thirteen tickets for
$1 shall be issued retail by the dairy
who is paying $3.10 for a can of milk.

REGULATE PRICES?

Board of Commerce Counsel
Contends They
: 120“50.

That the rise and fall in wholesale
prioes offered by the Swift-Canadian
Company for ham and bacon, fresh
and cured, followed a similar rise and
fall in the cost of hogs per hundred-
weight, but that’altho the hogs cost
the company no more in September,
1919, than in March, 1919, their
wholesale figures for September were
easily 7 cents to 10 cents a Pound
higher. was the statement made at
yvesterday afternoon’s session of the
board of commerce at the city hall by
Colonel W, H. Price, counsel for the
board. who contended that the board
should fix prices on these commodi~
ties at from six cents to ten cents
lower than those now charged by this
company. {

Judge Robson asked Mr. Larsen,
secretary of the company, why O. W,
Waller, general manager for the com-
pany in Canada, was ‘not present. Mr.
Larsen stated he and Mr. Waller had
decided “he would be best able to pre-
sent the necessary details.

“We Are the Judges”

$17.60. It was very clear, he s=said,
that this company did not consistent-
ly follow the 40 day system. Cause
and effect was traceable all thru the
quotations for March-October, and it
had practically Bheen admitted by the
packers that the price of hogs to their
plants had been dictated by  the ex-
port trade.

Cause and Effect

Colonel Price at the morning wses-
sion of the board noted the same fac-
tor of cause and effect with respect
to the quotations of the William Dav-
ies Company. He stated, however,
that retail prices at the combpany
stores remained stationary when the
price ‘'on hogs decreased $5 the hun-
dredweight,

John A. Nelson, superintendent of
the William Davies Company, stated
that there were 38 retail stores of the
company in Toronto. He admitted on
examination that the {increase in
prices to consumers was governed by
the cost from his own company. He
stated. that between March 10 and
July 7 his company wag selling shoul-
ders at less than cost to clean up.

London, Sept. 26.—The evacuation
of North Russia by British troops will
be completed within a week, according
to The Evening Standard.

Paris, Sept. 26.—Stephen Pichon,
foreign minister, in the course of a
discussion of ‘provisional credits in the
chamber of deputies today, declared
that the government would give out, as
soon as the accounts were closed, a
statement showing the ' expenses to
France in connection with the Rus-
sian expedition. All French troops
have been recalled from European
Russia, he said, and only 1,200 men
remain in Siberia.

Quebec, Sept. 26.—The satc, el con-
taining a large share of th money
stolen from the mail car on the Ocean
Limited by bandits was foudnd this
morning at 5 o'clock in barn be-
tween St. Pierre and alier in the
county of by Peter
Berivitch, K.C., M.L.A.. counsel for the
Lloyd’s insurance, which is respons-
ible for the whole amount stolen, it
is allleged, by George Topping and
Bernardin Protea. who are facing a
charge of robbery in the police court
of Quebec,

Mr. Berivitch, who has beaten the
twenty-five detectives who were look-
ing for the treasure during the last
week, found $61,000 of" the $71,000
missing. He returned this morning at
6 oclock to Chateau Frontenac and
invited the representatives. 0f the
press to count with him the packages
of five and ten dollar bills he found.

Mr. Berivitch’s story of the recovery
of the money and the events leading
up to it, is as follows : “Lloyds asked
me three days ago to take charge of
the affair, and I arrived in Quebec
on Wednesday afternoon, I took the
boat to Lewis, taking my car, and was
accompanied only by my chauffeur.

“I drove as far as St. Pierre and
ordered the chauffeur to. stop in front
of a barn, a mile and a half west of
St. Pierre.

“l entered the barn. Tt was full of
hay. I had no fork and I had to use
my hands to remove the hay. After |
half an hour of search I got out, dis-
appointed, and we drove to other
‘barns. .

Finds Money in Hay,

“Then I decided to come back to
'the first barn, and I entered there
alone again. I climbed up to ‘what
they call the ‘fenil’ and I“saw some
more hay, I started to remove the
hay and had removed about ten
pounds of it when I found the satchel.
