Every session eaw
such a measure introduced, and 2very
session saw it quietly lost in the
jungle. But last January the Demo-
cratic senate recognized a chance to
make a hit with the people. A two-
 cent fare bill was rapidly pushed to
passage. = The Republicans hurried
thru a similar bill in the house, There
was an abortive attempt to play one
house against the othsr, and to talk
cut the session. Then it was that the
‘people were heard from. The political
jockeys hesitated; but The Ohio State
Jeurnal and other prominent newspa-
pers turned upon the state house the
limelight of publicity. Almost in a
night, there was a panic, then a rush
for cover, and both houses, by a unani
mous vote, éstablished the two-cent
fare as the law of Ohio.

And the stars have not fallen. 'The
raflways are doing inore business and
making more money than ever.

Our system of holding a government

#Pur seal rookeries, St. Paul Island,
were raided by crews of Japanese
schooners, July 16 and 17. About 200
seals were killed, but the invaders were
eventually repulsed as a resultof the
courageous action of Chief Agen
Lembkey, and Assistant Agent Judge,
at the head of a native guard.

“‘Five raiders were killed and 12 cap-
tured, two of the latter being badly
woundéd. Three boats and some smal]
arms were also captured; force protect-
ing rookeries suffered no casualties.

“The schooners were first observed
on July 16 and were era,
easily within the three mile limii<~ On
this day a boat grew of six men which
had landed at Northwest Point were
surprised and ecaptured by Agent
Lembkey and nativé guards without
casualty on either side. A

“On the morning of July 17 two na-
tive watchmen shot and killed two and
wounded one of an armed landing par-
ty. :

“Crews of schooners, under -protec-
tion of fog, shot seals dn~ the water
close to the shore, most of the day.
During this time shot gun firing which
could be easily heard from shoré was
frequent.. It is unknown how many
seals. were killed in this manner, but

tt*:’ei number must have been consider-
able. AT
Concerted Raids,

“On the evening of the same @ay
crews of at léeast taree schooners made
concerted naids on widely Separated
rookeries. A ‘raid on tne nvespandi
rookeries was repuised by native guard
after counsiderable tiring.

Owing 1o the dense fog tne raiders
there were not discovered until nearly
200 seals had been killed. The. raila,
which was y participated in
by an entire ship’s crew in 1ive boats,
was repulsed by Agent Lembkey,
Judge and native force only and three
of the raiders were killed and five cap-
tured.

The 12
prisoners were taken on cutter Mc-
Cullough to Kodiak, and, after hearing
before commanders, were held for jury
and taken ‘in’ charge”by marshal.”

Seals are recognized as property by
international law, and the Japanese
killed by the American officials staiid
in the same position as burglars shot
in the act of stealing, according to
authorities on international law. No
international incident can result from
the shooting of the Japanese poachers,
it is said at the state department. This
government has no amends to make to
Japan other than those that courtesy
may prompt, and a mere expression
of regret that such an incident should
take place is all that is looked for.

North Bay, Ont., Aug. 6, 1906,

Mr, C. B. Smith, Chairman, Toronto:
Dear Sir,—I have noticed in The To-
ronto  World a report of an accident
to special train running from Cobalt
to Temagami on July 30, and I beg
leave to give you particulars in con-
nection therewith:

The party on this car were ticketed
thru to Halileybury, and left on our
train No. 3, Sunday, July 29, changed
their plans and requested that they
be taken to New Liskeard for which
they were charged. On the 30th they”
were taken to Argentite Siding on our
morning local; lifted on the evening
Jocal for Cobalt. They made. request
at Cobalt that the evening local be
run thru with them to ''emagami,
which we refused to do, unless they
paid us §fC, our charge for romre,
which they refused at first to do, but
after local had departed, decided that
they would pay this amount. To as-
sist them in their movements, I took
engine off train No. 11 and ran their
car to Temagami, leaving Cobalt 7-05
p.m.. When at mileage 100 1-2 at 7.12
p.m., engine running .tender first be-
came derailed and ran a short piece
on the ties. As you know, air-brake
|is of little effect once engine gets on
the ttes. Private car at no time was
derailed; engineer making a very quiet
stop, not even spilling the tea that
conductor had poured out for himself
in his caboose.

for a sail on the lake, I had our
agent enquire if they wished to come
down on train No. 4 of July 31, and
he was unable to get any information
from those on the car. After our
train No. 4 had gone they made up
their minds that they should have
gone on that  train, and started to
make quite a z’ow; in fact, one of the
party abused our agent at that point
most shamefully, using language
worse, if anything, than would be
heard in any low saloon. I had a
work train on the way down and lift-
ed them on this work train to North
Bay, making request of the Grand

TRAINS IOY COLONISTS,

Establishes Large School te Prepare
Youths for Its Future Needs,

A;despatch from Berlin says:
One of the greatest problems now
how to increase the
duce traine dmen—governiment omcials,
practical farmers and artisans—to set-
tle in them.  Colonial enthusiasts be-
lieve they have partly solved the ques-.
tion by the establishment of & colonial
school for the training of young mam.
The kaiser has just given notice to the
director of the school that he will vasit
the famoug institution in August.

The German Colonial School, proba-

is located at Witzenhausen, near the
City of Cassel, in the heart of Gérmany.
The main building of the school con-
sists of a former custom house and—
what i8 of greater intérest—of an old
convent, founded in 1296. The original
buildings of thils old convent. were ex-
tensive, as is shown by the foundations
of its cellars and subterranean passa-
ges. ‘The southern end of the convent
remains preserved and is used as a
dining hall.

The convent, before the colonial
school took possession, served for
strange purposes. - While the part now
used as a dining hall was occupled by
state officials as a living place, the re-
fectory, once the meeting place of pigus
monks, for many years served as a
sleeping place for sheep.

COonvent is Rebuilt.

After it had been decided by the
friends of colonial expansion to 2stab-
1ish a colonial school, ®he old convent
was rebuilt and the school dedicated on
May 29, 1899. Since then the institution
has made such progress that the exist-
ing bufldings proved inadequate and a
new annex was added.

The estate and buildings of the col-
onial school now have a value of $763,-
450. The management hag made every
effort to preserve the medieval appear-
ance of the old convent; and, by ex-
cavating uncovered parts of the build-
ing, unearthed valuable remnants of
the old, the escutcheon of the con-

paintings.
