last), A. J. Balfour, the government leader,
in the course of a eulogy of the field
marshal, whom be compared with such men
as Collingwood, Nelson, Marlborough and
Wellington, sald there was no doubt that
but for Lord Roberts’ daring and strategy
and the rapidity with which his plans were
carried out, Kimberley and Mafeking
would have fallen, 11,000 British uld
have been starved into submission
at Ladysmith, and there would
have been a general rising of dis- |
loyalists In South Africa. Great Britain
might have recovered therefrom, but at
what a cost? The country was saved from
this by the genius of the man he now In-
vited th} House to reward by a unani-
mous vote, Irrespective of political dif-
ferences.

Buyers in Great Britain Holding

freights from Montreal have rarely in the
history of the port been so low as they
are at the present time. The dulness is
the result of the extreme drouth in the
west, which has caused the price of corn
to reach a very high figure.

The buyers in Great Britain are holding
back on account of the high prices, and
are awalting a break, which may come at
any moment. In the meantime they are
just ordering emough to keep them going.
I'his scarcity of orders Is resulting in many
ships leaving the St. Lawrence light.

The rates for corn at this season last
year ranged between one shilling and three
pence and ome and six per quarter. At the
present time steamers leaving Montreal
are only getting sixpence per quarter for
corn, and a supply even at this figure is
not avallable.

Publication of German Tariff Bill Due
to Leakage to London Financial

Paper.

T WILL BE FATAL TO TRAOE.

Conviction Growing That Measure
Will Be Trimmed Down By
Bundesrath.

New York, July 31.—The Herald prints
the following from Cologne: A curious
story finds credence here to the effect that
in the matter of the publication of the
proposed mew tariff bili, the hand of the
government was forced.

It appears, according to this story, that
one hundred proofs of the bill were print-
ed. They were intended purely for pri-
vate circulation, but somehow a leakage
occurred. A copy was sold to The London
Financlal Chronicle, and was to have been
printed on Saturday.

On getting wind of this arrangement, the
government gave the bill out to be pub-
lished in the papers here on Friday. Other-
wise the tariff schedule would not have
been published until it had come before
the Bundesrath.

The premature publication of the bill Is
highly inconvenient to the government.

Merchants here much resent the pro-
posed measure, which they think is a
final blow to their already tottering trade;
but they assert that the representatives or
the small German states in the Bundesrath
will take care to trim the project down
considerably before it reaches the Reich-
stag.

King Alfonso With His Automobile
Scares Guards of Palace.

San Sebastian, Jul'y 81.—King Alfonso
XIII. enjoyed his first automobile ride
this afternoon. Accompaniéd by his nother,
the Queen Regent, and the Duchess of
Alba, the young sovereign suddenly swept
thru the grounds of the palace. The sen-

tinels, not recognizing their King, thought
some désperate plot was in operation, 1o
a perfect panic they sounded fhe alarm,
The palace guard turned out, followed by
all the members of the royal household in
a tumult.

Baltimore and Ohio Express Train
Held Up by Masked Men 31
Miles From Chicago.

THEY DYNAMITED THE WRONG CAR.

Secured No Loot and Escaped After
Threatening to 'Shoot the
Train Hands.

Chlcago, July 31.—The Baltimore & Ohlo
kmssenger train from the east, which was
due to arrive In the Grand Central Depot,
Chicago, at 9 o'clock to-night, was held
up by five masked men at 8 o’clock, be-
tween Edgemore and @Grand Calumet
Heights, Ind., 31 miles out from Chicago.
One of the mail cars, which contained no
money, was dynamited and wrecked.

The attempt at robbery was made after
the two mail cars had been detached from
the train and run a quarter of a mile
ahead. The failure of the robbers to
make a rich haul was due to the fact that
the express car, which contained the train’s
treasure, was in an unusual place. It was
the third car in the train. After wrecking
the mail car and obtaining no booty, the
robbers disappeared in the darkness with-
out attempting to rectify their mistake.
The only loot they carried away with them
as a result of the adventure was the gold
watch of the engineer.

The train was the New York and Wash-
ington vestibule limited. Most of the
trainmen were shot at and had narrow

eescapes from the bullets. No person was
injured either by the dynamite or firearins.

The train was running at a high rate of
speed as it passed Calumet Heights, and
fmmediately after passing out of sight.of
the station Engineer J. W. Collins saw di-
rectly in front of his engine a large fire,
on which some rails had been placed. He
slowed down, and as he did so three men
wearing masks jumped into the cab and
covered Collins and his fireman, James
Whipple, with revolvers. After mounting
into the cab of the engine, the robbers,
covering the engineer and fireman with
their revolvers, made them step down and
go back the length of two cars. They or-
dered the men to uncouple the first two
cars, which was done. They then hustled
the two trainmen back into the cab and,
still keeping the engineer covered with
revolvers, directed him to pull up some

SHOT WITH HIS OWN REVOLVER.

Sergeant Howe of Scouts Tells How
Howard Was Murdered.

Montreal, July  3L—(Special.)—Sergt.
Howe’of the Howard Scouts, who arrived
here to-day em route for the Northwest,
gave the following account of the death of
Gat Howard: “We were skirmishing in
detachments  thro Pretoria, and were ap-
proaching Peit-re-Terf, when we noticed
a couple of Boer wagons at some distance
from us. Hljot Howard, In company with
an orderly and a servant, thinking un-
doubtedly that he would find but a few
Boers, left his detachment. and went over
towards the wagons. A little later, hedr-
Ing shooting in the vicinity of the wagons,
my detachment Immediately hurried for-
ward, and found that the major had been
shot dead. The orderly had also been
shot dead. The colored servant, when ask-
ed what had taken place, said that the ma-

shot with his own revolver. The Boers
had escaped before the first detachment

reached the wagons.”

Callaghan In
command of a force, and, after routing the
enemy, recovered the despatches. For his
services Gen. French has fecomended
him for the Distinguished Service Order.
The returned soldier speaks im the highest
terms of the British officer and soldier,
and had no complaint to make Whatéver
regarding the rations.

He said it Is marvelous the way in whieh
the British guard their lines of communi-
cation and that one has to be on the sc¢énée
to understand the difficulties under which
the army leaders labor in feeding and
supplying an army of 200,000 men. Lieut.
Callaghan speaks in the highest terms of
the fighting qualities of the Boers, but
lopks upon their cause as a lost one,

The recent
article In his paper condemning Hon. John
Dryden, Minister of Agriculture In the
Ross government, for being president of
a ranching company in Dakota, Is being
extensively copied, and commented upon,

den. The Hamilton Times, a Liberal paper,
in its issue of Tuesday, published what
Mr. Pettypiece says, and calls on Mr. Dry-
den to rise and explaln, The Hamilton
Herald, which is Inclined te be friendly to
the Ross government, puts this question
to the Minister of Agricuiture:

“Would Mr. Dryden advise other Cana-
dlans to follow his example and invest in
Dakota ranches?” 3

Another paragraph 'sentence is to this

effect:

“A Canadlan Minister of Agriculture is
expected to do good by example as well
as precept.”

The Canadian Sportsman is also dealing
very trenchantly with Mr. Dryden. Here

is an extract:

But for a Canadian Minister of Agricul-
ture, whose chief duty is to uphold and
advocate the superior advantages offered to
settiers, either on the farm lands of this
province or the prairies of the great west,
to declare thema unsuitable by himself go-
ing to Dakota, is a blunder that only an
unthinking, stupid man eould be guilty ef.
Such an act utterly destroys Mr. Dryden’s
usefulness as a member of the Legislature
of this province. Any speech that he
might in future make respecting the ad-
vantages to be derived by settling on Cana-
dian soil would be utterly devoid of influ-
ence, because in his private capacity as a
cattle breeder he gave the lie to.his official
opinions by giving the preference to Yan-
kee land over that of his own country.
The dollar-and-cent aspect of the question
appears to have been the only one that
appealed to him; he was utterly indifferent
to the use that can be made by American
land owners of his action, and, if he pos-
sessed one atom of enthusiasm in his call-
ing as Minister of one of the most import-
ant departments of the government, he
never conld have been gulity of such a
blunder. This Dakota purchase will be
made use of by every speculative land com-
pany in that State, and, tho blizzards and
drouth In that section have driven thou-
sands of settlers out of the State, many of
them coming to our own western lands, the
fact that a Canadian Minister of - Agricul-
ture has selected Dakota lands—paid for
by his own money—in preference to that
of his native land, will in the hands of
l’ani&ee land agents be made to do yeoman
service.

CHEAPER RAILWAY TRAVEL.

While people are--advocating the con-
struetion of radial trolley lines thruout
the country and connecting villages and
towns with the ecitles, the steam railways,

Apparently, rather than reduce their rail-
way travel from three cents a mile to one

‘ TRADE UNIONISM IN BRITAIN.

In The North American Review of Octo-
ber, 1600, Mr. Benjamin Taylor wrote a
paper, exposing the fallacles of the theory
that British commmerce has declined, or is
declining. In the current number of the
same magazine Mr. Taylor has .a caustie
article on “How Trade Unionism Affects
British Industries.” “It is trade union-
ism that cripples us by enhancing the
costs of production, and by constantly re-
sirieting the output,” is one of his sen-
tences. Then he says: “In theory the
trade union is an organization for the pro-
tection of labor against the tyranny and
oppression of capital. In practice the
! British trade union is an organization for
the restraint of labor and manacling of
capital.” Again he says: “We must ac-
cept trade unionism as a great social,
economic and, I regret to say, political in-
stitution. Let the theory be as beautiful
las you please, the practice is abominable.”

The above sentences are sufficlent to
show the trend of Mr. Taylor's article.
He compares the modern trade unlon with
the old trade guild, and says, while undor
the latter system the craftsmen prospered
according to his_skill and Industry, under
the new system skill and industry are re-
duced to one common denominator, called
the trade union rate of wage. If Ameri-
can manufacturers are able to undersell
their British rivals, he says, it is not be-
cause the American workman is superior,
but because he is unfettered. That Is,
American labor is more productive than
British., Mr. Taylor declares that trade

unionism has driven industries away from
tlie country altogether. He goes on te
say: y
The objects of the British trade ub-
fonist are to equalize the wage of the
mediocre or inferior and the capable
workman; to restrict the amount of
work done by each workman, so that
there may be fewer unemployed; to re-
strict, the total output, so that prices,
and consequently- wages, may not be
borne down by the oversupply. In
carrying out these objects, then,  the
British trade unions are neither more
nor less than organizations for the re-
straint of labor and the curtailment of
production. . . Without admitting
that trade unionism has done all that
is claimed for it in the raising of wages
and the bettering of the condition of
the working class, I do affirm that It
bas done much social and industrial
harm. A workman on joining one of
these organizations ceases to be a free
agent; he becomes the slave of his
society, and the tool of 1its officials.
¢! .. Individuality is submerged in
the union, which exists not for the good
of each member, but for the soclety’s
own power and glory. For this reason
the officials -and leaders discourage
every form of effort and enterprise—
such as piecework and profit-sharing—
which might have the effect of weak-
ening the bond between the worker and
the union, and they encourage the in-
ferior workman by establishing a maxi-
mum standard of work, so as to in-
crease the membership and power of
the union.

The writer them complains that trade
unionism as it works in England is a
premium on inefficiency, hecause it does
not encourage the bad workman to become
better, but indutes the good workman to
become less efficlent. 3

Mr. Taylor goes on to give Instances, and
cites the disastrous strike among the
machinists in the Tyne shipyards, where
disagreements arose between the plimbers
and machinists’ unions, and assertg that
trade unionism drove the flint glass trade
into the hands of Germany, and the bottle-
making 4industry to Belginmm, because of
the “limitation placed on apprenticeship,”
which be calls one of the most danger-
ous and lamentable features of trade union.
ist policy.

For instances of curtailment in produc-
tlon, Mr. Taylor takes up the strike of
the Amalgamated Society of Engineers in
1897-98, ‘and cites reports showing that
union workmen “loafed” over thelir Wor\ko
that the foreman knew Iit, but had no
remedy, and that eventually non-union men
were put on who did from five to ten times
as much per day as the union men. ‘‘ach
case,” he says, “is supported by docu-
mentary evidence, and the whole black
record is one to make every honest work-
ingman sick with shame.”

Other than the machinist trades are
brought into review, and the general tone
of the article is one of denunciation of
trade unionism as an institution. It is
asserted that under union rules workmen
get pay for eight hours’ work, when they
have performed only four hours’ labor;
that they ldle openly and take pride ia
being paid for work which they de not do.
In conclusion, Mr. Taylor declares that
Britain's greatest national danger lies in
the destruction of free trade in labor. He
asserts 'that such destruction threatens
British industries and British defences,
and says a workingman becomes his own
worst enemy when he joins a trade union.
Trade unionism is clalming a great deal
of attention in America just now, and the
above summary will be perused with In-
terest, altho there will be a great many to
combat the statements therein set forth.
Mr. Taylor leaves himself open to the
charge of narrowness, when he says a
workman eeases to be a free ageut when
he joins a union. The same might be sald
of any man who joined any organization
whatsoever. There is noe board of trade
that is not governed by rules and regula-
tions; no soclal or business or benevolent
organization that has not constitution and
bylaws, rules or regulations. Indeed, gov-
ernment could not exist were the principle
of union ignored. The British government
controls the Lords and Commons, and Mr.
Speaker is In the chair to keep order. Why
does not Mr. Taylor say a member of par-
lianmient surrenders his manhood when he
enters the Commons and bows to the rul-
ing of the Speaker. There musf be rules
of order in all walks of life, and the labor
union has the same rights and privileges
in this regard as any other cembination of
men. The union may adopt bad rules and
the men may live up (or down) to them;
!so also may a government adopt bad laws.
as the British government has oftéen dome
if we take the judgment of some’of the
Irish members for it. Mr., Taylor is cer-
tainly illogical when he claims that a work-
ingman cannot be a free agent and yet be-
long to. a union. Whether or not trade
anionism has been as disastrous-to British
industry as is claimed must be left to
individual opinion.

**Martial law has been declared in Vene-
zuela by the President of the country, ow-
ing to the Invasion of a revolutionary force
from Colombia. It is reported that an
army of 10,000 men will meet the In-
vaders.”

NO U.S. WARSHIP AVAILABLE,

Washington, July 81.—The State Depart-
ment has not yet called on the Navy De-
partment for & warship to go to Venezuelan
waters. In view of the serious condition
of affairs there, and the unsettled condi-
tion of the neighboring republic of Colom-
bia, it is probable that an American war-
ship will be sent for the protection of
American interests, but there is not a
single vessel available, and not an Ameri-
can warship In southern waters.

URIBE HAS 15,000 MEN,

New York, July 81.—Agents of the Co-
lombian insurgent general, Raphael Uribe
Uribe, assert that Uribe is at the head of
a revolutionary force of 15,000, and that
$200,000 was collected In this country
from Freemasons to prosecute the war
against the Conservative government,which

is unalterably antagonistic to the order
and all others opposed by the church. Gen-
eral Uribe left New York on June 15, and,
tho his movements were closely watched
by detectives, it was three weeks before it
was discovered that. he had left the coun-
try. . This new outbreak was planned on
a gigantic scale. Besides the 15,000 Mau-
sers bought for it, there have been sent
from the nearby distributing points 2,000,-

quantity of other war material.

Uribe is a high Mason, and Colombia,
because of its domination by the church,
is a bitter enemy of Masonry.
