 BOMB THROWER IN
PALACE OF CZAR.

Undoubtedly the Vigilance of
Guards Saved Attack on Em-
peror’s Life---Russian Doctors
Make Demands Amounting
Practically to @ Revolution---

General War

Tokio, April 6.—1 p. m..—Imperial
‘Army Headquanters reporting to day
says: ‘‘Part of eur Kai Yuan force
engaged in driving the enemy OC-
cupied Kuyauha, three miles north-
east of Mienhuachich on the after-
noon of April 4.

«On the afternoon of April 8 the
enemy with mounted artllery and
machine guns Advanced south from
the direction of Tawo on the Feng
Hua road and on the morning of
April 4 opened a bombardment on
Chincheatum.

“Simultaneously a large force of
infantry advanced from the vicinity
of the main road, two other columns
detouring to cover both our flanks.

‘““They appwoached within
metres of our positions where gt six
o’clock in the evening, we entirely
repulsed them.

““‘Our casualties were 27 men wound-
ed. The enemy’s loss is uncertain, but
it ig estimated at over 200 killed and
wounded.

Want a Revolution.

Moscow, April 5.—The congress of
doctors . from all parts of Russia,
which was summoned to meet in
‘Moscow under the auspices of the
Pirogofn medical society, to devise
means for combatting the expected
visitation of cholera, which cengress

as at first prohibited, but later
was granted permission to meegf, un-
2er the condition that it. discuss

nly scientific questions, has justified
the apprehensions of the authorities
by adopting as its first step in the
anti-cholera, crusade, a set of fresolu-
tfons calling for the execution of the
whole of the radical programme.

This grafting of political con-
siderations, upon the ostensible med-
ical aims of the gathering, is justi-
fied, the speakers argue, by the in-
capacity of the present administra-
tion to cope adequately with chol-
era.

The resolutions declare that an im-|

provement in the economic conditions
of the people, is necessary as a basis
for the ppeservation of health, and
that for future. prevention of epidem-
ics, it is imperative to satisfy the
demands of the industrial classes
and grant all concessions necessary
to completgly tragguilize the ignor-
ant population, among whom other-
wise it will be impossible to execute
sanitary measures.

Radical Demands.

The proposals culminated in a de-
mand for the immediate convocation
of a constituent assembly on the bas-
is of a universal sacret ballot with-
out -distinction as to sex, national-
ity or religion. 3y

The congress, in which there are
over 1300 delegates reprasenting
nearly every distrjct of Europegn
Russia, also demanded the immediate
stoppage of the war.

The delegatem professed extreme
alarm at alleged attempts to incite
the ignorant classes against the edu-
cated liberals, and the whole spirit
of the resolutions breathes overtures
to the working classes for united ac-
tion.

Among the demands set forth in the
resolutions ig the transier of the po-
lice to the executives of the local
-governments®; guarantees of freedom
of speeeh, the press and aseembly; a
union for strikes; amnesty for all po-
litical and religious prisoners and
exiles; equality of all nationalities,
language and religions before the
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law; general compulsory education
and- separation of chfirch amd state,
and the main points of the Gupon
petition of the St. Petersburg work-
men of January 22. One resolution
tavored responsibility of the Ministry
to a representative Assembly.

Fear of Cholera.

The Congress was divided into sec-
tions for the discussion of the bac-
teriological and sanitary aspects of
'cholera , and immediate preventive
measures.

The local authorities throughout
the Empire are also aroused at the
danger of an epidemic and orders are
being issued by all city governments
for the cleaning of sglums and unsani-
tary districts and for measures to
localize the disease wherever it apy
pears.

Vienna, April 6.—It has been as-
certained that the Austrign military
attache with the Russian army,
Count S=eptycki. who: was supposed
to have been missed since the battle
of Mukden, 1is still with ' General
Renekampfl’s forces. i

A Special Messenger.

Tokio, April 6.-«Prince Yiacikak as
special ambassador bearing the con-
gratulations of the Emperor of
Korea on the success of the Japan-
ese arms at the battle of Mukden,
was granted an audience by the Em-
peror at noon today, when he de-
livered the autograph letter which
he carried. Later on, he lunched with
the Emperor, who will not return
his call.

Japanese Loan.

Tokio, April 6.—It is expected that
one-half of the domestic loan will
be alloted to foreigners whose bids
exceed the whole issue. The treas-
ury is planning a fifth. domestic loan
of one hundred million yen (equiva-
lent to $50,000,000) in May. The
terms of the issue will be similar to
those of the fourth domestic loan.

~ Czar’s Narrow Escape.

New Yerk, April 6.—A St. Peters-
burg despatch to the T'imes says;
‘“All St. Petersburg is talking about
the arrest at Tsarskoe—Selo of a
stranger disguised as a colonel of
Cossacks, who entered the palace on
Monday, the day on which the Czar
receives the officers on duty for the
| week.

Discrepancies in the stranger’s ac-
coutrements aroused suspicion. He
was arrested and two small bombs
were found concealed upon him.

The daughter of General Leontief!
has been arrested at St. Petersburg.
Her rooms were searched and two
bombs were found under her bed.

Trana, Derhadun and Sranigarat at \yhich |
places many natives were killed or injur-|
ed. At Lahore, the fatalities were be-
tween fifty and one hundred.

Commiittee Privately Consid-
ering St. John Bills Today.

Fredericton, N. B., April, 5.—=The
Municipalities Committee met this
morning and had before it the Bill
to authorize the®City of St. John to
establish a telephone service. Ald.
Macrae spoke in favor of the Bill,
and said the people of St. John were

' |in fgvor of the Bill. To test the mat-

ter they sent a man around to see
how many subscribers could be got
for a city telephone system, and a
thousand, people agreed to take it for
ten years, They had looked into the
matter and found that they could es-
tablish a first class automatic sys-
tem with subways for the wires with'
a capacity of 4,000 telephones for
$170,000. The city of St. John in
asking the right to establish a tele-
phone system was asking no more
than had been given to private com-
panies which had a right to estab-
lish competitive systems in St. John.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said he was in
favor of municipalities enjoying
such franchises, but where a munici-
pal system was established should
there not be some provision made
for buying out the existing system,
for the corporation having no taxes

to pay, would have a great a.dva.n—!

tage. i

Ald. MacRae.—If we were apply-
ing for an exclusive charter that
might be so. But there is not a sin-
gle case where a municipality has
been required to buy out an exist-
ing telephone system.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley—I think there is

University After 15

Rev. Calvin Goodspeed, M. A.,
LL.D., for the past fiiteen years pro-
fessor of systematic theology and
apolagetics in MeMaster University,
has submitted his resignation, and a
special meeting of the Board of Gov-
ernors has been called to consider it.
The professor was seen by a reporter
of The Globe yesterday afternoon,.
confirming the resigna-
tion would not discuss the reason for
it.

L.ast, week the Senate of McMaster
University decided on a reconstruc-
tion eof the theological curriculum,
which, while it involves a rearrange-
ment and increase of work, will not
call for an enlargement of the faculty.
Prof. Goodspeed has reached a time
in life where a man would prefer to
diminish rather than add to his

{work, and it was learned that it was
{his

unwillingness  tq enter into the
new arrangement that. prevailed with
him in the decision to resign. Had
things remained. as they were in the
theological course Dr. Goodspeed
would probably have contim?d at
his post for years to come, but the
opportunity and circumstances com-
bined to make resignation opportune.
I'or somg years he has owned a fruit
farm-in the Annapolis Valley of Nova
and.-has spent his summers
He is a man of competence

with satisfaction ypon his career and
forward to years of comfort and less
arduous duty.

War in East One Cause of In-
creased Cost of Floor Cover-
ings.

(Montreal Gazette.)

As one effect of the war in the East
householders who purchase carpets dur-
ing the present spring, will be obliged to
pay an advance on prices of-a year ago.
Carpets which formerly sold at $1.40 to
$1.5¢ a yard, will now cost from $1.65
to $1.75 a rd.

The general advance will be at this
proportion, though in some lines it may

rove greater. Manufacturers in Eng-
and and Scotland had advanced prices
from five pence to tenpence a yard a year
ago. The eflect of this increase has only
been noticed on the retail market at the
present time, owing to the fact that car-
pet purchases by the trade are made only
twice during the year, and the newer
carpets, for which the advanced prices
were paid, are only now being placed on
the retail market.

Po qualify the assertion that the war
in the East has been responsible for the
present state of affairs, it must be ex-
plained that the yarn used im carpet
manufacture comes largely from Russia,
while Australia is also a big factor. With
turmoi] in Russia the supply of yarn fell
to such an extent that there was practi-
cally none to be had. On top of this
there had been a drought in Australia,
resulting in a very poor wool supply.
Following upon these conditions there
WaS a necess: limitation upon the out~
put, while the demand was strong, re-
sulting in a natural increase of cost to
the tpade. {

Prices in the carpet industry have been
maintained with a great deal of steadi-
ness, and a change is a notable matter.
The present changes are the first made
since 1899, and it is expected that the
range of prices will continue in force for
at least two years.

Not. alone in carpets has there been an
advaace, oilcloths and linoleums also
been due to a big reduction in the jute
sharing in the upward tendency. This has
crop,
other materials used in the manufacture.
In fact there is a generai increase in the
cost of floor coverings of all descriptions.

Canada is the greatest consumer of
carpe;¢ in the world, that is proportion-
ately, of course, and the English and
Scotct manufacturers find the Canadian
market a ‘good one, particularly since the
establishment of preferential trade rela-
tions. Formerly, United States manu-
facturers had a big trade with Canada,
but now there is practically no business
done between these countries in his par-
ticular line. The United States manu-
fatturers Tank among the large firms of
the world, but with a tarilf of sixty
cents a yard and 40 percent. the English
maker finds that market practically clos-

DOUBTFUL INFLUENCES

Perplexing Questions Which ¢

Confront the fiqancial Com-
munity.

Some perplexing questions, it must be
acknowledged, still confront the financial
community. A large .number of the
leading; stecks in the meairket have heen
put up to extfemely high figures, not for
any reason of their present or prospective
sarnings, but merely on the idea that
their accumuiation has been necessary for
the carrying out of vast railway projects
of which the public in due time will be
apprised. There is much to justify this
belief, and on the other hand, Wall

Street’s credulity doubtless has been play- |

ed upon to a large extent to suit the
ends of shrewd manipulators. The danger
is that when the exn?t truth is known
the realization will fall short of the
anticipation. ‘Then there is the question
of the crops. This is unusually import-
ant this year—first, because security pric-
es are high and on that account woul

threatened decrease of railway tounage
and impairment of general prosperity;
second because full crops are absolutely
necessary if we are to recover the rather
serious losses in the foreign \trade. There
is certainly a good deal in these reflec-
tions to make conservative financial in-
terests willing for the present te go
slow.

The money market reveals another dif-
ficulty, less urgent perhaps than it ap-
peared a short while ago, but none the
less calling for serious attention. A
plain necessity exists for making a fur-
ther call upon Government bank deposits
at some time between now and next aut-
umn. The Treasury’s available cash
balance, exclusive of this deposit fund, is
down to $48,00C,000. For the fiscal
year to date there is a deficit already of
$27,060,000, and when the customs rev-
enue—now abnormally large—begins to
fall off, as it must later on, the deficit
will enlarge very rapidly. Withdrawal

of another $20,000,000 from the banks,

of course, would be arranged so as,  to
disturb the market as little as possible.
In other words if thisis the sum decided
upon it probably will be called in during
the next four mgpnths, when currency is
owing back in quantity from the inter-
or. - But whatever the time chosgn, the
fact remains that surplus reserve ig ex-

thern Pacific Railroad, which they had
wher they turned over, on Nov. 18,
1901, to the Northern Securities Com-
pany. 717,300 shares of Northexn Pacific
stock. Harriman, Winslow S. Pierce,
and others, by litigation which has last-
ed ever since the merger was declared il-
legal. sought to recover the identical
stock, thus restoring to them the control
of the system. The preSent degision,
which is regarded as the final step in the
litigation, leaves the Harriman interests
with holdings in both the Northern Paci-
fic and Great Northern, but without con-
trol of either. ‘The Hill-Morgan distri-
butiorn plan, which the court approves,
follows: For each 100 shares of Nor-
thern Securities stock $3,887.78 of Nor-
thern Pacific, $2,986.88 of Great Nor-
thern preferred and $100 of Northern Se-
eurities ‘‘stub’’ stock.

Reasons For the Stock “Market
Interest in One and Extent of
the Boom in the Latter---The
Crop Prospect.

(New York Sun.)

The reason why speculative and invest-
ment attention is particularly directed to
| the industrial list at the moment is pret-
{ty obvious. Although all of the stocks
in this department have risen consider-
lably in price latesy, they are still most
of them low priced shares, and the pros-
| pects for a most profftable business of
industrial companies during the year is
| exceedingly bright. In a very careful
and special report compiled by Brad-
| streets upon the probable construction of
| houses, offices, factories and other edifices
| during the calendar year, the estimate of
| the total expenditure for this constryc-
| tion is placed at $600,0€0,000, an ip-
| crease of nearly sixteen percent over that
of the year preceding. The success al-
ready accomplished and assured in the fu-
ture of so many railroad bond issues
| proves also that the outlay of money by
our railroad companies before the end of
| the year for improvements, will be large;
so that, merely summarizing the leading
litems under which expenditures of this
kind may be classified, it is not hard to
make out a total probablé expenditure
|under these heads of fully a billion dol~
lars ir the current twelve month.

This disbursement no doubt would have
been made to a considerablo extent last
year ii the State of the securities market
at that time had not prevented the issue
on ‘favorable temns of
stocks of corporations. The delayed
work is now being undertaken, and, al-
though prices received by the great in-
dustrial companies for their articles ' of
production are not, perhaps, so high as
they were in the ‘‘boom time’’ in 1902,
they are still manifestly very remunera-
tive, and must serve to fill the treasuries
of these industrial concerns with cash.
The business confidence engendered by all
this has the additional support in the
very favorable present outlook for our
crops.

If the winter wheat prospect now were

world. There is plenty of time, of course
for the remarkgbly high showing of the

| highest degree for the spring plapting
| operations. If these indications hold as
| the season matures it is impossible to
| believe that they will not exercise their
usual effect upon prices for our railroad
stocks and securities in general.

jury, it is said a large amount of data
valuable to the government was secured
from them.

THE SBARRETTI INCIDENT.

8ir Wilfrid Laurier's emphatic den-
jal of the statement that he was in
any way connected with the interfer-
ence of the papal delegate in the po-
Mtical aflairs of Cahada has caused
@ universal feeling of relief. There is
the more reason for amazement at
the action of Monsignor Sbarretti
‘As the Toronto Globe says:+‘‘It is
difficult to believe that a gentleman
who must be credited with more than
ordinary judgment and discretion
could have been guilty of conduct
so unwarranted and indefensible.’”’

No question that has arisen in Ca-
pada since confederation has aroused
as much bitterness as this question
of schools, and nothing could be
more repugnant to the feelings of the
people than outside interference.

Doubtless the papal delegate will be
recalled. His usefulness in Canada
bhas been sadly impaired, since he has
fncurred the resentment of the peo-
ple.

NEGLECTED OPPORTUNITIES.
Every unused water power in the

wealth. Wherever it is possible to
establish even a small manufactory
operated by water power, .with a fair
market for the product, there is a
wasted opportunity. There are a
good many such water powers in
New Brunswick, and in time they
will be utilized. There is no good
reason why more small factories
should not be established in country
districts where a good water power
is available, and every such enter-
prise makes for the prosperity of the
whole district, since it provides the
farmer with a home market, as well
as giving employment to persons
who are not farmers. One means of
checking’ the drift of country people
to the cities will be the establish-
ment of small ingustrial commun-
ities in country districts. With the
development of : electricity and the
extension of railways, this is much
easier than in former years. Power
can be developed more cheaply than
in the large oentres, and operating
and incidental expenses would be less:
This question of industrial develop-
ment deserves the attention of men
with money to invest, and deserves
also. - the encouragemecnt of the pro-
vineial and municipal authorities.

JAPAN ‘AND RUSSIA

Professor George Trumbull Ladd of
Yale, the first American university
professor invited to-lecture in 'a Jap-
anese university, in an interesting in-
terview declares that Japan has al-
ready-won.the ‘war with Russia, The
interview is as followsi—

“*Russia can never fight her way
back. I dow’t Dbelieve the Russians
themselves thiniythat they can do s0:
They wish to keep retiring and fo
keep up warfare, hoping:'to: gain bet-
ter terms of peace. Russian pledges
cannot be trusted, - and Japan must
have a substantial pledge of what
Russia will give her.”"

“Is there danger*that other-nations
will interfere in the terms of settle-
ment?’’

“They’d better not. There is evi-
dence that some of them would like
to do that if they dered. Japan is in
such a condition and position now
that she is not going to tolerate in-
terference, and if she lives up to her
promise to maintain the open door
in China, she is entitled to all she
can get out of Russia as a guaranty
for peace for the future. = Russia is
notoriously a government careless  in
respect to its promises, even when it
makes a treaty. Onme hopeful thing is
that a speedy termination of the war
is the best thing for the Russian peo-
ple. Many Russians are coming to be-
lieve that, even if Russia should be
thoroughly whipped. This has bever
been a war of the Russian people. It
is a war of a little group of men,
and the causes of it are tarnished.”

““I hope that the American Govern-
ment will never depart from the po-
licy of non-interference as long as
Japan fulfils its promises to main-
tain the integrity of the Chinese em-
pire and stand for the policy of the
open door. The old sin and crime of
spheres of influence comes in here.
The Oriental part of the world has
been looked upon as a part to be di-
vided up by the .different European
nations. I hope that this war will
put acheck for all time upon the
exploitation of the Orient by Western
nations. I am much more afraid of

Makes Some Suggestions
on the Subject of

Immigration.

He Believes There Will Be a}

Larger Exodas Than Ever
of the Better Class of Eng-
lish People to Canada.

(Winnipeg Free Press.)

H. Whates, special correspondent of |

the Standard, London, England, who

is in Canada for the purpose of writ- []

ing on the emigration question, was
seen yesterday in Winnipeg. by .a re-
porter. of the Free Press. Mr.Whates
who is described in the British
‘““Who’s Who,”” as assistant editor
and leader writer of the Standard,
and as the author of a history of
Lord Salisbury’s administration and
other political works, is deing his
present work as nearly as possible
from the standpoint of an emigrant.
Articles of his have already appeared
in London describing his voyage in
the steerage, and early experiences in
the maritime provinces. Asked as to
prospects of emigration this seasen
in Great Britain, Mr. Whates said:
‘I should judge that there will be
a larger emigration than ever, and.of
the better class. When I - left Lon-

don there was/a marked contraction

of employmsent, especially among the
artisans ™n great cities. The usual
seasonal winter distress was, greater
than usual.. Now the most cour-
ageous and adventurous .of the ‘‘out
of works’’ would be the first to sell
up their homes and come to Canada

th the proceeds.
might-wish to come but. they could
not come. How could they raise
the passage money? Only-a very
few of them, helped by ' emigration
societies ' and the -Salvation Army,
could get ‘here. And these wouldibe
the very pick of the distressed clase.

They represent
so much raw material for the Cane~
dian labor market,—material, which
is utilized, and which, I imagine, it
would be worth while for Canada to
get, even if it costs some extra mon-
ey to distribute’ over the Dominion.
For railway constraction alone, pre-
sent and immediately prospective,
you will need scores of thousands of
laborers who-can use pick and shov-
el. England can spare a few hundred
thousand from her .excess of popula-
tion. 'There . is a superabundance -of
such labor in England, and" a ‘scarc-
ity or a coming scarcity of it here.
Is not the question, at bottom, one
of ocean transportation?”’ ‘

“Po you suggest that the - Domin-
jon should pay the transportation
bill?”’

“1f it -were ‘good pusiness’ for the
Dominion to do so, why not? I ask
the question, but it is not for me to
express an opinign. What I do sug-
gest is that the Imperial government
and the Dominion government
should put their heads together and
frame some workable scheme by
which Canada could get the labor
she needs, and we in England could
transport what is in excess. You
know how to look after yoursglves in
this country, and your negotiations
in ,any such enterprise  would take
very good care that only the right
material was brought  here for ais-
tribution. This is part of the British
Empire. Why should not a more
strenuous effort be made both here
and in England to fill it with & Brit-
ish = papulation? Instead of " doing
that you are laying the foundations
of a society even more cosmopolitan
than that of the United States.”’

A man or a woman of
English;, Scotch or: Irish birth.is, 1
submit, a greater potential asset to
Canada than a Norwegianor a Gali~
cian or:a. merely migratory laborer
Hks the Ialian. The Englishman-I use
the word comprehensively~brings with
him inherited traditions of  liberty,
self-government religion. and ‘morals.
Moreover, he brings also an inherited
type of character—a certain faculty
for adaptation to hard climates apd
novel - conditions, a certdin dogged~
ness and persistency which carries
him to a higher - plane-of existence.
What I mean is.that if you were to
fill one tract of territory with, for
the sake of argument, Galicians and
anether with equally peor men of
English blood, the English commun-
ity wofild in a generation outstrip
the Galicians in all that contributes
to the prosperity and durability of a
highly civilized:state. And ‘what you
want to build up here:and what Eng-
land wants to see. in Canada is a
population which shall continue to be
predominantly British in language,
faith, political ideals, character and
morale.”’

“You think we throw our doors
open too wide to all nationalities?’’

‘““No. It is not for an outsider to
say that. Your immigration policy
has, no doubt, been very carefully
thought :out by your own statesmen,
whe know Canada. and its labor
needs, and are thinking of the future
of. the Dominion and of the empire,
as well as of the present. I am simp-
W pointing to a tendency which, if
it. continues for Ilong, on a large
scale, may profoundly affect the
racial composition of the empire.
And I am suggesting that states-
manship, both Canadian and Imper-
ial, should devise in concert some
means by which that tendency may
he arrested; and immigration so
fostered and regulated that the fu-
ture population of this stupendous
ba:ea. 'sha.ll be British: to the back-

ition---Citizens’ League Opposes Two Year tie brawny Scot landed = bloy on
Aldermanic Term---The Street Railway, Carle-
ton Light, Harbor and Assessment Bills.

Fredericton, April 6.—The attention
of the municipalities committee was
taken up yesterday all day with St.
John. bills exclusively,

The Street Railway Company’s As-
sessment bill was first taken up. The
bill contains four- sections. The first
sub}ects the property of the Street
Railway Company to taxation. The
second requires the company to keep
the streets in repair which tHeir lines
run over and to remove the snow.
The third mequires them to repair all
mains and water pipes that may be
injured or broken by electrolysis or
by the action of frost and it gives the
common council authority to make
bye-laws with reference to the run-
ning of cars so as to furnish an effi-
cient service.

Ald. Macras appeared for the city
and related the negotiations leading
to the present arrangement forn snow
removal. The Street Railway Com-
pany should repair the streets for
nothing and should also repair froz-
en water pipes which are found to
freezp only on streets where the cars
run, :

Engineer Murdoch. explained that
last year $3,000 was spent in St.
John on- thawing frozen water pipes.

Ald. Macrae, continuing, contended
that the street railway was not a
railway within the meaning of the
act and therefore not subject to ex-
emption.

The act of 1892 relating to the
‘consglida.ted electric. company which
acquired the rights and franchises of
the St. John City Railway Com-
pany; enacted that the Consolidated
Electric Company only be exempted
from taxation in respect of its pro-
perty. used exclusively for railway
purposes. He contended that the act
did not create any exemption but
was merely for. the purpose of declar-
ing what was thought to be law.
Since then great doubt has been cast
on the case of ex parte Zebley. An
Ontario court has decided that a
street railway is not a railway within
the meaning of the term railway as
ordinarily applied and there is like-
wise a recent’ case in England which
goes to the same effect. .

He claimed thereforelthat there was
no
exempt this railway but that the ob-
ject was to limit any exemption that
was supposed. to exist.
the railway company iz now exempt
from taxation. \

In regard to the last section of the
bill he said thecity desired its pas-
sage in order to secure a hetter ser-
vice.

H. H. Maclean, replying for the
Railway company stated that the
company should be exempted and
quoting from the auditor’s returns
showed that it was not a paying
proposition. Since May 1, 1905 to
the present time they had expended
nearly $1,000,000 in St. John and
had not made enough to pay interest
on the street railway bonds. Last
year’s earnings on the street railway
were but $29,258 and if it had not
been for the gas and electric light
business the company would have
been bapkrupt. = Continuing he said:

Last year we paid the city of St.
John the sum of $17,098, made up
as follows: Removing snow, $3,500;
taking care of streets, $3,500; taxes,
$8,208; assessment for fire purposes,
$540; water rates, $1,650. The old
consolidated railway cogipany paid
to the city in taxes less than $800 a
year I comsider that it would be a
gross breach of faith on the part of
the city to attempt to deprive us
of this yaluable asset without
demnification.

KING EDWARD
AND M. LOUBET.

Heads of Two Great Na-
tions to Meet and
Fraternize at Mar-

seilles.

Tondon, April 6.—King Edward
started this morning to join Queen
Alexandra at Marseilles, by way of
Paris, where he will meet President
Loubet. The Marquis of Salisbury
accompanied His Majesty as Minister
in attendance.

Not much attention is paid here
to the suggestion from some quar-
ters on the continent, that the
King’s visit to France may be pre-
liminary to an Anglo-French alliance.
Although King Edward’s trip to the
Mediterranean, was arranged some
time ago, no steps were taken to
secure a meeting with M. Loubet
till after Emperor William’s visit to
Tangier. The meeting therefore, is
accepted here as in sbme measure in-
tended to emppasize Angio-French
solidarity

Paris, April 6.—The meeting be-
tween ‘King Edward and President
Loubet, today, arouses absorbing in-
terest owing to the extreme tension
over Morocco. The King will ar-
rive at Calais at 1.56 p. m. and
take a special train for Paris, ar-
riving here at 6.40 p. m. The two
rulers will converse for two hours.

The authorities here take note of
what they regard as an apparent ef-
fort on the part of Germany, to Se-
cure the co-operation of the United
States in the Morocco gquestion, but
they feel satisfied that the United
States will hold aloof from active
participation in the controversy.

Despite official reserve on the sub-
ject the public and press hail the
meeting as baving capital import~
ance in conmection with Germany’s
attitude towards Morocco and it is
popularly interpreted as France's re-
ply to Germany’s action.

The Berlin repprts that Germany

contemplates calling an international

Congress to consider the Morocco
question excites surprise and consid-
érable indignation in official quarters
here. .

It is pointed out that the Madrid
Congress of 1880 fully deffned inter-
national relations towards Morocco
and therefore Germany’s calling a
new Congress would, it is claimed,
be further evide of the unfriendli-
ness of Germ course.
