The tug Lord Kitchener, Capt. Stevens,
which went down to the wrecked schooner
Bessie Parker, before reported at West
Quoddy, returned this morning at four
o’clock. Captain Stevens reports, he ar-
rived in sight of the vessel yesterday at
four o’'clock, the tide being high, pro-
ceened then for Lubec to wais for
low water. Then Qaptain Fkin and Capt.
Pike, of Lubec, with himself, got a team
and drove down to the vessel which is at
a place called Baillie's Mistake, West
Quoddy, four and a half miles from Lau-
bec, and found the vessel aghore there
and in bad condition; went around th=
schooner and found her keel and fore-
foot gonme, her mainmast broken off, the
starboard plank chafed throguh to the
timber and the port side bilged, or
hove up. About one-third of her deck-
load of laths is intact. I ]

Capt E. C. Elkin, with Captain Pike,
held a survey on the vessel and say that
the Parker is a total loss. The crew who
were rescued by the life saving station are
being looked after by the station master.

Some of them are looking after the ves-
sel,

Captain Pike will Jook after the owner’s
interest of the veseel, as Capt. E. C. B
kin returned by the tug this morning.

R. C. Elkin, the owner, says the Bessie
Parker was insured for about one-third of
her value. She was valued at $6000.

Captain Stevens also stated that he saw
the barkentine Shawmut -at West Quoddy,
(reported to be in distress) and that she
was all right and would sail the first fa-
vorable chance, for her port of destina-
tion, Philadelphia.

Captain McKinnon, of the steamer La
Tour, off North Head, Grand Manan, yes-
terday sighted a sardine boat with the
top of her cabin blown off by the ex-
losion of her oil tank.

ling assertion of C. H. Clark, one of the
most prominent merchants here, and he
has sent a most eensational open letter
to the sardine manufacturers of this
place and’ Bastport. In this he says, re
ferring to the children: :

“Since the advent of the machine-made

OTTAWA, Ont.. Oct. 8 — (Special) —
The provincial conference spent thee
afternoon in discuesing the Quebec finan-
cial resolutions. The morning sessian was
adjourned to permit the representatives of
the two new provinces of Alberta and
Sadkatchewan to Jook into the resolutions,
ag they had not  previously considered
them. When the conference resumed at
2.15 the premiers of Alberta and Saskatch-
ewan did not offer” any objections - to
their adoption. As one of them said to
your correspondent there was nothing ad-
verse in the resolutions, and there were
some things which would be to their ad-
vantage if they were adopted. No time
was lost in this regard. But there were
some of the other provinces that wanted
some slight changes. For instance, Prem-
ier Whitney, of Ontario, was in a rather
awkward position. He was in favor of
the principle of the resolutions, which had
been agreed to by his predecessor, Hon.
G. W. Ross, but had taken the position
then that the position of Ontario was not
sufficiently pressed forward by the late
government. In other words, he moved a
Tesolution in the legislature on these, lines
ond therefore wanted eome slight changes
to permit him to support them, and at
the same time not to be accused of in-
conaistency.

The province of Prince Edward Island
wants their subsidy upon the population
28 shown at the time théy entered con-
federation. All the other provinces want
the subsidies to be calculated upon the
basis of the last preceding census. In ad-
dition to the grant of 80 cents a head of
population, to be calculated as already
mentioned, the Quebec resolutions pro-
posed also a special grant of 20 cents a
head toward  the administration of crim-
inal justice together with largely increased
allowances for legislation in the several
‘provincial parliaments. B

Premier Roblin did not see the mneces-
sity of so much talk about the resolu-
tions. He said that they had been pre-
viously adopted and presented to the gov-
ernment and what he understood that
they came to Ottawa for was to get an
answer to these resolutions. But all the
provinces were not of -this view ag al-
ready seen.

Premiers Tweedie and Murray are
strongly of opinion -that . the dominion
should contribute larger subsidies to the
provinces. Mr. Murray voiced the opin-
ions of both when he said that the con-
ditions resulting from the extraordinary
development of Canada since the old prov-
inces entered confederation had become &0
different that the fathers of confederation
could not have foreseen how the rigid ce-
striction of the subvention to a svecifi=d
amount would operate. The conditions
today were entirely different.

After discusisng the whole matter this
afternoon a committee was appointed to
frame resolutions so that all could sup-
port.

The conference of Provincial premiers
with the Dominion premier, which is to be
held at Ottawa on Monday next, may be
attended wih beneficial resulbs, if the dis-
cussions ‘are carried on in a broad and
national spirit. The; main object of the
conference is to discuss the question of
increased subsidies to the provinces, but
this, it must be remeémbered, invoives
other matiters of an important bearing. In
the event of tlie request for increased
subsidies meeting with a favorable recep-
tion, it 3s nob at all likely that compliance
with it will not be abbended with a de-
mand that the province relinquish some of
the rights accarded te them by the Brit-
ish American Act, rights in regarnd to
which there is participation with the Do-
conference, however, will accomplish much
of these rights have arisen repeatedly and
have resulted in appeals to the law lords
of the privy council. This ‘dual exercise of
rights should not exist, and it is probable
that the provinces will be asked to ¢on-
sent to the transfer to the Dominion of
a jurisdiction which will be exclusive. Any
interference with the provisions of the
British North American Act,”in regard to
ithe subsidies payable to the provinces, is
undesirable, howoéver, inasmuch as the
amount involved must necessarily be a
large one, as whatt is asked for must apply
not to any province.in  particular, but to
all the provinces in-equal proportions. The
onference, however, will accomplish much
good if it results in.a more complete under-
standing and accord on questions affecting
the several provinces and the Dominion.
It may even lead to-the discovery of some
new method of increasing the revenues of
the former'without' resorting to, or rather
by abolishing, some of the objection:ble
means which have been in for
that purpose. The couticil of the Montreal

undesirability. of some of the legislation
recently adopted by the province of Que-
bec, imposing discriminating taxation upon
non-resident commercial travellers and
upon extra-provincial corpora‘ions, both of
which are regarded as restraints upon
trade. The council deserves great credit
for-the manner in which it has dealt with
this important matter, the result of which
will be that the views of the board of
trade council will be brought before the
conference, when, it is to be hoped, ample
relief will be the outecome. The exig ncies
of the provinces have resulted in ths im-
position of taxes which, instead of attract-
ing British manufacturers to the province,
drive them from it. Since addifional rev-
enue has become a necessity, some gencral
scheme should be ‘devised, ome which
would be devoid of diserimination and
would deal generally with the community
at large. Out of the multitude of wisdom
which the conference will assemble, it is
jto be hoped that the product of narrow-
| mindedness will give place to the abolition
jof restraints upon trade which are now
{resorted to. Other provinces besides Que-
'bec have exhibited the same objectionable
| spirit, while othews, again, have held them-
iselves aloof from it. If all can now agree
{upon some common measure, avoiding un-
{called for restraints upon tra’e, the con-

"IN NOVA SCOTIA

Fifty Pure-Bred Rams Sold to
Eager Buyers --—- Vigorous
Effort to Promole the In-
dustry.

(Maritime Merchant).

The agitation which was commenced
some time ago looking to the encourage-
ment of sheep raising in the mamﬂme
provinces, has been pushed very vigorous-
ly, and not without success. _During the
past few months thirteen articles on the
subject have been supplied to ﬁfty-three
[papers in the provinces, &0 that informa-
tion on the profits and benefite 9E sheep
raising has had gemerous circulation, an.d
there is every reason to believe that this
campaign of education has had some in-
fluence upon our farmers. ]

At a meeting of the association in Ha-
lifax, while the exhibition was in progress,
one of the features was an address by
Professor Cumming. This speaker re-
ported the recent purchase of fifty pure
bred rams which were gold to eager buy-
ers in eastern Nova Scotia, and stated
that there is great optimism among sheep
raicers on account of the high prices and
good demand for wool and mutton. The
sheep business is going ahead, the world
over, and this province exhibits no excep-
tion. In Antigonish and other eastern
counties, five cents a pound is being paid
for sheep and lambs, and the buyers are
weighing the animals in the fields.

Nova Scotia may not be so well adapt-
ed as some other provinces for the raising
of beef, but there is no doubt that our
Jands and climate are well suited for
sheep raising. The wool of the Nova
Scotia sheep is much better than the wool
of the Ontario sheep, for instance, which
is the opinion of competent judges who
have had experience in both provinces.
The reason assigned is the fact that the
moisture in our atmosphere has a benefi-
cial effect on both the grass and the wool.
Our long winters are more or less a draw-
back and many make a mistake in fail-
ing to recogmize that it pays to feed gheen
reasonably well. In order to get the bes#
pesults in breeding, sheep must be well

MILK PRICES

Has Driven Citizens to Plan for
Their Lacteal Suppiy---Much
Condensed Milk Used.

The skyward leap 'in the price of milk
has aroused much indignation among con-
sumers, many of whom feel that they

seven cents a quart, and are endeavoring
to discover a means to remedy the evil.
Some have succeeded so well that several
of the dealers have, according to rumor,
altered their price lists rather than lose
business. X

It avas stated yesterday that some of
the Lower Cove grocers refused to buy at
the advanced rates, claiming that they
can procure milk at the old prices, and
this “is said to have created some discus-
gion among the wholesale dealers.

Upon inquiry it thas been found that in

.| many instances small grocers have lost re-

gular milk customers who, they say, have
arranged with milkmen who are willing
to supply them at the rate of six cents
per quart. Those who take a pint daily
are allowed the same rate, as when their
of the
month it is reckoned as so many quarts,

Jland in this way they escape the advanced

rate of four cents a pint.

Milk dealers who have advanced their
prices feel that this is hardly fair, claim-
ing, as they do, that the cost of produc-
ing milk is increasing here as well as else-
where.

To use a time-worn saying, ‘It is an ill |'

wind that blows nobody good;” and the
advanced figures on fresh milk have in-
creased the sale of the condensed pro-
duct, /

Referring to this phase of the situation,
a i ) Times said,

You can readily understand an increase
iff the sales of condensed milk under pres-
ent conditions. You take, for instance, a
person with a small income, or, if you will,
the man who is blessed with a large fam-
}ly, but commands only a very limited
income. In either case you will probably
§nd that his daily milk supply is barely
enough for actual needs. But raise the
price on this supply, however small it
may be, a single cent a quart, figure the
difference in the cost per year, and you
will-find it means considerable tq the man
who has to look at-a dollar twice before
he spends it.”

‘With regard to the effect of the higher
figures on grocers’ handling milk, very
much depends on locality, or, perhaps
more accurately, the class of customers to
whom he caters for the bulk of his trade.

In other -portions,
again, they either cut down their supply,
use the condenstd milk, or—if they can—
get a milkman who will supply them &t
the six cent rate,

CHEW YOUR FOOD
AND LIVE LONGER

. Professor Irving Fisher, professor of pol-
itical economy .at Yale, has been conduet-
ing experiments to discover whither proper
mastmvthn and enjoyment of food affects
the working powers of the individual. The
professor has just made his report on the
subjedt in the Yale Alumni Weekly.

“These experiments were made with
nine Yale students,” Profsssor Fisher says.
“The experiments began in January, and
lasted four and a half months.

“At the middle of the experiment the
men had improved 50 per cent in endur-
ance. The second half showed as marked
improvement as the first, and at the end
of the experimenting the men were able
to do doukle tthe amount of physical work,
as shown by gymmasium tests, that they
were capable of in January.”

This increase in wocrking power is as-
aribed by Puofessor Fisher to dietetic
causes. :

¥The men led sedentary lives and took
no more exercise than before the experi-
ment began. ”

“Meats were available three times a day,
but it was found that by thorough masti-
cation the men gradually lost their desire
for meat and subsiituted cereals, fruits and
nuts, so that at the end of the first half
of the experiment their daily consumption
of meat was little’more than half of its
coriginal amount.

“Tn June dt was found that the men had
decreased their commmption of flesh foods
to _one-sixth of its original amount.”

Professor Fisher says that the praectical
condlusion from these experiments is that
it is in the power of a healthy individual
to double his endurance in 5 months by
thorough mastication, prolonging the en-
joyment of food and acquiring a more sen-
gitive choice of amounts and kinds to

meet the varying daily needs of the. body.

(Boston Post.)

The lease of the Great Northern ore lands
to the United States Steel Corporation is
the most stupendous industmial operation in
the United States since the Carnegie cou-
solidation of which this is the outcome. 'Fks
United States Steel Corporation holds easily
the control of its production in this coun-
try. By the acquisition of Great Northern
property, it establishes a practical monopoly
of the raw material of its manufacture. If
not a monopoly, indeed. it is such a suffi-
cient supply as to render it independent of
all other resources.

The terms of this ‘‘ore deal’ are sald to
be that the United States Steel Corporation
takes the Hill properties on a royalty of
$1.65 per ton for the first year, increasing by
3 cent per ton each year until the ore
lands are exhausted. The minimum agreed
to be mined for the year 1207 is 700,000
tons, increasing until it reaches §,250,000 tons
thereafter to continue on that basis.

The effect of this agreement upon the
iron and steel trade must be notable. The
posisession of a source of supply of prac-
tically unlimited extent must render the
United States Steel Corporation independent
of all other resourccs. And with the tariff
discrimination of some 456 per cent in its
favor, there is reason to expect the steel
trust to play even a more eénergetic part
in national legislation than that which it has
taken heretofore. :

INTERESTING HISTORY

The New York Evening Post reviews
a recent book entitled. The Development
of Freedom of the Press in Massachusetts,
®y Clyde Augustus Duniway, associate
professor of history in Leland Stanford
Junior University. The book will have &
local interest for maritime province read-
ers because it includes a review of the
conditions in New. Brunswick and Nova
Sootia as well as in Massachusetts in the
first half of the nineteenth century. We
quote from the Post’s review:

“In New Brunewick, the legislature as-
eumed that it had powers to punish of-
fending newspaper publishers, much as the
General Court of Massachusetts in 1722
punished James Franklin of the New
England Courant, when it ordered the
high sheriff of the county o Suffolk to
detain Frapklin in the stone prison during
the pleasure of the court. The New
Brunswick assembly at Fredenicton, about
1830, committed the publisher of the Mi-
ramichi Gleanmer to jail. In 1844 it simi-
Jarly committed Hill and Doak, the pub-
lishens of the Loyalist; but in this case

_ . therc—was—=n appedl to the courts, as there

was in the case of Daniel Fowle, who, in
1755, was committed to jail by the General
Court of Massachusetts for printing a $a-
tirical account of the debates of the house
on an unpopular excise bill. In Fowle’s
case a judicial decision barred the "action
and assessed the costs against the plaintiff.
In the Hill and Doak case in New Bruns-
wick, however, to the diemay of the legis-
lature, the attempt to bar the action
on the same plea that was successfully
advanced in Massachusetts in 1756, failed.
The printers of the Yoyalist recovered
damages from the speaker and the ser-
geant-at-arms; and it was discovered that
the Canadian legislatures had never pos-
sessed the power which they had used in
committing printers for contempt. They
did not possess this power ‘because,” in
| the words of a judgment of the judicial
committee of fhe privy council ip Lon-
i don in 1843—a judgment which governed
| the New Brunswick case—‘the ordinary
itribunals of the eolony were sufficient to
i investigate and punish past miscanduct.’

“This may seem a digression on the part
of the reviewer; but it is not an imperti-
‘ne_nt digression, for a glance at the His-
tory of the free press in Canada shows
' that Dr. Duniway has good ground for his
claim that in co?-ﬁnig-g himself to Massa-
chusetts it was possible to treat ‘every
|aspect of the subject with sufficient full-
| ness to give a true picture of historic de-
| velopment.” Another reason for regard-

|local value is to be found in the copious

THE OCTOPUS.

Taken altogether the Ellis Stock Com-
pany gave a creditable production of The
Octupus at the Opera House last night.
