MONTREAL, Oct. 9—(Special)—Arch­
bishop Bond, primate of the Church of 
England in Canada, died this morning t 
the age of 92. He had been failing for 
some time.

The Right Reverend William Bennett 
Bond, M. A. L L. D, archbishop of Mont­
real and Metropolitan and Primate of all 
Canada, was bom in Traro, England, in 
1815. He received his education in vari- 
ot» private and public schools in Cornwall 
and London and at an early age immigrat­
ed to Newfoundland, Where he studied 
for the Anglican ministry. He went to 
Montreal and in 1841 was there ordained a 
priest. For several yeans under the dir­
ection of the late Bjthop Mountain, of 
Quebec, he organized many mission sta­
tions in the Eastern Townships and in 
1800 to 1872 was rector of St. George’s, 
Montreal.' With this parish he maintain­
ed a connection for thirty years becoming 
successively archdeacon of Hochelaga and 
dean of Montreal.

On the resignation of Bishop Oxenden 
he was in 1879 elected by the synod to the 
bishopric of Montreal and in 1904 primate 
of all Canada. Archbishop Bond was 
president of the Theological College of the 
Diocese of Montreal and LL. D. of McGill.

In 1841 he married Miss Eliza Longly, 
who died in 1879. He leaves a grown 
family.

has sent a most sensational open letter 
to the sardine manufacturers of this 
place and' East port. In this he says, re 
f erring to the children :

“Since the advent of the machine-made 
can, wages have been ruling lower, and 
owing to the rapid production by improv­
ed methods a short season of employ­
ment has been steadily and too surely 
growing shorter, until now it has reached 
a point where it is impossible for the em­
ployees of a sardine factory to earn a res­
pectable livelihood, except in cases where 
large families deprive their children of 
their legal right—the privilege of secur­
ing an education—and. put them in the 
factory when they should be at school.

“The parents in such cases cannot be 
blamed, as it has become a necessity, but 
the eight of a seven-year-old child at the 
cutting table and a ten-yeae-old girl in 
the packing room is a shame, and the 
fault should be placed where it belongs.”

The skyward leap in the price of milk 
has aroused much indignation among con­
sumers, many of whom feel that they 
can ill afford to pay four cents a pint or 
seven cents a quart, and are endeavoring 
to discover a means to remedy the evil. 
Some have succeeded so well that several 
of the dealers have, according to rumôr, 
altered tiheir price lists rather than lose 
business.

It was stated yesterday that some of 
the Lower Cove grocers refused to buy at 
the advanced rates, claiming that they 
can procure milk at the old prices, and 
this is said to have created some discus­
sion among the wholesale dealers.

Upon inquiry it has been found that in 
many instances small grocers -have lost re­
gular milk customers who, they say, have 
arranged with milkmen who are willing 
to supply them at the rate of six cents 
per quart. Those who take a pint daily 
are allowed the same rate, as when their 
bills are made up at the end of the 
month it is reckoned as so many quarts, 
and in this way they escape the advanced 
rate of four cents a pint.

Milk dealers who have advanced their 
prices feel that this is hardly fair, claim­
ing, as they do, that the cost of produc­
ing milk is increasing here as well as else­
where.

To use a time-worn saying, Tt is an ill 
wind that blows nobody good;” and. the 
advanced figures on fresh milk have in­
creased the sale of the condensed pro­
duct.

Referring to this phase of the situation, 
a citizen talking with the Times said, 
“You can readily understand an increase 
it! the sales of condensed milk under pres­
ent conditions.

New York Clearing House banks but by 
an analysis of the national bank returns 
made by the controller of the currency 
under the call of September 4 last. At­
tention has already been directed to the 
year’s expansion in national banks of the 
country alone of $300,000,000 in loans 
and of $379,000,000 in deposit liabilities, 
coincident with an actual loss of $39,540,889 
of reserve money. A closer analysis of 
the controller’s report discloses that on 
September 4, preceding the New York 
bank statement of September 8, which re­
vealed the $6,500,000 deficit in local bank 
reserves, that not only New York city 
banks were deficient in reserve but that 
twenty-seven other cities out of the forty- 
one leading banking centres of the coun­
try were also deficient in reserves, includ­
ing such points as Chicago; St. Louis, Bos­
ton, Philadelphia, Pittsburg, Baltimore, 
New Orleans, Cincinnati, Cleveland, Kan­
sas City, Omaha, Denver and Minneapolis.

In considering the matter of deficient 
bank reserves in all sections of the coun­
try one must not overlook the fact that 
the report reflects a condition existent 
among national' banks one month ago. 
Since that date there have been large ac­
cessions to the gold supplies of the coun­
try through imports and through increas­
ing the public deposits. This has assuredly 
contributed toward strengthening the 
«New York banking position, and New 
York has felt efcme beneficial effects of 
the operation. Whether the position of 
interior institutions has similarly improv­
ed depends upon whether interior banking 
institutions have used their proportion 
of reserve money in strengthening their

The lease of the Great Northern ore lands 

to the United States Steel Corporation Is 
the most stupendous Industrial operation in 
the United States since the Carnegie con­
solidation of which this is the outcome. The 
United States Steel Corporation holds easily 
the control of 1-ts production in this coun­
try. By the acquisition of Great Northern 
property, it establishes a practical monopoly 
of the raw material of Its manufacture. If 
not a monopoly, indeed, lit is such a suffi­
cient supply as to render It independent of 
all other resources.

The terms of this “ore deal” are said to 
be that the United States Steel Corporation 
takes the Hill properties on a royalty of 
$1.66 per ton for the first year, increasing by 
% cent per ton each year until the ore 
lands are exhausted. The minimum agreed 
to be mined for the year 1907 is 750,OCO 
ton®, increasing until it reaches 8,250,090 tons 
thereafter to continue on that basis.

The effect of this agreement u.pon the 
iron and steel trade must be notable. The 
possession of a source of supply of prac­
tically unlimited extent must render the 
United States Steel Corporation independent 
of all other resources* And with the tariff 
discrimination of some 46 per cent in its 
favor, there is reason to expect the steel 
trust to play even a more energetic part 
in national legislation than that which it has 
taken heretofore.

CHEW YOUR FOOD 
AND LIVE LONGER

Professor Irving iFish-cr, pnotfe-sor of pol­
itical economy .at Yale, has been con-duet- 
ing experiments to discover whether proper 
mastication and enjoyment of food affecte 
the working powers of the individual. The 
professor has juet made his report on the 
eubjedt in ithe Yale Alumni Weekly.

“These experiment were made with 
niue Yale Students,” Professor Fisher says. 
“The experiments began in January, and 
lasted four and- a half months.

“Ai the middle of ithe experiment the 
men had improved: 50 -per cent in endur­
ance.
improvement as the first, and at *he end 
of the experimenting Ithe men were able 
/to do -double ithe amount of physical work, 
as shown by gymnasium tests, that they 
were -capaibCe of in January.”

This increase in working power is as­
cribed by Professor Fisher to dietetic 
causes.

''‘The men led sedentary lives and took 
no more exercise than before the experi­
ment 'began.

“Meats were available 'three times* a day, 
but it was found that by thorough masti­
cation the men gradually Host their desire 
for meat and substituted cereals, fruits and 
nuts, so that at the end of the first half 
of the experiment their daily conisumjption 
of meat was little* more than hqlf of its 
original amount.

“In June clt was found -that the men had 
decreased their consumption of fle-sh foods 
to one-sixth of its original amount.”

Professor Fisher sa.ys that the practical 
conclusion from these experiments is that 
it is in the power of a healthy individual 
to double hie endurance in 5 months by 
thorough mastication, prolonging the en­
joyment of food and acquiring a more 
sitive choice of amounts and kinds to 
meet the varying daily needs of the body.
