Queenstown, Aug. 21—Trawlers are

The only German on board the ship 
was Father Waldner, an Alsatian priest, 
who was traveling under a British gov­
ernment permit. He came to England 
as a refugee priest from Belgium, and 
was on his way to Mexico to work as a 
missionary.

Dublin, Aug. 21—Thousands of resi­
dents of Dublin greeted the survivors 
when they detrained here. Tables were 
spread on the station platform with a 
great quantity of sandwiches and cake. 
Most of the travelers bore marks of their 
harrowing experiences. Some of them 
dung to the lifebelts they had worn, 
which they are taking home as sou­
venirs.
No Warning Given -,

Washington, Aug. 1 21—Official de­
spatches to the state department have 
Confirmed early press reports announc­
ing that the British liner Arabic was 
torpedoed without warning, and that at 
least some American passengers lost 
their lives when the vessel went down. 
Whether the attack upon the Arabic 
was an act “deliberately unfriendly” to 
the United States against which Presi­
dent Wilson gave warning in his last 
note to Germany, apparently depends 
upon whether the German submarine 
commander daims that he interpreted 
as an hostile approach, the change in 
the liner’s course to assist the sinking 
British steamer Dunsley, which had 
been torpedoed nearby, 
perhaps, cannot be deared up until Am­
bassador Gerard at Berlin has ascer­
tained what report the German govern­
ment receives from the submarine com­
mander.

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Naples, Aug. 21, via Paris—A despatch to the Mattino from Saloniki says 
that Bulgaria has concentrated 150,000 troops on the Turkish frontier.

Recent news dispatches from Sofia, have agreed that Bulgaria is satisfied 
with the territorial concessions offered her by the entente powers, as the price of 
her aid in the war. The consent of Serbia and Greece to these terms is await­
ed before the allies can bring thdr negotiations with Bulgaria to a successful 
conclusion. If Bulgaria declares war upon Turkey, it is understood that she will 
receive general financial assistance from the entente powers.
ITALIAN CABINET MEETS.

Rome, Aug. 20, via Paris (Midnight)—At the meeting of the Italian cab­
inet today, Foreign Minister Sonnino presented a long exhaustive report upon 
the Turkish situation, showing the extreme moderation of the Italian govern­
ment notwithstanding Turkish provocations, which he said, have now become 
intolerable.

The cabinet’s decision was kept strictly secret, but U is believed the min­
isters agreed to use all means, even force, to obtain reparation for the Injuries 
suffered by Italians in Turkish territory.
NOT QUITE AN ULTIMATUM.

Paris, Aug. 21—The Italian ambassador at Constantinople, says a Rome 
despatch to the Matin, has been instructed to hand to the porte a note asking 
for a formal categoric statement as to the departure .of Italians from the Turk­
ish possessions.

The note is couched in terms admitting no evasion. Without being an ulti- 
^ ' ma turn, it calls upon the Turkish government to declare ye* or no whether 

Italians will be permitted to leave and when.
GREECE WANTS A LOAN.

Paris, Aug. 21—A despatch to the Temps from Athens says the correspon­
dent, has been authorised fay diplomatists to announce that M. Venizelos, the 
Greek' premier, is principally occupied with possibility of floating a Greek loan 
through the assistance of the allies. The premier is declared to have consult­
ed London and Paris in this respect.

> New York, Aug. 21—An officer of 
the British Royal Naval Reserve, who 
left New York today for Halifax, to 
join one of the British cruisers on the 
North Atlantic Station, said the Admir­
alty was not giving particulars to the 
press regarding the number of German 
submarines that hstve been sunk or cap­
tured since «the war began. According 
to figures given to him by one of the 
high officers at Davonport Dockyard, 
fully forty of them had been accounted 
for up to August 4.

“I was an officer on board the auxil­
iary cruiser Demerara last May,” said 

i the officer, “scouting off the Scllly Is­
lands when we sank one of the sub­
marines of the “U” type. It was short­
ly after dawn on May 14 when the look­
out man to the crow's nest reported a 
large-buoy floating on the water about 
three points on the starboard bow. Our 
skipper, G. S. Gillard, of the Royal 
Mail Steam Packet Lide, wai suspicious, 
and, after looking at the supposed buoy 
through his glass, he ordered two rounds 
to be fired at it from the 4.7 quick-fir­
ing gull mounted on the forecastle head. 
He believed it to be a mine because 
there were no buoys in that locality.

“It proved to be a decoy used by a 
German submarine, and as we steamed 
closer up, the perisco— appeared rising 
above the surface of the water. The 
ship was swung head on and both the 
4.7 guns forward opened fire on it im­
mediately. The first shot hit the peri­
scope and carried it away. Then the 
submarine sank bow- first, and, and we 
saw the stem rise out of the water and 
point" toward the sky as she dived to 
the bottom of the channel A quantity 
of oil floated to the top of the water, 
though we did not see anything of her 
crew.

“Captain Gillard waited for an hour, 
steaming round to a circle, and then 
went full speed to Devonport to report 
what he had accomplished to the ad­
miral to command of the naval dock­
yard. A moment later, just before I 
was transferred,. Captain ^Gillard .receiv­
ed $1,500 as a reward from the Admir­
alty for stoking the German submarine 
and the t*o lookout nui got $80 each.”

The officer added that be did not 
believe • the American Line steamer 
Merio had been sunk in the Dardanelles 
as reported in Tuesday's papers, because 

. ihe was converted into a dummy war­
ship with wooden guns and was cruis­
ing fa the North Sea when he left 
Devonport dockyard tiro weeks ago.

Captain Gillard was well known in 
the Royal Mail Service, from the West 
Indies to New York, and was trans­
ferred to the Uverpool-Buedos Aires 
trade about three years ago.

JiRussian Squadron Offers Battle to 
Protect Coast — The Result 
Still m Doubt

PLAYGROUNDS CLOSESHIPPING Petrograd, Aug. 20, via London, 
Aug. 21—A German fleet has pene­
trated the Gulf of Riga and is en­
gaged with Russian warships de­
fending the coast, according to an 
official statement issued tonight at 
the Russian war office.

The communication follows:
“Strong ‘forces oTfthe German fleet 

have penetrated the Gulf of Riga, and 
fighting with our ships continues.

“On land, on the whole front, from the 
west of Riga to the Lower Biliya, there 
has been no essential change. After the 
occupation of the Kovno fortifications 
by the Germans the remainder of the 
garrison rejoined our forces, occupying 
positions west of the railway from 
Janow to Kochedary, south of Kovno. 
Our troops still are on the left bank of 
the Niemen.

“From Ossowetx southward, and still 
further along the whole front of the Up­
per Nârew and the Bug, in the course of 
the 18th and 19th, the Germans made 
strong attacks. On the right bank of 
the Narew, in the region of Strenkova 
and Goura, in the Strablla-Blelsk sector 
nad near Lipnitsa, thirteen miles north- 

! west >.' Brcst-Litovsk in the sectors at- 
! tacked, our troops Continue to with­
stand the enemy. Our cavalry assisted 
in repulsing a German offensive near 
Lipnitr- attacking the German infantry 
in strong forces.

A powerful German fleet has been1 
attempting, since August 8, to force an ! 
entrance into the Gulf of Riga, which 
would permit them to give assistance to 
their army, which occupies the western 
coast of the gulf. The Russian official 
statement indicates that they have ac­
complished their purpose, probably pen­
etrating through the Dirben Channel, 
which is the only practicable way for 
large ships to enter the gulf.

The Russians asserted that their i 
warships and seaplanes were successful1 
on the 8th in repulsing nine German I 
battleships and 12 cruisers, with a large, 
number of torpedo boat destroyers. The 
Germans asserted this attack merely 
was a reconnaissannee to determine the 
position of Russian mines.

A German admiralty statement issued 
August 11, said, that German cruisers 
drove off Russian torpxoo boats which 
appeared near the entrance of the gulf 
the preceding day, in spite of repeated 
attacks by Russian submarines.

A Petrograd official statement, issued ' 
this morning, admitted that Russian j 
warships, protecting the entrance to the ; 
gulf had drawn in closer owing to the 
great superiority of the enemy’s fleet, j

Lieut A. C. Kelly, of Stanley, for­
merly of the 12th Battalion and for 
some years an officer of the 71st Regi­
ment is at the front with the 6th Bat­
talion.

In a letter received in Fredericton by 
Dennis Grotty, Lieut Kelly .states that 
he went over to France on June 12th 
and has been with C Company of the 5th 
Battalion, which is made up mostly of 
western men. The letter was dated July 
31st and gives an interesting descrip­
tion of the capture of two Germans 
who were engaged in reconnoitering 25 
yards in front of the trenches of the 3rd 
Battalion.

A remarkable thing in connection with 
the capture was the fact that one of the 
Germans had resided in Manitoba tor 
some years and was well known to mem- 

\ hers of Lieut. Kelly’s battalion.

Mabel Potter Daggett, the well-known 
magazine writer and investigator, says 
in Pictorial Review for 1915:

In Scandinavia, divorce by mutual 
consent is the recognized way. A”d 
husband and wife may reach this agree­
ment when neither has violated any 
marital obligation. The law, you see, 
does not require them to wait until one 
has wronged the other. But when they 
have reached the point where they two 
know that their real union is ended, 
they may secure a divorce for the ask­
ing. It doesn’t cost anything. There 
is not even a lawyer needed. The pro­
cess is simple. You notify a magis­
trate that you are separating. You are 
not required to go into details. You 
don’t have to spread your marital 
troubles on court record;! and newspaper 
pages. One reason is as sufficient here 
as when you entered into matrimony.
You simply state that you no longer 
wish to continue the marriage. Then 
one party to the contract goes away for 
a year—in Finland, it is for only three 
months. At the end of the period, the 
magistrate hands you the papers that 
dissolve the marriage as quietly as it 
was made.

If, as rarely happens, mutual consent 
through the refusal of one of the con­
tracting parties cannot be secured, the 
process is a little longer, the probation­
ary period of one year being extended 
to two. But there is always a way out.
Sweden has no less than twelve grounds 
for divorce. It is accomplished in as 
dignified a way as any other partner­
ship might be dissolved. And when it 
is all over, there is no disgrace neces­
sarily connected with it. There may be, 
of course, the question of children — 
what disposition shall be made of them 
is decided by the court. But there is a 
consultation With the parents, whose 
reasonable wishes are respected. What 
they may have decided between them­
selves as to which is to have the chil­
dren, the magistrate is quite likely to 
agree to, though, to be sure, if there 
is guilt on either side ,the custody of the 
children is awarded to the parent capa­
ble of bringing them up to the truest 
manhood or womanhood.

Canadians perhaps will be interested 

to hear some details of Australia’s Red 
Cross orgainzation.

Strange as it may seem there was 
no branch of the Red Cross Society in 
the Commonwealth prior to the war. An 
Australian Red Cross was at once form­
ed under the Presidency of Lady Furgu- 
son, the wife of the governor general.

There is a central warehouse in the 
ballroom of the Government House at 
Melbourne, with branch depots at Syd­
ney, Adelaide and Perth. $500,000 was 
sent as a gift to the British Red Cross.

An Australian Red Cross Hospital was 
established at Netley, in addition to sev­
eral hospital units on the Continent.

Gifts of motor ambulances have been 
favorite methods of Red Cross benevol­
ence as in Canada. An average of 84,- 
000 garments a week have been distri­
buted throughout the English hospitals, 
and since the Dardanelles operations an 
immense quantity of field comforts and 
hospital supplies have been sent to the 
Australian troops in the Mediterranean. 
All in all the Australian Red Cross has 
done admirably during its one year of 
existence and has received official thanks 
from Queen Alexandra and the British 
Red Cross.

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Try Peaches and CreamLondon, Aug. 20—The garrison of the fortress of Nero Géorgievsk, which 
left behind by Grand Duke Nicholas when he commenced «the evacuation of 

Poland, to delay the advance of the German invaders, after accomplishing its 
task for just a fortnight, has succumbed to the heavy siege artillery of the Ger­
mans, which throughout the war has made every fort attacked by it untenable.

Berlin was able today to announce the capture of the fortress, with its 700 
guns and a large quantity of war material. The spoils have not yet been esti­
mated, but they probably are large, as it had been hoped by the Russians 
that the earthworks around the fortified camp would enable It to hold out 
much longer than it has done. It is now expected by the military observers that 
the other Russian fortresses, such as Brest-Lltovsk, Grodno and Ossowete, 
either will be captured or given up.

After the sir or Trovno, Field Marshal Von Hindenberg*s army commenced 
again an offensive along the whole front, from the Gulf of Riga to Kovno, with 
the object of taking Riga and the whole Warsaw-Petrograd railway from Vilna 
northward. He is meeting with stubborn resistance and may be denied even 
the possession of Riga, unless the German fleet succeeds in entering the Gulf of 
Riga.

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Sir Herbert spoke before a gathering 

at the High school that was not large 
but which was, in the words of Mayor 
Frink, who presided, splendidly represen­
tative of St John.

Men were as necessary as ma­
chine guns. Those who could not light 
could release by contributions those who 
were willing enough to go.
'Seem Further From End.”

Hr Herbert’s words on the probable 
duration of the war were" grave and full 
of‘meaning. “We have entered upon the 
second year of the war,” he said, “yet 
when we look at the conditions we seem 
further away from the end than we did 
a vear or six months ago.

Administration expenses of the 
fund had been very low considering that 
in some centres they had to send out 
6,000 checks a month and had from sixty 
to eighty callers; In fact the cost of ad­
ministration to date had been covered 
by the interest on the invested amounts.

In May last the fund had amounted 
to $4,500,000 but the number of families 
last month was so increased that $844,- 
000 a month was spent and at the rate 
of drawing upon the reserve by $400,000 
a month, as it soon would be, the cen­
tral committee was faced by the fact 
that somewhere about March next they 
would have exhausted the whole avail­
able fund. Therefore they had to start 
the organization of the new appeal.
