This is nearly 10,000 cars
more than were loaded in the same
period of the record 1923 crop, and not
far short of double the shipments. of
last year to the same date.”

.In‘ Moncton yesterday Mr. Mathew
Lodge, N. B. director of the Canadian
National Railways, and Mr. Appleton,
general manager of the Atlantic region,
issued statecments showing a marked
increase of general traffic on the Mari-
tithe division of the Government road,
end saying that the grain booked for
8aint John up to December 4 amounted
071,126,000 bushels, whereas up to this
ﬂme last year only 503,000 bushels were
booked for this port. . Last year the
C. N. R, in all, handled 8,915,000
bushels through Saint John. It will:
be. noted from the figures given by
the ‘Montreal Gazette how much more
grain“the C. N. R. is moving this year
thmn. it did last, and it will be inter-
esting to see what the total coming
this way will be by the end of the
sE@bn. The people in the Maritimes
geiterally will welcome proof of in-
creased activity on the C. N. R.
Adtlantic division, with the correspond-
ing ‘increase of employment and dis-
barsement of money, and they will
hope- that the increase in this terri-
tory will correspond with the immense
inctease of traffic available.

“»Myr. Lodge has elaborated his former
comparison of the cost of moving grain
to Saint John and Portland, and he
comes to the conclusion that there are
convincing reasons why “we should
move this tonnage, where possible, in-
odr own country.” He speaks of the
great benefit to be derived from the
additional employment which the re-
govery of traffic now’ going to foreign
harbors would involve, and says:

.7 i%While the advantage named in
our ‘opening paragraph in favor of
Portland over Saint John may seem
a large amount, it is nothing in
comparison to that gained by Saint
‘John and the employes of the Can-
~adian National Railways and other
labor in connection with the ship-
sment of this grain, together with ,

. .the great advantage to our mer-
¢hants, shippers and citizens of
“the whole province; for what bene-
fits Saint John directly is of equal
importance to every merchant,
manufacturer, farmer, laborer or
other employe of New Brunswick.
We wish once again to call the
attention of the public to the fact
that the freight rate from any point
in Canada to Saint John and Hali-
fax is ‘on the same level as to Port-
land or other American ports.

" “Therefore, why not investigate

immediately the shipment of grain

from the Georgian Bay ports to the
~Atlantic ports of Saint John and

Halifax.”

Sir Henry Thornton has returned
to Canada. While it seems late in the
day to investigate the shipment of I
grain from Georgian Bay points to
Sajnt John and Halifax, Mr. Lodge
evidently sees that this is a duty con-
fronting the C. N. R. management.
Thete is a grain crop every year, and
every year the amount of freight lost
to. American railways and harbors has
been fincreasing. Mr. Lodge says that
the advantage in favor of Portland is
nothing in comparison with what
woild be gained by Saint John and
this- territory generally in having the
wheat come this way. Evidently, then,
it' should be coming In immensely in-
treased quantities, so great is the re-
maining portion of the erop still to be
moved to the seaboard.

Mr. Lodge’s information is that there
will'be a considerable increase in the
shipment of grain through Seint John
this year, and he adds:

“However, we come back to the
same old story of facilities both at
Saint John and Halifax, particu-
larly the former. It is up to the
people of Saint Jehn to get busy
et once and provide storage cap-
acity for large quantities of grain.
FPhey could then offer inducements
to’brokers and buyers to purchase
from storage in Saint John for .im-
mediate shipment from one of the
nearést points to Europe on the At-
lantie seaboard.”

But why “up to the people of Saint
John®” Surely it is a national duty
to keep the freight in home channels,
et Mr. Lodge himself has demon-
strated. Are the people of Saint John
expected to put thelr hands in their
pockets and build elevators and addi-
tional piers, the need for whick has
been plain for many years? They are
the ‘only people in Canada who ever
did tax themselves to provide facilities
for national traffic, but certainly no one
should, . expect them to pursue that
policy again. Why should we bonus
Canada?

In Saint John
county tow dealers’ premises were
scored ag dirty. The inspector found
raw milk on a milk team and took 149
sediment tests of milk. On re-inspec-
tion of premises one milk producer was
reinstated.

CITY PREMISES.

Mrs. M. F. Coleman during the
month made 421 visits to city stores,
restaurants, bakeries, hotels and sim-
flar places and Issued 14 milk permits.

Miss H. B. MacKay, superintendent
of the V. O. N, reported 563 child wel-
fare visits by the nurses, of which 464
were home visits. There were 874
babies supervised, including 40 new in-
fants, At the well haby clinies the at-
tendance was 184. The nurses inspect-
ed 62 children in two kindergartens.

Miss Alice Hegan reported 865 had
been on the register of the anti-tuber-
culosis nurses during the month and
56 were discharged, of whom 43 were
non-tubercular.. At the nine clinics
the attendance was 67. The nurses
made 490 visits.

Last Year—Revenue Loadings in Atlantic Region
Jump 100 Cars Daily.

Quantity Accepted for Here

ONCTON, Dec. 7—Mathew Lodge, director of the Canadian
National Railways, and Walter U. Appleton, general manager

of the Atlantic Region of the C. N. R., in statements issued today
tell of increases in traffic over this region of the railway that have
already meant the operation of a greater number of extra trains fmd
have providea employment for 170 additional train and engine-

men. ‘

Mr. Lodge grants, for the sake of
argument, a big difference in favor of
Portland in the transportation costs,
but ‘argues that the money expended
In bringing the grain to Atlantic ports
in Canada, distributed through rail-

way cmployes to the people of the
country, justifies the change.

MORE GRAIN BOXED.

Mr. Appleton says that up to Dec.
4 the C. N. R. has boxed 1,126,317
bushels, considerably more than was
booked for there this time last year.

“It is up to the people of Saint John,”
declares Mr. Lodge, “to get busy and
at once provide storage capacity for
large quantities of grain. They could
then offer inducements to brokers and
buyers to purchase from storage in
Saint- John for immediate shipment
from one of the nearest points to
Europe on the Atlantic seaboard.”

APPLETON'S STATISTICS.

The statistics given out by Mr. Ap-
pletone follows: Total grain moved into
Saigt John via our line last year, 3,-
915,929 bushels, 2,538,884 being handled
to East Saint John and the bhalanee,
1,879,095, at West Saint John.

Total grain booked for Saint John
up to the 4th inst, 1,126,317 bushels,
607,399 to East Saint John and 518,918
bushels to West Saint John. Last year
at this time 508,935 bushels had heen
booked to_East Saint John and none
to West Saint John. We have already
moved 504,163 bushels of grain into
East Saint John this season and 101
cars to West Saint John. Revenueload-
ing on this region during the month of
November increased 1,800 cars over
same month last year and for the first
two days of this month revenus cars
were being loaded at the rate oi 100
more per day than for the same dates
last year.

COST OF HAULAGE.

“To move this amount of grain on a
sub-division 100 miles fong with ruling
grades of four-tenths of one per cent
would require approximately 714 trains
or 5.9 trains per day for 120 days, con-
taining 70,000 bushels per train, re-
quiring the labor of 60 train and en-
ginemen per day; average pay $500 a
day or $36,000 for 120 days. Coal used.
on these trains would cost about $630
a day, or 875,600 for the full period.
This movement would involve a .total
of 1,200 train miles per day at an ap-
proximate total cost of $4,800 a day,
or $576,000 for the 120 days.

G. F. BLATTER DIES

Was Original Manufacturer. of
*Calabash Pipes and Lived
in Montreal

MONTREAL, Dec. 7—With an in-
ternational reputation as a pipe
manufacturer, George Frederick Blat-
ter, is dead at his residence here on
St. Hubert Street, in his 86th year.
Mr. Blatter was the original manu-
facturer of calabash pipes, and for
being the first to use South African
calabash in this connection, he re-
ceived a gold medal in 1904 at the
Cape Town Exhibition.

During his life, Mr. Blatter work-
ed at his trade in France, Switzer-
land, Germany, England, South Af
rica, and latterly in Canada, coming
to the Dominion from, South Africa
in 1908. During the war, the veteran
manufacturer made with'. his own
hands, 19 pipes for the chief gener-
als of the Allied forces, among them
Halg, Foch, and Pau. The last dis-
tinguished personage to receive as a
gift one of Mr. Blatter’s hand-made
pipes was the Prince of Wales, who
was presented with it during his last
visit to Montreal.

Although retired from active busi
ness, Mr. Blatter spent the last few
years of his life making pipes by
hand, as a hobby. He closed his lit
tle workshop on St. Hubert street &
few months ago, as a protest against
civic action to make him pay a busi:
ness tax.

Along The Sport Trail

“JIM” TAYLOR TALKS.

PEN-AIR RiNI\S, exposed to such weather as Dame Nature might
send along, are so common these days they are taken as a matter

of course. Like all other blessings, they met with determined opposition
when first mentioned and yet today they bring untold joy to count-

less thousands throughout Canada and the United States.

How many people in Saint John -know that the idea of open-air
rinks originated here? This is true on the word of James A. Taylor,
of Montreal, who knows the skating game from soups to mits and
back again. He is the man who put skating on the map in Montreal,
who helped to form the Canadian Skating Association; who started the
trek of Saint John skaters to other parts in their efforts to win fame;
and who first took Hughey McCormick to Montreal to skate. It can be
seen, therefore, that what he does not know could be written on a call-

ing card. What he does know would fill many tomes.

He uncovered some past history the other day while here and
while doing it, he told the story of how he introduced open-air rinks

in Montreal.

“It is so far back I hate to mention it,” he began, “but even then
I came to Saint John on business trips. The enterprising citizens down
here had the skating game well on its feet then and at that time had
%n open air rink, the first I believe in America, operating at Haymarket
Square, or thereabouts. I was trying hard at the time to get the
Montreal Amateur Athletic Association to start one on their grounds
but I was meeting with mich opposition, chiefly because of the fact

that the theorists said the ice would spoil the grass entirely.”

“Mr. A. O. Skinner, still hale and prosperous here,gwas one of the
leading athletic lights of those days and one day he took me down to

this rink and we looked it

“I told him of the objections in Montreal and asked him if he
would write me a letter, setting forth how beneficial this community-
owned rink was and what a great boon to sport followers it was
proving, adding that no harm at all was done to the grass underneath.

“Mr. Skinner replied that he certainly would write the letter. ‘The
only thing is, Taylor, he said to me, ‘there is no grass underneath

this for the ice to harm.

“‘Well, write me the letter, anyway. You can truthfully say that
the grass was not harmed.’ This was agreed and the Jetter written.
I carried it back in triumph and overcame all objections. That is how
Montreal started its open-air rink system. They have dozens of them
up there now. Ours proved a filnancial success from the start and in
some years we have made as high as $5,000 on it. But the municipality
went into the business also and our profits have sunk consideré.bly.”

The talk drifted on to other incidents of those great days and
Mr. Taylor related how Hughey McCormick made his first trip to

Montreal.

“While stopping here on one trip, a man by the name of Sheraton,
who had failed in the furniture business, was running a rink on
Charlotte street. He  conceived the idea of getting some prominent
Montreal skaters here to compete against McCormick, then just blos-
soming out as a star, in an effort to meet competition here from the
Victoria Rihk. The Victoria, I see, still is going strong. Well, this .
chap Sheraton came to me and asked for my support. I told him
I'd do anything in my power as I felt it would be a good thing for
the game. On my return to Montreal, I arranged with Frank Dowd-—=
and who of the old timers around here can forget Dowd?—and a
skater by the name of Finley to come down here.
invited guests was a reporter by the name of Low. They were treated
wonderfully well by Mr. Sheraton and came back to Montreal singing
the praises of this boy McCormick. I went to the manager of one
of the Montreal rinks along with Dowd and a series of races were
arranged,: McCormick was brought to Montreal but .was helplessly
outclassed by Dowd owing to his inability to negotiate the turns. This
chap Dowd took them as I seldom see them do nowadays. McCor-
mick’s visit started a procession of skaters from this town that has
never ceased and I doubt if it ever will. This is the home of speed-
skating in Canada and judging from the ambitious program laid down
to hold a world’s meet here in January, your citizens do not seem
to be content with resting on past laurels but are out to set new

over.

Cleans up $400,000 During
Twenty-four Hour Stay in
New York

NEW YORK, Deéc. 7—Red Grange
trod a golden path in his spectacular
week-end visit to New York.

The former hero of college gridirons,
now starring ,as a professional with
the Chicago ﬁears, left this city this
afternoon for Washington to fulfil a
playing engagement there tomorrow
after realizing close to $400,000 here
within the short space of 24 hours on
his fame and name.

SIGNS MOVIE CONTRACT.

The climax of Grange’s financial
operations, now as sensational as any
of his performan.ces on the football
‘field, was the signing of a motion pic-
ture contract today under which he
was immediately handed a check for
$300,000, representing a flat guarantee
for his first appearance on the screen.

In addition to this, Grange was paid
836,000 for participating in the 19 to 7
victory by his Bears over the New
York Giants yesterday at the Polo
Grounds before a record crowd of
76,000 and received $40,000 more from
Metropolitan business concerns for ob-
taining his endorsement of sweaters,
shoes, tobacco and souvenirs.

Grange gained about 150 yards dur-
ing his short afternoon’s work against
the Giants so that his share of the
gate receipts represented $240 for each
yatd he advanced.
