Charles Feldner, on Way to 
Start Farm in South, Shows

New York, Aug. 25—The disappear­

ance of Charles Feldner, of 181 East 
Third street, a week ago while on his 
way to Florida with $8,000, in cash, 
followed by the finding of his car Yes­
terday in a New Brunswick, N. J„ 
garage, with four long knives matted 
with blood and hair concealed under 
the back seat, has furnished the police 
here and in New Jersey with one of 
the strangest mysteries encountered in 
some time.

His disappearance was re­
ported by William E. Hppkins, of 168

ed to drive him to Florida, where Feld­
ner intended to start a rabbit farm. 
Found Tires Were Needed 

Just before departing on the trip, 
Feldner bought a 1914 model touring 
car from the Brown Auto Exchange 
at Third avenue and Eleventh street. 
When the two men arrived at New 
Brunswick, it was found the car need­
ed new tires. The auto accessory shop 
of Wildgoose & Lewis had only two 
tires on hand that would fit the mach­
ine, and offered to send to Newark to 
get two others.

While this was being done Feldner 
went to have lunch, intending to look 
about town afterward. ' Hopkins ac­
companied him to the lunchroom, where 
Feldner became chatty with several 
men, telling them of his proposed 
Southern enterprise, 
grew extremely interested, Hopkins de­
clared, when Feldner produced his 
of bills.

When the tires arrived at the garage 
Hopkins went to put them on. Al­
though he waited in the garage until 
10 o’clock that night, Hopkins told the 
police, his employer failed to return. 
The chauffeur then came back to New 
York to await further instructions, but 
as no word came from Feldner he no­
tified Middlesex County authorities of 
circumstances.

London Papers See Government
Victory In Elections In Ireland

London, Aug. 25—The morning newspapers carry long special despatches 
from Dublin reviewing the election prospects. The correspondents record 
a general belief that the success of the government party is assured, but 
admit the existence of sufficient unknown quantities to leave some doubt 
on this point, especially in view of the Urge number of new electors.

Opinion seems to be virtually unanimous that the government party 
feass the new Dail will contain a considerable majority in favor of the 
treaty and the Free State constitution.. One estimate is that the anti-treaty- 
ites will not obtain more than 25 or 300 seats.

The statement of Frank Aitken, De Valera’s chief of staff, that what­
ever happens the Republicans will not surrender their arms, is said greatly to 
have damaged the Republican efiances. Aitken has eluded capture and is­
sues messages to his supporters, although it is said he is being constantly 
hunted from mountain to mountain fay government agents.

Mrs. Erskine Childers, who though an invalid, is pUying an active part 
in the election campaign, said in an interview that she was hoceful of a 
Republican victory at the polls, but was not optimistic. She admitted that 
the government had a firm grip on the Irish people.

(London Correspondent of Manches­

Very polite things have been said on 
both sides of the Channel about the 
British Government’s decision to create 
an air fleet on the model of France’s 
great force.

After a twelve-hour day of work re­
cently, the World relates, the Presi­
dent telephoned a friend living on the 
outskirts of Washington and asked if 
he might call on him and just sit on 
the porch for a little while, simply 
that he might be alone. He was in­
vited to go at once, and the friend 
sent away some guests he had and pre­
pared to permit the President to have 
the place to himself and do a little 
quiet thinking. But it was not to bei 
“In a few minutes a cavalcade of mo­
tors drove through the darkness up 
the driveway to this quiet retreat.
First there was the White House car, 
from which Mr. Coolidge alighted and 
took a seat on the porch. From the 
others came Secret Service men who 
scurried around in the night and melt­
ed into the lawn shrubbery. Next 
came motor cars with newspaper pho­
tographers, who were promptly turned 
back to tile main road. The President you 
sat alone as he had wished bo be.” But 
only for a moment. He wished a glass 
of water and seeing a colored servant 
through a window lie asked for the 
drink. The servant was bringing it-- 
she was the cook—but there came a 
sudden interruption:

“Instantly two giant forms Sprang 
up. The astonished colored cook jump­
ed. Mr. Coolidge was surprised. The 
glass of water came near dropping in 
the momentary confusion.

“The two bulky figures that had 
sprung into being from nowhere were 
Secret Service 1 men who had settled 
down unseen beside the porch. Not 
hearing or seeing the byplay that pre­
ceded the appearance of the cook, they 
had jumped to instant attention when 
she hove unexpectedly into view out 
of the darkness.

“They recognized that no grave men­
ace hovered over their charge. It was 
plain that Mr. Coolidge knew this cook, 
that she knew him, that he had but 
called for a drink of water as he might 
have had he been sitting on his own 
porch.”

Thus the President did get the glass 
oi' water, but he saw how little he was 
alone, how lacking was the complete 
relaxation he had come to seek. In a 
few minutes he gave it up, summoned 
his car and was driven back to his 
hotel, accompanied by his guardians 
who will be ever at his elbow and 
whose hovering presence is in some 
sort a constant reminder of the shad­
ow of danger that falls always across 
the path of those who sit in the chair 
of Lincoln, of Garfield, of McKinley.
It is, indeed, impossible for the Presi­
dent to be alone. The worst, however, 
is already over so far as that is con­
cerned, for curiosity wanes, and as the 
man becomes accustomed to his chang­
ed way of living the tension lessens 
though it can never disappear entire­
ly.

Kenney, of Sunny Brae, Westmorland 
county, In bankruptcy proceedings. He 
had effected a compromise with his 
creditors. At the time the DeLaval 
Company, of Peterborough, Ont., held 
a lien on a certain piece of machinery 
sold to him. Under the lien they held 
that they ranked as preferred credlt- 

The amount was about $350.
Later, the property of Mr. Kenney 

suffered loss by fire and the chattel 
under lien was destroyed. The com­
pany petitioned to rank for share in 
the distribution of the compromise. 
The petition was opposed on the 
ground that they had given their pref­
erence to rank under the lien as secur­
ed creditors. The Court, yesterday, 
however, held that under the terms' 
of the compromise agreement the 
amounts payable were upon “all prov­
able debts ” It would not decide as 
to priority in a vendor’s lien where 
the title to the property did not pass 
but the judgment would allow the 
creditor to rank in its share of the 
compromise.

1-9, is enlisting attention throughout 
the country. Cantaloupes are sure to 
attract and hold interest, for that in­
dustry this year, it is estimated, has 
yielded farmers well over $7,000,000.

In the wheat belt Kansas will show 
its bquntiful crops September 15-21 at 

ihinson during the Great West 
State Fair. In the mining region, Mon­
tana will hold its annual exposition at 
Helena, September 25-29.

State fairs in the cotton belt are re­
garded as among the year’s biggest 
festivals. Nashville is the scene of the 
Tennessee fair, September 17-22 ; 
Macon will see Georgia’s exposition, 
October 17-27, while at Jackson the 
Mississippi fair will hold forth Octo­
ber 15-20.

Detroit will be the mecca for ex­
hibitors at the Michigan state fair, 
August 31-September 9.

always keps alive the dangers of war 
and interferes in the rivalries of sev­
eral states with high and unsuspected 
purposes of conciliation and media­
tion, the missions following their la­
bor only as a matter of new private 
agréments between governments and 
experts.
Situation in China.

At the round table on “Problems of 
the Pacific,” led by Prof. George H. 
Blakeslee, the discussion dealt with 
the condition of China since the Wash­
ington Conference. Among the par­
ticipants were Dr. Alfred Sze, Stanley 
K. Hornbeck of the Department of 
State, Prof. A. C. Coolidge of Harvard 
University, Maj.-Gen. William Crosier 
and Dr. Adam Shortt of Ottawa, and 
Walter S. Rogers, formerly of the De­
partment fo State.

Dr. Sse emphasised the fact that 
while political conditions in China left 
much to be desired, there were im­
portant developments in the economic 
and educational fields which gave 
much more promise of progress than 
the newspaper reports of disturbances 
and banditry would indicate. He 
dealt in detail with the condition of the 
Chinese tariff and the desires of China 
for tariff autonomy, and explained the 
situation with regard to the nine- 
power treaty framed at the Washing­
ton Conference on the subject of extra 
territoriality.

Mr. Rogers dealt with the transmis­
sion of news between the Far East and 
the United States and showed the ne­
cessity of governmental action in or­
der to make the transmission of in­
formation more speedy and less ex­
pensive. He explained the present 
status fo the dispute as to radio com­
munication in China, and gave it as 
his opinion that progress would shortly 
be made in the development of im­
portant radio stations.
Aeronautical Legislation.

Governmental inaction in regard to 
aeronautical legislation in the United 
States bids fair to work the ruin of 
commercial flying, according to mem­
bers of the round table on “Laws of 
the Air” under the direction of Prof. 
Jesse S. Reeves of the University of 
Michigan at the Institute. While all 
other civilized nations have enacted air 
legislation, it is pointed out that the 
United States stands alone in its fail­
ure to provide some sort of national 
jurisdiction over matters pertaining to 
flying.

A remedy is in sight, however, ac­
cording to Prof. Edward P. Warner of 
the Massachusetts Institute of Tecli- 
nolgoy, in an interview with the rep­
resentative of The Christian Sçience 
Monitor. The Winslow Bill, he pointed 
out, introduced in the House of Repre­
sentatives on Jan. 6, 1923, contains fea­
tures which will go a long way toward 

solution of this problem, 
bill,” said Professor Warner, “will 
create a federal commissioner of aero­
nautics, to be connected with the De­
partment of Commerce.

“It will be its task to undertake the 
working out of national standards for 
aircraft inspection, for flying licenses 
and for the correlation of regulative 
legislation. This law, in fact, takes out 
of the hands of the State the question 
of aeronautical regulation and places it 
under the control of the United States 
Government, since, obviously, flying is 
chiefly a national concern. So far as 
I know, all these Interested in the de­
velopment of flying are behind the 
Winslow Bill, which doubtless will 
come up before the next session of 
Congress for action.”

County.Hospital, and Dr. A. S. Kirk­
land. radiologist of the General Public 
Hospital", returned on Thursday eve­
ning from Campbellton where they 
were speakers before the Union of 
Municipalities’ meeting. Dr. Farris 
said last night that he felt the meeting 
was an exceedingly important one and 
that it could not fail to be productive 
of much good. During his absence 
from the city he took the opportunity 
of visiting the two hospitals at Chat­
ham and the hospital at Moncton and 
he was greatly pleased at the way in 
which they were operated. He felt 
that the benefits to be derived from 
standardization of hospitals were well 
exemplified in these three. He also be­
lieved that the public health programme 
of education had had a splendid effeci 
in advancing the methods of caring for 
the sick in every way.

It is Dr. Farris’ hope to have every 
hospital in the province linked up with 
the St. John County Hospital, so that 
the nurses graduating from the training 
schools of any of the recognized hos­
pitals in the province may have had a 
period of training in the care of tuber­
cular patients at the County hospital. 
He has found that all of those con­
cerned realize the need for nurses re­
ceiving such training and are anxious to 
have the affiliation of hospitals for this 
purpose consummated.

The Tournament
One of the feature events in bowling 

Circles is the Brunswittk-Balke-Cul- 
lendar trophy tournaments, which are 
held annually. This bowling classic 
was started by Harry Black in 1908. 
During December of 1907 he conceived 
the idea that such competition would 
be highly beneficial to the sport and 
took up the matter with the Bruns- 
wick-Balkc-Collendar Company and 
through bis efforts they agreed to send 
a large silver pin to this section ofHhe 
country to be competed for. He took 
the matter up with others interested 
In the sport, and it was decided that 
instead of one competition for the own­
ership of the trophy it should be a 
semi-annual affair. The first tourna­
ment was held on Black’s alleys from 
January 21 to 24 in 1908, and the 
trophy was won by the St. Croix Club 
of Calais, Me. In Mardi, 1908, another 
tournament was held in Calais, and the 
pin was captured by Black’s alley 
team. Records show that Black’s team 
bad a total pinfall of 5,229, St. Croix 
5,214. Eastport 5,082, Houlton 4,775, 
and Sperdakes (St. John) 4,754. H. C. 
Olive of Black’s team had the highest 
individual pinfall, 1,084, and 
awarded a pair ol boots, while Harry 
Black finished second with 1,081, and 
was awarded a box of cigars.

Like the east side, told about on last 
Saturday, the water system on the 
west side was for many years man­
aged by a commission. The first Com­
mission, composed of Rev. Frederick 
Coster, chairman ; James Olive and 
Joseph Beatteay, was appointed in 
1864, under an act passed by the Leg­
islature in that year.

These works comprised a 12 inch 
main, about six miles in length, from 
Spruce Lake to Carleton, four miles of 
distributing pipe, ranging from 3 to 
8 inches in diameter, 25 fire hydrants,
10 free hydrants, 10 stop gates and 250 
service cocks.

All of the pipes laid under this con­
tract, and many of those subsequently 
laid by the Commission, were of sheet 
iron and cement and are said to have 
been guaranteed for 25 years, but the 
original pipe to Spruce Lake is still 
used to a limited extent, though it is 
64 years since it was laid.

In the year 1892 it was decided to 
use iron pipe for the distribution, and 
all renewals and extensions since that 
time have been of that material, with 
the exception of the new main laid in 
1921, which is of concrete.

« Dover, N. J., Aug. 24.—Willis Jones 
and his wife, Margaret Whitmore 
Jones, were found shot to death in 
their room at the Mansion House here.

A pistol was held tightly in Jones’ 
hand. The bodies lay interlocked on 
the floor, in positions which suggested 
that the wife had struggled, either to 
save her own life, or to prevent her 
husband from taking his. The pair 
had quarreled frequently.

Jones, who was 26 years old, was 
employed by the Columbia Salvage 
Corporation of 233 Broadway, New 
York, at the Picatinny Arsenal. Mrs. 
Jones, a native of Dover, where she 
graduated at the top of her high school 
class in 1915, worked as a stenographer 
at the arsenal. Some months ago Jones 
strained a ligament, in consequence 
of which injury Reconstruction Hos­
pital in New York put a plaster cast 

his hip, which compelled him to 
crutches. He had not appeared de­

spondent over his condition, however.
The shooting is believed to have 

been done early in the evening soon 
after the Jones returned, separately, 
from work. A .transom and the door 
were shut and no hotel guest or em­
ploye heard the two shots. There was 

curiosity when neither husband 
wife appeared downstairs for din­

ner, but it was not until they failed to 
for breakfast next morning that 

anxiety was aroused. The police were- 
called after a chambermaid had found 
that some heavy object on the floor 
prevented her from opening the door.

Coroner David Fichter said that the 
couple had evidently been dead for 
several hours.

Prosecutor Bolitho said that two 
years ago Mrs. Jones retained him to 
start divorce proceedings against her 
husband on a desertion charge, com­
plaining that she had supported Jones 
for a year. The couple became recon­
ciled, however, and Jones went to 
work.

are easy prey for the money bootleg­
gers of Berlin, whose name today is 
legion. Every incoming train is met by 
gentlemanly agents wh<^ offer to take 
greenbacks and travelers’ checks at 
higher rates than the Government 
pays. Docks are crowded with money 
changers, and hotel Clerks, waiters, 
barkeepers and elevator men are solic­
iting exchange operations.

The difference between the rate 
which the German Government allows 
banks to pay in marks for American 
money is so many points less than the 
rate quoted in New York that middle­
men can make a good commission by 
buying in dollars in small quantities 
and reselling them to firms which have 
large quantities of marks they desire 
to put into money with stable value.

There is a heavy penalty for un­
authorized dealing in foreign monies, 
but The Government cannot keep up 
with such widespread operations. All 
sorts of firms with a big turnover are 
forced to seek some means of stabiliz­
ing their earnings, ahd the loss in 
dealing through legal channels is so 
great that caution has been thrown to 
the Wind.

At times the number of marks paid 
for a dollar in New York has been 
from 25 to 50 per'-cent, greater than 
that paid legally in Germany, 
has put a premium on money scalp­
ing. Even with the great desire to get 
rid of paper marks, the demand for 
marks to facilitate exchange opera­
tions has created a shortage of the 
paper money, and banks are frequently 
compelled to ration the paper money 
and pay out large sums in bills of such 
small denominations that money-balers 
would be necessary to compress them 
into compact enough package to be 
carried in anything smaller than suit­
cases.

Million and half-million-mark bills 
are promised in a short time, but at 
present nothing larger than 100,000- 
mark bills are available, and these are 
scarce.

Back 
in 1837 there was a severe financial 
panic. Many banks failed. The cur­
rency which they had circulated be­
came worthless, many bogus banks 
started up and issued “banknoteFf1 
and the country was overrun with a 
swarm of counterfeiters. Banking and 
business were demoralized and, to 
make matters worse, lax legislation was 
passed in many states, permitting al­
most any kind of financial robbery in 
the name of banking.

Such was the case in Michigan, where 
forty hanks were started under a law 
of fraudulent character. These banks 
were called “wildcats” because the 
banknotes issued by them bore a pic­
ture of that animal. All but four of 
these failed within two years, hence 
the term “wildcat” to denote a very 
insecure financial obligation.

Nine persons, eight Japanese and 
one Spanish-Hawallan, are under ar­
rest and the federal officials have $260,- 
000 in counterfeit money and two 
plates designed for the manufacture of 
the bills. The operations have been In 
progress for approximately two years 
and began, apparently, among persons 
engaged in the opium traffic.

The authorities said that the smug­
glers of opium Into the territory were 
the victims of a grim little joke and 
“the double-cross supreme”—In return 
for the opium they managed to bring 
into the territory they received large 
sums of counterfeit 
that they were engaged in an illegal 
operation was counted on to prevent 
them from notifying the authorities.

The persons in custody constitute 
only a part of the conspirators and the 
bills are believed to be spread all over 
the Islands. It is known that large 
amounts have been taken to the Chient 
for distribution there. Many of the 
bills here were passed on Orient shop- 
keepers.

The authorities said the conspiracy 
unrolled like a popular fiction fan­

tasy. Most of the persons in the al­
leged ring are not known to each other 
and probably not more than one man 
knows all the other members of the 
ring. He is a Japanese master en­
graver, now in custody, who was 
ployed on a local Japanese language 
newspaper until the discovery of the 
plot, the authorities said. He is 
charged with having manufactured a 
number of plates for the printing of 
the bills.

Instead of using the plates himself 
he sold them to other persons through­
out the islands. The result Is that the 
counterfeit money is appearing from 
many different places, each place pro­
ducing them being unknown to the 
other plants. One printing press was 
found working on a sampan anchored 
in a bay off the Island of Hawaii. The 
bills are in $8, $10, $20, $60 and $100 
denominations and are an exception­
ally good imitation, the only noticeable 
difference between the spurious and 
genuine currency being in the quality 
of the paper.

Although federal authorities have 
knowledge that many of the partici­
pants in the plot have escaped to Japan 
and China, carrying with them large 
sums in counterfeit money, mor$ ar­
rests are expected, as the officials say 
they have merely scratched the surface.

P.C.TO EXPORTS While the motorists of the United 
States are enjoying the benefits and 
pleasures derived from low priced gaso­
line. New Brunswickers are still com­
pelled to pay comparatively high prices 
for the liquid which makes “joy-riding 
possible In several places in the 
United ’ States gasoline is selling for 
eleven cents a gallon but the lowest 
price quoted in St. John yesterday 
32 cents, and the prices ranged from 
that to 40 cents.

The gas at this last named price was 
said to be of airplane quality and made 
starting easy. Automobile owners 
generally favor the lower priced gas, 
on account of the price and few of 
those who drive their own cars go in 
for the more expensive brands. It was 
the opinion of dealers yesterday that 
the cooler weather now would give the 
motorist more incentive to purchase 
the higher grade of gas.

The difference in prices in New 
Brunswick and on the other side of the 
International border works out t« 
about 19 cents on the lower grades, a 
dealer explained yesterday. The dis- 
ributor claimed freight rates and sell- 
ing conditions caused the price to be 
higher here than id the United States 
but the great difference in price was 
hardly accounted for.

In spite of the explanations offered, 
the motor car owners cannot see the 
necessity for so great a range in prices. 
They have read of the great surplus of 
19 billion gallons of gasoline in the 
possession of American companies and 
the efforts to market it without lower­
ing the price to the consumer. When 
he break came they saw the prices go­
ing down in the United States and the 
rivalry between the refineries but af­
ter several weeks they find that the 
Canadian consumer is to get no benefit 
from the rate cutting war in the coun­
try of production but the prices are 
kept at the high plane OI early spring.

Besides these trophies there will 
be a handsome cup donated by the 
president for the best dog in the show 
and a vice-president’s cup for the best

St. John is known as a great base­
ball city and rivalry was as keen in 
the eighty’s when the Nationals, 
Shamrocks and Imperials played, as it 
is now.

Imperials—Smith and Low retired at 
first and Thompsen went out on 
strikes.

In the second inning Wilson, Dor- 
mfin and Bell, of the Nationals, swip­
ed the air without effect.

Imperials—Wilson went out on 
strikes, first was too distant for Bel­
yea and Kingston perished attempting 
to get home on Olive’s wild hit to 
pitcher.

The Imperials* next turn at bat put 
a new look on the face of things.

The score remained at 4-2 until the 
seventh Inning. In this session Bell 
for the Nationals led off with a fly 
to Smith and Flaglor. retired at first. 
Assisted by extensive fumbling, Cran­
dall and Barker rounded the diamond. 
The arrival of the latter, tleing the 
game, was greeted with tremendous 
applause on the part of the crowd as 
though a great national calamity had 
been averted. But the Imperials went 
Into action and placed a comprehensive 
damper on the enthusiasm. Olive got 
to first on a grounder fumbled by 
Flaglor, stole second and reached home 
on a fine hit by Noonan to left. Allen 
hit first and followed Noonan home on 
Smith’s three bagger over first base, 
the latter reaching home on a passed 
ball. Score 8-4 In favor of Imperials.

Individual playing does not require 
more than a passing notice. Belyea’s 
play behind the plate was faultless, 
and that of Barker in the same posi­
tion scarcely inferior.

Milan was the first city to adopt 
the new ruling, and the tax rate is set 
at" the equivalent of one dollar for 
every letter in an English, French or 
German sign.

Now the thrifty hotel keeper who 
used to plaster his house with notices 
in all languages will have to pay five 
dollars just to let the American know 
his place is an “Hotel.” A tailor will 
have to disburse thirty dollars to put 
out his favorite “Ladies’ and Gentle­
men’s Confections.”

The new law is part of a national 
effort to do away with all foreign 
words, which Italians claim are ruin­
ing their language.
