Paris, Oct, 26—The battle has flamed up again and heavy fighting is now
under way from Valenciennes to the Mzuse. The -Germans are fighting well
everywhere, but the Allies continue to make substantial headway in the task
of driving back the enemy on the Meuse line. .

Although the recent fighting has been marked by no sensational develop-
ments, it is having a cumulative effect which, apart from the ground gained,
adds considerably’ to the wastage of men and material with which the Ger-
mans must reckon. In the last four days the enemy has lost well up towards

THREE LARGE BATTLES.
Strictly speaking, there are three large battles in progress, all of which are
being conducted with equal success for the Allies, The first is being carried
on by the British third and fourth armies, which, pushing on towards Mons,
have reachied the Valeaciennes-Hirson double track railroad. \

The second is the attack of General Mangin north and east of Laon, which
has resulted in a gain on a front of eight miles for a distance of two miles. He
fas carried his line out of the swamps around Sissons.

The third battle is being fought by General Guillaumat on a front of sev-
cateen miles from Sissons to Chateay Porcien, where the line joins the Kreim-
hild system of ‘defences, " The a¥erage gain has been a mile, although at some
points the advance has been greater.

Military Authorities Plans For
Use of School For Deaf, Lane

" Brigadier-Generai Macdonnell, G.0.C.,
military headquarters, announced this
morning that the militia department had
taken over the School for the Deaf, Lan-
caster Heights, to be utilized as a mili-
tary hospital. The hospital is to be
known as the St. John Military Hospital,
and is to be the main military hospital
in the city. The St. James street and the
Pitt street hospitals are to be kept open
to accommodate the overflow from the
new hospital. The militia department in
addition to buying the building, have
purchased the three and a half acres of
ground surrounding it. The work of re-
modelling the building is to commence
at once, and it is the intention of the
military officials to have the hospital in
readiness for the occupation of about
seventy-five patients within the next two
weeks.

General Macdonnell said this morning
that the residence on the property will
be occupied by the medical staff and that
in the spring it is intention of the mil-
itia department to erect new buildings
on the property and have the hospital
put in such a condition that it will ac-
commodate 150 patients.

The doctor to be in charge of the new
institution has not as yet been named,
but Major Jost, Senior Medical Officer of
the district, it is understood, has several
names under consideration.

The grounds surrounding the institu-
tion are of the finest. They overlook
the reversing falls and should prove an
ideal “spot for such a hospital as the
military officials intend to make out of
the present structure.

With a very limited amount of money
available- the city departigént of public
works managed to do a 'very fair amount
of street work during the season now
drawing to a close, Bonds to the value
of $86,000 will cover, the permanent work
in Main street, but the balance of the
work, to the extent of more than $568,-
000, was paid for out of “appropriation.

The appropriation for,. the depart-
ment this year was $182,000, but when
other expenses are cared for, less than
half of this amount is available for
street repairs and renewals. The largest
other single item this year was for snow
removal, which réached the unprecedent-
ed sum of $26,000. Interest and sinking
fund charges take another $20,170. Street
cleaning, watering and sanding account
for-$18,000; barn upkeep, $7,000; salaries
about the same;payments on long term
overdrafts under a previous commissioner
run to $7,500, and various other smaller
expendxtl}res dccount for the balance

The biggest single job accomplished
this year was the laying of a permanent
paving, with concrete foundation, gran-
ite” blocks in rail sections and asphalt
surfaces on the sides, {1 Main street.
This stretch of 1,800 feet runs from Adele
aide street to the top of Indiantown hill.
It cost about 889,000, but the street rail-
Way company contributes $2,500 for the
work in the rail sections.

The school house on that
Teservation has been converted into a
temporary hospital. Two physiclans are
attending the Indians and two Indian
'women are engagéd as nurses.

The Oromocto reserve has fifteen cases
and two Indian families: at Hampstead
also are down with influenza. There are
about fifteen cases at French Village re-
serve.

Senator Weeks, of Massachusetts, has
introduced a resolution proposing the es-
tablishment of a joint Congressional
Committee on reconstruction composed
of six senators and six representatives.
His resolution, which is complete in every
detail, provides for the investigation of
and recommendations on twelve major

subjects gf reconstruction as follows:

Labor, capital and credit, public utili-
ties, demobilization of industrial and

military resources, foreign trade, contin-
uance of existing industries and estab-
lishment of new industries, tariff,agri-
culture production and distribution of
coal, gasoline and other fuels, shipping,
housing conditions and disposrtion of
temporary structures erected by the gov-
ernment, war legislation with reference
to its repeal or extension and all activi-
ties resulting from the change of war ac-
tivities to pursuits of peace. In support
of such an investigation the senator
urges that “unless we act promptly we
s!m.ll lose a great part of the commer-
cial advantages we have obtained during
the war, especially in the early days, and
we will have much confusion, which it
will take a long time to overcome.”

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IT CONCERNS US ALL.

If Germany decides not to agree to
unconditional surrender the war will be
prolonged into next year. It is still a
long way from the Allied front to the
German border, at points where an in-
vasion of Germany would be rost likely
to succeed. We must take nothing for
granted. This is no time for cheap and
easy optimism, but for a succession of

: blows that will ensure complete victory
at as early a date as possible. This in-
volves, as an American paper puts it,
“the force that will save food, provide
funds, build ships, raise armies, equlp
and man destroyers and win the war.”
All is geing well, but it must continue
to go well, and every man and woman
must contribute in some way.

“The enemy must be given war untit
every German from Kaiser to peasant
sigkens at the very thought of it. Until
the Prussian tiger'’s claws are clipped and

. his fangs completely drawn there can be
no possibility of a lasting peace.”

Canada’s seldiers are doing their part
nobly, brilliantly and with glorious re-
sults. The people of Canada must sub-
scribe the $500,000,000 of Victory Bonds
needed to back up Canada’s soldiers and

keep the country prosperous.

ON TO VICTORY.

The Allies on the western front are
meeting with determined resistance. The
enemy has, however, sustained heavy
losses, and one of today’s cables from
the British front says there are only
twelve enemy divisions aya.ihble in re-
serve, and none of them fresh. The
Americans are meeting with the hardest
resistance, because they are driving
agsinst a portion of the front that is
vital to the Germans, and the smashing
of which would involve far greater dis-
aster than failure to hold positions
farther north. In spite of the hard
fighting the Americans are gradually ad-
vancing, and inflicting heavy losses on
the enemy. The British have gone be-
yond Valenciennes, both north and south
of the city, and have only to gain a little
more ground to compel its evacuation by
the Germans. The British and French
continue to advance slowly but surely
in Flanders. The harder the enemy re-
sists the more severe are the losses,
which cannot be made good. If the Aus-
trian divisions should presently be with-
drawn the situation of the Germans
woudl be more desperate.

THE UNREPENTANT LIAR.

The last German note contained this
paragraph:

“The German government protests
against the reproach of illegal and in-
human actions made against the Ger-
man land and sea forces and thereby
against the German people. For the
covering of a retreat, destructions will
always be neecssary' and they are car-
ried out insofar as is permitted by in-
ternation;al. law. The German troops
are under the most strict instruction to
spare private property and to exercise
care for the population to the best of

cur in spite of these instructions the
gullty are being punished.”

Over against this statement let us
place the cabled report of what the Brit-
ish found when they entered the city of
Roubaix. It says:

“The people had not seen fresh meat
for a year. Salt pork and rice were is-
sued to them every seventeen days. The
inhabitants were forced to work in vege-
table gardens, but were not allowed to
eat what they had grown. Old women,
who were held responsible for the acts
of children, such as writing in French
or criticizing the Germans, were impris-
oned. The Germans extorted, money by
every possible trick. One story was told
of how a child had been killed by a Ger-
man soldier whom it annoyed.

“Prices were so high as to make de-
cent ‘food prohibitive, even when it could
be secured, which was seldom., The
Germans simply helped themselves to
anything they wanted, no matter who,
owned it.”

This is how they spared private prop- |
erty and exercised care for the people.
In other cities conditions were found to
be still worse, especially if the Hun had
time to plunder and destroy before run-
ning away. When the whole story is
told it will stagger humanity. There
can be no peace by negotiation with
these bandits and murderers. The next
and succeeding generations must be
made safe from even the possibility of
another such war. Not to achieve that
result would make the Allies share the
guilt of the Hun.

In the eastern area the Allied forces
have entered Roumania, and begun the
deliverance of that country. The Ser-
bians are also driving the enemy and
freeing Serbia. In Northern Russia the
Allied forces have defeated the Bolshe-
viki, ‘and there are signs that the op-
position to the latter in Russia itself
grows more and more formidable. In
Palestine the British are still in pursuit
of the Turks. In every fighting area
the Allies are making gains. The re-
newed activity on the Italian front has
resulted in an improvement of the Allied
position. _

Meanwhile the German Socialists are
beginning to clamor for a republic. The
Turkish minister to’ Switzerland has
handed to the British and French min-
isters a peace offer that is said to be
virtually a surrender. There have been
revolts in regiments in Austria and the

* Csechs are masters of the situation in
Bohemia. There is talk of direct peace
negotiations with the Entente, and one
cable says peace at any price is now
Vienna paper says two of the strongest
popular at Vienna and Budapest. One
anti-German noblemen have left for
Switzerland on a secret mission. The
early collapse of both Turkey and
Austria-Hungary seems a foregone con-
clusion.

The war does not stop because there
is an epldemic of Spanish influenza. The
Victory Loan campaign must also go on.
It will be hampered by the epidemic in
some sections of the province, but this
only furnishes a stronger reason for a
more vigorous general effort to attain
ihe obiective.

WHAT DOES IT MEAN?

One of the most lamentable develop-
ments in connection with the patriotic
potato enquiry is the apparent doubt or
suspicion that has entered the mind of
the Standard concerning the veracity of
Mr. W. B. Tennant. There is a popular
belief that Mr. Tennant is or was a di-
rector of the Standard, which makes
the case the more lamentable.

Mr. Tennant has testified that the late
Premier Clarke asked him to get somne
friends to assist arid make up the potato
shortage; that he expressed a willing-
ness to do so if he got the Valley Rail-
way contract; that he got the contract,
and thereupon paid to Mr. George B.
Jones, by Premier Clarke’s direction, the
amount required. Mr. Jones asked for
$61,600 and got it. He has told what
he did with it.

This is a straightforward story. But
the Standard appears to have it; doubts.
It has twice referred to the fact that
Premier Clarke is dead and cannot,spéak
for himself. Does the Standard think
Mr. Tennant has been telling a false-
hood? Or has it made up its mind that
his usefulness is over? The serious phase
of the situation is of course the danger
that Mr., Tennant may think it worth
while to tell all he knows about the
Standard group; and that, with an epi-
demic of influenza upon us, would Le

We Must Help Russia

(Toronto Star Editorial.)

Public opinion outside of Russia does
not seem to have got much beyond con-
demning the Bolsheviki, and such em-
phasis is laid on their misdeeds that
there is a tendency to lay upon their
shoulders all the troubles of that un-
happy country. The diagnosis is simple
—so simple as to be'foolish. The mis-
chief had been done before the Bolshe-
viki appeared on the scene as lords of
misrule. The Bolsheviki no doubt de-
serve to be scolded, but scolding them
or even crushing the movement will not
restore Russia.

The Russian trouble is deep-seated,
and is the result of causes that have
been operating for ages. The military
strength which Russia displayed in the
early stages of the war wag deceptive.
There were huge armies on paper, and
so far as they had arms and equipment
Russian soldiers gave a good account of
themselves. But armies cannot be main-
tained except upon a sound
structure, and the Russian economic
structure was too narrow and was
crumbling away. This was one of the
main causes of the collapse. Another
was the weakness of the political struc-
ture, a government inefficient and honey-
combed with graft. When it fell there
was nothing to take its place. The peo-
ple were unaccustomed to self-govern-
ment, and were ready to believe anybody
who offered a simple and easy way to
better conditions. This was the oppor-
tunity of the Bolsheviki.

The expedition to Russia, in which
Canada has joined, is intended to de-
molish German and Bolshevikist in-
fluence. But the responsibility of the

economic

Allied nations goes far beyond that. Tt
is their duty to help Russia to estab-
lish a good government and a sound
cconomic system. There should be a
political and economic expedition as wel:

to anarchy. We must not only remove |
German influence. We must substitute
such an influence as we hope to create
through the formation of a league of
nations. TR

MATTER OF PLEBISCITE ON
‘ HARBOR COMMISSION

If it is found necessary to hold a re-

Her
adoption of a motherless babe, who was
brought to womanhood under her benign
care and who helped care for her bene-
factress in ber declining years, exempli-
fied in one direction the character of the
woman.

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His Majesty’'s Address to Inter-
Parliamentary Delegates and
Comments by Bosten

; Transcript

(Boston Transcript, Editorial.)

| King George appears in an’adinirabled
light in his address yesterday to the
inter-parliamentary delegates who vis-
ifed him‘ at Buckingham Palace. The
king attempts no personal entrance what-
ever into the field where international
relations are being determined, but he
strikes admirably the note of what may
be called the grand Entente encourage-
ment and resolution. He talks the lan-
guage of complete victory: no negotiated
peace for him. In a few words he boxes
the compass of the future. Putting aside
all thought of any except a peace of
victory, he outlines the Entente pro-
gramme to restore Alsace and Lorraine
to France, to give Trieste and the Tren-
tino to Italy, and to make Belgium once
more free and prosperous. In this speech
of the British king the German camou-
fleurs will be able. to hear the knell of
their hopes of sowing dissension among
the Allies. .

King George, by the way, is one of
the men who will grow in the whole
world's esteem as the result of this war.
A weaker man than he would have
yielded to the temptation presented by
the summary proceedings rendered neces-
sary by the war to enlarge ' the royal
prerogative. King George has not done
this. He has not interfered with his
mifnisters’ difficult task of government.
He has not sought at any moment to
éentre his country’s effort in his person.
Put he has been tireless in the perform-
ance of a broad personal duty which is
entirely in consonance with the British
royal task of reigning but not govern-
ing. No man has worked harder than
he in the sort of work of encouragement
and inspiration that has fallen to him.

And surely he shall have his reward.
Sceptres and crowns, on the continent
of Europe, are going to have a tendency
to tumble down after the war is over. |
The star of democracy is rising. But the !
British throne is safe. ’
problem of kingly reconciliation with
democracy. The eminent discretion of |
King George has secured his crown not
‘only against attack, but evidently also
against all suggestion of menace.

A Reuter despatch to the Canadian
Press thus reports the visit referred to:
/ King George today received at Buck-
ingham Palace a large deputation of
inter-parliamentary - delegates, including
the British, French, Italian and Belgian
representetives. His majesty, speaking
in French, secalled the earlier visit of the |
inter-parliamestary = committee of the
French chamber of deputies at the time
when the French soldiers were sustain-
ing with unquenchable valor the shock
of enormous enemy forces at Verdun.
Ndw the armies of France, Italy, Bel-
glum, the United States and Britain
were driving the enemy before them. His
forces were shattered and his people
. dlamorous for peace. Victory was with-
in reach and all were agreed it must be
a complete and decisive victory.

The king referred to the steady and
hearty support which the various par-
liaments had given to the ministers and
generals responsible for the conduct of |
the war. Ie particularly noted with
pleasure that Marshal Foch enjoyed the
confidence and admiration of the chiefs
of all the armies. His majesty paid a
tribute to the sustained martial ardor
and cheerful buoyant spirit of the French
and Ttalian warriors, and congratulated
the French on the approaching restora-
tion of the provinces torn from them
forty-seven years ago. He also dwelt
upon Italy’s struggle for freedom.

Addressing the Belgian representa-
tives, the king referred to the terrible
sufferings which Belgium had under-
gone, but said that the day of deliver-
ance was now at hand. He expressed |

It is,
of course, s problém recognized as’ ever
more important-in hany. countries, but
in India, wheré it is & -matter of educa-
ting more thah 800,000,000 people, all but
6 per cent of whom- are still illiterate,
the question seemis’ peculiarly vast. It
‘is, moreover, - 'like * evérything else in
India, a.complex question, and one that
does not lend 'itgelf to any short cuts or
heroic methods. To' the education en-
thusiast,  who ‘does net stop to consider
the matter, there weould appear to-be no
reason why the government should not,
by ‘a stroke of. the pen, decree compul-
sory education’ for every child in'India.
‘But as' Sir Harcourt Butler, perhaps one
of the greatest authorities on the ques-
tion, pointed out‘some time ago, quite
apart from the question of money, which
the enthusiast might insist should not
enter into the matter, there is the ques-
tion of teachers.

ation on the morning of October 16,
the day before he passed away, follow-
ing a series of rdther tragic circum-
stances and an investigation of which
Dr. F. L. Kenney, coroner, last evening,
held the first session of an inquest. Kim-
" ball attempted suicide in September, re-
covered, left the hospital, was arrested
on October 16 and died the next day.

Six witnesses were examined, Dr. H.
F. Abramson, chief of .the Provincial
Laboratories of the Public Health De-
rartment, who made the post mortem
examination; Dr. T. E. Bishop, who at-
tended Kimball in the hospital previous
to his discharge from that institution;

Kimball his freedom following the sub-
mission of ‘a doctor’s certificate that he
was ill; James F. Cunningham, city
turnkey, Dr. G. O. Baxter, who treated
Kimball in the jail, and Detective Pat-
rick F. Biddiscombe, of the local police
force.

The evidence of Dr. Baxter probably
proved 'the most interesting. He said
that in his opinion Kimball’s wounds in
the throat had not been healed and his
condition as he found him in the jail
was such that it’ would not warrant his
discharge from the hospital. “The jail
was no place for a man in his condition,”
said Dr. Baxter. Speaking of the cause
of death the witness said® that the air
passing in and out through the open cuts
in the throat, which he had found, he
considered would have something to do
with his death. i

Dr, H. F. Abramson, on the other
hand who performed the post.mortem,
testified that the wounds in the throat|
were sufficiently healed and that they |
had nothing to do with death. He gave |
the cause of death as heart trouble from
which the deceased had been suffering.

The jury displayed unusual interest
and attention throughout the entire ses-
sion and questioned and re-questioned
all the witnesses at length.

The jury is composed of Messrs. N, S.
Springer, foreman, Thomas Armour, Ira
Kierstead, Robert McAfee, W. A.
.Steiper, G. G. Wetmore and W. E. Cralt

Dr. H, L. Abramson.

Dr. H. L. Abramson, chief of Provin-
cial Laboratories of the Health Depart-
ment, was the first witness. He said that
he held the post mortem examination
and .that the heart showed small infla-
mation. The left side was particularly
inflamed, which had probably been go-
ing on for some time. There was a!
perceptible feebleness of the heart muscle
which was also diseased. The heart
generally was in bad shape. The heart
muscle was unable to pump the neces-
sary blood into the heart. The lungs
were spongey with evidence of chronic
tuberculosis. The liver showed
secohdary phenomena which would fol-
low from the heart condition. The kid-
neys displayed a chronic condition while
the spleen also showed an acute con-
diften and degeneration. In the brain,
skull and covering there were no changes.
On the outside there were no signs of
any harsh or violent treatment. To the

strong evidence of heart disease. The
wound in the neck had healed, practical-
ly speaking, and was not the cause of
death, _

To Juryman Armour the witness ap-
swered that relative to the discharge
from the hospital he had nothing to say.

To Juryman Steiper he sald that the
acute conditionr of the spleen might be
brought on by excitement. Under or-
dinary conditions a man might live a
long time with heart trouble. Some, on
the other hand, go out quickly.

Dr. Bishop.

Dr. T. E. Bishop said he was on duty
at the General Public Hospital during
the deceased’s stay there. He was the
surgeon who discharged Kimball from
the hospital. He was suffering at the
time of his discharge from a wound
across the throat. This had been prae-
tically healed. His general condition
was good, but he was somewhat weak.
The patient had been out on the porch
each day and had gained much strength,
sufficient, he said, to warrant his dis-
charge. He gave him instructions to
take perfect rest, especially out of doors. |
He did not remember the date of dis-
charge. Witness had made no diagnosis
of the deceased’s heart. Kimball had
been about the ward when he began
treatment. There were no signs of in-
sanity. He was bright and cheerful.

To Juryman Steiper witness said he
was doing public work at the hospital

Potice Magistrate R. J. Ritchie, sworn,
said that he remembered hearing of
Kimball’s illness and of his being
brought before him and discharging him.

“What day was that?” asked the cor-
oner.

“I can’t remember,”
trate, “but I think
week.”

“Don’t you remefnber seeing him be-
fore?”

“No. Perhaps you had better not ask
me how things are done here now,” te-
marked the magistrate.

The witness said that he did not re-
member having seen Kimball before
and brought there by Detective Duncan.

“Well, how did Kimball get in jail
in the first place?” again asked the cor-
oner,

“In the ordinary way, if the man was
arrested he would be brought before
me and then remanded to jail. I cant’
remember that,” retorted the magistrate.
“The police sheet used to be able to
tell that, but there is no police sheet
nowudays"

The magistrate said that the first in-
timation he had of the man’s illness was
when he had seen a doctor’s certificate,
and upon the strength of this he dis-
charged him.

The police book was here produced
in court, and the magistrate rcud from
it of Kimball’s arrest. It said: “George
H. Kimball, arrested by Detective
Duncan, 10 in the morning, forty-one
years old, belonging to New Brunswick;
charge, attempting suicide at his homc
in Newman street, September (date of
month undxsu:rnable) 1918.”

This was the record in the police book
under date of October 16, which was
Wednesday.

The magistrate here explained to the
coroner and the jury what the course
was when a man was arrested in years
gone by. “But I tell you there has been
no proper police sheet before me simce
Jones was arrested.”

Being further asked about the arrest,
etc, the witness replied that probably
Duncan or some one else could answer
the questions he was being asked. “I
personally have no record but according
to law all persons arrested should be
brought Lefore me,” said the witness.

To Juryman Armour witness said
that suicide was a criminal offence.

Mr. Armour—*“According to law, must
the prisoner be brought before you.”

The magistrate—“He ought to be, but
I can show- you cases in'red ink where
prisoners even for criminal offences have
been discharged by people with no au-
thonty and they never appeared before
me,” said the witness.

The magistrate explained that his
clerk keeps the record and he presided as
judge of the court.

In reply to a question, the magistrate
said that it certainly would be the duty
of a policeman to arrest a man for at-
tempting suicide,

Relative to jail records witness pro-
duced two sheets, one read: “Gearge
Kimball, attempted suicide, remanded
verbally, not exceeding three days.”
This was dated October 16, and was
signed “By order of P. M. (Police Mag-
istrate)”, with the clerk’s signature.
Another slip was produced and read:
“Let George Kimball come in by order
of P. M.”, with the clerk’s signature
attached. This was dated October 17.

To the coroner the witness said that
he would take it that Kimball was be-
fore the court on October 16 and re-
manded to jail and was brought into
court again the next day when he was
evidently allowed to go.

To Juryman Steiper witness said he
had felt the responsibility for the pris-
cner’s safety. The man seemed nervous
but he did not consider his condition
serious and therefore he personally did
not telephone for a doctor although there
had been two calls put in for one.

Questioned further witness said that
probably Dr. Bishop got the wrong place
and called the police srvation instead of
the jail.

Dr. Baxter’s Evidence.

Dr. G. O. Baxter said that he had been
called to attend Kimball in the jail
about noon of the 17th instant. He was
out when the call came. When he ar-
rived he found the condition of the pris-
oner to be nervous and excited . He
wanted his neck dressed, which was
done. The fistulae of the neck were
open and the man was breathing in
through a cut in the neck. The air was
going in and out. The cut was sore.
He considered the patient to be in his
right mind. There wa$ no complaint
from Kimball about Dr. Bishop not
coming. He looked upon patient’s con-
dition as serious. The heart condition
of the man was not good. The pulse
was beating rapidly and he would not
consider the deceased to have been in a
suitable condition to be discharged from
the hospital.

“In fact I did not think he was dis-
I was under the impression
that he was sent out to come back daily
for treatment. But I guess he was sent

out apparently to make room. How-
ever, I think he would be all right to go
to his home as long as he did not go any
great distance.”

Questioned about the condition of the
man’s lungs the witness said this might
develop in two or three days. He had
requested his discharge from the jail as
soon as he saw the condition of the man.
that he considered the immediate cause
of death might be due to the condition
of the lungs and the general heart con-
dition and added that the shock of the
arrest would, in his opinion, have some-
thing to do with his death. He was
afraid his condition as he saw it in the
jail might cause death. He did not make
a verv minute examination to come to

Prospects Point to Tremendous|

Increase in Steamer Traffic Dur-
ing Coming Season—New Sche-
dule of Port Charges

o

Indications are that seventy-five per
cent. more ships will call at the port of
St. John this year than during the last
winter port season. It will be remem-
bered that St. John’s export trade last
yecar alone totalled $200,000,000.

For the last four years the export
trade of the port of St. John has risen
by leaps and bounds. In 1915 it totailed
$13,000,000; in 1916, $120,000,000; in
1917, $190,600,000; and in 1918 the peak
load was reached when she port’s exports
reached $200,000,000.

With a total of thirty-five ships per
monthe this year in comparison with
an average of twenty ships a month
last year, or more than one ship per
day, those who are conversant with the
export trade of St. John feel that a con-
servative estimate of the export trade
during the next winter season, allowing
for smaller steamers now in the trade,
will be $2560,000,000.

ONE MORE INCREASE
FOR STEEL WORKERS

Sydney, N. S, Oct. 26—Official an-

nouncement was made at the steel works
yesterday that all rates for employees
whose earnings on August 81 last were
less than forty-five cents per hour would
be advanced two and one-half cents per
hour and that all other rates would be
advanced two cents per hour, and that
these changes were retroactive to last
September. This means that all em-
ployees will receive with their pay for
the last half of October a bonus equal
to the amount of the extra pay for two
months. .
This is the third general revision of
rates made during the current year in
addition to or in many cases partial re-

vision, the combined effect of which is
to raise the average daily wage of all
employees over one dollar above the cor-
responding average for the year 1917—
equal to about 33 1-8 per cent. !

This follows an advance of 22% per
cent. between the years 1916 and 1917
and 15 per cent. between the years 1915
and 1916 and makes the average daily
wage of all the employees nearly double
what it was in pre-war days. The
minimum rate for unskilled labor has
increased 114 per cent. since January,

1916.
