The want of the custo
labors of their Agent was serious| felt, especially in the several
Branch Societies, but as Mr. Smith has again resumed his connex-
ion with the auxiliary and has been employed in a tour of visitation
during the past winter, they feel encouraged that through his
instrumentality, undey Providence, thejr sphere of usefulness will
not only continue but be greatly augmented,

Adopting their usnal cus before proceeding to notice the
circumstances of their ow they will advert to the pro-
ceedings of the Parent Society during the past year as detailed in
their report.  And amid the difficulties which have surrounded so
many societies and individuals during the past fow years, it is
gratifying to find that the light of God’s Countenance has ever
shone upon the Briti ‘orei ible Society, and that never

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In referring to France, the parent Committee state, that if there
be one country more than another to v\f{?ich they can refer as
affording indubitable proof of the Divine lessing on their labors,
that country is France. There the Society has liberally applied
ity resources for a series of years, and with a degree of succees
which must inspire gratitude to the giver of every good and perfect
gift. If it were needful to argue for the expediency of the simple
circulation of the Holy Scriptures without note or comment, the
Committee would point to France, where the modern triumphs of
religion have been achieved, to a very great extent, by the Bible,
disseminated through the agency of colportage, without any of
those means of explanations and enforcement so readily obtained
in our own country. Who does not admit that the amount of
religious faith, feeling, and practice in France, at the present day,
is very far indeed in advance of what it was thirty years ago?
And who will deny that the labors of the Society have been onip
essential means in producing such a result? The excellent and
indefatigable agent, M. de Pressensé, records the operations of the
year as exhibiting a eirculation of 120,644 oo ies, £eldi satis-
factory evidence that the Divine promise still holds good—* My
word shall not return unto me void, but shall prosper in the thing
whereto I sent it.”

M. de Pressensé alludes in his report to the special work of the
year in relation to the military. Authority was given by the Com-
mittee for gratis distributions of the New Testament, to such men
as wére proceedipg to the Crimea and gave evidence of a desire
w possess the Scriptures, while to others, copies were to be offered
at a greatly reduced price. The Agent availed -himself of the
liberty thus -accorded to him, and various measures were adopted
to give circulation to the Scriptures in the camps and at the
of embarkation. A very considerable distribution has thus
effected in France by the Society.

The records of colportage in France are, as usual, replete with
facts of touching and beautiful interest. They bring to Iight many
an instance of the marvellous power of Divine truth over the
human conscience and affections : they illustrate the joy that is
shed over the home of affliction by the consolations of the Gospel
of peace ; they shew that circumstances, in themselves apparently
insignificant, create a wide spread desire for the Scriptures, and at
the same time prove how excellent is the influence produced by
the devout demeanor and self-denying labors of the humble
colporteur.

The work in Belgium, Holland, and Germany,” continues to
advance at the usual rate of progress. Amid many discourage-
ments the work of colportage goes on, and the word of life is being
every day more and more disseminated. An interesting circun-
stance connected with Bible distribution occurred on the visit of
the King of Prussia to Cologne for the purpose of laying the fint
stone of the bridge which is to span the Rhine. On this occasion
the agent of the Society, Mr. Millard, sought an introduction to his
Majesty, that he might offer for his acceptance a copy of a new
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edition of the German Bible Just completed at Col e, on account
of the Society. His Majesty was graciously ple to honour My,
Millard with an intcrview, and received him with marked cou A
The Bible was acce ted ; and after listening to some details of
what is being effected in connexion with the gologne Agency, the
King was pleased to express his royal satisfaction at the efforts
mgd% the British and F oreign Bible Society for the circulation
of the Seriptures in his dominions. The fact of the King havi
accepted copy of a particular Bible, has imp to
edition a large amount of ularity. Inquiries are oon y
made for the “King’s Bible,” a designation by which it js ow

merally known. In the course of a few months i
g,ooo copies has been nea, ly exhausted.

It will afford, says the (Committee, matter of sincere gratification
to the friends of the Society to be informed that the depot at Nice
is confined tothe care of M. Frapcesco Madiai, a name prominently
associated with attachment to the Dible cause in Italy. The
Committee repose entire confidence in this excellent im{ividual,
whose cruel persecutions in the dungeons of Tuscany will be fresh
in the memory of all, and they believe the appointment will work
advantageously for the interests of the Society.

Turning to the East, the Committee stato that at their request
Mr. Lowndes undertook a journey, during the past year, to Egypt,
Syria, &c., for the purpose of collecting information as to the
progress of the Bible work, and to ascertain personally whether
any measures could be devised for a more enlarged circulation of
the Seriptures in those lands. This journey occupjed three months,
and in every spot visited Mr. Lowndes perceived x})leasing proofs
of religious progress, as compared with the {)cri( when he had

reviously passed over the country. At the close of his journey he
reports that the prospects of Scripture dissemination are encour-

ng. The circulation goes increasingly forward. In consequence
o I&i&qion and other Schools, the number of persons capable of
reading in the East is greatly increasing, and in many cases the
word of God is the only book to which they can have access. Jews
have a great respect for the Old Testament, and some will read
the New. Moslems never had their minds embittered against any
part of Divine truth, and instances in the present day are pot
wanting in which they prefer the Bible to the Koran, regarding
the latter as containing a mass of unmeaning fables,

In reference to Turkey the Committee say, What friend of the
Bible does not rejoice that this Society has been enabled to put
forth its resources at a time like the present, and, by the ready
application of its means, meet the very large demands for the
Seriptures which have arisen? The last Report describes some
of the measures adopted by the Committee to provide for the
exigency of the occasion. Mr. li;rker was transforred from
Smyrna to Constantinople, and two &olporteurs were sent forth 0
labor in any sphere selected by the Committee of the Auxiliary
Bible Society. Through the entire year the utmost activity has

revailed at the Bible depot at Stamboul, and every appliance has

n put into requisition to keep pace with the urgent appeals
for Scriptures which have poured in from all quarters. The result
will show an extent of circulation truly cheering. The agency of
the Sociéty has been most comprehensive in 1ts action. - It has
ministeréd to the wants of our owp countrymen.

From Jerusalem the Committee have been favored with interest-
ing communications from Bishop Gobat, who is vigorously pursuing
his various plans of christian usefulness. In his correspondence he
adverts to several most encouraging instances of the results follow-
ing the reading of the Bible among Moslems as well as Greek
Christians.

From India the accounts continue to be most encouraging. In
all the Auxiliary Societiés in this country great efforts are being
made to establish a system of colpertage which will be the means

of effecting a more enlarged distribution of the Scriptures. The

rincipal difficulty is the want of a sufficient number of competent
borers to undertake so great an enterprise among the population
of India.

China still continues to occupy a large share of the attention of
the Committee. They state that the peculiar junction of political
affairs in this country, two years since, and the supposc(y strong
infugion of the religious element inté the insurgent movement,
raised the expectation of a great work being accomplished in a
comparativeély short period of time. In that expectation the Coms
wittee showed, though not so fully as to induce them to believe,
“that the large funds placed at their disposal could be very rapidly
appropriated. All the bright hopes that were excited have not
been realized. All the facilities anticipated for diffusing, far and
wide, the Scriptures, have not been presented. The issue of the
great political movement is still problematical, nor can the 'Com-
mittee ascertain how far the so-called rebel chiefs are aiding, by
their own efforts, in the printing and circulation of the inspired
Scrg:iures. But though unable to report all they could desire, or
all that their friends may expect, the Committee can announce
considerable, and, they think, satisfactory progress in the develop:
ment of the ‘million’ scheme,
