There probably never was a fight in 
which both men had such supreme con­
fidence in their ability to win. Dempsey 
did not see how he would be defeated.
He was trusting to his ability to keep 
Fitzsimmons away until the big fellow 
was tired, and then he expected to go 
for him and finish him at his leisure.

Detailed accounts of the fight call the 
affair a slaughter after the sixth round.
Here are the rounds after the sixth:

Round 7. Fitz at once rushed over to 
Dempsey’s corner, and, as usual, opened 
hostilities. Dempeey drove his right in­
to Fits neck, bnt the lank one came on 
as pitilessly as fate, and he repeatedly 
upper-cut Dempsey, drawing 
in jets from mouth and nose. He floor­
ed the Nonpareil, and before the round 
was half over he had Dempsey hanging 
through the ropes and all bat oat. He 
dung to his opponent Dempsey was so 
weak that he eonld scarcely obey the re­
feree’s call to break, and he was bathed 
in his own blood when time was called.

Round 8. Fitz came up fresh ; Demp­
sey was quite bloody about the face, his 
nose and eyes swollen. Dempsey got in 
several small blows on Fitz, who began 
forcing the fighting, driving Dempsey 
against the ropes. Dempsey recovered, 
however, but Fitz hit him a violent blow 
on the chest Dempsey replied, bat fell 
short. Fitz went at it in earnest and 
landed a dozen blows, one after the 
other, on "face, ribs, neck and chest 
Dempsey seemed quite weak and fell 
against the ropes, but righted himself 
again. Fitz followed him up, but time 
was called.

Round 9. This was butchery, Fitz fol­
lowed Dempsey all around the square, 
and repeatedly upper-cutting him with 
both hands, his blows raining like hail 
Dempsey fought back valiantly, but had 
to clinch several times to save himself.

The scope and purpose of the proceed­
ing in the supreme court is to obtain a 
judicial construction of the laws of the 
United States which, under the construc­
tion given by the district court of Alaska, 
have deprived British subjects of nearly 
$600,000 worth of property.

The question is not what may the 
United States do in Behring sea, but 
what has it done 7

If the United States claims the right 
of property in either the high sea or its 
animals, it can so declare by statute to­
morrow, and the courts would be bound 
to follow the law, whatever diplomatic 
negotiations might arise in consequence 
with the other nations.

It is not to be presumed that the su­
preme court will decide any question 
adversely to the United States erron­
eously and there seems to be no just 
complaint against Great Britain 
that she has sought an in­
terpretation and construction, not 
of any diplomatic situation or 
contention, but of the existing laws of 
the United States from the only de­
partment constitutionally qualified to 
give it, and from a higher branch of that 
department than the district court of 
Alaska, whose decisions under existing 
law are not re viewable either by appeal 
or writ of error. "

Certainly all parties concerned are en­
titled to aU interpretation of the existing 
laws of the United States from an author- 
tative source. That is all that is sought 
and is precisely what the executive and 
legislative branches of the government 
are constitutionally disqualified to give.

Dempsey got in a few blows on the neck 
and ribs, but they did not» have the 
steam the Nonpareil’s blows usually 
have, and the Australian danced around 
his man like an Indian at Pine Ridge 
with his war feathers on. It was a fore­
gone conclusion that Fitz would win.

Round 10.—Dempsey came up very 
bloody, and Fitz seemed to have plenty 
of wind. It was a Fitzsimmons round 
all the way through. It looked certain 
that the battle would end with this 
round. Fitz led off with two good blows

— on the cheek. Dempsey replied, but fell 
short. Fitz followed with blows on the

— throat $nd head, but refrained from 
punishing Dempsey, as he could have 
done. A number of blows was ex­
changed. Fitz gave Dempsey several 
blows on the riba, when Dempsey fell 
heavily. He arose weak, but was 
knocked down twice. He rose so weak 
that he could scarcely stand. The third 
fall he could not rise, and the ringing of 
the gong for time alone prevented his 
being knocked ont. 1

Round 11. Nothing like this round 
was ever seen in the annuals of glove 
contests. Dempsey was slaughtered, 
being knocked down seven times. Fitz 
entreated his plucky opponent to throw 
up the sponge, bnt Dempsey, although 
blinded by his own blood, declined.

Round 12. This was horrible to look 
at. Dempsey was repeatedly knocked 
down by upper cuts and swinging blows 
and Tuthill threw up the sponge. Car- 
roll rushed forward and kissed Fitz­
simmons, but as he did so the gong 
sounded close of the round, and the 
referee ordered the men to go to their 
corners. Dempsey was picked up and 
carried to his comer, which is a direct 
violation of Queensbury rules.

Round 13. It took but one or two 
blows to settle the poor champion, and a 
sigh of relief went up from the spectat­
ors when bis sufferings were drowned 
in oblivion.

Dempsey had been sobbing during 
the last few rounds,and when he realized 
that he was no longer the Nonpareil he 
broke down and wept like a child.

The faithful fear that the 
present differences on trade and other 
questions will become more apparent at 
the proposed gathering and jeopardize 
the prospects of the party at the coming 
election.

The British steamship Carrie, from 
Hartlepool for Bombay, went ashore last 
night at the mouth of the river Tees, and 
will probably become a complete wreck. 
The crew were forced to remain on 
board lashed to the rigging all night.

The law permits the sale 
of adulterated articles of food provided 
they contain nothing injurious to health 
and the packages containing them are 
marked “compound,” but such marks 
afford no protection to the consumer, and 
in the opinion of the Gazette, the sale of 
adulterated food under any circumstances 
should be absolutely prohibited. To 
show how the stamping of an article 
“compound” fails to enlighten the con­
sumer it is only necessary to cite a single 
example. One dealer puts up 

12 oz. Buckwheat meal,
3 oz. Black Pepper,
1 oz. Cayenne Pepper, 

and sells it as a pound of “Black Pepper» 
compound.” Another dealer, who has a 
little conscience, puts up

8 oz. Bnckweat meal,
8 oz. Black Pepper,

and sells it as a pound of “Black Pepper, 
compound.” Both sell at about the same 
price; generally a trifle below the actual 
value of Black Pepper. In neither case 
does the purchaser get what he orders 
or what be pays for and in both instances 
he is robbed of his money, for in the first 
instance be gets 3 oz. of Black Pepper 
and an ounce of Cayenne, which he does 
not want, worth about eight cents, and 
in the second he gets one half of a pound 
of pepper, which he does want, and in 
both cases he pays the price of a pound. 
With regard to the use of mnfitard, a 
country grocer recently related thé fol­
lowing incident: One of his little chil­
dren was threatened with congestion of 
the lungs. There being no physician in 
the neighborhood his wife applied a 
mustard plaster to its chest, which, had 
it been mustard might have been worn 
15 or 20 minutes, but the child wore it 
all night, “and when it was removed in 
the morning,” said the grocer, “the spot 
to which it had been applied was the 
whitest part of its body.” That compound 
consisted chiefly of flour, terra alba and 
turmeric, and had the child died, the 
“compounder” might not have been 
irresponsible for its aeatb.

Wm. Richards, of Boies town, is doing 

the greatest lumber business on the 
Miramichi. There is very little if any 
decrease in the number of camps and 
output of lumber in this region. Last 
fall at large expense, Richards cut a new 
portage road from Bloomfield to the head 
of the Taxis river, between the south 
west Msramichi and Taxis, and bridged 
all the large streams with good substan­
tial structures, 
comodates the parties putting into both 
streams. John Hinchey, one of the old 
timers in the business,is working on the 
N. E, branch of fctewart brook. He 
four horses and ten men, and willj>ut in­
half a million. On the same stream are 
Wm. Hinchey and Sons, Calhoun Bros., 
Newton
in about eight hundred 
and feet each. On Hovey brook 
there are the followitg : John Hur­
ley ; McGinn, Sanson and Richards ; W m, 
Richards with John Fullerton, foreman 
and Daniel Evans. Some of these camps 
have seventy men, and about twenty- 
four.borses, and will average a million 
each. There are five parties operating 
on Hayden stream. Each of these will 
turn out two hundred and fifty thousand. 
There are three camps on Hayes brook 
operated by Saunders Price, D. Mc- 
Lellan 
place o
and fifty thousand feet to a camp. Wm. 
Richards also has parties at the Sisters 
on the B. W. He will cut there about 
one million. The snow has been about 
three feet in depth, but the heavy rains 
have reduced it to two feet with a very 
strong crust As most of the parties 
mentioned, have their yarding done, the 
crust does not interfere with them 
as much as it would otherwise 
do. All the oats used are brought from 
Ontario. They are of a superior quality, 
weighing forty pounds to the bushel. 
They can be got cheaper there than in 
Fredericton. Prospects are fair at pres­
ent, that most of the lumbermen will 
make a successful winter and this means 
a good summer to the province.

Coleman’s admix 
day went over to Brooklyn for the pur­
pose of informing the people of that 
rapidly growing city, how they could 
make it the railway centre of 
this continent. It may be no harm

is done on the Brooklyn side. There are 
the Erie Basin and the Atlantic docks, 
and there also are the grain storehouses 
and elevators, and the oil and sugar 
refineries which make so large a part of 
the trade of New York. Brooklyn, how­
ever, has no railway connections, and 
cars have to be taken from Jersey City 
to the Brooklyn side on ferry boats. Mr.
Wiman in his speech to the Brooklyn- 
Ities on Tuesday evening told them that 
Brooklyn is the natural storehouse of 
the commerce of the ten railroads now 
congested on the New Jersey waterfront 
as well as of the vast foreign trade of 
New York. To relieve the congestion of 
the Jersey water front and to do away 
with the lighterage business between New 
York, New Jersey and Brooklyn, Mr.
Wiman said it was only necessary to 
dig a two track tunnel under the nar­
rows from Staten Island to Bay Ridge 
on the Brooklyn side, and to connect the 
tunnel with an elevated freight railroad 
that .will take in all the Brooklyn water 
front Strange to say the Brooklyn 
Eagle, which is devoted to the interests 
of that city and which usually voices 
the opinions of its people, does not take 
kindly to Mr. Wiman’s proposal, but 
discerns in all this an attempt to benefit 
Staten Island at the expense of Brooklyn.
After describing the Wiman plan in de­
tail the Eagle editorially remarks :—

A brilliant idea to be sure, but it leaves 
room for a question as to whether Brother 
Wiman, in his quizzical way. is not try­
ing to use the City of Churches in 
order to draw his Staten Islaqd chest­
nuts out of the fire. For why should 
the ships of which Mr. Wiman speaks 
come to Brooklyn at all if Staten Island 
is to be the great railway center he has 
in mind; why should not vessels from 
which goods are now hoisted into Brook­
lyn warehouses stop a little lower down 
the bay and discharge their cargoes at 
Staten Island piers and storehouses, 
especially as they could do so at 
cheaper rates? Brooklyn certainly 
can have no objection to reap­
ing the benefits .of whatever enterprise 
Brother Wiman and his colleagues can 
display, but it might naturally show a 
little reluctance when asked to impale 
itself on a two track tunnel without 
guarantee of that adequate reward, which 
falls to the lot of humility and self- 
sacrifice. Nor is it altogether certain 
that the railroads converging in Jersey 
City would see fit to avail themselves of 
the magnificent facilities which Mr.
Wiman, with characteristic generosity 
is at pains to point out. It is just pos­
sible that they may not regard Staten 
Island in that rosy light which appeals 
to those who thave there made their 
homes and invested much of their

That is, six pounds of pure mustard, 

No 1, costs $1.68, while a pamad of each 
of the six compounds costs $1.20, but at 
the price charged, if they were pure 
mustard, they would cost $4,09 or 68 
cents a pound. The conclusion is in­
evitable that the object of the compound­
er is to swindle the consumer, 
are the adulterants used in this “ab­
solutely pure” and “mustard,compound?” 
They are gypsum, turmeric, buckwheat, 
rice and wheat flour, cayenne, and mus­
tard husks. Gypsum is quarried ex­
tensively on the Tobique and at Wind­
sor. We never knew anybody 
knowingly to use it as an article of food, 
and even if it would satisfy the cravings 
of hunger, one would suppose 15 or 20 
cents a pound a rather extravagant price 
to pay for an article that is worth at the 
quarries from $1 to $2 a ton. Turmeric 
is a cheap paint or dye; we never knew 
any sane man who was ambitious to 
fresco his interior economy. Everybody 
knows the value of buckwheat, rice and 
wheat flour and everybody will agree 
with us that 15 to 20 cents a pound is 
considerably above the market rates ; 
mustard husks are just as
valuable in commerce as buck­
wheat hulls, no more and no less. 
“The true remedy” for the scandalous 
adulteration of mustard, says Mr. Mac­
farlane in concluding his report, “lies 
in sec. 19 of the act which empowers 
the government in council from time to 
time to establish a standard of quality 
for, and fix the limits of variability per­
missible in any article of food, or drug, 
or compound.” Meantime our people 
can protect themselves by buying the 
90 per cent article, which is known as 
“Keen’s mustard, double superfine, com­
pound,” put up by Keen,Robinson & Co., 
London, E.

2. Every trader, manufacturer and owner of 
weiahts, measures, and weighing machines when 
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect­
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees, 
is entitled to, and is specially requested to de­
mand from the officer who makes the inspection, 
an official certificate (“Form 0,6” with the words 
"Original for the Trader" printed at the head 
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached to such certificate 
represent exactly the value the amount of cash 
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are of no value what­
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of 
fees charged are attached.

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi­
cates are specially requested to keep them care­
fully for two years, and in order to secure their 
safe keeping it would be advisable to placard 
them in their places of business in the manner 
in which ordinary license certificates are done, 
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad­
ers who are unable to produce their properly 
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by an 
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob­
ability, have to pay over again | their verification

Inspector for.
The teamsters who pay a license for 

the privilege of doing hauling for hire in 
the city, think it very unfair that per­
sons who pay no license, and in many 
instances, no taxes of any kind in the 
city, should be allowed to come in and 
do hauling within the city limits, which 
work properly belongs to the licensed 
teamsters.

"A license inspector,” said a 
teamster this morning, “is paid 
to look after such cases and see 
that all who do hauling for hire 
have the necessary license to do so. But 
here while a lot of us are standing idle 
on the square the work that we should 
be doing is being done by countrymen 
from Golden Grove, Milkisb, and other 
places in the vicinity of the city. These 
countrymen neither pay license fees nor 
taxes in the city. And what is almost 
as bad, there are instances of grocer’s 
teams doing the same work, hauling ice 
for hire when it is well known that 
grocers are only allowed to keep 
horses to do their own work and 
not to work the teams- for hire without 
license. Hundreds of tons of ice are 
being hauled from Lily Lake and Howe’s 
Lake, and although a few licensed 
teams are working, the most of the 
hauling is being done by the outsiders I 
have spoken of.
