FOREST FIRES.

Much Damage Be; Done in NMany
Parts of the Provinces by Fires im
the Woods.

Last evening the sky waslit up in sev-
eral places,within & few miles of the city,
by the reflections of the fires that are
raging in the woods. There was a large
fire in the vicinity of Pokiock, and an-
other in the direction of Red Head. As
far as can be learned, however, theee
fires in St. John Co. are confined to the
woods yet, and no word has been re-
ceived of any buildings being destroyed.

The fires are also raging at different
points throughout this province, and in
the neighboring state of Maine, and the
province of Quebec. Onthe north shore
the destroying flames have worked serie
ous loss and damage. Not only in the
forests, but in a number of sma settle-
ments, dwelling houses, and other struc-
tions have been consumed.
