RUMORS ABOUT
NAVAL STATION

REPORT THAT FORCES
ARE  TO BE INCREASED

DOUBLE MURDER
IN BUFFALO

SALOON KEEPER AND
WAITRESS KILLED

Man Arrested, But He Declares He
Has no Recollection of
What Happened

Buffalo, July 11.—Peter Forrestal, a
well-known sglpon Keeper and sporting
man, and Marie Smith, 32 years 0ld, a
waltress in his saloon restaurant, were
murdered early*this merning.

George Hodson, a painter, is accused
of the crime. The Bmith woman for-
merly lived with Hodson and her re-
fusal to leave Forrestal's place and
resume her relations with him are the
alleged causes of the double murder.

Hodson was arrested & few minutes
after the crime was committed. - He
was covered with blood, but declared
he had no recollection of what ocur-
red.

Forrestal was sitting in front of his

saloon at Elm and South division
streets at 1.30 this morning, when it
is alleged Hodson rushed up and stab-
bed him with a butcher knife. Forres-
tal sank to-the ground and his assail-
ant again plunged the nine ineh biade
of the knife into his body.
. Hodson, it is alleged, then rushed up-
stairs to Marie Smith’s room. She was
in bed asleep, but was awakened by
the bursting open of the door. As she
sprang from bed Hodson stabbed her
twice, inflicting terrible wounds. For-
restal dled in five minutes. The weman
was taken to the hospital, where she
died on the operating table.

Hodson was arrested and taken to
police headquarters. He stated that he
had been living with the Smith woeman
up to two weeks ago. She had prom-
ised .to leave Forrestal and return to
him, but he had been unable to see her
since July 4th.

Hodson declared that he had been
drinking and had no recollection of
what had happened.

Forrestal was sixty years old. His
brother, Bdward J. Forrestal, is cap-
tain on the Buffalo police force.

Trustees at ‘Last Night's Meeting
Decided to Make Start on
Work.

A meeting was held last evening of
the school board in their board room in
the city hall.  The chairman of the
board, Trustee Jay, occupied the chalr.
The other-members present were Trus-
tees Mra Jenkins, Lewis,” Riddle, Mc-

"Several communications were read,
one being a complaint to the board
from a parent which necessitated its
being heard in camera. Tenders for
re-shingling and fencing were read and
the lowest tender was' one offered by
Mr. Bolden for $620 for Hillside, Rock
Bay and Kingston street schools wrich
was accepted. A communication was
received from the city council regard-
ing the board’s request for a ‘weeckly
inspection of the schools by the health
officer or his deputy. The erection of
the proposed new school in Victcria
West was considered and the architect |
is to be requested to be present and
give his ideas of plans at the next
meeting of the board.

The first communication consisted of
an applicatidn from Mr. Lemon, a resi-
dent in Victoria of 1Y years standing
for the position of truant officer.

Three teachers on the staff tendered
their resignatiems, which were gecept-
ed by the board. The vresignations
were asg follows: Miss McGill, who was
going home to Ottawa; Miss Holmes, of
Victoria West, and F; Woed, who is go-
ing to Me@ill university in September.

A commupnication, which was uit'-
mately referred:to the buildinag and
grounds committee, was received from
a Vancouver firm (Coll Bros. & Co.), to
supply their schools with their patemt
flpor oil, either direet or through Vic-
toria agents.

A communication was received from
a parent who had some complaint to
make to the board th=s nature of which
was not stated, but the secretary con-
sidered it advisable that the board
should difscuss the communication in
camera. This was at once agreed uron
without any discussion taking place or
questions being asked.

The following tenders according to
specification: form were submitted to
the board by the following for re-
shingling of three schoels and the new
fencing required to be erected at
Kingston street schocl: H. McKenzle,
Hillside ‘avenue schoo!, $245; Kirgston
street, $145; Rock Bay, $150; total $540.
J. W. Bolden, Hillside, $255; Rock Ray,
$13%; Kingston street school $127; total
$520. W. Appleby, Kingston street, $166;

totsl $687. Mr. Calder lumped the tend-
er for the three schoo's in one sum and
quoted $600 as his tender, The lcwest
tender, Mr. Bolden’s, was accepted:

Trustee Riddle mentioned that he
had received an estimate for the paint-
ing and kalsomining of the schools, of-
fering to do the work for $40. The time
was extended for receiving tenders

A communication was received from
the city eouncil-in answer to the sclhool
board’s letter of the 15th ult., regard-
ing the medical inspection of schccls.
Tha council offered the services of
their health officer for a weekly r.edi-
cal inspection of the schools under the
board at a charge of $160 a month.

A brief discussien followed this com-
munication. It was felt that the na-
ture of this proposed inspection should
be distinctly stated, tbat' the time of
the inspection should rot disturb the
ordinary work of sehool instruction;
that the board should be satisfled that
the inspection should be thorough and
not merely cursory and that at least
at the commencement of term the eyes,
ears, sight, especially the throat, of
each scholar should te inspected and
tested. In the end a small committee,
consisting of the ¢hairman and Mrs.
Jenkins, was appointed to wait wupon
the board of health to see what was ad-
visable to be done and how the board
of health were prepared to carry out
their own proposals in the interest of
the general public.

The question came up before the
board as to whether the grant givcen to
Ian St. Clair last year in order to help
him in his endeavers to look after the
children’'s safety when swimmine or
bathing at the Gorge should be rongw-
ed. It appeared that Mr. St. Clair kad
applied to the eity council for a grant
in order to obtain in the interest of the
public, life-saving appliances to bec vsed
in case of unforseen accidents happen-
ing to bathers at the Gorge. It was
felt that St. Clair had already been at
coneiderable expense in safeguarding
inexperienced bathers at the Gorge by
the erection of his neW tank; tha: Mr.
S8t. Clair dld everythirg he could to
keep the children from any chan:e of
danger; that in every way he heiped
the children and faithfully discharged
his great responsibility. On the other
hand it was considered that this was
a public gquestion and that a pirivate

ipdividual should not be called upon land,

to go to the expense of providing life-
saving appliances which might be re-
quired. in moments of danger by any
one of the general public bathing in
the waters of the Gorge. It was
thought that these appliances should
be provided out of the public funds and
not-out of either the funds of the board
or out of the private purse of Mr. St.
Clair. In the end the board resclved
to leave the matter in the hands of the
secretary to look into and report upon.

Trustee Riddle moved that the new
school house in Victoria West should
be erected in sueh a position ‘ds not to
interfere with the jresent site at a
cost not exceeding $30,000.

It was considered. that . the school
should be erected on a site most cen-
tral to that part of the city, as this
was in‘the best 'interests of the public
and of the children attending the
school. Mrs. Jenkins said that the pub-
ltc preferred waiting rather than hav-
ing the school placed on the present
site against the wishes of*the general
publiic,-and that there was no immedi-
ate neoessity for rushing the building
against the wishes of the risidents of
Victoria West.

Trustee McKeon thought there was in
reality no object to be gained by wait-
ing, because the Indian reserve wes an
unsuitable ' site and that- the eastern
site of the school district was out of
the question, as fully three-fourths of
the children would have to walk a long
distance to the school. It was, there-
fore, advisable to have the locality of
the school-as central as possible..

It was stated thdt the meeting of the
‘residents of Victoria West who were
opposed to this site, was in no sense of
the word a representative one, as the
majority of the residents from perscnal
canvas were undoubtfedly in favor of
the present site.

It- was, in consequence, moved that
steps be taken for the erection of the
new school in Victoria West in such a
position as not to interfere .with the
present site, which was duly resolved
upon.

It was further mov21 that the archi-
tect be instructed to prepare plans and
be requested to be present at the next
meeting of the board, when these plans
would be considered.

The meeting closed with a resolution
that a letter be sent to the city council
that a sidewalk be constructed -aleng
School ' street from Cadboro Bay road
Lto Yates street, and that this should
"Be done by the city authoritiés during
the holidays.

B. C. SALMON FOR
BRITISH FLEET

LARGE PURCHASES WILL
LIKELY BE MADE

The Admirality Desires to Enter Into
Negotiations With Agents -
of Canners.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

It is highly .likely that in the near
tuture British Columbia canned sal-
mon will be used on board all the war
vessels of His Majesty’s fleet. J. H.
Turner, agent general for British Co-
lumbia in London, has received a com-
munication from the Admiralty, stat-
ing a desire to enter into negotiations
with the British agents of British Co-
iumbia canners with the idea of pur-
chasing canned salmon from the prov-
ince to be used aboard His Majesty’'s
thips.

Provision of the British fleet with
canned salmon must mean a great Im-
petus to the industry. The number of
men sérving in the navy is upwards
of 100,000 and the provisioning of these
will mean a large increase in the ex-
ports of the provinoe in the matter of
tinned salmon.

Mr. Turner has taken the matter up
and has no doubt of a mutally satis-
factory arrangement being made.

The .fact of the Imperial government
turning its attention to this branch of
the products of British Columbia is
doubtless done on account of the ex-
ceptionally good quality of the sal-
mon canned here and also with a view
to encouraging the trade of the colon-
ies. The agents of the local companies
in London . have been approached on
the matter and it is only a question of
time before the shipmeénts commence.

It is .highly probable that the war
office wi]l follow the lead of the Ad-
miralty and in the near future order
extensive stores of canned salmon from
the different British Columbia com-
ranies. The shipments to provide the
fleet will likely be shipped to the Chin-
ese sguadron by the C. P. R. Pacific
liners‘and to the home fleet by the vés-
gels jof the Blue Funnel line.

YANCOUVER T0
'HAVE WIRELESS

GOVERNMENT EXPERT
SELECTED STATION

Sixth Site Will Be Chosen at Cape
Scott When Others Are
Built.

«eTom Thursday’s Daily.)

The site of the second wireless sta-
tion to be established by the Dominijon
government on the coast of British Co-
lumbia was selected yesterfay and will
be situated at Point Gray, near Van-
couver., The wireless plant for the
first station at Cape Lazo has arrived
in the city and will be forwarded ‘to-
day and the construction work will
commence immediately. _

For the site of the Victoria  station,
the acreage has not yet been finally de-
cided upon. The deal will in all prob-
ability be closed to-day and the erec-
tion of the Victoria station proceedéd
with at once. ;

This morning Ceci] Doutre, the gov-
ernment wireless superintendent, re-
turned from Vancouver after selecting
the site for the Point Gray station.
On Sunday night he will' proceed up
the west coast of the Island on the
steamer Tees for the purpose of locat-
ing' the exact site of the station at
Estevan Point. The second station of
the west coast of the Island will be
at Pachena Point and will be attached
to the lighthouse there.

The Pacific Whaling Company has
approached Mr. Doutre with a view to
having a station placed at Kyuguot
Sound, and in order to discuss this
matter, Mr. Doutre will interview Cap-
tain Balcom within the next few days.
The nearest - statton to.the Kyugquot
Sound whaling grounds will be Este-
van Pdint. When the present five sta-
tions are established the 'governmert
has in contemplation thée selection of
a site at Cape Scott and as the Kyu-
quot Sound whaling station lies nearly
half way between Cape Scott and Hs-
tevan Point it is probable that a small
station wiil be instailed near the Pa-
cific Whaling Compeany’s faetory. To
work in conjunction with this it is an-
ticipated that the whaling company
will install the system on its steame:
the St. Lawrence and also on th'
Orfon so that in the event of ship
wreck either of the vessels can be sig-
nalled to proceed to any disaster that
may eventuate.

Alluding t6 what has become known
as the Marconi Company's claim te
monopoly in the Dominion of Canada,
Mr. Doutre says that “the contract
rights of the company with the gov-
ernment have been inno manner in-
fringed, ‘“If they are of that opinion,”
he says, “the courts are open to them.
All over the world -difficulties have
been, and are being experienced, owing
to the fact that the Marconi company
will. not allow its system to Intercom-
municate. The Shoemaker system will
communicate with any other. The gov-
ernment intends to operate these sta-
tions itself as it is of opinion that
both from a commercial and a life-
saving standpoint, monopoly in a wire-
less system is both dangerous and in-
convenient.”

No pronouncement as to the inten-
tions of the C. P. R. in respect to its
vessels on this coast has been made
beyond the fact that three of the ves-
sels will be equipped with the appar-
atus and with an apparatus which will
communicate with the government sta-
tions. §

BURGLARS STOLE
THREE THOUSAND

Enter Bank in Quebec Town, Blew
Open Safe and Escaped With
Booty.

St. Croix, Que., July 11.—Burglars'
gained entrance to the Provincial Bank
and succeeded in carrying. off the sum
of $3,280. Against the loss the bank
is insured in the American Guarantee
Company, which has: offered a reward
of $500 for the arrest of anyone impli-
cated in the affair.

Entrance was gained by way of the
front door of the bank, which the burg-
lars managed to break open and then
proceeded to operate on the big vault
with dynamite,. and subsequently ge-
cured the money. No one sleeps on the
premises, but a noise, now supposed
to have been made by the dynamite,
was heard by the sleepers next door,
but nothing was thought of it at the
time, and it was not until 4 o’clock
that the burglary was discovered.

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IAPAN AND THE -
UNITED STATES

RELATIONS DECLARED
10 BE STRAINED

While Situation is Serious, Nothing

Has Occurred to Prectude
Pacific Settiement.

London, Eng., July 10.—The corres-
pondent of the Daily Telegraph at The
Hague sends a column dispatch which
purports to refiect the views. there on
the Japhnese - American situation,
which he declares to be more absorb-
ing than the conference itself.

The correspondent says that as a re-
sult of his inquiries he learns that the
situation is‘'really strained, although
both governments are trying to conceal
the fact, He asserts that since June
20th the question has entered upon an
acute; phase. Japan has been sending
the U‘mted States extremely categori-
cal notes, stating without bitterness,
but in the clearest terms, that unless
Washington is able to control Cali-
tornia, Japan will consider herself free
to act directly . against Californial
Nothing, however, has been exchang-
sd precluding a pacific gettlement, but
many of the Japanese at The Hague
are of the opinion that the ‘Japanese
government ought to act without ‘delay
and not give America time to utilize
her vast resgurces and economic po-
tentiglities, a hundredfold greater than
Japan’'s, to eperfect warlike prepara-
tions,

In an editorial article the Telegraph
says it does not identify itself with the
statements of its correspondent at The
Hague, belleving them'to be charged
with undue despondency. At the same
time, the paper continues, they are
made upon a notable  authority, and
they cannot be read without profound
aneasiness. " The Telegraph is convinc-
2d; however, that the statesmanghip of
both countries will be strong enough
and sane enough to hold mad chauvin-
Ism in, leash.

"Neverthelecs,” the paper declares,
“it is impossible to deny the danger of
the sitpation. The present peace con-
ference from its opening has created
disagreement and frictlon tending to
destroy instead of improviang the re-
lations of the powers, The last assem-
bly at The Hague was followed by
great conflicts, We can only pray that
the present one may not be succeeded
by more terrible  calamities.”

In conclusion, after a full discussion
of the points of difference, the Tele-
graph declares it is not.a color ques-
tion, but fundamentally an economic
guestion. It says further: “We trust
‘our allies will take note of that and
realize that the point of national honor
hag been accidentally causht up with
the problem, but is not permanently
involved in it. Any attempt to settle
the question by arms, whatever the im-
medijate issue, would mean sooner or
later a hundred years’ conflict.”

Metcalf’'s Statement,

Oakland, Cal., July 9.—Secretafy of
Navy. Metcalf depreciates the warlike
aspect that hasg been given to the order
for a cruise of the great battleship
squadron from the Atlantic to the Pa-
secretary said last
night that the proposed movement was
that of a practice cruise, and that the
fleet would not be kept in the Pacific,
He declared that the length of time
that the fleet would remain on the
western side of the continent has not
yet been decided.

PREMIER McBRIDE
ON WAY 70 COAST

Wants to Be of All Service He Can
to Conservative Party of
; Canada.

Toronto,  July 9.—Premier MeBride,
of British Columbia, reached Toronto
this morning en route to the West and
after a short sigy here, will leave for
home, He was a much sought man to-
day, and.was interviewed by a number
of ' prominent Conservatives and local
members.

Interviewed regarding the story that
he -was to oppose Hon. Mr. Temple-
man, Premier McBride said: “I have
denied that, of course, with this mod-
ification, that I am not to be bound
for future. I don't know what time
may bring forth. When the elections
come round I may oppose Hon. Mr.
Templeman. I want to be of all the
service I can to the Conservative party
of the Dominion, I want to reciprocate
the sympathy and assistance of the
Conservatives at Ottawa given me in
my election in’ the province of British
Columbia. I do not. think the people
of British Columbia have been fairly
treated at Ottawa. There has been al-
tegether \too much interference with
provineial rights by the government of
which Sir Wiifrid Laurier is head, and
speaking for British .Columbia, I will
fight that kind of thing from breakfast
to perdition.”

SCHMITZ WAS
REFUSED BAIL

NOT ALLOWED T0
VISIT HIS ATTORNEYS

Other Cases Laid Over for a Week--
Supervisors Select Acting
Mayor.

San Francisco, July 9.—Judge Dunne
this morning refused to admit Schmitz
to bail and@ denied him the priyvilege of
visiting his attorneys, When Schmitz
appeared in court. he was self-pos~
sessed, as defiant and apparently as
confident as he was yesterday., He
came for the double purpese of asking
for bail and answering the indictments
charging him with accepting bribes
from the gas company and the Unit-
ed Raiiroads.. In the first he failed,
The second was a formality and was
carried through without incident,

Attorney Drew offered his motions to
set aside the indictments and to stay
the proceedings. They are identical in
terma with those filed in the other
cases. Then he offered a stipulation
that all the proceedings taken before
Judge Lawlor in the gas, trolley and
telephone cases should be considered
as if made on behalf of Schmitz, This
Attorney Johnson readily agreed to,
but instead of filing a written compact
he thought that the same end could bhe
aceomplished by an oral stipulation,
which could be incorporated.\in. the
record, Attorney Drew consented.
< Johnson then moved that all the'mo-
tions be submitted for decision and
Judge Dunne announced that a con-
tinuance would 'he granted for one
week for the purpose of enabling him
to look over the record.

Then eame Schmitz’ application for
release on bail,

“If your honor please,”. said Drew,
“we also have an application for re-
lease on bail.”

“The defence served formal notice at
my office yesterday afternoon,” replied
Distri¢t Attorney Langdon, “of their
application and affidavits. I was ab-
sent and did not receive the notice un-
til ten minutes before 10 o’clock this
morning. I have not had time there-
after to make the counter showing I
desire. Will your honor give us until
io-morrow morning to-do so?”’

- ‘“The application may g0 over until
that time,” replied the ecourt.

But, remember, your . haonor,” re-
torted Fairall, “‘we gave notice in open
court yesterday.” -

Judge Dunne made no reply.

“Will your honor permit the defend-
ant to come to our offices to-day?”
asked Drew.

‘“No,” replied the court.

“You refuse, thep to let him eome
to our office?” persisted Drew.

"Th? application is denied,” replied
the court.

“But your honor, the busmess is very
important, We have about twenty-five
other indictments for which to pre-
pare,” declared Drew,

“It is not necessary for him to be
present in the preparation of legal pa-
pers,” was the court’s comment,

Schmitz left the court room with his
attorneys on his return journey to the
county jail, where he will have to wait
until the papers for his appeal are pre-
pared. They\are now in the hands of
2 printer and\will be ready Saturday.

If
the geography of the country then per-
mits of it, the line will bhe continued
on towards Comox; if otherwise, a re-
turn will be made to the main line at
the loop on R, Thompson’s place, and
continued thence to Comox.

During the time this survey party,
under Mr, Sheppard, has been camped
within a mile of Alberni, they have
made themselves very popular with the
inhabitants, their conduct has heen a
credit to themselves and to their chief
and the people see them leave with re-
gret,

W. Lindsay and D. McKenzle recent-
1y returned from a timber staking tour
and reported having located a num-
ber of valuable, timber claims in the
vicinity of Taylor Arm, a tributary of
Sproat lake. They returned on the 8th
inst., accompanied by T. Haslam, son
of Andrew Haslam of Nanaimo, the
inspector of log scalers for the prov-
ince, fo the same neighborhood,

The hay harvest is proceeding siowly,
farmers being handicapped by the diffi-
culty of securing iabor. The local gov-
ernment, with its usual inaotitude for
keeping in touch with the people, or-
dained that the road work should be
started in the middle of the haying sea-
son, which tended to firease the
stringency, and farmers are wondering
if the roads would suffer much if re-
paired. directly after harvest. or for
that part of it, before harvest!

GIRL'S CONFESSION,

Admits Firing Shot But Did Not In-
tend to Kill Man—Is Charged
With Manslaughter.

Burnup fell,
but Whitney, who was apparently not
irjured, escaped.

MARCONI COMPANY
(1AM MONOPOLY

OF THE WIRELESS
BUSINESS IN CANADA

Hon. W. Templeman Denies That
Any Contract Rights Are
Being Violated.

Ottawa,. July 10.—Hon. W, Temple-
man, acting minister of marine, denies
the charge by the Marconi Company
that the contract ri&hts of the com-
pany with the government are being
violated or infringed.

The company claim that their con-
tract made with the gzovernment in
1902 gives them a monepoly of the wire-
less business in Canada to the “exclu-
sion of all other wireless systems. The
government will not admit such a
sweeping monopoly. The 'dispute has
been brought to a head:by the installa-
tion on the Pacific of wireless stations
by the government. The avowed inten-
tion of the government is to operate
these stations 4itself. The Marconi
Company contend that they should
have been given the right to erect and
equip these stations and operate them
for all time to come the same as the
Atlantic stations,

THe other action' of the government
of which the Marconi;Company com-
plain, is the issuing of licenses without
which no ship or station can do com-
mercial wireless business in Canada.
The license specifies that, the ship or
company which recenegf it shall ex-
change business with any other wire-
less company which? ofﬂep At to them.

Recently the. Martoni {Gompany ar-
ranged to equip three C. P. R. steamers
on the Pacific coast with wireless ap-
paratus and applied for licenses to op-
erate them, se were the first li-
censes for wireless ‘issued after the
government. had deecided upon the li-
censing system. After receiving the
license the company claimed that its
rights were infringed and declined to
pay the license fee. They object to
the provision that there shall be any|
exchange of‘business with any other
company. The government believes
+that it is within its rights under
contract and  that its action is in
the public interest. '

CASE FOR DEFENCE
NEARLY COMPLETE

Examination of Haywood and Moyer
Will Probably Occupy Re-
mainder of Week.

Boise, July 10,—With the exception of
the testimony of Charles . Moyer, the
president, and William D. Haywood,
the secretary and .treasurer of the
Western Federation of Miners, the de~
fence in the Steunenberg Jnurder trial
will td-day close its case indirect. A
portion of the morning session having
keen given to the further reading of
depositions taken in San Francisco,
two or three witnesses will come up for
examination. Among these 1is Fred
Miller, one of the attorneys for Wm.
D. Haywood. Miller acted as attorney
for Harry Orchard when the self-con-
fessed murderer of Steunenberg was
arrested at Caldwell. This, it was
charged, was in pursuance of an ar-
rangement made by Haywood that the
Western Federation of Miners would
defend the murderer.. So far the de-
fence has not denied that Miller was
retained in. the interests of the Feder-
ation. It is alieged that Miller's po-
sition to Orchard ceased only after the
prisoner had made his confession to
Detective McParland.

It is probable that the examination
of Moyer and Haywood will take up
all the remainder of the week.

Ever since the case against. Hay-
wood there has been rumors of prob-
- ability of a confession: to Detective
McParland. According to best possible
information from a  reliable source,
there is not the slightest fourfdation
for the reports.

The statement has-been that society
women of Boise are interesting them-
selves in an effort to influence. Mrs.
Moyer to secure a confession from her
husband. For such reports there is
not the slightest foundation. A state-
ment to this effect  is authorized by
counsel for both sides and both Moyer
and his wife.

SENTENCED TO DEATH.

SEARCHING FOR
SHEENA VICTIMS

WRECKAGE IS MENACE
T0 NAVIGATION

Steamer Northwest . Crashed Into
Ring Bolt Isiand Shortly Before
Mount Royal Catastrophe.

A dispatch was received yesterday
by the local marine and fisheries de-
partment to the effect that the wreck-
age of the steamer Mount Royal in

JKitsalas canyon econstituted a menace

to navigation. The dispatch, which
came from Capt. Johnson, the master
of the Mount Rayal, asked if he should
have the wreck blown'up by dynamite.
This will be done when it has been as-
certained that none of the bodies of
the victims are entangled in the wreck-
age which marks the seene of the dis-
aster, 5

Although three search parties have
been engaged during the past few days
ing going up and down the banks of
Kitsalas canyon, and algo further
down the stream, their offorts towards
locating the five bodies of the vietims
have proved fruitless. All down the
banks the stream is marked with
creeks and crannies, and the task is
therefore a very difficult one. The
search will continue without intermis-
sion, and it is fully expected that the
hodies, of the unfortunate men Wwill
ceme to light before many days have
passed.

On the morning of the 3rd of July,
a week ago, as the steamer Northwest
was approaching this dangerous spot,
at 8.30 in the morning, she crashed
into the rocks at almost the identical
point where the Mount Royal was
wrecked. The bow of the Northwest
was protected by artificial woodwork,
and this crumpled up and was carried
away by the force of the collision,’ The
woodwork savéd the Northwest from
shipwreck, and she swung off the rocks
and proceeded on her course.

The following special dispatch was
received yesterday fromAberdeen, at
the mouth ‘of the Skeena river: First
Officer Lewis and Fireman Frayne
were killed by the explosion of the
boiler of the Mount Royal. THhe ex-
plosion occurred when the vessel turn-
ed turtle and the members of the crew
were carried under.

Joseph Offut, deckhand of the Mount
Royal, told the Province correspondent
here to-day that when he was floating
through the canyon on the wreckage
he | saw Purgser O'Keefe swimming
bravely towards him,: but the young
man was carried under in a whirlpool
and disappeared. Offut was 6n the up-
per deck handling lines when the ves-
sel turned completely over;: =carrying
him under,
face he found himself near some wreck-
age, and with other persons he climbed
on the upturned bottom of the boat.

A gmall boat with two lady passen-
gers, Mrs. Phillips and Miss Tomlinson,
arrived at Essington early this morn-
ing, having travelled nearly all night.
They were brought down by Indians
and two of the deckhands.

A larger canoe, with part-of the crew
and several other passengers, arrived
at 10 o’clock this morning, bringing
also the body of Steward Willis. The
remains were turned over to Mr. W.
A. Wadhams, who will have the body
placed in a sealed coffin for forwarding
to relatives of the young man at Vic-
toria. The body will“be sent by the
Princess Beatrice, which passed here
this morning on her way north.

The survivors who arrived to-day
declared that it was simply miraculous
that every one aboard was not drown-
ed. All speak in glowing terms of
the bravery and presence of 'mind of
Capt. Johnson and the splendid dis-
cipline of the crew during the few
minutes of imminent peril

It is believed that the engines of the
vessel can be recovered from the after
part of the hull, which is stranded .on
a bar at the foot of the camyon. The
steamer Northwest, which has for sev-
eral days been undergoing'repairs here
for injuries to her bow from striking
on the same rock which brought the
end of the Mount Royal, will leave
to-morrow for Hazelton. The Hudson’s
Bay steamer Hazelton, on the Stickine,
is coming down this afternoon to take
the Skeena run for the remainder of
the season.

ALD. HALL ON
WATER QUESTION

ADVICE IN CASE OF
ADVERSE DECISION

He Would Favor Looking Into Sooke
Lake’s Possibilities as Source
of Supply.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

Ald. Hall, who- has all along taken
such a deep interest in the water ques-
tion, was asked this morning what-he
thought would be tje outa@dme if the
decision in the city's; appeal before-the
Privy Council now anxiously awaited,
went against the .municipality and. in
favor of the Esquimalt Waterworks
Company. Ald. Hall was somewhat
loath fo express an opinion until the
judgment was handed -down, but in
view of the fact that the city had to be
prepared for an adverse decision as
well as one in its favor, he finally ex-
pressed hig view of the situation.

He advocates a full examination into
the sifuation at Sooke Lake if the Privy
Council gives a decision against +the
city. Ald. Hall point& out that he has
always held the opinion that Sooke
Lake as a source of supply for the city
should be fully looked into. It was for
that reasen that he, suggested when
the expert Adams was here that he
should look into' its possibilities. The
suggestion then made by him was act-
ed upon and a report obtained from
Adams on that as g source of supply.
The expert reported at that time that
the expenditure involved would, in his
opinion, be too great to warrant the
‘city undertaking the scheme of deriv-
ing water from there.

Ald. Hall, however,- thinks that
should the judgment of the Privy Coun-
cil be agathst the city the Sooke Lake
proposition ought to be carefully gone
inte. It is possible.that a careful ex-
amination might reveal the fact that
there is a place where, by tunnelling,
the water main might be brought into
the city by ‘a2 much less circuitous
route, and therefore at a less expense
than the generally accepted way,

In any event, the cost might be re-
duced to a figure which would make it
little higher that what the city might
be expected to have to pay for the
Esquimalt Waterworks Company’s
posgessions if the judgment is to-the
effect that the company has the sole
right to the Goldstream supply.

Ald. Hall thinks- that- the Esquimalf
company would probably want about
one million and a third for their rights,
if the decision is in their favor,. The
cosit: of the conduct of the water.to the
*itye amlded .to this. would bring .the
total expense to Victoria to over $3,000,-
000.. It is possible, Ald. Hall thinks,
that an investigation of the situation
at Booke Lake might result in it being
found that the water might be brought
from there to the city at little less cost
than the acquisition and conveyance
of the Goldstream supply.

At the same time Ald. Hall is not in
favor of the city relinquishing any
rights to the Highland district. That
might be found the most advisable
source of supply, and in any event it
might be of great importance as a
place for power supply in case the city

would be precluded from using the wad

ter of Sooke Lake for that purpese.

Speaking of Sooke Lake as a source
for Victoria, Ald. Hall points out that
as it is 862 feet above the sea level and
that when due allowance is made for
the loss of pressure in conveying the
water through the pipes te Victoria
there would still be an adequate head
at the city. At the city limits the wa-
ter would represent a height of 241
or about 20 feet above the highest
point in Victoria, It would represent
52 feet greater height than Elk Lake at
the lake,

Ald. Hall thinks it was a pity that
the city did not act on the recommen-
dation of the water committee last
yvear and provide for a reservoir being
put in capable of holding two or three
days’ supply of water. That would be
a necessity in any event, as it would
provide against the city being cut oft
from water should anything go wrong
with the main pipe line.

GRAND LODGE WILL

Decision of Ruling Body of Ancient
Order of United Work-
men in Michigan.

Detroit, Mich., July 10.—After a long
and stubborn battle against heavy
odds to place the order in Michigan on
a stable footing the Grand Lodge of
Michigan, Ancient Order of TUnited
Workmen, yesterday voted to surren-
der its charter. In spite of a number
of increases in the insurance rates the
death claims have accumulated faster
than the receipts. It is stated that the
Grand Lodge faces an indebtedness of
$140,000 with only June collections and
a balance of about $50,000 which the
Grand Lodge has been endeavoring
for some time to-collect from the Su-
preme lodge. The national organ says
that in eight years the membership in
Michigan has dropped from 30,000 to
iess than 3,000, To-day’s action will
be reported to state insurance com-
missioner J. V. Barry and it is said
will probably lead to receiver proceed-
ings.

ONE OF SURVIVORS

fleven of Crew Were on Board When
Steamer Turned Turtle—The
Rescue.

Kitselas, B. C., July 8.—Asg it may be
interest to your readers and to the

rublic in general to have a detailed
iccount as to the loss of the steamer
Mount Royal, allow me, as a passen-
ger and an eye witness of the terrible
catastrophe, to give you a report.

Leaving Hazelton 2t 9 a. m. sharp on
the 6th Inst.,, and with the waving of
hands and handkerchiefs to the people
ashore, the steamer went along with
the swift current into an eddy where
she made a turn, and In a few minutes
we were in the forks of the Skeena
and Bulkley rivers on a first class and
powerful steamer, commanded by an
excellent captain, gool and calculating.
All were well. There was very little
fretght on board, but unfortunately it
was of considerable value. Time as
usual went too quickly.

About 11 o’clock we stopped to take
on fuel and this took considerable
iime. Lunch was now served and the
inajority of us did justice to the same,
nd I fancy now I see Purser O'Keefe
by my side smiling all over and Mate
Lewis with his quiel ways on the left.

A powerful blast of the whistle told
is we were close to Meanskinisht,
known to mest travelers as the “Hoiy
City” and in charge Rev. R. Tomlin-
son, a worthy and, needless to say, gen-

Irishman, who not only ministers
 the natives spiritually but medicin-
allly. Here®" we let off two prospectors
and took on Miss A. L. Tomlinson, who

s making her first trip outside in nine-
teen years.

The captain gave the order ‘“Let Go”
and once more we glided down the
river, occasionally backing to make
some big bend In the river or to avoid

rock. We had possibly forty miles
t0o go before reaching the canyon, so
many Iindulged. in forty winks, while

thers were taking in the scenery,
grander to my mind, than anything I
kave ever seen.

About 2 p. m. we passed Lorne Creek
rlacer grounds, and at 3 p. m. an ex-
tra long blast of the whistle announced
we were going through the canyon,
O’Keefe remarking to me they had not
touched a rock this year.

At 3 p. m. by my watch we entered
the head and O’Keefe said” “Hold on
tight boys,” for a gust of wind had
caught her bow and no one on™8arth’
could prevent the crash on the flat rock,
throwing her bow up at least three feet.
The gang plank was run out and a
heavy cable fastened to a tree. The
captain stood at her wheel, knowing
the staunchness of his craft, and I
could hear him talking to his engineer,
*Is she-making water?” “No, sir,”
came the answer.

He then ordered the mate to make
fast to the cleats fore and aft to pro-
vent, if possible, her swinging across
the current. Still no immediate danger
was anticlpated, but to us on shore it
seemed impossible for her to stand the
strain. ;

Other passengers got off, and I gave
them a hand on to the rock. Some even
ventured back and got their belongings.
My own were probably of more value
than any, but life was too 8ear to take
any such risks.

The water was now swashing her
down. Still she stood the strain and
came back and the captain was still
at the wheel. Learning that water was
coming on the deck, he ordered all
hands ashore. Hardly had he done so
when she turned over almost instantly.
He had just stepped out of the pilot
house. The boat slid off the rock and
turned turtle with no less than eleven
of her crew aboard. And all in less
than ten minutes from the time we en-
tered the canyon. .

As the once splendid steamer floated
down, bottom up, her poor skipper
dropped prostrated and wept like a
child for his brave men, for, allow me
to state, I never saw finer discipline or
a finer lot of men.

Our eyes were now peering to see who
were climbing through the wreckage
on to the bottom, and I could see four
men, and another trying, who proved
to be Madigan, who had faithfuily
stuck to his engines to the very last.

It is miraculous how Good, the sec-
ond engineer, got ashore on the other
island from her engine room and also
the skipper from her pilot house, but
% omly shows the splendid stuff they
were made of.

O’Keefe and Frayne could have been
raved, as they were on shore at one
{ime helping the passengers, but went
bhack aboard to help with the lines and
consequently never returned. Strange
to relate, the men we expected to learn
were drowned were saved, dnd others
viee versa.

The survivors were picked up strand-
ed on a sandbar by Indians and others
at the lower end of the canyon, and
the Indian deck hand who rescued a
grip for me and Jones, firetnan, were
in turn rescued. The grip not only
contained valuable papers for me from
J. L. Schoffield & Co., but also a letter

DESCRIPTION OF
KITSALAS CANYON

Wreck of Mount Royal Due to Com-
bination of Circumstances En-
tirely Unforeseen.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Little by little details of the terrible
catastrophe on' the Skeena river when
the Mount Royal went to her destruc-
tion and carried with her six lives, are
coming to hand. *Yesterday the Hud-
sen’s Bay Company received a tele-
gram from Captain Johnson, stating
that the mails had been discovered. He
further stated that a continuous search
was being made for the other five bad-
ies but as yet none of them ha@ come
to light. The telegram does not state
the exact position where the mails
were located.

In dealing with the victims ic yes-
terday’s issue an omission was made
in speaking of the filreman, Bert
Frayne, who met his death in the
waters of Kitsalas canyon. It might
be mentioned that his parents live at
Alert Bay and as far as can be gath-
ered they have not as yet heard of the
fate which has overtaken their son. It
is unlikely that they can receive the
news until such time as either the
Camosun or the Queen City, both of
which vessels leave this port this ev-
ening, can reach Alert Bay.
Bay is not in communication with
either Victoria or the Mainland other
than by steamers.

Soms iiea can
be gained of the terrible nature of the
passage shou'd the conditions be any-
thing out of the ordinary and the very
intervention of a cross current iz suf-
ficlent to drive the vessel out of its
course. It may be stated that before
making the voyage down the canyon
the prevailing conditions are always
ascertained. The following description
is by one who is thoroughly acquainted
with the canyon and who within recent
months has been in that district:

“On entering the canyon,” he says,
“the first thing which strikes the ob-
server is the rocky sides which rise
fifty feet sheer to two hundred or three
hundred feet in. a shelving fashion.
There is no uniformity, however, fh
these heights. The centre of the chan-
nel is obstructed by two islands which
form three channels, two of which can
be used by steam boats. At high water
the third channel is transformed into
a roaring gorge. It is possible to esti-
mate the immensity of the volume of
the water which rushes down the can-
yon by the fact that drift logs, some of
which are five feet through, are to be
found thirty feet above the usual level
of the river. A canoce passing through
either channel must travel straight for
the mouth of the canyon into which it
slides like a piece of wood shooting
a mill sluice. So swift is the rush of
water that even a powerful stern
wheeler like the Mount Royal has to
haul herself through by means of steel
wire cable attached to the shore. This
of course, is only nécessary when as-
cending the river.

“As will be readily understood, two
such volumes of water meeting at the
foot of the dividing island cause, when
they come in cortact, such a turmoil
that no ordinary small canoe, even
when manned by Indians of lifelong ex-
perience, can attempt the passage un-
der the most favorable circumstances.
It is only at certain times that the
forty foot dugouts with a five or six
foot beam can safely attempt to run
the canyon on account of the huge
waves, boiling eddies and the frightful
surging and whirling of this minature
maelstrom. Once through, the voyoger
has' yet to encounter a dangerous ob-
stacle in the form of a sharp pointed
rocky butiress. This must be circum-
navigated with the utmost carefulness
and no time must be lost_or the canoe
will be swept on the rocks and dashed
to pieces. When this piece of the wa-
ters is navigated, the rest of the voyage
is comparatively smooth sailing.

“It is a well known feature in navi-
gation that when a boat is ,running
with the tide or current, she must, in
order to obtain efficient steerage way,
be propelled at a greater speed than

the rate of the gurrent of water with |from the smo

Alert

which she is travelling. From this it
will be seen that it is no light matter
to launch a boat into the head of one
of these canyons, the water of which
are ailready travelling about 10 knots
an hour. Added to this there is a fur-
ther difficulty in steering owing to the
aerated condition of the water, which,
lacking uniform density, leaves the
man at the wheel constantly contending
against an ever varying factor in keep-
ing his course. Hence . it may be seen
how great experience, combined with
iron nerve on the part of the most
careful pilot, may meet with a combi-
nation -of forces requiring a greater
rapidity of mechanical action than the
inanimate parts of a boat are capable
of responding to.”

From the above description it can be
gathered that the recent deplorable
wreck of the Mount Royal was due to
a combination of circumstances which
in the experience of navigating the
Skeena has never arisen before. The
accident was of a nature which could
not be foreseen and which the meost
skilful navigator in the world would
be unable to guard against. Captain
Johnson obviously did everything in
his power, but during the last voyage
of the Mount Royzl a condition of
affairg entirely unlooked for arose and
sent the steamer to her destruction.
,For the last sixteen years, indeed
during the time that the Hudson’'s Bay
Company has been running vessels on
the coast line, no accident of any mag-
nitude has occurred, :and not a single
life has been lost in the service of the
company by means of shipwreck. This
fact alone is eloquent testimony of the
efficiency of the officers employed by
the company, and will make the sym-

pathy of the public all the greater in

view of the recent disaster which has
overtaken six sérvants and the steamer
Mount Royal in the River Skeena.

There is no question that the striet
discipline maintained on the steamers
of the Hudson’s Bay €ompany, averted
the loss of practically all on board.
Every day the crew on board the
steamers are made to stand 4o their
places on thessignal being given for
drill. There is no question the men
answered ‘at once on Saturday and
with the exception of the six men all
escaped. ;

It is regarded as certain that- J.
O’Keefe, must have gone back to his
room to get some of the valuable
papers of which as purser he was the
custodian. He was a powerful swim-
mer, a good athlete and would, under
ordinary circumstances, have been one
of the most likely to escape. His faith-
fulness to duty most likely cost him his
life. ,

TRAGEDY N
BULLION CAMP

JAPANESE SHOT BY
' FELLW COUNTRYMAN

Succumbed to His Injuries. Without
Being Able to Make Statement
--Assailant Arrested.

Bullion, B. C., July 9.—The -residents
cf Bullion and neighborhood were
thrown into a state of excitement on
Sunday evening by the news of a
shooting affray in the Japanese camp.
The Japanese are quartered in newly
erected buildings. at the lower end of
the camp.

About half past seven, several Jap-
anese were seen running in the direc-
tion of the hospital to summon a doc-
tor. One informed some whites that a
Japanese had been shot.

Dr. Boyd and several residents were
quickly on the spot and found a Jap-
anese, Kondo, lying on the floor of the
bunkhouse, being attended by one of
the others. He seemed in a bad. way,
having received three wounds, ome in
the left side of the neck, one in the
abdomen and the other in the leg,

His assailant, Y. Mikami, was imme-
diately arrested by Mr. Loveridge, mine
foreman. He refused to say anything
about ‘the shooting and little informa-
tion could be gleaned from the others,
except that Mikami fired three shots
with a forty-four calibre revolver, bull
dog type, with the muzzle of the gun
almost touching his victim.

Kondo was unconscious when first
attended by the doctor, but recovered
somewhat later though not sufficiently
to make any statement of the cause
of the assault. He gradually relapsed
into unconsciousness and died at 12:30
yesterday morning.

No motive has yet been discovered
for the crime and it is. made all the
more unaccountable by the fact that
as a rule the Japanese working here
have always in the past been most
peaeeable. and contented among them-
selves.

The victim.and assailant came from
Vancouver.

The inquest will be held this even-

ing by Coroner Stephenson, of Quesnel
Forks.

FIRE EXTINGUISHERS
ON PASSENGER CARS

Order Has Been Issued By Railway
Commission--The Inspection of
Trestles.

Ottawa, July 9.—An order has been
signed by the railway commission pro-
viding that there must be a fire ex-
tinguisher at either end of passenger
‘coaches, which must be of a pattern
approved by the board, and recharged
every three months. There is a penalty
of $25 for mnon-compliance. Trestles
must be carefully inspected and pro-

visions made to guard against es
stacks of engines.

SPLENDID DREDGE
FOR THIS COAST

——————

WILL BE READY
IN THE AUTUMN

Craft of the Most Modern Type Wil
Be Shipped West This
Month.

Ottawa, July 9.—When in Toronto

Hon, Wm. Templeman visited the Pol-
son iron works and inspected the
dredge in course of construction for
British Columbia, and which is to sup-
plant the Mud Lark.

Some of the delay that has occurred
in completing this machine is attribut-
able to the fact that after tHe order
was given the engineer in charge of
governnient dredges decided that the
new dredge should be the best of its
kind on the continent, and to bring it
up to that standard it was necessary
to revise the plans and specifications
of the hull and machinery. This was
done, and the dredge when finished will
undoubtedly be as powerful and as per-
fect in all its details as it is possible
to make it.

The large steel hull was receiving the
last plates, and will be knocked down
ready for shipment in the course of a
week or two. The engines, boiler and
machinery are all practically complet-
ed. The boiler was to have been eleven
feet in diameter, but has been made
about ten feet to permit of the car
carrying it passing through the tunnels
on the C. P. R.

The machinery is exceptionally strong
gnd of the latest design. The dipper
is not .of the largest size, having a
capacity of five yards, but it is strong
and quick in its operation.

Hon. Mr. Templeman was informed
that the dredge, in a semi-ready con-
dition, would be shipped during #the
present meonth and that during the
mionth of August the work of putting
it together would be in progress at
New Westminster, where the King Ed-
ward was “erected” in the same way.
The freight bill will be about $10,000.

The wood work, such ag the quarters
for the men, the large spuds, etc., will
be built in British Columbia, and if a
sufficient number of mechanics can be
secured to do this as quickly as it is
possgible to do it, the dredge: should be
ready for itsg trial test in October or
November. .

There will be accommodation: for 40
men, which would be the number em-
ployed when two gangs were required—
one at night and one in day. Hon. Mr.
Templeman has been of opinion that
the building of this dredge was being
unnecessarily delayed, and visited the
ship yard to see for himself. After see-
ing what has been done and hearing
the explanations of Mr. Polson he ex-
pressed himself as highly pleased with
the progress now being made, and par-
ticularly with the class of machine that
the department of public works is pro-
viding for the Pacific Coast.

AUTO ACCIDENT.
Aeronaut and Two Women Companions
Injured in Collisions.

New York, July 8.—Dr. Julian
Thomas, the agronaut, lies in a serious
condition at Fordham hospital to-day,
suffering from a compound: fracture of
the leg and internal-injuries received
in an automobile accident last night
when the machine, carrying the aero-
naut and two - women companions,
crashed into a trolley pole in the Bronx.

Physicians said to-day that Dr.
Thomas might have to suffer the am-
putation of his leg. Miss Florence
Haas, an actress, -who, . with Miss
Grace Rogers, was with Dr. 'Thomas
when the accident occurred, was so
seriously injured that physlciax}:, ampu-
tated her left leg to-day. Miss Rogers
was injured internally, but probakly
will recover.

Dr. Thomas and his friends were
traveling at a high rate of speed down
Jerome avenue last night. Near the
entrance of Woodlawn Cemetery the
road makes a sharp turn which the
aeronaut evidently did not see in the
darkness. His machine crashed into a
heavy trolley pole and Dr. Thomsas and
his two companions were flung out of
the machine as if from a catapuit.

UMBRELLAS CONFISCATED,

Port Townsend, Wn., July 8.—Ah
Moon, a Chinese passenger on the
steamship Tremont, who attempted to
smuggle a bundle of Chinese umbrellas
into the United States, was detained by
the customs officers who confiscated
the property.

MAYOR MORLEY ABLE
T0 SHOW AUTHORITY

Resolution Produced Under Which
He Sent out the lnstructions
to Those Concerned

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Mayor Morley last Monday at the city
council meeting made answer to the ac-
cusations of his brother license commis-
sioners charging him with using the rame
of the board to send out wholly unauthor-
ized notices to the licensed premises hold-
ers. He won his case by the producilon
of a resolution passed by the license com-
missioners at the last meeting unani-
mously, in which the chief of police and
the clerk of the board were authorized to
visit the licensed premises in the city and
to prepare a report showing where each
building did not comply with the provi-
gions of the liquor regulations. - The
resolution was sworn to by the clerk of
the board, and read as follows:

“Resolved and passed, that the chief of
police, with the assistance of the clerk,
prepare a list of all licenses, and that the
clerk shall, not later than seven clear
days previous:to the next sitting of the
board of license commissioners, give the
required notice to the holder of a license
where such license appears to be held
irregularly or where the premises do not
comply with the requirements of city by-
law No. 503, to appear at the next sitting
of the commissioners and there fftake ap-
plication for the renewal of - their li-
censes.”

Mayor Morley, when he had finished
reading the resolution, said .that he was,
in sending out the notices over which the
trouble had arisen, only seeing that the
orders of the board were being carried
out.. He was surprised at the action of
the other commissioners.

Ald. Ross, one of the commissioners,
was in his place at the council cirele, but
he vouchsafed no  reply. The Mayor
found a vehicle for the introduction of his
explanation. and refutation. when the fol-
lowing resolution was moved by Ald.
Gleason and seconded by Ald. Meston:

“Be it resolved that the chief of police
be instructed forthwith after the second
Tuesday in July to make report to the
Mayor of all retail liquor license holders
and hotels and restaurants .and grocers
who have failed to make the necessary
alterations to conform to the liguor Ili-
cense regulation by-law, as required by
section 9 of the said by-law, and that the
board of licensing commissioners be re-
quested to serve upon such persons the
seven. days’ notice to apply for renewal
pursuant to section 3 of the said by-law.”

This motion paved the way to some ‘dis-
cussion on the much-maligned liquor by-
law. The Mayor had his say in regard to
the license commissioners, as recorded:
above, and then Ald. Vincent and Ald.
Henderson asked whether there was any
necessity for passing this resolution. The
Mayor said thét such an action would
purely administrative, and that, wheth
the council wished to pass it or not, h
had power fo enforce the by-law by or-
dering the inspection of these saloons.

“Then what do you want to come to the
council for?”’ queried Ald. Vincent, who
has never supported the by-law with any-
thing more than luke-warm manner.

‘“Because I like the courcil to be cog-
nizant and in fayor of all that I do,”” was
the Mayor’s rejoinder.

Later in the discussion the Mayor said
that, out of seventy licensed premises in
the city, only one had, up to the middle
of last week, complied with' the provi-
sions of the by-law. It was quite neces-
sary that the second round of inspeetion
be made.

One of the aldermen remarked that if
this was the case the majority cf the li-
cenges in the city would be lost at the
half yearly: meeting of the license com-
missioners next week. The Mayor point-
ed out that it was possible for the board
to grant a temporary license and adjourn
its meeting for_thirty days, if it wished to
extend the time allowed for the altera-
tions to be made.

The resolution to- inspect the saloons
was then put to the vote and passed
unanimously. 3

IAPANESE ARE
NOT ALARMED

BY TRANSFER OF
UNITED STATES SHIPS

Tokio Paper Says it is Result of
Growing Strategical Importance
of Pacific.

Tokio, July 9.—The Anaki publishes
an interview with a Japanese naval ex-
pert who says: “It would be improper
to infer a demonstration in the trans-
fer of the American fleet to the Pacific.
This movement is part of a pre-ar-
rangement and is a result of the con-
stant growth of the American navy
and the incregsing importance of the
Pacific from @ stragical point of view.
No slgniﬁcarg{, need be attached until
at least thir.y ships have been trans-
ferred to the Pacific.”

The Ashai also published an artiocle
setting forth the same views. It re-
grets the American fleet ‘cannot visit
Japan to reassert her sincerity and to
reciprocate the naval hospitality ex-
tended to the visiting Japanese war-
ships at Jamestown. The paper also
urges the abrogation of artiele 2 of the
existing commercial treaty in order to
put an end to the cause of the anti-
Japanese feeling at San Francisco.

Almost all the peapers treat the mat-
ter with calmness, finding it is natural
for the United States to redistribute its
naval forces as a result of its imperial
policy. They generally express regret
that it will be impossible for Japan to
extend hospitality to American officers

in return to that shown the Japanese
officers at Jamestown.

London View.

London, July 9.—The Daily Mail, in
an article on the Japanese-American
situation, says:

“Around the immense arena of the
Pacific Oceafi the embattied nations of
the world are gathering as the nations

gathered around  the Mediterranean:

two thousand years ago. A  careful
observation will cause the universal
agreement that the great events of the
20th century probably will be around
the rim of this vast saucer. War be-
tween Japan and America is almost
unthinkable. We believe the intentions
of the States, of both countries, are
profoundly pacific, and that the inoi-
dents at San Francisco are not re-
spongible for the movement of the Am-
erican fleet.

“Japan commenced the war with
Russia without previous declaration by
destroying half of the Russian fleet.
Such a move was very effective the
first time it was performed, and hence-
forth no nation will wait for the formal
declaration of war, but will be ready
to strike while there are yet no signs
of a diplomatic rupture. The cautious
and wise statesmen directing the Am-
erican policy are mnot violating prud-
ence in deciding to concentrate their
forces around the region where they
can detect the menace on the obscure
horizon,”

To Strengthen Positions.

New York, July 9.—According to a
‘Washington dispatch to the World Sec-
retary of the Navy Metcalf will sail for
the Hawalian on July 27th to inspect
the naval base and fortifications there
with a view to making plans to con-
gress for strengthening the position.
Secretary of Commerce Strauss will
sail on the same steamer to look into
the immigration system of the island
and inquire imto the reports that Jap-
anese are flocking to the islands. Sec-
retary Metecalf goes in order to be able
to assist President Roosevelt in per-
suading congress to provide for a
larger navy, to strongly fortify the
Philippines and Hawaii, and strengthen
the fortifications of the Atlantic and
Pacific coasts.

Delighted With Situation.

St. Petersburg, July 9.—The Novoe
Vremya expresses delight at the pres-
ent state of relations between Japan
and the United States, says it hopes
for the worst, states that the contro-
versy over minor happenings in Cali-
fornia is a ‘“‘“mere blind,” asserts that
Japan is ambitious to control the trade
of the Pacific by the quasi open door,
and adds that she is representing her-
self as being the injured side.

. Continuing, the Novoe Vremya says:

Japan cleverly negotiated agreements
and alliances with European powers,
warded off the possibility of a coalition
against her and narrowed her: oppon-
ents down to a single enemy, This is
America, who, like Russia, is at a dis-
advantage, lacking army and navy on
two oceans. The American tenure of
the Philippines is virtually on suffer-
ance at the will of Japan, but will give
America time to prepare for their de-
fence.”

The Novoe Vremya also indicates
that Russia will be forced to observe
neutral attitude.

DRIVEN INSANE BY HEAT.

Plasterer Attacked ~Fellow-Workers
With Hatchet, Serously Wound-
ing Two of Them.

New York, July 8.—Becoming suddens
ly insane, probably from heat, whiie
at work on the new building of tle
Trust Company of America at 37 Wall
street,. to-day, a plasterer ran amuck
with a hatchet among his fellow-work-
ers. He attacked three of them, two of
whom were probably fatally injured.

came _this week when the local Con-
servative organ, the West, editorially
stated that the attitude of a certain
faction of the party in Eastern Can-
ada in making nominations before a
regrganization and regeneration took
place might “‘result in the Comnserva-
tives in this’province being forced to
take. an Independent stand in the
forth-coming elections.”

WORK OF AN “INFORMATION
BUREAU.”

We gather from .the tenor of certain
dispafches periodically appearing " in
the Tory press of Eastern and Westérn
Canada that the McBride advertising
agency, established in London previous
to the late provincial election, and
doubtless maintained out of the provin-
cial revenue, is still in active opera-
tion. Mr. R. E. Gosnell, late editor of
the Colonist. is understood to be at the
head of this enterprising bureau of
“mis-information.” = During the so-
journ of the premier in London in con-
nection with the mission we are now
told had for its object the elimination
of the words {final and unalterable”
from the resolutions passed by the in-
ter-provincial conference, this vera-
cious dgency sent broadcast through-
out Canada the “news” that Sir Wil-
frid Laurier appeared before the Col-
onial Secretary and opposed the case
presented by the Premier of British
Columbia, although Premier McBride
himself has been forced to admit that

in the conference which met at Ottawa
and passed the resolutions upon which

the necessary Imperial legislation Iis
founded, Sir Wilfrid upheld the con-
tentions' of the representative of Bri-
tish Columbia. The Ilatest dispatch
from the aforesaid bureau says that
the Premier of Canada was absent on
the continent at the timé Premier Mc-
Bride was conducting the negotiations
which have borne such good fruit. This
admission of falsification of facts is
not made in consequence of a repeént-
ant, or remorseful spirit, but as a pre-
liminary to the publication of a state-
ment equally untrue and malicious. It
is admitted that Sir Wilfrid did net
appear before the ‘Colonial Secretary
for the purpose of oppesing the -re-
guest of Premier McBride, but that he
has just. learned of the success which
attended the mission of that great man,
that he is very wroth, and has asked
that the words “final and unalterable”
be restored to the Imperia} bill, which is
now before the House of Lords. A very
creditable story, truly. It implies that
the Prémier of Canhada has been living
in seclusion during all the time he has
beén on the other side of the Atlantic,
taking no interest whatever in the fate
of a measure of great importance to
the federal government, and of every
provincial admrinistration in Canada.
But this unique bureau was establish-
ed, at the public expense, for the ex-
press purpose of advertising our won-
derful premi®r. It must do something
to justify its existence. Doubtless we
shall hear from it regularly.

NOT ENTHUSIASTIC ABOUT THE
ALL-RED LINE.

Lord Strathcona is not so sanguine
of the success of the all red-line steam-
ship and railway scheme as he ought
to be, considering the importance of
the matter to the people of Great Brit-
ain.” The Canadian High Commissioner
has no doubts about the active co-oper-
ation of Canada and Australia and
New Zealand in the great enterprise.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the originator of the
scheme, has already given his assur-
ance that there is no doubt whatever
as to thée attitude of the Canadian gov-
ernment. The governments pf Aus-
tralia and New Zealand are equally
enthusiastic. Some of the leading men
in the British government have
also committed themseives to the
work—among them Messrs. Birrell and
Lloyd-George, uncompromising free-
traders, whose attitude in the first in-
stance was regarded as extrefnely
doubtful. They attended the sessicns
of the late Imperial Conference, and
doubtless a measure of the Imperial
enthusiasm there manifested was in-
oculated into théir mental make-up. But
tnis enthusiasm has not yet been comn-
municated to their supporters in  the
House of Commons. Many of the lead-
ing free traders and radicals in that
chamber profess to be unable to see
the force of the arguments in favor of
the establishment of lines of commu-
nication which would be so heavily en-
dowed with taxes taken from the pock-
ets of the working classes; while, on
the other hand, the-protectionists who
profess to be freetraders while sup-
porting every measure that is protec-
tive in its principles, ask to be in-
formed why the government should
grant - heavy subsidies to a line of
steamships which would bring the
agricultural and other products of
Canada and Australia into more ef-
fective competition with the products
of the farmers of Great Britain and
Ireland. Lord Strathcona asks why if
the policy of encouraging faster means
of ecommunication with foreign na-
tions, such as the United States, is
good from a business point of view, it
becomes bad from any point of view
when applied to steamship lines run-
ning to British countries, The great
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new Cunarders which will soon be
placed in commission will be heavily
subsidized by the British government.
In fact, the government guarantees the
enormous interest charges upon - the
cost of thelr construction. The pcint
appears to us to be well taken. Wheth-
er it will appeal with force to the peo-
ple to whom it is addressed, is another
guestion. It is certain the all-red line
proposition is not being 'received  in
Great Britain with any marked degree
of fervor. If it is adopted, it will only
be after the most strenuous efforts on
the part df the governments interested
in the Britains beyond the seas and
on the part of ‘Lord Strathcona, who,
fortunately, is one of the most influen-
tial men prominently before the British
public to-day.

A professor of aeronautics sees no rea-
son why humz;n beings should not fly
with the facility characteristic of birds.
There is no.reason that we know of
except that humanity has not been fit-

-ted by nature for the business. The

birds have been at it a long time, and
nature, with her usual generosity, has
provided. them with all the
ments for flying. Their bones are spe-

require~

cially constructed, and in substitition
for human hair ang nails, they have

been given feathers. Humans and

birds may have had a common starting
point, but we have developed along
one line, they along another and dif-
ferent one. We can only become as the
birds are by reverting to original con-
ditions and taking advantage of - the
laws of nature. That is something we
cannot do of our own violition. Few of
us have any particular desire to revert.
We possess many advantages as we
are which we would not willingly sur-
render for the somewhat doubtful ad-
vantage. . of . flight. A . considerable
number of our natural disadvantages
we have already overcome, and we are
gradually wiping eut others. We can
new travel in railway trains and duto
cars as fast as the swiftest of winged
creatures. We can go up in balloons if
we desire a bird’s eye view of physical
nature and are willing to run a cer-
tain amount of risk for the sake of the
accompanying thrills. A man of great
scientific renown says we shall within
a few years be able to fly through
space in addition:to rising wup in it
Consequently we ‘cannot see that it
would be worth while to attempt' to
revert to the condition of birds for the
sake of securing a few winged advan-
tages. Why fly to ills we wot not
of in-the face of nature, which has de-
creed that we shall have dominion
over all things on the earth or in the
air just as we are on the point of vin-
dicating the judgment of the directdr
of our destinies?‘

The Haywood trial has been in pro-
gress for a goodly number of weeks,
and the end of it Is not yet in sight.
The procedure in United States courts
is beginning to assume all the charac-
teristics of a Chinese play, which runs
in some cases until the principal actors
die of old age. If the ratio‘of develop-
ment continues a line .of professional
jurars must be one of the results. One
of these days a case will arise in which
the jurors will be so long engaged that
they will lose their connection with
the trend of human affairs, such as
business'and politics. The only method
we can see of meeting such a contin-
gency is to furnish jurors with per-
manent employment.

RALPH'S PLAN
GIVES TROUBLE

DIFFICULTY ARISES
IN VICTORIA WEST

Property Owners Complain That They
- Are Not Being Fairly Treated
By City.

Victoria West seems doomed to have
a streét trouble. For years the Creig-
flower road was a dlsturping question,
and at times civil war was almost
threatened. That difficulty has been
passed and now a new oné arises. The
latest disturbance comes from the

adoption of Ralph’s plan as the official
one of thgt district, and the appoint-
ment of an arbitration commission to
settle the disputes arising out of it

The trouble in connection with this
is only beginning, the persons affected
only now realizing what is meant by
the action decided upon by the council.

E. M. Johnson, acting for so of the
owners in the affected district, is very
much exercised over what he contends
is a gross violation of the rules of
equity which the council are apparent-
ly practising in this instance. There is
apparently an attempt being made to
deprive people of lands without any
remuneration, and he contends that
the course pursued is most high hand-
ed. :

According to-Mr. -Johnson there is
room for serious doubt as to whether
the Ralph plans§ are really being used,
and doubt exists as to whether the city
has really proved the plans. The marks
which they make use of as belonging
to the Ralph surve} may belong to
some other survey, er) may have been
moved. No attempt has been made to
connect the survey up with well estab-
lished landmarks, s

If this contention be true there may-
be very serious -complications' arise.
When the city last year asked for the
authority from the provincial .legisla-
ture to make the Ralph map the -offi-
cial one for Victoria -West questions
were asked in the municipal committee
of the House as to what was meant by
it. Tt was asked if this was an at-
tempt to introduce a new order of
things. The answer was given that it
was not, but that it was really only
intended to give legislative sanction to
what was being practised, the Ralph
map being in use.

THE LIBEL CASE
IN SUPREME COURT

Further Evidence Given To-day in
the Action Brought By Major
McFarlane.

The libel action brought by Major
MacFarlane against F. W. Garnett is
still proceeding in the Suprente court
before Chief Justice Hunter. The

plaintiff alleges that he wag libelled by
the defendant in some letters written
by the latter to the press following
upon the plaintiff’s acquittal on a
charge of shooting-bulls near Duncans
without excuse.

Yesterday afternoon the prosecution
closed its case ang Mr. Bodwell, for the
defence, made his opening addresz to
the jury. The defence, he said, would
show that the letters written by Mr.
Garnett were not_dir8cted at the plain-
tiff in particular, but that they réfer-
red only in a genéral way to the mat-
ter of the shooting of bulls, a matter
that was of -interest to the whole com-
munity. Major MacFarlane had, said
Mr. Bodwell, taken the onus of the
shooting upon himself by applying the
remarks of the defendant in his com-
munications to the papers to himself.
The defence would show that two bulls
were shot and that the animals were
not vicious,

Mr, Mills objected to this, arguing
that the defence was praectically under-
taking to retry the plaintiff en a charge
of shooting bulls. The obiection was
overruled.

Arthur William Clayton was called.
He gsaid that he took several photo-
graphs at the request of the defendant.
The photographs were produced. They
were posed by Mr. Garnett and Willie
Hawkins to show the position occupied
by Hawkins and the major at the time
one of the bulls was shot.

Mr. Mills objected to the productioh-

of the photographs, but after hearing
his argument the Chief Justice over-
ryled it.

In cross-examining the witness Mr.
Mills met with a decided hostility.

“When did you take the photo-
graphs?” he asked.

“Some time last winter.”

“When?" asked Mr. Mills.

“I don’t remember,” said the wit-

‘ness, and he would vouchsafe no other

reply, although counsel endeavored to
draw one from him. Witness was ask-
ed if he had meen the letter in the
press which had caused the action by
the major. He refused to tell, and
when he left the box Mr. Mills had
learned nothing from him.

Willie aawking was put into the box
and gave evidence to the effect that he
posed the photographs which had been
filed as exhibits in" order to show the
respective positions of the major and
himself“on the 11th of July last year,
when the former shot at a bull.

There were several warm discussions
between counsel. and the argument
took an amusing turn. Mr Mills ob-
jected to mearly the whole of the evi-
dence offered by the defence on the
grounds that it was practically retry-
ing the former action, but was over-
ruled.

Frank Walter Garnett, the defendant,
was called and the last letter to the
newspapers which was written by him
was read over. He affirmed it, saying
that it was practically a resume of the
history of the trouble at Duncans,
which dated back to 1905, when two of
his cows were shot with buckshot. This
was the beginning of the bujl shooting
in the district.

The examination of the defendant,
F. W. Garnett, was continued by Mr.
Bodwell this marning. Several addi-
tional photpgraphs, which taken at the
instigation of the defendant to show
the location . of the alleged shooting,
were produced-and identified by him.

Cross-examined by Mr. Mills witnass
said that he asked for an extension cf
time in which to file his statement of
claim to allow of enquiries being made
in Ireland and the Northwest regard-
ing the plaintiff’s character.- He also
made enquiries from the military au-
thorities with the intention of discover-
ing whether the plaintiff had ever been
In the army. Witness, however, re-
fused to say anything concerning the
results of his investigations. Witness
said that he had never suggested that
the plaintiff shot any of his bulls, al-
though he had stated in a letter to the
Victoria Times that a bull had been
wounded on ‘Major MacFarlane’s
grounds. Pressed on. this point, he
said he did not think that, at the time
of writing the letter, he meant any
suggestions. Mr, Mills continued to
press the witness as to his intention
when he pointed out that “animals had
been shot on Major MacFarlane's
grounds,” and Mr." Bodwell objected.
He submitted that the question was not
one of intention, but it was a question
of what the words themselves meant.
Mr. Mills asked that the witness be
excluded while the argument wag in
progress, and this was done. After
hearing Mr. Bodwell’s argument Chief
Justice Hunter overruled the objec-
tion,

The cross-examination was continu-
ed, and witness admitted that he meant
to suggest that Mr. MacFarlane shot
8, bull belonging to a neighbor named
Hawkins, and that he wanted an _in-
vestigation. Early last May, said the
witness, one of his bulls came running
home to his farm with small shot
wounds on it. Both on this ang other
occasions when his animals were shot
he heard the report of a gun or rifte.
near Major MacFarlane’s grounds, and
the bulls came from that direction.
“Witness sald that the plaintiff had ad-
mitted shooting two bulls to him, but
had later denled making this state-
ment, and had said that he only shot
one. The part of the letter referring 1o
Major MacFarlane had been expunged
by the editor of the Times, but the
original copy was recovered by the de-
fendant. It was produced in court.

A letter published in one of the
newspapers was produced in court, and
the witness was askeqd to read it. While
he was searching for his spectacles Mr.
Mills offered to read.

“No,” interpolated Mr. Bodwell, “you
don’t read distinctly, let me read it.”
While the court room shook with sup-
pressed mirth the witness discovered
his missing glasses and read the let-
ter himself. This letter was written
by Major MacFarlane and referred to
bulls at lafrge.

The case may be concluded this af-
ternoon.

COAL IN SASKACHEWAN.

Government Has Not Decided to De-
velop the Seam Discovered
Near Eagle Lake.

Regina, Bask., July 11—Seen to-day
by a Leader representative with regard
to the Saskatoon dispatch i{n which it
was stated that the government had
decided to develop the coal seam dis-
covered northeast of Eagle Lake, for
the use of the'settlers in that district,
provided that the seam in question
proved a good one, Premier Scott
stated that while steps had been taken
to reserve the coal laad in question for
the benefit of the Bagle Lake settlers,
nothing had been decided with regard
to its development by the government.

THe place where the c¢oal had been
discovered, said Hon. Mr. Scott, was
some 140 miles away from the railway,
and the wood in the district had practi-
cally all been used up, so that-it was
absolutely necessary that something
should be done in order to provide fuel
for the settlers located here. Coal had
been discovered in the district last
year, and a claim had been entered,
but no effort had been made on the
part of the man entering the claim to
work it. When coal was discovered in
another place the settlers appealed to
the government to take steps to re-
serve it for their use. The government
had accordingly requested the minis-
ter of the interior to place a reserva-
tion upon the land in which the coal
seam had been discovered, and word
had been received from Hon. F. Oliver
that this had been done.

It was the government’s intention to
send an expert north to inspect the
coal bearing area in question, and until
they were in possession of his report
it was impossible to state anything
definitely with regard to the develop-
ment of the seam. It was possible that
they might find that the seam was so
near the surface and of such formation
that the settlers would be able to work
it themselves,

Claim That McParland Tried to Man-
ufacture Testimony Against Ac-
cused--The “Frisco Explosion

Boise, July 9.—The defence in the
Steunenberg murder case to-day
charged that Detective James McPar-
land has been guilty of an attempt to
manufacture testimony against Wm. D.
Haywood, but was unsuccessful in get-
ting the basis and details of the charge
before the .court and jury.

Alva A. Swain, a newspaper corres-
pondent, who represents the Pueblo
Chieftain at Denver, was called to the
stand and questioned as toa conversa-
*tion he had with Détective McParland
last fall, Senator Borah, for the state,
objected to the conversation on the
ground that no foundation had been
laid for it.

Clarenee Darrow, for

the defence,

" explained that the testimony was of-

fered for the purpose of showing that
there existed a conspiracy between the
niine owners and the Pinkertons to se-
cure the conviction and execution of
the prisoner. “McParland approached
this witness in an attempt to manu-
{acture testimony.” he declared, ‘“‘and
I believe we have a right to hear it.”

Judge Wood said there-was nothing
in the evidencefthat furnished proper
foundation for the introduction of such
iestimony, and sustained the' state's
objection. 2

The defence took an exception, and
said they would later make another at-
tempt to secure the admission of the
testimony. Counsel for the defence evi-
dently count on reaching the matter
through McParland himseif, but it is
quite probable that the state will not
call McParland as a witness.

It is claimed by the defence that Me-
Parland told Swain that he had a let~
ter from Harry Orchard saying that
when Haywood paid him for the Vin-
dicator job he took him to one of the
Denver banks to draw the money and
that when they came out of the bank

-Swain was standing at the door and

saw .them. 1t is said further that
Swain told McParland that he could
not remember the incident, whereupon
MecParland impressed him with its im-
portance as evidence and significantly
urged him to recall it'and become a
witness in the case. Detective McPar-
land denies that he ever suggested
anything improper to Swain. He said
he got the letter as described by Or-
chard, who wrote that Swain was at
the door of the bank and that he be-
lieved ‘Swain might remember seeing
him. He says that when He went to
see Swain the latter said that he
would not tell whether he remembered
the incident or not, and asked for an-
other interview. Mr. McParland de-
clares that he there dropped the mat-
ter and did not again see Swain.
Allen F. Gill, formerly master me-
chanic of the Tiger and Poorman mine,
end later city engineer of Spokane,
and his wife, were also witnesses for
the defence to-day. They jointly re-
lated that Orchard-attempted to sell
them his interest in the Hercules mine
in February and March, 1899, which
was just prior to his departure from
the «Coeur d’Alenes, and Mr. Gill, who
saw Orchard in Spokan¢ a month be-
fore he killed Steunenberg, testified
that Orchard said that it was because
of Steunenberg that he lost his inter-
est. -
Other “than for the interest and the
relief afforded by the introduction of
the witnesses nanr®d the entire time
was given ‘over to the reading of the
rest of the San Francisco depositions.
The man who built the Lindforth
Flats, the plumbers who put in the
lighting system, the firemen who came
after the explosion and the contractors
and the men-who repaired the house
all depased at great length and detail.
The weight of their tales seems to
favor the gas explosion theory, but
none of the testimony was conclusive,
and the whole question will be fought
before and decided by the jury. The
last of the deponents knew Orchard
.and from him heard the story of the
Hercules mine, with the usual' threat
that he was going to ‘“fix Steunenberg
for driving him out of the country.”
Charles , Moyer, president of | the

Joe Mrozek’'s home is in Franklin.
He has a wife and two small children,
and it was the belief of the officers that
before attempting to leave the state he
would fry to see his family. The house
has been closely guarded ever since the
tragedy at Black Diamond Saturday in
anticipation of his arrival.,

Deputy Sheriff Robert Hodge has ar-
rived from Black Diamond with
two prisoners, Steve Yarabek and Mike
Costala, who are held as witnesses in
the Banassi Diego murder case. The
men were companions of Joe Mrozek
last Saturday when Banassi Diego was
shot through' the heart and Joe Frankie
was wounded in the’leg.

It was unanimously
decided to declare a strike upon all
mining companies having adepted the
schedule of the managers. A commit-
tee was appointed to wait on the man-
agers of the other mines in the district
and ask them to éndorse the union
schedule of wages and conditions, ' A
motion was put and carried to impress
upon all the members the necessity of
conducting the strike in a thoroughly
peaceable and lawful manner, that no
violgnce of misconduet would be coun-
tenanced by the union,

Another motion by Robert Road-
house, a prominent labor man . of To-
ronto, that the miners avoid intoxica-
tiqn and particularly with strangers
who might be employed for the purpose
of inciting the miners into. doing de-
plorable acts, was carried amidst
. cheers. £

Six hundred new members have been
initiated this past week. Although the
members are not prepared for a strug-
gle, they are confident of success.

THE STRIKE OF
TELEGRAPHERS

Men Will Probably Be Called Out at
Chicago and Other Eastern
Cities.

QOakland, July 9.—Following the re-
fusal of Assistant General Superin-
tendent Miller, of thc Western Union
Telegraph- Company, to meet a com-
mittee of the striking telegraph opera-
tors, President Small, of the Commer-
cial Telegraphers’ Union of America,
will leave to-morrow for the east,
where he will call a strike, evidently at
Chicago and other eastern cities,

Mr. Miller refused.fo let the com-
mittee enter his office, but set a note
stating that he would ‘meet them as
individuals if they sought re-instate-
ment, but would meet no unien nian
as such.

President Small, of the Telegraphers’
Union of America, much disappointed
at the failure of a peace conference,
issued the following statement: “I feel
absolved from further responsibility,
inasmuch-~as I have made every effort,
before and after the strike occurred, to
bring about a conference. In the fu-
ture we will have to pay less attention
to the feelings of the public and carry
on our fight with more determination
and with the one object in view of
crippling the enemy until they are
willing to meet us in a peace confer-
ence. Future movements will be forc-
ible and decisive.”

Meeting on Sunday.

Chicago, July 9.—The indications to-
night are that the gontroversy between
the commercial telegraphers and the
companies will be fought out in Chi-e
cago. A message to-night from Presi-
dent Small to the president of the Chi-
cago local, ordered a ¢all for a meet-
ing for Sunday to vote on the’strike
proposition. The message stated that
President Small would be present at
the meeting. While no. official an-
nouncement was made to-night, it was
the general understanding that three
members of the executive committee
of the Commercial Telegraphers’ Union
of America, who left for San Francisco
with Labor Commissioner Neil last
night, would be ordered to return to
Chicago.

WOMAN'S CONFESSION,

Burned Husband to Death in Order to
Marry Her Lover.

A Scranton Pennsylvania dispatch
says:  Mrs. Kindra Howrsto, aged 18
years, of Dunmore, is in the.couaty
jail, charged with having burned her
husband to death, that,she might be
free to marry her former lover, Ig-
natz Hutro, who is also in jail charged
with being an accessory. The police
officials say that Mrs. Howrsto has
confessed and given all the details of

Following Hutro’s suggestion
the woman got her husband drunk,
and when he was stupéfied in bed, she
went to the room. with the kerosene
lamp. She poured oil from the lamp
en the bed and the' lamp, she says
aropped on the bed, setting it afire.

At the sight of her husband roast-
ing and squirming in the flaming bed,
ghe became horror stricken and rushed
from the house crying, “fire,”” Neigh-
bers extinguished the flames, and had
Howrsto sent to a hospital, where
he disd without regaining conscious-
ness.

THE POLICE AND

HOTEL KEEPERS

ALDERMEN AND i
COMMISSIONERS ME

Lively Scene at Session Held to Dis-
cuss Appointment of Assistant
Inspector

There was a rather stormy scene at
the meeting of the aldermen and the
license . commissioners at the conclu-
sion of the regular council meeting on
Monday evening, says the Vancouver
News-Advertiser. Ald. Brydone-Jack
presided, and the discussion hinged on
the proposed appcintment of &n assist-
ant license inspector to detect infrac-
tions of the law, and also the proposal
to increase licenses by $50° to pay his
salary. b

The mayor explained that at a pre-
vious meeting the chief of police had
said that there was a strong objection
to having the police do- the work of
enforcing the'liquor laws, because they
found made them at enmity with
hotel-keepers, who from their position
were often able to give them useful
hints that helped in the detection of
criminals, more particularly those com-
ing from the other side.

Ald. Calland said this was the most
extraordinary thing he had ever heard
of. Everyone seemed to be afraid of
everyone else. It certainly seemed very
strange that .the chief of police should
be afraid to antagonize the hotel men,

Ald. Bird followed, saying that if this
sort ‘of thing wasg to go on, both the
police commissioners and the chief of
police ought to resign. This eXplained
the laxity in the epforcement of the
laws and the request for the appoint-
ment of some one else to do the work.
The sooner they changed it all the bet-
ter.

Ald. McSpadden said they had hoped
for better things with the appeintment
of the new chief of police, and it was
hard to believe that so manly a looking
man was going to his work with a
string of that kind tied to him. He
agreed with Ald. Bird that if the police
had to depend on the hotel-kéepers to
help them in their duties the sooner
they resigned the better.

Ald. McSpadden sat down after giv-
ing a resounding thump on the desk.

The Mayor said he was surprised to
hear such attacks as had been made
by the aldermen who had just sat
down. They had met to talk ‘over this
matter in a friendly manner and such
an outburst was quite uncalled feor.
‘While the chief of police had expressed
his views to them in a private meet-
ing, he had at the same time made it
quite plain that he was perfectly will-
ing to carry out any by-laws or any
orders that might be given.

Ald. Heaps said he could not have
agreed with the chief of police in his
opinion as to the desirability of culti-
vating the good will-of the’hotel—keep-
ers, and if that was the.opinion of the
other commissioners, it was not his.
He had not been present at the meet-
ing:of' the police and license commis-
sioners when it was discussed or he
would certainly have disapproved of
the notion,

The Mayor explained ' that these
things had only been discussed in a
loose and informal way, and there was
no necessity for any heat.  They were
quite willing to listen to suggestions
from anyone,

After some further discussion, the
meeting adjourned without any definit
action being taken, ]

STANDARD OIL OF INDIANA.

Sentence Will Be Pronounced on August
3rd.

Chicago, July 9.—The attorneys for the
Standard Oil €ompany yesterday declined
tb submit any further evidence in the in-
vestigation held on Saturday by Judge
Landis . in the United -States District
court.
sentence would be passed on August 3rd
upon the Standard Oil Company, of In-
diana, which was convicted of accepting
illegal railroad rates on August 3rd.

The oil company, which faces a fine of
possibly $29,000,000, has been asked by
Chlcago Salvation Army -lassies to give
them the odd $1,200 in miléage and wit-
ness fees earned by.John D. Rockefeller
and others, so that 400 more babies of the
hot tenement districts may breathe fresh
country air for a week. The company's
magnates forgot all about this small mat-
ter of $1,200 and left it in the hands of the
government.

John S. Miller, their attorney, told Dis-
trict Attorney Sims that he thought the
witnesses did not care about the $1.50 a
day they had earned and the $100 each in
mileage and that they would not even
claim it.

Rockefeller left his $1,200 in the hands
of Marshal Hoy, enough money to send
forty babies to the country—perhaps save
their lives in this hot weather.

After a hurried congultation-among the
officers of the Salvation Army they dis-
patched a personal télegram to Rocke-
feller, and asked-him to direct his attor-
ney to get the money for them. They
pledged themselves to give an accounting
and devote the money to the use of the
poor.

MINING IN SASKATCHEWAN

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THREE SAILORS DROWNED.

Small Yawl Was Capsized by One of
the Occupants 'Who Rocked
the Boat.

New York, July 9—Three members
of the crew of the steam yacht Yacona,
belonging to Henry Clay Pierce, of St.
Louis, were drowned in the Hudson
river-early to-day, when a small yawl
carrying six of the Yacona's crew and
a dockman was capsized. by a soilor

who rocked the boat. Four of the party |

were picked up by a passing tug. No
traces have been discovered of the three
missing men, and the police are con-
vinced they are drowned. They are
Rudolph Johnson, Frederickson and
Herman Vonberson.

The Yacona came into port yesterday
after a week’s cruise, and Captain Mc-
Donough gave several of the crew
shore leave. Six of the Yacona's crew
came down to the landing at 86th street
“to-day and hafled the Yacona for a
launch. There was no answer from the
Yaecona. In their anxiety to get aboard,
the sailors 'induced Gus Appleman, a
dockman, to take them to the Yacona.
The dockman wanted to divide the
party and make two trips, but against
his warnings, six piled into the yawl
and started for the steam yacht. Sev-
eral times during the trip Appleman
warned his boisterous passengers to re-
main quiet as their movements threat-
ened to overturn the craft. Within a
dozen boat lengths of the Yacona one
of the sailors gave a violent lurch and
the yawl capsized, throwing all seven
into the water. Appleman not only
succeeded in clinging to the keel, but
assisted three sallors. All four were
finally picked up by the tug which was
attracted by the shouts of the men.
Those on board the Yacona, hearing
cries of distress, threw the searchlight
and sent a boat to search., No trace of
the missing men could be discovered.
Henry Clay Pierce, ownem of .the Ya-
cona, is chairman of the board of the
Waters-Pierce Oil Company, of Mis-
souri.

BOY CUT IN TWO
BY FLECTRIC CAR

Victim Was on a Bicycle and Did
= Not Hear Gong Because
of Band.

Frank Miller, a messenger boy, was
run over and killed by the interurban
car New Westminster at 7.30 o’clock
Monday night, while he was attempting

to cross the track on Hastings street,

Vancouver. The boy was thirteen years
old, the son of Mr. and Mrs. Miller, of
North Vancouver, and h.ad been em-
ployed by the Hasty MessSenger. Ser-
vice Company more than six months.

Fle had just delivered {& message to
Granville street and was sté"rting out
to carry another message ™ the east-
ern part of the city when the accident
occurred. The street 'was crowded at
the time and hundréds ¢rowded round
the spot immediately after.

H. D. Hyndman, who was an eye
witness to the accident, tells the story
in the following words:

“I had gone to the front door of my
eéstablishment to hear a band which
was marching down the street. A car
was coming from the east on Hastings
sStreet, and was going in the same di-
rection as the band. I noticed the boy
following behind the band on a bicyele,
and waiting for the eastbound car to
pass$, presumably that he might get a
clear track and push on to his destina-
tion. ‘From my position I could see the
car Westminster, which was a special,
approaching from the west, That, the
motorman of both cars were rln&ing
their bells I am positive; and so re-
marked to a young man who stood close
to me. And while it is a fact that the
bells were ringing, it is also-a fact that
they could not be heard, for the band
was playing loydly. The only evidence

I know of that would show the bells’]

were ringing is that I saw both motor-
men stamping their feet, indicative of
ringing their gongs. The boy was di-
rectly behind the band, being flanked
on the right by the Robson car.” Final-
ly, when the car got past; the messen-
ger boy steered his wheel to the right,
and at this juncture the acident oc-
curred. For some reason. or another
the boy looked back just as he was
about to turn. The next thing the car
going west was upon him. The wheel
was thrown up in the air only a short
way, came down and was crushed be-
neath the wheels. The boy was knoek-
ed from the bicycle and rolled directly
under the front series of wheels. No
sooner had the motorman seen the mis-
hap than he made a frantic attempt to
stop the car, which he did in a distance
of less than ten feet. On seeing the
occurrence, I rushed to the immediate
scene, where I found that it required
both the efforts of myself and another
man to hold the motorman, who had
lost control of himself and was terror
stricken.”

The boy’s head and the upper part
of his chest were completely severed
from his body, the whole corpse bheing
terribly mangled, having been dragged
for the distance in which the"stoppage
of the car was required.,

CHICAGO OUTRAGE.

Attempt to Blow Up Home of John Con-
don, Race Track Owner.

— An attempt. was
made last night to blow up the home of
John Condon, race track owner, leader
in the recent fight between the Western
Jockey Club, and American Turf Asso-
ciation.

TRADE PROSPECTS
WITH MEXICO

r——

RETURNED TRAVELLER
SPEAKS GLOWINGLY

Canadian Mexican Steamship Line is
Subject of Conversation in
Southern Republic.

J. W. Morris, who is connected with
the Mexican Trades and Fruit Growers’
Association, has just returned to the
city after an extensive business trip
through the different towns lying along
the west coast of Mexico. All along the
route he heagd the enterprise known as
the Canadian-Mexican steamship line
which is linking up with commercial
bonds the Dominion with the southern
republic, spoken of in glowing terms,

An interesting feature of Mr. Morris’
tour was that on the return journey he
took passage from Salina Cruz as far
as Guaymas on board the steamer
Lonsdale. He states that between these
ports the vessel carried a full passen-
ger list, amounting in all to 120. She
is, he says, a larger vessel than the
Georgia, and has better passenger and
freight accommodation. Capt. Shad-
forth, who is in command, did every-
thing in his power to make the pas-
sengers comfortable, .and they were all
highly pleased with the voyage. The
Lonsdale, 6n her way to this port, left
Guaymas on the 2nd inst. and is ex-
pected to arrive to-morrow.

Mr. Merris left here on June 1st, and
during his tour has been in Mazatlan,
Manzanillo; Salina Cruz, Acapulco,
Chilpucangeo, Guaymas and many
other small towns. He states that at
present there are five different steam-
ship lines connecting with the western
coast of Mexico, and that there is a
large amount of traffiec for them all to
handle. The lines ate the Pacific Coast
steamship line, with a weekly service
between San Franeisco and the differ-
ent ports on the Mexican sea board;
the Pacific Mail Steamship Campany,
running between San Francisco, Mexi-
¢o- and Panama; the Kosmos line, a
German company, which plies all round
the world, and includes Mexico en
route; the National line, which is ‘pure-
ly a Mexican econcern, connecting up
with the different ports, and the Can-
adian-Mexican Steamship Company,
with, headquarters at Victoria, and
plying between British Columbia and
all the principal ports on the west
coast of Mexico. }

Alluding to the prospects of trade be-
tween Canada and Mexico, Mr. Morris
says that Mexico can give to this coun-
try, and undoubtédly will send, ore,
various kinds: of fruit, eoffee and rice.
In exchange for these she requires po-
tatoes, apples, lumber, coal and wheat,
the latter of which is exempt from
duty up to the beginning of July, from
the time when the shortage sets in.

In the matter of lumber, he says,
Mexico requires bridge timber, rail-
road ties and telegraph poles, in large
quantities, as there is a considerablg
amount of construction work being
done. As an instance he quotes. the
case of the Southern Pacific ilway
Company, which is at present extend-
ing its Magzatlan line from Guaymas
to Guadulahara, and from the latter
place via Colima to connect with the
road to Manzanille. By this construc-
tion work the road will be 1,000 mileg in
length and will connect all these out-
standing towns with the city of Mexico.

Speaking generally of businkss in

xico, Nir. Morris says: “Conserva-
tive business methods are being adopt-
ed and men of the soundest financial
standing are -beginning to interest
themselves extensively in Mexican in-
dustries. Already sufficient experience
has been gathered so that investors
may avoid costly mistakes. The ave-
nues of success in the exploration of
the national wealth - of - Mexico are
really in some measure just being
opened and the opportunities are in
many respects most tempting. The sta-
bility of the Mexican government is
absolutely unquestioned. Labor is
abundant and in some places the sup-
ply is gveater than the demand. The
daily ‘wage of plantation hands is 25
cents gold.”

Alluding to the crops he says: “Sugar,
rubber, tobacco, coffee, cocoa, cassava,
fruit, cotton and corn, all produce pro-
fitable crops and these crops are prac-
tically certain as the climate is equa-
ble. The most profitable enterprise in
which a foreigner can engage from a
productive standpoint is agriculture,
while ranehing for sheer productive-
ness is perhaps unsurpassed in any
other country on the face of the globe.
The soil produces all the cereals and
all the 'fruits of the United States and
Europe besides those properly incident
to the tropics. For sure, large and
permanent returns nothing equals a
well managed plantation.

“The wealth of gold pouring into
Mexico from the United States alone
and being divided annually among
tropical planters and ranchers reaches
a total that the mind can scarcely
grasp. Here are a few of the figures
regarding exports to the United States
for the last fiscal year; 60,000,000 pounds
of oranges; 150,000,000 pounds of
lemons, 22,000,000 pounds of dates, 11,-
000,000 barrels of cassova; over 1,000,-
0000 pounds of cocoanuts, 58,600,000
bunches of bananas, 38,600,000,000 pounds
lof sugar, 195,000,000 pounds of coffee,
74,000,000 pounds of rubber, 31,000,000
pounds of tobacco, 154,000,000 pounds of
rice. These are a few examples and
the. money paid for these is more than
$365,000,000, or more than thg total in-
ternal revenue of the Unit States
for the same year, |

“Cattle raising-is a splendid indus-
try and would pay 40 to 55 per cent.

Wherever Mr. Morris went he heard
the new steamship line spoken of in
the highest possible terms, and he stat-
ed that wheén on board the Longsdale
wherever she touched she was visited,
and commercial men said that she was
just the type of vessel required for the
trade between the two countries. Mr.
Morris will pay another visit to Mex-
ico during the fall in connection with
his own immediate enterprise.

CROW’S NEST COAL COMPANY.

Report That Controlling Interest Has
Been Secured by James J, Hill

Spokane, July 9.—Control of the
Crow’s Nest Pass Coal Company, in
British Columbia, worth $50,000,000, has
been secured by James J. Hill, through
the assistance of Jay P. Graves, of
Spokane, president of the Imland Em-
pire system. 4

Mr. Hill has owned 45 per cent of
the company’s stock for several years,
bt until recently has been unable to
Secure control. His efforts have at last
been successful through the purchase
of Mr. Graves, who is friendly to the
Great Northern interests. Mr. Graves”

< ‘reasons for acquiring an interest in

the property is to secure a supply of
coke for the GQGranby smelters and
Steam coal for the Spokane and Inland.
In the purchase Mr. Graves is supposed
to be representing the Granby stock-
holders, There i{s approximately $3,-
000,000 involved in the deal, as 8,000
shares were bought.

+ George A. Cox, a banker and politi-
cian, of Canada, is the principal stock-
holder in the Crow’s Nest Company.
The company is capitalized at $14,-
000,000. It is believed that the Crow’s
Nest Company will be reorganized,
with Mr. Grieves as one of the direct-
ors.

The Granby smelter uses between 500
and 600 tons of coke a day. The coke
capacity of the Crow’s Nest is 1,300
tons daily. .

KING AND QUEEN
VISIT IRELAND

Kingstown Crowded With People
Who Arrived From All Parts to
Welcome Them.

Kingstown, Ireland, July 10.—The

He declared that he was abaut to
begin action to restrain this alleged
combination, and asked that George J.

C. Clowery and many other officials
of the telegraph companies be ordered
to testify before the referee as to the
existence of the alleged combination.

Acting on the petition filed by = At-
torney general Wm. S. Jackson, Jus-
tice M. W. Platzek, in the Supreme
court, appointed R, Dunham Moffat,
attorney, to take evidence based on
the attorney general’s allegations. Mr.
Moffatt announced last evening that
the first hearing in the matter will be
held at his office in Wall street, July
16th.

THE RAID BY BURGLARS.

Visited Twénty-Three Places in TUp-
Town Buildings in Vancouver,

As briefly announced in a dispatch in
the Times from Vancouver, a gang of
expert crackmen visited the Terminal
City. on Sunday night and entered and
ransacked same two dozen offices. But
though the work was skilfully done,
the returns were small. It was a ques-
tion whether their total takings would
amount to more than $60 in cash alto-
gether., The buildings yisited were the
Old Safe Block, with entrances on
Hastings and Seymour streets; the
Williams Block, corner of Hastings and
Granville streets, the Crowe and Wilson
Block on Seymour street and the Im-
perial Bloek, on the corner of Seymour
and Pender street, It was evident that
the work was done during the night
time, as at least in four of the offices,
members of the staff had been on Sun-
day afternoon, and at that time every-
thing was all right,

The offices were evidently neatly
opened with a jimmy, and the same in-
strument had apparently been used to
pry open the roll top desks. The work
was so well done that the locks of the
doors were comparatively uninjured,
and all were working again’ Monday.
The, combinations of safes had been
hammered off, and locks forced by
pushing in the inner plate. In all cases,
however, this did not work, and some
safes remained closed.

The heaviest losers in cash appear to
have been Messrs. McCrossan, Schultz
& Harper, in the Imperial Block. Their
vault was opened and $29 and a large
number of valuable stock certificates
and insurance papers taken. From the
office of Gatewood & Spencer about $50
worth of scrap gold used in dentistry
was removed. The safe in the office
of F. G. T. Lucas, barrister, in the Qid

Safe Block, was also opened and $10
taken. Smaller sums were taken from
other offices, but it looked as if the
burglars must have grown tired of their
unremunerative task.

Two suspicious looking men were
seen by a policemen in the lane at the
rear of the Williams Block about day-
break Monday, and in view of the fact
that they broke into a rum and got
away whenr sighted, it is qupite probh-
able that they belonged to the gang.
The police so far have been able to
find no clue to the burglars.

AN ADDRESS ON
HINDU MISSIONS

Interesting Information Given by
Rey. H. F. laflamme in Cal-
vary Baptist Church.

A very interesting meeting, at which
the subject of missions was dealt with,
was held Tuesday evening in Calvary
Baptist church.

The pastor, Rev, J. T. Tapscott, acte
ed as chairman. Occupying seats on
the platform were: A. Pennington,
president of Immanuel Baptist Young
People’s Society, and Rev. Coleman,
president of Calvary Union.

Previous to the address of the evem-
ing by Rev. Laflamme, A. A. Brown,
late of Australia and New Zealand,
spoke on mission work in the South
Pacific Islands.

The subject of the address by Rev. H.
F. Laflamme was India and the diffi-
culties - of missionary work owing to
caste prejudice and social customs, as
well as the sub-divisions of sects
among the native people.

The congested state of the popula-
tion of the Indian empire formed an
interesting comparison. Although about
two fifths of the size of the United
States, it would not be as congested as
it is at present if the populations of
the following countries replaced the
present population of India. That is
to say the 82,000,000 of the United
States, the populations of Canada and
Mexico and every man, woman and
child of the South American continent.

Caste lines and prejudices existing
among the heathen in India present
almost insurmountable difficulties
to the missionaries in India. Hindus,
Mohammedans and Buddhists, the
three leading sects, were sub-divided
into 47 races, speaking 200 different
languages. These constituted caste
barrier in many cases so intricate as to
be almost impossible of conception to
the white speaking races. For in-
stance, if the shadow of a European
passing along fell upon the food which
a high caste Hindu was eating he
would overthrow the table at which he
was dining and “go hungry” because
the shadow of a “meat eater” hagd pol-
luted his food.

Child marriages and perpetual
widowhood, accompanied by every
form of obloquy and ostracism and
marks of separation from their fellows,
were specially condemned by the
speaker. ' There were at present 27,000
widdws under five years, 50,000 under
10 years of age and the increase was
said to go on in geometrical progres-
sion as#he ages advanced, The power
of Christianity alone could overcome
these national customs and prejudices.
Yet the progress was slow, After 100
years the Catholic missionaries could
only number less than 1,000,000 converts,
while in 200 years the Protestant mis-
sionaries could only number less than
2,000,000. converts. However, the Pro-
testant missionaries were now better
furnished for their work and expected
greater results. in the future.

The speaker referred to the fact that
increase in missionary work fell far
short of the increase in population
which under British rule had increased
from 150,000,000 to 350,000,000,

The supply of Bibles in 60 different
languages were necessary to increase
the efficiency of missionary work to
bring the teachings of Jesus Christ to
the millions of India who still after 200
yvears of missionary work in the couh-
try were completely ignorant and
would gaze with opened eyed wonder
when they were told of His life, His
works, His crucifixion and ressurection.

The result of this address was that
the members presentsrealized their per-
sonal responsibility in contributing to-
wards the funds fer the efficiency of
missionary work in India.

TROUBLE NOT YET OVER,

Situation in the South ; of France is
Again Growing Serious—Troeps
in Readiness,

July 9.—Dispatches from the
south of France report the situation
again growing serious. The dissatis-
factian with the new wine frauds law
and the supplementary measure now
under consideration, together with the
arrest of thirty people suspected of
complicity in the burning of the pre-
fecture of Narbonne, have reinflamed
the people. The mayors and other
municipal officials are holding meet-
ings, and have resolved to resign their
offices unless the arrested persons are
released, the troops are withdrawn and
the wine frauds bill is modified.

@Gen. Bailloux, commander of the 16th
army corps, has issued instructions to
preserve order, and all the troops in
the disturbed region have been con-
fined to barracks.

= STATEMENT BY
EUGENE SCHMITZ

SAYS JUDGE DUNNE
WAS PREJUDICED

Declares He Will Be a Candidate for
Mayor---To Fight
(Case.

Sas Francisce, July 8..~When the case

of “The People vs. Eugene Schmitz”
was callell in the Supreme court to-day
Judge Dunne inquired of District At-
torney Langdon whether it was the
present intention to proceed with the
trial of the other four extortion
charges against Schmitz. . ?
“&he district attorney replied that
there ‘were so masy other graft cases
on the ealendars that he was unable
to say at this time whether -the four
extortion cases would be pressed or
not, “but.” he conclnded, “the prosecu-
tion has no objection to the passing of
sentence at this time.”

The accused was asked to stand up.

“Eugene Schmitz,” said Judge Dunne,
after reciting the facts of his trial and
conviction, ‘have you any cause to
show why judgment should not be
passed?”

“We have,” responded Attorney Fair-
all, and as he arose to move for a new
trial, the mayor sat down. Fairall read
bneﬂy six grounds upon which a” new
trial should be granted. . The motion
was promptly denied, after District At-
torney Langdon had replied and after
a word of inquiry from the court that
in the eyes of the prosecution the
grounds urged. were wholly insufficient.

“The court does not deem that there
is any merit is the motion, therefore,
it is denied,” said'Judge Dunne.

Fairall excepted to the ruling and
moved for an arrest of judgment,
enumerating the grounds. .This motion
was also desied.

The court then asked if the defence
had any other cause to show.
“No other,” was the reply.
Judge Dunne, turning to
who had again risen, said: 7
“In proneuncing judgment in this
case, the court has but very brief com-
ment to make. Tt can be said that the

verdict of the jury in this case has
deeper significande than ordinarily at-
taches to a finding of guilt. It is a
message to all the people in the eity
of San Francisco that law and order
are supreme; that no man; however ex-
alted his political, social and finanecial
influences which surround him, is above
the law. Eugene E. Schmitz, you have
heretofore occupied the highest office
which the city of San Francisco can
confer' on one of its citizens.  You
were élevated to that position because
of the confidence and trust reposed in
you by the mass of the people.”

“I am here,” interrupted Schmitz, in
a voice that, though quiet and control-
led, carried to the far corners of the
yoom, “to receive sentence at your
hands—and not to be humiliated by a
lecture which the newspapers can re-
peat in print.”

Beyond pausing, Judge Dunne paid
no attention to the interruption.

“You were elevated to that position,
I say, because of the confidence and
trust reposed in you—"

Attorney Meston interposed: “We are
here to take sentence,” he said, “not
to be leetured. We demand—"

“Mr. Meston,” said Judge Dunne,
warmly,  “if you interrupt these pro-
ceedings again I will send vou to jail.
You would be in far better business if
vou were here begging for a day in
court to answer the charge that you
wilfully and improperly attempted to
stamper with a juror in this case.”

“I am ready,” responded Metson, “to
answer, now or any other time, any
charge that may be laid against me.
I take exception to the remarks of “the
court addfessed to the defendant and
to the improper and uncalled for in-
sinuation of the court against my-
self.”

To this Judge Dunne made no reply,
but, turning to the mayor, he resumed:

“You were elevated to -position be-
cause of the confidence and great trust
reposed in you by the mass of the peo-
ple. You have, by your wiful, erim-
inal act, so a jury of your fellow citi-
zens has declared, broken that confi-
dence and betrayed that trust.”

Here Schmitz spoke up again, pro-
testing against the “lecture” the court
was imposing. Judge Dunne took no
notice. f

“Therefore,” he continued, “it may be
said that the penalty which the law
permits in this case is insufficient to
meet the demands of justice, It may
be suggested, however, that by your
conviction you will lose the respect and
esteem of all' good citizens and men;
that you will suffer the humiliation of
knowing that your career of hypocrisy,
duplicity and dishonor—"

“I stand here as an American citizen
to demand my rights,”’  interposed
Schmitz. “I am not asking any leni-
ency at the hands of this court. I am
prepared to receive the sentence. I ask
that your honor do your duty and pro-
nounce it immediately and that I be
not subjected to humiliation and de-
grading remarks which the papers are
copying and will repeat. I say if your
hbnor has any self-respect you will pro-
ceed with the senténce.”

“It is mnot wunusual,” “~was Judge
Dunne's stinging reply, ‘‘for courts to
be brought into contact with such
brazen acts of effrontery as yours in
the present. It is the duty of the eourt
in such cases to view the conduct of a
convicted felon with patience and tol-
eration, not to say pity. By your con-
viction you will lose the respect of* all
good men and gitizens. You will suffer
the humiliation of knowing, I say, that
your career of hypocrisy, duplicity and
dishonor has been exposed, and that
you stand before fthose who believed in
and honored you, morally naked, sham-
ed and disgraced.”

“I deny that,” cried Schmitz. The
people of San Francisco know how I
was railroaded through.”

Judge Dunne resumed: “Morally na-
ked, shanfed -and disgraced. It ds in
the knowledge of these things, rather

Schmitz,
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than in any mere term of - imprison-
ment in the state pen[tentiary, that the
full measure of your punishment will
consist.

“It is the judgment of this court that
vou be condemned in the state prison
at San Quentin for -4 term of five
years.”

Then, as in direct and contemptuous
reply ‘to the prisoner’s denial of a mo-
ment before, the big crowd turned loose
its feelings in a cheer that rattied the
windows and drowned the sharp rap-
ping of the bailiff fpr order.

Statement by Schmitz.

Immediately after resuming his seat
at the coungel table Schmitz dictated
the following statement to the Associ-
ated-Press:

“The court wherein I received my
sentence for the charge of extortion
again demonstrated, and more clearly
than anything else that it has hereto-
fore done, a charge I made upon my
Immediate return from the east that
Judge Dunne was prejudiced against
me, and that it was impossible to se-
cure in his court a fair trial. The ani-
ymus that he had nurtured in his heart
for some time came cledrly and posi-
tively to the surface this morning. I
have never asked for leniency, but I
have expected, as every ‘American citi-
'zen has the right to expect, justice." I
ask the people to withhold their final
judgment in thig matter until the in-
iquitous proceedingss:which have been
held in Judge Dunne’s court since the
beginning of my trial shall be brought
vbefore the highest court,

“I have never.asked for mercy, and
before a court where I did not receive
a fair trial I certainly did not expect it.
I intend not’'only to fight this case step
by step, but all the charges that have

i been brought against me, and with the

knowledge in my own conscience of my
entire innocence, I expect .to be suc-
eessful in the contest.

“I now repeat what I have stafed al-
ready, that I will be a candidate for
mayor of the city and county of San
Francisco this ‘fall, when the people of
San Francisco will have an opportunity
by their votes of ‘demonstrating wheth-
er they believe me guilty or innocent.
The people are always right. I am
satisfied to leave my case with them.”

Judgeé Dunne continued for one week
the four extortion cases on which
Mayor Schmitz has not yet been tried.

Immediately after the passing of sen-
tence Attorney  Fairall asked that
Schmitz be admitted to bail pending
an appeal,. This application will be
heard formally at 10 0 clock to-morrow
morning.

BiHs of exception were then filed and
Judge Dunne granted a certificate of
probable cause, enabling Schmitz to
carry to the district court of appeals
his motion for a new trial.

District Attorney Langdon, it is said,
has decided to advocate the selection
of W. J. Lebreton to succeed Schmitz
as mayor. Lebreton is a banker and
philanthropist. He has been active in
previous non-partisan political move-
ments.

The Canadian High Commissioner is
full of ardor for the mnew scheme;
hopeful of its early reaiization, econ-
fident of its success and of the im-
mense benefits it will bring to the
British Empire.

As outlined by Lord Strathcona, the
first part of the scheme is a twenly-
four or twenty-five knot service of
steamers between Liverpool and Hali-
fax—shortening the voyage across the
|, Atlantic by two days or more. The
distance from Liverpool to Halifax is

2,459 nautical miles. The distance
would be covered by 25 knot boats in
about four days. Lord Strathcosa said
that for a 20-knot service four boats
would be required, whereas three
would be sufficient with a speed
of 25 knots. Three 25 knot boats
would not cost ~much more 1o
build than four twenty-knot boats.
The idea is that there should be  a
weekly service. A twenty-five knot
boat, supposing it left Great Briiain
on a Saturday, would arrive in Halifax
the following Wednesday, and would
be able to start on the return voyage
by the following Saturday.

Lord Strathcona is a convinced he-
liever in the value of the scheme as
a bond of Empire. “In this enter-
prise,” he said, ‘“there is no guestion
of preference in the usual acceptation
of the term. It will be no one-sided
project, but will prove

to the colonies and to the - Mother

Country. It will bring the Mother

Country into closer alliance with the

colonies, make them nearer meighbors

and better known to each other, and
therefore warmer friends. To go from

London to the Pacific in eight days

would have been looked upon as a

dream ten years ago. By accelerating

the speed on sea,and land, as suggest-
ed it can now bé realized. This scheme
| will make Halifax, which has one of
the finest harbors in the world, the
chief port of entry for express services
between the Old World and the~North
American continent. This will be good
for Canada, and of the greatest possi-
ble general advantage to the Motiher

Country.

“It is said that the route to Halifax
would not be safe in winter becauae
of the fogs off Cape Race.

“The best answer to that is that for
at least ome-half of its existence the
Cunard Company used the Liverpool
and Halifax route with

Perfect Safety.

As to Halifax itself it possesses the
finest and safest harbor in the worild,
with the possible exception of Sydney,
New South Wales.”

As Lord Strathcona explained, tra-
vellers and mails by this route could be
landed and delivered in New York one
full working day ‘before they couid
reach there by steamer direct. Not
only so, but they could reach Chicago
and other points- in -the West and
Northwest much sooner relatively. As
to the direct route through Canada,
the journey from Halifax to Vancouver
could be covered by express trains un-
der the best possible conditions of moa-
ern travel in about four days. The
distance between Halifax and Mon-
treal—758 miles—would be covered at
the rate of fifty-five or sixty miles an
hour.

Lord Stratchong considers that this
new Empire route will not pe cosfined
to a passenger and-express service. The
charges for freight will not be such as
to prevent a goods traffic of the light-
er and also of the mors costly classi-
fications. It will enormously facili-
tate the interchange of British com-
merce with Canada and will also bring
the Orient

Nearer to Great Britain.

Yokohama will be brought within about
eighteen days of London; Britain’s
commercial fintérests in Japan and
China will greatly benefit, and the Brit-
ish position will b2, immensely
strengthened for the severe fizat which
is coming for the possession of Eastern
markets. The new service will pro-
vide a splendid alternative route to the
East. If, for instance, it wer: neszes-
sary to move troops quiskiv to India,
the way through Canada under the
new conditions would be of the utmost
strategical value.

Lord Strathcona is equally interest-
ed in the Pacific part of the gcheme.
in regard to wihch Canada is also
prepared to contribute her proporticn.
New Zealand and Australia'both wel-
come the All-Red route, but they want
at least 20-knot boats on the Pacific,
which- would shorten the journey hy
about three days and a half as between
Vancodicver and Australia, and by
about eight days as hetween ILondon
and Australia. = Sir Joseph Ward held
out hopes that New Zealand would con-
tribute at. least £100,000 a year, and
the Commonwealth would doubtless
give proportionately, Canada is ready
with a ‘coniribution equal to that of
the United Kingdom for the mew ser-
vice to Halifax.

“The sSum necessary will not be too
great an amount for Great Britain to
pay,” said Lord Strathcona, “for tihe
vast benefits which the service would
bring. And Canada could yell afford
it. Canada is exceedingly prosperous,
and its prosperity will not be evanes-
cent. It will last and grow. Great
as has been the prosperity of the Do-
minion in the past decade, the rate of
progress will be still

Rapid in the Future.

See how rapidly the United States has
increased in population and in indus-
trial progress during the last quarter

[

of a century. Progress in Canada =will
be comparatively more rapid than in
the United States. Things move aito-
gether more quickly in the twentieth
century than in the latter .part of the
nineteenth. Canada is a country with
a magnificent fature. It is only just
beginning to realize its potential great-
ness.

“Already the emormous agricultural
expansion in the Northwest is accom-
panied by indusirtal development In
Eastern Canada. This industrial de-
velopment will continue at an acceler-
ated pace. The industries of Canads
are only in their infancy. Generous
as is the appreciation in Great Britain
of the potentialities of Canada,” said
Lord Strathcona, “it is my firm convic-
tion that they are under estimated.
The future of the Dominion and the
great part it is destined to play in the
history of the world will, I believe, sur-
pass all expectations. In the brief
space.'of fifty years Canada will have
a population equal to that of the Uniteg
Kingdom, and by the end of the pres-
ent century its. pepulation will be dou-
ble that of the United Kingdom to-
day.”

THE HAYWOOD CASE.

Defence Submits Testimony Regar®ting
Explosion at Home of Fred. Bradley
in San Francisto.

Boise, Idaho, July 9.—The reading of the
depositions taken in *Frisco in connec-
tion with the explosion at the residence
of Fred. Bradiey, whom Orchard swears
he twice attempted to assassinate, con-
tinued to-day as one of the closing fea-
tures on the side of the defence in the
trial of Wm. D. Haywood, accused of the
murder of Frank Steunenberg.

The Bradley incident is looked pon as
one of the most important features of the
case in support of Orchard's story. The
defence has all along maintained that the
attempt to poison Bradley and his whole
household and the explosion at the house
which Orchard says was caused by a
bomb placed by him are a fabrication.
Orchard says he was commissioned by
Haywood to go to 'Frisco and kill Brad-
| ley, who had been a consistent enemy to
organized labor. He swore he poisoned
milk with arsenic, and failing 1iu this
placed a bomb under the front door mat
with a string attached to the handle. It
was, according to Orchard,’ one of the
bombs invented by Pettibone. At the
time given by Orchard an explosion oc-
curred at the Bradley house, just as
Bradley himself was coming out of the
house smoking a cigar. Bradley was ter-
ribly mangled, but' recovered. Shortly
after the explosion the owner of the house
sued the gas company for damages and
got a judgment because of an escape of
gas which 'it was claimed caused the ex-
plosion. Bradley still maintains his be-
lief that the explosiom was caused by

It. is not likely now that Moyer will go
on the stand before to-morrow.

Boise, July 8.—Most of to-day's session
of the Haywood trial was taken up with
the reading of testimony offered by the
defence on the subject of the explosion at
the home of Fred. W. Bradley in Wash-
ington street, San Francisco, in 1905. The
testimony ‘was taken by a commission
appointed by Judge Fremont: Wood, who
is presiding .t the present trial, and is
intended to contradict Harry Orchard’s
story as to the placing of a bomb on the
front porch of the Bradley house, as a
part of the  conspiracy alleged against
the Western Federation of Miners and of
which the state asserts that the Steunen-
berg murder was an incident.

The defence during the stay of the
commission in San Francisco obtained
the testimony of Bradley himself and
several others expressing the belief that
the explosion was due to gas, and de-
claring that the havoc wrought by it was
not caused by dynamite. Orchard de-
clared that the bomb arranged by him
to b& exploded when the front door was
opened contained about ten pourds of
dynamite, encased in a large section of
lead pipe.

The reading of the testimony, which
was taken in questiomsand answer form,
was begun immediately after the con-
vening of court at 10 o'clock. Attorney
Clarente Darrow undertook the long task
and seated himself in the high witness
chair facing the jury.

The attorney read first the testimony
of Walter H. Linforth, The owner of the
apartment house im which Bradley lived.
Linforth sued the gas company just after
the explosion and was awarded $10,000
damages. With the Orchard confession
as a basis, the gas company is seeking a
new trial.

Linforth, who lived in the next build-

noise of the explosion was terrific, and
the windows in housesy for blocks around
were broken. Hurrying to the scene Lin-
forth said he could not smell any powder,
nor did he see any fragments of lead. In
the basement of the apartment house
there were seven gas meters.

OAK BAY'S NEEDS IN '
STREETS AND SEWERS

Beeve and Councilfors Discussed
Various Matters at Regular
Meeting Last Night.

The regular meeting of the Oak Bay
council was held last evening in_ the
Foul Bay road school . house. There
were present Reeve ' Oliver . (in the
chair) and Councillors Fernie, Newfon,
Sutherland, Noble and Henderson.

The busimess* which occupied most of
the council’s time was the considera-
tion, or rather the reconsideration, of
the plumbing and sewers connections.
After much discussion- it was finally
decided to refer the by-law to the so-
licitor and engineer for revision. The
matter will be taken up again at a spe-
cial meeting of the council next week.
The routine business was quickly dis-
posed of.

A communication from C. R. Stew-
ard, secretary of'the school board, was
laid before the meeting. This letter
was in reply: to a communication from
the clerk regarding complaints against
the manner in which the Foul Bay
school was being dfrected. Mr. Steward
stated that.should the council wish to
register a formal compkaint, the school
board would, take steps to investigate
the matter. The council, however, ex-
pressed itself entirely satisfied with thé
way in which .the work 'was being car-
ried on, and the clerk was instructed
to so notify the board.

Several owners of property on Wil-
mot place petitioned' to have a stre
graded through their property. Th
matter, as well as.two tenders for.wocd
cut in opening up various roads in the
muniecipality, was referred to the roads
and bridges committee, with power to
act.

It was decided to grant the request
of F. B. Pemberton, who wrote asking
that the sidewalk on his property on
Mount Baker avenue be moved to the
road. &

A letter was read from the city clerk
announcing that the city council had
decided to lay a sewer on Foul Bay
road, from Leighton road to Oak Bay
avenue, on the condition that the muni-
cipal council pay half the costs,

This was agreeable to the Oak Bay
council provided a branch sewer was
also laid on Leighton avemue.

A report from the bridges and sewers
committee recommending the engage-
ment of Mr. Shade as plumbing and
sewers inspector for the municipality
was adopted. This report also stated
that most satisfactory progress was
being made in the work of widening all
roads in the municipality to the width
of 20 feet, as ordered by the council.

The city clerk wrote asking the as-
sistance of the Oak Bay council in pre-
venting the duplicating of names in the
city and the municipality. This matter
was also referred to the roads and
bridges committee, who will do all in
their power to remedy existing evils
of this nature, and to prevent anything
of thig kind occuring in the future.

A list of .temporary recommendations
from the engineer, including an exten-
slon of the sewer on Hampshire road,
V5 feet south, as well as a plan for the
sewerage disposal in the district north
of Oak Bay avenue and east of Foul
Bay road, was referred to the sewers
committee.

This report also embodied a plan of
sewerage system to empty into
Boker’s creek, and from thence to the
sea; and also plans for a septic tank
north of St. George’s avenue.

Accounts from the finance.commit-
tee, amounting to $640 were ordered
paid, and the council adjourned for the
evening.

PIONEERS DEAD.

Two Well Known Residents of New
Westminster Pass Away.

Two ploneers of New Westminster
passed away Monday within a few
hoygrs of each other, death claiming
Alex. Ewen, the well known cannery-
man, early in the. afternoon, while
about 10 o’clock in the evening Fred-
erick Eichoff passed away at his resi-
dence, Carnarvon street, says the New
Westminster News.

Frederick Eickhoff was in his seven-
ty-fifth year at the time of his death,
and had been a resident of this prov-
Ince for over half a century, coming
here when only a young man of about
twenty, and casting his lot with the
then hamlet on the banks of the Fras-
er. After working around here’ for
some time, he opened a small business
in Douglas, and remained there for
some time, but later returned to this
city, where he opened a general mer-
chandise egtablishment on Front
street, where he remained until burnt
put by the disastrous fire of 1898, when
he lost heavily, his store, dwelling
house, and . several other buildings
pwned by him being destroyed. Since
the year of the big fire, Mr. Eickhoff
had been in indifferent health, but it
was only within the past few weeks
that his condition became serious, and
he gradually sank until Monday ev-
ening, when the end came quietly. He
was conscious to the last, and dled
eurrounded by several of his children.
The deceased leaves behind him four
sons and six daughters to mourn his
loss. Henry, the eldest son, is married
In Victoria. All the other members of
the family reside in this city. Mrs. J.
Leishman and Mrs. H. H. Lennie are
two married daughters, the other girls
heing Misses Sophie, Irene, Hilda and
Florence. Three boys, A. W., Walter
and Ernie, compose the remainder of
the family.

Alexander Ewen who passed to the
great beyond Monday afternoon, was
one of the best known men on the
roast, having been a resident of New
Westminster for about forty-five years,
soming from Scotland. For a time he
fished on the Fraser river, and later

established ‘the first cannery in New
Westminster in partnership with
James Wise, now fisheries guardian.
The cannery was on the site where the
‘Windsor hotel now stands. In later
years, Mr. Ewen built the cannery
which bears his name, and also se-
oured interests in several other estab-
lishments. When the B. C. Packers’
Association was organized, Mr, Ewen
was appointed president, a position
which he held for a long time. He was
also an extensive landowner, having
considerable property on Lulu island
‘and other  places. ‘Mr.. Ewen held sev-
eral Important positions in this city,
being elected alderman in 1888. He was
&jso a’ prominent member of the board
of trade for many years..- He was a
charter member of Royal City Lodge,/
I O. O. F,, and was a past grand in
the order. The deceased was 77 years
of age, and leaves three daughters,
Mrs. J. B. Jardine, wife of Alderman
Jardine, Mrs. J. W. MecMillan, and
Miss Alexandria Ewen, to mourn his
loss.

STOVE EXPLODED.

Woman Burned-to Death in+Her Home
g in Winnipeg.

Anna Krick, of 309 Alfred avenue,
Winnipeg, died on Tuesday evening in
terrible agony, the result of burns sus-
tained by the explosion of.a kerosene
stove. The explosion occurred shortly
after 1 o’clock in-the afternoon in her
home. The woman and her family had
just finished lunch, and Mrs. Krick was

GRIEF CAUSED SUICIDE.

Son Despondent Over Mother’s Death,
Takes His Own Life.

~ ‘Bellingham, July 7.—John T. Walker
committed suicide this morning at the
home of his brother-in-law, Willlam
O’Neil, about one mile from Lynden. He
arose and washed himself for break-
fast and then passed out of the house.

Noting his absence when the family
sat. down to breakfasl, his sister went
in search of him, fearing he nad fallen
in a fainting spell, to wnlch he was
subject. She found him in the barn ly-
ing in a pool of blood which flowed
from an ugly wound in the mouth,
caused by a bullet from a 38-calibre re-
volver, which was still in his hand.

Since the death of his mother Walker
has been despondent, and has threat-
ened suicide a number of times.

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DOMESTIC HELP
REPORTED SCARCE

Local Council of Women Discussed
the Question at its Last
Meeting.

The last meeting before the ‘summer
vacation of the Council of Women of
Victoria and Vancouver Island was held
at the city hall on Monday afternoon.
The business of the half year was wound
up, and several matters of more or less
important nature were discussed.

Letters were received from Mrs. Wil-
loughby Cummings asking the local coun-
cil to prepare a paper for the conference
on “Purity” at the Natlonal Council in
Vancouver, and from Miss Edge notify-
ing the local members that they would
be invited to a reception after the Na-
tional Council had sat.

When the reports of the various com-
mittees were taken up it was found that
they recorded but little progress. Most
discouraging of all was the report re-
ceived from the committee on immigra-
tion in which gthe members comprising
that body expressed their great disap-
pointment at the turn of the Salvation
Army scheme. Domestic servants, said
the report, were, if anything, scarcer
than ever, and it was found that the
Army was assisting very few of them
out to Canada. Most of the people
brought out under Army auspices were
gettlels, and, as the Army would not
guarantee fares or make any especlal‘
effort to bring out domestic servants, the
solution of the problem assoclated with
the home helper was as far off as ever.
Mrs. Justin Gilbert, stated that the full
fare to the Coast from England was $8
to immigrants. It was pointed out that
Commissioner  Coombes in a recent ad-
dress had warned people not to depend
upon the Army for domestic help, but
had stated that if any servants were
leaving the Old Country the Army would
enter into a contract with them, which
contract was generally respected. In a
few cases employers had -advanced the
fare to the domestics and had asked for
a refund of only one-half of the amount.

Miss Crease reported that the provincial
bureau of information had given her con-
siderable aid in dealing with the servant
question, and that Mrs. Justin Gilbert and
Mrs. Palmer had been added to the com-
mittee. The result of all negotiations
had amounted to little, concluded the re-
port, and the present situation was most
unsatisfactory. Such promises and pros-
pects-as were held-out generally resulted
in the employer taking all risks and pay-
ing for the transportation of their pros-
pective helpers. f

On behalf of the committee appointed
to interview the Oak Bay-.council in re-
gard to the liquor question, Mrs. Andrews
reported that the council had accorded it
scant courtesy and no satisfaction. The
committee had also found that, by virtue
of a by-law passed during the last winter,
spirituous liquors could be sold on any
part of the fair grounds.

An invitation from the Lord Bishop of
Columbia for,the executive to attend a
reception at -Bishop’sclose on July 22nd,
wasg cordially accepted.

Mrs. James McGregor tendered her re-
signation as a member of the executive,
in eonsequence of her intended departure
for Japan, which was accepted. After a
discussionon-the agenda paper for the
National @ouncil's convention and the
transaction of minor routine business, the
council adjourned until after the summer
holidays.

At the convention of the National Coun-
cil of. Women, to be held in the near
future at Vancouver, the following ladies
will act as delegates from this district:
Mrs. R. S. Day, president of the local
couneil; Mesdames Jenkins, W. Grant,
Cooper, Hasell, Spofford, J: McGregor and
Miss Lawson. In addition to the above,
many members of the local council will
be present at the convention .in an un-
official capacity.

NATIONAL COUNCIL OF
WOMEN OF CANADA

Annual Meeting at Vancouver Wil
Open Monday Next--Important
Subjects.

The National Council of Women of
Canada will hold its fourteenth anrual
meeting in Vancouver during the week
beginning on Monday, July 15th. About
one hundred and fifty left Toronto re-
cently and are expected to arrive in
Vancouver on Saturday next. A re-
ception committee will meet the visit-
ors at Mission Junction and on their
arrival at Vancouver the mayor and al-
dermen will welcome them in the name
of the city.

Among those whé will attend -the
meeting are many women prominent
in the literary and artistic life of the
Dominion. Lady Edgar, president of
the Council, is well known as a histor-
ical writer of great weight. She is the
author of Ten Years of History In
Upper Canada, of The Life of Brock, in
the Makers of Canada series, and is at
present engaged on a History of the
House of Stuart. Her home is in To-
ronto. Miss Edgar, her daughter, who
is also to attend the meeting of the
council is vice-principal of Havergill
College, and six of the teachers are in-
cluded in the members who will visit
Vancouver.

Mrs. Willoughby Cummings, secra-
tary of *the Council, is well known in
literary circles of the Dominion. For
many years she has written articles In
the Toronto Globe and other Eastern
papers. it is due to her executive
ability that the National Council of
Women, of which she was made life-
member in 1899, is so well organized.
Mrs. Cummings is president.ef the To-
ronto Local Council.

Another woman writer for the Toron-
toto press that will be present is Mrs.
Elliott Brown, who contributes to the
Mail and Empire over ‘the. name of
Faith Fenton, and is also convenor of
the press for the National Council.
Miss Fitzgibbon of the Toronto Nation-
al Historical Society, and Miss Dignam |
of the Woman’s Art Assoeciation, are
other notable delegates. The latter Is
bringing ‘out an exhibition of lacework
made by Irish and Doukhobor settlers.
This will be exhibited at the rooms of
the Tourist Assoclation with- a view
to fostering the lace making industry
in Canada. .

‘The social side of the gathering has
been well looked after. The delegatles
will on Tuesday be taken for a sail
up the Inlet, and on Wednesday shown
round the city and Stanley Park in

automobiles. Thursday will be spent
at New Westminster, and the Royal
City Liocal Council has made great pre-
parations for the reception of the visit-
ors. On Friday drives will be taken to
different points of interest, and Satur-
day farewells will be made.

There is much serious business to be
done at the daily meetings of the Coun-
cil. Monday will be taken up with
committee work, the afternoon being
devoted to financial affairs. On Tuss-
day an'address of welcome will be de-
livered by Miss Edge, president of the
Vancoucer Local Council,,and in the
afternoon papers will be'read on Old
Age ‘Pensions and Immigration. A re-
solution will be drawn up calling upon
the government to restrict immigration
during the winter months, because of
the suffering entailed on women and
children of the poorer classes. On Wed-
nesday the report on the Custodial Care
of Feeble Minded Women will be read
and in the afternoon a discussion on the
tendency to lower the age of freedom
of .women .to marry from the age of
twenty-one to eighteen’'years. Another
resolution that will be brought forward
is that the consent of the mother as
well as the fither be necessary for tne
marriage’ of minors. In the evening
Miss Fitzgibbon will deliver a paper on
Canadian History Depicted by Canad-
ian Art and Mrs. Dignam an address
on the Development of Arts and Crafts
in Canada. Thursday a resolution
moved by the Canadia Suffrage Asso-
ciation will be discussed, and the Coun-
cil is asked to affirm its sympathy
with the principle of equal pay for
equal labor, irrespective of sex. On
Friday the report on the suppression
of the white slave traffic will be read,
and .in the afternoon a resolution re-
garding the Employment of Child La-
bor in Factories and an address on the
Prevention of Tuberculosis. Saturday
will be taken up with executive bus!-
ness and the selection of the place for
the next annual meeting.

POLICE UNIFORMS.

Canadian Club |Appoint Committee—
Protest Against Using Flag For
Commercial Advertising.

The Canadian Club of this city held
a luncheon Wednesday at noon at the
Poodle Dog restaurant for the purpose
of disposing of business urgently need-
ing attention. There was a good at-
tendance. A. W. McCurdy, president,
presided,

After the luncheon had been partaken
of those present turned their attention
to the business of the session.

F. Napier Denison introduced a reso-
lution to the effect that the police com-
missioners should be urged to adopt a
uniform in compliance with that used
in the British Isles instead of one after
the pattern of those in use’in the Unit-
ed ‘States. In support of it he said:
““As some residents of Victoria ire not
aware that the local police uniform is
not on British lines I have procured
from the Torpnto police authorities
photographs - of their police uniforms
and a cut of the well known and uni-
versally respected London policeman.
The Toronto helmet bears the Cana-
diaff emblems of.the Maple Leaf and
the Beavyer, while the remainder of
the uniform is practically identical
with the London type. The other On-
tario cities have adopted the same
dress as Toronto, while Montreal has a
type slightly modified to ‘suit the
French population of that city. The
Dominion police, under Col. Sherwood,
wear also the British form of dress. In
passing westward ‘from~ Ontario we
find the American uniform in use at
Winnipeg, Calgary, Vancouver and Vic-
toria. Why these Western cities should
have departed from the adoption of the
British type of uniform ig difficult to
understand.”

Joseph Peirson recorded the resolu-
tions supporting the proposition heart-
ily.

Mr. Fleet Robertson had an objec-
tion to the proposition. He thought
the Canadian Club had more important
business than that to attend to.’ He
proposed that the resolution be given
the three months hoist.

Dr. Lewis Hall'thought the subject
might be inquired into.

Superintendent Hussey, of the pro-
vincial police, was asked for his opin-
ion. He said that speaking for him-
gelf alone he felt that the time had
come when Canada should either adopt
a distinctive uniform for the police or
follow the British type. He, however,
pointed out that without regular drill,
a uniform seemed out of place. The
men who wore it should be made to set
a uniform off properly. He had been
informed that the new chief in Van-
couver was going to use the Toronto
type of uniform and have regular
drills.

A. C. Flumerfelt advised the appoint-
ment of a committee to get informa-
tion and wailt upon the police com-
missioners and report .at next meet-
ing.

This carried and F. Napier Denison,
Supt. Hussey and John Nelson were
appointed. 5

E. Jacobs introduced the subject of
the use of the national flag in adver-
tising and strongly deprecated it.

B. C. Mess«thought it was allowable
under certain .circumstandes.

A resolution was finally passed de-
precating strongly the use of the flag
in commercial advertising.

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WAS COMMITTED
FOR TRIAL TO-DAY

Samuel Jackson Charged With At-
tempting to Murder Mother-in-
Law Sent to Higher Court

Samuel Jackson was'this morring com-
mitted for trial on ‘a charge of attempt-
ing to murder his mother-in-law, Jemtma
Hunt, at his residence, 6 James sireet,
on Saturday last. The accused came up
on remand from yesterday, his counsel,
George Jay, having failed to secure bail
for him. Harold Robertson prosecuted.
Only two witnesses were called for the
prosccution and mnone for the defence.
The prisoner made a detailed statement
to the magistrate setting forth domestic
occurrences as grounds for provocation.

Mrs. Jemima Hunt, mother-in-law of
the accused, said that on Saturday even-
ing last she visited her daughter, Mrs.
Jackgon, to help the latter with her four
children, all of them being sick with
measles. She stayed with her daughter
for an -hour or two when the accused
came home. He asked her whether the
children were suffering from the disease
and she said they were. This was all the ]
conversation she had with the accused.
He went into the dining room to write a
letter, and afterwards came out and
struck the witness. He seized her by the
throat and threw her to the floor and then
kicked her. Her daughter interfered, but
he again caught hold of witness and
pounded her head against the wall. Then
he took a meat saw from a table near by
and safd: “I’ll- kill you; go home, or I'll
kill yon.””” When he tried to strikc her
with the saw his wife stayed his hand
and witness asked the accused to let her
get up. She promised to go home, but
he replied: “T’ll not let you go home now,
T'll kill you first.”” While Jackson was
struggling to free hisz wife’s hands from
the saw the witness crawled under the
table and managed to get away from the
room. Just as she reached the front
door the accused ran after her and forced
her down the steps at the front of the
house, repeating his threats.

The witness wag in a very weak condi-
tion, and frequently paused to regain her
breath. Continuing, -she said that when
she reached the sidewalk in front of the
house she met some men and asked them
to go into the accused’s house as she was
afraid he would murder his wife. She
reached home in a state of collapse, and
her husband telephoned for the police.
During her testimony the witness pro-
duced some of the clothing worn by her
when the accused assaulted her. It was
almost torn to ribbons, and was put in by
the prosecution as an exhibit, together
with a number of hair pins which had
been bent through the accused dragging
her by the hair. The meat saw was also
filed as an exhibit.

Witness said that she had no quarrel
_with Jackson, and had never interfered
in his domestic affairs, except upon two
occasions, when she remonstrated with
him .for beating her daughter. During
the eight years that the accused had
beenn married to-her daughter she had
never had any serious trouble with him.
On Saturday last, the day the assault
took place, witness and her husband
dined with the accused and his wife and
there was no quarrel of any kind.

Florence Jackson, wife of the accused,
and daughter ' of the previous witness,
corroborated her mother’s story of the
assault. - As far as _she knew there had
never heen any serious trouble between
the accused and her mother.

Jackson did not go into the witness-
box, but made a statement in which he
alleged that Mrs. Hunt had frequently
interfered in his domestic affairs. On one
occasion he had taken some quinine and
liquor to cure an ajilment, and his
mother-in-law had tried to cause a quar=
rel between him and ‘his wife in conse-
quence. She had even gone so far as to
In his
statement Jackson recited various domes-
tic happenings which had taken place dur-
ing his residence in the Northwest, in
support of his claim that Mrs. Hunt had
endeayored to estrange him from his
wife.

TROUT FOR PROSPECT LAKE.
Fry Brought From Dominion Hatchery
To-Day.

: A consignment of young brook trout,
in number about 20,000, arrived by the
Dominfon government steamer Georgia
this afternoon from ‘the Bon Accord
hatchery on the Fraser River, four
miles from Westminster., Wm. Rox-
burgh, who is running the hatchefy,
was in charge of the consignment. On
arrival the trout were at once driven

accompanied by Wm.
Prospect lake. On journey on
the Georgia the water was
changed from time to time from a
stock of hatchery water carried for the
purpose. The temperature of the wa-
ter was kept down by means of ice to
about 47 degrees. o
On the journey to Prospect lake the
trout were most carefully shaded ¢n
such a way as to give them plenty of
air, but at the same time guarding
them from any undue rise of tempera-
ture. The trout vary from about an
inch to perhaps an inch and a quarter
in size. From the egg state to’'the pre-
sent, the tjme taken in the deveiopment
process has occupied about four or five
months. They are quite strong and
the transplanting of 'them is generally

Bon Accord hatchery has this year
supplied Nanaimo, Cowichan and Co-
mox with Atlantic fry salmon, in num-
ber about 5,000 for each place. Some
very good results are expected from
these Atlantic fry, and there is no rea-
son why they should not in every re-
spect be similar to the salmon of the
Old Country.

EMPRESS REFUSES PASSENGER.

Chinese Leper From Ladysmith Can-
not Travel Home on C. P. R.
Liner,

Some days ago a Chinese leper was
brought to Victoria from Ladysmith.
Yesterday when the Empress of Japan
was in this port an effort was made
to ship him back to the Orient as owing
to the recent action of the Dominion
government in shipping the Darcey
Island lepers back to Canton there is
now no leper colony on the coast of
British Columbia. The effort to secure
a-passage for the stricken man on the
C. P. R. liner was unavailing, as the
doctor on board refused to aillow him
to travel.

Arrangements are at present pending
for his removed to Canton, and it |is
anticipated that in the meantime he
will be removed to Darcey sland, where
he will be kept under the care of an
attendant.

Major -Mc¢Farlane Tells of His Troubles
With Neighbors,

A CASE OF LIBEL.

Before Chief Justice Hunter to-day at
the civil sittings the hearing of the charge
of libel in McFarlane vs. Garnett is in
progress. The case arises out of the
shooting near Duncans of a bull helong-
ing to the defendant. Major McFarlane,
accused of committing the deed without
sufficient excuse, was made the defendant
in a criminal action brought against him
and tried by Judge Harrison, who dis-
missed the case.

Letiers were written to the press touch-
ing on the alleged offence; and on this
Major McFarlane based his present action
for libel. The plaintiff fs represented by
F. Peters, K.C., and S. Perry Mills, K.t,,
while E. V. Bodwell, K. C., and H. Dallas
Helmcken, K. C., appear for the defend-
ant.

Yesterday afternoon Major McFarlane
was examined. He contended that the
shooting was purely in self-defence. He
had-been disturbed by cattle onghis pre-
mises, and had driven them off. Later he
had had to again drive them away. The’
bull had charged him, and in self-defence
he shot, thus probably killing it.

Under cross-examination by Mr. Bod-
well, considerable amusement was crea%t-
¢d in court. Major McFarlane contended
that/ he was the victim of all kinds of
offences. He represented that all kinds
of wicked deeds were perpetrated upon
him, his barns and his cattle .interfered
with, which called for the remark from
Mr. Bodwell that “they must be a bad
lot.”” The Major assented, saying, “In-
deed they are.”

The case is still in progress this after-
noon.

Belts, coliars, ties all bear their part
in the makeup of the tailored girl, and
the correct treatment of neck and waist
Ine means just the difference between
the well and badly dressed woman.

While there is a certain lgtitude in
regard to neckwear, and the soft plain
or embroidered stocks are being much
more worn than they were in the win-
ter, undoubtedly the most popular col-
lar for the tailored shirtwaist is the
turnover embroidered collar, worn with
a small silk, linen or lingerie tab or
longer tle,

Linen belts ‘and girdiées Have no rival
for wearing with the summer morning
gown. Not only are they more in keep-
ing with a plain linen skirt and shirt-
waist than a ribbon or silk girdle, but
they have the decided merit of being
cheaper. Every woman knows the_dif-
ficulty of keeping up a fresh supply of
ribbons without frequent buying of new
ones; therefore - it is well to reserve
them to use with dressier gowns, and
confine one's self for morning to the
linen belts, which can be easily tubbed,
Moreover, the linen belt with the white
gown does not break the line as does a
colored one, therefore is much more be-
coming.

1t is quite the thing just now to have
collar, tieand belt match. This gives a
handsome touch to an absolutely plain
suit; in fact, lends quife the air of a
simple embroidered gown. To buy a
set of this kind in hand embroidery is
guite beyond the power of most worhen.
A collar alone will cost from $2 to $4;
the simplest tab is at least $1 or $1.50
more; while a girdle as elaborate as
the one shown today could scarcely be
bought for $5.

Fortunately, such considerations have
little weight with the woman who em-
broiders. A quarter of a yazd of heavy
linen and some mercerized cotton repre-
sents all the money outlay required to
complete such a set. Not even this,
perhaps, as there are few women who
have not odd strips of linen and skeins
of cotton left over from some more
elaborate piece of work.

The work on this set is quite dispro-
portionate to its showiness, The flowers
ere of the simplest possible form, with-
out a big surface to cover, and the
graceful buttonholed edge can also be
easily worked. Moreover, there are no
new or intricate stitches; the petals and
leaves are done in satin stitch, the cen-
ters of the flowers and dots in eyelet,
the ‘stars in outline or cording stitch
and the edge is buttonholed.

Pad the scallop with chain stitch. If
preferred; each edge may se run with
darning cotton. This, however, will
make flatter work than if padded over
the entire surface. The leaves and
petals, being so small, are most quick-
v padded by using lengthwise stitches
with the satin stitch worked across
them. Run all the eyelets before
piercing to avoid pulling, and in
working catch as little of tEe ma-
terial as will hold.

joining covered by a feld of the linen.
To the back is attached a tape or elas-
tic to fasten it to the collar button. It
is the work of but a few minutes te
take such a tie apart for laundering.
The design can be also done in three
pieces, two arranged horizontally as a
bow and the other coming down in the
middle as a single end, as is shown in
the pictyre. When made up on lawn it
would be quite pretty to embroider four
ends, making ‘'the .two under ones
slightly longer than those on top and
arranging them into a stiff double bow
effect. The ends can also be put pn a
straight lawn tie which goes round the
neck and ties in a small bow in front.

—

White mercerized cotton of a rather
fine number does the best work. If the
tie is worked in lawn, a finer cotton
should be used than on the linen. A

-pleasing variation would be to em-

broider the set in a color. .Two shades
of dull blue is attractive, also several
tones of brown.

POINTS IN STAMPING AT HOME

ERY often it i{s much more con-
V venient as well as economical

for women who embraider to do
their own stamping. This may- be ac-
complished either by transfer paper
and tracing the outline with a hard
pencil, or by using perforated pat-
terns. ; \

Neither method is difficult if a few
necessary points are observed, though,
of course, by {xslng the perforations
the design can be applied much more
quickly. The chief thing, however, in
both is to have the Mmaterial abso-
lutely smooth. If it is even slightly
wrinkled, it should be carefully

pressed and laid on a flat surface right
side up. Otherwise there is sure to be
imperfections in the stamping.

After the pattern is laid on the ma-
terial both should be firmly fastened
to the table. This can be dome by

placing heavy irons at the corners. If

the article to be stamped, however, is
fairly small, these irons get 'in the
way of the hands, so it is better, on
the whole, to use thumb tacks or push
pins. The glass-headed variety of the
latter makes a hole little larger than
a needle point, so cannot injure the
woodwork. If many - designs are
stamped, however, it is well to keep
an old drawing board for the pur-
pose.

In transferring patterns slip the im-
pression paper between the material
and the design, placing the shiny side
down. If but half a design is given and
one wishes to do both sides at once,
double over the material, right side to
right side, slip between it two pieces
of carbon paper (the ordinary type-
writers’ carbon sheets, if large enough,
will do in default of anything better)
back to back and with the shiny side
of each resting on the right side of the
fabric,

Now place the design on top and trace
carefully each line with a stiletto. This
is better than a pencil, because it will
not thicken the outlines.

Sometimes a design that is already
worked is to be taken off. This is best
done if the material to be stamped is
fairly transparent by holding them both
against a window and tracing the out-
lines with a pencil. Of course, it will
not be very accurate, but the finer
liner can usually be drawn in:

Tue perforated pattern is for the sim-

plest method of stamping, and is used
in most large art needlework establish-

ments. The design is placed on the ma-
terial smooth side up and the perforated
partg are gone over with a small felt
pad dipped first in kerosene and then
rubbed over a cake of specially pre-
pared stamping paste. This method is
so rapid and easy that no one who has
iried it ever eares to attempt the more
laborious ways of doing their own
stamping.

Sometimes a marked design can be
transferred by putting it face down on
the right side of the new material and
rubbing back of the pattern with
silver spoon.

Lace Embroidered in
Color

HE woman who likes to turn her
T embroidery to account for her
personal adornment can do so
very simply and quickly by embroid-
ering lace for a blouse. It is very
popular just now to have these lace
waists with part of the design accen-
tuated in colored embroidery.,
Sometimes this {s done on an allover
lace, but more often the color is put
into narrow insertions and used as a
trimming. For instance, a blouse of
allover Valenciennes in some scroll-
like patterns is trimmed in strips of
“point-de-Paris” or Valenciennes lace
about an inch wide. Its pattern should
be a very regular conventional ene,
say big dots or a single well-marked
flower. These are embroidered over
in satin stitch, being first lightly
padded if the figure is not prominent
enough to give the desired raised ef-
fect. The work is done either in a
rather coarse-colored linen floss or in
mercerized cotton. The work is me-
chanical, but, fortunately, rapid, since
many yards are necessary.
One of the handsomest of these em-

‘broidered iace blouses had numerous

vertical strips of insertion, each one
ending in a point a little above the
waist, forming & line to simulate the
new pointed bolero shape. The strips
were edged with a narrow lace ruffle.
The lace for these ruffles is usually
of narrow cheap Valenciennes, hut if
one wishes to be very ultra, a tiny
Irish edge could be used. Occasionally
the lace as well as the insertion has
touch of the colored embroidery. A
pretty way is to run the outer scallop
QV‘Ith a line of color,

_the entirg set.is the same.

A Bureau Set in Eyelet
and Kensington
Embroidery

DAINTY bureau set may be made
A of white linen, embroidered in a

combination of eyelet-work, but-
tonholing, outlining and the shaded
Kensington stitch. The edge should be
finished in long, loose scallops, slightly
padded and closely buttonholed. The
design is a border formed by a com-
bination of a conventionalized flower,
arranged In oval eyelets around a larger
central ePelet and connected by a series
of scrolls and foliage with large, round
medallions. The scrolls are done in
outlining, and the tiny leaves may ei-
ther be pierced and worked over and
over, as are the flowers, or can be done
in satin stiteh.

The medallions are formed by a circle
of outlining, with round eyelets plercing"
it at intervals of a half inch. In the
ce.nter of each of these is an open rose,
with a few leaves, shaded in natural
colors. Use filo silk in four shades of
pink and three of soft greens.

Th}s design is very charming when
carried out in bureas scarf, pincushion,
handkerchief and glove cases. The pln:
cushion cover is made removable, by
having an under part cut exactly the
same size as the top, but merely em-
broidered with scallops and oval eye-
lets, through -which pink satin ribbon
laces it to the top over the cushion.

The handkerchief and glove cases fold
over like a doubled piece of paper, the
former being square, the latter oblong.

. They are made of pink China silk, edged

with a double frill, and filled with -
ton batting, liberally sprinkied withc:a:-
chet. Over this the embroidered linen
cover, cut exactly the same shape as
the lxnlng, but somewhat smaller, is
tacked with a few loose stitches, so it
can be easily removed and laundered.

Naturally, the medallions, fiowers
scrolls and roses are adapted to the size
and shape of the article for which they
are intended, but the general desgign of

ALF the vexation of embroiderers
comes from using too long a
thread, If it does not tangle

hopelessly at the most critical minute,
it is sure to rough up, or grow thin and
break in the most maddening fashion.

It is really very little more_irouble to
work with & thread or silk of correct
length. Of course, it necessitates more
frequent threading of needles, but if
one's eyes are too bad to perform this
operation quickly they are not in a
condition to do fine embroidery. 1f loss
of time is the bugbear, infinitely more
time is lost, as a rule, with knots and
breaks and tangles than in threading an
extra needle or two.

If a skein of silk or cotton is cut at
}Joté:t ends, the thread is about the right
ength.

Attention to this simple precaution
will give better results in the work, as
